Tossups

1) Because it was used to promote animal growth, it is a minor cause of copper toxicity in humans, as it causes tissue to store more copper.  Tamoxifen binds to this molecule’s receptors in cells, reducing the risk of breast cancer.  Equilenin and equilin are ring B unsaturated types of this hormone, which increases osteoblast activity and thus, its absence partially explains the prevalence of osteoporosis among post-menopausal women.  Often used to treat sufferers of Turner syndrome, for ten points, name this hormone produced mainly by the placenta and the ovaries which is key to the secondary-sex characteristics and reproductive structures of females.

ANSWER: Estrogen
2) His most famous work mentions his earlier play, The Siege of Numantia, while comedies such as The Jealous Husband and Trampagos the Pimp who Lost his Moll explore the nature of reality and illusion.  He mocked gypsies in his novel The Gypsy Girl, but defended other downtrodden minorities in his allegorical “Colloquy of the Dogs,” which, along with the former, makes up part of his Novelas Ejemplares. For ten points, name this author of Spain’s “golden age” who wrote the pastoral La Galatea, and created the characters of Sancho Panza and Don Quixote.

ANSWER: Miguel de Cervantes Saavedra

3) The theologian Johann Dollinger supported it, and groups opposed to it included the Poles of Prussia, the Guelph party in Hanover, and most importantly the Center Party under Ludwig Windthorst. Resolved mainly by the desire to form a bloc with the Centre Party against the Socialists and by the ascendancy of Leo XIII after the death of the conservative Pius IX, the most controversial legislation passed during it was the series of Falk Laws, promulgated on May 2nd, 1873. For ten points, name this period of struggle between Otto von Bismarck and the Catholic Church.

ANSWER: Kulturkampf or culture struggle (accept close equivalents)

4) Metallic ones are rare, and mainly used in expensive golf club heads.  These hard states are not in statistical equilibrium, so things like the temperature are not well defined, and their thermodynamic quantities vary depending on the past thermal history of a sample.  In particular, the transition temperature at which they form is dependent on the rate at which they are cooled.  Their zero-temperature thermodynamic entropy is nonzero, which is not a violation of the Third Law because they are not crystals.  Examples include cold silly putty and cold chewing gum.  For ten points, name these often brittle amorphous solids, whose most common example is formed from chains of silica tetrahedra.

ANSWER: Glass

5) The climactic scene of this movie occurs in room 773 of the Jack Tarr Hotel, where the protagonist is horrified to find a toilet overflowing with blood. The murdered man, played by an uncredited Robert Duvall, is the director of a mysterious corporation, and his assistant, Martin Stett, played by a young Harrison Ford, stalks the protagonist at a convention. At that convention the protagonist meets his blustering business rival, Bernie Moran, and has his tapes stolen by the whore Lurleen. Featuring John Cazale as the assistant to the protagonist, Harry Caul, for ten points name this Francis Ford Coppola movie starring Gene Hackman as a surveillance expert.

ANSWER: The Conversation

6) Some of his few friends are the construction worker Mike, the sculptor Stephen Mallory, Kent Lansing, and Austen Heller. He makes his first trip to court when prosecuted by Hopton Stoddard, who isn’t at all happy with a statue of a naked woman in his temple. He has a tragic friendship with the owner of the New York Banner, Gail Wynand. Forced to work in a granite quarry, he rapes the beautiful Dominique, who becomes his lover. For ten points, name this rival of Peter Keating and predecessor to John Galt as Ayn Rand’s depiction of the ideal man, the architect main character who laughs at the beginning of The Fountainhead.

ANSWER: Howard Roark (either name)

7) The road leading to it passes through a triumphal arch decorated with three pomegranates and designed by Pedro Machuca. After this is the Puerta de la Justicia, featuring a carved hand which symbolizes defense against evil. Within the building is the Court of Myrtles, and the 16th-century addition known as the Garden of Lindaraxa. Built during the reign of Ibn al-Ahmar of the Nasrid dynasty, its most famous features are the Generalife, the Court of the Lions, and the Moorish section known as the Alcazaba. For ten points, identify this palace and fortress overlooking the city of Granada in Spain.

