The Illinois Open 2003: Transfigured Spite

Packet by Illinois (Sudheer Potru, Nick Rothfuss, Andrew Ullsperger) (2)
1. Started by the machinations of Alfred Milner, this conflict saw the British ending their initial offensive after a counterattack against the cities of Ladysmith, Mafeking, and Kimberly.  Ultimately achieving what the Jameson Raid had earlier failed to do, its last two years saw the guerrilla efforts of the so-called “bitter enders,” with peace only coming after Lord Kitchener’s brutal pacification campaign.  Ended by the Treaty of Vereeniging, FTP, name this war through which the British gained control over South African territories previously controlled by the namesake Dutch settlers.

Answer: Boer War

2. The last portion of this work, “The Initiates’ Chapter” is believed to have been composed later than the rest of it.  Considered a Buddhist allegorical tale by many, an important point in the story occurs when Shunzei publishes a poem by Taira no Tadanori, which along with the death of the young knight Atsumori appears to predict a disaster.  A part of Chapter 1 entitled “The Sea Bass” describes Taira no Kiyomori’s rise to power, occurring just after his clan’s clash with the Minamoto.  Written mostly during the Kamakura period, FTP, name this Japanese epic attributed to Kakuichi.


Answer: The Tale of the Heike or Heike Monogatari
3. His work under Max Planck resulted in his doctoral thesis over the interference features at flat-parallel plates and his important contributions to the coherence of light waves and the Compton effect.  Originally working for the government on vacuum tubes for wireless communication, Sommerfeld and Wien objected to his most important result, although he proved a mathematical formulation of it after its experimental proof.  Showing that only at right angles would a beam of X- rays result in diffraction, for ten points, name this German scientist, winner of the 1914 Nobel Prize in Physics.


Answer: Max von Laue

4. Written while at La Flèche on the Loire River, it was later repudiated as juvenile by its author. The second portion describes the subordination of reason to emotion, while Book III describes moral goodness as the approval or disapproval that one feels upon seeing the consequences of a particular action upon oneself and others.  Book I may be the most famous, as it discusses causality as a function of habitual association and causation. FTP, name this long work of David Hume.


Answer: A Treatise of Human Nature 

5. Killed by a fall from a horse in 1916, he trained with the pointillist Giacomo Balla.  His major paintings include Riot in the Gallery and the 1911 series States of Mind, but he is more famous for introducing glass, lights, and wood to his work, in fact attacking the world of sculpture as being too traditional, somewhat ironic since his most famous work bears striking resemblance to the Nike of Samothrace.  FTP, name this Italian creator of Unique Forms of Continuity in Space.

Answer: Umberto Boccioni
6. When modeling a tornado, one facetiously assumes two lines along which this equation does not hold, and it genuinely does not apply in reactor design. For an isochoric flow, this is reduced to the condition that the velocity field be solenoidal. The most general version of this equation states that the partial derivative of density with respect to time at a point is equal to the divergence of the product of density and velocity at that point and its namesake property in velocity and density is all that is necessary to derive it. For ten points, name this fundamental equation of fluid flow, representing convervation of mass.

Answer: continuity equation (prompt on “conservation of mass” before it’s mentioned)

7. After receiving his Ph.D. from Heidelberg, he lectured at the International Institute for Social Research.  His autobiography Beyond the Chains of Illusion described his early childhood and his affair with Karen Horney, while his psychoanalytical works included The Anatomy of Human Destructiveness and The Art of Loving.  His most famous work, however, deals with authoritarianism, destructiveness, and automaton conformity, and was followed up in the work Man for Himself.  FTP, name this psychologist who discussed man’s estrangement from his own being in Escape From Freedom.


Answer: Erich Fromm
8. An inscription on a coin at the British  Museum has led some to suggest he converted to Islam, although that is doubtful.  Coming to the throne after the murder of his uncle Aethelbald, he executed Aethelbert, king of East Anglia.  Victorious over Kent at Otford in 775 and Wessex at Bensington in 779, he came to control all of England south of the Humber and he also captured a large chunk of Powys from the Welsh.  However, he may be best remembered for his effort to contain the latter group.  For ten points, name this first man hailed as “King of the English,” known for his eponymous dike.

Answer: Offa
9. It believes that the perfect saint needs no food to stay alive, and thus its followers eat once a day.  It holds in high esteem the works of Kundakunda, although Bhadrabahu is believed to be its founder.  Excluded from the Council of Valabhi, its members generally drink from a gourd and are convinced that no woman can achieve moksha without first being reborn as a man.  They also usually use a peacock feather-duster to clear their way of insects in order to observe ahimsa.  FTP, name this conservative sect of Jainism, whose most notable feature is its monks’ refusal to wear any clothes.

