Toss-ups by Matt Weiner (1)

1. His regime was funded largely by the profits of Estimé, a state tobacco monopoly. Many biographers suggest that he idled away his time while allowing his mother Simone to control the daily functions of government; thus, he was unaware of the popular opposition, leading to his overthrow, that began when he slaughtered the country’s entire pig population in 1978. He was succeeded by Henri Namphy after resigning at gunpoint in 1986, leaving a legacy with perhaps only one positive achievement, the creation of the Leopards Corps security force to replace the oppressive National Security Volunteers and Tonton Macoute. For ten points, name this younger of two notorious Haitian dictators.

Answer: Jean-Claude “Baby Doc” Duvalier [accept Baby Doc; prompt on “Duvalier”]

2. Characteristic works of this school include Evening on the Oise, Cattle at a Watering Place, The Pondant Dagneau, and Early Autumn. Members included Constant Troyon, Charles Daubigny, Narcisse Diaz, and Jules Dupré. Opposing classicism and engaging in landscape painting without didactic purpose, this style, derived from Bonington and Constable, dominated the late works of Jean Millet. For ten points, name this Theodore Rousseau-led group which lived in a village of Fontainebleau Forest.

Answer: Barbizon School

3. At an advanced age, he is reduced to matchmaking, relating the story of Captain Anthony and Flora as proof that “the science of life consists in seizing every chance that presents itself.” He recalls himself “feeling that [he] could last for ever, outlast the sea, the earth, and all men” in “Youth” and later gets his friend Stein to employ a decertified shipman. In between, he used the connections of his Belgian aunt to secure an appointment as a ship captain out of Central Station, but after his steamer is repaired he learns from a manager, a bricklayer, and a Russian about the enigmatic Kurtz. For ten points, name this narrator of Lord Jim and Heart of Darkness.

Answer: Charley Marlow

4. It is divided into Muhajirine, Salhiyeh, and Akrad districts as well as religious enclaves, including holy Christian sites in the suburbs of Yabroud, Maaloula, and Seidnaya. Landmarks include the Tekkiye Mosque, the Souk Al Hamidiyeh bazaar, and Al-Azem Palace. It is found at the foot of Mount Kassioun southeast of the Bekáa Valley, in the Ghutah oasis on the Barada River. The Anti-Lebanon Mountains are to the north, while thirty-five miles south is the border to the Golan Heights. For ten points, name this 8000- year-old city, the capital of Syria.

Answer: Damascus [or Sham or Dimashq]

5. The king was forced to consent to this event by the threat of the Duke of Aosta being named the new king if any royal opposition emerged. The only actual incidence of the namesake activity was a brief ceremony in honor of the Unknown Soldier in the closing hours of this event; the leaders actually traveled by train. It began when the Quadrumvirate demanded that Premier Facta resign and Facta responded by declaring a state of siege. It ended at the Palazzo Quirinale, where Victor Emmanuel invited Mussolini to form a government. For ten points, name this 1922 event in which the Fascist Party seized control of Italy.

Answer: march on Rome (accept equivalents)

6. Research published in 2002 suggests that checkpoint proteins such as Mad2, dynactin, and CENP-E do not need to be depleted before this can begin, as previously thought. However, Cyclin A must be fully consumed and Cdc20 must be free of the presence of antibodies, or this will not occur. Its first part is the separation of tetrads, while the second part creates individual chromatids, now randomized through crossing over. The sister chromosomes separate and move toward the poles, and the spindle elongates to spread the poles. For ten points, name this phase of mitosis between metaphase and telophase.

Answer: anaphase

7. It is used to prove that the Laplace transform of a square wave has poles at all values where the denominator of the transform equation equals zero. It can be proved by performing a Taylor expansion on an eligible equation and using the extended mean value theorem. It is not useful for certain unreduced trigonometric functions because it simply rearranges the trigonometric operators, but it can be used to evaluate the limit of many expressions in which a function is divided by, multiplied by, or taken to the power of another function.  Used to solve improper integrals, for ten points, name this rule for finding limits of functions when the component functions themselves approach zero or infinity.

