TOSSUPS

1. This man started a law practice in Tennessee, but left after being stabbed five times in a barroom brawl in which he shot Andrew Jackson. Known as “Old Bullion” for his opposition to paper money, he became the spokesman for the west as its greatest orator of the mid 19th century, during which he became the first Senator to serve 30 straight years. FTP, who was this Democrat from Missouri who shares his name with a 20th century painter.


Answer: Thomas Hart Benton
2. This compound can be prepared by adding alcoholic potassium hydroxide to 1,2-dibromoethane or by the action of water on calcium dicarbide. Manufactured by heating methane to 1500 degrees Celsius in the presence of a catalyst, it is a colorless, unstable gas with a characteristic sweet odor. The simplest alkyne with formula C2H2, FTP, what is this compound used in welding?


Answer: acetylene or ethyne

3. This musical work’s three major sections are Primo Vere, In Taberna, and Cour d’Amours, which are followed with Blanziflor et Helena and Fortuna Imperotrix Mundi. Beginning and ending with songs entitled O Furtuna, its title and words come from a collection of medieval Latin verse on love and liquor found in a monastery in Beuron. FTP, what is this cantata, the most famous work by Carl Orff?


Answer: Carmina Burana (or Songs from Beuron)

4. In a subplot of this novel, Ned Rosier is loved by the protagonist’s step-daughter Pansy, who is revealed by Countess Gemini to be the illegitimate daughter of the protagonist’s husband and Madame Merle. In its main plot, the penniless protagonist is taken to Europe by her eccentric aunt Mrs. Touchett, where she is courted by Ralph Touchett, Lord Warburton, and Caspar Goodwood, but she instead marries the decadent Gilbert Osmond. FTP, what is this novel about Isabel Archer by Henry James?


Answer: The Portrait of a Lady
5. When this god refused to return to Mount Olympus to free Hera, Dionysus got him drunk and returned him on the back of a mule. He was conceived after Zeus swallowed Metis, and when he was born he split Zeus’ head with an axe, from which Athena appeared fully armed. He created Pandora, used a chain-link net to catch Ares having an affair with his wife Aphrodite, and was hurled from Mount Olympus by Hera, who was disgusted by his ugliness. FTP, name this lame god, the patron of craftsmen.


Answer: Hephaestus
6. This king’s territorial expansion was halted by his defeat by the Flemings at Courtrai, although he had earlier gained Champagne, Brie, and Navarre through his marriage to Queen Joanna of Navarre. His desire for wealth led him to engineer the dissolution of the Templars, whose property he appropriated, and due to his desire to tax the French clergy he came into conflict with Pope Boniface VIII, after whose death he secured the elevation of Clement V, who came to reside in Avignon. The father of Louis X and Philip the Tall, FTP, who was this king of France from 1285-1314?


Answer: Philip IV or Philip the Fair

7. This British scientist discovered the fundamental role of radiation pressure in the maintanence of stellar equilibrium and explained how a star’s energy moves from its interior to its exterior. The author of the classic books Stellar Movements and the Structure of the Universe and The Internal Construction of the Stars, he put forward the theory that the outer galaxies are receding from one another in The Expanding Universe. FTP, who was this astrophysicist whose 1919 observation of a solar eclipse helped confirm the general theory of relativity?


Answer: Arthur Eddington

8. This island’s highest point is the Masingini Ridge, and it is bounded on the north by Cape Nungwi and on the south by Cape Kizimkazi, while Mnemba Island lies off its northeast shore. Populated by the Hadimu and Tumbatu peoples, its historical importance stems from its location on the Indian Ocean trade routes, leading it in 1832 to become the capital of Oman, while in 1861 it became a sultanate controlling Oman’s vast African domains. FTP, what is this island now part of Tanzania lying 22 miles off the coast of Africa?


Answer: Zanzibar

9. This author’s works include The Names: A Memoir, the poetry collection The Gourd Dancer, and the novel The Ancient Child. He examined his cultural history in the essay collection The Way to Rainy Mountain, but is best-known for his Pulitzer Prize-winning first novel. FTP, who is this Native American, the author of House Made of Dawn?


Answer: N(avarre) Scott Momaday

10. A plinth found with this artwork is signed “...andros of Antioch on the Maeander,” but nothing is known of its creator. A Parian marble measuring 2.02 meters in height, it features a synthesis of older styles, with the head deriving from the 5th century BCE, the nudity from the 4th, and the spiral, omnifacial posture from the Hellenistic age, while its fame stems from a French propaganda campaign designed to compensate for the loss of the “Medici Venus”. FTP, what is this statue treorized to have been a representation of the goddess’ victory in the Judgment of Paris famous for its lack of arms?


