1. According to a Russian trader, this man should not be judged by normal rules of society because he has enlarged his mind. His greatest virtue is his eloquence, which he displays in an unfinished report for the International Society for the Suppression of Savage Customs, but he stops writing to preside over fiendish rituals performed in his honor, and becomes famous for the vast amounts of ivory he sends out from the Inner Station before dying on a ship on the Congo. FTP, who is this character described by Marlow in Heart of Darkness?


Answer: Kurtz
2. This opera’s orchestration calls for such unusual instruments as an accordian and an out-of-tune piano, while its structure consists of a first act suite entitled Exposition, a five-movement symphony entitled Denouement, and the concluding act, Catastrophe, consisting of five inventions. It tells of the protagonist’s attempts to support his mistress Marie, who he kills after she is unfaithful with the Drum Major. Based on a work of Buchner, FTP, what is this atonal opera by Alban Berg?


Answer: Wozzeck (pronounced Wojeck)

3. A workers rebellion which took place in the aftermath of this revolution is known as the June Days. Occurring due to an economic crisis and dissatisfaction with the reactionary policies of minister Francois Guizot, this revolution began when the government forbade a banquet to promote political opposition, resulting in street fighting and Louis Philippe’s abdication the next day, and sparking a series of other revolutions throughout Europe. FTP, what was this revolution which established the Second Republic, named for the month or the year in which it occurred?


Answer: February Revolution or Revolution of 1848

4. They can be made up to 98 percent efficent by utilizing a laminated core to avoid eddy-current and hysteresis losses. Its turns ratio is approximately equal to the ratio of either voltage or current fed to voltage or current induced, and it consists of a primary winding of N sub p turns magnetically linked by a ferromagnetic core or by proximity to the secondary winding of N sub s turns. FTP, what is this device for transferring electrical energy from one alternating-current curcuit to another with a change of voltage, current, phase, or impedance?


Answer: transformer
5. This philosopher’s works include the medical treatise Kalliyat, a work on religious law entitled Fasl, and Manahij, concerning logic and religion. Chief qadi, or religious judge, in his native Cordoba, he succeeded Ibn Tufayl as physician to caliph Abu Yusuf, while a philosophical discussion with Prince Abu Ya’qub Yusuf led him to write his famous commentaries on Aristotle in which he tried to remove the Neoplatonic elements that had crept into Aristotelian thought. FTP, who is this Islamic philosopher who attacked al-Ghazali in his famous work The Incoherence of the Incoherence?


Answer: Averroes (or Abu al-Walid or Ibn Rushd)

6. The so-called Bodmer codex contains this ancient author’s only complete surviving text, which features the character Knemon, and scholars have succeeded in recovering much of the text of plays like The Woman of Samos and The Man She Hated. Starting with his first play, Anger, he displayed mastery of light comedy and characterization in classic plays like Second Adelphoi and The Girl Who Has Her Hair Cut, leading Roman authors like Plautus and Terence to adapt many of his works. FTP, who was this master of Greek New Comedy, author of The Bad-Tempered Man?


Answer: Menander
7. This psychologist’s colors are the subjective colors seen when a black sector and a white sector are rotated together on a color wheel, and his paradox concerns the increase in brightness of a figure viewed binocularly when one eye is suddenly occluded. A German physicist whose studies of light led to his study of stimuli, he developed a namesake law stating that the strength of a sensation is equal to a constant times the log of the strength of the stimulus. FTP, who was this 19th century pioneer in psychology who developed the field of psychophysics in his 1860 work Elements of Psychophysics?


Answer: Gustav Fechner

8. This man became head of a Wall Street brokerage firm in 1937, but is better-known for his political career. As Secretary of the Navy, he was the first member of the cabinet to recognize the danger of post-war Soviet expansion, and he strongly opposed merging all armed forces under one command. FTP, who was this leader who committed suicide due to the merciless criticism he received in his attempts to organize the Defence Department as its first Secretary?


Answer: James Forrestal
9. This type of rock can be formed via the migmatization of schist, and is classified as primary, injection, ortho, or para. The term was first used by miners of the Erzgebirge of Germany and comes from the Slavic for “rotten” or “decomposed”, and is characterized by its banded structure in which layers of granular minerals alternate with layers of lamellar minerals. Known commercial as granite, FTP, what is this generic geology term whose name makes it sound friendly?


Answer: gneiss (prompt on granite)

10. This sculptor created the equestrian statue of Philip Sheridan and the bronze group Mares of Diomedes. Originally named John de la Mothe, he created the large head of Lincoln in the Capitol and began work on a Confederate memorial on Stone Mountain, but is best-known for another large scale work. FTP, who was this man who carved the figures on Mount Rushmore?


Answer: Gutzon Borglum (accept early John de la Mothe)

11. In a subplot of this comedy, the scoundrel Parolles is revealed as a coward and villain. In the main plot, the ward of the Countess of Rousillon uses her skills as daughter of a famous physician to cure the King of France, who offers her the hand of any man in the realm. When Helena chooses Bertram, Bertram flees to Florence, claiming he will not accept the marriage until Helena gets his ring from his finger and becomes pregnant with his child, which Helena acheives by taking the place of Diana, who Bertram is trying to seduce. FTP, what is this comedy by Shakespeare?


