TOSSUPS

1. The first part of this musical work is satirical in theme, as seen in sections entitled The Dandy, A Pale Laundress, and A Chopin Waltz, but the second part descends into a nightmare vision, and includes the sections Night, Red Mass, Song of the Hangman, and Decapitation. Scored for voice, flute or piccolo, clarinet, violin or viola, and piano, its composition was suggested by the actress Albertine Zehme, who sent the composer 50 poems by Albert Giraud, of which 21 were set to music. FTP, what is this song cycle about a character of the commedia dell’arte by Arnold Schoenberg?


Answer: Pierrot lunaire (or Moonstruck Pierrot)

2. This amino acid can be made from bromoethanoic acid using the Gabriel synthesis, and unusually for an amino acid, when dissolved in water the solution is not optically active. Found in high amounts in gelatin and silk fibroin, it is synthesized in the body from serine and threonine. Having for its R component a single hydrogen atom, FTP, what is this simplest amino acid, symbolized G?


Answer: glycine (or aminoacetic acid)

3. Publius Crassus’ brilliant Aquitania camapign was an important part of this military endeavour, which was instigated by the migration of the Helvetii. It saw the expulsion of the Germans under Ariovistus and the dissolution of the confederation of Belgae, and was successful mainly due to the internal rivalries of the native tribes, who were unified by Vercingetorix only to be defeated at Alesia. FTP, what was this 58-51 BCE Roman military campaign which did much to further the political aims of its leader, Julius Caesar?


Answer: Gallic Wars

4. At one point, this mythological figure transforms himself into a platter in order to be heaped with food, thus satisfying his voracious appetite. Other myths tell of how he is tricked into dumping his grandmother’s acorns into a river and of his and Skunk’s incompetence as hunters, while as a trickster god he steals water from the Frogs and incurs Porcupine’s wrath be tricking him out of a meal of buffalo meat. FTP, what is this chief deity of Plains and Southwest Indian cultures?


Answer: Coyote

5. A key moment in this short story is the protagonist’s remembrance of a song about a dying soldier in Algiers. Despite the aid of a glowing man with a halo, Billie dies at its conclusion, but not before spending two days with the wounded captain of the Commodore, the cook, and the correspondent adrift at sea in the aftermath of the Commodore’s sinking. FTP, what is this classic short story by Stephen Crane?


Answer: The Open Boat

6. Major attractions in this city include Le Corbusier’s Unite d’Habitation, the harbor castle Chateau d’If, and its great avenue, the Canebiere. The capital of Bouches-de-Rhone department with a population of 800,000, it was settled as Massilia circa 600 BCE, making it France’s oldest city. The second largest city in France and its chief Mediterranean port, FTP, what is this city associated with the French national anthem?


Answer: Marseilles

7. This scientist’s insistance on accuracy led him to standardize the ohm, ampere, and volt. Author of the standard treatise The Theory of Sound, he developed his namesake criterion for resolving power while making the first accurate definition of the resolving power of diffraction gratings, and with William Ramsey discovered argon, but is best-known for a type of elastic scattering named for him. FTP, name this 1904 Physics Nobel Prize winner who explained that scattering of light by dust particles makes the sky blue.


Answer: John William Strutt, 3rd Baron Rayleigh

8. In the first phase of this battle, called the First Battle of Freeman’s Farm, the 4,000 British troops failed to dislodge the 7,000 Continentals. In the second phase, known as the Battle of Bemis Heights, two brigades of infantrymen under Benedict Arnold repulsed Burgoyne’s forces, leading Burgoyne to surrender to Horatio Gates on October 17, 1777. FTP, what was this key colonial victory which encouraged French intervention in the American Revolution?


