TOSSUPS

1. In this novel, the protagonist fails to respond to the romantic overtures of the narrator Cecilia, but he soon falls in love with Kathleen, who bears an uncanny resemblence to his dead wife. He has developed a heart condition due to his work as a film producer, and outlines for the unfinished part of this novel indicate he was supposed to die in a plane crash after losing in a power struggle with his unscrupulous partner Brady. FTP, what is this novel about Monroe Stahr by F. Scott Fitzgerald?


Answer: The Last Tycoon
2. This leader probably died fighting the Massagetae east of the Aral Sea and was buried at his capital Pasargadae, where his tomb survives to this day. The son of Mandane and Cambyses, he overthrew the Medians, conquered Babylon in 539, thus ending the Babylonian Captivity, and established a vast empire by defeating Croesus of Lydia. FTP, who was this founder of the Persian empire?


Answer: Cyrus the Great or Cyrus II

3. This mythological woman bore the son Telegonus who would go on to rule the Tyrsenians, and she pruified the Argonauts for the murder of Apsyrtus. She provided a warning about the sirens to her most famous visitors on Aeaea, but only after being thwarted in her schemes by an herb of Hermes which made Odysseus immune to her powers. FTP, who was this daughter of the sun who turned Odysseus’s crew into pigs?


Answer: Circe
4. The f-electrons of these elements do not penetrate to the outer part of the atom and there is no f-orbital participation in bonding, and the few coordination compounds they form almost always contain M 3+ ions. Yttrium and scandium are usually included in these elements which all possess a 6s2 configuration, and the increasing nuclear charge in the series gives rise to the contraction of the same name. FTP, what are these elements generally considered to range in proton number from cerium to lutetium and named for element 57?


Answer: lanthanoids or lanthanides or lanthanons or rare-earth elements

5. This region’s longest rivers are St. Mary’s and the Mersey, and its Annapolis Valley is famous for its apple orchards. Connected to the mainland by the narrow Chignecto Isthmus, it is bordered in part by the Northumberland Strait, the Strait of Canso, and the Bay of Fundy, and includes Cape Breton Island. FTP, what is this Canadian province south of New Brunswick with capital Halifax?


Answer: Nova Scotia

6. Its three general categories are subdivided into six kinds of scenes: private, provincial, country, military, political, and Parisian, while the categories themselves are Philosophical Studies, Analytic Studies, and Studies of Manners. First conceived by the author in 1834 and named in 1840, it examines over 2,000 characters against the backdrop of French society in works like Les Chouans, Eugenie Grandet, and Le Pere Goriot. FTP, what is this series of approximately 90 novels by Honore de Balzac?


Answer: La Comedie humaine or The Human Comedy
7. This scientist laid the groundwork for the development of dimensional analysis and linear programming. He accompanied Napoleon on his 1798-1801 Egyptian campaign and on his return was appointed prefect of Isere and later of Rhone, but is better-known for inspiring harmonic analysis by his observation that, with certain constraints, any function can be written as a series of trigonometric functions. FTP, who was this Frenchman whose formulation of heat flow was described in The Analytical Theory of Heat?


Answer: Jean Baptiste Joseph Fourier

8. This composer achieved success with his Symphony Ode, a Dance Symphony, and 1925’s Symphony for Organ and Orchestra, while his film scores include Of Mice and Men and The Heiress.  He is remembered today in part for his orchestral works like El Salon Mexico, Fanfare for the Common Man, and Lincoln Portrait. FTP, who is this American composer of the ballets Billy the Kid, Rodeo, and Appalachian Spring?


Answer: Aaron Copland

9. On July 12, 8,000 militia arrived to keep peace six days after a fight between workers and 300 Pinkerton agents. Despite a failed assassination attempt by Alexander Berkman, Henry Clay Frick continued his policy of evicting strikers from company owned housing and hiring scabs, and succeeded in breaking the Amalgamated Association of Iron and Steel Workers. FTP, such describes what 1892 Pennsylvania strike against the Carnegie Steel Company?


Answer: Homestead Strike

10. It can have four possible “figures”, and contains a major term, minor term, and middle term, the latter of which does not appear in the conclusion. All of the statements used in it take one of four possible forms: all A are B, no A are B, some A are B, or some A are not B. FTP, what is this type of logical argument in which the truth of two propositions implies a third is true?


