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Packet by Leo Wolpert and Matt Lafer
1.  Stretching the tissues that surround this muscle helps lend stability to sufferers of deQuervains syndrome, and it is innervated by the musculocutaneous nerve C5 and C6. The Popeye sign is a characteristic bulging of this muscle's belly due to rupturing of its tendon. One of its origins is from the supraglenoid tubercle while the other is from the superior part of the coracoid process and at its insertion it gives off an aponeurosis in the cubital fossa. It is one of the chief supinators of the wrist, but its main action is flexion of the forearm at the elbow joint. FTP, identify this muscle of the upper arm, so named because of its two heads.

Answer: biceps brachii
2.  The first European settlement here was Nombre de Dios on the Chagres River, founded by Diego de Nicuesa. Later, Captain Morgan destroyed the capital and Edward Vernon destroyed the city of Portobelo in 1739. It was a participant in the Bidlack-Mallarino Treaty, and modern leaders include the US ally Manuel Amador Guerrero, three-time president Belisario Barahona, the populist Arnulfo Arias Madrid, and more recently, Omar Torrijos and the first female president, Mireya Moscoso. Its treaties with the US include the Hull-Alfaro Treaty and more famously, when it was still part of Gran Colombia, the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty. FTP, name this country recently ruled by Manuel Noriega, the home of a certain isthmus and canal.

Answer: Panama
3.  The poet George Seferis claimed to have had a dream about a “stern-faced man,” presumably its author, while translating this poem into Greek.  Its final stanza's description of a “form as Grecian goldsmiths make of hammered gold” and its first stanza's linking of “birds in the trees” to “those dying generations” are thought to be  references to Keats's “Ode to a Nightingale.” Taking the same rhyme scheme and iambic pentameter meter as its poet's later work, “The Circus Animals' Desertion,” the speaker describes himself as “but a paltry thing, a tattered coat upon a stick,” and has thus decided to go see the “gold mosaic of a wall” in the titular location. FTP, name this William Butler Yeats poem which begins “that is no country for old men.”

Answer: “Sailing to Byzantium”

4.  This name is also given to a son of Asaph in Chronicles, and a head of the family of Shebaniah in the book of Nehemiah. The most famous man of this name married Asenath and sired the sons Manasseh and Ephriam, after which a famine struck, causing people to pay a fifth of their harvest to the royal house.  With a name from the Hebrew “may he add,” he went from Canaan to Shechem to Dothan where he was to be killed; however, Reuben placed him in a cistern, after which Potiphar became his master.  FTP, name this biblical character, the son of Rachel and Jacob whose brothers sold him into Egyptian slavery, who interpreted the dreams of the pharaoh to gain his favor and owned a nice coat.

Answer: Joseph
5.  This title was used as the first section heading in Eli Edward Burriss's work Taboo, Magic, Spirits.  It opens with a discussion of the “two meanings” of a titular adjective, one of which refers to physical characteristics.  This idea is seen throughout, in chapters such as “The Instability of Human Types” and its final chapter, “The Race Problem in Modern Society,” in which its author asserts that “no real biological chasm separated recent immigrants from Mayflower descendants.”  Famously ending with an appeal to “look on foreign races with greater sympathy,” it also claims that some “civilized” beliefs are as pre-logical and mystic as any “savage's.”  FTP, name this work based partly on its author's research of the Kwakiutl Islanders, an exploration of the psychological implications of culture by Franz Boas.

Answer: The Mind of Primitive Man

6.  Vessot used a hydrogen maser sent up in a rocket to measure this effect for small distances to better than one part in ten thousand. Bondi argued that this effect solved Olbers’ Paradox for a steady-state universe. When it occurs in the cosmic microwave background radiation, it is called the Sachs-Wolfe effect. One type of it was discovered by the Ives-Stillwell experiment, and another via the Mossbauer Effect in Iron-57 in the Pound-Rebka experiment. Mathematically, it is usually expressed as any positive value of the dimensionless parameter called z. Vesto Slipher discovered it in galaxies, and Hubble used this to determine that the universe was expanding. FTP, name this effect that can be cosmological, gravitational, or Doppler, the displacement of spectral lines toward a longer wavelength, thus the opposite of blueshift.

