Folly & Glory—Playoff III: 1

1. The professional gambler known as "square" is refused admittance to the Pollywog Club but is respected, which helps him only get three years after committing murder. Johnnie is playing High-Five when a tall-bronzed cowboy, and a silent man from the East arrive at Pat Scully’s titular establishment is described as a "shade that is on the legs of a kind of heron." For 10 points-- identify this short story by Stephen Crane set at a Nebraska lodge. 

Answer: “Blue Hotel”

2. The female protagonist's only friend is a toad she talks to through the fence before she meets Jesse. The man in the yellow suit follows the protagonist, acquires the land in question, and then tells Winnie's family she has been kidnapped. After Mae confronts him with a shotgun, she is sentenced to the gallows, though Winnie and Jesse devise a plant to free her, because she cannot die. For 10 points—name this children's work by Natalie Babbit that concerns an eternal spring and the titular family that never ages. 

Answer: Tuck Everlasting
3. Representative contributions of this literary group include the story “The Unknown Artist” and the novel Zoo. The group was inspired by the works of Alexander Dumas, Rider Haggard, and Robert Louis Stevenson and thought that literature should be free of political ideology. Although most members of the group later moved to more social realism, it was originally formed in the early 1920's with the assistance of Maxim Gorky. Inspired by Yevgeni Zamyatin --for 10 points-- name this twentieth century group of Russian writers whose name is derived from a storytelling hermit of E.T.A. Hoffman. 

Answer: Serapion Brothers OR Serapionovy Bratya

4. Order, Amble, Furnace, and Watchall are servants to a rich widow in this comedy based on Middleton's A Trick to Catch the Old One. The widow helps the destitute Frank Wellborn who is the nephew of the protagonist. The introduction of Lord Lovell upsets the cast as he outwits the protagonist and in the end, marries the rich widow Lady Allworth. Centering on Sir Giles Overreach --for 10 points-- name this comedy by Phillip Massinger that features a novel attempt at remuneration. 

Answer: New Way to Pay Old Debts
5. The tenth poem in this collection contains the lines, “While I could not see my lord, / I felt as if it were great pangs of hunger.”  It contains the Tsai Shu, a song to spring, as well as the Chu Tse, a description of sacrificial rites.  It contains 311 poems, which date variously from the Zhou Dynasty to the Spring and Autumn Period.  For 10 points-- name this poetry collection compiled by Confucius that dates back to 1000 BC, the third of the Five Classics.

Answer: Book of Odes or Book of Songs or Shi Jing (prompt on “Classic of Poetry”)

6. The protagonist of this novel is a landscape painter and there are rumors that she was having an affair with Frederick Lawerence. She discovers that Lady Lowborough is having an affair with her husband, Arthur Huntingdon, who later dies as a result of a fall from a horse and his alcoholism. Eventually Helen Graham moves to Staningley where Gilbert Markham finds her. Controversial due to the author's frank portrait, via the character Huntingdon, of her brother Branwell, --for 10 points-- name this second novel of Anne Bronte, named for Helen's brother's estate.  

Answer: Tenant of Wildfell Hall
7. In 1982 this Stalin Peace Prize winner publishes his only children’s book, The Swallow and the Tom Cat.

A war between Colonel Horacio and the Badarós family is chronicled in his Bahia set first novel, The Violent Land, while a later novel is the allegorical Two Deaths of Quincas Wateryell. In his best-known work, the young politically connected Mundinho Falcão struggles against the aging Colonel Ramiro Bastos to bring progress and modernity to rural Brazil. For 10 points-- name this author of Gabriela, Cloves, and Cinnamon.
Answer: Jorge Amado

8. This story begins with the title character and his best friend meeting the narrator on a train.  When an arrow hits a leather strap under the overshirt of the title character, he is presumed a god by the people watching, which allows him and his friend to take control of the small country of Kafiristan.  In the end the title character, Daniel Dravot, is beheaded, and his friend Peachey Carnahan barely escapes to tell his tale to the narrator.  For 10 points-- name this story about an aspiring monarch by Rudyard Kipling.

