Folly & Glory – Playoff VI:3

1. As this work opens, the protagonist quotes his teacher Agamemnon in a tirade against contemporary rhetoric.  Its second part describes the protagonist’s narrow escape from Lady Quartilla, and in its fourth part the poems Troiae Halosis and the Bellum Civile are satirized. The work centers on the protagonist’s attempts to woo away from his friend Ascyltos the slave boy Giton, although its most memorable episode is Trimalchio’s dinner party.  For 10 points-- name this novel about the misadventures of Encolpius by Petronius Arbiter.

Answer: Satyricon or Petronii Arbitri Saturicon
2. The second to last stanza of the poem of this title includes the quote, "When faith is lost, when honor dies, // The man is dead!" and, according to its author was the outcome of grief arising from support of the Compromise of 1850 by Daniel Webster. The word itself derives from the Hebrew for 'Inglorious' and in the book of Samuel was given to a child by the wife of Phinehas. Washington Irving also used the name for the rival of Brom Bones. For 10 points -- give this word used as a title by John Greenleaf Whitter and as the first name of the protagonist of The Legend of Sleepy Hollow. 

Answer: Ichabod (Do NOT Accept: Ichabod Crane)

3. The narrator of this poem uses three examples in expressing the faithlessness of women: a she-wolf, a cat that eats a mouse, and a bird that leaves its cage.  The poem’s moral, that “much chatter is the food of sinful thought,” is defied by the narrator in the poem’s prologue, in which he decries the Cook’s drunkenness.  The infidelity of Coronis is reported by a talking white crow, and in response to this, Phoebus kills Coronis and condemns all crows to blackness.  For 10 points-- name this Canterbury Tale whose narrator is described in the General Prologue as being “wise in the buying of provisions.”

ANSWER: Manciple’s Tale

4. For a work in this literary form about Joseph Stalin, Acmeist Osip Mandelstam was exiled. The form reached its pinnacle in France through the Maximes of Duke de La Rochefoucauld and an adaptation known as a sinngedicht engaged German taste beginning in the 18th century. Samuel Taylor Coleridge described the form as "A dwarfish whole, // Its body brevity, and wit its soul." Originally an inscription suitable for carving on a monument --for 10 points-- name this literary form originated by Catullus and given its final form by Martial. 

Answer: epigram
5. Most recently Paul Raeburn used this title for a book about children’s bipolar disorder. In 1999, Lisa Russ Spaar used the title for a collection of poems, and a 1953 novel also shares this name and centers on the marriage of Käthe and Fred Bogner. In a uniquely formed sonnet of this same title by a 4-time Pulitzer winner the protagonist "Proclaimed the time was neither wrong nor right." For 10 points—give this four-word title which names a Heinrich Boll novel and Robert Frost poem and which suggests familiarity with darkness. 

Answer: Acquainted with the Night
6. Thomas Johnson of Harvard was responsible for more authentic versions of this writer's work, including "Zero at the Bone," "Essential Oils," and "Wild Nights- Wild Nights!" Her long-time correspondent, Thomas Higginson of The Atlantic Monthly, commented that he felt her poems had life, but his praise was generally lukewarm, as he found works like "There's a certain Slant of Light" unpolished. For 10 points--, identify this prolific female American poet known for “I heard a fly buzz when I died” and “Because I could not stop for death”. 

Answer: Emily Dickinson

7. Minor characters in this comedy include Petrushka, a footman, and Molchalin, the assistant to the official in whose home the action is set. On his first reading of the play, Pushkin claimed half of its lines would become proverbs. The protagonist returns after three years’ absence to find that Molchalin is engaged to his childhood sweetheart, Sophie Famusov. In order to get rid of their visitor, Sophie and her father successfully spread rumors about his madness. For 10 points-- name this early 19th century Russian drama centering on Alexandr Chatsky by A.S.Griboyedov. 

