Folly & Glory – Playoff VII: 4

1. A large sum of money, a journal, and a letter to Laura are discovered in Uncle Edouard's bag. After Bernard steels Edouard's bag, he is offered a secretary position and Olivier, out of jealousy, takes an editorial assignment from Comte de Passavant. Olivier tries to commit suicide by asphyxiating himself with gas after Bernard begins an affair with Sarah. Bernard discovers George and other boys passing fake coins in, For 10 points-- what work by Gide.

Answer: The Counterfeiters
2. In this novel, soldiers shoot a thief who is trying to acquire medication for his injured leg. At the beginning of the novel a man is screaming at a traffic light.  That man and the thief both end up being taken to a mental hospital, where, along with a motherless boy, a man with an eye patch, a young prostitute and an ophthalmologist, they are quarantined until further notice.  The only witness to the entire sequence of events is the ophthalmologist’s wife, who is miraculously spared from the title malady.  For 10 points-- name novel by Jose Saramago.

Answer: Blindness or Ensaio sobre a cegueira
3. This man supported himself for a time translating the works of Canetti, Roth and Schnitzler into his native tongue.  George Koves is the protagonist of the trilogy which includes his best-known works. His lecture Moments of Silence while the Execution Squad Reloads was published only after his native Hungary shirked its communist regime in 1989. For 10 points—name this author of Fiasco, Fateless, and Kaddish for a Child not born. 
Answer: Imre Kertesz

4. This novel begins with the protagonist’s birth during the Leonid meteor shower of 1833.  After a brief stint in the U.S. army under Captain White, he joins a group with such members as the ex-priest Tobin, the black and white Jacksons, and his former adversary, Toadvine.  The protagonist survives the group’s botched attempt to rob a Yuma ferrying operation on the Colorado River, but its leader, John Glanton, is killed.  For 10 points-- name this Cormac McCarthy novel, in which Judge Holden strangles the Kid to death.

Answer: Blood Meridian or the Evening Redness in the West
5. Robert Ferguson’s biography of him, Enigma, puts special emphasis on his affiliation with the Nazi party.  He named his daughter Victoria after his 1898 novel of the same name, and with the help of Erasmus Zahl he wrote the novel Frida, only to have it rejected by a publishing house in Copenhagen.  Other works include a novel subtitled From Lieutenant Thomas Glahn’s Papers and a work centering on the attempt of Inger and Isak to build a life for themselves.  For 10 points—name this Norwegian author of Pan and The Growth of the Soil.

Answer: Knut Hamsun
6. Divided into three stanzas, the poet trudges down the street "self-conscious looking at the full moon...shopping for images" before entering a bright "neon fruit" store. The author spies a fellow poet standing by watermelon and another "eyeing the grocery boys." The poet follows Walt Whitman down the canned good aisles hearing him ask, "who killed the pork chops." Originally published in Howl and Other Poems, For 10 points--, identify this short free verse poem by Allen Ginsberg. 

Answer: “A Supermarket in California”
7. A visit to the ruins of Kenilworth Castle inspired this writer's posthumous novel Gaston de Blondeville. An earlier novel featured the villainous sadist Marquis de Montalt. The Marquis conspires with a member of the Lamotte family who has taken in the mentally ill Adeline, who in some way resembles the author. The author's most famous work centers on Emily St. Aubert and was satirized by Jane Austen. For 10 points-- name this Gothic author of Romance of the Forest and Mysteries of Udolpho. 

Answer: Anne Radcliffe 
8. In the last chapter of this 1963 allegory, the reader learns the identities of new people who are lead by the young Tuami. The work revolves about a theme of knowledge of evil and centers on a group who at the beginning is moving to their summer camp above a waterfall. After Nil is slain, her child the New One captured, and Fa dies, the lone remaining tribe member is Lok, whose last social aspect is the tear on his face as he lay down on the old leader's grave to die. For 10 points -- name this Paleolithic Allegory by William Golding whose title alludes to peoples who benefit and learn after the death of their precursors. 

Answer: Inheritors 
9. One of the main characters of this 1910 novel quotes Gogol "Russia! Russia! Wither art thou dashing?" The protagonist, also known as “stiff-leg,” is sexually attracted to the bride, who is the wife of the farm hand Rodka. The protagonist contemplates killing the hand, but the bride poisons him first. At the end of the novel, the protagonist is reunited with his poet-brother Kuzma whom he has not seen in years. Centering on the brothers Krasoff and taking its name from the quote, "All Russia is nothing but," this titular entity --for 10 points-- name this novel which brought international fame to the first Russian Nobel Laureate, Ivan Bunin. 

