Tossups

1.  Lesser-known roles of this actress include a news reporter in the Canadian horror film Smash Cut, and the starring role in the Indonesian film Shrouded Corpse Bathing While Hip-Shaking. The album The Falcon and the Pod  was recently released by her band, a two-man industrial act called "aTelecine," which consists of her and Pablo St. Francis. She appears unwrapping presents in the Roots' music video for "Birthday Girl." Born with the name Marina Hantzis, she was contacted by Steven Soderbergh to play the title role of Chelsea in his 2009 film The Girlfriend Experience. She assured her fans that she would never find God, and that she would still use the title "the dirtiest girl in the world," when she retired from her best-known profession at the age of 23. FTP, name this porn star who took her stage name from her love of Oscar Wilde.   

ANSWER: Sasha Grey (or Marina Ann Hantzis before that's mentioned)
2.  David Lawday speculated that this person was dyslexic in a biography that called him "gentle giant." He reportedly ordered his wife's body to exhumed after she died giving birth, because he wanted a sculptor to make a death mask of her. His friends included his private secretary Fabre d'Eglantine, who was implicated in the French East India scandal, and his other secretary Camille Desmoulins, who served as his mouthpiece. He resigned as Minister of Justice in the National Convention after the September Massacres, retiring to his home in Arcis. He led a faction known as the "Indulgents" after being replaced by Jacques Hebert as leader of the Cordelier club. Known for declaring "we must dare, dare again, always dare!" in one speech, he asked to have his head shown to the people as he was guillotined. FTP, name this first president of the Committee of Public Safety who died opposing the excesses of the Reign of Terror.

ANSWER: Georges (Jacques) Danton
3.  The historical version of this figure reportedly took the throne from his older brother Ajaka and routed an army sent against him. But, legend says he later hanged himself on an ayan tree after his palace was destroyed, and his more peaceful older brother reassumed power. He's worshipped by followers who hold a wooden staff showing a kneeling woman. Alternately known as Jakuta, he's usually depicted with a double-axe above his head.  Historically, he moved the capital to Oyo, and became the third Alafin of the Oyo kingdom. He provides the foundation for a Baptist church in Trinidad, and in Santeria, this red-and-white deity is often conflated with Saint Barbara, the patron of explosives. FTP, name this orisha who strikes down liars with his primary weapon, a lightning bolt. 
ANSWER: Shango (also accept Sango, or Jakuta before it's mentioned, or Chango or Xango)
4.  The luminosity-decline rate relation for these observations was formalized by Phillips and can be accounted for using the Stretch method or the delta M fifteen method.  The current model for these observations was first codified by Whelan and Iben, while their original categorization by Minkowski and Zwicki was based on their absence of Balmer lines and appearance of silicon two lines.  The peak luminosity of these events exhibit a shoulder in the near infrared after twenty days at which point the light curve is dominated by the decay of cobalt fifty six. The central mechanism is runaway fusion of a carbon oxygen core caused when the Chandrasekhar limit is reached by accretion in a binary system. FTP, name this really bright astronomical event caused by the collapse of a white dwarf into a neutron star.

