1. This group’s longest-tenured member hails from Meteghan Station and lists special interests of “gardening.” Another called its recent actions “between a Greek tragedy and the Keystone Cops,” while a third has a STD degree from Pontifical Lateran University and expensed $30,000 for a trip to Mexico in 2009. Three past members may be best known for repaying over $40,000 in improperly claimed travel expenses, receiving a $90,000 secret cheque from Nigel Wright, and being charged with sexual assault after losing a boxing match to Justin Trudeau, respectively. For 10 points, name this group including Gerry Comeau, Hugh Segal and Noel Kinsella, the government in the Canadian Upper House. 

ANSWER: Canadian Conservative Senators (prompt on partial answer)
2. A song by the servant Baltasar in this work illustrates man as the true inferior sex. This work features a policeman who speaks in malapropisms such as “write me an ass,” and Dogberry’s Watch does not immediately comprehend the importance of catching the rogues Borachio and Conrade, but ultimately shows that Claudio has mistaken the servant Margaret for Hero, leading to a wedding. Beatrice and Benedick carry on a “merry war” of insults, while Don John's punishment for attempted evil towards his brother Don Pedro is delayed to another, less happy, day. For 10 points name this Shakespearean play set in Messina, whose title alludes to the upsets of young lovers and gossip. 
ANSWER: Much Ado About Nothing 

3. A 2012 National Geographic article explored the “Home of [this group’s] Kings,” while Susan Drummond’s text mapping  marriage in a subset noted that most did not speak Calo, this group’s local dialect. Dutch scholars Lucassen, Willems, and Cottaar challenge the predominant thesis of origin of HMG Grellman, suggesting that their linguistic similarities with Sanskrit are incidental to a group displaced by feudalism. For 10 points name this group governed by purity laws known as “merime” and “rom baros,” or “big men,” whose Kalderash subset are often metalworkers, an often-persecuted semi-nomadic European minority whose slur suggests Egyptian origin.
ANSWER: Roma People (or Romani People, or Travellers or [although this is offensive], Gypsies, Gitanos, Tsigane; Prompt on Kalderash, or Tinkers or “Pikies”)
4. Frigaliment Importing v. BNS International Sales Corp. dealt with an ambiguous contract for this entity, while this main ingredient of Musakhan is often embryonically injected with the unapproved ceftiofur. The Canadian Medical Association Journal links this to cephalosporin resistant bacteria, while a dark form of this food is a Chinese curative delicacy unpalatable to Westerners-that type is the silkie. Kramer boycotted this meat, claiming it would “mess you up,” while an episode of Archer set in West Virginia sees Carol shave one. For 10 points, name this subject of Schechter Corp. v. US, the Double-Down, and KentuckyFriedCruelty.com, sold at SwissChalet and St. Hubert.
ANSWER: Chicken (or equivalents, including Rooster)

5. A 2010 Carr article found autapomorphy of this genus’s holotype, paratype and other specimens in an enlarged pneumatic opening of its palatine bone, confirming taxonomic integrity. Keiran wrote of this species in 1999’s Death of a Predator, while the Royal Tyrell Museum found over 20 of this genus at one site, the largest aggregation of nonavian Cretaceous theropods, suggesting it hunted in packs. With main species sarcophagus, its species libratus is disputed with Gorgosaurus, while this predator was approximately 1/5th the size of Tyrannosaurus rex. For 10 points name this meat-eating dinosaur, found mainly near Dry Island Buffalo Jump in its namesake province.
ANSWER: Albertosaurus (Technically, “Albertasaurus” isn’t right)
6. The criminal Thery is recruited in its introduction. Its author was bankrupted when his competition to “guess [its] murder method” failed to limit the number of winners. The title characters previously assassinated General Trelovitch, a Servian regicide, a French controller-general with 100 guards, and Hermon le Blois, for corrupting youth with his reasoning, before threatening to kill Sir Philip Ramon, an English cabinet minister intending to extradite Manuel Garcia, a threat they make good on. For 10 points name this 1905 work by Edgar Wallace, depicting vigilantes including George Manfred and Raymond Poiccart, who kill Ramon in a “locked room” mystery. 

ANSWER: The Four Just Men 

7. In this month Canada’s Clara Brett Martin became the first female lawyer in the British Empire, and it saw the founding of the first Women’s Institute as well as the birth and death of its founder Adelaide Hoodless. This month’s 1887 federal election was John Macdonald’s second-last, while the only Prime Minister born in this month was Louis St. Laurent. A 3-3 tie with the U.S. saw the Edmonton Mercurys clinch Olympic gold in this month in Oslo 1952, while Ross Rebagliati denied THC use after winning an event in this month,. For 10 points name this month when Canada’s current flag first flew over Parliament, month of “Flag Day” and “Family Day.”
ANSWER: February
8. The Sen conjecture concerns condensation of these as regards D-branes. Named by Feinberg in 1967, earlier works by Sommerfeld, Sudarshan, Bilaniuk and Deshpadne described them. Able to be detected through Cherenkov radiation but only found on the space-like area of an energy-momentum graph, special relativity implies that these theoretical spinless particles could be used to communicate with the past using a namesake “anti-telephone.” Possessing space-like four-momentum, imaginary proper time and accelerating as they lose energy, they never slow below c. For 10 points name these items named for the Greek for “swift,” which travel faster than the speed of light.

