Questions by University of Missouri‑Rolla

1.  Born in 1812 at Lanport, Portsmouth, he soon became a newspaper critic and reporter, engaged on the Mirror of Parliament and the True Sun, as well as the Morning Chronicle, where he began his pseudonymed work.  After he had achieved fame, he wrote The Strange Gentleman, a farce, and moved on to write a story about a gentleman's club.  He then became editor of Bentley's Magazine and wrote many other novels for which he has won acclaim.  For ten points, name this author of "Sketches by Boz."



Answer: Charles Dickens
2. Probably the richest Roman of his day, Plutarch estimated his net worth at over 7,000 talents.  Throughout his life he tried to use his wealth to achieve a more powerful position in Roman society through the government and the military.  As praetor, he defeated Spartacus's revolt in 71 BC at the battle of Lucania and this success led to him being named co‑consul with his rival Pompey.  For ten points, name this man who bankrolled Julius Caesar's early political career and who formed the First Triumvirate with Caesar and Pompey.



Answer: Crassus Lucius Licinius

3. In the book of Genesis in the Bible, God tells Abraham he will have an heir in spite of the fact that his wife, Sarah can no longer have children.  Abraham does not wait for further instruction from God and had a child of this name with a servant, Haggar.  For ten points name this man from whom Arabs believe they are descended and whose name is probably more commonly associated with Moby Dick.



Answer: Ishmael
4.  Originally called Paul Morel, it follows the story of Gertrude and Walter Morel and their children Annie, Paul, William, and Arthur.  Gertrude begins to love the children more than her husband, and her sons devote their souls to her.  William commits suicide after lack of luck with women, and Paul wishes for Death after his mother falls ill and dies.  For ten points, name this novel by D. H. Lawrence.



Answer: Sons and Lovers
5. He was born McKinley Morganfield in a small Mississippi town in 1915.  After learning to play harmonica and guitar in his teens, he moved to Chicago in the mid‑1940s and soon thereafter began recording on the Chess label.  His early records include "Rollin' and Tumblin'" and "I Can't Be Satisfied", but he is better known for later works like "Rolling Stone" and "Hoochie Coochie Man."  FTP, name this king of Chicago blues. 



Answer: Muddy Waters
6.  One of its regions, named Cydonia, sports 5 sided pyramids  and a seemingly‑sculpted human face.  Its other less notable features include gravity 1/10 as powerful as Earth, the tallest volcano in the Solar System, and the ice caps which may harbor life.  For ten points, name this planet and home to little green men.



Answer:Mars
7.  A major Italian architect for whom a movement is named, his Four Books of Architecture greatly influenced architects throughout the U.S. and Europe.  His highly symmetrical designs  include Teatro Olympico and Il Redenfore.  For ten points, name this Vicenzan architect of the Villa Rotunda. 



Answer: Andrea Palladio
8.  It begins in Huyden Creek, Otsego County, New York, and flows 447 miles zig‑zagging southward through Pennsylvania until it flows past Harrisburg and out to the Chesapeake Bay.  For ten points, name this largest water contributor to Chesapeake Bay. 



Answer:Susquehanna River

9. He made a physician and served as personal physician to Elizabeth I starting in 1573.  He made a significant contribution to the field of geology in 1600.  For ten points, name this man who was the force to use the term electricity and who demonstrated that the earth was a magnet in his book De Magnete.



Answer: William Gilbert
10. He was deposed as governor in 1861 after refusing to swear an oath of allegiance to the Confederacy.  This seems awfully arbitrary considering all the man had done for his state.  He had served as senator from 1846‑1849 and governor starting in 1859.  Of course, he is even more famous as a statesman for helping his state join the union in 1845 and as a military man for winning the 1836 battle of San Jacinto against Santa Ana to bring an end to the War For Texas Independence.  For ten points name this famous Texan for whom a southern Texas city is named.



Answer: Sam Houston
11. The told Heracles how to extract from their father the information he needed about the route to the land of the Hesperides, were present at the freeing of Andromeda by Perseus, and wept for the deaths of Achilles and Patroclus with their sister Thetis.  They included Amphitrite, Galatea, Orithya and lived on the bottom of the sea, spending their time weaving, spinning and singing.  For 10 points, identify these sea nymphs, the daughters of Doris and the granddaughters of Oceanus.



Answer: Nereids
12.  Buried in the Protestant Cemetery near the Pyramid of Caius Cestius in Rome, his tombstone reads "Here lies one whose name was writ in water."  His 4 year battle with tuberculosis did not hinder him from writing some of his best work, including plays like "King Stephen," narratives like "The Eve of St. Agnes" and well‑known odes.  For ten points, name this poet of "Ode on a Grecian Urn."



