20. He had only 315 men under his command when he fought his first battle, at Badr (Baw-der). He blamed the Jews for his loss at the Battle of Uhud (Ooh-hood), two years later. Though not often mentioned as a military genius he had a natural gift for command and proved an able general. By 627, his army had grown to 1,000, and was able to defeat the larger forces of his cousin, Abu Sutyan in the Battle of the Trench. FTP, name this leader, a former Quraysh (cur-a-ish) merchant, who in 630, succeeded capturing his home city, Mecca.

It is also believed that he discovered much of the geometry later included in Euclid's Elements. He discovered three  chemical elements--cerium, selenium and thorium and did outstanding experimental work in measuring atomic weights.
