His book New Britain, My Vision of a Young Country  includes key speeches on the economy, social policy, education, arts and constitutional issues.  For ten points, name this man, now Prime Minister of Great Britain.

2. His importance as a writer lay in breaking down formula approaches, especially in his stories, and his influence on other writers. For ten points, who is this author of "Kit Brandon", the collection of short stories entitled "The Triumph of the Egg", "Poor White", "Puzzled America", "Dark Laughter", "A Story Teller's Story", "Mid-America Chants", "Marching Men", "Windy McPherson's Son", and "Winesburg, Ohio"? 


Answer:	Sherwood Anderson


3. He replaced paper with attached cards, each of which carried a separate pattern. The cards were mounted on belts, rotating around a prism, and a cylinder went through the holes on the card, pulling thread with it.  To extend a pattern, a weaver only needed to add more cards.  Thus was born the punched card system later adapted to riveting machines and ultimately computers.  For ten points, name the French silkweaver who improved upon Vaucanson’s and other’s loom technologies in 1800?


Answer: 	Jacquard, Joseph Marie  (accept Jacquard’s Loom)


4. His church of San Lorenzo in Florence, in 1423, was made strictly according to the principles of perspective, with a vanishing point and focal center of the building as viewed from the entrance in the holy tabernacle on the altar.  His dome on the Florence Cathedral dwarfed the rest of the city and provided a noted landmark.  For ten points, who is this artist who first applied perspective with the Baptistery of the Florence catherdal


Answer:	Filippo Brunelleschi


5. Downtown Buffalo has the same street pattern as Wahington D.C., so this President from Buffalo should not have gotten lost while walking about. In the election of 1856 he ran on the nativist "Know-Nothing" platform, but you will demonstrate you know something and earn ten points if you can identify the man H. L. Mencken satirically attributed as the first to place a bathtub in the White House.

6. Donald Davidson, Merrill Moore, Allen Tate, and Robert Penn Warren all followed John Crowe Ransom, author of the study "The New Criticism".  For ten points, what collective name was given to this group of authors? 


Answer: 	Vanderbilt Fugitives  (or The Agrarians) (prompt on early buzz with New Criticism, etc.)


7. During experiments to observe the way bodies gave off energy, Max Planck discoverd that energy was given off not in a continuous manner but in small units or packets of energy.  Planck gave them, for ten points, what term, for the small indivisible unit which was constant in relation to the frequency of the energy wave.


Answer:	Quanta or Quantum


8. It grew by copying every text entering the port city which housed it.  While it is unclear when it burned down, almost all of its contents were lost, some 700,000 texts at the time of Julius Caesar. Some which survived were the popular texts which were frequently copied, such as Ptolemy’s astronomical tables, whch were drafted at for ten points what library?


Answer: 	The Library of Alexandria


9. "The Scornful Lady" (1610), "The Maid's Tragedy" (1611), "The Knight of the Burning Pestle" (1613), "Cupid's Revenge" (1615), "The Triumph of Honor and The Triumph of Love" (1617), "A King and No King" (1619), and "Philaster, or Love Lies Bleeding" (1620) were all, for ten points, written by what two men, who on occassion collaborated with Shakespeare?

10. This term describes the state and form of monarchies in 17th and 18th century Europe, suceeding the feudal era and a precursor to industrial era.  In this regime, rulers are unconstrained by custom or the rule of law and the exercise of power is arbitrary.   Perry Anderson, describing is lineages, suggests it acts as a filter to capitalism only where it is associated with Western Europe.  FTP name this term associated with the divine right of kings and Lord Acton's famous dictum.


Answer:	Absolutism (absolute power, etc)


11. It may have been developed in the 2nd century B.C.E. in northern India with a loop around the big toe of the rider, and then it migrated to the Chinese, Arabs, and Persians in the first millenium.  This device is credited with aiding the Norman victory at the 1066 Battle of Hastings, and is apparent in the Bayeaux Tapestry illustrating the event. On William’s shocktroop cavalry, the right arm contained a lance, the left a body-long shield, but the foot was in, for ten points, what device which kept the body from falling off the horse when contact was made.


Answer: 	The Stirrup


12. The libretto of the comic opera "The Chocolate Soldier" by Oskar Strauss was unofficially based on this Shaw play. Set in Bulgaria, the title takes its name from the first line of The Aeneid "Arma Virumque cano". For ten points, what is this Shavian work satirizing romantic attitudes about war? 


Answer: 	Arms and the Man


13. Demonstrated in a 1795 experiment by the namesake scientist using a torsion balance, for ten points what law states that the forces of electricity and magnetism are inversely proportion to the square of the distance from source?


Answer:	Charles de Coulomb’s Law


14. This book utilized four basic rules for argument and investigation “Use systematic doubt and question everything. Learn the differences between statements of rational proof and those merely of persuasion. Be precise in use of words and expect precision from others. Watch for error, even in the Holy Scripture.”  The last in particular was extrordinary for the twelfth century, and was applied to its investigation of 168 Bible statements, some of which were inconsistent.  For ten points what  is this book whose author, Pierre Abelard, was condemned by St. Bernard of Clairvaux?

In spite of a series of most distressing adventures, including unsuccessful hanging by the inquisition, he is an optimistic philosopher who holds that all is for the best in the best of all possible worlds. He is brought to realize that to be happy, man must work and must cultivate his garden. For ten points who is this character, a satire of Leibniz, a Doctor in Voltaire's Candide?

17. In 1608, a Dutch spectacle maker offered this military invention to the Dutch government, which was dubbed a “Looker”.  While technically feasible for three hundred years, it was not needed until the cannon and gunpowder increased the distance between opposing forces. For ten points, what is this device for which Prince Maurice of Nassau awarded a prize of 900 florins to the inventor, Hans Lippershey?


Answer:	 Telescope


18. A German composer, organist, and choirmaster of the eighteenth century, he is commonly considered the greatest composer of the Baroque era. FTP Who composed the "Toccata and Fugue in D-minor for organ", an arrangement of the hymn "Jesu, Joy of Man's Desiring," for chorus and orchestra, and the six "Brandenburg Concertos."? 


Answer:	Johann Sebastian Bach


19. First discovered by the Lydians in the Pactolus river, it enabled a standard quality monetary metal by ensuring its truth.  Made of schist, on it pure gold leaves yellow streaks, while combinations of gold with other metals leaves different colors.  For ten points, name this stone which lends its name to a movie studio?

2. 	(20) After distinguishing himself at Ticonderoga and Saratoga, he was placed in charge of West Point, and in 1780 as Chief Engineer of the Southern Army under Greene he served with merit so in 1783 was made a Brigadier General 


3. 	(10) Bored after the war, he returned to Poland, and in 1789 was placed in their charge, in time to lose to Russia. In 1794 he was made dictator, noted for his liberalism, but was captured by the Russians. He was released to return to America, where he purchased slaves to set them free.
