1. According to tradition, he joined a conspiracy against the tyrant Nearchus, but was arrested and put to torture.  Rather than reveal the names of his friends, he bit off his own tongue while on the rack, and spit it in the face of the tyrant.  At this point, Nearchus ordered him mashed to death in a giant mortar.  So ended the career of a man who is credited with inventing the dialectic, and who succeeded Parmenedies as head of the Eleatic school.  FTP, name this Greek philosopher, best remembered for his set of paradoxes.

Answer: _Zeno_ of Elea



2. This phenomenon was predicted by the Rayleigh-Jeans formula, according to which a black body should produce radiation of infinite energy as the wavelength of its shortest waves approached zero.  In reality, of course, it does not exist, although it is impossible to explain its nonexistence using classical mechanics alone.  FTP, name this dangerous-sounding effect, a riddle which was not explained until Max Planck introduced quantum theory.

Answer: The _ultraviolet catastrophe_



3. Born in Independence, Kansas, this man taught and was a critic for the St. Louis Star-Times before being encourage to write plays by Tennessee Williams. He wrote the two novels _Good Luck, Miss Wyckoff_ and _My Son Is a Splendid Driver_, before dying in 1973. FTP, who is this playwright of _Farther Off From Heaven_, _Bus Stop_, and _Come Back, Little Sheba_?

Answer: William Motter _Inge_



4. In 1671, its vault was the site of a famous attempted robbery by Thomas Blood.  From 1250 to 1835 it was the home of what would later become the London Zoo, and until 1509 it was the principal

residence of almost every English monarch.  But it is perhaps best known as the temporary home of such celebrities as Rudolf Hess, Thomas More, Walter Raleigh, and Anne Boleyn.  FTP, name this

London landmark famous for its Beefeaters and ravens.

answer: _Tower of London_



5. His film resume reads like a list of Troy McClure movies: "Cattle Queen of Montana," "Girls on Probation," "Angels Wash Their Faces," "Code of the Secret Service," "Nine Lives are Not Enough,"

"She's Working Her Way Through College," and "Hellcats of the Navy," in which he starred opposite an actress then known as Nancy Davis.  FTP, name this very well-known actor whose most famous role

was in "Bedtime for Bonzo."

Answer: Ronald _Reagan_



6. The son of a noted historian, he was a classmate of Alfred, Lord Tennyson at Trinity College.  His exact relationship with the poet is still shrouded in mystery, however, since his father burned all

of Tennyson's letters to him and Tennyson's son burned all of his letters to Tennyson.  Other than this, the one notable thing he did in his life was to take a trip to Hungary in 1833, during which he caught a fatal case of apoplexy, a death which would give him literary immortality seventeen years later.  FTP, name this man, who was the A.H.H. of Tennyson's poem _In Memoriam_.

Answer: Arthur _Hallam_ (prompt on "A.H.H.")



7. Barred from practicing his specialty after World War II, he spent the next fifteen years as a designer of sewing machines.  However, in his old age he was allowed to return to the field that made him famous, and shortly before his death he designed the Torpedo fighter for NATO as well as several civilian airbus models. FTP, name this engineer who designed Nazi Germany's best fighter planes, as well as the world's first operational jet aircraft.

Answer: Willy _Messerschmitt_



8. At fifteen, he ran away from home and joined the Cherokees, who gave him the name Ko-loh-neh, or "Young Raven."  By eighteen, the Cherokees were starting to call him Oo-tse-tee Ar-dee-tah-skee, or

"Big Stinking Drunk," and he decided to return home.  Entering politics as a protege of Andrew Jackson, he was first a congressman and then governor of Tennessee, but resigned under mysterious personal circumstances in 1829.  FTP, name this man who moved to Texas in 1833 and won the battle of San Jacinto three years later.

Answer: Sam _Houston_



9. It begins at Anchor Cay in the Torres Strait and ends some 1,250 miles to south at Lady Elliot Island, a sand cay that lies exactly at the point where the ocean becomes too cold for coral polyps to survive.  FTP, name this living 80,000 square mile object, located in the Pacific Ocean off the coast of Queensland, Australia.

Answer: The _Great Barrier Reef_



10. One of the many junior officers who rose to prominence during the conquest of Britain, his career suffered a seemingly fatal setback when he fell asleep at one of Nero's poetry readings.  However, he was later rehabilitated and sent to crush the Jewish revolt of A.D. 66, which gave him control of the most powerful army in the empire at the time of Nero's death.  FTP, name this founder of the Flavian dynasty whose reign ended the year of four emperors.

