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1. A method of forecasting associated with these phenomena is known as the Rutschblock test. These phenomena can be caused by the rapid diffusion of warm air from the ground, which creates unstable layers of depth hoar. One type of this phenomenon is facilitated by the presence of a lubricating layer, and a majority of deaths are caused by the slab type. Most of them occur on slopes between thirty and forty-five degrees and their speeds can reach over two hundred miles per hour. FTP name these phenomena in which large masses of snow rapidly slide down a mountain.


ANSWER: avalanches

2. One work by this author attempts to defend the truth of divine revelation against such Freethinkers as the Earl of Shaftesbury; titled with the name of a Greek sophist, it is subtitled The Minute Philosopher. In addition to writing Alciphron, this author also rejected Newtonian mechanics in De Motu. He critiques materialist ontologies and empiricist epistemologies in a work that presents his so-called “master argument,” regarding conceivability in which one of the interlocutors is meant to represent John Locke. Claiming “to be is to be perceived,” FTP name this Anglo-Irish immaterialist philosopher and fan of tar-water, author of Three Dialogues between Hylas and Philonous.


ANSWER: George Berkeley
3. The speaker cries out that he will “fly to” the title figure in this poem, “Not charioted by Bacchus and his pards,/But on the viewless wings of Poesy.” Later he addresses the title figure as “Darkling,” and admits that he has “been half in love with easeful Death.” The poem ends with an illustration of the author’s concept of “negative capability,”  with the speaker wondering about the title figure’s song, “Was it a vision, or a waking dream? Fled is that music—do I wake or sleep?” FTP what is this 1819 poem which begins, “My heart aches, and a drowsy numbness pains/My sense,” a work addressed to an avian creature by John Keats?


ANSWER: “Ode to a Nightingale”

4. Article III of the bill mandating this action allowed current inhabitants of the land involved three years to return to their native country or assume citizenship, while “aboriginal” residents were immediately made subject to US law. Following five years of de facto US Naval governance under Commander L.A. Beardslee, the Organic Act of 1884 officially recognized land claims made by those who settled ahead of this action and protected tribal people’s territory, though the latter provision was ignored. Secretly negotiated without the knowledge of Andrew Johnson, payment was made to Minister Edouard de Stoeckl of Russia at a rate equal to less than two cents per acre. FTP what was this action that led to the acquisition of land that became the 50th US state?


ANSWER: purchase of Alaska or Seward’s Folly or Seward’s Icebox (look angry

  

       at anyone who answers “Seward’s polar bear den”)

5. A titular “wedding party” at this location was depicted in a 1921 ballet by Jean Cocteau with a collective score by Les Six. It curses at Germany and repeats the “creak, creak, creak” of the speaker’s shoes in a poem by Guillaume Apollinaire on its “Composition and Form.” Maurice Koechlin designed its structural plan, and an apocryphal story states that Guy de Maupassant ate lunch at its café daily, explaining it was the only place in the city from which it was not visible. Finished in 1889 and utilizing 2.5 million rivets to join over 18,000 pieces of puddle iron, FTP name this most-visited, man-made edifice on earth, located on the Champ de Mars in Paris.


ANSWER: Eiffel Tower
6. In its second verse, this song’s persona wonders, “Am I happy or in misery?, and it features the augmented ninth chord known as its composer’s namesake chord.” The speaker later complains that he “don’t know if it’s day or night” or whether he’s going “up or down.” It is blasted by the surfer Lance while he is tripping and setting off a smoke bomb in Apocalypse Now, and its most commonly mis-heard lyric suggests that the singer  wants to osculate with another man. Including the line “’Scuse me while I kiss the sky,” FTP what is this song by Jimi Hendrix?

ANSWER: “Purple Haze”

7.Quantum tunneling enables a lower temperature to overcome his namesake barrier that is associated with obtaining fusion, and Yukawa is the namesake of his screened potential. Setting the divergence of the vector potential to zero gives this man's namesake gauge. His namesake constant is one over four pi times the permittivity of free space, and appears in an equation that is the magnetic equivalent of the Biot–Savart law, and is analogous in form to Newton's law of universal gravitation. His namesake law states the force exerted by one point charge on another varies inversely as the square of the distance. FTP name this French physicist, the namesake of the unit of electric charge.


