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1. One who travels there would see its “caves of ice” and feed on its “honey-dew” and “milk of paradise.” Located where “Alph, the sacred river, ran” and home to a “stately pleasure dome,” FTP Xanadu is the home of what title ruler in a poem by Samuel Taylor Coleridge?


ANSWER: “Kubla Khan”

2. Herbert M. Hoxie was the only bidder for work this entity was incorporated to undertake and hence in name received the contract. Moxie turned the contract over to Thomas Durant, who ensured that the company’s liability to investors would extend only as far as their investment, not their personal wealth, a first in US history. The company paid itself to provide construction materials, starting work by adding a useless nine-mile oxbow to its first track section to increase profits. The scandal was uncovered in letters sent to Henry McComb by the man who ousted Durant from the company’s board, letters implicating Henry Wilson and Schuyler Colfax. FTP what was this finance and construction company created to supply the Union and Central Pacific Railroads, most famously led by congressman Oakes Ames?


ANSWER: Credit Mobilier
3. One layer of this structure is bound to Bruch's membrane, and neurons in this structure can be generated by Müller glia in birds. Communication in this structure is performed by the amacrine and horizontal cells. The middle layer of this structure contains bipolar cells, and the inner layer contains ganglion cells. A depression in the center of this structure is the macula, which surrounds the fovea. FTP name this innermost layer of the eye that functions in phototransduction and contains the rods and cones.


ANSWER: retina

4. Companions of this figure include Little Merry, a cook; Shanty Boy, a singer; Johnny Inkslinger, his chronicler; and Hot Biscuit Slim. One account suggests he had seven assistants, all named “Elmer,” all of whom were able to wrap their beards around themselves for warmth. Folklorist Richard Dorson coined the term “fakelore” in writings about this figure, suggesting that much of his history does not come from a true oral tradition, like the tale of his dragging of a pick-axe creating the Grand Canyon or his digging of Lake Michigan as a drinking bowl for his enormous pet. 5. One work by this artist features a halo-encircled Apollo talking to the title blacksmith. In addition to The Forge of Vulcan, this artist depicted Justinus of Nassau handing the keys to the titular Dutch city to General Ambrogio di Spinola in The Surrender of Breda. One work by this artist features Roman goddess of love lying on her bed and looking at herself in a mirror held by Cupid. This artist of The Toilet of Venus created a notable portrait of Pope Innocent X and was the court painter of King Philip IV. The most famous work by this artist features a large dog, dwarfs, and maids, all of whom surround the Infanta Margarita. For 10 points, name this Spanish painter of Las Meninas.


ANSWER: Diego Velazquez
 6. One form of this practice involves a framework analyzing Activating Events, beliefs, and Consequences, named the ABC framework. That practice, developed by Albert Ellis, is part of a broader category of this that includes Joseph Wolpe’s systematic desensitization. The rational-emotive type of this is part of the behavioral class of this practice, which can be used to remove stutters. Alcoholics Anonymous is an example of this practice for groups. For 10 points, name this general term denoting psychologists’ work with patients to help treat their disorders. 


ANSWER: therapy
7. In 1848, a revolution attempting to form a republic in this polity was crushed with the help of troops sent by Napoleon III.  In 1506 this polity formed an elite guard of foreign troops culled from various cities in Helvetica that are still used today.  It claimed domination of the entire peninsula on which it lies with the forged Donation of Constantine and was created by Pepin after one of its leaders made him King of the Franks.  It lost its independence in 1870, and its conquerors were excommunicated by Pope Pius XI.  FTP identify this religious state, led men like Leo the Great and Julius II, centered in Rome.

ANSWER: Papal States (prompt on Rome)

8. This is the only state in the U.S. whose official motto is in Spanish, and it was the site of the "War of the Copper Kings," which left its institutions under the control of Marcus Daly's Anaconda Company. This home of Chief Dull Knife College, Stonechild College, and the University of Great Falls gets its news from such papers as the Missoulian, and the Daily Chronicle, published in Bozeman. The chief universities of this state, where the Battle of the Little Bighorn took place, have campuses in Billings and Butte. FTP name this state between North Dakota and Idaho, known as "Big Sky Country."


ANSWER: Montana
9. In math, types of these expressions named for Chebyshev and Hermite and orthogonal. In computer science, when followed by the word time, it describes an efficient algorithm. Niels Abel proved the insolubility of the quintic ones, and according to the fundamental theorem of algebra, one of these of the nth degree has n complex roots. They are defined as consisting of one or more terms, each of which is the product of a constant and a variable raised to an integral power. FTP name these algebraic expressions, an example of which is x squared plus five x plus nine.


