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1. The horse trader Pat Stamper tricked one of these characters into trading for two worn-out mules in the story “Fool about a Horse,” later incorporated into a novel about them. That same character purposely rubbed cow manure into the white rug of Major de Spain, whose insistence on reparations leads that character to commit arson on the Major’s barn. That character’s son marries Eula Varner and takes over the Jefferson bank from Manfred de Spain, though he is eventually killed by his cousin Mink at the end of The Mansion, the last novel in the trilogy named for this family. Including Ab, Sarty, and Flem, what is this family of hardscrabble characters in the works of William Faulkner?


ANSWER: Snopes (accept “Ab” or “Flem” in front of surname)

2. "Bear Dance" is the final movement of his Ten Easy Pieces for piano, and "Six Dances in Bulgarian Rhythm" concludes his collection of 153 piano pieces entitled Mikrokosmos. "First Seduction Game" is a section of his pantomime ballet The Miraculous Mandarin, and "The Lake of Tears" is a piece from this composer's only opera, in which the new bride Judith is given seven keys. This composer of Duke Bluebeard's Castle collected folk songs with fellow countryman Zoltan Kodaly. FTP name this composer of Music for Strings, Percussion and Celesta and Concerto for Orchestra, a Hungarian.


ANSWER: Bela Bartok
3. One of this man’s studies opens each chapter with an excerpt from a song, including “Children, You’ll Be Called On” and “I’m A Rolling.” One of his works was an analysis of an African-American community titled The Philadelphia Negro. In one work, he stated “The problem of the 20th Century is the Problem of the Color Line,” and he resigned from editing The Crisis due to his increased Marxism. This man developed the idea that Black Americans should work to promote their top 10 percent, what he called the “Talented Tenth,” and he openly opposed the accommodationist ethic Booker Washington. FTP name this founder of the NAACP who wrote The Souls of Black Folk.


ANSWER: William Edward Burghardt Du Bois
4. The Sogdian people revolted against this empire when it revoked its promise not to tax them if they converted , highlighting its problems with tax expectations on non-Arab Muslims. Its first dynasty within a dynasty was called the Sufyanids, and its founder ended the First Fitnah. Its last Caliph, Marwan II, died, Abd ar-Rahman I was the only of their line to escape, fleeing to Spain where the Caliphate continued.  By the time that the Abbasids had killed Marwan II, this empire extended from Spain to India.   FTP identify this Islamic dynasty, founded by Muawiyya, the first Islamic caliphate.


ANSWER: The Umayyad Caliphate

5. A study released November 6 of this year noted that this mountain is 18 inches shorter this year than last due to melting snow, now standing at 15,782 feet, still the highest in its range. It also moved 85 feet more into the eastern of the two countries it straddles, which are linked by a namesake tunnel beneath it. Its Aiguille summit is the terminus for a cable car which leaves from Chamonix, and it was the subject of an ode by Percy Shelley. FTP what is this highest mountain in Western Europe and the alps, shared by Italy and France?

ANSWER: Mont Blanc or Monte Bianco
6. The narrator insists that the copyist title character of this story maintains good humor despite his co-workers dropping torn-up paper on his head and teasing him by saying his landlady beats him. After a tragedy befalls him, he visits the “Prominent Personage,” who scolds him so seriously that he stumbles home through a snowstorm and catches a fatal fever, probably because he doesn’t have the protection of the title item, which had been stolen by two bearded men and was lined with cat fur. The story concludes by stating that the protagonist stalks the Kalinkin Bridge taking similar pieces of apparel. Chronicling the death and afterlife of Akaky Akakevich, FTP what is this short story about the theft of the title garment, a work by Nikolai Gogol?


ANSWER: The Overcoat or The Cloak or Shinel
7. This law can be written in the Voigt notation as a six by six compliance matrix. One form of this law is the expression for the free energy of a deformed isotropic body, and includes the Lamé coefficients. A generalization of it includes Young's modulus, and simple harmonic motion occurs when it is obeyed. This law includes a negative sign because the force exerted is always directed opposite to the displacement of the object. FTP name this law that governs springs and is stated as F equals negative k times x. 


ANSWER: Hooke's Law

8. The protagonist of this episode was the cousin of his opposition, but family ties did not stop him from forming a makeshift army and attacking the Doeg and Pamunkey tribes, in direct opposition to the orders of his kinsman. He also issued the Declaration of the People of Virginia. This laundry list of complaints against the government was a mild annoyance compared to the burning of Jamestown, which governor William Berkeley had only recently recaptured from the proclaimed traitors. FTP, what 1676 rebellion failed only after the sudden death of its namesake leader?


ANSWER: Bacon's Rebellion

9. This man’s first published work was his commentary on Seneca’s De Clementia, ironic in that he showed no clemency to the Spanish heretic Michael Servetus, urging his burning at the stake in 1553. The prologue to his most famous work is the letter he wrote to Francis I condemning that monarch’s burning of Etienne la Forge, which led to his fleeing France to another nation at the invitation of his friend, the protestant preacher William Farel, where he developed his ideas of predestination. FTP name this reformer of Geneva best known for writing The Institutes of the Christian Religion.