ANSWER: Alhambra
8) The third act, which features the arias “Orco dadi ma fra poco” and “In braccio al mio rival!” had an additional ballet section written in for its French premier. In the first act one of the female leads sings “Di tale amor” to her maid Ines, where she proclaims that she would rather die than lose the mysterious knight that she saw at a tournament. With a libretto based on a Gutierrez play and written by Cammarano and Leone Bardare, its most famous musical portion is probably “Chi del gitano I giorni abbella.” For ten points, name this work featuring the lady Leonora, the soldier Manrico and his mother, the gypsy Azucena, an opera by Verdi featuring the “Anvil Chorus”.

ANSWER: Il Trovatore or The Troubadour
9) One of his sons, Hardjedef, is known for his eponymous Instructions, while his son Kawab by his chief queen Mertiotes preceded him in death. Also known as Horus Medjedu, his successor Djedefra was followed by his more famous son Khafra.  This man ruled from 2589-2566 B.C., and his vizier Hemiunu was instrumental in the completion of his most famous project, perhaps begun during the reign of his father Sneferu, the founder of the 4th Dynasty. For ten points, name this Egyptian king famous for the Great Pyramid at Giza.

ANSWER: Khufu or Cheops
10) This physicist’s disastrous marriage prompted him to send a description of 1000 of his dreams to Carl Jung, who published a book analyzing many of them. His thesis, influenced by his advisor, Arnold Sommerfeld, dealt with the application of quantum theory to ionized hydrogen atoms, and after meeting Niels Bohr in 1922 he began his investigations of the anomalous Zeeman effect. His namesake matrices represent the non-relativistic rotational forces acting on particles with spin ½, and he proposed the neutron particle, although we know it today as the neutrino. For ten points, identify this physicist who proposed a fourth quantum number, which is the subject of his namesake Exclusion Principle.

ANSWER: Wolfgang Ernst Pauli
11) Later in his life, he carried a musket-ball in his neck as a show of his bravery in battle.  He violated the Truce of Tolberg, but later gained huge amounts of land after agreeing to the Truce of Altmark and the Treaty of Tiegenhoff.  He brought his top advisor, Axel Oxenstierna, to administer the land he gained after he crossed the Elbe and defeated Tilley at the battle of Breitenfield in 1632.  For ten points, name this son of Charles IX who died at the battle of Lutzen, a king of Sweden known as the “Lion of the North.”

ANSWER: Gustavus II Adolphus [accept Gustav(us) II]

12) Known collectively as Chishima, the northernmost of them is Atlasov Island and others include the Habomai islands, Kunashiri, Shikotan, and Iturup. Inherited according to the 1875 Treaty of Saint Petersburg, one country refers to the southernmost four as the Northern Territories while another considers them a part of the Sakhalin Oblast. Stretching north from Hokkaido to Kamchatka and enclosing the Sea of Okhotsk from the rest of the Pacific are, for ten points, these islands disputed between Russia and Japan. 

ANSWER: Kuril Islands (or Kurile)

13) The idea of samsara first appears in the Brhadaranyaka and the sage Yajnavalkya appears often in them. Composed beginning around 900 B.C., the first and oldest of them is the Chandogya and the Aitareya contains the story of Indra and Vritra. Establishing the connection between the brahman and the atman, they form the basis of the Vedanta school. For ten points, name these sacred Hindu texts considered to be the fifth part of the Vedas, which had a considerable influence on Schopenhauer.

ANSWER: Upanishads

14) The first mention of it is by al-Khwarizmi in a 9th century text, where its two cities are called Sarnah and Kawkaw. Its last emperor, Issihak II, was badly defeated by the Moroccan Sultan Ahmad al-Mansur at the Battle of Tondibi in 1591. Previously the empire had fended off the attacks of the kingdom of Fouta-Toro in Senegal, the Dogon and Fulani at Bandiagara, and the Tuareg at the empire’s second most important city, Timbuktu. Converted to Islam by Askia Mohammed, for ten points, this African empire’s capital at Gao was established by its founder, Sunni Ali.

ANSWER: Songhai Empire
15) The poet noted that it “was conceived and chiefly written in a wood that skirts the Arno, near Florence,” and the poet’s proximity to Dante’s home may explain this poem’s complex terza rima form.  The speaker bewails his human nature, crying “I fall upon the thorns of life!  I bleed,” and enjoins the title entity “Make me thy lyre,” and to “Drive my dead thoughts over the universe / Like withered leaves to quicken a new birth!”  For ten points, the line “If Winter comes, can Spring be far behind?” ends this Percy Shelley ode to a force of nature.