Answer: Digambara (accept sky-clad, naked, nude, or reasonable equivalents, and prompt on ”Jainism”)

10. Events precipitating it included the formation of the League of Armed Neutrality and Russia’s impounding of all British ships in its harbors.  The battle started badly for the British, with the Bellona and Russell quickly running aground, and after three hours the English commander Parker ordered a withdrawal.  This order was ignored by most of the fleet, including Admiral Nelson, and over the subsequent three hours English bombardment would put most of the defending guns out of commission.  FTP, name this April 2, 1801 triumph of Horatio Nelson in the harbor of the namesake Danish city.

Answer: Battle of Copenhagen
11. Hammond and Berry are among the intellectuals who visit Wragby in this novel, and other minor characters include Bertha Coutts, who spreads vicious rumors about her husband.  The Irish playwright Michaelis makes the main character wish she had never married the now-impotent nobleman Clifford, a representation of the modern English gentleman.  This results in the protagonist’s affair with her gamekeeper Oliver Mellors, by whom she becomes pregnant.  Centering on the noblewoman Constance, FTP, name this novel written by D.H. Lawrence.


Answer: Lady Chatterley’s Lover
12. It ends with the claim that "When we have found all the meanings and lost all the mysteries, we will be alone, on an empty shore."  Apparently, Lord Byron's copy of A Couch of Eros contains three letters addressed to that novel's author, Ezra Chater, whom Bernard Nightingale theorizes is killed by Byron in a duel, though Hannah Jarvis debunks that theory.  The comparison between heat and sexual arousal tempered by the power of reason provides the basis for Plautus the turtle, who helps unravel the identity of the Sidley Park hermit, Septimus, the tutor of the protagonist.  Centering on the character counterparts of Chloe and Thomasina Coverly, FTP, name this play by Tom Stoppard.

Answer:
Arcadia
13. Arias in this opera include “Recondita Armonia”, “E Lucevan de Stelle”, and “Vissi d’arte, vissi d’amore”, the last of which is by the title character.  The fair-haired Marchesa Attavanti is recognized in a painting, after which the political prisoner Angelotti reveals his identity, and as a result is pursued by Scarpia, whose jealous love for the title character leads to his first torture and then execution of her lover, Mario Cavaradossi.  She then stabs Scarpia and jumps off the battlements to her death.  FTP, name this opera by Giacomo Puccini.


Answer: Tosca
14. His plays include Strife and The Silver Box, but he may be better known for novels.  His first work published under his own name was The Island Pharisees, while both Jocelyn and the short story collection From the Four Winds were published under the pseudonym John Sinjohn.  But he may be best known for his continuing account of Irene and Soames, collected in Chancery, Awakening, and The Man of Property.  FTP, name this British author and creator of The Forsyte Saga.

Answer: John Galsworthy
15. It was proposed to explain the production of many different types of rocks from a single type of magma.  The continuous branch contains felsic rocks, producing plagioclases with varying amounts of calcium and sodium, while the discontinuous branch consists of the mafic minerals olivine, pyroxene, amphibole, and biotite, forming a sequence.  For ten points name this set of geochemical reactions that produce sequences of igneous rocks depending on melt temperature.


Answer: Bowen’s reaction series

16. One of the members of his country’s delegation to the International Labor Organization in Geneva, he also served as ambassador to France His short story collections include Burnt Water and Constancia and Other Stories for Virgins.  One of his later novels, Terra nostra, describes Philip II’s construction of El Escorial, and he wrote a fictionalized account of Ambrose Bierce’s last days in The Old Gringo.  The winner of the 1987 Cervantes Prize, FTP, name this Mexican author of The Death of Artemio Cruz.


Answer: Carlos Fuentes (do not accept “Daisy Fuentes”)

17. Their major disadvantage as compared to their counterpart is that they begin to denature after several weeks of storage, even at –80 degrees C.  To produce them, an animal is hyperimmunized, and then B cells are removed from the spleen.  Polyethylene glycol is added to a culture containing both the B cells and myelomas, which then fuse to form immortal hybridoma cells.  The hybridomas can then be screened and used to produce these identical immunoglobulins.  FTP, name this type of antibody produced from a single B cell.