Answer: L’Hopital’s rule

8. He survived a landowners’ revolt led by Bardus Sclerus and revived the anti-nobility laws of Romanus I. His government was controlled by the generals Nicephorus and John until 976, when he established the supremacy of himself and his brother Constantine VIII. His sister Anna was married to Vladimir of Kiev as part of an agreement to Christianize Russia, while, on the other frontier, he moved against Ochrid, supposedly causing Tsar Samuel to die of shock by blinding ninety-nine percent of the opposing army. For ten points, name this Macedonian dynasty ruler of the Middle Byzantine Period who earned the epithet “Bulgar-Slayer.”

Answer: Basil II [prompt on Basil; accept Basil Bulgaroktonos before “Bulgar” is read; accept Basil the Bulgar-Slayer before “Bulgar” is read]

9. It’s the primary weapon in Spooky Castle, Pitfall 3D, and Ice Climber. In Mystical Ninja, the “meat saw” variety is retrieved in the Festival Temple Castle and produces dumplings when used on opponents. Using it sparingly triggers the bonus level in Psychic 5. Sonic Adventure character Amy Rose wields one called Piko Piko, and three of them, including one that can summon lightning, complement the swords of the whipless Soma Cruz in Castlevania: Aria of Sorrow. For ten points, name this object which can destroy a barrel in Donkey Kong or fall on Mario’s head when thrown by a namesake pair of brothers.

Answer: hammer
10. The solutions to the riddles exchanged in this novel are all symbolic of the person who composed each riddle; the symbols include fireworks, a kite, incense, a mirror, and a pillow. The leading female character is a tubercular orphan who enjoys burying flower petals in sacks and compares herself to a flower which blooms briefly and withers. Other women are described in a song by the Disenchantment Fairy, who leads the protagonist through the Land of Illusion. The story begins when the Goddess of Works rebuilds the heavens, casting aside one surplus block of jade, and takes a turn when Lin Dai-yu burns all her poetry and dies. Centering on the life of Jia Bao-yü, for ten points, name this Cao Xueqin novel.

Answer: Dream of the Red Chamber [or A Dream of the Red Mansions; or The Story of the Stone; or Hung lou meng; or Shih-t’ou chi]

11. He kept his daughters Pidray, Tallay, Arsay, and Ybrdmy trapped in his palace on Mount Zephon. Kothar and Khasis gave him the magical weapons Chaser and Driver, which he used to knock Yam unconscious and kill the dragon Lotan. Later he ordered Sheger and Ithm to give animals to Mot to placate Mot’s rivalry, and he fathered a doppelganger with a cow to distract Mot. Eventually he defeated “the yellow ones” and the sons of Athirat, earning the right to challenge Mot directly, but Shapshu ended the conflict by declaring that this god possessed the favor of his father El. For ten points, name this Canaanite god of fertility and thunderstorms who became the object of a popular cult in ancient Israel.

Answer: Baal [or Baal-Zephon; or Baal-Saphon; or Hadad; or Pidar; or Rapiu; or Rapha]

12. Its ebony base is engraved with figures representing the hours and seasons. Although its creator claimed it represented original personifications of earth and water, its iconography suggests Neptune and either Ceres or Amphitrite. The figures are seated opposite from each other on top of an Ionic temple and a miniature bargewhich serve as the storage spaces. Made for Francis I of France, it was valued at fifty-seven million dollars when it was stolen from the Vienna Art History Museum in May 2003. For ten points, name this piece of gustatory gold and enamel sculpture by Benvenuto Cellini.

Answer: Salt Cellar (accept Saliera)

13. Its sufferers have a breakdown in the final stages of the Intrinsic Pathway that can be treated with e-aminocaproic acid and desmopressin or diagnosed with the activated partial thromboplastin test. It can cause arthropathic disability because its effect on joints often goes unnoticed until it causes its hallmark swelling. The B type, also called “Christmas disease,” is caused by a deficiency of Factor IX, a platelet adhesion protein, while the more common A type is caused by a deficiency of Factor VIII, a coagulant.  For ten points, name this sex-linked genetic disorder which causes excessive bleeding.

Answer: hemophilia
14. This religion’s scriptures include The Seven Valleys, The Hidden Words, and The Book of Certitude. Its practice includes nineteen annual fast days and a ban on alcohol, and it believes that its members will one day establish an egalitarian world government. It is organized in each country under a National Spiritual Assembly, including an American one in Wilmette, Illinois. All are directed from the Universal House of Justice in Haifa, founded by Mirza Husayn-Ali-i-Nuri. For ten points, name this religion founded in 1844 when Siyyid Ali-Muhammad declared himself the tenth and final prophet, the Bab (bob).