Answer: Venus de Milo
11. This politician served as Secretary of War for Taft from 1911-13, and pursued an course of conciliation during 1927-29 as governor-general of the Phillipines. As Secretary of War from 1940-45 he made the recommendation to drop the atomic bomb, but is remembered today for his stint as Hoover’s Secretary of State. FTP, who was this man who held that the US would not recognize actions which violated the Kellogg-Briand pact in the Doctrine named for him?


Answer: Henry Stimson
12. This dinosaur could grow to as long as 8 meters and weighed up to five tons, and possessed stout limbs, with the hind legs more massive than the forelimbs. Living during the late Cretaceous Epoch, it had a beaklike mouth for obtaining vegetation, and its skull was extremely long with a bony frill about the neck. FTP, what was this dinosaur named for the long horns on its nose and about its eyes?


Answer: Triceratops
13. This religious order was approved by Honorious III in 1226, and obeys the monastic rule of St. Albert of Jerusalem. Founded by the crusader Berthold circa 1154, it migrated to western Europe when expelled from the Holy Land by the Saracens. Originally requiring strict isolation, care of the laity is allowed by the reformed Discalced group formed by St. John of the Cross and St. Teresa of Avila. FTP, what is this order of mendicant friars named for the mountain where it was founded?


Answer: Carmelites (or Order of Our Lady of Mount Carmel)

14. After the protagonist of this novel marries Leora Tozer he is forced to quit his research position with Max Gottlieb to support his family. He succeeds the incompetent Pickerbaugh as Director of Public Health in Nautilus, Iowa, and then works at the fashionable Rouncefield Clinic, but finally returns to a life of research after conquering the West Indies bubonic plague epidemic which killed Leora and his friend Sondelius. FTP, what is this 1925 novel about an idealistic doctor by Sinclair Lewis?


Answer: Arrowsmith

15. The protagonist’s father Oroveso’s opening aria has long been a test-piece for basses, while other famous pieces include the aria Casta diva and the follow-up cabaletta Bello a me ritorna. A love triangle develops between the title character, her young compatriot Adalgisa, and the Roman proconsul Pollione, who soon rejects both of his lovers, prompting the title character to spur her people on to war. When Pollione is captured in the sacred temple, the protagonist takes his place on his funeral pyre, and Pollione joins her to atone for his offenses before God. FTP, what is this opera about a Druid princess by Vincenzo Bellini?


Answer: Norma

16. The nephew of Sultan Mahmud Mirza, this man failed to install himself as ruler of Samarkand, and was forced to travel south-east to fulfill his ambition. Not only a military genius but a man of culture who wrote his own memoirs, he took advantage of unrest in northern India and defeated Ibrahim Lodi at the battle of Panipat in 1526. FTP, who was this leader who initiated the Mogul dynasty?


Answer: Babur
17. This author of A History of American Currency and The Financier and Finances of the American Revolution strongly opposed Socialism and welfare programs, claiming that they placed an unfair burden on the middle class, which he called “the forgotten man”. A leading advocate of Social Darwinism, his lecture notes were collected in the four volume Science of Society, but he is best-known for a 1907 work in which he argued that the stimuli of hunger, sex, vanity, and fear are responsible for customs and morals. FTP, who was this American sociologist, the author of Folkways?


Answer: William Graham Sumner
18. These synthetic compounds are useful because the prevent production of folic acid. The first of these amides made, Prontosil, was observed by Gerhard Domagk to be effective against streptococci, and they are now used to inhibit bacteria growth when treating meningitis, scarlet fever, and some venereal diseases. FTP, what are these drugs containing the group SO2 NH2?


Answer: sulfa drugs or sulfonamides

19. Although best-known as a novelist, this author wrote the plays The Feeble Sex and The Candidate, and some critics consider his best work to be Three Tales, which contains the stories The Legend of Saint Julien the Hospitaler, Herodias, and A Simple Heart. He used ancient settings for the novels Salammbo and The Temptation of Saint Anthony, while France under the July monarchy is the setting of A Sentimental Education. FTP, who was this French realist best-known for Madame Bovary?


Answer: Gustave Flaubert

20. Although he was a vegetarian, this philosopher refused to eat beans because they reminded him of gonads. Said to have fled his native island to escape the tyranny of Polycrates, he settled in Croton and taught the doctrine of the transmigration of souls and the importance of the tetractys of the decad, which was derived from his discovery of the numerical relationships between the chief musical intervals. FTP, who was this native of Samos whose name adorns a theorem about the lengths of sides of a right triangle?