Answer: All's Well That Ends Well

12. According to tradition, this religious group was converted by St. Mark, and their calender dates from 284, the Year of the Martyrs, due to their persecution by Diocletian. They originated the practice of monasticism, and in 451 split from the rest of the Church due to their belief in the part-human, part-divine nature of Christ. Taking their name from the Greek word “Aiguptioi,” FTP, what is this Christian religious group of Egypt and Ethiopia?


Answer: Copts or Coptic Orthodox Church

13. These people prepared the sacrificial meal for the Lupercalia. Chosen between the ages of 6 and 10 to serve for 30 years, six of them served at a time, and they enjoyed great privileges, but were entombed alive for disobeying certain rules. Charged with maintaining the fire Aeneas brought to Rome, FTP, who were these Roman priestesses who served the goddess of the hearth and whose name now means any chaste woman?


Answer: Vestal Virgins

14. This chemist’s early work concerned the structures of calciferol, lumisterol, and cholesterol iodide, the latter of which became the first whose structure was completely determined by X-ray crystallography. Claiming the a ring of three carbons and a nitrogen made up the core of penicillin, she proved this assertion by determining its structure, and went on to discover the structures of B 12 and insulin. FTP, who was this English biochemist, winner of the Chemistry Nobel Prize in 1964?


Answer: Dorothy Hodgkin

15. This island is highly mountainous, and reaches its highest point of 5,279 feet at Mount Lopatin. Major settlements on it include Okha, Poronaysk, Tomari, and Yuzhno, the latter three found in the region called Karafuto when it was controlled by the Japanese. About 100 miles wide, it runs 589 miles from north to south, and is surrounded by the Tatar Strait and the Sea of Okhotsk. FTP, what is this Russian island notorious as a penal colony?


Answer: Sakhalin Island

16. Secondary characters in this novel include the perverted chauffeur Sugar-Boy, the politician Tiny Duffy, the wisecracking secretary Sadie Burke, and Judge Irwin. The central character loses his wife Lucy due to his coarseness and arrogance and begins an affair with Anne Stanton, leading to his death at the hands of Anne’s brother Adam, as seen through the eyes of Jack Burden, whose job is to dig up blackmailing material for Willie Stark. Answer: All the King’s Men
17. One of this philosopher’s first major works was the article “Refutation of Idealism” in the journal Mind, which he edited for over 25 years. Known for continually revising his work throughout his lifetime, he defended common sense and empiricism in works like Some Main Problems of Philosophy and Principia Ethica. FTP, who was this influential British philosopher known as the father of analytic philosophy?


Answer: George Edward Moore

18. This composer won the Prix de Rome for his cantata L’Enfant prodigue, while other major works include the cantata The Blessed Damozel and the ballet Jeux. His piano pieces include the Suite bergamasque and the Children’s Corner Suite, while he is better-known for the orchestral works La Mer and Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun. FTP, who was this French Impressionist composer who wrote Clair de lune?


Answer: Claude Debussy
19. This molecule is frequently produced by synthase found in the mitochondria, and it aids cellular processes through phosphorylation. Its importance was discovered by Fritz Lipmann and Herman Kalckar, who found that hydrolysis results in the release of energy obtained by the breakdown of food molecules when a bond is broken in its phosphate tail. FTP, what is this nucleotide found in the cells of all living things which consists of a nitrogenous base and a sugar to which is bound a chain of three phosphate groups?


Answer: ATP or adenine triphosphate

1. FTPE, name the following resulting from the 1859 conflict between the French, Sardinia, and Austria.

1. (10 points) This June 4, 1859 battle in Lombardy followed a meeting at Plombieres at which Napoleon III offered aid to the Risorgimento. The French and Sardinians defeated the Austrians in a disorganized battle, opening the way to the occupation of Lombardy and Milan.


Answer: Magenta
2. (10 points) Fought on June 24, 1859, this follow-up to Magenta saw Napoleon III take the high ground from the Austrians and hold off a fierce counter-attack by Austria’s Francis Joseph.


Answer: Solferino
3. (10 points) Napoleon III was so disgusted by the heavy casualties at Solferino that he negotiated this armistice with Francis Joseph without consulting Sardinia. Signed on July 11, it ended the drive to secure all of Lombardy-Venetia.


Answer: Villafranca Armistice

2. FTPE, name these characters from Crime and Punishment.

1. (10 points) This magistrate in charge of investigating the murder of the pawnbroker Alena Ivanovna suspects Raskolnikoff of the murder.


Answer: Porphyius Petrovich

2. (10 points) This poor former student and friend of Raskolnikoff from the university provides a contrast in his warm, outgoing nature.


Answer: Dmitri Prokovitch Razoumikhin
3. (10 points) One of the villians of the novel, this fiance of Raskolnikoff’s sister Dounia is noted for his materialistic, self-absorbed personality.


Answer: Peter Petrovitch Looshin
3. Answer the following chemistry stuff, FTPE.