Answer: Battle of Saratoga (prompt on Freeman’s Farm or Bemis Heights)

9. In this film Francis tells of his trip with his friend Alan to a fair, where the title figure exhibits the somnambulist Cesare, who predicts Alan will be dead by the next morning. Alan is then murdered, and Cesare then abducts Alan’s fiancee Jane and dies of exhaustion running from townspeople. While the police discover a dummy in the title object, Francis tracks the title doctor to a mental asylum, where he appears to be the director. Starring Werner Krauss and Conrad Veidt, written by Hans Janowitz and Carl Meyer and famous for Hermann Warm’s warped, angular, expressionist set design, FTP, what is this 1920 Robert Wiene horror classic?


Answer: The Cabinet of Dr. Caligari (or Das Kabinett des Doktor Caligari)

10. In 1896 this author published the short story collection Pleasures and Days. He interrupted work on his most famous work to write a series of brilliant parodies of French writers called L’Affaire Lemoine, but was inspired to return to his main work by a real-life experience in which the taste of tea and a biscuit provoked the involuntary recall of a childhood memory, resulting in a seven-volume work featuring characters like Albertine, Guermantes, and Charles Swann. FTP, who was this author of Remembrance of Things Past?


Answer: Marcel Proust
11. Wittgenstein’s private language argument holds this this philosophical theory is incompatible with our having a language to express it, while other modern thinkers have objected that its initial premise is a misuse of terms and that the use of the word “I” eliminates its normal contrasts. It arose out of the work of Descartes, Locke, and others, who argued that the immediate objects of sense experience are mind-dependent. FTP, what theory holds that I am the sole existent, and that the outside world is an object of my consciousness?


Answer: solipsism

12. Examples of this physical phenomenon include smoke rising in a straight path from a cigarette and blood moving through capillaries. Common only in cases in which the channel is relatively small, the motion is slow, and the viscosity is high, it generally occurs for values less than 2,000 in the Reynolds number. FTP, what is this type of non-turbulent fluid flow in which the fluid may be thought of as consisting of thin layers sliding over each other?


Answer: laminar flow

13. This community was started after its founder fled indictment for adultry in Putney, Vermont. Along with the splinter community at Wallingford, Connecticut, it was founded by so-called “Bible communists” who ran a collective 900-acre farm, shared possessions, and practiced polygamy and polyandry until 1879, when its founder, John Humphrey Noyes, fled to Canada. FTP, what was this New York utopian society which reorganized in 1881 as a corporation manufacturing silverware?


Answer: Oneida Commune (or Community)

14. The author of “Classical Judaism” and “Hinduism and Buddhism”, this sociologist argued in On the Methodology of the Social Sciences that social scientists needed the concept of verstehen to make explanations. A leading theorist of liberal imperialism, he argued that social science could not be based on crude physical or economic explanations, and in his most famous work contended that rather than using technological or economic analysis, religous ideas should be used to analyze the rise of capitalism. FTP, who was this German author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism?


Answer: Max Weber
15. At the end of this poem, the poet observes that the “sweetest songs ... tell of saddest thought”, and asks to overflow with “harmonious madness”. Earlier, the poet loses sight of the title animal, but can still hear its “shrill delight”, prompting the poet to describe it as a “blithe Spirit”, because its song comes from Heaven. Written in 21 5-line stanzas, FTP, what is this poem by Percy Shelley?


Answer: To a Skylark
16. The strawberry is the prevelant symbol in this artwork, which when closed shows a quotation from Psalms 33:9, below which is a grey and white globe depicting the third day of creation. When opened, the right depicts the sins of gambling and music set in a barren wasteland, the left shows the moment after the creation of Eve, and the center shows a scene of hedonism entitled “The Sinful Descendants of Adam.” FTP, what is this tryptych by Hieronymus Bosch?


Answer: The Garden of Earthly Delights
17. This event ended when a force of 3,000 marchers was met by police gunfire, leading to the deaths of 16 marchers and 3 policemen in the subsequent riot. Earlier, a unit of brownshirts had kidnapped the leader of the Bavarian government with the intention of installing General Ludendorff as dictator. Prompted by a speech to opponents of the Weimar Republic by Adolf Hitler, FTP, what was this abortive November 8, 1923 putsch named for the site of Hitler’s speech?