Answer: (categorical) syllogism

11. Into the historical background of this poem are woven a number of fictional characters typifying various social groups, including the aristocrat Clay Wingate, the Southern Belle Sally Dupre, the idealistic Jack Ellyat, and the runaway slave Spade. Opening with a prelude entitled The Slaver about the introduction of slavery to America, it is a book-length historical narrative of the Civil War whose dominant image is the legend of the title figure’s abortive 1859 raid on a Federal arsenal. FTP, what is this most-famous poem by Stephen Vincent Benet?


Answer: John Brown’s Body

12. In arthropods, this layer can serve as an exoskeleton which is periodically shed via ecdysis and is usually made of a collagen-like protein or chitin. This term can also refer to the sheath of a hair follicle, and in plants it is a continuous, waxy layer composed of cutin whose function is to prevent water loss. FTP, what is this biology term which also refers to the layer of thick skin at the base of a nail?


Answer: cuticle

13. This artist invented the relief technique rilievo schiaccinto, and the influence of ancient art can be seen in his Cantoria for the Florence Cathedral. Important later works include the wooden Mary Magdalene and Judith and Holofernes, and in Padua he created the High Alter of the Santo. One time assistant to Ghiberti, he created the series of standing figures in niches of the Or San Michele and Florence Cathedral beginning with St. Mark, ending with the Zuccone, and including the celebrated St. George. FTP, who was this great 15th century sculptor of the Gattamelata and the bronze David?


Answer: Donatello
14. This leader made his name as deputy for an absentee count in the Diet, where his reports on the proceedings led to his arrest for three years. He then led the extreme liberal wing of the Diet of 1847, and the next year became Minister of Finance in a semi-autonomous government. When war erupted with Austria he became a virtual dictator, but was forced to flee when Russia entered the war on Austria’s side. FTP, who was this Hungarian revolutionary?


Answer: Lajos Kossuth
15. This economist’s father was the author of the treatise “The Scope and Methods of Political Economy”, while his own works include “Essays in Persuasion”, “A Treatise on Probability”, “A Treatise on Money”, and “A Tract on Monetary Reform”. His role as a delegate at the Paris Peace Conference led him to write “The Economic Consequences of the Peace”, but he is best-known for a 1936 work which attacked laissez faire economics. FTP, name this member of the Bloomsbury Group, author of “The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money”.


Answer: John Maynard Keynes

16. This character erroneously claims that the Biblical basis for monogamy comes from Jesus’ attendance at only one wedding in Caanan, and is deaf in one ear after being slapped by her husband for tearing a page out of his book Valerie and Theofraste, which describes wicked wives. Named Alison, she had met the above-mentioned husband, the clerk Jankyn, at the funeral of her fourth husband. FTP, who is this character who tells of a knight who must discover what women most desire in her Canterbury Tale?


Answer: The Wife of Bath

17. Although this sorting algorithm has overall running time n log n, it performs badly when the amounts of data become small, and is usually replaced by another method for small amounts of elements. It works by choosing an initial element of the list called a pivot; then all elements less than the pivot are placed on the left and all elements greater than the pivot are placed on the right, and the same sorting process is used recursively on the smaller lists. FTP, what is this computer science sorting algorithm named for its purported speed?


Answer: quicksort
18. The climax of this musical work occurs when the music suddenly stops to reveal the chiming of church bells which halts the activities being depicted. According to its score, it begins with the “subterranean din of unearthly voices” represented by quivering violins in the upper register, and then describes the arrival of Tchernobog, the Black God, and the Revelry of the Witches’ Sabbath on St. John’s Eve. Taking place at midnight near Kiev, FTP, what is this orchestral fantasy by Modest Mussorgsky?


Answer: St John’s Night on Bald Mountain (or Bare Mountain)

19. Some biblical scholars hold that the reference in Genesis to this man actually refers to an ancient people of Mesopotamia. He is said to have built Resen, Rehoboth-Ir. Calah, and Nineveh, and Micah 5:6 calls Assyria the land of this man, but the main reference to him comes in Genesis 10:8-12. FTP, who was this legendary figure described as “a mighty hunter before the Lord”?