Answer: redshift (accept gravitational redshift before “+”)

7.  In his early life he wrote a novel, The Two Friends, and non-fiction works like Poland: an Historical Sketch and The Russians in Bulgaria and Rumelia. His earliest military victory was the Battle of Dybbol, where he defeated the Danes, and in his late life he retired to an estate in Kreisau after appointing Alfred von Waldersee as his successor. He introduced the breach-loading rifle into his country’s army and was the first to write of the strategic importance of railroads, and his ideas were put into practice in the battles of Langensalza and Koniggratz against Austria in the Seven Weeks War. His similarly named nephew botched the Schlieffen Plan, but he had more success against the French. FTP, name this German field marshal who crushed Napoleon III at the Battle of Sedan.

Answer: Helmuth Karl Bernhard, Count von Moltke
8.  Some interpret its epigraph as its author's response to Dumas' L'Homme-femme, as the “vengeance” it speaks of will eventually come from God. Death permeates the novel, as the horse Frou-Frou fails to make it over a water jump, and Nicholas dies right after his sister-in-law's “illness is pregnancy.” The French psychic Landau insists that the title character's husband not divorce her, even though that title character is repulsed by her husband's “gristly ears.” Dolly accepts the title character's affair, though the novel's opening line about unhappy families being unhappy in their own ways proves by the novel's end.  FTP, name this novel in which the title character leaves her son Seryozha and her husband Alexei for Vronsky then throws herself under a train, a work of Leo Tolstoy.

Answer: Anna Karenina
9.  He challenged an opera director to a duel for the right to perform his ballet, Uspud, and hid a hammer in his umbrella for self-defense. Early works include the Dreamy Fish and the pantomime Jack in the Box, which were conscious reactions against Debussy. His play “Medusa’s Trap” featured pieces known as “monkey dances” and the art of Georges Braque, and his late works like the ballet Relache, containing a film sequence by Rene Clair, and his only opera, Socrates, were increasingly unconventional. FTP, identify this composer of Three Pieces in the Shape of a Pear and the Dried-up Embryos, who scored a ballet for typewriter and propeller in Parade and wrote the ambient Gymnopedies, a French composer who was the mentor of Les Six.

Answer: Erik-alfred-leslie Satie
10.  His philosophical commentaries include those on Porphyry’s Isagoge and the Sophistical Refutations and Physics of Aristotle. His five stage theory of morals, described in On the Connection of the Virtues, was called Pelagianism by his enemies, including the Dominican Durandus of St. Pourcain and John Lutterell. His political writings like Eight Questions on the Power of the Pope and Treatise against Benedict were written after he was excommunicated by John XXII by the efforts of Michael of Cesena in 1328. Formulating a theory of nominalism stronger than that of Roscelin or Abelard, he distinguished between discrete and common terms in his Summa Logicae, but he is better known for another logical construction found in that work. FTP, name this Franciscan known as “Doctor Invicibilis,” who formulated the principle of parsimony which infers that the simplest solution is usually the best, also known as his “Razor.”

Answer: William of Ockham (prompt on “Doctor Invincibilis” or “Venerabilis Inceptor”)

11.  After her honeymoon, this character is insulted by Sheila Sommers, the former girlfriend of her husband who keeps showing up places, and June Foster and Shirley Clyde don’t care for her either. She lives at 1164 Morning Glory Circle in Westport, Connecticut, and we rarely see her father Maurice, at least not as often as her aunt Clara, who’s a little scatterbrained. Her husband works for McMann and Tate and she often needs the services of the inept Dr. Bombay. Also forced to deal with her nosy mother Endora and the equally nosy Gladys Kravitz, FTP, name this character once played by Elizabeth Montgomery and now played by Nicole Kidman in the remake of Bewitched.   

Answer: Samantha Stephens (either name)
12.  It has been found to be involved in endogeneous defense mechanisms in infected leaves of the tobacco plant. It can be synthesized biologically by glycoside cleavage and oxidation of D-glucopyranoside, and synthetically it has been made via microbial oxidation of napthalene or by heating sodium phenolyate with carbon dioxide, a process called the Kolbe-Schmitt reaction. Its phenyl ester is used as an antiseptic, and its methyl ester is used in flavorings and is known as oil of wintergreen. It can also be synthesized from meadowsweet, or spiraea ulmaria, and willow bark, but it was found to be irritating to the mouth and throat until an alteration by Felix Hoffmann, a Bayer scientist, in 1897. FTP, identify this acid which creates aspirin when converted into its acetyl variety.