Answer: “The Man who would be King”
9. His novel Amazons was published under the pen name Cleo Birdwell and concerns a woman's "true" memoirs of playing in the NHL. His The Names was written while in Greece while his first novel, Americana, traces the issues of media and culture. His Pafko at the Wall was released in 2001, on the 50th anniversary of New York Giant Bobby Thomson's pennant-winning home run and is an adaptation of Underwood, which tracks famous and non-famous people on the historic day. For 10 points—name this American author of White Noise. 

Answer: Donald DeLillo

10. At the beginning of this play church bells, steamship gongs and organ music can be heard.  Pots of hyacinths are scattered over the set in this play, which also features a marble statue and a “Japanese death screen.”  The old man encourages his daughter to see Wagner’s Valkyrie with the student Arkenholz, who at the end of scene two sings the “Song of the sun” as the Colonel hangs himself in a closet. For 10 points-- name this chamber play of August Strindberg, whose title is invocative of an ethereal piece of music.

Answer: The Ghost Sonata or Spöksonaten
11. At the beginning of this short story, the unnamed protagonist notes that in his house, whose former resident was a priest, he found copies of The Memoirs of Vidocq and The Abbot, by Walter Scott. Throughout the story, a knightly motif is explored as the boy undertakes a mission to a local attraction. The story ends with, "Gazing up into the darkness I saw myself as a creature driven and derided by vanity; and my eyes burned with anguish and anger" after the boy fails to return with a gift for Mangan's sister from the namesake fair. For 10 points-- name this story by James Joyce. 

Answer: “Araby” 

12. In text preceding this octa-syllabic poem, it indicates the "not un-feared, half-welcome guest" was Harriet Livermore. It includes lines from Cornelius Agrippa's Occult Philosophy and Emerson’s epigraphs. The characters in this poem “sped the time with stories old, wrought puzzles out, and riddles told” during the time in which the poet was trapped under the title condition.  For 10 points--, identify this poem by John Greenleaf Whittier subtitled the “Winter Idyll.”

Answer: “Snow-Bound”
13. In commemoration of a visit by the Holy Roman Emperor, additional stanzas were added to this poem. The work begins with the escape from the camp of Duke Namo by the daughter of Galafron. During her escape she comes upon the youth Medoro and eventually marries him. The title character discovers the newlyweds on their honeymoon in the woods and his reaction culminates with the slaying of Agramante, the king of Africa and leader of the Saracens. For 10 points-- name this epic poem that is focused on the title characters deranged love for Angelica.

Answer: Orlando Furioso
 14. When denied the heavenly fruit of a Christmas pudding, one of the title characters of this novel renounces his father’s religion for the Anglican Church.  The other title character has an equally traumatic childhood experience when she accidentally mutilates a doll that her mother has saved money in a jam jar to buy her.  They meet as a result of their addictions to gambling on a ship bound for New South Wales, and upon arrival join together in a venture to transport a glass church across godforsaken terrain to a remote settlement.  For 10 points-- this is what Booker prize-winning novel by Peter Carey?

Answer: Oscar and Lucinda
15. This author offers a scientific explanation of the legend of King Numa and the rain of shields in Book IX of his most famous work.  According to Tacitus, he died repeating a passage describing the death of a wounded soldier and had previously earned the ire of Nero for the poem "De Incendio Urbis." For 10 points-- name this author of Bellum Civile, a Roman Silver age poet and nephew of Seneca the Younger.

Answer: Marcus Annaeus Lucanus
16. Author of the poetic fragment Cynthia, his inappropriate relationship with his future wife Elizabeth Throgmorton led to his imprisonment. His sonnet, “Methought I saw the grave where Laura lay,” was used by Spenser as an introductory sonnet to The Fairy Queen and in Kenilworth, Walter Scott tells the story of his laying down his cloak in the mud for the Queen. Perhaps most famous literarily for his reply to Marlowe's “Passionate Shepard to His Love” --for 10 points-- name this Elizabethan author who is known for his exploits as an explorer and sea captain. 

Answer: Walter Raleigh
17. At this poem’s end, the protagonist “forgets the outrage” and opens his mouth “to wine’s potent star” and sleeps. Technically written as an eclogue, recurring themes of heat and water are contrasted and the protagonist is befuddled by a bite mark on his breast. Opening with the title character describing an encounter with the nymphs that he “would perpetuate” –for 10 points-- name this symbolist poem by Mallarme that inspired a piano composition by Debussy.