Answer: Woe from Wit OR The Misfortune of Being Clever OR Gor ot Uma
8. The protagonist of this novel has his London education paid for by an organization called the UPU.  The central conflict of the novel comes in part from his need to repay the UPU, along with social pressures that require him to maintain a European apartment, car, and chauffeur.  He desires to marry his girlfriend Clara, but his parents object due to her being Osu, and when she gets pregnant he pays for an abortion, furthering his financial difficulties to the point that he has to accept bribes to stay afloat.  Being only an amateur criminal, he is caught and convicted.  For 10 points-- name this novel about the Nigerian civil servant Obi Okonkwo by Chinua Achebe, a sequel to Things Fall Apart.

Answer: No Longer at Ease
9. Only one poem, “Elinoure and Juga,” of this author’s best known collection was published during his lifetime. Due to the collection’s lack of early success, the poet, to whom Keats dedicates Endymion, committed suicide prior to his 18th birthday. Two years after the poet's death, another poem, “The Bristowe Tragedie” was published, but the rest of this collection would remain unpublished until 1777 when Chaucer scholar Thomas Tyrwhitt fell for the ruse that the poems were the work of a 15th century author. For 10 points-- name this author of the infamous Rowley Poems.  

Answer: Thomas Chatterton
10. In this poem, which is divided into Alexandrine quatrains, the poet recalls dreams of a “green night of the dazzled snows” and “yellow-blue awakenings of singing phosphorous.” The poet describes dawn as rising up “like a flock of doves” and recalls a child releasing a toy as "fragile as a May butterfly," before speaking of how “for ten nights, without once missing the foolish eye of the harbor lights” he danced “lighter than cork” on the waves. For 10 points-- name this poem by Arthur Rimbaud.

Answer: “The Drunken Boat” or “Le bateau ivre”
11. John Gower appropriately appears the chorus in this drama, which was based on his Confessio Amantis.  At the end of the drama, Dionyza is burned after she attempts to kill Marina, the daughter of the title character. After rescuing his daughter and recounting the story of his life, the title character finds his wife, Thaisa, who has become a priestess in the temple of Diana. For 10 points-- name this Shakespearean drama about a prince of Tyre. 

Answer: Pericles, Price of Tyre

12. Music is carried into homes via telephone and crime is treated like a mental illness. All citizen are educated in this novel until they are twenty-one, and then they work for three years in menial service. The main character of this novel has a sound-proof room with thick cement walls in his cellar, as he has trouble sleeping, and uses the quack doctor Pillsbury to put him to sleep by hypnosis. The hypnosis helps him sleep for one hundred and thirteen years and awake in Boston in the year 2000. Concerning Julian West who eventually marries Edith, FTP, identify this utopian romance by Edward Bellamy. 

Answer: Looking Backward: 2000-1887

13. After publishing a series of poems on decadence under the pseudonyms Loris Melikow and Theophil Morren, he was introduced to Arthur Schnitzler and the Young Vienna writers.  He was especially fond of Euripides, writing plays such as Alkestis and The Bacchants along with Elektra, which was the first of his plays to be used by the composer with whom he is most famously associated.  For 10 points-- name this author, whose Der Rosenkavalier were adapted into an opera by Richard Strauss.

Answer: Hugo von Hofmannstahl
14. This novel culminates with the arrival of Brown who murders the native Dain Waris, a friend of the title character.  The title character meets Dain after the trader Stein gets him a job at Patusan where it is hoped he will recover from an incident at his previous post aboard the Patna. The title character does in fact regain his honor after he surrenders himself as responsible for the death of his friend and symbolically atones for leaving 800 passengers to die on a sinking ship. For 10 points-- name this Joseph Conrad novel in which the title sailor's story is partially told via Marlow. 

Answer: Lord Jim 

15. Characters such as Dr. Benway and Will Lee interact at locations including the Conference of Technological Psychiatry. The last page disintegrates into "Quick....," a fragmentary section, and other characters include the Dream Police, the Mugwumps, and Detective Clem Snide. Developed through a series of letters sent to various friends, the narrative includes comic sketches and sexual fantasies interspersed with discussions of medicine, science, and the nature of viruses. For 10 points-- identify this novel by William Burroughs initially banned by the US government as obscene.

Answer: Naked Lunch
16. In a parenthetical note, the narrator uses one of the title words to challenge the reader’s understanding of the story.  An editor’s note tells that the original manuscript contained only 22 different letters, in accordance with the narrator’s universe.  The narrator asserts that he traveled in his youth, journeying from cubicle to cubicle searching for a work to explain where he was and why he was there. For 10 points-- name this story from Ficciones whose titular structure is composed of an infinite number of hexagonal rooms.