Answer: Village 

10. Joyce Maynard published a controversial memoir detailing her relationship with him. His most recent work is Raise the High Roof Beam, a collection of several of his short stories published as a novel, although his most famous work drew from characters created in the short stories "This Sandwich Has No Mayonnaise" and "I'm Crazy." His "For Esme With Love and Squalor" describes a US soldier's encounter with British children, while another of his stories details the suicide of veteran Seymour Glass. For 10 points-- name this author of  “A Perfect Day for Bananafish.”

Answer: JD Salinger
11. In Congreve's The Way of the World, Millamant comments on the "easy, natural" manner of this poet. Present at the Battle of Breitenfeld, rivalry for the hand of the daughter of John Willoughby led to a serious beat down at the hands of John Digby. One foray into drama received right criticism from Richard Flecknoe who described it as "full of flowers, but rather stuck" though it did contain the famous song, 'Why so pale and wan fond lover?' For 10 points-- name this Cavalier poet of “The Goblins” and “Aglaura” who may have invented Cribbage. 

Answer: John Suckling 
12. The last name of this novel’s protagonist, a secondary school teacher bored with his doctoral dissertation, translates loosely as “One who hunts.”  One of the novel’s four characters, Llorente, is a ghost of an officer in the Army of Maximillian. The protagonist is hired by Consuelo to reassemble officer’s memoirs, but is subsequently possessed by the ghost and is unable to escape due to his strange attraction to the title character, Consuelo’s niece. For 10 points-- name this short novel written in the second person about Felipe Montero, a work of Carlos Fuentes.

Answer: Aura

13. Matthew Arnold used the eighth chapter of this work as the basis for an 1853 poem. The work consists of over 55,000 couplets and some believe was itself an adaptation of work by Daqiqi (dah-kee-kee). Unknown to the central hero of the work, who is given a name meaning Champion of the World, his son has joined an enemy army. The protagonist discovers that his opponent is his son, Sohrab, as he strikes the death blow. Chiefly a chronicle of Rustum --for 10 points-- name this Persian book of Kings by Ferdowsi. 

Answer: Shahnama OR Shahnameh OR Book of Kings (before it is said) 

(FYI: The Arnold work is Sohrab & Rustum)

14. In one scene from this drama the title character disguises himself as a mountebank and is haggling with the traveler Peregrine when he is struck by the beauty of Corvino's wife. Carbaccio arrives at an inopportune time and the protagonist feigns his own death after his plot is exposed. After a court action is brought against Celia and Bonario, Lady Would-be Politik and Mosca are called as witnesses and the defendants are cleared after the title character exposes him. Centering on the search by the title character for a worthy heir -for 10 points-- name this Ben Johnson drama subtitled the fox. 

Answer: Volpone, or the Fox

15. One key event in this novel is the hunting accident death of John Andrew, the son of the protagonist and his wife Brenda. Brenda has an affair with John Beaver, the son of an interior decorator who is hired to redecorate a room in Hetton Abbey. After refusing his wife's petition for divorce, the protagonist decides to join Dr. Messinger on an expedition to find a lost city in the South American jungle. While lost in the Jungle, the Dickens-loving trader Todd rescues Tony and forces him to read Dickens to him. For 10 points-- name this novel centering on Tony Last by Evelyn Waugh. 

Answer: Handful of Dust 

16. This character moves to Tidewater, Virginia at the age of ten, during the same year his future wife is born in Tennessee.  He later flees the country and winds up on a sugar plantation, where he marries his first wife, Eulalia.  Accompanied only by some slaves and a French architect, he goes to Mississippi and swindles some Chicksaws out of one hundred square miles to acquire his namesake estate.  His illegitimate daughter Clytemnestra burns down the mansion on that estate, after Rosa Coldfield discovers his son Henry.  FTP, identify this man whose sordid saga is uncovered by Quentin Compson in William Faulkner's Abasalom, Absalom!
Answer: Colonel Thomas Sutpen
17. In 1601, this poem was appended to Robert Chester's 'Love Martyr.' Its last fifteen lines is a funeral song which laments, "Leaving no posterity: / 'Twas not their infirmity, / It was married chastity." Beginning "Let the bird of loudest lay, / On the sole Arabian tree, / Herald sad and trumpet be, / To whose sound chaste wings obey," --for 10 points-- name this elegy on the love of the two titular birds, a poem by William Shakespeare. 