ANSWER:  Type One A Supernova [prompt on partial answer]
5.  One poem by this author begins by referring to a sign that says "Look out! Wet paint", and then claims "my soul was blind, I have to pay the price." In another poem, an insomniac plays chess against the night, where a poplar is the king and a nightingale is his queen. This author of that poem "Marburg" compared “men with monocles” to serpents, and said they still complain when there's spring rain shattering itself like glass. This author of An Essay in Autobiography wrote that haphazard verses are the truest in a better-known poem which asks his listener to "get ink, shed tears...write of it, sob your heart out" while the "torrential slush that roars burns in the blackness of the spring." Those poems were included in collections like The Second Birth and Themes and Variations. FTP, name this author of the poetry collection My Sister, Life who also wrote a novel about the love of Lara and Yuri.  
ANSWER: Boris (Leonidovich) Pasternak
6.  A 1995 Judy Egerton exhibition on the “Making and Meaning” of this painting included items like an altar chair and a cistern barometer created by John Beatson. This painting was the second in a series that also included Peace and Staffa, Fingal’s Cave.  The central objects in this painting are framed in a blue triangle, while the crescent moon in the upper left mirrors the white sun which makes a linear splash across the clouds on the right. Though the viewer is facing east, the sun is depicted setting beneath a brown cloud.  It was originally displayed with a verse from a Thomas Campbell poem, reading “The flag which braved the battle and the breeze / No longer owns her.”  Smoke bellows from what Thackeray called “a little, spiteful, diabolical steamer” in, FTP, what canvas showing a certain vessel being "tugged to her last berth to be broken up," painted by J. M. W. Turner.
ANSWER: The Fighting Temeraire tugged to her last Berth to be broken up, 1838
7.  One of this thinker's works ends with a chapter entitled "Ideology Materialized" in which he argues that the "self-emancipation of our time is an emancipation from the material bases of inverted truth." Along with Asger Jorn, he created a book of Memoirs with a cover made out of sandpaper, so it would destroy any other book it came in contact with.  This author of the manifesto Report on the Construction of Situations is best known for a work consisting of 221 theses, which advocates the practice of "détournement" to defeat consumer culture. He also created a board game called "The Game of War" which he played with his wife, and he led an offshoot of the Lettrist society. FTP, name this author of The Society of the Spectacle who influenced the May 1968 Paris riots with his group, the Situationist International. 
ANSWER: Guy Debord
8.  One ruler with this name quarreled with bishop Anian II of the St. Asaph Cathedral and lost a war where Archbishop John Pecham tried to arrange a peace treaty.   A rebel with this first name, sometimes called “the Ugly”, was unlawfully executed by Hugh the Younger Despenser in 1318.  One ruler with this name paid a fee in exchange for formal recognition by the Treaty of Pipton, and then achieved full recognition by the Treaty of Montgomery. Military defeats for that ruler led his rival to issue the Statute of Rhuddlan. An earlier ruler of this name proclaimed himself Lord of Snowdon and signed the Treaty of Worcester with Henry III to legitimize his conquests. The so-called “last” ruler by this name met his end at the Battle of Orewin Bridge, while the “great” ruler of this name tried to pass his lands to his son Dafydd.  Edward I defeated the ruler of this name known as “ap Gruffydd."  FTP, give this common name for these Welsh rulers.
ANSWER: Llywelyn (“LOO-Ellen”) [go ahead and accept any of these fine alternative spellings which I’m not going to bother underlining: Apswellen, Elilevelin, Ffuellen, Ffuellin, Fflellen, Flawelling, Fleuellen, Flewellin, Flewellen, Flewelling, Flewellyn, Fluellen, Fluellin, Fluelling, Flwellin, Fowellen, Fuelling, Lawellins, Lawellen, Leoloni, Lewlin, Lewilin, Llallin, Lleulin, Lleulini, Llewen, Llewelling, Llewellinge, Llewellen, Llewhellin, Llewhelyn, Llewillin, Lluellen, Thewell, Thewelinus, Thellyn, Thelen, Thewelling, Thelwelin, Thlewelyn, or Swellin]
9.  Early in this film, the protagonist unsuccessfully pretends to be a bartender named William Brown. While hiding under a table in enemy territory, the protagonist stares out at his lover through a cigar hole burned in the tablecloth by Glen Cavender’s character. Near the end, the “Leprechaun” protagonist is rewarded with an oversized uniform. Based on the book Daring and Suffering by William Pittenger, one scene in this film sees the hero misfire a cannon, hitting a dam which floods out enemy troops. Those troops had suffered a loss in this movie by attempting to cross the Rock River Bridge with the Texas. The hero loves a woman named Annabelle Lee played by Marion Mack and is an acrobatic, wannabe Confederate soldier named Johnnie Gray. FTP, name this movie that includes almost an hour of chase scenes on the title train, starring and directed by Buster Keaton.
ANSWER: The General
10.  Along with cobalt, oxides of this element began to replace iron in magnetic tape in the sixties. This element is refined using aluminum and a barium peroxide starter in a Goldschmidt process. This element's trioxide forms a red needle-like precipitate used to clean laboratory glassware; a solution of that compound and sulfuric acid can be used to oxidize primary and secondary alcohols without affecting carbon-carbon double bonds. With lead, this element forms red and yellow minerals such as crococite, but its pure oxides include the green mineral viridian.  At room temperatures, this element is the only antiferromagnetic metal, and alloying iron with this element produces stainless steel.  FTP, name this hard, lustrous metal with atomic number twenty four.

ANSWER:  Chromium [accept Cr]
11.  In one story in this collection, a woman insists on taking a box of candy to the local jail, leading her son to talk to Sheriff Farebrother. This collection, which comes with an introduction by Robert Fitzgerald, also features a character who's impressed by a pink toilet and proves his faith by eating a page of the Bible he stole from a dime store. In another story, nine year old Mary Fortune Pitts has her head smashed against some rocks by her angry grandfather. The prostitute Sarah Ham, who goes by the name Star Drake, is featured in the story "The Comforts of Home," which joins entries like "A View of the Woods" and "The Lame Shall Enter First" in this collection. The title story features Carver, a black boy who boards a bus also occupied by Julian and his mother, who wears an ugly hat and has a stroke after Julian ridicules her racism. FTP, name this collection, the final book published by Flannery O'Connor.
ANSWER: Everything that Rises Must Converge
12.  The tobacco budworm Heliothis virescens can metabolize a toxic analogue of this chemical called canavanine found in leguminous plants.  This chemical is the substrate of a family of synthases that require electron flow between NADPH, FAD, FNM, BH-four, heme, and finally O-two. A competing enzyme containing manganese cleaves a one-carbon molecule from this chemical in the final step of a cycle that begins by joining carbamoyl phosphate to ornithine. Those enzymes produce nitric oxide and urea respectively, the second of which occurs in a cycle that sees this amino acid formed from citrulline. This amino acid's side chain contains a carbon atom bonded to three nitrogen atoms with a floating positive change.  FTP, name this basic amino acid with a guandinium side chain.