ANSWER: Tachyons
9. This passage references “what was revealed to the angels Harut and Marut in Babylon” and calls the hills Safa and Marwa “God’s beacons,” while another section addresses a change of qiblah from Jerusalem. Regulating on menstruation and divorce, it describes Ibrahim cutting up 4 birds which then miraculously flew back to him, and in another section seems to conflate Saul with Gideon. Ending with a prayer for forgiveness ending with “give us victory over the unbelievers,” it contains the famous Throne Verse Ayatul Kursi, describing God’s power. For 10 points name this surah named for an Israelite sacrifice of the title yellow animal, the longest chapter in the Koran.
ANSWER: The Cow Surah (or Al-Baqara or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents, which might include “Heifer”) 
10. Its perpetrator described it as one of “definitely the top 5 lows of your life” and described an “empty feeling.” With a section of this event unprecedented since a 1993 Nordiques game, it was foreshadowed by a 1st  period goal by Matt Bartkowski. Following a goal assisted by Jake Gardiner and Phil Kessel, it began at 9:18 to go with a wrist shot, followed by extra-man goals 31 seconds apart. Possible impetus for a trade involving Jonathan Bernier, it saw Horton, Lucic and Bergeron erase a lead, setting the stage for Bergeron to clinch the series. For 10 points, identify this reversal of an ice hockey game taking place on May 13, 2013, in which the Maple Leafs LOST EPICALLY.
ANSWER: The Collapse of a 4-1 lead in Game 7 of 2013 Bruins-Maple Leafs Series (or Equivalents, such as “The Collapse” or “James Reimer shitting the bed” or “making Jordan Palmer very, very happy”)
11. In Book 13 of The Odyssey Odysseus tells Athena he is from this polity, and claims to have killed Orsilochus from this place. Led in the Trojan War by Meriones and Idomeneus, another ruler from here who received advice from its Cave of Zeus was scalded to death after revealing a fugitive using a spiral shell and a thread-that inventor had earlier designed two mechanisms used to avenge Androgeus, a prince of this polity. Site of Heracles’s seventh labour, an abduction ending here led to the gifts Talos, Laelaps and an unerring javelin. For 10 points name this polity to which Europa was taken, home of a namesake bull, where Daedalus crafted a labyrinth for the Minotaur, ruled by Minos.    

ANSWER: Crete (or Knossos, I guess)
12. In one of his works, an animal killed by Berta is the basis for the murder of Bertita by four mentally handicapped brothers of the Mazzini-Ferraz family, while another story sees Alicia die under her husband Jordan’s care from a bloodsucking “living, viscous ball” concealed in the title location. In addition to “The Beheaded Chicken” and “The Feather Pillow,” this founder of The Consistory of the Gay Science wrote poetry in Coral Reefs and the play The Slaughtered, while one novel follows a love beginning when the girl Egle is 9 years old. For 10 points name the author of History of a Troubled Love, an early 20th century Uruguayan horror writer often compared to Poe.    
ANSWER: Horacio Silvestre Quiroga Forteza
13. Dunning described one leader of this name, the Ross Election and Waterford-Lidmore controversies, while Beatriz Acevedo discusses “imagery and leadership” in 2 depictions of another, who declared the Peace of Westphalia void. A third was born Antonio Pignatelli, banned the office Cardinal Nephew with the bull “Romanum decet Pontificarum,” appears in Browning’s The Ring and the Book, and according to Wikipedia “was the last pope to have a beard.” For 10 points name these 13 rulers, last ruling in 1724 CE, the first of whom ruled during Alaric’s sack of Rome, whose 10th was painted by Velasquez and Francis Bacon, with a name implying blamelessness. 
ANSWER: Pope Innocent (or Lothar or Lotario before “Acevedo” is read)
14. It contains phrases such as “I wanted to dig him out” and “she had a voice like an angel.” The New York Times called it “a subtle mix of sturdy tonality and anxious, stacked up orchestral chords spiked with shards of dissonance.” Its first recording, featuring the Brooklyn Youth Chorus, won 3 Grammys in 2005. Described by its composer as a “memory space,” it won the 2003 Pulitzer Prize for music. Lasting approximately 25 minutes and featuring recorded tape containing names as well as orchestral and choral involvement. For 10 points name this 2002 musical work ending with choral repetition of the word “light,” by John Adams regarding the 9/11 terror attacks. 