Answer: John Keats
13. Beginning in the eleventh century, this country ruled a large empire which included the Faeroe Islands, Greenland and Iceland.  In the fourteenth century, it gained even more territory, but  lost control of England in 1387 because the people revolted against the rule of this "rotten" foreign power.  For ten points, name this Scandinavian country for which Queen Margaret formed the Kalmar Union in 1397 uniting her country with Sweden and Norway under one monarchy.



Answer: Denmark
14.  Born in 1826, this German mathematician was one of the greatest of the nineteenth century.  Despite his talents, he spent most of his life in poverty and died of tuberculosis at age 39.  Although he published little of his work, he helped to lay the foundations of modern topology, and in 1854 he delivered a famous lecture at the University of Gottingen in which he presented a generalization of Euclidean and non‑Euclidean geometries, a concept which later served as the framework for Einstein's general theory of relativity.  FTP, give the name this mathematician whose is probably most frequently identified with his representation of an integral as an infinite series.



Answer: Bernhard Riemann
15.  This German, an exponent of the Epic theatre, wanted to make people first think deeply, then feel strongly about the events they saw.  In his plays like "In the Jungle of Cities", "Galileo", and "The Good Woman of Sechuan", dramas were filled with paradoxes.  For ten points, name this playwright of "The Threepenny Opera"



Answer: Bertoldt Brecht
16. It was this city that lent its name to the laws proclaimed on September 15, 1935 depriving Jewish residents of Germany of the rights of citizenship.   Some ten years later, it was the scene of the sensational war crimes tribunal where twenty-four leading Nazis were tried and twelve put to death.  For 10 points, identify this city in SE Germany.



Answer: Nuremburg

17. This early twentieth‑century scientist was among the first pioneers of chemical thermodynamics.  Among his contributions are the concepts of activity, fugacity, and partial molar quantities, and an exact formulation of the Nernst equation to describe electrochemical potential.  FTP, name this great American chemist who is best known for his definition of acids and bases and for the electron‑dot formulas which bear his name.  



Answer: Gilbert N. Lewis
18.  His most successful opera, and the most successful opera of all time, was written in the year of his death.  Though critics called it unmelodic and trite, fans ever since have made "Outside the Wall of Sevilla" one of the most popular and recognizable arias of all time.  His other two operas included The Fair Maid of Perth and The Pearl Fishers. For ten points, name this composer of Carmen.



Answer: Georges Bizet
19. This is an economic term that is often called the happiness barometer.  Although it is really a mythical quantity, economists have given it a unit and the term is defined as the amount of satisfaction produced by a consumer good.  For ten points, name this economic term which in common usage describes water and power companies.

20. This man, born in Hales Ford, VA. in 1859, was educated at the Hampton Institute, a school for former slaves in Virginia.  He overcame his humble origins as a freed slave, not to mention having a middle name like Taliaferro, on his way to achieving greatness in the field of education.  For ten points, name this great American who was principal of the Tuskegee Institute.

welfare of society on the whole.  FTP, name this fundamental premise which was used by Adam Smith in 1776 to explain division of labor and the benefits of specialization.

Although the ancients didn't know much about non‑ideal solutions or Raoult's (RAY‑yools) Law, they did know that successive distillations of an alcohol‑water mixture could not completely separate the two liquid components.  One product would be a pure liquid, but the other product would be a special kind of solution whose name means "to boil unchanged."  FTP, what name is given to this type of solution whose vapor phase has the same composition as that of its liquid phase?

26. Born on October 15, 1844 in Rocken in Prussian Saxony, he began writing a long series of works expounding upon his revolutionary philosophy.  He felt giving unbridled freedom to the struggle for existence would lead to developed the ideal of the "overman", one who will seek only his own power and  pleasure.  For ten points name this philosopher who gained fame for his rejection of Christian theology with statements like "God is dead."



Answer: Friedrich Wilhem Nietzsche
The Nobel Committee awarded his Literature Prize for "dramatic works of vital energy, sincerity and intensity of feeling, stamped with an original conception of tragedy,"  though that assessment has often brought disagreement from critics.  This award was a complement to the four Pulitzer prizes he obtained for his plays Beyond the Horizon, Strange Interlude, Anna Christie and A Long Day's Journey Into Night.  For ten Points, name this playwright of The Iceman Cometh.