Answer: _Vespasian_ (Titus Flavius Vespasianus)



11. "P or Q" is written "pqA." "3 plus 5" is written "3 5 +," while "three times the sum six plus five" is "3 5 6 + x."  This system is most often used in computing programming, where the fact that the

operator is stored last means that it can be retrieved first to determine the next operation.  FTP, name this mathematical and logical notation, which dispenses with the need for brackets by entering all operators after their arguments.

Answer: _Reverse Polish_ or _Postfix_ notation



12. Essentially a British imitation of Italy's futurist movement, this group ceased to exist after 1915, when World War I halted the run of its influential periodical _Blast_ after just two issues.  The leading artists connected with it were Edward Wadsworth, Jacob Epstein, and Henri Gaudier-Brzeska, but much better-remembered are the writers who joined it, including Rebecca West and Ezra Pound. 

FTP, name this short-lived art movement led by Wyndham Lewis.

Answer: _Vorticism_



13. His career as a physical chemist got off to a rough start: he lost an eye after one of his experiments exploded, and on another occasion he nearly died of arsenic poisoning.  However, he went on to become one of the great experimenters of the nineteenth century, best known for his work with Kirchhoff which led to the discovery of cesium and rubidium.  FTP, name this pioneer of spectroscopy, who lent his name to a type of laboratory burner.

Answer: Robert Wilhelm von _Bunsen_



14. He had some legal problems with his tenants in the 1830s, and became so embittered over the experience that many of his later works, including _The Monikins_, _Home As Found_, and _The American Democrat_, are nothing more than political polemics about the oppressed plight of wealthy landlords.  FTP, name this man better known for writing a _History of the United States Navy_, as well as

adventure novels like _The Pilot_, _The Spy_, _The Pioneers_, and _The Last of the Mohicans_.

Answer: James Fenimore _Cooper_



15. The brother of Bias, he cured the impotence of Iphiclus, whose son would become the first man to die in the Trojan War. While a small boy, he found a dead female serpent, which he buried and whose young he cared for. The grateful young snakes licked his ears and thus purified them. FTP, who is this prophet who could understand the language of animals, which saved him when he was locked in a rickety hut for stealing the cattle of Phylacus?

Answer: _Melampus_



16. In the beginning, there was only the sun, which was surrounded by a vast rotating atmosphere about the size of our present day solar system.  Later, this atmosphere coalesced into narrow bands around the sun's equatorial axis, which in turn formed the planets; the process was repeated with each planetary atmosphere to form the moons.  FTP, name this early hypothesis of planetary evolution,

which was devised independently by Laplace and Immanuel Kant.

Answer: The _Nebular_ Hypothesis



17. The title character is a wealthy Jewish landowner who enjoys a social respectability forever denied to his wife, a former prostitute.  The other main plots lines, both of which take place years later, involve the rise of the nouveau-riche Verdurin family and the narrator's love for Gilberte, the daughter of the title

character.  FTP, identify this book which begins with a long "Overture" and includes the most famous pastry in French literature, the first volume of Proust's _Remembrance of Things Past_.

Answer: _Swann's Way_ (Du Cote de chez Swann)



18. This composer married the young painter Jelka Rosen in 1903, and moved to France. During the last six years of his life, he gradually succumbed to syphilis, and was helped in his work by his amanuensis, Eric Fenby. His works include the fantasy overture _Over the Hills and Far Away_  and _Songs of Farewell_, and his opera _Koanga_ borrows ideas from the earlier _Florida Suite_. FTP, who is this English composer of _Sea Drift_ and _A Village Romeo and Juliet_?

Answer: Frederick _Delius_



19. Its third and least-important member was North Yemen, which joined in 1962 and withdrew in 1967 after its civil war was settled in favor of an anti-Nasser faction.  Of more consequence was the departure of Syria, which seceded in 1961, although Egypt kept the name and flag until 1971.  FTP, name this short-lived political union, which was established by a joint Syrian-Egyptian plebiscite in 1958.

Answer: The _United Arab Republic_ (_U.A.R._)



20. Two years before this author died in 1981, he wrote _Obituaries_. Other autobiographical works include _My Name is Aram_ and _The Bicycle Rider in Beverly Hills_. After publishing the short story collection _The Darling Young Man on the Flying Trapeze_, he wrote his most famous work, a play for which he received the Pulitzer Prize in 1940, but refused it. FTP, who is this author of _The Human  Comedy_ and _The Time of Your Life_?