ANSWER: Charles-Augustin de Coulomb
8. In this novel, Miss Henderson runs a secret brothel and eventually prevails upon the protagonist’s wife to come there with her boss, Connor. The protagonist then attacks Connor and is sent to jail, and upon his release his wife dies in childbirth, leaving him only with his son Antanas, who later drowns in a deep puddle in front of his ramshackle house. This leads to a life of crime with the safe-cracker Jack Duane. Eventually he meets Ostrinski, a socialist who speaks Lithuanian and inspires the protagonist to work to change the working conditions in Packingtown. Though its author hoped this novel would be best remembered for its political message, FTP what novel about Jurgis Rudkis is today known for its depictions of shoddy practices in meat production, a work by Upton Sinclair?


ANSWER: The Jungle 
9. One attempt to overthrow this ruler was the February 26 Incident. The Toranomon Incident was an assassination attempt on this leader by a communist, and the Sakuradamon Incident was another such attack, partly made in retribution for his grandfather’s conquering of Korea. The fact that he was considered only a figurehead by Allied leaders probably saved his life after World War II, as Douglas McArthur demanded that this man not be prosecuted for war crimes. Father of Akihito, FTP identify this emperor of Japan, today known as Showa.


ANSWER: Hirohito or Showa (until it is mentioned)

10. In Batryomyomachia, Homer’s description of the war between frogs and mice, Zeus sends an army of these creatures to drive off the victorious mice at the end. The Heikegani are types of these creatures said in Japan’s Tale of Heike to be the spirits of defeated samurai, the faces of which can be seen in the carapace of these creatures. Carcinos was a giant one which was crushed while attempting to help the Hydra defeat Heracles, and for his efforts was placed in the sky by Hera. FTP what is this littoral crustacean that is represented as the fourth Zodiacal sign, Cancer?


ANSWER: crab
11. This psychologist coined the term "phenomenal field" for all sensory experiences that a person is aware of at any given moment. This psychologist used the Q-sort technique for personality assessment, and suggested that within each person is an organismic valuing process. This author of A Way of Being included the section "How Can I Be of Help" in his book On Becoming a Person. Along with Maslow, he was a member of the humanistic school of psychology, and he developed a type of therapy in which therapists communicate empathy and show unconditional positive regard. FTP name this psychologist who developed client-centered therapy.


ANSWER: Carl Rogers
12. This language “in America” is the subtitle of the short story “Envy,” describing the title feeling of Edelshtein for Ostrover in a work by Cynthia Ozick. Practitioner Mendele Sforim’s works were translated from this language into Russian by Isaac Babel, while humorist Leo Rosten wrote a work about “The Joys of” this language. Enemies, a Love Story and The Spinoza of Market Street are works in this language by Isaac Bashevis Singer, while another popular story written in this language is “Tevye The Milkman,” which provided the basis for the musical “Fiddler on the Roof.”  FTP what is this language written in by Sholem Aleichem?


Answer: Yiddish
13. Poly-alkyl-benzenes treated with this chemical result in the Jaconsen reaction. This chemical reacts with salt to create sodium carbonate in the Leblanc process, and it is added to chromium trioxide dissolved in water to form the Jones reagent. One process used to make this chemical was invented by John Roebuck and makes use of the Glover and Gay-Lussac towers. In addition to the lead chamber process, this chemical is produced using a vanadium pentoxide catalyst in the contact process. The fuming type of this acid contains sulfur trioxide, and it was formerly known as oil of vitriol. FTP name this strong diprotic acid with formula H2SO4.