ANSWER: polynomials

10. The useless slaughter of thousands of migrating pigeons by Richard Jones contrasts his greed and waste with the shooting of just one pigeon for food by this character. Later, as sheriff of Templeton, Jones arrests this character for assaulting Hiram Doolittle and for burning his own shack rather than allowing a warrant to be presented to enter it on the pretext of searching for an illegally shot deer. This character flees to the west at the end of the novel, leading to his appearance in a subsequent book in which he is only known as “the trapper.” The Pioneers and The Prairie are chronologically the last two books to chronicle the life of, FTP, what protagonist whose earlier life was described in The Pathfinder, The Deerslayer, and The Last of the Mohicans?


ANSWER: Natty Bumppo
11. In one section of this text, a figure’s life is threatened after he is mistaken for someone who wronged the people of K’uang, though that figure claims since “heaven has not allowed finesse to perish,” nothing can happen to him. Wang notes that the Heijan and Qi-Lu versions of this text were recovered by King Gong of Lu, and those versions were redacted into the Marquis Zhang version, the standard version probably compiled by the students of Zhangzi. It contains such sections as “Studying” and Li Ren, or “living in brotherliness,” and notes that “The Master’s enquiry is different from that of the others.”

FTP name this one of the Four Books, written during the Spring and Autumn period of Chinese history, comprising the collected sayings and subsequent discussions of Confucius and his disciples.

12. His final tournament victory came in 2005 in Los Angeles over Gilles Muller.  He lost his first major final to Andres Gomez at the 1990 French Open and eventually won the tournament in 1999, coming back from two sets down to defeat Andre Medvedev, which made him the fifth person to earn a career Grand Slam. This star of Canon Camera ads in which he smugly stated, “Image is everything” recently admitted to a brief life tailspin which included using crystal meth, though since then he has married Steffi Graf.  FTP name this tennis star, the rival of Pete Sampras.


ANSWER: Andre Agassi
13. One type of them is often twinned according to the Baveno and Carlsbad laws, and two types of them are the namesakes of the QAPF diagram. Celsian is one type composed of barium, and another type has cleavage planes that form slightly oblique angles; triclinic members of that type include albite, anorthite, and labradorite. One type of this mineral has a value of six on the Mohs hardness scale, and another type is located on the continuous branch of Bowen's reaction series. Approximately sixty percent of the Earth's outer crust is composed of this group of minerals, whose members are silicates of aluminum. FTP name this rock-forming group of minerals whose types include orthoclase and plagioclase.


ANSWER: feldspars
14. This Ohio politician served as Treasury Secretary under Hayes and had his campaign for the Republican nomination for president derailed when his own campaign manager, James Garfield, was selected as a dark horse candidate. One piece of legislation associated with his name increased currency circulation and supplanted the Bland-Allison Act until it was repealed in 1893, while another he sponsored was first invoked against the American Railway Union in order to put down the Pullman Strike. FTP who was this Ohio senator whose fame rests on namesake Silver Purchase and Anti-Trust Acts? 


ANSWER: John Sherman
15. This is the language of the novel in which Bras Cubas narrates episodic events from his life after his death, Epitaph of a Small Winner. This is the language of a novel in which Nacib Saad’s romance with the title woman shocks the local macho culture, as well as one in which Vandinho dies while dancing but comes back as a ghost to live with his wife. Those two works, Gabriela, Clove and Cinnamon and Dona Flor and Her Two Husbands are by Jorge Amado. The Stone Raft was written in this language, as was another work by the same author in which the title affliction affects all the central characters but a doctor’s wife, who helps them survive a hellish time in a prison, Blindness. FTP what is this language written in by Joachim Machado de Assis and Jose Saramago?


ANSWER: Portuguese
16. In The Creative Mind, one theorizer of this concept proposed three metaphors to describe this concept: an image of a spectrum of a thousand gradually changing shades with a line running through it, two spools, one rolling and the other unrolling, and an infinitely small piece of elastic. In addition Bergson’s theory of this concept, another theory uses the example of the death of Queen Anne in an essay titled “The Unreality of [this concept],” written by J.M.E. McTaggart. Another work by Bergson pairs this concept with Free Will in the title of a work, and this concept is perhaps thought to be the horizon of being for another thinker. FTP name this concept which is now unified with space and can be measured by a clock. 

ANSWER: time [accept Duration until “Unreality of” is spoken]

17. This composer’s fifth symphony was inspired by Bunyan’s Pilgrim’s Progress, while his fourth, in F minor, shows the influence of Jean Sibelius. His seventh symphony is derived from music he’d been writing for a film about the explorer Robert Scott and is known as the Sinfonia Antarctica. Better known is his first symphony, incorporating text from Walt Whitman and titled A Sea Symphony and his third, A London Symphony. FTP name this 20th-century British composer who also wrote fantasias on Thomas Tallis and “Greensleeves.”