A. John Calvin
10. One type of this structure contains Balbiani rings, and another type features granular and fusion loops. In addition to the polytene type, amphibian oocytes have the lampbrush type of these structures. Chronic myelogenous leukemia is associated with the one named Philadelphia, and the inactive form of one of these named for a letter is known as a Barr body. Giemsa's stain is used in the preparation of a karyogram that shows these objects, of which most humans have 23 pairs. FTP name these coiled strands of DNA.


ANSWER: chromosomes

11. Dionysus escaped capture from King Lycurgus by taking refuge in this woman's grotto. Medea unsuccessfully competed with this figure in a beauty contest judged by Idomeneus, and she got the hundred-handed figure Briareus to release Zeus. Along with Eurynome, she rescued Hephaestus after he was dropped from Olympus by Hera. At this woman's wedding, the uninvited Eris brought a golden apple with the inscription "To the Fairest." She burned alive her first six sons, but her husband, Peleus, saved the seventh and sent that son to be raised by the centaur Chiron, but not before she dipped that son in the waters of the Styx. FTP name this Nereid, the mother of Achilles.


ANSWER: Thetis
12. Taking the benefactor Mr. Norton to a meeting with Jim Trueblood, who has impregnated his own daughter, gets the narrator of this novel expelled from college. Earlier, he and other young men are taunted by men who insist they look at a naked woman with an American flag painted on her body and then are shocked by a current running through a rug on which money is strewn. His eulogy for Tod Clifton, who had been selling Sambo dolls, gets the narrator in trouble with the Brotherhood, who had planned for a race riot to be begun by Ras the Exhorter all along. This occurs in, FTP, what 1953 work which is the only completed novel published in the lifetime of Ralph Ellison?


ANSWER: Invisible Man
13. Despite this player’s first career major league hit being a grand slam in 2003, he was soon sent back to Triple-A Wilkes Barre, though he was called back up to the majors in time to record the last at bat ever in Veteran’s Stadium. He platooned with Placido Polanco for most of the 2005 season but took over after Polanco’s trade to the Tigers, and in 2006 and 2007 he had been voted starting second baseman for the National League in the All-Star Game. Most recently he caused talk of a player from the losing team being named World Series MVP. FTP name this Phillies’ second baseman who hit five home runs in the 2009 series.

ANSWER: Chase Utley
14. The painting “Battle of Lights, Coney Island” is an indicative work of this art movement, created by American Joseph Stella, another of whose works fitting this movement is a five-panel altarpiece depicting bridges and buildings called “New York, Interpreted.” A crescent moon is overwhelmed by the light from the title object in another work of this movement, “Street Light,” while a sculpture of a rippling figure striding forward purposely also depicts this movement’s emphasis on dynamism. Including works like “Unique Forms of Continuity in Space,” FTP name this early 20th-century movement created by Italians like Umberto Boccioni and Giacomo Balla.


ANSWER: Futurism
15. Richard Hamblyn's book The Invention of these objects is about Luke Howard, who developed their classification system. A pileus is called the cap type of these objects, and the mammatus type has a pouch-like appearance. A modulated beam of light is used in measuring the lowest height of these objects with a ceilometer. The introduction of large hygroscopic nuclei or silver iodide is used in the seeding of these objects in order to promote the release of precipitation. FTP name these collections of water droplets or ice particles that are suspended in the troposphere, types of which include cirrus, cumulus, and stratus.


ANSWER: clouds

16.The namesake “club” of this group of thinkers included George Putnam, William Henry Channing, and George Ripley, all of whom rejected the emphasis on sense data as the basis of cognition. Influenced by the mysticism of Swedenborg, its adherents argued against the emphasis on historicity in Christianity, particularly in the church to which most of the belonged, the Unitarian Church. Considered by some to have begun with the 1836 publication of the essay “Nature,” FTP what is this philosophical tendency shared by Margaret Fuller, Orestes Brownson, and, most particularly, Ralph Waldo Emerson?


ANSWER: Transcendentalism 
17. This country’s president William Tolbert was deposed in a 1980 coup, which ended a one hundred year unopposed reign of its True Whig party. Recent leaders of this country include Moses Blah, who served as president for two months in 2003. Samuel Doe’s deposition led to a Charles Taylor regime in this country, until US intervention caused the election of Ellen Johnson Sirleaf. This country was largely colonized by the American Colonization Society and populated by ex-slaves. FTP name this West African country with capital at Monrovia.


ANSWER: Liberia

18. One poem by this author states "the Church is cold / But the Alehouse is healthy, and pleasant, and warm." In addition to writing "The Little Vagabond," this poet described "A little black thing among the snow / Crying 'weep weep' in notes of woe." Another poem by this author asks "What immortal hand or eye / Could frame thy fearful symmetry?" and describes the titular animal as "burning bright / In the forests of the night." Those poems by this author are collected in Songs of Innocence and Songs of Experiece. For 10 points, name this English poet of "The Chimney Sweeper" and "The Tyger."