ANSWER: “Ode to the West Wind”
16) Bell Labs has sent them without errors over thousands of kilometers. John Scott Russell discovered them and called them "waves of translation." They were first seen in the Union Canal. They are localized in space, and retain their shape after interacting with one another. The four-dimensional type, localized in time as well as in space, is called an "instanton." The prototypical equation with this type of solution is the Korteweg-deVries equation. They are always caused by nonlinear effects. For ten points, what are these "solitary waves"?

ANSWER: Soliton
17) Arcesilaus dismissed this philosophy’s popularity, stating that “people sometimes make eunuchs out of men, but no one can ever make a man out of a eunuch.”  Nicolaus of Autrecourt tried to espouse its atomist theories in the 14th century, but the Church forced him to burn his writings.  Pierre Gassendi led a mid-17th century revival of it, and it was espoused by Lucretius in his De Rerum Natura.  For ten points, name this philosophy described as “the art of making life happy” by its founder at its school, “The Garden.”

ANSWER: Epicureanism

18) Late in his career, he was accused of raping a ten-year-old girl, but due partially to his victory in the Battle of Liman, Catherine the Great allowed him to leave St. Petersburg for Paris.  Earlier, he had fled to Virginia and added his surname after killing a mutineer in Tobago, and he received command of the eighteen-gun Ranger in 1777.  The Frenchman Captain Landais of the Alliance hindered his most famous accomplishment, a September 23, 1779 victory in which he defeated Captain Pearson due to well-placed grenades.  For ten points, name this seaman of the American Revolution, best known for defeating the HMS Serapis while commanding the Bonhomme Richard, who famously said “I have not yet begun to fight!”

ANSWER: John Paul Jones

19) Because the t sub-2g orbitals are located between bond axes while the e sub-g orbitals are along the axes, the former occur at a lower energy in an octahedral field. This is often seen in Copper (II) complexes with 3 electrons in the e sub-g level, creating a degenerate state in the lowest energy level that is removed by distortion. Occurring in spontaneous and static fashions, for ten points, this effect results in the elongation or compression of an axis of a formerly symmetric ion to achieve the lowest overall energy.

ANSWER: Jahn-Teller Effect

20) He stated that he “would have had to invent” absurd theater if it had not existed before him, in his autobiography Disturbing the Peace.  He edited the magazine Tvar for a short time and co-wrote the satire Autostop before penning more ambitious works, such as Horský Hotel.  The author of the political essays “The Power of the Powerless” and “Report on My Case,” his experience of being imprisoned by Communists inspired Protest, which is a far cry from his earlier comic works like The Increased Difficulty of Concentration.   For ten points, name this leader of the Charter 77 group who wrote The Memorandum and The Garden Party before he was president of the Czech Republic.

ANSWER: Vaclav Havel
21) This artist’s early works include a marble bust of Dr. Antonio Coppola and the group Aeneas, Anchises and Ascanius Leaving Troy, a work once attributed to his father, Pietro. Late in his life he traveled to France, where his nationalism caused Louis XIV to reject his plans for the Louvre. Under Pope Alexander VII he was charged with the decoration of Santa Maria del Popolo, and he created the magnificent Chair of St. Peter for St. Peter’s Basilica. He also designed the baldacchino and a colonnade for that church, but he may be best known for the Triton and Four Rivers fountains, and for a work housed in the Coronaro Chapel. For ten points, name this baroque sculptor of the Ecstasy of St. Teresa.

ANSWER: Gian Lorenzo Bernini

Bonus
1) The captain was here, and he was helping me get ND.  Seriously, these works of literature feature captains of some sort.  Name them for 10 points each.

(10) The title character’s Malay wife was made heir to Captain Lingard.  However, the title character of this Conrad work fails to find a secret gold mine, causing his wife to leave him.

ANSWER: Almayer’s Folly: A Story of an Eastern River
(10) The title character of this Strindberg work is known simply as “The Captain.”  His wife Laura drives him insane over his daughter Bertha until the nurse Margaret puts him in a straitjacket.