Answer: monoclonal antibodies

18. Used by the American army during the occupation following World War II, this building’s pipe turns were accommodated with sweeping curves rather than small radius right angle bends.  Considered to be one of the first examples of successful integration of art and engineering, it overlooks a park and the Palace Gardens.  Demolished in 1968 and later rebuilt, it gained fame for its creator by withstanding the Kanto earthquake of 1923.  FTP, name this Tokyo building designed by Frank Lloyd Wright.


Answer: Imperial Hotel, Tokyo  

19. The most common algorithm to test for this property was developed by Auslander and Parter.  By Kuratowski’s Theorem, a graph only fits into this class if it is neither a K5 nor a K3,3 subdivision.  No complete graph with more than four vertices falls into this class and dual graphs only exist for those graphs that do fall into this grouping.  Euler’s formula can be used to relate the number of vertices, edges, and faces, while perhaps the most famous theorem dealing with them states that they can always be properly colored with four colors.  For ten points, name this graph type characterized by having an embedding in the plane where no two edges cross.

Answer: Planar Graph

20. Two cases that helped precipitate its passage were Gompers vs. Bucks Stove and Range Company and Bedford Cut Stone and Company vs. Journeymen Stone Cutters, while the Boys Market case of 1970 put a partial restriction on its applicability to wildcat strikes.  One provision banned yellow-dog contracts, and much of the motivation behind its passage was the need to close loopholes in the Clayton Antitrust Act.  FTP, name this 1932 act greatly restricting the power of the courts to issue injunctions against the actions of labor unions.

Answer: Norris-LaGuardia Anti-Injunction Act

Overtime. His prose works include “The Intelligence of Flowers” and “The Life of the Bee.”  His meeting with Villiers de L’isle Adam in Paris led to his abandonment of law, soon after which he wrote his first volumes of poetry, 12 Songs and Hothouses.  Gaining fame with his first play, La Princesse Maleine, his other dramas include The Intruder and The Blind, along with the historical Monna Vanna and The Blue Bird.  But he may be best known for a work that provided inspiration for Claude Debussy’s only opera.  FTP, name this Belgian author of Pelléas and Melisande.

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1. Name these Elizabethan dramas, FTPE.

1. (10) Subtle and Doll Common set up shop in the house of Lovewit and fool such idiots as Abel Drugger and Sir Epicure Mammon.

Answer: The Alchemist
2. (10) This play tells the story of a Scythian shepherd who becomes a bandit, and eventually a conqueror and king of Persia.

Answer: Tamburlaine the Great
3. (10) The greedy Sir Giles Overreach attempts to force his daughter Margaret to marry Lord Lovell.  But Lady Allworth helps her elope with her stepson, Tom.

Answer: A New Way to Pay Old Debts
2. Name these compositions of Sergei Rachmaninoff, FTPE.

1. (10) Composed in 1909, this choral symphony is based on Konstantin Balmont’s translation of an Edgar Allan Poe poem.


Answer: The Bells
2. (10) Based on a painting by Arnold Bocklin, this incredibly dark symphonic poem is meant to evoke scenes of a ghostly crossing.


Answer: The Isle of the Dead
3. (10) Constantly requested by his audiences, this incredibly popular piece for piano sometimes known as “The Bells of Moscow” helped to launch Rachmaninoff’s career.


Answer: Prelude in C Sharp Minor
3. Neurotoxins, from clues, FTPE.

1. This chemical extracted from deadly nightshade blocks the action of muscarinic acetylcholine receptors.  While poisonous, it finds medicinal use as a pupil dilator and as an antidote for nerve agents. 


Answer: atropine
2. This toxin obtained from the bark of certain South American trees blocks the action of nicotinic acetylcholine receptors.  It finds use as a muscle relaxant and as a poison for arrows.


Answer: curare
3. This neurotoxin blocks the action of voltage dependent sodium ion channels in nerves, preventing the generation and propagation of action potentials.  Produced naturally by pufferfish, this is the reason you should avoid preparing your own fugu.


Answer: tetrodotoxin or TTX
4. History is riddled with pretenders.  Identify some of them FTPE.

1. (10) His claims to the Persian throne, along with many of his ten thousand Greek mercenaries, died at the battle of Cunaxa.


Answer: Cyrus the Younger
(DO NOT ACCEPT: Cyrus the Great)

2. (10) This Russian gained a large following when he claimed to be the murdered Czar Peter III.  Unfortunately for him, he was ultimately captured and executed.


Answer: Yemelyan Pugachev  
3. (10) This man claimed to be Richard, Duke of York, and the younger of the two so-called “princes in the Tower,”  and several European monarchs with axes to grind against Henry VII actually recognized his claim.  Alas, he met the fate of most pretenders, death.