Answer: Baha’i

15. The examination scene in this play is based on the author’s use of liquor and bribery to enter the legal bar. The title character plans to foresake the impostor music teacher Cléante in favor of a student for the hand of his daughter Angélique, in an attempt to resolve the mounting bills issued by Diafoirus and Purgon. Toinette convinces him to fake his death, where he learns that his wife Beline plans to send Angélique to a convent and monopolize his fortune.  For ten points, name this Molière play centering on the title character Argan, who is a hypochondriac.


Answer: “The Imaginary Invalid” [or “Le malade imaginaire”]

16. In a joke in this dialogue, Socrates says that his ever-changing definitions can be attributed to descent from Daedelus, whose sculptures were said to change shape on their own. The title character is caught substituting an example for a definition, and his final assertion about actions which please all of the gods is shown to be a tautology. Socrates, who is seeking help in his upcoming trial, proposes that “the part of justice concerned with care of the gods” is the nature of the central concept. This work takes place on the porch of the King Archon, where the title character is bringing charges against his father for killing a servant. For ten points, name this Platonic dialogue which attempts to define piety.

Answer: Euthyphro
17. This speaker often recalled the childhood sight of Irish patriots’ heads paraded through the streets of Cork by British soldiers. Shortly after leaving the Socialist Party, this new freelance agent for the United Mine Workers led a march of striking workers through Charleston which led to a month-long imprisonment for conspiracy. She led an earlier march of child laborers from Philadelphia to the New York home of Theodore Roosevelt in the same year that she led a band of women who assaulted replacement workers in Pennsylvania. For ten points, name this co-founder of the Industrial Workers of the World and namesake of a leftist magazine who was still leading strikes in her 90s.

Answer: Mary Harris “Mother” Jones

18. It mentions William James listening for the breathing of statues and the “angry wrenlike vigilance” of an object which “sticks like a fishbone/in the city’s throat.” Boylston Street has no such statues from the last war, only “a commercial photograph” showing “Hiroshima boiling.” The speaker turns to the television and watches “the drained faces of Negro school children,” concluding that “a savage servility/slides by on grease.” Both the first and last stanzas mention the destruction of the South Boston Aquarium, which stood near “St. Gaudens’ shaking Civil War relief.” For ten points, name this Robert Lowell poem which examines modern Boston and Robert Gould Shaw’s regiment in the Civil War.

Answer: “For the Union Dead”
19. Several of his principal works contain dances which were later arranged separately, such as “The Miller’s Wife” and “Ritual Fire Dance.” Halffter finished his epic “scenic cantata” Atlántida. His studies with Pedrell convinced him that the spirit of folk song should influence a nation’s music, and he put the idea to work in the opera The Brief Life and the ballet The Love Wizard. He then drew on Don Quixote for the chamber opera Master Peter’s Puppet Show and on the guitar for the Homage to Debussy. For ten points, name this composer of Nights in the Gardens of Spain and The Three-Cornered Hat.

Answer: Manuel Maria de Falla y Matheu

20. As a child, he lived with a relative whom he called Sook and used as a model for old women in many of his works. After winning an O. Henry award for Shut a Final Door, he worked on the captions for a book of Marilyn Monroe photographs and wrote the stories collected in A Tree of Night. He was unable to finish Answered Prayers as a result of the amount of time he spent bickering with Gore Vidal, but he did write three works about pairs of cousins: The Grass Harp, A Christmas Memory, and Other Voices, Other Rooms. For ten points, name this Southern author who collaborated with his childhood friend Harper Lee on In Cold Blood and wrote of Holly Golightly in Breakfast at Tiffany’s.

Answer: Truman Capote [or Truman Streckfus Persons]

Overtime. Although not explicitly mentioned in the Constitution, this right was invoked to prevent the government from firing certain public employees in the Elrod v. Burns case of 1976. That case built on the precedent of 1968’s Williams v. Rhodes, which held that its political use is inviolable. It was formally protected in the 1958 decision of NAACP v. Alabama, where Brennan stated that “there is no longer any doubt that the First and Fourteenth Amendments protect certain forms of orderly group activity.” For ten points, name this implied First Amendment right to form groups and exclude unwanted members.

Answer: right of association
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1. Name these characters from the Iliad for ten points each.