Answer: Pythagorasof Samos

1. FTSNOP, name the following about a famous novel.

1. (10 points) Subtitled The World in a Man of War, this novel tells of the protagonist’s isolation and innocence, symbolized by his garment. When he falls into the water, he must discard the garment to avoid drowning.


Answer: White Jacket, or The World in a Man of War

2. (5 points) Who was the author of White Jacket?


Answer: Herman Melville
3. (15 points) Reappearing in many of Melville’s works, who is the captain of the foretop, noted for his leadership and sensitivity?


Answer: Jack Chase
2. Given the names most often ascribed to these groups from Greek and Roman mythology, name them FTPE.

1. (10 points) Tisiphone, Alecto, Magaera


Answer: Furies (or Erinyes or Eumenides)

2. (10 points) Enyo, Pephredo, Deino


Answer: Graeae

3. (10 points) Aglaia, Thalia, Euphrosyne


Answer: Graces (or Gratiac or Charities)

3. FTPE, identify these named reactions and processes from chemistry.

1. (10 points) In this method for synthesizing alkenes, the alkylidene group of an organic phosphorus compound reacts with the oxygen atom of a carbonyl group to form an alkene. It is often used to make squalene and vitamin D3.


Answer: Wittig Synthesis (or reaction)

2. (10 points) This is a reaction in which an alkyl group or an acyl group is substituted on a benzene ring to produce an alkyl benzene or an alkyl aryl ketone.


Answer: Friedel-Crafts Reaction

3. (10 points) Named for an assistant to Liebig, this synthesis is used to prepare racemic alpha-amino acids by treating an aldehyde with potassium cyanide and aqueous ammonia, yielding an intermediate alpha-aminonitrile which is then hydrolyzed to an alpha-amino acid.


Answer: Strecker Synthesis

4. FTPE, name these 16th century English men of the church who ticked off Queen Mary.

1. (10 points) This man was made archbishop of Canterbury in 1533 by Henry VIII after suggesting he gain university support for his divorce from Katherine of Aragon. During Edward VI’s reign he helped promote the Church of England, but was burned at the stake by Mary.


Answer: Thomas Cranmer

2. (10 points) As bishop of Rochester this Protestant strengthened the reformed teachings at Cambridge, and became bishop of London in 1550. After the accession of Mary he was imprisoned, but refused to recant his Protestantism and was burned at the stake.


Answer: Nicholas Ridley

3. (10 points) The Bishop of Worcester, this man joined Ridley in refusing to recant, and was burned along with Ridley.


Answer: Hugh Latimer

5. F15PE, name these important economists.

1. (15 points) Head of the Soviet Economic Research Center in the 1920s, this economist postulated his long-wave cycle, which argues capitalism experiences alternating periods of prosperity and stagnation.


Answer: Nikolai Kondratieff

2. (15 points) Better known than his two failed New York mayoral bids is his single-tax theory holding that land should be taxed exclusively, as explained in his pamphlet "Our Land and Land Policy, which was extended into the landmark "Progress and Poverty".


Answer: Henry George 

6. FTPE, name these German literary terms.

1. (10 points) Major examples of this type of novel which deals with the personal development of an individual are Goethe’s Wilheim Meister’s Apprenticeship, Novalis’s Heinrich of Ofterdingen, and Eichendorff’s Presentiment and the Present.


Answer: Bildungsroman (or Entwicklungsroman)

2. (10 points) Meaning “thing poem”, this type of German poem attempts to recreate the essence of some object, and is most often associated with the work of Ranier Maria Rilke.


Answer: dinggedicht

3. (10 points) Examples of characters suffering from this condition are Harry Haller in Steppenwolf and Goethe’s Werther. Meaning “the state of being torn apart”, this term was introduced by Heine, and refers to the condition of a character who cannot reconcile his subjective experiences with the real world.


Answer: Zerrissenheit

7. Name these random composers from works, FTPE.

1. (10 points) the opera Troilus and Cressida, Scapino, A Comedy Overture, Portsmouth Point Overture, the cantata Belshazzar’s Feast


Answer: William Walton
2. (10 points) Symphony #7: Montanhas do Brasil; the symphonic poem Mandu Carara; the Choros; Bachiana Brasileira


Answer: Heitor Villa-Lobos
3. (10 points) Concerto in the Mixolydian Mode, the opera The Sunken Bell; The Pines of Rome; The Fountains of Rome


Answer: Ottorino Respighi

8. FTPE, answer the following about proteins.

1. (10 points) Formulated by two scientists, these rules concern the stability of hydrogen bonds in proteins, and state that all the atoms in the peptide link lie in the same plane, the N, H, and O atoms in a hydrogen bond are approximately on a straight line, and all the CO and NH groups are involved in bonding.