1. (10 points) This is a liquid that conducts electricity as a result of the presence of positive or negative ions.


Answer: electrolyte
2. (10 points) This theory attempts to explain the nonideal behaviour of electrolytes by assuming that electrolytes in solution are fully dissociated and that nonideal behaviour arises because of electrostatic interactions between ions. The theory allows for calculation of the activity coefficient.


Answer: Debye-Huckel theory (DO NOT accept Debye-Huckel-Onsager theory)

3. (10 points) These two laws of electrolysis state that the amount of chemical change during electrolysis is proportional to the charge passed, and that the charge required to deposit or liberate a mass is given by Q equals F m z over capital M.


Answer: Faraday’s Laws of electrolysis

4. F15PE, name these random philosophers.

1. (15 points) Although this German's attempt to deduce arithmetic from logic was refuted by Russell, he is considered the founder of modern mathematical logic. He is probably most important for his theory of quantifiers.


Answer: Gottlob Frege

2. (15 points) This philosopher of the Frankfurt School also studied music under Schonberg. Author of works like "Negative Dialectics" and "Minima Moralia", he is known for his "fetish" theory of capitalism and his opposition to what he called the "dialectic of the Enlightenment".


Answer: Theodor Adorno

5. FTPE, name the following from anthropology.

1. (10 points) This genus of primates lived 1.3 to 4 million years ago, coexisting for a time with early forms of humans. They walked erect and had teeth resembling those of modern humans, but their brain capacity was less than half that of humans.


Answer: Australopithecus

2. (10 points) This form of fossil man appeared in Europe and West Asia about 100,000 years ago. Fairly short but with the same brain size as modern humans, they were nomadic hunters who probably had a language, and derive their name from the German valley where they were found.


Answer: Neanderthal man

3. (10 points) The earliest form of modern man, they replaced Neanderthal man. Responsible for the cave drawings at Lascaux, their name comes from the site in France where they were first found.


Answer: Cromagnon man

6. FTPE, name these important European families.

1. (10 points) Taking their name from Hawk’s Castle on the Aar River, the first to bear this name was Werner I. Members of this family went on to rule Germany, Austria, the Holy Roman Empire, Hungary and Bohemia, and Spain.


Answer: Habsburg

2. (10 points) Members of this Russian merchant family included Anika, who built the family fortune in salt mining, Semyon, who conquered and annexed western Siberia and who was instrumental in the accession of Michael Romanov, and Grigory, who helped build Peter the Great’s navy.


Answer: Stroganov

3. (10 points) In 1811 Friedrich founded an iron works at Essen, Germany. His son Alfred perfected the process of making cast steel, leading to his family’s position as the leading supplier of arms to Europe during the 19th century. Later they helped rearm Nazi Germany.

3. (10 points) This is Ichabod’s horse, on whom he tries to flee the headless horseman.

1. (10 points) This largely self-taught illustrator died of tuberculosis at 25 but not before creating a rage with his illustrations of “Morte d’Arthur”, “Salome”, “The Rape of the Lock”, his own “Story of Venus and Tannhauser”, and his journal “The Yellow Book”.

2. (10 points) Author of “A Testament”, described as one of the most pathetic and repellent autobiographies ever written, this German preached his own philosophy in works like “The Fall of the Titans” and “The Banquet”, but his most respected works today are portraits of his mistress Nanna Risi.

3. (10 points) This leading FRench Symbolist depicted sensuous images of ancient civilizations and mythologies in works like “Oedipus and the Sphinx” and “Jupiter and Semele”. He was the teacher of Matisse and Rouault.

(20 points) His son was ambassador to the UN from 1953-60, was Nixon’s 1960 running mate, and headed Vietnam Peace talks from 1969-70.

(10 points) Both he and his son of the same name hailed from Massachusetts. His 14 Reservations concerning the Treaty of Versailles led to the Senate defeat of the treaty.


Answer: Henry Cabot Lodge, Sr.

1. (10 points) Adapting the ballad tradition of England to the rugged life of Australia, these popular poets of 19th century Australia wrote ballads about the frontier. One of the most famous of these poets was Andrew “Banjo” Patterson.


Answer: bush balladeers

2. (10 points) Arguably the most famous bush ballad is this Patterson work about a hobo who drowns in a pond after stealing a sheep. It has become Australia’s unofficial national anthem.

3. (10 points) Another famous bush balladeer was this son of a Norwegian seaman, the author of stories like In the Days When the World Was Wise, While the Billy Boils, and On the Track and Over the Sliprails.

2. (10 points) Compiled by J.L.E. Dreyer, this catalogue contained 7,800 galaxies, nebulae, and star clusters, many discovered by the Herschels. In it, objects are listed in order of right ascension with a brief description of their appearance.


Answer: New General Catalogue of Nebulae and Clusters of Stars

3. (10 points) Two supplements were made to the New General Catalogue, both bearing this name. Containing 1529 and 3857 newly discovered objects, respectively, its contents are referred to by their IC numbers.

3. (10 points) This Russian Prince published the works Mutual Aid and Fields, Factories, and Workshops, in which he advocated a social order based on communes  of producers linked with each other through free contract.