Answer: Munich Beer-Hall putsch

18. The solution resulting from this process is usually dehydrated by distillation with sulfuric acid. It occurs when, in the presence of a platinum gauze catalyst, air or oxygen successively oxidizes ammonia to an oxide and then a dioxide. FTP, what is this principle method for manufacturing nitric acid, developed in 1901 by the German chemist for whom it is named?


Answer: Ostwald process

19. At the end of this play the protagonist is sent to an asylum due to her belief in the imaginary friend Shep Huntleigh. Having driven her homosexual husband to suicide, she left Laurel, Mississippi, to live on a street named Elysian Fields with her sister Stella, where her relationship with Harold Mitchell is thwarted by Stanley Kowalski. FTP, this describes what Tennessee Williams play about Blanche DuBois?


Answer: A Streetcar Named Desire
20. This work was completed on its author’s death by his follower, Reginald of Pipemo. Containing its author’s famous five ways, or proofs, of God’s existence, its first section analyzes the nature of God and the universe, the second presents the author’s moral philosophy, while the last relates Jesus and the Sacraments to the soul’s salvation. Applying Aristotelian logic to questions of Christianity, FTP, what is this treatise by Saint Thomas Aquinas?


Answer: Summa theologica (or Summa totius theologicae)

1. (10 points) Told in retaliation to the Miller’s Tale, the young scholars Alan and John attempt to thwart Simkin’s cheating of their college, leading John to sleep with Simkin’s wife and Alan with his daughter.


Answer: The Reeve’s Tale

2. (10 points) The last of the Tales, it is a sermon on the path to penitence, the difference between venial and deadly sins, and the virtues which remedy sin. It ends with Chaucer’s Retractions, in which he prays for forgiveness for his sinful works.


Answer: The Parson’s Tale

3. (10 points) The monk John claims to be the cousin of a rich, miserly merchant to spend time with the merchant’s wife. When she asks John for a loan to pay off a debt, John borrows the money from her husband, gives it to his wife and sleeps with her.


Answer: The Shipman’s Tale

3. FTPE, name these knights of the Round Table.

1. (10 points) Called Beaumains because of his large hands, this man served as a scullion for 12 months to become a knight, and then rescued Liones from Castle Perilous and married her.


Answer: Gareth

2. (10 points) This Saracen knight and Tristan both loved Iseult. After Tristan defeated him in single combat he gave Iseult up and was converted.


Answer: Palamedes

3. (10 points) This steward to Arthur was rude and boastful and inept in combat, but nonetheless Arthur always deferred to him.


Answer: Kay

4. FTPE, name these acts and amendments concerning islands under US influence.

1. (10 points) The US was able to lease Guantanamo Bay under this rider to the Army Appropriations Bill of 1901. It forbade Cuba from making foreign treaties compromising its independence and allowed the US to intervene in civil disorders.


Answer: Platt Amendment

2. (10 points) This amendment to the same Army Appropriations Bill called for the end of the US military government in the Philippines.


Answer: Spooner Amendment

3. (10 points) The 1916 act of this name stated the US intention to grant Philippino independence as soon as a stable government could be established, while the 1917 act of this name made Puerto Rico a US territory.


Answer: Jones Act

5. FTPE, given the highest mountain in a mountain range, name the range.

1. (10 points) El’brus


Answer: Caucasus Mountains

2. (10 points) Aneto


Answer: Pyrenees Mountains

3. (10 points) Jebel Toubkal


Answer: Atlas Mountains

6. FTPE, answer the following heart stuff.

1. (10 points) These two large veins carry deoxygenated blood into the right atrium of the heart. The superior receives blood from the head and forelimbs, and the inferior drains blood from the lower body.


Answer: vena(e) cava(e)

2. (10 points) Originating in the bundle of His, these modified fibres spread out in a network over the ventricles. Their extensive branching allows both ventricles to contract almost simultaneously.