Answer: Nimrod
20. Although this leader signed the capitulation of Irvine he soon entered into open hostilities with England with the murder of John Comyn. Defeated at Methven by Edward I, he regrouped and forced the English to negotiate the Treaty of Edinburgh after winning at Bannockburn. FTP, who was this first king of independent Scotland known as the Bruce?


Answer: Robert I or Robert the Bruce

1. (10 points) This tone poem based on a poem by Henri Cazalis tells of Death playing a violin to which skeletons perform until a cock crows.


Answer: Danse macabre
2. (10 points) Sections of this work include Introduction and Royal March of the Lion, Hens and Cocks, , Tortoises, The Elephant, Pianists, and the famous section The Swan.


Answer: The Carnival of (the) Animals
3. (10 points) The famous Spring Song and the aria My Heart at Your Sweet Voice are highlights of Saint-Saens only surviving opera, which is based on a Biblical story.


Answer: Samson and Delilah (or Samson et Delilah)

1. (10 points) This poet of White Shroud: Poems and Kaddish created a sensation with the poem Howl.


Answer: Allen Ginsberg
2. (10 points) Allen Ginsberg carried on a relationship with this man. Although his few writings like “The First Third” and “The Great Sex Letter” weren’t published until after his death, he was the inspiration for the Beat Generation, and is featured in The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test and as Dean Moriarty in On the Road.


Answer: Neal Cassady
3. (10 points) This Beat author first introduced the public to the phrase Beat Generation coined by Kerouac. Neal Cassady is featured as a character in his novel Go, generally cited as the first work of Beat literature.


Answer: John Clellon Holmes
4. FTPE, name these Biblical figures involved in the story of Esther.

1. (10 points) Esther was made wife of King Ahasuerus when this proud first wife refused an order to show her beauty to the king’s guests.


Answer: Queen Vashti
2. (10 points) This uncle of Esther advised her to keep her religion a secret.


Answer: Mordecai
3. (10 points) This court favorite and rival of Mordecai planned to have all the Jews killed and Mordecai hanged. When Esther revealed she was Jewish, the king ordered his death on the gallows he had build for Mordecai.


Answer: Haman
5. FTPE, name the following about an important cycle.

1. (10 points) Involving the fixation of carbon dioxide and its subsequent reduction to carbohydrate, this is the metabolic pathway of the dark stage of photosynthesis.


Answer: Calvin cycle (prompt on dark cycle)

2. (10 points) During the Calvin cycle carbon dioxide combines with this five-carbon sugar to form a six-carbon intermediate. It is abbreviated RuBP.


Answer: ribulose bisphosphate
3. (10 points) The Calvin cycle occurs in this tissue that forms the gel-like matrix of chloroplasts that surround the grana.


Answer: stroma
6. FTPE, name these factions of the French Revolution.

1. (10 points) Formed after Louis XVI’s flight to Varennes when some deputies left the Jacobin Club, this conservative political club met in the former monastery of the Reformed Cistercians and sat on the right of the Legislative Assembly. They disappeared with the monarchy’s overthrow.


Answer: Feuillants

2. (10 points) Named for the department from which many of its members came, this republican group were extremely powerful for a time, but were overthrown in June 1793 for trying to halt the fanaticism of more extreme revolutionaries.


Answer: Girondists or Girondins or Gironde

3. (10 points) Formally known as The Society of the Friends of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen, this popular club led by Marat and Danton gained their popular name from the Franciscan monastery were they first met. They organized the famous Champ-de-Mars demonstration and helped overthrow the Girondists.


Answer: Cordeliers

7. FTPE, name these important mountain passes.

1. (10 points) This pass is one of the lowest and most important through the main chain of the Alps, separating the Otzal and Zillertal Alps. It has been one of the main entrances to Italy from the north.


Answer: Brenner pass

2. (10 points) At spots less than 600 feet wide and 1,000 feet deep, this pass connects Kabul and Peshawar, and runs through the Spin Ghar Range.