Answer: salicylic acid (accept acetylsalicylic acid even though it’s an addition and also accept ortho-hydroxybenzoic acid or 2-Hydroxybenzoic acid)
13.  He described the walls of different rooms as “cold green” and “pale rose and warm” in his vignette “The Walls are Cold,” and he also used colors metaphorically in a story about Mrs. Bertha Munson, “A Mink of One's Own.”  He recalled getting an expensive paper weight as a gift from French writer Sidione-Gabrielle Colette in the nonfiction The Dogs Bark: Public People and Private Places, and he took on a journalistic tone in later works, such as the travel-sketches contained in Local Color and The Muses are Heard.  This journalistic tone is seen in one well-known work, based on conversations with the murderers Perry Smith and Richard Hickock, though surprisingly rare overtly homosexual themes appear in the short story “Shut a Final Door” and the novel Other Voices, Other Rooms. FTP, name this creator of Holly Golightly, the author of In Cold Blood and Breakfast at Tiffany's.

Answer: Truman Capote

14.  The first ever debate between Kennedy and Nixon concerned this legislation and took place in McKeesport, Pennsylvania. Lyndon Johnson used Coke Stevenson’s opposition to it to win a Texas senate race. The president’s refusal to invoke it led to the case Youngstown Sheet & Tube v. Sawyer when the nation’s steel mills were seized. It was expanded upon in the Landrum-Griffin Act and Clinton used it to end the 1997 American Airlines strike. Amending the Wagner Act, it outlawed closed shops and secondary boycotts and forced employees to take an anti-Communist oath. FTP, identify this labor bill introduced by a New Jersey representative and an Ohio senator, which passed over President Truman’s veto in 1947. 

Answer: Taft-Hartley Act (accept Labor-Management Relations Act) 

15.  In the Sanhedrin, Amemar sarcastically asks one of the Magi why this entity allows urine to pass through his domain, the lower half of the human body.  He is said to be at his greatest strength on the night of the winter solstice, and “khrafstras,” or animals such as ants, flies, and snakes are said to be his creation. He also created the dragon Azi Dahaka, and  after a three thousand year sleep induced by seeing a righteous man, he was awakened by Jeh, whereupon he introduced negative qualities such as greed and lust into man. FTP, name this “fiendish spirit,” the nemesis of Spenta Mainyu and the evil side of Ahura Mazda in Zoroastrianism.

Answer: Ahriman (accept Angra Mainyu)

16.  The two most prominent figures in this painting wear necklaces, one of which is a rosary, and a Star of David appears on a ring at the bottom center. A red and white child’s ball lies to the left of the ring, which is being worn by a large green hand holding a tree between two of its fingers. At the top a grey disembodied head peers out of what appears to be an Orthodox church, and below that a masked man with a brown cap wields a sickle in a setting which is probably Vitebsk, Belarus. Seemingly floating over the landscape are a woman milking a cow and an upside-down woman playing a violin. FTP, identify this work featuring an intense staring contest between the goat on the left and a green-faced man on the right, a painting evoking the hometown of its artist Marc Chagall.

Answer: I and the Village (or Moi et le Village)

17.  Groups living in this range include the Komi, Mansi, and Khanty in the south, and the Nenets and Komi in the north. The lower Central sections stretch from the Usa river to the Ufa river and include Mount Sredny Baseg, while further south is Mount Yamantau and the boundary with the Mughalzhar Hills. The rich metallurgical deposits of this range are mined at Vorkuta, Perm, Chelyabinsk, and the largest city in the area, Yekaterinburg. The Virgin Komi forests here have been designated a UNESCO site, and they lay south of Novaya Zemlaya, the northern terminus. FTP, name this mountain range with highest point at Mount Narodnya, often considered the boundary between European and Asian Russia.
Answer: Ural Mountains or Uralsky Khrebet

18.  The Lenstra-Pomerance-Wagstaff Conjecture relates these to the Euler-Mascheroni constant, and Zsigmondy’s theorem states that they have primitive divisors. The Erdos-Borwein constant is the sum of the reciprocals of potential ones, and one them is the solution of the Wheat and Chessboard problem. A deterministic method of finding them is the Lucas-Lehmer test, and the first man to find them in the modern era was Pietro Cataldi, but Euler showed that when they were divided by the next lowest power, they produce perfect numbers. The high school student Landon Noll found one as part of the GIMPS project, and as of 2006, 43 total have been found. FTP, identify these numbers that are of the form 2 to the p minus 1, prime numbers named after a French mathematician and monk.