Answer: “The Afternoon of a Faun” or “L'Apres-midi d'un faune”

 18. Elisabeth Hauptmann was instrumental in the production of this play into which Verses by Francois Villon are interspersed. Producers refused a film adaptation written by the playwright entitled The Welt in which the central character takes over a bank rather than robbing it as he does in the play, as it too heavily reflected the play’s anti-capitalist stance.  The protagonist has three lovers: Lucy, whom he has impregnated, Jenny, a hooker, and his wife Polly.  For 10 points-- name this play about the antics of Macheath, a collaboration of Kurt Weill and Berthold Brecht.

Answer: The Threepenny Opera or Die Dreigroschenoper
19. The protagonist of this story, whose name is derived from a children's word for excrement, is known to take his work home and spend happy evenings in the "making of capital and lower-case letters." The story ends with a ghost robbing a police commissioner after a visit to a 'Person of Consequence' dismays the protagonist, who has spent his extra twenty rubles to buy from Petrovich the title object. For 10 points-- name this short story describing the prized possession of Akaky Akakyevich by Nikolai Gogol. 

Answer: “The Overcoat” or “Shinel”

20. This author wrote the short story “A Strange and Sometimes Sadness” while working on his masters in creative writing from the University of East Anglia, and later expanded it into the novel A Pale View of Hills.  A musician named Ryder visiting an unnamed city is the narrator of his latest novel, The Unconsoled, and his second novel concerns the attempts of a painter named Masuji Ono to arrange a marriage for his daughter, but he is more famous for a novel about the fascist Lord Darlington and his butler Stevens.  For 10 points-- name this expatriate Japanese author of An Artist of the Floating World and The Remains of the Day.

Answer: Kazuo Ishiguro
21. The most famous of this collection's sixty-three poems warns the title character “Give pearls away and rubies // But keep your fancy free." Set in the "land of lost content," the thirteenth poem claims that "Malt does more than Milton can/To justify God's ways to man." Including "Is my team plouging?" and "With Rue My Heart is Laden" --for 10 points-- name this 1896 poetry collection, named for its pastoral setting by A.E. Housman. 

Answer: A Shropshire Lad 

22. In his first novel, this renowned essayist follows John Flory, an English policeman in Burma. After chronicling a coal miner's strike in The Road to Wigan Pier, he joined a Marxist Brigade and fought in the Spanish American War, an experience that he explored in Homage to Catalonia. In another work after the protagonist is unsuccessfully tortured he is taken to Room 101 and subjected to rats, after which he breaks and begs his captors to "do it to Julia." For 10 points-- name this author of Nineteen Eighty-Four. 

Answer: George Orwell or Eric Arthur Blair
23. For her twentieth birthday the protagonist of this novel buys a red satin dress trimmed with gold fringe and wears it to a party given her by her Aunt Almond. At the party she meets a man whom her father suspects of gold digging. Despite the attempts of the protagonist’s aunt Mrs. Penniman to play Cupid, the suitor escapes to Europe after Dr. Sloper threatens to disinherit his daughter if she marries. Twenty years later Catherine dismisses Morris Townsend when he surprisingly knocks on her door. For 10 points-- name this Henry James novel named for the neighborhood in which the family lives. 

Answer: Washington Square
24. Shadow is shot, but lives to point out his murder in Esdras' tenement. Garth witnesses the murder at the center of this play, but doesn't testify at Romagna's trial. After Trock threatens to kill Garth if he talks, Carr and his friend Mio see Judge Gaunt at the tenement and get him to confess that Mio should have been executed because he was an anarchist. Ending with the deaths of Romagna's son Mio and Garth's sister Miriamne, who are in love, by the hands of Trock, For 10 points-- identify this play by Maxwell Anderson based on the murder trial of Sacco and Vanzetti.

Answer: Winterset
25. Mrs. Nakamura is left with only an old sewing machine and is sustained by the phrase "Shikata ga-nai" or it can't be helped throughout this work. She meets Father Kleinsorge at Asano Park, where Mr. Tanimoto later joins them. Dr. Fujii is interrupted while reading the Osaka Asahi but escapes the rising waters of the Kyo River. Miss Sasaki works for the East Asia Tin Works, but later becomes a nun, devoted to the cause of peace. For 10 points--, identify this John Hersey work that presents the aftermath of the atomic bomb from a Japanese point of view.

Answer: Hiroshima