Answer: The Library of Babel or La Biblioteca de Babel
17. Near the Mermaiden fountain the protagonist of this novel encounters the ghost of Alice, a blind former resident of his family's estate. In one of the novel's first scenes, Edgar shoots a charging bull and rescues Sir William and his daughter, Lucy. Lucy's mother disapproves of the romance of Edgar and Lucy and schemes to have her daughter marry the Laird of Bucklaw, whom in the end is murdered by his wife to be.  Centering on the Master of Ravenswood and his love for Lucy Ashton --for 10 points-- name this Walter Scott novel which inspired a Donizetti opera. 

Answer: The Bride of Lammermoor 

18. In 1971 this author cast 10 authentic Palestinian freedom fighters from Lebanon for his play Fedayin. He got his start in theater with Franco Parenti, who hired him after hearing his comical rendition of the story of the poor fool Cain and his evil brother Abel.  A number of his other “Poor little fool” monologues were presented on the RAI radio show Cocorico and through a live action production called “Mistero Buffo.” For 10 points-- name this Italian author who won the 1997 Nobel Prize in Literature.  

Answer: Dario Fo
19. "He hung a grunting weight, battered and venerable and homely" with "brown skin hung in strips like ancient wallpaper." His eyes are yellowed, the irises backed and packed with tarnished tinfoil.”  The narrator "admired his sullen face" and notices on his jaw "five big hooks grown firmly in his moth" wavering "like medals with their ribbons." Ending with the narrator releasing the title animal, For 10 points--, identify this poem by Elizabeth Bishop. 

Answer: The “Fish”
20. While visiting a spa town, this protagonist outbids a woman, of whom he was once enamored, for a Persian rug and then puts it on his horse. Later, after killing a fellow officer in a duel, he witnesses the kidnapping and murder of the girl Bela after he is dispatched to Chechnya. His story is told via his journals, which the author received from the protagonist's friend Maksim Maksimych. For 10 points-- name this Superfluous Russian protagonist of Mikhail Lermontov's Hero of Our Time. 

Answer: Pechorin
21. This playwright's Credo was published in the New York Times prior to the opening of his Cock-a-Doodle Dandy, two years after he paid tribute to son's death with the essay "Under a Greenwood Tree He Died." His first play features the mistaken insurgent anti-heroes Donal and Seumas and his third play centers on Jack and Nora Clitheroe and takes its name from the Irish Citizen Army flag. For 10 points-- name this author of Plough and the Stars and Shadow of a Gunman. 

Answer: Sean O’Casey OR Sean O’Cathasaigh (pronounced: O'Casey) OR John Casey (FYI: His birth name) 

22. Its opening stage directions state that this play is "Heaped in modern myth" and the two characters sharing an apple parallels the Adam and Eve story. The female character wears a light summer dress and red lipstick, and transitions from playful flirting with the male character to direct mockery. Taking place through the "underbelly of the city" on a subway car, --for 10 points-- identify this two-act play in which Lulu taunts and eventually kills Clay, by Amiri Barakka. 

Answer: Dutchman
23. One of the recurring symbols of this novel is the “Love-in-Tokyo,” a ponytail holder. A key event in the novel, which is primarily concerned with the Ipe family, takes place in a movie theater showing the Sound of Music where Estha, one of the family’s “two-egg twins”, is molested by the “orangedrink lemondrink man.” Eventually climaxing with the death of the title character, a Paravan named Velutha Paapen –for 10 points-- name this novel set in Kerala by Arundhati Roy.

Answer: The God of Small Things
24. One source of controversy surrounding this poem is the use of the word 'thee' in the ninety-third line. Written in quatrains composed of decasyllabic lines, the poet speaks of a youth unknown to fame and fortune whom "Fair Science frown'd not on his humble birth, // And Melancholy mark'd him for her own." The more famous first quatrain tells of a "plowman homeward plods his weary way" as "the curfew tolls the knell of parting day." For 10 points-- name this famous Elegy written by Thomas Gray. 

Answer: “Elegy Written In a Country Churchyard”