Answer: “ Phoenix and the Turtle” 

18. Consisting of ten quatrains with alternating end rhymes, this poem features a passerby and local farmer that must beware of disturbing the ghost of an Indian maiden as beautiful as the Queen of Sheba. An Indian arrowhead or "head of stone" is contrasted with a European headstone while a venerable elm tree shelters the title place. Opening with a speaker challenging civilized customs, For 10 points--, identify this poem by Philip Freneau.

Answer:  “Indian Burying Ground”
19. James Weldon Johnson's "Lift Ev'ry Voice and Sing" is used in this novel at the protagonist's eighth grade graduation. The novel concludes with the protagonist giving birth to son at sixteen after moving to San Francisco with her mother Vivian and brother Baxter. Opening with the narrator fleeing from the Colored Methodist Episcopal Church of Stamps, Arkansas after forgetting her Easter lines, --for 10 points--, identify this autobiographical account of Maya Angelou's life.

Answer: I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings

20. After moving with his father into town at age 17, this novel's roguish protagonist meets Count La Ruse and learns his trade at the home of Mr. Snap, whose daughter Laetitia he falls for. Despite her loose morals, the protagonist is not able to bed her immediately, but eventually marries her. The protagonist admires Alexander the Great and haughtily attempts to ruin a former schoolmate, Thomas Heartfree and arrange his trip to the gallows. Inspired by an actual racketeer who is liked to Robert Walpole --for 10 points-- name this Henry Fielding satire. 

Answer: Jonathan Wild the Great 

21. Throughout this work, humans are referred to as ‘black headed ones’ and are identified with the rebelliousness of the consort of central antagonist. In its third section Gaga, the minister to a god of the horizon, is dispatched to check on the willingness of the hero to face the antagonist in battle. Beginning “When on high the heaven had not been named, // Firm ground below had not been called by name,” --for 10 points—name this mythological text in the library of Ashurbanipal and chronicling Tiamat and Marduk.  
 Answer: Enuma Elish 

22. Originally this work was titled in reference to the subject's Historical Skepticism. The work posits the existence of two archetypes and the author places Shakespeare, Aristotle, Pushkin into one and Dante, Plato, Dostoevsky into the other. The central claim of the essay is the existence of dichotomous monist and pluralist historical philosophies as seen in the novel, War and Peace. Adopting the work of Archilochus [ahr-KILL-uh-kuss] as an illustrative parable --for 10 points -- name this essay on Tolstoy's View of History by Isaiah Berlin named for two mammals. 

Answer: The Hedgehog and the Fox

23. Over its hundred-year history this award, whose purse is equivalent to approximately 10 US dollars, has been refused just once, in 1951. The greatest controversy over the winner was in 1919 when the World War I inspired work Cross of Wood lost out to Within a Budding Grove. Its 10 member jury meets annually at the Drouant resteraunt and in 2003 the award went to The Mistress of Brecht by Jacques-Pierre Amette. For 10 points-- name this literary award given annually for the best French novel and named for the brothers Edmond and Jules. 
Answer: Prix Goncourt OR The Goncourt Prize  

24. It concludes by insisting, "All phenomena are important" and urges readers to look closely at the subject, noting they may see "wild horses taking a roll." The poet has nothing but contempt for "all of this fiddle" and says the title construction is valid only if it is genuine. The poet ironically says, "I too, dislike it" in, For 10 points--, what lyric meta-poem written in free verse by Marianne Moore.

Answer: “Poetry”

25. In the last work of this collection, a general laments the loss of his mistress Lycoris, who has wandered into the Alps, while Demoetas and Menalcas invoke Apollo and Jove during an argument in the third. Containing an elegy to Daphnis, the inventor of the titular form, this work was modeled on the Idylls of Theocritus (thee-AWK-rit-us) and led to the author’s friendship with Maecenas. The fourth and most famous alludes to the “Firstborn of the New Age,” a messianic figure interpreted as either the child of Mark Antony and Octavia or Jesus Christ. For 10 points-- name this collection of ten pastoral poems published in 39 BC by Virgil.

Answer: Eclogues or Bucolics