ANSWER:  Arginine [accept R]
13.   One of these incidents was led by John Siney and Xingo Parks, while another was sparked by a circular released by John Brophy. During another of these events, George Baer was the spokesman for one party, and was ridiculed as "George the Last" by his opponents. A report on the causes of that event was drafted by Carroll Wright, who was appointed by the President twice to investigate it. A seven-member panel including Catholic bishop John Spalding and "eminent sociologist" E.E. Clark met at Wright's home in Washington DC as part of a namesake "Commission" to address this event, after a proposal by Elihu Root and J.P. Morgan attempted to resolve it. That event occurred in 1902 as a result of the demands of John Mitchell, while another major example of this event occurred in 1919 during the Palmer Raids. FTP, name this event which occurs when workers in bituminous and anthracite regions refuse to work.   

ANSWER: coal strikes (accept Anthracite Coal Strike of 1902, etc.) 

14.  This character speculates on why night “falls” instead of rising, and at one point, asks "context is all; or is it ripeness?" At the beginning of another chapter, this character states "I wish this story were different, I wish it were more civilized." and notes the incorrectness of phrases like "all flesh is weak" and the Beatitude “Blessed are the silent." A circle of plaster flowers above her bed is described by her as a wreath or "frozen halo." Her lesbian friend Moira once hosted a lingerie party in college, before the Pornomarts were shut down. She trains at the Red Center with Aunt Lydia, and repeats the Latin phrase “Nolite te bastardes carborundorum” found on her bedroom wall. She plays secret games of Scrabble and is allowed to read Vogue magazine by the Commander. FTP, name this "two legged womb" who lives in Gilead, and is the title handmaid in a Margaret Atwood book.

ANSWER: Offred [“Of Fred”; prompt on just “handmaid”]

15.  The movement dedicated to this figure is headed by a woman who also heads the related political movement Nagriamel, which supported a certain autonomy movement backed by the Phoenix Foundation. This figure allegedly landed in a wooden airplane and dropped off his children, who can use flowers as telephones - those children preached that you should ingest kava, an intoxicating drink, to preserve "kastom." This figure first emerged in the New Hebrides in an area around Sulphur Bay, located on the island of Tanna. Perhaps based on a native named Manehivi, he promised everyone the material wealth of whites, except without the white people. Frequently depicted as either a black or white serviceman, FTP, name this cargo cult figure who promises riches to the people of Vanuatu, and whose name refers to his American origin. 
Answer: John Frum
16.  During this conflict, over 200 civilians were saved by Tomas Guzaro, as recounted in the book Escaping the Fire. A report on this conflict subtitled "Never Again" led to the murder of its author, Bishop Juan Gerardi.  It began with a rebellion against Miguel Fuentes, while peace talks were led by Ramiro de Leon Carpio and Alvaro Irigoyen. The ESA and the White Hand fought in this conflict, which witnessed the murder of Ambassador John Gordon Mein.  A former minister in the "Church of the Word" described a part-military, part-economic strategy in this conflict as his "beans and guns" plan.  This conflict saw the bloody dictatorship of Efrain Rios Montt, and a Nobel Peace Prize was awarded to a certain “Indian Woman” who protested it named Rigoberta Menchu.  FTP, name this war from 1960 to 1996 which included a failed takeover of Belize and a genocide of Maya peasants.
ANSWER: Guatemalan Civil War [or the Civil War in Guatemala]

17.  In the Caldeira-Leggett model, these objects are necessary to handle the nonconservation of a certain quantity and therefore can be used to model quantum friction.  These objects can be used to solve for the partition function by performing a Wick rotation on the time variable.  These objects can be constructed by considering the imaginary exponential of the action, and then dividing time into a series of infinitesimal intervals, the limit of which is a functional differential. In the particle formulation, this object can be evaluated to give a kernal representing the probability amplitude for a particle to travel from A to B; that kernal is called the propagator, and can be expressed in diagrams in which vertices correspond to particle interactions. FTP, name these objects central to a reformulation of quantum mechanics due to Feynman in which all particle trajectories are summed together.