ANSWER: On the Transmigration of Souls 

15. Janse and Van Puijenbroek studied this effect in drainage ditches, where it led to predominance of floating duckweeds, while this effect notably impinges on China’s Lake Tai and the Gulf of Mexico where it has “destroyed fisheries.” Khan and Ansari define it as the “sum of the effects of the excessive growth of phytoplanktons,” pointing out that humans accelerate this natural process to the detriment of fishing and hydroelectric industries. For 10 points name this phenomenon caused by excessive human fertilization and emission of detergents, exemplified by the Cladaphora algal bloom of Lake Erie, in which excessive nitrogen and phosphorus in an ecosystem spur plant growth, killing fish from lack of oxygen, from the Greek for “well-nourished.” 
ANSWER: Eutrophication
16. Its founder Yang Jian implemented the Equal-field land system and the “rule of avoidance” preventing officials from serving in their hometown after conquering Nanjing with an eight-pronged assault, while this dynasty used Yuwen Kai to expand its capital at Daxing, built a second capital at Luoyang, and under Emperor Yang embarked on a trans-China project linking Yangzhou to Jiangsu province and Beijing. Defeats to the Champa in Vietnam and Eulji Mundeok of Goguryeo led to this group’s fall only 37 years after its founding. For 10 points name this Chinese Buddhist dynasty, led by Wen-di and Yang-di, reigning from 581-618 CE, constructors of the Grand Canal. 

ANSWER: Sui Dynasty  

17. He voices Wayne, who states “You eat lamb chops; it's the same thing!” after eating a flock of sheep and in another work defines irony as “idiots dancing on a plane to a song made famous by a band that died in a plane crash” after singing “He’s got the whole world in his hands” with a child. In addition to Garland Greene, he plays the third member of a bowling team with Sobchak and a titular character, and in another film his unfinished poem reads “The grass so green. Skies so blue. Spectre is really great!” For 10 points name this actor of Hotel Transylvania, Con Air, The Big Lebowski and Big Fish, Mr. Pink in Reservoir Dogs, fed into a woodchipper in 1996’s Fargo.
ANSWER: Steven Vincent “Steve” Buscemi
18. It is the site of Quttirnpaaq National Park. Located Northwest of Baffin Bay and South of the Lincoln Sea, this geographical entity, whose highest point is Barbeau Peak, is home to the settlement of Grise Fiord. Separated from Greenland by the Nares Strait, Cape Columbia on this island is the most Northerly point of Nunavut territory, and thus in this island’s country. Named in 1852 after Francis Egerton, the titular Earl, it features Lake Hazen, the largest lake in the Arctic circle, as well as the settlements of Eureka and Alert, the latter being the most Northerly settlement in the world. For 10 points name this Canadian island, 3rd largest in Canada and 10th largest in the world. 

ANSWER: Ellesmere Island   

19. Luzkow’s critique of him is titled for “revenge” of a process this man analyzed. His 2002 work Our Posthuman Future analyzes political implications of human bioengineering, while his 2004 article “Why I won’t vote for George Bush” compared neoconservatism to Leninism “returned as farce.” This author of America at the Crossroads and Trust: The Social Values and the Creation of Prosperity returned to his best-known topic in an essay subtitled “Can Liberal Democracy Survive the Decline of the Middle Class?” For 10 points, name this academic whose article “The Future of History” is a far cry from his 1992 declaration of final victory for liberal democracy, The End of History and the Last Man. 

ANSWER. Yoshihiro Francis Fukuyama  

20. This city’s Lingerie Football League team the Crush, have won 1 game all-time as of July 1 2013, while another team here won the 1976 Central Division under Coach of the Year Bill Fitch, but has never won an NBA championship. Its baseball team, initially called the Bluebirds, won the 1920 World Series, turned the only World Series triple play and has won its division a record 7 times, but the World Series only twice, while another team coached from 1991-96 by Bill Belichick lost back-to-back AFC Championship games to “The Drive” and “The Fumble” and has never won a Super Bowl. For 10 points name this city of losers, which lost its NHL team the Barons and LeBron James.  
ANSWER: Cleveland, Ohio
21. To the right of this painting’s main action a school of approximately 7 flying fish are depicted out of the water, while red and yellow streaks near its bottom imply blood. In the top left a 3-masted ship is visible against a grey sky, which its art gallery notes “signals hope and rescue,” but the central action is dominated by a dismasted ship out of Key West, surrounded by several large sharks. Stoically turned away, a black man with bare chest may be oblivious to a waterspout behind him in the top right. For 10 points name this vivid blue sea-painting inspired by artist Winslow Homer’s vacations to the Bahamas, in which a small boat is at the mercy of the titular phenomenon. 

ANSWER: The Gulf Stream
22. This figure described “Dysentry, homeless millions, tortured hearts, empty souls” in a poem titled “Under the World There’s A Lot of Ass.” He described his relative’s institutionalization in Greystone in a 1956 poem dedicated to her. Winning the National Book Award for The Fall of America, he published his last poem, “Things I’ll Not Do (Nostalgias)” in 1997 during liver cancer. Singing praise of Krishna on William Buckley’s show “The Firing Line” in 1968, this New Jersey beat poet may be best known for his work that uses the phrases “negro streets” and “starving hysterical naked” in its opening lines. For 10 points, name this poet, the writer of “Kaddish” and “Howl.”