Answer: William _Saroyan_

21. Their capital was the town of Avaris, and their most important king was named Chian, but nobody knows what they or their contemporaries actually called themselves. 22. He held the rank of Field Marshal of Germany for exactly one day, from January 30 until January 31, 1943.  On the latter date, he disobeyed an order from Hitler for the first time in his life when he surrendered the remnants of his command; denounced by the Nazis as a traitor, he spent the rest of the war as a propaganda broadcaster for the Soviets.  FTP, name this luckless commander of the German Sixth Army, the big loser at Stalingrad.

4. For ten points, the main character of Canto 41 is a real-life person, whom Pound praised as the only man to truly understand his work-in-progress.  For a final ten points, name this political figure.

1. This decaying Mississippi family is the subject of Faulkner's _The Sound and the Fury_, and also appears in the short story "That Evening Sun" and other works.

2. Introduced in the short story "A Perfect Day for Bananafish," this family was the subject of _Franny and Zooey_ and a series of other late works by J.D. Salinger.

answer: _Glass_

3. This Missouri clan was the subject of a trilogy of plays by Lanford Wilson, including _The Fifth of July_, _A Tale Told_, and a work which won Wilson a 1981 Pulitzer Prize.

answer: _Talley_



14. In the seventeenth century, Isaac Newton proposed a corpuscular theory of light.  FTPE, identify these other scientists who spent the next two hundred years attacking this theory.

1. A contemporary of Newton, he argued that light was not a particle but rather a wave travelling across a "luminiferous ether."  Owing to Newton's prestige, this rival theory was ignored for the better part of a century.

2. In 1800, this Englishman passed light through a pair of narrow apertures and was able to produce interference patters, a result that was much more consistent with Huygens' theory than with

Newton's.

3. In the 1860s, this Frenchman demonstrated that the speed of light in water is less than the speed of light in air, thus debunking one of the main predictions of Newton's corpuscular theory.

5. His _Chronicles of England, Scotland, and Ireland_, while not considered great history, provided Shakespeare with plots for some of his best plays, including _King Lear_ and _Macbeth_.

10. This 12th-century historian is best known for his _Gesta Danorum_, a history of Denmark which became the original source for _Hamlet_.

1. One of the great child prodigies of modern science, he was just nineteen when he published his first major paper on relativity, twenty when he was commissioned to write a textbook on general relativity theory, and twenty-one when he received his Ph.D. from the Munich Institute of Theoretical Physics in 1921.

2. In 1924, he made the first major revision of the Bohr model of the atom, to which he added a fourth quantum number.

3. This discoverer of electron spin is best remembered for his principle that no two electrons in a single atom can have the same set of quantum numbers.

1. For five: the twelve youngest children of Uranus and Gaia, they eventually overthrew their father and ruled the universe before being themselves overthrown by the Olympians.

answer: the _Titans_

2. For ten: The first three children of Uranus and Gaia, their names were Brontes, Steropes, and Arges.  They helped the Titans against Uranus and later the Olympians against the Titans, but were

eventually killed by Apollo.

answer: The _Cyclopes_

3. For fifteen: The second set of three children, these giants were named Cottus, Briareus, and Gyges.  Their most prominent physical feature was their excess of limbs, which gave them their name.

answer: The _Hecatoncheires_ or _Hundred-Armed_ Giants



19. In the summer of 1958, it looked for a while as if the United States was about to be drawn into another war in Asia.  For fifteen points each, identify these crises of that summer which very nearly

led to World War III.

1.  At the request of President Camille Chamoun, the U.S. sent 80,000 marines into this Middle Eastern country, which was about to be invaded by the United Arab Republic.  By October, the crisis had been resolved by U.N. mediation, and the Marines went home.

2. In September, Communist China began shelling two Nationalist-held islands in the Strait of Taiwan, leading Eisenhower to promise Taiwan military aid in case the islands were invaded.  For a final fifteen points, name either of these islands.

20. For the stated number of points, identify these philosophizing Frenchmen of the twentieth century.

1. For five: the winner of a Nobel Prize for literature in 1964 (which he refused), his major works include _Existentialism and Humanism_ and _Being and Nothingness_.

answer: Jean-Paul _Sartre_

2. 10 pts: Another Nobel Prize winner, his philosophy of "creative evolution" had a tremendous influence on Marcel Proust and other novelists.  Major works include _Time and Free-Will_, _Matter and Memory_, and _The Two Sources of Myth and Religion_.

answer: Henri _Bergson_

3. 15 pts: This leading French phenomenologist co-edited the influential journal _Les Temps Modernes_ with Sartre and Beauvoir, but later broke with Sartre over the autonomy of human consciousness.  Major works include _Eye and Mind_ and _Phenomenology of Perception_.

answer: Maurice _Merleau-Ponty_