ANSWER: sulfuric acid [accept H2SO4 or oil of vitriol before mentioned]

14. Outdoor night-time shots in this film were lit by red magnesium flares, and another of its innovations was the use of the iris effect for close-ups. An early scene depicts a housekeeper named Lydia attempting to flirt with Charles Sumner, while his dismissal of her leads her to spit after him and tear her shirt in frustrated desire. Late in the film Flora Cameron jumps to her death rather than submit to the lustful advance of the Black Union soldier Gus, leading her brother Ben to bring the Ku Klux Klan to the rescue of Southerners suffering under Reconstruction. So runs the ugly plot of, FTP, what film described as “history written with lightning” by Woodrow Wilson, the first epic silent film directed by D.W. Griffith?


ANSWER: Birth of a Nation
15. Brahmacharya, meaning celibacy, is practiced by monks and nuns of this religion.  Other practices include Aparigraha, complete asceticism and the idea of Satya, or ultimate truth. One of its two primary sects believes that women cannot achieve moksha, while the other does, but not much else but the wearing of clothes separates the Digambara and Svetembara. Practicing vegetarianism as part of its adherence to Ahimsa is, FTP, what Indian religion founded by Mahavira?

ANSWER: Jainism  

16. Among the native American names for this mountain is Talol, and a name which can be translated as “larger than Koma.”  That name lends its name to a city to the north of this mountain.  A number of rivers form on some of its glaciers which empty into the Puget Sound, and it is actually a relatively young stratovolcano, though it hasn’t erupted in over a century.  This is a good thing because Seattle lies a mere 54 miles north of, FTP, what volcano in the Cascade Range?


ANSWER: Mt. Rainier
17.  The 1957 Crittenden Report, which was prompted by the forced resignation of Navy doctor Thomas Dooley, was cited as one basis for this policy by the president who initiated it. The president also cited the brutal murder of Navy Radioman Allen Schindler, who had been savagely beaten to death in a toilet while serving in Japan. Barry Goldwater, long retired, surprised Republicans by arguing publicly that this legislation did not go far enough in protecting the rights of some service personnel, suggesting the “unit cohesion” concern was unfounded. On October 10 of this year, the eve of the National Equality March, Barack Obama said he would end, FTP, what military policy prohibiting military personnel from sharing details regarding or superiors from inquiring about one’s sexual preference?

             ANSWER: “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell”

18. The hydroxylation of DHEA-sulfate occurs in this organ, which is the location of Councilman bodies. This organ is covered by Glisson's capsule, and during the Cori cycle, lactate travels to it. A toxic accumulation of copper in this organ characterizes Wilson's disease, and it is home to the phagocytic Kupffer cells. Connected to the anterior abdominal wall and diaphragm by the falciform ligament, this organ is the primary site of gluconeogenesis. The portal vein carries blood to this organ, which produces urea and secretes bile. FTP name this organ that is prone to hepatitis and cirrhosis in alcoholics such as Chris Borglum.

ANSWER: liver
19. The priest Valverde reports that upon reading the requerimiento to this ruler and giving him a prayer book, this ruler threw the prayer book to the ground, which led to his seizure. This ruler had taken full control of his empire after defeating his brother’s forces at the Battle of Chimborazo.  His father, Huayna Capac, died of smallpox in 1527, this ruler accepted baptism as Juan Santos in exchange for execution by garrote rather than by burning. FTP identify this brother of Huáscar and emperor of the Incans, who was killed by Francisco Pizarro.


ANSWER: Atahualpa
20. This man described a “moon [that] rattles like a fragment of angry candy” in a poem about “[t]he Cambridge ladies who live in furnished souls.” The title figure of another poem was “more brave than me: more blond than you” and avers that “there is some shit [he] will not eat”; that poem is “i sing of Olaf glad and big.” Another work depicts the title creature “gathering to leap” in an arrangement of diagonal letters that can be seen as a concrete image of the rearranged letters of “grasshopper.” Also having written of the “goat-footed balloonman” in the poem “in just spring,” FTP name this author of “my father moved through dooms of love” who is known for his lack of capitalization.


ANSWER: e.e. cummings
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1. Stuff about a Verdi opera FTPE.

A. This title character’s plan for Sparafucile to kill the duke backfires, leading to the death of his beloved daughter, Gilda.