ANSWER: Ralph Vaughn Williams
18. One member of this phylum, Strongylocentrotus purpuratus, is often used to study developmental processes, and another, Pisaster ochraceus, is an example of a keystone species. Most members of this phylum have pedicellariae that possess three jaws, and some have a chewing apparatus known as Aristotle's lantern. Members of class Asteroidea of this phylum have an ambulacral groove, and the madreporite is the entrance to their water vascular system that includes tube feet. FTP name this phylum whose "spiny skinned" members have radial symmetry and include sand dollars, sea urchins, and sea stars.


ANSWER: Echinodermata [accept echinoderms]

19. Ted Joans, called by Andre Breton the only African-American Surrealist, is better associated with this other literary group. Poet Michael McClure, who recorded the spoken-word CD “There’s a Word!” with Ray Manzarek, is also associated with this group of writers. The long poems “Gasoline” and “Bomb” are representative of this movement, as is the novel Go! by John Clellon Holmes, who also published the first article to use the movement’s name, quoting a comment made by the author of Satori in Paris and Dr. Sax. Epitomized by authors like Gregory Corso and William S. Burroughs, FTP what is this literary movement of the 1950s and 60s most associated with Allen Ginsburg and Jack Kerouac?


ANSWER: Beat Generation (do NOT accept or prompt on “beatnik”)

20. A prelude to this engagement was the destruction of the small army of Eudo near present-day Bordeaux. The invading side consisted mostly of cavalry, while their opponents were mostly infantry in a defensive position. Contemporary accounts state that the invading forces turned back to their camp after a rumor swept their ranks that their opponents were looting their camp, leaving their leader, Abd al-Rahman, to be killed on the field. Thought by many to have saved Western Europe from the encroachment of Islam, FTP name this 732 CE battle at which gave the French leader Charles the nickname “Martel.”


ANSWER: Tours or Poitiers
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1. Daniel Dennett wrote about this man's "Dangerous Idea." FTPE:
A. Name this British naturalist who proposed evolution resulted from natural selection, and wrote the works The Descent of Man and On the Origin of Species.


ANSWER: Charles Darwin
B. Often contrasted with phyletic gradualism, this two-word theory was proposed by Eldredge and Gould, and states speciation occurs suddenly over brief periods of time.


ANSWER: punctuated equilibrium
C. This other evolutionary biologist redefined the word species in his book Systematics and the Origin of Species. He also coined the term "founder effect."


ANSWER: Ernst W. Mayr

2. Answer the following about a goose-stepping Nazi philosopher FTPE.
A. This German developed the concept of the Dasein in his most famous work, and he also had time to praise the National Socialist agenda in his inaugural address as Rector of the University of Freiburg.   


ANSWER: Martin Heidegger
B. This is that work by Martin Heidegger which discusses the concept of Dasein in relation to the two title concepts.


ANSWER: Being and Time [or Sein und Zeit]

C. Heidegger’s work is typically cast as belonging to this philosophical method, articulated by his teacher Edmund Husserl. Through a process known as “bracketing,” things are described as they appear to the subject. Other practitioners of this method have included Maurice Merleau-Ponty and Emmanuel Levinas.


ANSWER: phenomenology [accept word variants]

3. Name these Mesoamerican civilizations FTPE:

A. Population centers of this people included San Lorenzo and La Venta, but you probably know them better for the massive stone heads they left behind.


ANSWER: Olmecs
B. These militaristic central Mexican people had a city at Tula before dissipating around 1200 CE.
ANSEWR: Toltecs
C.  These Yucatán people are known for building the famous Temple of Kukulkan in their city of Chichen Itza.


ANSWER: Mayans
4. Though she published only seven poems in her lifetime, this author did create small booklets of forty poems each bound with string, which she called “fascicles.” FTPE:

A. Who was this “Belle of Amherst,” author of “I heard a fly buzz, when I died”?


ANSWER: Emily Dickinson
B. One of Dickinson’s most well known poems is number 712, more commonly known by this first line, the title entity of which “kindly stopped for” the speaker and takes her “toward eternity.”


ANSWER: “Because I could not stop for Death”

C. Dickinson compares “Truth’s superb surprise” to “lightning” in a poem with a first line instructing readers to “tell all the truth but tell it” in this fashion, implying a movement askew.


ANSWER: “slant”

5. This Chinese religion has both philosophical and religious schools. FTPE:
A. Name this syncretistic religion whose central concept is often referred to as the “way.”