ANSWER: William Blake

19. Together with an Italian, this man is the namesake of a constant that is the limit of the difference between the harmonic series and natural logarithm. In geometry, this man is the namesake of the line on which the orthocenter, centroid, and circumcenter lie, and in graph theory, a circuit that uses each edge exactly once is named for this man, who resolved the Seven Bridges of Konigsberg problem. His namesake characteristic is equal to the number of vertices plus faces minus edges, and his namesake number raised to the i times pi power plus one is equal to zero. That namesake number is the base of the natural logarithm, is equal to approximately 2.71, and is symbolized by a lowercase e. FTP name this Swiss mathematician.


ANSWER: Leonhard Euler
20. Most non-battle-related casualties from this war stemmed from an outbreak of yellow fever and Russell Alger's decision to supply troops with spoiled meat, leading to the "Embalmed Beef" scandal. One front of this war was commanded by William Shafter, who ordered the attack on El Caney, while a far-away front was commanded by George Dewey. Its best-known land battle saw cavalry led by Leonard Wood charge up Kettle Hill. FTP name this 1898 conflict which included the American victory at the Battle of Manila Bay and was triggered by the explosion of the USS Maine.


ANSWER: Spanish-American War
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1. An apocryphal tale has it that this sculptor muttered, “Speak, damn you!” at his sculpture of Habbakuk because it was so realistic. FTPE:

A. Who is this Renaissance sculptor of the first freestanding nude sculpture since antiquity, his small, bronze David?


ANSWER: Donatello
B. Donatello’s above-mentioned sculpture of Habakkuk is given this Italian nickname, which means “pumpkin head,” due to its large bald head.


ANSWER: Zuccone
C. Donatello also sculpted this large equestrian statue of Erasmo di Narni, given this Italian nickname that means “honeyed cat.”


ANSWER: Gattamalata
2. The weak types of these substances are subject to Ostwald’s dilution law. FTPE:
A. Name these substances that undergo partial or complete dissociation into ions in solutions.


ANSWER: electrolytes

B. According to an equation named for Peter Debye and this man, the activity coefficients of an electrolyte depend on concentration. 


ANSWER: Erich Hückel
C. Erich Hückel is also the namesake of a rule that states planar, cyclic, conjugated molecules having 4n + 2 pi electrons possess this property.


ANSWER: aromaticity [accept aromatic]

3. In this work, the highwayman Macheath is secretly married to Polly Peachum. FTPE:

A. What is this 18th-century satire on Italian operas of the time?


ANSWER: The Beggar’s Opera
B. This author of the awesome Trivia, or the Art of Walking the Streets of London also wrote The Beggar’s Opera.


ANSWER: John Gay
C. Gay was an intimate of the Scriblerus Club, another “member” of which was this author of The Tale of a Tub and The Battle of the Books.


ANSWER: Jonathan Swift
4. Stuff about the Southern Theater in the American Revolutionary War FTPE.

A. Organized American resistance in the South ended temporarily after this defeat of forces under Horatio Gates by British forces at this site in South Carolina in August, 1780.


ANSWER: Battle of Camden
B. This British General, later to surrender at Yorktown, led the British victory at Camden.


ANSWER: Charles Cornwallis
C. A few months after the victory for rebel forces at King’s Mountain, American troops led by Daniel Morgan and Nathanael Greene won at this other South Carolina site, so named for its vicinity to livestock.


ANSWER: Battle of Cowpens
5. His hot action with gopis, or female cowherds, are recounted in the Gita-Govinda. FTPE:

A. Who is this blue-skinned Hindu deity, the eighth avatar of Vishnu?


ANSWER: Krishna
B. In this 700-verse section of the Mahabharata, Krishna appears as the charioteer to one of the Pandava brothers, urging him to do his duty and slay the cousins who oppose him.


ANSWER: Bhagavad-Gita
C. This is the Pandava brother to whom Krishna appears in the Bhagavad Gita.


ANSWER: Arjuna
6. The inelastic Raman form of this process comes in Stokes and anti-Stokes types. FTPE:

A. Name this process in which a form of radiation is deflected from a straight trajectory due to collisions with particles.

B. Updike is best known for his four novels about Harry Angstrom, the first of which is this novel which depicts his separation from his wife Janice, who later drunkenly drowns their baby, Rebecca.


ANSWER: Rabbit, Run
C. Updike’s most commonly anthologized short story is this work about the cashier Sammy, who quits his job at the title location in a futile attempt to impress three girls who shop there in bathing suits.


ANSWER: “A&P”

9. FTPE identify the following about the history of the Nile.

A. This Greek “Father of History” is said to have coined the word “delta” to describe the Nile’s mouth at the Mediterranean due to its looking like the Greek letter.

ANSWER: Herodotus

A. What is this most populous city on the island of Hispaniola?


ANSWER: Port au Prince
B. Port au Prince is the capital of what nation?

C. The northwestern tip of Haiti lies just over 60 miles across the Windward Passage from this largest of the Greater Antilles.


ANSWER: Cuba
16. Answer these questions about the War of 1812, FTPE.