ANSWER: The Father (Fadren)
(10) Captain Macheath is a highwayman who is loved by both Polly Peachum and Lucy Lockit, whose fathers drag him to prison in this satirical 18th century John Gay drama.

ANSWER: The Beggar’s Opera

2) Name these World War I era French politicians, for ten points each:

[10] This six-time premier of France succeeded the mentally unstable René Viviani, but his nonchalant attitude led to his replacement by Alexandre Ribot. He went on to form an anti-war pact with Frank Kellogg.

ANSWER: Aristide Briand
[10] This septuagenarian, nicknamed the “Tiger,” was premier at the time of the armistice and represented France at the Versailles peace conference.

ANSWER: Georges Clemenceau
[10] This president of France throughout the war was nicknamed “la guerre” by revisionist German historians. As premier in the 1920’s he ordered the occupation of the Ruhr and helped to stabilize the franc.

ANSWER: Raymond Poincare
3) Answer the following about a hierarchy of needs, for ten points each.

[10] This American psychologist created a very famous hierarchy of needs, which he described in his book Toward a Psychology of Being.

ANSWER: Abraham Maslow
[10] The bottom four levels of needs, Physiological, Safety, Belonging, and Esteem needs, are grouped under this name, which implies that they stop motivating a person once they are filled.

ANSWER: Deficit needs (accept D-needs or Deficiency needs)

[10] Also called “growth motivation” or “being needs,” this final stage in Maslow’s hierarchy describes someone who continually needs to fulfill his potential to the max.

ANSWER: self-actualization (accept variants of “actualization”)

4) Answer these questions about superconductivity, for ten points each.

[10] This is the name given to the theory that describes the macroscopic behavior of superconductors in terms of thermodynamics, notably second-order phase transitions.

ANSWER: Ginzburg-Landau theory

[10] These types of superconductors have a Ginzburg-Landau parameter greater than (one over the square root of 2). Examples such as perovskites have a much higher critical temperature than their counterparts.

ANSWER: Type II superconductors

[10] Both Type I and Type II superconductors exhibit this effect, the expulsion of a magnetic field from the superconductor core, which is the basis for magnetic levitation.

ANSWER: Meissner effect

5) Chris Frankel loves cock, but he only drinks domestic.  So answer the following about cocks in American literature, for ten points each.

[10] In one point in this Nathanael West work about the artificiality of Hollywood, Claude Estee and the main character Tod Hackett watch a cockfight.

ANSWER: The Day of the Locust
[10] This man’s third novel, Crazy Cock, immediately preceded his most famous work, a semi-autobiographical, explicitly sexual work about an American writer in Paris.  That work, Tropic of Cancer, was banned in the US after being declared obscene in 1934.

ANSWER: Henry Miller
[10] The title character of this Longfellow poem “heard the crowing of the cock” at “twelve by the village clock” and manages to make it to Medford, Lexington, and Concord to warn people of an imminent invasion.

ANSWER: Paul Revere’s Ride

6) Answer the following about skits in rap for ten points each.  When you’re done, kick back and see how far Leo will go in order to get into a rap video on www.rapvideoauditions.com.

[10] This seminal 1992 Dr. Dre album contains the skits “The $20 Sack Pyramid” and “The Doctor’s Office.”

ANSWER: The Chronic
[10] This artist’s 2003 album The College Dropout contains two “School Spirit” skits and a “Lil Jimmy” skit, in which he rants about the uselessness of college degrees.

ANSWER: Kanye West
[10] As found on T.I.’s album Trap Muzik, this song ends with a skit about the BusterCard, a takeoff on a MasterCard ad.  In it, T.I. proclaims that he’s “wild as the Taliban” and has a “9 in my right, .45 in my other hand.”

ANSWER: Rubberband Man

7) Answer the following about logical positivism, for ten points each.

[10] Logical positivism was inspired greatly by this important work of Ludwig Wittgenstein, which has “the world is everything that is the case” as its first proposition.

ANSWER: Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus
[10] Noted logical positivist Mortiz Schlick founded this group in the 1920s to discuss Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus.  It was also known as the Ernst Mach Association.

ANSWER: Vienna Circle (Wiener Kreis)

[10] This author of Meaning and Necessity, Formalization of Logic, and The Logical Syntax of Language was considered one of the foremost figures of logical positivism.