Answer: Perkin Warbeck  

5. Answer these questions about a social scientist and his work, FTPE.

1. (10) He argued that the Protestant ethic was conducive to a quality family life, and opposed all economic burdens on his “forgotten man”, i.e. the middle class.


Answer: William Graham Sumner
2. (10) Sumner’s most influential work, it describes how customs and morals originate in instinctive responses to the stimuli of hunger, sex, vanity, and fear.


Answer: Folkways
3. (10) Having read the work of Herbert Spencer, Sumner ascribed to this theory, that poverty came about as a result of inherent inferiorities.


Answer: Social Darwinism (prompt on “Darwinism”)
6. Identify the Canadian prime ministers FTPE.

1. (10) Prior to becoming prime minister he was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his role in resolving the Suez Crisis.  His tenure witnessed the adoption of the current Canadian flag as well as the beginnings of Canada’s national healthcare system.

Answer: Lester Bowles Peterson
2. (10) Known as the “Father of Confederation,” this man drafted much of the British North America Act in addition to serving as the country’s first prime minister.


Answer: Sir John A. Macdonald
3. (10) His first stint as prime minister lasted from 1968 to 1979 and included the so-called October Crisis, while during his second tenure Canada gained control over its own constitution, thus severing the last vestige of English control.


Answer: Pierre Trudeau
7. Identify the Islamic dynasties FTPE.

1. (10) Ruling Iran during the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, this dynasty of Kurdish origin was responsible for converting the country to the Shi’a variant of Islam.

Answer: Safavids
2. (10) Claiming decent from a daughter of the Prophet, this empire was based at Cairo.  The Ayyubids under Saladin ultimately replaced them.

Answer: Fatimids
3. (10) Originating in modern-day Mauritania and rising from a Berber confederation, this group built an empire in Northwest Africa and Spain during the late twelfth century.

Answer: Almoravids
8. Name these eponymous transforms and/or transformations, FTPE.

1. (10) Incredibly useful in signal processing, this special case of the Fourier transform involves the integration of a kernel of an exponential raised to the negative [pt] power.


Answer: Laplace transform
2. (10) Incredibly useful in solving an ordinary differential equation with homogeneous coefficients, this transform involves guessing a general solution of an exponential raised to the negative [kt] power.


Answer: Heaviside transform

3. (10) Incredibly useful in switching inertial reference frames and relating the space and time of two bodies moving at very high constant velocities relative to each other…oh, yeah, I guess that’s about it.  They’re named for some Dutch dude.

3. (10) At Freiburg, Heidegger studied with this neo-Kantian, a member of the Baden school who argued for a Kulturwissenschaft, or “science of culture” in The Limits of Concept Formation in Natural Science.

10. Name these things about Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio, FTPE.

1. (10) Caravaggio is known for his extensive usage of this painting technique, which involves selective illumination of light out of a deep shadow.

2. (10) This Caravaggio painting depicts Jesus at the title location speaking to his disciples over a table filled with chicken and fruit.


Answer: Supper at Emmaus
3. (10) Commissioned for the Contarelli chapel, this Caravaggio masterpiece shows light coming in from a window on the right as Jesus points to the title character.


Answer: The Calling of Saint Matthew
11. Answer the following about a literary movement, FTPE.

1. (10) Affected by the Spanish-American War, their search for “lost Spanish values” occurred by opposing parochialism.  Members included Pio Baroja and Rom de Valle-Inclan.

2. (10) Perhaps the most famous of the Generacion del 98 was this author of Mist and of the philosophical works The Tragic Sense of Life and The Agony of Christianity.

2. (10) The title German knight is a typical Sturm und Drang hero.  Goethe’s imitation of Shakespeare is evident in the short scenes and setting changes.

3. (10) This novel’s questioning of human free will occurs through the love affairs of Charlotte, the Captain, Edward, and Otilia.


Answer: Elective Affinities (accept Die Wahlverwandtschaften)

2.  Most sulfuric acid today is made using this process that uses a vanadium catalyst to catalytically oxidize sulfur dioxide to sulfur trioxide, which is then dissolved in 18M sulfuric acid to produce fuming sulfuric acid.


Answer: contact process

3. This older process for making sulfuric acid can only make about a 60-80% concentration.  Sulfur dioxide is mixed with nitrogen oxides, and then is transferred to the namesake enclosure to be reacted with water.



Answer: lead chamber process