[10] This body of this “breaker of horses,” the husband of Andromache (an-DRAH-muh-kee) and father of Astyanax, is dragged around the walls of Troy by Achilles at the conclusion of the poem.

Answer: Hektor
[10] She was the wife of Mynes, abducted in the sack of Lynerssus by Achilles. Agamemnon later took her to compensate for the loss of his own concubine, causing the feud between the two warriors.

Answer: Briseis
[10] This archer, the son of Telamon and Hesione, was banished to Cyprus after the war after being falsely accused of killing his half-brother Ajax.

Answer: Teucer
2. Name these tectonic plates for ten points each.

[10] This small plate between the Pacific and North American plates is being subducted under the North American plate, causing the formation of the Cascades.

Answer: Juan de Fuca plate

[10] Boundary activity on this plate between the Antarctic and South American plates causes earthquakes in the South Pacific.

Answer: Scotia plate

[10] This east Pacific plate has boundaries with the Pacific, Cocos, Caribbean, South American, and Antarctic plates.

Answer: Nazca plate

3. Answer the following about a governor of colonial New York for ten points each.

[10] After replacing William Kieft as governor of New Amsterdam, he took Delaware from Sweden, but his rule proved so unpopular that the colonists refused to fight for him against Richard Nicolls in 1664, thus handing the colony to the English.

Answer: Peter Stuyvesant

[10] In this 1657 document, named for a neighborhood of present-day Queens, a group of colonists refused to recognize Stuyvesant’s injunctions against Quakers, instead making a unilateral declaration of religious tolerance in New Amsterdam.

Answer: Flushing Remonstrance

[10] This great-grandson of Peter Stuyvesant served as chairman of the Union Defense Committee during the Civil War and U.S. Secretary of State throughout the terms of Grant. He settled the Alabama claims with Britain in the Treaty of Washington.

Answer: Hamilton Fish
4. Name these laws of optics for ten points each.

[10] When light passes through two materials with different indices of refraction, this law states that the refractive index of the first material times the sine of the angle of incidence is equal to the refractive index of the second material times the sine of the angle of refraction

Answer: Snell’s law

[10] The modern revision of this principle states that “A light ray, in going between two points, must traverse an optical path length which is stationary with respect to variations of the path.”

Answer: Fermat’s principle of least time

[10] This value for the resolving power of a set of lenses is given by 1.22 times the wavelength of the light divided by the diameter of the lens.

Answer: Rayleigh criterion

5. Not to disrespect either The Gist of My Fist or 24 Karate Gold, but this bonus will ask for works of composer John Cage, not fictional actor Johnny Cage, for ten points each.

[10] In this piece, named for its duration, the performer sits silently and listens to the audience.

Answer: 4’33” (four minutes and thirty-three seconds)

[10] In a series of five works by this title, Cage introduced gramophones, muted percussion, radios, and tape players to his work. In the final piece, performers play forty-two records in any assortment and record the output.

Answer: Imaginary Landscapes
[10] This title denotes Cage’s operas, likewise five in number with the same name. They incorporate such elements as three hundred record players, competing piano soloists playing Liszt, and a tape dubbed “truckera,” in which over a hundred arias are played at the same time.

Answer: Europera

6. Name these Thomas Pynchon works for ten points each.

[10] In this long-anticipated novel, aging hippie Zoyd Wheeler raises his daughter Prairie, who eventually decides to find her mother Frenesi.

Answer: Vineland
[10] Randolph Driblette speaks against overanalysis and John Nefastis constructs Maxwell’s Demon in this novel, which starts as Oedipa Maas travels to San Narciso to execute the estate of Pierce Inverarity, has an affair with Metzger, and encounters Mike Fallopian and the Peter Pinguid Society.

Answer: The Crying of Lot 49
[10] In this short story, Pynchon’s first foray into scientific metaphor, Meatball Mulligan hosts Sandor Rojas and the Duke di Angelis quartet at a party and tried to keep order despite the fact that, just a floor away, Callisto is showing that cultures develop “the Condition of the More Probable” by holding a sick bird on his chest.

Answer: “Entropy”

7. Name these parts of the female reproductive system for ten points each.

[10] This structure produces progesterone in granulosa and theca cells.

Answer: corpus luteum
[10] These two tubes lead from the ovaries to the upper uterus and are the usual site of fertilization.