Answer: Corey-Pauling rules

2. (10 points) One important application of the Corey-Pauling rules is to this most common form of secondary structure in proteins, in which the polypeptide chain is coiled and held in place by weak hydrogen bonds between the NH and CO groups.


Answer: alpha helix
3. (10 points) The rules also apply to this secondary protein structure in which extended polypeptide chains lie parallel to each other and are linked by hydrogen bonds between the NH and CO groups. They occur in many globular proteins.


Answer: beta-pleated sheets
9. FTPE, answer the following about France in WWII.

1. (10 points) After the French-German armistice, this government was established in a spa town under the leadership of Petain.


Answer: Vichy
2. (10 points) The Vichy government was led by Darlan and this chief minister who advocated support for Hitler and drafted labor for Germany. As Foreign Minister for France in the mid-30s he had co-authored with Hoare a pact for the partition of Ethiopia between Ethiopia and Italy.


Answer: Pierre Laval
3. (10 points) Taken from the Corsican for “thicket”, this was the name of the French resistance movement in WWII.


Answer: Maquis
10. FTPE, name these important utilitarian philosophers.

1. (10 points) Starting from the premise that “Nature has placed mankind under the governance of two sovereign masters, pain and pleasure”, this author of Introduction to the Principles of Morals and Legislation developed utilitarianism.


Answer: Jeremy Bentham

2. (10 points) This early utilitarian thinker differed from Bentham in his incorporation of mysticism into the theory. His works include Principles of Morals and Political Philosophy and View of the Evidences of Christianity.


Answer: William Paley

3. (10 points) This English thinker’s philosophy is described as utilitarianism on an institutional basis. He argued that common-sense morality is justifiable, and is best-known for The Methods of Ethics.


Answer: Henry Sidgwick

11. FTSNOP, identify the following about a famous novel.

1. (10 points) Characters in this novel include Bill Gorton, Michael Campbell, Robert Cohn, Brett Ashley, and Jake Barnes.


Answer: The Sun Also Rises

2. (5 points) Name the author of The Sun Also Rises.


Answer: Ernest Hemingway

3. (15 points) While at Pamplona, the group encounters this bullfighter with whom Ashley conducts an affair.


Answer: Pedro Romero

12. FTPE, name the following about a territory of Canada.

1. (10 points) Created in 1999 out of the eastern part of the Northwest Territories, this region encompasses the traditional lands of the Inuit.


Answer: Nunavut
2. (10 points) What is the capital of Nunavut?


Answer: Iqaluit
3. (10 points) Iqaluit is at the head of this bay extending about 150 miles into southeastern Baffin Island. It is named for the explorer who discovered it in 1576.


Answer: Frobisher Bay

13. FTPE, name these physical constants.

1. (10 points) Symbolized mu sub naught, this is the ratio of flux density and external field strength in a vacuum, and has a value 4 pi times 10 to the -7 Henry per meter in SI units.


Answer: permeability of free space or magnetic constant

2. (10 points) Having a value of 8.854 times 10 to the -12 Farad per meter, this constant occurs in the statement of Coulomb’s law in SI units.


Answer: permittivity of free space or electric constant

3. (10 points) This is a unit for measuring magnetic moments of nuclear, atomic, or molecular magnets. The Bohr one has value 9.274 times 10 to the -24 Ampere meter squared, while the nuclear one has value 5.05 times 10 to the -27.


Answer: magneton
14. FTPE, name these following from the history of labor unions.

1. (10 points) This leader turned the United Mine Workers of America into one of the strongest unions in the country as its president from 1920-60.


Answer: John L. Lewis

2. (10 points) This president of the United Automobile Workers from 1946-70 pioneered negotiations for guarenteed employment, wage increases, and welfare provisions. He was also president of the CIO from 1952-55.


Answer: Walter Reuther

3. (10 points) This 1947 act banned closed-shops and the secondary boycott, empower the President to order a 60-day “cooling-off period” before strikes, and required labor leaders to take anti-Communist oaths.


Answer: Taft-Hartley Act

15. FTPE, name these classes of jinnis.

1. (10 points) The offspring of Iblis, these jinns are capable of constantly changing form, but always possess hooves. They often stalked deserts in the guise of a woman, and the only defense against one was to strike it dead in one blow. In English tradition, they are grave-robbers that feed on the dead.

2. (10 points) An enormous winged creature of smoke, this type of jinn lives underground and often frequents ruins, and is often confused with the marid. Legend holds that King Solomon once tamed one.

3. (10 points) This woman is famous principally for her novel The God of Small Things.

3. (5 points/10 points) The Quaternary is divided into two epochs also known as the Ice Age and Postglacial Epoch, respectively. F5P for one and 15 for both, name these two epochs.