Answer: Purkyne fibres

3. (10 points) This is the name given to either of the longest pair of cranial nerves responsible for speech, swallowing, and the rate of heart contraction.


Answer: vagus nerve

7. FTPE, name these leagues from European history.

1. (10 points) This 1167 coalition of northern Italian cities was established to assert independence from Frederick Barbarossa.


Answer: Lombard League

2. (10 points) Founded in 1680 by Emperor Leopold and German princes to oppose Louis XIV’s advance into the Rhineland, it was soon joined by the Holy Roman Empire, the Dutch, Spain, and Sweden. With the ascension of William III it was replaced by the Grand Alliance.


Answer: League of Augsburg
3. (10 points) Formed in 1508 by Pope Julius II, Luis XII, Ferdinand the Catholic, and Emperor Maxmillian to reduce the power of Venice, this league defeated Venice at the Battle of Agnadello, but was soon all but dissolved by bickering among its leaders.


Answer: League of Cambrai

8. FTPE, be like Bart Simpson and show you are familiar with the works of Pablo Neruda.

1. (10 points) Establishing Neruda’s reputation, this work starts by describing his affairs with a girl from his native Temuco and a classmate at the University of Santiago, but ends with a poem which dwells on the hopelessness of bitter emotions.


Answer: Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair (or Veinte poemas de amor y una cancion desesperada)

2. (10 points) Written in 12 sections, the poet tells of his search for fulfillment in love. After travelling around the country he returns home and climbs to the title Incan city, where he realizes that meaninglessness in life has always existed.


Answer: The Heights of Macchu Picchu (or Alturas de Macchu Picchu)

3. (10 points) This epic poem of Latin America consists of over 300 poems divided into 15 sections describing successive historical periods and following the foibles of famous emperors, explorers, and freedom fighters. It includes America, My Love and The Heights of Macchu Picchu.


Answer: Canto general or General Song
9. FTPE, name these artworks of the Hudson River School.

1. (10 points) The first painting in this five canvas Thomas Cole work is called The Savage State, and shows an untamed landscape, while the last, Desolation, shows architectural ruins. The entire work was designed to show the rise and fall of a society.


Answer: The Course of Empire
2. (10 points) Along with Niagara, this painting established Frederick Church’s reputation. It shows a waterfall in the foreground, behind which is a rugged mountain.


Answer: Heart of the Andes
3. (10 points) A tree growing from the bottom left to top right sets of this Asher Durand painting showing two men standing on a rocky ledge over a gorge.


Answer: Kindred Spirits
10. FTPE, identify the following concerning a famous linguist.

1. (10 points) This linguist penned Aspects of the Theory of Syntax, Cartesian Linguistics, and The Logical Structure of Linguistic Theory.


Answer: Avram Noam Chomsky

2. (10 points) This type of grammar contains rules which , for example, tell how to change sentences from active to passive and how to derive idiomatic sentences from formal grammar. Chomsky held that only this type of grammar allowed users to produce and understand indefinite numbers of new sentences.


Answer: transformational grammar

3. (10 points) In this landmark 1957 work Chomsky compared three possible grammars and showed that only transformational grammar provides an adequate generative grammar for a natural language such as English.


Answer: Syntactic Structures
11. FTPE, name the following about a mathematical operator.

1. (10 points) This operator is given by i times the partial derivative with respect to x plus j times the partial with respect to y plus k times the partial with respect to z. When applied to a function and multiplied to a vector, it gives the rate of change of the function in the direction of the vector.


Answer: gradient

2. (10 points) This is the scalar product of the gradient with a vector, and gives the flux per unit volume in the neighborhood at a point.


Answer: divergence

3. (10 points) In contrast to the divergence, this is the vector product of the gradient operator and a vector.


Answer: curl or rot

12. 30-20-10, name the novel.