Answer: Khyber Pass

3. (10 points) Along with the Khyber and Bolan passes, this is the most important pass in Pakistan. A four-mile gorge, it is named for the river which flows through it, and connects Ghazni, Afghanistan with Tank and Dera Ismail Khan.


Answer: Gumal Pass (or Gomal)

8. FTPE, answer the following about “The Old Man and the Sea”.

1. (10 points) In his youth this Cuban fisherman had been called El Campeon and had engaged in an epic arm wrestling match with a giant black man in a tavern in Cienfuegos. At the novel’s outset he has gone 84 days without a catch.


Answer: Santiago

2. (10 points) This young boy’s father made him stop working with Santiago after the first 40 days, but he nevertheless begs and steals to gain food and bait for Santiago, and often discusses the great Dimaggio with him.


Answer: Manolin

3. (10 points) On the 85th day Santiago hooks this kind of fish measuring 18 feet from head to tail, but it is devoured by sharks before Santiago can reach shore.


Answer: marlin

9. FTPE, name these works of Renaissance art.

1. (10 points) When closed, this work shows John the Baptist and John the Evangelist as statues below the Annunciation, while when open the wings show Adam and Eve after the fall and the center shows the adoration of the lamb, above which is a depiction of God on a throne.


Answer: The Ghent Alterpiece
2. (10 points) This painting shows three different moments in the same scene. The center shows Jesus’s arrival in Capernaum and the request made of him, on the left is Peter catching a fish, while on the right is Peter giving an official what was requested.


Answer: The Tribute Money
3. (10 points) A white horse stands in the center of the first and last of this three canvas work by Paolo Uccello which uses a confusing array of lances, men and horses to show a 1432 military victory of Florence over Siena.


Answer: The Battle of San Romano
10. FTPE, name these dating techniques that have nothing to do with rohypnol.

1. (10 points) This absolute technique for determining the age of samples relies on the characteristic pattern of growth rings of trees.


Answer: dendrochronology
2. (10 points) This technique relies on the fact that free electrons and holes in pottery unite and emit lights when exposed to ionizing radiation. It assumes that the number of electrons and holes trapped in a sample is related to its age.


Answer: thermoluminescence dating

3. (10 points) As a result of cosmic radiation a small amount of atmospheric nitrogen is transformed into radioactive nuclei which find their way into trees and plants. By comparing the ratio of radioactive and stable nuclei, the age can be determined for samples up to 40,000 years old. It was developed by a team led by Willard Libby.


Answer: radiocarbon dating (or carbon-14 dating)

11. FTPE, name these plans for German WWI reparations.

1. (10 points) This 1924 plan required the Weimar Republic to pay according to its abilities on a sliding scale, but to avoid conflict with France no decision on the grand total of reparations was made.


Answer: Dawes Plan

2. (10 points) After the collapse of the Dawes Plan this 1929 revision reduced the total sum due from Germany by 75% to be paid in 59 annual payments, but only one installment was paid.


Answer: Young Plan

3. (10 points) In 1932 this pact substituted a bond issue for the reparation debt, and German repayments were never renewed.


Answer: Lausanne Pact

12. FTPE, name these Wordsworth poems from descriptions.

1. (10 points) In this poem, the poet expresses the joy of encountering a field of daffodils beside a lake.


Answer: I Wandered Lonely As a Cloud

2. (10 points) The poet comes upon a Highland lass working and singing a song. Wordsworth asks that passersby either stop to listen or pass quietly by, and later asks “Will no one tell me what she sings?”


Answer: The Solitary Reaper

3. (10 points) Wordsworth proves the claim made in the title with an example in which he watched the moon. When it was obscured from view, he suddenly worried that his beloved Lucy was dead.


Answer: Strange Fits of Passion Have I Known
13. FTPE, name the following from economics.

1. (10 points) The Gini coefficient is derived from this curve which shows the degree of inequality of a frequency distribution. In it, the cumulative percentages of a population are plotted against the cumulative percentage of the variable under study, such as percentages of people employed by percentages of firms.


Answer: Lorenz curve

2. (10 points) This law holds that a 1% increase in unemployment is associated with a 2-3% drop in the ratio of actual GNP to full-capacity GNP.


Answer: Okun’s law

3. (10 points) Usually downward sloping, this graph represents a set of different combinations of commodities which yield to consumers the same level of satisfaction.