Answer: Mersenne primes 

19.  It was preceded four years earlier by an event known as the “Great Rumour”. John Gower compared this event to an animal stampede in his Vox Clamantis. It finally died out when John Litster was killed by the bishop of Norwich in East Anglia. Among those killed during it were the confessor William Apuldore, the treasurer Sir Robert Hales, and Simon Sudbury. “When Adam delved and Eve span, who was then the gentleman?” was a famous couplet spoken by John Ball, one of the leaders who protested against the Statute of Labourers. John of Gaunt’s palace was destroyed in, FTP, what uprising whose leader was killed by Lord Mayor Walworth at Smithfield, a 1381 revolt which forced Richard II to calm the namesake group.
Answer: Wat Tyler’s Rebellion or Peasants Revolt

20.  This author’s beliefs are evident in lines such as “I full of Christ and Christ of Me,” and “My soul, oh keep it by thy Word” as seen in the poems “The Heart Knoweth Its Own Bitterness” and “The Devil.”  She wrote of a feline named Grimalkin in “On the Death of a Cat,” while some unnamed object left her “old, and cold, and grey” in a depressing work, “May.” Her prose, such as the prayer-filled Annus Domini and her study of festivals, Called to Be Saints, reflect her deep Anglican faith. She took the pen name Ellen Alleyne when writing poems such as “Sweet Death” for The Germ, a magazine made famous by her brothers. FTP, name this poet who wrote Pageant and The Prince’s Progress, who is most famous for a work about the sisters Laura and Lizzie, Goblin Market.

Answer: Christina (Georgina) Rossetti

1.  Answer these questions about a philosophical treatise, FTPE.

  A. “Of the Understanding,” Book I of this 1739 work, attacks the religious foundations of human beliefs, while Book II deals with human emotions and Book III with morals.

Answer: A Treatise of Human Nature
  B. This author of the Treatise on Human Nature also wrote Dialogues Concerning Natural Religion and a history of England, and updated the Treatise in his Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding.

Answer: David Hume
  C. The most famous part of the Enquiry is this, section ten of the work, where Hume models his argument after Bishop Tillotson and uses the famous example of an Indian who does not believe that ice and water are the same substance.

Answer: “Of Miracles”

2.  Name these French films from plots, FTPE.

  A. Charismatic criminal Michel hides out with his American friend, Patricia, after committing a murder. They talk a lot and make love, but in the end Patricia gives him up to the authorities. 

Answer: Breathless or A bout de souffle
  B. In this quintessential love triangle film, Francois Truffaut depicts the love of the two title men for Catherine, who is never able to decide between them.

Answer: Jules et Jim  (accept Jules and Jim)

  C. The hitman Jef Costello, played by Alain Delon, must elude the police and take revenge on his former employers in this gangster masterpiece directed by Jean-Pierre Melville.

Answer: Le Samourai (or The Samurai; accept The Godson which is an alternate U.S. title)

3.  Vaguely related people and works of American poetry, FTPE.

  C. This American wrote the poem “Christmas Bells,” as well as other Jesus-themed poetry like “The Cross of Snow,” “Christus: A Mystery,” and “The Wreck of the Hesperus.”

Answer: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
4.  Answer the following about European military action in Africa, for ten points each:

  A. Immediately following Napoleon’s victory at the Pyramids, Horatio Nelson crushed the Admiral Brueys and burned his flagship, L’Orient, in this battle named for a body of water.

Answer: Battle of the Nile or Battle of Aboukir Bay
  B. The 10-to-1 advantage in manpower probably helped the primitive army of Ras Makonnen defeat Oreste Baratieri in this 1896 battle, an embarrassing loss for Italy.

Answer: Battle of Adowa
  C.  The banks of what was formerly known as the Ncome saw this December 14, 1838 battle where Andres Pretorius led a bunch of voortrekkers to an easy victory.

Answer: Alfred Marshall
9.  Name these things about yeasts, none of the answers to which are “the infection currently plaguing Leo Wolpert’s mother,” FTPE.

  A. Again unlike Leo’s mom, yeasts do not have these linear, threadlike structures, which form the mycelium in other types of fungi.

Answer: hyphae

  B. Examples of these enzymes in yeast include Swe1 and PI3; they transfer phosphate groups from molecules like ATP to their substrates.

Answer: kinases

  C. Yeasts like Saccharomyces cerevisiae reproduce via a type of binary fission, in which a disproportionately small protrusion of the yeast grows and separates from its parent in this reproductive process….also used by Leo’s mom.

11.  Name some bands featured on the first CD the author of this packet ever owned, The Beavis and Butthead Experience, FTPE.

  A. Their song “I Hate Myself and Want to Die” is the album’s first track, though they’re better known for songs like “In Bloom,” “Lithium,” and “Come as You Are.”

Answer: Nirvana

  B. Fronted by Dave Mustaine, this metal group went platinum on albums like Youthanasia and So Far, So Good…So What?. Their song “99 Ways to Die” makes an appearance on the album.