ANSWER:  Path Integrals [prompt on "Lagrangian" until "imaginary exponential," prompt on "integral"]
18.  In other of these works, the author exclaims "Admire me I am a violet! Dote upon me I am a primrose!" then asks "why should we kick against the Pricks, when we can walk on Roses?", in order to make the point that "poetry should be unobtrusive." Another of these pieces says that Benjamin West's painting “Death on a Pale Horse” is not intense enough to be good art, and describes a "Chamber of Maiden-Thought" which becomes gradually darkened by misery, leading to the opening of new doors. Another one claims that Shakespeare had the quality of "being in uncertainties, mysteries, [and] doubts without any irritable reaching after fact and reason." In addition to discussing the "vale of soul-making" and the "mansion of many apartments," one of these pieces introduces the idea of "negative capability." FTP, name these prose writings by a certain Romantic poet.
ANSWER: letters of John Keats [accept synonyms like “correspondence of Keats”]
19.  This composer used the phrase “non-atonal dodecaphony” to describe works like his third symphony, which calls for four Wagner tubas and blends twelve-tone techniques with Brucknerian romanticism. His first piano sonata is called “Christ and the Fisherman,” and his Piano Concerto No.3 was commissioned by Vladimir Ashkenazy to allow the soloist to double as conductor. He won his first competition with a work which includes a “Credo et Dubito” movement but is scored for brass and percussion rather than chorus, his A Requiem in Our Time. He first gained international fame with his 7th symphony, which is called Angel of Light. He’s not Respighi, but his most famous work contains depictions of “The Bog” and “Swans Migrating,” and supplements the orchestra with pre-recorded bird songs. FTP, name this composer of Cantus Arcticus, the most notable living Finnish composer and the arch-nemesis of Charlie Dees.

ANSWER: Einojuhani Rautavaara
20.  This man invented a technique called contextual seriation, which combined the idea of stratigraphy with the theory that stylistic designs of pottery evolved in a predictable manner - particularly the handles of pots, which he used to place tombs in chronological order. One item discovered by him famously contained the line "Israel is laid to waste, his seed is not," which is perhaps the oldest extra-Biblical mention of Israel. His methods allowed 3000 graves of the Naqada period to be assembled into successive orders. He notably donated his head to the Royal College of Surgeons, and his namesake museum at University College London contains relics he excavated with Howard Carter at Amarna. Famous for discovering the Merneptah Stele, FTP, name this British "father of scientific archeology" who worked in Egypt.

ANSWER: Sir (William Matthew) Flinders Petrie

David Jordan contends that the tide in this election was turned by a speech that the winning candidate gave at the Statler Hotel to the Teamsters Union. The Texas Regulars ran a splinter candidate in this election, while a short film created for this election contained a train towing cars reading “Hot Air” and “Defeatist Limited” and was titled “Hell-Bent for Election." One controversy in this election involved the incumbent using government money to pick up a dog he left behind in the Aleutian Islands, but the charge was refuted in the Fala Speech. Ohio governor John Bricker was the losing VP candidate in this race, where the winning candidate used the slogan, “We are going to win this war and the peace that follows." FTP, name this final electoral victory for FDR.
ANSWER: U.S. Presidential Election of 1944

This man’s death and the whereabouts of his body are disputed, although legend has it that an angel turned him into marble and placed him in a cave beneath the Golden Gate, where he waits to this day to avenge the Christians. More certain are details of his life; he was born eighth of ten children to Manuel II and a Serbian princess, and became Despotes of Morea by the age of 39. Ruling from Mistra, he rebuilt the Hexamilion and defeated Nerio II Acciaioli to regain Athens and Thebes, which angered Nerio’s overlord Murad II, who swiftly drove him out of Greece. The death of his brother, John VIII prompted a succession dispute with other brother Demetrios, which Murad ruled in favour of this man, who would eventually lead a failed defense against Murad’s son Mehmed. FTP, whose last words, “The city is fallen, and I am still alive” were uttered on May 29, 1453, as the last Byzantine emperor?
Answer: Constantine XI Dragases Palaiologos

According to early Chinese sources, this region was known as Dayuan, and was the source of ‘heavenly horses’ that apparently would sweat blood in the summer. The city of Alexandria Eschate was founded here in 329 BCE, and according to Roman historians remained culturally Hellenic until at least the 1st century CE. From early on a key section of the Silk Road, this region’s fertility and wealth have seen it be controlled by the Achaemenids, Greco-Bactrians, Samanids, Mongols, and Russians among others. The region is formed by the Naryn, Kara, and Syr Darya rivers, and is bounded by the Tien-Shan and Gissar-Alai mountains, as well as the sands of Karakchikum. Since the 20th century a centre of cotton production and home to such cities as Andijan, Namangan, and Khujand, FTP, what is this large fertile valley shared by Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan?
Answer: Fergana Valley (also accept: Farghana Valley, Farg’ona Vodiysi, Fergana Oeroeny, Ferganskaya Dolyna)