ANSWER: Irwin Allen Ginsberg
23. This polity currently controls the uninhabited Pacific Clipperton Island, site of a disastrously failed Mexican colony, as well as Howe Island and the Cloudy Islands, located in its Atlantic Kerguelen Archipelago, near its islands of Amsterdam and St. Paul. Another of its colonies formerly consisted mainly of its territory Inini, and now contains a namesake Space Centre near the Equator. Mount Pelee catastrophically erupted on a Caribbean holding of this country in 1902, while another former colony saw cities such as Gonaives devastated by a 2010 earthquake. For 10 points, name this polity which controls Martinique, a namesake Guyana, and St. Pierre and Miquelon from Paris.
ANSWER: Republic of France (or French Republic or La France or République française)

24. A 2012 Alagona et al. paper described this entity’s history in the Santa Ynez river, where its “southern California” unit was listed under the Endangered Species Act in 1997, while a Docker and Heath British Columbia study found an anadromous type genetically identical and capable of  habitat switching. With species nomeclature, mykiss derived from a Kamchatkan word, it was introduced to the Great Lakes in 1895. This salmonid with IGFA world record of 48 pounds taken on Lake Diefenbaker hybridizes with Onchoryncus Clarki to produce the “cutbow.” For 10 points identify this fish identical to the ocean-going steelhead, a trout named for its vibrant colouring. 
ANSWER: Rainbow Trout (or Onchoryncus mykiss before “mykiss” or Steelhead before mentioned; Prompt on “Salmon Trout” or “Redband Trout”)

2. Identify the following about elements of chemistry, for 10 points each.

[10] This element, with two atoms in pyrolusite and also notably found in its ore Romanèchite, is a Group 7 transition metal. With atomic number 25, this element appears in the paint of the cave paintings at Lascaux, while this element toxic to humans is named for an ancient area of Greece.
ANSWER: Manganese (or Mn)

NOTE TO MODERATOR: KEEP READING. ESSENTIALLY, THIS BONUS IS BEING INTERRUPTED BY BONUS 3, BUT THE EXPLANATION SHOULD BE SELF-EXPLANATORY.
3. Pirates are attacking Bonus 2, coming after the manganese (and not respecting decorum, like pirates don’t)!!!!! The team NOT hearing Bonus #2 will hear the pirates bonus NOW (yes, it’s an interruption)-this will form their next bonus of the game.

Answer the following about pirates, some of them of the Caribbean, for 10 points each.

[10] Best known as one of Blackbeard’s flagships, this ship was initially the British ship Concord and then the French ship La Concorde de Nantes. Blackbeard actually used it for less than 1 year from 1717 to 1718, running it aground in North Carolina.
ANSWER: Queen Anne’s Revenge
[10] Although a caricature of this pirate appears at Disney’s ride, this guy was no joke. This captain of the Rebecca, the Fancy, and the Rose Pink is accused of various tortures including forcing one captured captain to eat his own cut-off lips. Never captured but assumed dead near Martinique in a storm in 1724, Arthur Conan Doyle described him as having “amazing and grotesque brutality” while the New York Times compared him to the Spanish Inquisition.

ANSWER: Edward “Ned” Low
[10] Some consider A General History of the Pyrates to be written by this writer under the pseudonym Charles Johnson. This 18th century writer’s attested to works include the piracy-themed Captain Singleton, as well as the saucy Memoirs of a Cavalier and Colonel Jack, whose title character is captured on the high seas by the French.
ANSWER: Daniel Defoe (or Daniel Foe)

NOW BACK TO BONUS 2.
[10] The university-student Zhu Ling is a celebrated case of this element’s poisoning. Highly toxic, this Group 13 post-transition metal is named for the Greek for “green shoot or twig” from its spectral line. Used in the electronics industry and previously in insecticides and rat poison, it is, together with Arsenic, known as “inheritance powder.”

ANSWER: Thallium (or Tl; DO NOT ACCEPT “Thulium” or “Thorium”)

[10] This largest class of rock-forming minerals constitutes approximately 90% of the Earth’s crust. Examples of this class include the asbestos minerals, emerald, and quartz, which is made up of this class’s two required elements.

ANSWER: Silicate minerals (Silicates)
4. Brendan McKendy is unimpressed with your tomfoolery and will now, in sober punishment, take you through equally sombre European poetry for 10 points each.

[10] Often concerned with things that are “for the people,” Brendan loves this German-Jewish poet of the Reisebilder, or Travel Pictures, collections, the satire Germany: A Winter’s Tale and the poem “The Lorelei,” who wrote of the titular figures “weav[ing] the shroud” of “Old Germany” in his “Silesian Weavers.” His poems were set to music by both Schubert and Schumann.
ANSWER: Christian Johann Heinrich Heine (commonly known as “Heinrich Heine”; or “Harry” Heine)
[10] Brendan dislikes drinking, but does not dislike this Arthur Rimbaud poem however, whose titular entity is freed by “gaudy redskins” and muses “I have dreamed of the green night of the dazzled snows/The kiss rising slowly to the eyes of the seas,/The circulation of undreamed-of saps,/And the yellow-blue awakenings of singing phosphorus!” on its aquatic trip. In 25 Alexandrine quatrains, its speaker “longs for Europe and its aged parapets.”
ANSWER: “The Drunken Boat” (or “Le Bateau ivre”)
[10] Brendan next exposes you to the depressing poetry of this country, one of whose poets wrote “The royal staircase will flush with shame/And because of a lusting mother/a black sun will rise” in collections such as Tristia and poems like “Lines on the Unknown Soldier.” In addition to Osip Mandelstam, another poet of this country wrote about cheery subjects like murderous statues and friend murders in “The Bronze Horseman” and “Eugene Onégin.”