ANSWER: Rigoletto
B. Rigoletto realizes the duke is still alive when he hears him singing this famous area, which roughly translates as “the woman is fickle.”


ANSWER: “la donna e mobile”

C. “La donna e mobile” is one of the few arias recorded by this great Italian tenor of the early 20th century perhaps most famous for his performances of Pagliacci.


ANSWER: Enrico Caruso
2.This book was hotter than Twilight in 1900 in Vienna FTPE.
A. Name this work in which the author presumes that the title entities can give insight into the unconscious, calling them “the royal road” to such processes, and suggests through analysis that they are essentially all forms of “wish-fulfillment.”


ANSWER: The Interpretation of Dreams
B. The Interpretation of Dreams was written by this preeminent Swiss psychoanalyst, who described such concepts as the “oedipal complex” and the “death drive,” and was the author of such works as Civilization and its Discontents. 

ANSWER: Sigmund Freud
C. One of the most important concepts in Freud’s psychological theories is this one, which suggests that the primary motivating drive in human actions attempts to minimize pain or maximize the titular concept; he later modified his position in a work titled Beyond [this].


ANSWER: the pleasure principle
3. Answer the following about Dante’s Inferno FTPE.

A. Dante’s descent begins when Vergil finds him in despair on this Catholic feast day in 1300.


ANSWER: Good Friday
B. The second circle imprisons those who indulged in this sin, including Cleopatra, Dido, and Paolo and Francesca.


ANSWER: lust (accept close equivalents, I guess)
C. In the outer ring of Circle Seven, Dante and Vergil are guided by Nessus, one of these mythological beings; others of them guard the inhabitants, commanded by Chiron.


ANSWER: centaurs
4. Byblos was one of the city states of this ancient maritime civilization. FTPE:

A. What was this power in the Levant which developed the precursor to most modern alphabets?


ANSWER: Phoenicia
B. This Phoenician city-state, according to Herodotus, gave the Persians the largest portion of their navy.  The Bible says that Jezebel came from this place.

ANSWER: Sidon or Sadya or Sydwn
C. A colony of Sidon, this most famous Phoenician city’s ruler, king Hiram I, sent Solomon the architects that built his temple.  Also, it was the birthplace of Dido and has a purple dye named for it.

A. Name this element produced in the Hall-Héroult process.


ANSWER: aluminum
B. Aluminum trichloride is a common catalyst in these doubly-eponymous reactions used in the acylation and alkylation of aromatic compounds. 


ANSWER: Friedel–Crafts reactions

C. A chemist with this surname identifies a Friedel-Crafts variation along with Gattermann. A microbiologist with this surname developed four postulates used to establish a relationship between a microorganism and a disease.


ANSWER: Koch

6. It contains such works as “Uncle Wiggily in Connecticut” and “For Esme—with Love and Squalor.” FTPE:
A. What is this numerically named collection of stories by J.D. Salinger?


ANSWER: Nine Stories
B. The first work in Nine Stories is this tale of Seymour’s suicide after telling a girl named Sybil a story about the title creature.

C. The previously referenced Seymour is the oldest of the siblings with this surname who appeared on the radio quiz show “It’s a Wise Child.” Others include Buddy, Franny, and Zooey.

7. Identify these deserts FTPE.

A. This rocky desert takes up most of the nation of Mongolia.


ANSWER: The Gobi Desert

B. The Arabah and Zin valleys can be found in this desert which covers almost half of Israel.

ANSWER: Negev Desert

C. This semi-arid desert takes up most of Botswana and Namibia.

ANSWER:  The Kalahari Desert

ANSWER: Georges Seurat
B. Seurat is best known for depicting Parisians lolling by the Seine on the title island of this work

ANSWER: Sunday Afternoon on the Island of le Grande Jatte
C. Seurat, along with Paul Signac, is most associated with this more general art movement named for its blending of small dots of color to create images.

ANSWER: Pointillism
14. Photosystem I and II are embedded in their membranes. FTPE:
A. Name these flattened sacs that are the structural unit of grana.