ANSWER: Daoism [or Taoism]

B. Along with Yin-Yang, this concept central to Daoism is often translated as “actionless action” and one can only achieve harmony with the Dao through this kind of doing. 


ANSWER: wu-wei
C. This classic text central to Daoism was composed by the Old Master Laozi in the 6th century, and uses the metaphor of a thirty-spoked wheel to explain the doctrine of emptiness. 


ANSWER: Tao Te Ching [or Dao De Jing]

6. He composed Semper Fidelis, the official march of the Marine Corps, as well as The Liberty Bell, which is the music you associate with the credits of Monty Python. FTPE:
A. Who is this American composer, known as the “March King”?


ANSWER: John Philip Sousa
B. Sousa’s best-known work is likely this official march of the United States, dedicated to the American flag.


ANSWER: Stars and Stripes Forever
C. Sousa did write other kinds of music, including an operetta about the title Spanish officer, a work which shares its name with a favorite of rock climbers found in Yosemite.


ANSWER: El Capitan
7. It took place on July 13 and 14, 1977, and led to the destruction of a huge swath of Broadway by arson as well as widespread looting and general crappiness. FTPE:

A. What type of situation affected the entire population of New York City when Con Edison couldn’t shed load fast enough to avoid a total failure of its services?


ANSWER: blackout or power outage; be reasonable with equivalents

B. One reason sometimes posited for the hysteria and anger that greeted the 1977 blackout was the uncaptured status of this pistol-using serial murder who claimed that his neighbor’s dog told him to kill.


ANSWER: Son of Sam or David Berkowitz
C. The blackout doomed the electoral chances of NYC mayor Abe Beame, who lost the Democratic primary to eventual mayor Ed Koch and this man, who later served as NY governor and whose son Andrew is the current Attorney General of the state.


ANSWER: Mario Cuomo

ANSWER: acetic acid [accept ethanoic acid]

C. This other carboxylic acid can be produced from pyruvate in fermentation, and its buildup can cause muscle cramps.

10. Answer the following about recent elections held on November 3 FTPE.
A. Republican Bob McDonnell defeated Creigh [kree] Deeds to become Governor of this Eastern state.


ANSWER: Virginia
B. In the New Jersey gubernatorial race, Chris Christie defeated this incumbent Democrat.


ANSWER: Jon Corzine
C. Doug Hoffman, darling of Sarah Palin and the Tea Party set, lost his insurgent house bid in New York’s District 23 to Democrat Bill Owens despite having driven out this female Republican incumbent.

C. This Morrison novel is narrated by Claudia McTear, who relates the story of Pecola Breedlove, who desires the beauty represented by the title feature.


ANSWER: The Bluest Eye

ANSWER: speed of light [prompt on "c"]

B. Bingham’s most famous work depicts two boatmen and what Wikipedia describes as a “tethered baby bear,” even though it sure looks like a cat.


ANSWER: Fur Traders Descending the Missouri
C. Bingham’s Crossing the Gap shows this pioneer folk hero escorting settlers through the Cumberland gap, which he helped widen for traffic.



ANSWER: Daniel Boone

18. A 22-year-old George Washington established Fort Necessity in the early stages of this war as part of an attempted assault on Fort Duquesne. FTPE:

A. Name this North American front of the Seven Years' War, which saw the British fight the two namesake groups.


ANSWER: French and Indian War
B. The French and Indian War's name is somewhat misleading, as it obscures the fact that this New York-based, six-nation group of Native Americans fought alongside the British.


ANSWER: Iroquois Confederacy or League
C. As a result of the French and Indian War, the French were forced to divide these North American holdings between England and Spain, though they regained control of its western portion just in time to sell it to Thomas Jefferson.

ANSWER: Louisiana
19. Show off your knowledge of Don Quixote FTPE.

A. Quixote’s squire is this portly peasant whose common sense is a constant rebuke to Quixote’s grandiosity.


ANSWER: Sancho Panza

B. Samson Carrasco, a young man from Quixote’s home town, challenges and defeats him in the guise of this figure.


ANSWER: Knight of the White Moon
C. This is the name of Quixote’s skinny nag of a horse.


ANSWER: Rocinante
20. Hulse and Taylor discovered the first binary type of these celestial objects, which were first dubbed "little green men" by Hewish and Bell. FTPE:
A. Name these rapidly rotating neutron stars that emit radiation at regular intervals.


ANSWER: pulsars

B. A pulsar is located near the center of this nebula in constellation Taurus. It is likely the remnant of a supernova that was observed by Chinese astronomers in 1054.


ANSWER: Crab Nebula [accept M1; or NGC 1952; or Taurus A]

C. The first object listed in this French astronomer's catalog is the Crab Nebula.