ANSWER: Rudolf Carnap

8) Name these works of Stravinsky, for ten points each:

[10] First performed with Maria Piltz as the Chosen One, this ballet is divided into two major sections: “A Kiss of the Earth” and “The Exalted Sacrifice” and it is subtitled “Scenes from Pagan Russia”.

ANSWER: The Rite of Spring or Le Sacre du Printemps
[10] This hybrid ballet/musical drama features a libretto by C.F. Ramuz. In it, the title character trades his fiddle to the devil for a magic book that provides wealth.

ANSWER: The Soldier’s Tale or L’histoire du Soldat
[10] This 1919 ballet’s music is mostly derived from old Pergolesi operas like Il Flaminio and Adriano in Siria. With set decorations by Picasso, the plot focused on the title character’s love for Pimpinella.

ANSWER: Pulcinella

9) Answer the following about the biology of Leo Wolpert being his usual Malibu’s Most Wanted self and stabbing some dude, for ten points each.

[10] Soon after Leo’s shiv penetrates said dude, these large, granular, multilobed leukocytes rush to the wound site.  They expend all their glucose reserves to kill the first microorganism they encounter, and thus have very short lifespans.

ANSWER: neutrophils

[10] As soon as the shiv breaks the skin, the dude’s cells secrete these cytokines.  Their IL-8 variety is a chemoattractor for neutrophils, while their IL-2 variety helps proliferate activated T-cells.

ANSWER: interleukins

[10] If Leo aims correctly, he may stab the dude in these neck veins, which drain blood from the head area back to the heart, causing said dude to bleed really profusely.  ANSWER: jugular veins
10) For ten points each, cover your ears to block out the sound of Jason Keller’s whining and name these Chilean authors.

[10] She wrote Eva Luna and Of Love and Shadows, but she’s best known for The House of the Spirits.

ANSWER: Isabel Allende
[10] The author of The Last Song of Manuel Sendero, he was forced into exile upon the accession of Pinochet, and is most famous for the play Death and the Maiden.

ANSWER: Ariel Dorfman
[10] A rival of Nicanor Parra, this poet born Neftali Ricardo Reyes is famous for books like The Enthusiastic Slingshooter and Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair.

ANSWER:  Pablo Neruda

11) Answer some questions about medieval Japan, FTPE.

[10] This family was appealed to by Prince Mochihito to overthrow the Taira clan and succeeded, establishing the Kamakura shogunate in 1185.

ANSWER: Minamoto
[10] This man defeated Taira Kiyomori and become the first Minamoto shogun.

ANSWER: Minamoto Yoritomo
[10] This is the name given to the war from 1180-1185 that resulted in the fall of the Taira, ending in the decisive Battle of Dannoura.

ANSWER: Genpei War or Gampei War
12) Name these things related to artwork and chapels, for ten points each:

[10] This painter of “The Madonna in Glory” and probably “Dormition of the Virgin” painted a series of frescoes in the Arena Chapel in Padua, notably a massive “Last Judgment”.

ANSWER: Giotto di Bondone

[10] Masaccio’s most important works, including “The Tribute Money” and “Resurrection of the Son of Theophilus” are located in this chapel within the Church of Santa Maria del Carmine.

ANSWER: Brancacci Chapel

[10] This painter and older contemporary of Masaccio was originally commissioned to do the Brancacci Chapel frescoes, and the influence of Masaccio on him was so great that there is much dispute over who did which frescoes.

ANSWER: Masolino or Tommaso Di Cristoforo Fini
13) Identify the following about volcanoes, for ten points each.

[10] This is a circular depression at the summit of a volcano after the collapse of its cone.

ANSWER: caldera
[10] This is a type of lava, formed by the movement of low viscosity pahoehoe, has a bubbly surface and is composed of blocks known as clinkers.

ANSWER: a’ a’ (pron. ah-ah)

[10] This word, Indonesian in origin, refers to a mudslide formed by the mixture of volcanic debris and water, often caused by the melting of ice by a lava flow.

ANSWER: lahar

14) Name these Fauvist works, for ten points each:

[10] Sub-titled “the Souvenir of Biskra,” this Matisse work depicts a naked woman in the titular color.