Answer: Fallopian tubes

[10] The inside of the uterus is lined by this membrane.

Answer: endometrium
8. Name these members of the President’s Commission on the Assassination of President Kennedy, for ten points each.

[10] The commission is usually known by the name of this chairman, also the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court at the time.

Answer: Earl Warren
[10] This man, then the House Minority Leader as a representative from Michigan, joined Hale Boggs and two Senators as the Congressional representation on the panel.

Answer: Gerald Rudolph Ford [or Leslie Lynch King, Jr.]

[10] He had helped plan the Bay of Pigs operation under Kennedy as director of the CIA from 1953 to 1961.

Answer: Allen Welsh Dulles [prompt on Dulles]

9. Name these surrealists for ten points each.

[10] The brother of fellow painter Alberto Savinio, this proto-surrealist painted The Enigma of a Day, Portrait of Guillaume Apollinaire, Furniture in a Valley, and Mystery and Melancholy of a Street.

Answer: Giorgio de Chirico 

[10] Known as “the fairy woman” by her fellow surrealists, this sculptor created the fur-covered tea serving named Object and modeled for Man Ray’s Veiled Erotica.

Answer: Méret Oppenheim
[10] Viewing his paintings was described as “the rape of common sense…in broad daylight” by Soby. Examples might include The Menaced Assassin, Golconde, and Son of Man, in which an apple floats in front of a man’s face.

Answer: René François Ghislain Magritte
10. Name these dynasties of the Middle East for ten points each.

[10] Founded by Ardashir I in 224 CE, this Persian dynasty supplanted the Parthians and warred with the Byzantines before falling to Arab expansion in 651.

Answer: Sassanians [or Sassanids]

[10] Named from the Arabic for “slave,” this group of former slave soldiers overthrew the Ayyubids in Egypt in 1250. Under the leadership of Baybars I, they won victories against the Crusaders and Mongols.

Answer: Mamluks

[10] This Macedonian line controlled present-day Afghanistan, Israel, Iran, Iraq, Syria, and Lebanon, as well as much of central Asia and part of modern Turkey. Due to their antagonism against the Romans and oppression of Jewish religious practice under Antiochus, they fell from power in 64 BCE.

Answer: Seleucids

11. Name these interest rates for ten points each.

[10] This is the rate charged by the Federal Reserve for short-term loans to commercial banks. Currently set at two percent, it can be set by Fed directive and is the means by which the Fed indirectly controls the prime rate.

Answer: discount rate

[10] Currently one percent, this rate is charged by commercial banks making short-term loans to other banks. The Fed controls it indirectly through open market operations.

Answer: federal funds rate 

[10] This is the international equivalent of the federal funds rate. The interest on most loans made by banks outside the United States is set in relation to it.

Answer: London interbank offered rate

12. Name these Alexander Solzhenitsyn novels for ten points each.

[10] Taking place in a research prison for scientists, this novel shows the wavering of Innokenty Vologin in the face of the resolute Nerzhin and communist purist Lev Rubin.

Answer: The First Circle [or V kruge pervon]

[10] Staff officer Vorotyntsev scrambles to correct the mistakes of other Russian army leaders at the Battle of Tannenberg in the middle of this attempt to transplant the scope of War and Peace onto World War I.

Answer: August 1914 [or Avgust chetyrnadtsatogo]

[10] Oleg Kostoglotov goes from a prison camp to a hospital, symbolic of the Soviet state, and meets Ruasov, a self-justifying bureaucrat.

Answer: Cancer Ward [or Rakovy korpus]

13. Name these people from the court of Charlemagne for ten points each.

[10] He directed educational efforts among the Franks and led the condemnation of adoptionism at the Council of Frankfurt. After retiring from court, he became the Abbot of Tours, where he invented lowercase letters.

Answer: Alcuin of York [or Albinus]

[10] This advisor to Charlemagne and Louis the Pious wrote the biography Vita Karoli Magni. He also supervised construction of the palace and cathedral of Aachen.

Answer: Einhard [or Eginhard]

[10] This historian, the illegitimate son of Charlemagne’s daughter Bertha, chronicled the end of the Carolingian empire in On the Dissensions of the Sons of Louis the Pious.

Answer: Nithard
14. Name these figures from the Norse origin myth for ten points each.

[10] This giant was created from the melting of the Niflheim ice by the fires of Muspellheim. After his death, his body formed Midgard.