1. (30 points) The story is recounted by the protagonist to her friend Phoeby Watson. A central image is the protagonist’s view of life and marriage as a blossoming pear tree surrounded by singing bees.

(20 points) It tells of the protagonist’s childhood with her grandmother Nanny, her failed marriages to Logan Killicks and Jody Starks, and her successful marriage to Vergible “Tea Cake” Woods, who she is force to kill when he contracts rabies and attacks her.

(10 points) Written by Zora Neale Hurston, it concerns the character Janie Crawford.


Answer: Their Eyes Were Watching God

14. FTPE, name these Greek atomist philosophers.

1. (10 points) This Miletian produced the first unequivocally atomistic cosmology.


Answer: Leucippus of Miletus

2. (10 points) Known as the “laughing philosopher,” this native of Abdera and younger contemporary of Leucippus was a prolific expositor of atomism, and expounded the first rigorously naturalistic Greek ethics.


Answer: Democritus of Abdera

3. (10 points) Founder of The Garden, this philosopher advocated Democritus’ atomism in To Herodotus, and in To Menoeceus argued that freedom from pain is the highest ethical good.


Answer: Epicurus

15. 30-20-10, name the musical work.

1. (30 points) Its music depicts Ivan Czarevitch’s vision of a castle from which thirteen beautiful women offer him golden fruit. Ivan recognizes the castle as that of Kastchei, capturer of wayfarers.

(20 points) When Kastchei tries to bewitch Ivan, he is helpless because of the feather of the title animal Ivan holds in his hand. Then the animal appears and shows Ivan an egg in which is sealed Kastchei’s fate, which Ivan smashes.

(10 points) This work was the first success of Igor Stravinsky.


Answer: The Firebird (ballet or suite)

17. FTPE, name these “I” terms from physics.

1. (10 points) This is the property of an electric circuit that causes an emf to be generated in it as the result of a change in the current flowing through the circuit or as a result of a change in current flowing through a neighboring circuit with which it is linked.


Answer: inductance
2. (10 points) This is an instrument used to produce optical fringes for measuring such things as wavelengths and small distances. In the Fabry-Perot type, light is passed through a pair of parallel, half-silvered plates.


Answer: interferometer
3. (10 points) Symbolized capital J, this is the product of a force and the time for which it acts.


Answer: impulse
18. Answer the following about an Egyptian queen, FTPE.

1. (10 points) Also known as Maatkare, this ruler of the 18th dynasty initially served as regent to her step-son, but became queen through the support of court officials, representing herself in full male attire, including a fake beard. She ruled for 20 years, and built the mortuary temple at Deir el Bahri.


Answer: Hatshepsut
2. (10 points) Hatshepsut served as regent to this step-son, who established Egypt as a major power via 17 campaigns into Palestine and Syria.


Answer: Thutmose III (or Menkheperre)

3. (10 points) Hatshepsut furthered her father Thutmose I’s building program at this religious center of ancient Thebes located on the east bank of the Nile. Begun by Ramses I and completed by Seti I and Ramses II, it contains the great temple of Amun and the Hypostyle Hall, and was linked to Luxor by a road lined by statues of sphinxes.


Answer: Karnak
19. FTPE, name these French saints.

1. (10 points) Allegedly the first bishop of Paris, he was one of seven bishops sent by Emperor Decius to convert the Gauls. A legend holds he was decapitated on Montmartre, but carried his head to the site where his Benedictine abbey is found today.


Answer: Saint Denis or Dionysius

2. (10 points) The story of St. Denis is recounted in this 6th century French bishop’s History of the Franks. He is also known for Lives of the Fathers.


Answer: St. Gregory of Tours

3. (10 points) Patron saint of innkeepers and drunkards, the latter due to having his feast day on the feast of Bacchus, this patron saint of France is the father of monasticism in Gaul. A legend holds that he shared his cloak with a naked beggar, and Christ appeared to the beggar later that night dressed in the cloak.


Answer: St. Martin of Tours