Answer: indifference curve

14. FTPE, name the Platonic dialogues.

1. (10 points) This dialogue contains an account of the last hour of Socrates’ life, during which the immortality of the soul is discussed.


Answer: Phaedo

2. (10 points) Reports of the mortal wounding of an Athenian mathematician in the war against Corinth inspire Plato to recount a discussion between Socrates and the title mathematician about the definition of knowledge.


Answer: Theaetetus

3. (10 points) The subject of Theaetetus is continued in this dialogue in which Socrates claims he is the midwife of men’s thoughts. It is named for a group of philosophers which included Gorgias, Protagoras, Hippias, and Thrasymachus.


Answer: Sophist

15. FTPE, name these pioneers in the development of the periodic table.

1. (10 points) In 1829 this German noticed that the properties of bromine lie between chlorine and iodine, and went on to discover two other similar patterns he called “triads”. However, he was unable to find more than three triads, and his work was generally ignored during his life.


Answer: Johann Dobereiner
2. (10 points) In his textbook Modern Chemical Theory, this German related chemical weights to their properties independently of Mendeleyev. He also established the concept of valency.


Answer: Lothar Meyer
3. (10 points) In 1863 this English chemist arranged the first periodic table, and two years later pointed out his law of octaves, stating that every eighth element has similar properties.


Answer: John Newlands
16. FTPE, name these gods involved in the Babylonian myth of Tiamat.

1. (10 points) This was Tiamat’s first consort, the personification of the freshwater abyss that lies beneath the Earth. Irritated by the grandchildren Anu and Ea, he and Tiamat decided to kill them.


Answer: Apsu
2. (10 points) Ea discovered Tiamat and Apsu’s plans and killed Apsu while he was sleeping. To gain revenge, Tiamat created an army of monsters led by this god, Tiamat’s new consort, to whom she gave the Tablets of Destiny. The first humans were made from his blood.


Answer: Kingu
3. (10 points) Tiamat and Kingu were defeated by this young god who created the universe from Tiamat’s body. A fertility god, he attached the Tablets of Destiny to his chest, and rose to such eminence that he claimed 50 titles, and was eventually called Bel, or Lord.


Answer: Marduk
17. 30-20-10, name the novel from characters.

1. (30 points) Mme. de Fervaques, Monsieur Valenod, Monsieur Chelan

18. FTPE, name the African country given its first president or prime minister.

19. FTPE, name these Gilbert and Sullivan musicals.

1. (10 points) Richard D’Oyly Corte secured the first international copyright for this musical in which Frederick is mistakenly apprenticed to the title characters. Falling for a Major General’s daughter, he abandons plans of revenge on the title characters upon learning they are really “noblemen who have gone wrong”.


Answer: The Pirates of Penzance
2. (10 points) After flirting is made a crime, the inhabitants of Titipu make a condemned tailor Lord High Executioner under the theory that he can’t behead anyone else before he beheads himself.


Answer: The Mikado

3. (10 points) Featuring the song “When I Was a Lad”, this 1878 operetta about a naval captain’s daughter who spurns the First Lord of the Admiralty was so popular that rivals sent thugs to steal the sets and costumes in mid-performance only to be fought off by the cast and crew.


Answer: The HMS Pinafore

20. FTPE, name the following about certain astronomical bodies in the solar system.

1. (10 points) Discovered in 1977 by Charles Kowal, this asteroid designated 2060 lies well beyond the main asteroid belt, and moves from within the orbit of Saturn out to the orbit of Uranus. Estimated to be 200-300 kilometers in diameter, it developed a coma in 1989, leading it to be classified as a periodic comet.


Answer: Chiron
2. (10 points) Chiron was the first of the astronomical bodies of this group to be discovered. Possibly giant icy planetesimals or cometary nuclei, they have orbits between Neptune and Saturn. Members include 1993 HA2 and 1995 GO.


Answer: Centaur group

3. (10 points) This astroid of the Centaur group was the second to be discovered. Found by David Rabinowitz, it is about 100-200 kilometers in diameter, and its extremely red spectrum suggests it is a comet.


Answer: Pholus (or astroid 5145)