One of these people was called an “asshole” for saying things like “Indian beauty” and for simply squatting in the middle of the room rather than hiding in a game of hide and seek. One of these figures scares away some bullies while another of them is wearing blackface in order to dress up as Frederick Douglass for Halloween, and in most instances, they are played by Ursula Parker and Hadley Delany. Often seen playing with Serge, these figures’ exploits have included learning the n-word from their Great Aunt Ellen and packing a baby chick in luggage headed for Afghanistan. One of them is told, “Shut up and eat your french fries,” after repeatedly asking “Why?” FTP, name these frequent stand-up comedy targets and characters on an FX show about their single dad.
ANSWER: daughters of Louis CK [accept “kids” or “children”; accept Louis’ first or last name]

The artist of this work drew heavily from other artists for inspiration, such as Agasias of Ephesus, Rubens, Raphael, and even his contemporary Benjamin West. Despite never having seen the setting of the painting, the artist used literature and the descriptions of the subject to attempt the location of the titular event as accurately as possible, such as by including Morro Castle in the background. One figure in this painting was originally painted as a man with flowing blond hair, but was replaced with the subject of this artist’s earlier Head of a Negro. Another central figure’s depiction drew inspiration from Laocoon and his Sons and The Death of General Wolfe to produce a tragic figure who despite the occurrence depicted would go on to become Lord Mayor of London, although without his right leg. FTP, what is this painting which depicts an anatomically-incorrect creature about to be harpooned, having just attacked the other titular subject?
ANSWER: Watson and the Shark
Bonuses

1.  A lady in a James Thurber story suggests that this figure was Macduff all along. FTPE:
[10] Name this one-scene character whom Allan Park Paton argued was really Macbeth in disguise, in an essay which presented eight reasons for the identity of this figure. 
ANSWER: the Third Murderer [prompt on synonyms]
[10] The Third Murderer declares “The son is fled,” referring to the fact that this son of Banquo has escaped. His whereabouts are unknown at the end of the play, though he may come to rule Scotland in accordance with the witches' prophecy.  
ANSWER: Fleance
[10] This man worked as a translator for Reginald Wolfe and wrote the dubiously historical work Chronicles of England, Scotland, and Ireland which was a primary historical source for Shakespeare. In this man's Chronicle, Banquo participates in the murder of King Duncan.
ANSWER: Raphael Holinshed
2.  Their experiments attempted to identify a correlation between religious upbringing and the "honesty/altruism" axis in adolescents. FTPE:

[10] Name these psychologists who conducted a 1928 study in which they put children in several scenarios where they might be dishonest, such as taking a test. Their conclusion was that honesty was not a "fundamental trait" that was consistent across different situations. 

ANSWER: Hugh Hartshorne and Mark A. May
[10] This psychologist criticized Hartshorne and May and established the notion of "trait theory" in his book Personality: A Psychological Interpretation. He had a brother Floyd who wrote the textbook Social Psychology in 1924. 

ANSWER: Gordon (Willard) Allport
[10] Hartshorne and May tried to differentiate in a few studies between children in Piaget's concrete operational stage and children in this final stage of development, where abstract reasoning is developed. 

ANSWER: formal operational stage
3.  Although it can be used to separate nanoparticles, this technique is most often used for separating proteins by charge and size. FTPE:
[10] What is this technique which uses a certain material, such as agar or polyacrylamide, as either an anticonnective or sieving medium by which different-sized molecules sort into different bands?
ANSWER: Gel Electrophoresis
[10] A common use for gel electrophoresis is to separate DNA, and in order to make the molecules visible, this intercalating agent may be used as a fluorescent tag. This chemical also has use as a vaccine for trypanosomosis in cattle.

ANSWER: Ethidium Bromide
[10] Once a DNA sample has been separated, molecular biologists may transfer DNA fragments to a filter membrane and then use probe hybridization to detect specific DNA sequences in this blotting method named for a certain English scientist.

ANSWER: Southern blot
4.  Identify the following about some bandits and outlaws from world history, FTPE.
[10] After this man launched a raid on Columbus, New Mexico in 1916, US Army officials hired Japanese servants in a failed attempt to poison his coffee. Black Jack Pershing also failed to capture him.   
ANSWER: Pancho Villa [or Francisco Villa or Doroteo Arango]
[10] Similar to Robin Hood, this semi-legendary Japanese folk hero may have stole from the rich to give to the poor, and attempted to assassinate Toyotomi Hideoyoshi. Having failed, he was famously boiled alive with his son.
ANSWER: Ishikawa Goemon [accept either underlined answer; do not accept “Mystical Ninja”, as Marshall Steinbaum will complain that this knowledge comes from a videogame]
[10] Ultimately faring better than both Robin Hood and Goemon was this former outlaw, who's credited with ending the “Era of the Princes” in his country. As emperor of Ethiopia, he was succeeded by Yohannes III, and committed suicide after the Napier Expedition invaded in 1868.
ANSWER: Tewodros II [also accept Theodore II; Sahle Dingil; or Kassa Hailu Giorgis]

5.  This work was written as a “biography of the human intellect” modeled on Hegel’s Phenomenology of Mind. FTPE:

[10] Name this five-volume philosophical work by George Santayana, subtitled “The Phases of Human Progress”, which famously asserts, “Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it.”