ANSWER: Russia (or the Soviet Union, if they prefer)
5. Answer the following about a mathematical concept, for 10 points each. 

[10] The Mersenne type of these is one of these entities squared minus one. Euclid attempted successfully to show there are an infinite number, while Goldbach’s conjecture states that every even integer over 2 can be expressed as the sum of two of these. 

ANSWER: Prime numbers 

[10] This other type of prime number is found when a prime multiplied by two with 1 added is also prime. A set of these numbers where the last is not one is called a Cunningham Chain of the First kind. They are named after a pioneering French female mathematician. 

ANSWER: Sophie Germain primes 

[10] Also called Fermat pseudoprimes, these numbers meet the Fermat primality test but are not actually prime. First discovered by their American namesake, the smallest of these, which are composite positive integers n satisfying the congruence b to the n minus 1 congruent to 1 mod n for all integers b which are relatively prime to n. The smallest example is 561. 

ANSWER: Carmichael Numbers 

6. Follow intrepid guide and trust soon-to-be doctor Andrew Almas as HE DESTROYS ALL THE INVASIVE SPECIES OF ONTARIO EVER!!!! for 10 points each.

[10] Andrew is PARTICULARLY PASSIONATE about this introduced shrubby member of genus Rhamnus, which crowds out native trees and grows quickly and closely enough to stifle plant growth. A new study, which surprisingly got exposure in The Economist reveals that the leaves of this shrub contain emodin, a toxin, which harms frog species when the leaves fall off. Oh, and the habitat changes it creates are good for raccoons and coyotes to spread.

ANSWER: Common Buckthorn (or Purging Buckthorn or Rhamnus Cathartica or, because The Economist mistakenly called it that, European Buckthorn)

[10] Rumour has it Andrew once bare-knuckle boxed one of these evil, evil Great Lake invasive species of the genus Petromyzon for 12 rounds, eventually EATING ITS HEART. Essentially just hoses that attach to fish and then rasp away at its body with several rows of teeth and tongue, they are prevalent enough in Lake Ontario to have attacked Marilyn Bell on her swim, and if you see one you should KILL IT WITH FIRE.

ANSWER: Sea Lamprey (or Lamprey Eel, even though that’s not right or Petromyzon Marinus)

[10] No bonus would be complete without this scourge of the Fraxinus genus, rapidly spreading throughout North America. Named for its distinctive colour, this member of the genus Agrilus is the typical baby-on-airplane situation: the adults are harmless, but the larvae, using their namesake ability, threaten millions, if not billions, of trees.

ANSWER: Emerald Ash Borer (or Agrilus Planipennis)
7. Answer the following about Canadian literature, none of which is Margaret Atwood, for 10 points each.
[10] This Parsi-Canadian author of A Fine Balance and Such a Long Journey abandoned his publicity campaign for his novel Family Matters after being repeatedly subjected to American racial profiling while travelling. His other works include the collection Tales from Firozsha Bag and The Scream.
ANSWER: Rohinton Mistry
[10] This first novel of Guy Gavriel Kay's The Sarantine Mosaic is a fantasy retelling of the reign of Justinian, which is nevertheless amazing for studying real history (it simply changes the names of lots of historical people). Its title is an allusion to a Yeats poem.
ANSWER: Sailing to Sarantium
[10] Two Answers Required. Both Colin McDougall's short story “The Firing Squad” and Farley Mowat's And No Birds Sang are set in this place during this event, which is also the setting for the present-time action in Ondaatje's The English Patient.
ANSWER: World War II in Italy (Prompt on partial answer, prompt on "World War II in Europe")
8. A statue of him stands on Mactan Island, where he led a native force which defeated and killed Ferdinand Magellan. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this tribal chieftain of the Visayas, who became a Phillipine hero for this action. He is still featured on the shield of the National Police. 

ANSWER: Si Lapu Lapu (or Kali Pulako) 

[10] Executed in 1896 by the Spanish, this subsequent Filipino nationalist and author of Noli Me Tangere founded the Filipino League. A poet and writer of other works such as El Filibusterismo as well as a politician, he is considered a National Hero of the Phillipines despite never advocating for a unified independence struggle. 

ANSWER: José Protacio Mercado Alonzo y Realonda Rizal 

[10] This first President of an independent Philippines from 1897-1901 opposed the Americans, but was captured by American Frederick Funston. Later accepting both American and Japanese occupation of the islands, he did live to see full independence for his country. 

ANSWER: Emilio Aguinaldo y Famy 

9. Answer the following about animated comedy television shows, for 10 points each. 

[10] Following young child Brendon as he and his friends Melissa and Jason make the title entities, this show aired from 1999 to 2004 on the Cartoon Network, where it was part of “Adult Swim”. Early seasons involved “retroscripting”, whereby dialogue is largely improvised by the voice-actors. 

ANSWER: Home Movies  

[10] Appearing in “Squigglevision”, this other animated adult comedy ran from 1995-1999. Centering on the namesake medical professional, voiced by the comedian of the same name,  and his Jon Benjamin-voiced son Ben, it also used retroscripting. Stand-up comedians often guest-starred as patients. 