ANSWER: thylakoids

B. Thylakoids are located in this plant organelle, the site of photosynthesis.


ANSWER: chloroplasts

C. Two molecules of 3-phosphoglyceric acid are the first products produced in this cycle that occurs in the stroma of chloroplasts, and is part of the light-independent reactions.


ANSWER: Calvin-Benson-Bassham cycle

15. Answer the following about the sentimental travails of Meg, Jo, Beth, and Amy FTPE.

A. The above-named March sisters first appeared in this 1869 novel.


ANSWER: Little Women
B. Little Women was followed by two sequels: Little Men and this work about the sons of one of the March sisters.


ANSWER: Jo’s Boys
C. All of these novels were written by what American novelist?

ANSWER: Louisa May Alcott
16. In this figure’s work Pragmatism, he suggests that the history of philosophy is a clash of human temperaments. FTPE:

A. Name this American psychologist and philosopher who divided those temperaments into tough-minded and tender-minded categories, and is the author of The Will to Believe

ANSWER: William James
B. William James devotes chapters to such concepts as “Saintliness” and “Conversion,” and distinguishes the “healthy-minded” from the “sick soul” in this work which tries to account for the multiplicity of the titular type of phenomena.


ANSWER: The Varieties of Religious Experience
C. Along with Carl Lange, William James co-names a theory about this phenomenon, which suggests that they are caused by physiological events; such increased heart rate, rather than being the cause of physiological events.  Schachter and Singer co-name a two-factor theory of these phenomena. 


ANSWER: emotion
17. It’s sometimes called the “Pork and Beans War” since a bunch of lumberjacks mostly ate that stuff instead of actually shooting each other. FTPE:

A. What is this conflict of the early 1840s over the border between Maine and a Canadian territory.

ANSWER: Aroostook War

B. The Aroostook War was ended by this treaty signed between the Secretary of State and the British Foreign Secretary.


ANSWER: Webster-Ashburton Treaty

C. The Webster-Ashburton Treaty set the northern boundary between Maine and this current Canadian province with capital at Fredericton.

ANSWER: New Brunswick
18. Name these Spanish dramatists.  FTPE.  

A. Murdered by the Franco regime in 1936, he also wrote poetry.  His first play, The Butterfly’s Evil Spell, was laughed off stage. His best known play is Blood Wedding.


ANSWER: Federico Garcia Lorca

B. This Baroque writer produced 1,800 plays and his influence on Spanish literature is ranked second only to Cervantes.    Some of his plays include the 1612 Fuente Ovejuna and one based off an Aesop fable, The Dog in the Manger.


ANSWER: Felix Lope de Vega y Carpio

C. Like Lope De Vega, this dramatist also wrote during the Spanish Golden Age.  He is best known for La Vida es Sueño or Life is a Dream.

ANSWER: Pedro Calderon de la Barca

19. These compounds react with carbohydrates in the Maillard reaction. FTPE:
A. Name these compounds that contain an amino and carboxyl group, and combine to form proteins.


ANSWER: amino acids

B. Along with salt bridges and hydrogen bonds, these bonds are responsible for a protein's tertiary structure. They are often formed between the thiol groups of two cysteines.


ANSWER: disulfide bonds

C. Named for an Indian scientist, this plot shows the dihedral angles phi and psi. Many of the points on this plot correspond to alpha helices and beta sheets.


ANSWER: Ramachandran plot

20. Medieval French knights could be extremely pompous, and they let their hubris get the best of them in the following battles. FTPE:

A. In this 1346 battle, Phillip IV’s disorganized knights had to charge several miles uphill to get to Edward III’s army, only to be met with ditches, caltrops, and arrows.  Edward III and Edward the Black Prince used an army composed entirely of infantry and killed nearly a third of the French nobility.

B. General Clermont commanded about 300 French knights in this disastrous 1356 battle that saw the Black Prince cut them down just south of its eponymous city on the road from Bordeaux.

C.  Charles V of England stuck to the highlands and allowed his longbowmen cut down most of the charging French knights as they were stuck in the mud in this 1415 battle.


ANSWER: The Battle of Agincourt