ANSWER: Blue Nude or Nu bleu
[10] This other Matisse work features a variety of nudes in a multi-colored landscape doing various activities such as playing instruments, plucking grass, and dancing in a circle very reminiscent of his later “Dance” paintings.

ANSWER: The Joy of Life or Le Bonheur de Vivre
[10] This Andre Derain painting features two characters from the commedia dell’arte, and shares its name with a similar work by Cezanne.

ANSWER: Harlequin and Pierrot

15) Answer the following the Congress of Vienna, for ten points each.

[10] Denmark gained these two duchies in the congress.  They have since become a part of Germany and have united to form its northernmost state.

ANSWER: Schleswig and Holstein
[10] The Congress of Vienna kept going through this period of time, in which Napoleon regained power in France after escaping from Elba.

ANSWER: The Hundred Days (accept cent-jours)

[10] After supporting his brother-in-law Napoleon during the Hundred Days, Joachim Murat lost his claim to this kingdom.  The Congress instead gave it to Ferdinand IV.

ANSWER: The Kingdom of Naples

16) Ezequiel Berdichevsky likes dogs.  And so did some English men of letters.  Apparently, we’re supposed to care.  For the stated number of points, identify these authors.

[10] Early in his career, he collaborated on the lewd The Isle of Dogs.  He also wrote successful dramas such as Sejanus, Bartholemew Fair, and Every Man in His Humour.

ANSWER: Ben Jonson
[10] He collaborated with Ben Jonson on the aforementioned The Isle of Dogs.  He’s best known for writing the first English picaresque, The Unfortunate Traveller.

ANSWER: Thomas Nashe
[5/5] These two men collaborated on the play The Dog Beneath the Skin, Or Where Is Francis?, a satire of paranoia caused by Nazi Germany.  They also collaborated on The Ascent of F6 and On The Frontier.  Name them for 5 points each.

ANSWER: Christopher Isherwood and Wystan Hugh Auden [accept names reversed]

17) Economics stuff, for ten points each:

[10] This is a recurring period of change in economic activity, characterized by stages of expansion, prosperity, contraction, and finally recession.

ANSWER: business cycles or trade cycles
[10] This expert on business cycles and longtime professor at Harvard wrote such books as Theory of Economic Development and History of Economic Analysis.

ANSWER: Joseph Schumpeter
[10] This best-known work of Schumpeter predicts the “creative destruction” of capitalism, where the capitalist society will not be overthrown but will gradually be transformed into socialism through a process of rationalization.

ANSWER: Capitalism, Socialism and Democracy 
18) Identify these ships significant to American history, for the stated number of points:

[5/5] These were the two ships supposedly fired upon by North Vietnamese torpedo boats, in reaction to which President Johnson passed the Gulf of Tonkin resolution.

ANSWER: USS Maddox and USS C. Turner Joy

[10] Currently held in the city of Nampo, this intelligence-gathering ship was captured by North Korea on January 23, 1968.

ANSWER: USS Pueblo
[10] Incorrectly identified as the Egyptian ship “El Quseir,” this American ship was bombed by Israeli planes during the Six Day War, resulting in over 200 American casualties.

ANSWER: USS Liberty

19) Identify the following about organic chemistry involving aromatic compounds, for the stated number of points. 

 [10] For ten points, this copper-catalyzed reaction results in the substitution of an aromatic amino group with a nucleophile like chlorine or cyanide after first creating a diazonium salt. 

ANSWER: Sandmeyer Reaction

[10] Some substituents on aromatic rings are known as meta-directors because they direct incoming electrophiles to the meta position on the ring. Other substituents are O,P-directors, which stand for these two positions, for five points each.

ANSWER: ortho and para
[10]  OH and NH2 are O,P-directors. For five points each, what are the names given to benzene rings with these groups attached.

ANSWER: phenol and aniline

20) Answer some questions about mythological Irish warfare, for ten points each.

[10] The Battle of Moytura the Northern was won by this group of gods led by the Dagda, with help from his war goddess wife Morrigan.

ANSWER: Tuatha de Danaan
[10] Balor, the rival of the Danaan, was slain by this sun god when he threw a magic stone into Balor’s eye.

ANSWER: Lugh
[10] This Knight of the Red Branch and the hero of the Ulster Cycle was Lugh’s son by Dechtere.