Answer: Ymir [or Augelmir; or Aurgelmir; or Auregenimir; or Fornjotnr; or Hrim-Thurs; or Hrimthursar; or Orgelmir; or Yme]

[10] This spontaneously created cow produced four rivers of milk on which Ymir fed, while she licked the salty ice of Ginnungagap to sustain herself.

Answer: Audhumla

[10] Adhumbla eventually uncovered this man by licking away at the ice. With his son Bor and his grandsons Odin, Vili, and Ve, he overthrew and killed Ymir.

Answer: Buri [or Bori; or Bur; or Bure]

15. Name these Israeli prime ministers for ten points each.

[10] This leader of the Haganah and founder of the Mapai party was the first prime minister, serving from 1958 to 1953, and again from 1955 to 1963 after the term of Moshe Sharett.

Answer: David Ben-Gurion [or David Gruen]

[10] After serving as finance minister in the second Ben-Gurion cabinet, this water executive became prime minister and oversaw the folding of Mapai into the new Labor party and the 1967 war before dying of a heart attack in 1969.

Answer: Levi Eshkol

[10] This former leader of Irgun and Herut defeated Yitzhak Rabin in 1977 and formed the first non-Mapai/Labor government in Israeli history, under the Likud banner. He negotiated the Camp David accords with Anwar Sadat.

Answer: Menachem Begin
16. Name these parts of a fungus for ten points each.

[10] These branching tubes create the structure of the mycelium.

Answer: hyphae

[10] These walls create sections of hyphae.

Answer: septae

[10] For defensive purposes, mycelium tissue may be formed into a tough mass composed of a medulla and a cortex and known by this name.

Answer: sclerotia
17. Name these contemporaries of Johann Sebastian Bach for ten points each.

[10] His Membra Jesu Nostri cantata cycle remains popular, but you might know him better for his performances on the organ at the Church of Mary in Lübeck, which Bach walked two hundred miles to hear.

Answer: Dietrich Buxtehude
[10] Over four thousand of this possible Bach rival’s works have been found since a Bach biographer triumphantly declared his entire output lost. Once the victor in a contest with Bach for the position of cantor at Leipzig, his works include The Patient Socrates, Pimpinone, Funeral Music for a Sweet-Singing Canary, and over forty passions.

Answer: Georg Philipp Telemann

[10] This Darmstadt-based composer of over a hundred symphonies and 1400 cantatas was the second choice after Telemann for the cantor position, but he also declined and Bach was chosen. His recorder concerti, keyboard partitas, oddly named Overture Suites, and opera Dido, Queen of Carthage are still performed.

Answer: Christoph Graupner

18. Name these poems of the Cavalier era for ten points each.

[10] This Richard Lovelace apology admits that “True, a new mistress now I chase, / The first foe in the field; / And with a stronger faith embrace / A sword, a horse, a shield.”

Answer: “To Lucasta, Going to the Wars”

[10] “For having lost but once your prime / You may for ever tarry” warns this Robert Herrick poem, advising the title group to “gather ye rosebuds while ye may.”

Answer: “To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time”

[10] Thomas Carew declares that “Either extreme of love or hate, / Is sweeter than a calm estate” in this poem, which orders the listener to “crown my joys or cure my pain: / Give me more love or more disdain.”


Answer: “Mediocrity in Love Rejected”

19. Answer the following about American bridges that hold records for ten points each.

[10] Located near Fayetteville, West Virginia, the world’s longest steel arch suspension bridge spans a gorge cut by this river.

Answer: New River

[10] The longest multiple-span bridge in the world rises over this lake outside New Orleans.

Answer: Lake Ponchartrain
[10] The longest single-span bridge in the US is this suspension bridge linking Staten Island and Brooklyn.

Answer: Verrazano Narrows
20. Name these possibly related things for ten points each.

Answer: Molyneux problem

[10] From 1979 to 1995, James Molyneaux led this party, the more moderate of the two major pro-British factions in Northern Ireland. It is now led by David Trimble, who is considering severing its link with the Orange Order.

Answer: Ulster Unionist Party [or Official Unionist Party]

[10] In Nathaniel Hawthorne’s short story “My Kinsman, Major Molineux,” this naïve young man searches for the titular relative, only to find the major paraded through the street in tar and feathers.

Answer: Robin