ANSWER: The Life of Reason
[10] Santayana outlines the four characteristics of knowledge as matter, essence, spirit, and truth in this four-volume on epistemology that he published at the end of his life. 
ANSWER: The Realms of Being
[10] Santayana notably claimed in Skepticism and Animal Faith that philosophy begins here, as a way of highlighting the fact that “there is no first principle of criticism” where a philosopher can start to track “episodes of evolution.”

ANSWER: "in media res"

6.  She complains on her honeymoon with Ralph Marvell that Italy is "dirty and ugly... like a cemetery" and says she "loathes the smells and the beggars" there. FTPE:  
[10] Name this nouveau riche poser from “Apex City,” who tries to sell off some “Louis Quinze” tapestries before ending up with Elmer Moffatt on her fourth try at finding a decent husband. 
ANSWER: Undine Spragg (accept either name, even though there are other Spraggs in the book)
[10] The unrefined Undine Spragg shows up in Washington Square and finds a series of rich husbands in this fucking Edith Wharton novel.
ANSWER: The Custom of the Country
[10] This Wharton protagonist is the cousin of May Welland and becomes a countess in Europe, then comes back to New York to have a forbidden love with May's fiancé Newland Archer. 
ANSWER: Ellen Olenska (either name)

7.  “Everybody reach in and draw a pickled egg.” Answer questions about picking a pope, FTPE. 

[10] Before it’s time for an election, this official uses a silver hammer to confirm the previous pope’s death and then destroy his papal seal and Fisherman’s Ring.

ANSWER: cardinal-camerlengo [accept camerlengo or chamberlain of the Holy Roman Church; do not accept or prompt on “camerlengo of the Sacred College”]

[10] After 15 to 20 days, the College of Cardinals is sequestered in one of these meetings somewhere in the Vatican, named after the fact that they’re shut in with lock and key.

ANSWER: papal conclave
[10] After being selected at the first papal conclave, Gregory X called the Second Council at this city in 1272, just about thirty years after the first ecumenical council here. The Second Council required strict conclaves for all future papal elections, and also nominally tried to end the Great Schism. 

ANSWER: Lyons
8. Answer the following about the world of classical guitar, FTPE.
[10] Perhaps the most famous work for guitar and orchestra is the Concierto de Aranjuez by this Spanish composer. 

ANSWER: Joaquin Rodrigo
[10] This composer included a prominent guitar part in his To the Edge of Dream. He also did piano pieces like his Rain Tree Sketch dedicated to the memory of Messiaen. Later in life, he developed an interest in the music of his native Japan, which he'd previously shied away from.

ANSWER: Toru Takemitsu
[10] This Spanish guitar virtuoso drew inspiration from the drums of Algeria to write his Danza Mora, but his single most famous piece is a solo work inspired by a Moorish palace, entitled Recuerdos de la Alhambra.
ANSWER: Francisco Tarrega
9. It’s not really a measurement of an atom’s dimensions, but rather a probability of collision. FTPE:
[10] Name this quantity, which uses units of “barns”, that is used to study neutron interactions in nuclear processes.
ANSWER: nuclear cross-section [prompt on “sigma”]

[10] Cross-section is inversely proportional to this distance.  For atmospheric molecules at room temperature, this length is on the order of 10 to 100 nanometers.

ANSWER: mean free path
[10] In liquid cooled reactors, boiling of the coolent shifts the mean free path of the neutrons, and therefor changes the reactivity according to this coefficinet.  The nuclear reactor at Chernobyl disasterously had a positive value for this quantity. 

ANSWER:  Void coefficient
10.  Answer the following about the end of the Old Kingdom, FTPE.    
[10] Toward the very end of the Old Kingdom, the Pyramid Texts began to be replaced by these religious texts, as exemplified by discoveries at the Balat necropolis. In general, they made the afterlife more accessible to commoners than the Pyramid Texts.  
ANSWER: Coffin Texts
[10] The last ruler of the Sixth Dynasty was the second pharaoh by this name, who may have had the longest reign of any ruler in history at 94 years. He married his half-sister Neith, and his later years saw the rise of regional nomarchs, signaling the fall of the Old Kingdom. 
ANSWER: Pepi
[10] Fifth Dynasty sources tell of expeditions to the diorite quarries near this site. This place is better known as the name of two temples carved into a cliff, constructed by Ramses II as a monument to him and his wife Nefertari. Those temples were relocated to avoid damage from Lake Nasser. 
ANSWER: Abu Simbel 
11.  Answer the following about the exciting world of financial accounting, FTPE. 

[10] This system of bookkeeping is often said to have been invented by Luca Pacioli in the fifteenth century, when it was called the Venetian method. This system records each transaction as both a credit and a debit, so that financial statements show assets equal to liabilities. 