ANSWER: Dr. Katz, Professional Therapist 

[10] Both Home Movies and Dr. Katz, Professional Therapist featured appearances by this deceased stand-up comedian, playing characters including “The Pet Eulogist” and “Dr. Fizzel (Anger Management Counselor)” on Home Movies and appearing as a patient twice on Dr. Katz in Season 6. He may be best known for witty observations such as “people living on the 14th floor-you know what floor you’re really on” and a bit about the missing (fictional) Dufresne family. 

ANSWER: Mitchell “Mitch” Lee Hedberg 
10. Answer the following about murderous Mormons for 10 points each.

[10] Mormons of the “Nauvoo Legion” teamed up with some Paiute aboriginals to commit this September 1857 attack on the Baker-Fancher emigrants, heading to California. Although the massacre killed between 100 and 140 settlers, only one man, John D. Lee, was ever convicted of this atrocity in Utah, named after the area in which it occurred.

ANSWER: Mountain Meadows Massacre

[10] This polygamist and founder of the “Church of the Lamb of God” is estimated to have ordered/inspired over 25 killings, including ordering the killing of his brother Joel, rival sect leader Rulon Allred, and possibly his daughter Rebecca, who was killed by his followers. This charming specimen of humanity wrote a lengthy text in jail commanding his followers to kill specifically named individuals, which inspired murders past his 1981 death.
ANSWER: Ervil Morrell LeBaron
[10] LeBaron and other violent groups sometimes use this controversial doctrine first detailed by Brigham Young. Essentially, the belief is that some sins cannot be forgiven with mere repentance, needing this action, leading to “smoking incense” on the ground. It is sometimes cited for Mormon violence.
ANSWER: Blood Atonement (or slight wording/phrasing alterations)
11. Bill Driscoll and his friend Sam, calling themselves “Two Desperate Men,” attempt to obtain the titular prize from Ebeneezer Dorset but end up out $250. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this short story, set just outside of the town of Summit, where the narrator, whom the titular character dubs “Snake-Eye”, reflects that “It's an awful thing to hear a strong, desperate, fat man scream incontinently in a cave at daybreak.” 

ANSWER: “The Ransom of Red Chief” 

[10] In addition to writing “The Ransom of Red Chief”, this author also penned the ironic short stories “The Gift of the Magi”, in which a couple delivers mutually unusable gifts, and “The Cop and the Anthem”. A more heartwarming story is found in his “A Retrieved Reformation”, where an ex-criminal saves a young child at the cost of his freedom. 

ANSWER: O. Henry (or William Sydney Porter) 

[10] Another short story featuring a terrifying youth and dark humour is this one by Saki, in which 15 year-old Vera terrorizes Framton Nuttel. The story concludes, “Romance at short notice was her specialty.” 

ANSWER: “The Open Window” 
12. Answer the following about the philosophy of ethics through the centuries, for 10 points each.

[10] This early work set at the house of Polemarchus wades into ethical theory by stating that the best aim for mankind is the good, and tries to refute a suggestion made by Glaucon that anyone with an invisibility ring would no longer be constrained by ethics. Its author recommends heavy censorship of both poets and religion, as well as meritocratic authoritarian rule.

ANSWER: Plato’s The Republic (or Politeia; or just about anything like Constitution, since that’s what it means in Greek)

[10] Mankind sucks, but what are we to do? Jeremy Bentham proposed this type of prison for people’s “reform,” and it was adopted in Statesville, Pennsylvania-too bad, as Foucault points out in Discipline and Punish, its all-seeing gaze can extend beyond mere prisons into all types of institution…

ANSWER: The Panopticon
[10] And now on to the 21st century, where this influential British philosopher and pupil of Peter Singer, Chair of Practical Ethics at Oxford, has controversially argued, from a utilitarian perspective, for allowing doping in sports and withdrawing care from people with consciousness in permanent vegetative states. He has waded into transhumanism by editing Human Enhancement.

ANSWER: Julian Savulescu
13. It made headlines in April 2013 when its government announced plans to ban not only prostitution but also pornography. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this European nation, where the proposing party, the Social Democratic Alliance, was replaced in accordance with an April 27th election by the Progressive Party. Normally very liberal, this country with the first openly lesbian head of state from 2009-2013 had earlier heavily cracked down on strip club activities.

ANSWER: Republic of Iceland (or Lýðveldið Ísland)
[10] Because it would be mean to ask you more questions about Iceland, how about naming the case currently on reserve by the Supreme Court of Canada, in which the named dominatrix and two other sex workers constitutionally challenged Canada’s prostitution laws. So far they have been partially successful at 2 levels of court.

ANSWER: (Terri Jean) Bedford v. Canada
[10] Russia recently criminalized “homosexual propaganda,” a disturbing move that is in accordance with Vladimir Putin’s regime jailing several members of this protest punk band for blasphemy after they staged an impromptu protest concert in a Cathedral in February 2012. In  Soviet Russia, protest makes you!
ANSWER: Pussy Riot
14. Answer the following about ridiculous contemporary American celebrities, for 10 points each.