ANSWER: double-entry bookkeeping
[10] These type of estimated liabilities should only be mentioned in footnotes and not directly on the balance sheet, since it’s uncertain whether they’ll occur or how much they’ll cost.

ANSWER: contingent liabilities

[10] This class of long-term tangible assets undergoes depreciation rather than amortization. They can be upgraded through capital expenditures or repaired through repair expenditures.

ANSWER: property, plant, and equipment [accept “fixed asset”; prompt on “non-current asset”]

12.  Vermin Supreme poured glitter on this man to turn him gay during a Lesser Known Candidate Debate in December 2011. FTPE:
[10] Name this founder of Operation Rescue who led an unsuccessful primary challenge to Barack Obama in the 2012 Democratic Party primary.  
ANSWER: Randall Almira Terry
[10] Terry attempted to use equal-time rules to air a graphic Super Bowl ad attacking this practice. He also publicly supported the murder of George Tiller, who performed these actions.
ANSWER: Having an Abortion [accept equivalents that Terry might give like Killing Babies]
[10] Terry once hired a Clinton impersonator to give a fake endorsement of Jim King, his opponent in a State Senate race in this state.  In 2010, a senator in its legislature, Mike Bennett, was caught watching porn during an abortion debate, while its current governor founded Conservatives for Patients’ Rights.
ANSWER: Florida
13.  The revival of her works by Virago Press led to interest in her lesbian partnership with Valentine Ackland. FTPE:
[10] Name this English author who advised readers to take the scenic route in “Go the long way, the long way home." She wrote about a spinster’s escape into witchcraft in her popular novel Lolly Willowes.
ANSWER: Sylvia Townsend Warner
[10] The founder of Virago Press, Carmen Callil, frequently supports the work of this English author. She wrote the novel The Magic Toyshop and a story based on Red Riding Hood entitled "The Company of Wolves." 
ANSWER: Angela Carter
[10] Another lady often featured in Virago is this Irish-born author of Under the Net, who wrote about Dora Greenfield and the religious community of Imber in her novel The Bell. 
ANSWER: Iris Murdoch 
14.  They must satisfy a scaling relation that can be constructed from a set of G and H filters, and popular examples have been developed by Daubechies and Coifman. FTPE:

[10] Name these constructions used in a namesake multiresolution analysis closely related to Fourier analysis.

ANSWER:  Wavelets [prompt on "crestlets" or "shearlets" or anything else that sound synonym-like]

[10] The simplest wavelet construction, named for Haar, has this property shared by the Heaviside function.  Interpolating spline constructions also have this property, and functions with this property are often written using curly braces.

ANSWER:  Piecewise Continuous

[10] Wavelets are typically defined over this function space whose inner product is given by the integral of F times the complex conjugate of G.  All function in this Hilbert space are equal to their Fourier series.

ANSWER:  L-two [accept square integrable functions or quadratically integrable functions]
15.  This event involved men like Matthew Kilroy and Hugh Montgomery, and is sometimes called the Incident on King Street. FTPE:

[10] Identify this 1770 event which led to a trial in which John Adams defended some soldiers who had killed five people. 

ANSWER: Boston Massacre
[10] This Captain of the 29th Regiment of Foot may have been wounded by Crispus Attucks during the Boston Massacre. He was defended by Robert Auchmuty in the ensuing trial, which revolved around whether he had given any orders for the soldiers to fire on the mob. 
ANSWER: Thomas Preston
[10] Four years after the Boston Massacre, British forces under Thomas Gage were falsely accused of having killed six Americans after capturing a weapons cache in Charlestown and Cambridge during this incident.  A militia of perhaps 10,000 men formed in response to this event. 
ANSWER: Powder Alarm

16.  He advocated the technique of “emotional memory” and called for deep readings of the script to better understand characters’ “major objectives.” FTPE:

[10] Name this Russian developer of “the Method," whose American acting students included Stella Adler and Lee Strasberg

ANSWER: Konstantin (Sergeyevich) Stanislavski [or Konstantin Alexeyev]

[10] Stanislavski explained concepts like the “magic if” and the “unbroken line” in this first book of his, which is framed as a “mock diary” of a young acting student.

ANSWER: An Actor Prepares [prompt on any arguments about whether it counts as a standalone book]

[10] Along with Vladimir Nemirovich-Danchenko, Stanislavski founded this theater company for which Chekhov wrote The Three Sisters and The Cherry Orchard.

ANSWER: Moscow Art Theater

16.  It analyzed how the rise of Deism led to the breakdown of the implicit social hierarchy in religious life initiating the title effect in a chapter titled “The Affirmation of Ordinary Life”. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1989 work that tries to “write a history of the modern identity” by tracking the three “axes” guiding the hidden moral frameworks that dictate contemporary moral values in its first section titled “Identity and the Good.”