[10] Born to Kim Kardashian and Kanye West on June 15, 2013, it stands to reason that this poor child was given not only a ridiculous name but one that will make giving directions a source of endless amusement.
ANSWER: North West
[10] Also in the news recently is this elderly American female chef whose high-fat recipes are featured on her eponymous Home Cooking, Best Dishes and Party shows on the Food Network, which recently dropped her after she admitted to using racial slurs against black people.

ANSWER: Paula Ann Hiers Deen
[10] This American singer and noted Gigli star faced controversy after attending and performing at the 2013 birthday celebration of the dictator of Turkmenistan, where it is unclear what “from the block” would translate to.

ANSWER: Jennifer Lynn “J Lo” Lopez (or Muniz)
15. Jordan Palmer has successfully pretended all these years to be good at Canadian geography. Expose him as a fraud, for 10 points each:

[10] Jordan will get the easy question on Mt. Logan, Canada’s highest mountain, even adding disdainfully that it was almost renamed Mt. Trudeau. However, he is powerless to name this second-highest Canadian mountain, found in the same range as Mt. Logan. On Alaska’s border, it is the second-highest mountain in the U.S.A. as well.

ANSWER: Mount Saint Elias (Yaas'éit'aa Shaa or Shaa Tléin or Boundary Peak 186)

[10] Jordan often pontificates about how he’s been to northern Ontario, but he had to look up this largest island in James Bay, administered by Nunavut. It is seasonally inhabited by the Attawapiskat First Nation.

ANSWER: Akimiski Island  
[10] Jordan is in Ben Smith’s debt for pointing out that Ottawa actually has three rivers, whereas Trois-Rivières only has 2, including the Saint-Lawrence. Name the other river, which also gives its name to the surrounding region.
ANSWER: Saint-Maurice River (or Rivière Saint-Maurice)
16. Identify the following countries based on their currency, for 15 points each. If you need the current leader of the country, you’ll get 10. If you need more clues about the country, you’ll get 5 (NOTE TO MODERATOR: DO NOT READ ANSWER UNTIL AFTER C, IF IT IS NOT GIVEN CORRECTLY).
A. For Fifteen Points, What Country Uses the Lek as its currency. 1 Lek equals 100 qindarka.

B. For 10 points, this country is currently led by President Bujar Nishani and Prime Minister Sali Berisha.

C. For five points, a former ruler of this Islamic country, Enver Hoxha, attempted to enforce communist secularism by force-feeding children candy during Ramadan. It is bordered by Kosovo, where the majority shares an ethnicity with this NATO member.

ANSWER: Republic of Albania (or Republika e Shqipërisë or Shqipëri/Shqipëria or Shqipni/Shqipnia)
A. For Fifteen Points, What Country Uses the Rufiiya, subdivided into 100 laari.
B. For Ten Points, this Country is led by President Mohammed Waheed Hassan with Vice President Mohammed Waheed Deen. Until February 2012 it was run by President Mohamed Nasheed, which this polity now seeks to arrest.
C. For Five Points, this archipelago nation in the Laccadive Sea of the Indian Ocean gained its independence from Britain in 1965. With capital located on Malé Atoll, this smallest Asian nation in terms of both territory and population is severely threatened by rising ocean levels.
ANSWER: Republic of the Maldives (or Dhivehi Raajjeyge Jumhooriyya or Maldive Islands)
17. Identify the following captains of the Star Trek universe, for 10 points each.
[10] In de facto command of a Romulan warbird in TNG's episode “Face of the Enemy,” this half-Betazoid empath and counselor of the USS Enterprise-D also captains the Enterprise as ranking bridge-officer after it is hit by a quantum filament in the episode “Disaster.”
ANSWER: Deanna Troi (Counselor is fine; She's also a Lieutenant-Commander by the end of the series)
[10] This actor notably flagrantly cheats in the Kobayashi Maru test and fights evil-Sherlock-in-space Benedict Cumberbatch in JJ Abrams’s new movies Star Trek and Star Trek: Into Darkness where he plays alternate-universe James T. Kirk.
ANSWER: Christopher “Chris” Whitelaw Pine
[10] After a Breen energy weapon destroyed the USS Defiant in season 7 of Star Trek: Deep Space Nine, its captain Benjamin Sisko is granted command of this ship, with special dispensation to change its name to "Defiant." Although identical in outward appearance, its crewmember Dr. Bashir remarks that he "hates the carpet," while its crewmember Nog describes it as “a little sluggish.”
ANSWER: USS Sao Paulo (or NCC-75633)

18. On June 22, 1813, this mother of 5 walked approximately 27 kilometres to warn James FitzGibbon of an impending American attack from Fort George. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Canadian heroine of the War of 1812, whose warning allowed the British to prepare their outpost near Thorold, Ontario. Recognized for her effort with a gift of 100 pounds from the Prince of Wales in 1860, this woman described by FitzGibbon as “of slender frame and delicate appearance” is in no way affiliated with an identically-named Canadian chocolate company.