ANSWER: Sources of the Self
[10] This Canadian philosopher who teaches at McGill wrote Sources of the Self and explored how people follow directions in his seminal article “To Follow a Rule”. He also wrote the 2007 book A Secular Age. 
ANSWER: Charles Taylor
[10] Charles Taylor’s Massey Lectures were published under the title “The Malaise of [this period]”. Lyotard claimed it ended with the rise of a title condition marked by “incredulity towards meta-narratives." That book coined a term for the time “post” this period. 
ANSWER: modernity (or modern period)

17.  [NOTE TO MODERATOR:  Do not read alternate answers]
It can be synthetically prepared by heating phenolate salts under high pressure CO2. FTPE:
[10] Name this acid that contains a benzene ring which, when a certain functional group is attached, is used to produce aspirin.
ANSWER: salicylic acid [DO NOT READ:  accept 2-hydroxybenzoic acid; prompt on “acetylsalicylic acid”]
[10] The process of a nucleophilic addition of phenolate to carbon dioxide goes by this name. It is mostly used for salicylic acid, but can also be used to prepare parabens.

ANSWER: Kolbe-Schmitt reaction

[10] Aspirin is synthesized from an esterification reaction between salicylic acid and this molecule.  This molecule is also used commerically to convert cellulose to cellulose acetate,

ANSWER: acetic anhydride [accept ethanoic andydride, accept Ac-2-O]
18.  Domenico Ghirlandaio borrowed the wheatsheaf, ox, ass and flowers in this work for his Adoration of the Shepherds with portraits of Francesco Sasetti and his wife Nera Corsi. FTPE:
[10] Name this piece commissioned for the Hospital of Santa Maria Nuova which features an infant Christ with gold rays radiating from his body lying on the ground in front of a haystack. Its outer panels show the Annunciation in grisaille.  

ANSWER: Portinari Altarpiece
[10] Hugo van der Goes, who painted the Portinari Altarpiece, included James III of Scotland in his Trinity Altarpiece.  This Italian artist’s Holy Trinity shows God the Father standing behind a crucifixion and above a skeleton. He also depicted St. Peter collecting a coin from a fish mouth in a work at the Brancacci Chapel.

ANSWER: Masaccio [or Tommaso di Ser Giovanni di Simone]
[10] This Early Netherlandish artist consulted two different theologians for his Altarpiece of the Holy Sacrament, whose central panel is a scene of the Last Supper.  Monstrous creatures consume the title figures in his Fall of the Damned, and a soldier lies face down in his Resurrection.
ANSWER: Dieric Bouts [or Dierick Bouts or Dirk Bouts or Dirck Bouts or Thierry Bouts]

19.  Copernicus dedicated his On the Revolutions of Heavenly Spheres to this Pope, who was briefly imprisoned by Innocent VIII before taking office. FTPE:
[10] Name this pope who assembled the Holy League decisively defeated by the Ottomans at the Battle of Preveza.
ANSWER: Pope Paul III [or Alessandro Farnese]
[10] Paul III convened this 1543-1563 ecumenical council, which declared that the church’s interpretation of the Bible was final, and produced the Tridentine Mass. It also ruled against salvation by faith alone, as advocated by Martin Luther.
ANSWER: Council of Trent
[10] Residents of this city rose in rebellion against Paul III after he raised the price on the title commodity in the Salt War.  Earlier, the Oddi and Baglioni families fought for supremacy in this city, and it contains an Etruscan hypogeum at San Manno.
ANSWER: Perugia [or Perusia]

20.  He was given the name for ‘man’ in the Yana language after he refused to reveal his own name due to custom. FTPE:

[10] Name this Native American, dubbed the last living member of the Yahi tribe who emerged from the wild in Oroville, California in 1911. 

ANSWER: Ishi
[10] This professor of anthropology at Duke wrote a book about the struggle to repatriate Ishi’s brain from the Smithsonian back to California. His latest book is the dubiously titled The Passion of Tiger Woods: An Anthropologist Reports on Golf. 

ANSWER: Orin Starn
[10] Ishi’s story was popularized by the account Ishi in Two Worlds, written by this wife of Alfred Kroeber.

ANSWER:  Theodora Kroeber [prompt on Kroeber] 

Extras
Independently of each other, Robert Schumann and Richard Wagner both used this piece as a setting of Heinrich Heine’s “Two Grenadiers.” FTPE:
[10] Name this march with verses like, “Le jour de gloire est arrivee.”

ANSWER: “La Marseillaise” [accept “Battle Hymn of the Rhine Army” or “War Song of the Rhine Army” or similar]

[10] While stationed with the Rhine Army in the French Revolution, this officer wrote “La Marseillaise” in one night as a favour to the mayor of Strasbourg.

ANSWER: Claude (Joseph) Rouget de Lisle
[10] Rossini lashed out against French occupation of Italy by quoting “La Marseillaise” in this opera, just before Isabella sings “Pensa alla patria” and leads a mass escape of slaves.

ANSWER: L’Italiana in Algeri [or The Italian Girl in Algiers]