ANSWER: Laura Secord (or Ingersoll)

[10] Secord’s information presaged this June 24, 1813 battle, in which the now-prepared British under FitzGibbon were able to surround and capture a force of 500 Americans under Colonel Charles Boerstler. Despite its name, the “battle” consisted mainly of a skirmish between Mohawk warriors and the Americans at the namesake landmark, near where the British forces were encamped.
ANSWER: Battle of Beaver Dams
[10] The commander who had sent out Boerstler’s force, Brigadier General John Boyd, was also a loser at this November 11, 1813 battle of the St. Lawrence campaign, in which Boyd’s superiors Wilkinson and Lewis were unable to command. Despite numerical superiority, the American force was repulsed, a tactical victory blunting the American advance on Montreal. The site is now submerged as a result of the creation of the St. Lawrence Seaway.
ANSWER: Battle of Crysler’s Farm (or Field)
19. Answer the following on physics discoveries and paradoxes, for 10 points each. 

[10] Designed by its namesake to show a theoretical problem with the Second Law of Thermodynamics, this sentient being, placed in a chamber between hot and cold particles, controls a lever and only allows similar molecules to pass through to similar molecules, thus decreasing entropy. 

ANSWER: Maxwell’s Demon 

[10] With solution originally described by Kane and Scher in 1969, this “problem” consists of how a certain entity can “right” itself in air without violating the law of conservation of angular momentum. Solved by modeling the entity as 2 cylinders, its secret is that the namesake is not a “rigid body.” 

ANSWER: Falling Cat Problem (or Cat Righting Problem or clear-knowledge equivalents) 

[10] Named after the 1963 Nobel Laureate in Physics, this more recent thought experiment describes the observation of the Schrodinger’s Cat experiment by the namesake associate, who then reports, changing the state of mind. Its use 

is in the quantum mind/body dualism problem, and can be used to explore whether measuring a result invariably creates the result. 

ANSWER: Wigner’s Friend  

20. Answer the following about the Supreme Court of Canada and its relation to modern Canadian society, for 10 points each.
[10] This current Chief Justice since 2000 and first female Chief Justice gave Royal Assent to the Civil Marriage Act, legalizing same-sex marriage in Canada, in 2005 while Governor General Adrienne Clarkson underwent cardiac surgery. A native of Pincher Creek, Alberta, she has authored controversial judgments striking down a rape-shield law and allowing fictional child pornography for public use in R. v. Sharpe.
ANSWER: Beverly McLachlin (or Beverly Gietz)
[10] Frederic Bastien has recently alleged that then-Chief Justice Bora Laskin inappropriately provided confidential details of deliberations during the federal government's attempt to do this, which the Supreme Court upheld. This process was solidified by the UK's Canada Act, and Queen Elizabeth II signing something in Ottawa in 1982.
ANSWER: Patriation of the Canadian Constitution (or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents)
[10] In the 2003 case of R. v. Malmo-Levine, the court was asked to incorporate this utilitarian legal concept into Constitutional Criminal law, and was asked to therefore strike down marijuana criminalization. The majority refused, ruling that “There Is No Sufficient Consensus that [this Principle] Is Vital or Fundamental to Our Societal Notion of Criminal Justice.”
ANSWER: The Harm Principle

21. Identify the following things about musicals from descriptions, for 10 points each.

[10] This musical contains the song “Where I Want to Be” in which Molokov laments “running all my life and never looking back/ in case there’s someone right behind to shoot me down/and say he always knew I’d fall.” Better known songs from this musical include “I Know Him So Well,” and “One Night in Bangkok” sung by former American champion Freddie Trumper.
ANSWER: Chess 

[10] This duo’s “Savoy Operas” include Trial by Jury, Iolanthe, and Ruddigore. Oh, ok, they also wrote the songs “Three Little Maids From School Are We,” “I am the very model of a modern Major-General” and “A Many Years Ago,” the last revealing the plot twist in their H.M.S. Pinafore.
ANSWER: William Schwenk Gilbert and Arthur Sullivan
[10] This “mystery cat” and “master criminal” of Andrew Lloyd Webber’s Cats is likely inspired by Professor Moriarty. Called the “hidden paw,” he always has an alibi, and one or two to spare, and “when you think he’s half asleep-He’s always wide-awake!”

ANSWER: Macavity the Mystery-Cat

22. Answer the following about everyone’s favourite quizbowl prep, Kate Beaton’s webcomic Hark, A Vagrant! for 10 points each.
[10] Beaton sometimes portrays this insanely cute hoofed mammal, shown performing tasks for the king such as making the wizard “kind of depressed” by eating his dahlias and “emasculating [his] son in front of a rival” which is not what the king had in mind. There is even a webcomic of this entity as a contract killer.

ANSWER: Fat Shetland Pony (or Clear-Knowledge Equivalents)

[10] Beaton has fictionalized Dr. Sara Baker’s interactions with this historical character, described in the webcomic as “so grouchy” and “the grouchiest.” In real life a cook, Beaton has portrayed her offering “Lick your face clean, only 5 cents” and in comments contrasts this figure’s “pain in the ass” with “you can’t just walk around making people sick!” 
ANSWER: “Typhoid Mary” Mallon (Accept Either)

[10] Beaton has also drawn this mythical couple eating ice cream together, discussing Teen Moms 2 and a painting of themselves, and with one character complaining “you never seduce me anymore.” In the final frame, a woman uncontrolledly riding a bull is visible in the background.

ANSWER: Leda and the Swan (or Leda and Zeus)  
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
