1. One man from this country won a Nobel Peace Prize for resolving the Suez Crisis, and another's man's 1960 election victory led to the Quiet Revolution. Two government officials of this country were kidnapped by the FLQ during the October Crisis, and a constitutional crisis followed the failure to ratify the Meech Lake Accord. An uprising by the Metis people led by Louis Riel occurred in this country, whose first Prime Minister was John Macdonald, and whose current PM is Stephen Harper. For 10 points, name this country whose flag features a red maple leaf.


ANSWER: Canada

2. With a name derived from the Greek for “satchel” or “pack,” this mythological figure survived early abandonment after being suckled by a she-bear for five days before being adopted by the shepherd Agelaus. His first wife was the river nymph Oenone, but after leaving her he eventually met Menelaus in combat and was saved from certain death when Aphrodite rescued him by hiding him in a cloud of dust. Eventually killed by a poison arrow shot by Philoctetes, he himself shot the arrow into the heel that killed Achilles. FTP name this Trojan whose selection of Aphrodite as the most beautiful goddess started the Trojan War and earned him Helen as a wife.


ANSWER: Paris
3. A tinker discards Elisa Allen's flowers in this author's short story "The Chrysanthemums."  This author wrote Sweet Thursday, which was the sequel to a book whose characters include the store owner Lee Chong, and Mack, who throws a birthday party for Doc, a marine biologist. Characters in another novel by this author include a former preacher named Jim Casy, a woman who breastfeeds a starving man, and members of the Joad family, who migrate from Oklahoma to California. For 10 points, name this author of Cannery Row and The Grapes of Wrath.


ANSWER: John Steinbeck

4. Cancers of this organ are, like the pancreas, treated by the drug erlotinib. It is at this organ that ACE converts angiotensin I to angiotensin II. Some arachnids possess structures analogous to this organ called “book” these, and the membrane that surrounds them is the pleura. This structure contains sacs made up of alveoli that are fed by tubes called bronchi. For 10 points, name this respiratory organ that exchanges oxygen and carbon dioxide with the blood.


ANSWER: lungs

5. Margaret Livingstone proposed this artist may have been stereoblind, and his painting entitled Danaë was damaged by a man with a knife and a liter of sulfuric acid. This artist painted a work in which a Greek philosopher rests his hand on a sculpture of a blind epic poet. Another painting by this man was commissioned by Captain Franz Banning Cocq, and is a group portrait that includes a girl holding a chicken and eighteen militiamen. For 10 points, name this Dutch painter of Aristotle with a Bust of Homer and The Night Watch.


ANSWER: Rembrandt Harmenszoon van Rijn

6. This country owns the island of Hvar, which is home to the Stari Grad Plain. The capital of this country is home to the Mimara Museum, and its city of Split is home to Diocletian's Palace. The kuna is the official currency of this country, whose city Pula is located on the Istrian Peninsula. The resort city of Dubrovnik is located in its coastal Dalmatia [dal-MEY-shuh] region along the Adriatic Sea. This former Yugoslav republic is located south of Hungary and east of Slovenia. For 10 points, name this country with capital at Zagreb.


ANSWER: Croatia [or Hrvatska]
7. In environmental chemistry, this type of reaction is performed on the fish poison rotenone by adding potassium permanganate. Reactions of this type that employ a strongly reducing metal often involve hydrogen gas. This type of reaction is carried out precisely to the equivalence point to determine an unknown concentration in a titration. For 10 points, name this class of reactions, which typically see an acid and a base react to form water and a salt.

ANSWER: neutralization [prompt on “titration”]

8. This man’s The Negro of Peter the Great, based loosely on his actual maternal great-grandfather Gannibal, was left unfinished at his death. A flood on the Neva River leaves the character Yevgeny stranded under the title sculpture of Peter in this author’s narrative poem “The Bronze Horseman.” A blank verse historical drama by this author suggests that the title figure schemed to kill Dmitri, son of Fyodor and heir to Russian rule. FTP name this father of Russian literature, author of Boris Godunov and Eugene Onegin.


ANSWER: Alexander Pushkin
9. Ellis Arnall was locked out of this state's governor's office by Herman Talmadge during the Three Governors Controversy. Another governor of this state, George Mathews, was responsible for its Pine Barrens Scandal. This state is the namesake of a Supreme Court case that led to the ratification of the Eleventh Amendment. Henry Wirz commanded the Andersonville military prison in this state, whose legislature committed the Yazoo land fraud. For 10 points, name this southern state that was originally settled as an asylum for debtors by James Oglethorpe. 


ANSWER: Georgia
10. One custom associated with this holiday involves swinging a chicken around one's head, followed by its slaughtering. On this holiday, one goat is dedicated to Hashem and another is sent to Azazel [uh-ZEY-zuhl]. Also on this holiday, the Book of Jonah is read during the afternoon services. The fifth service, which marks the end of this holiday, is Neilah [nuh-ee-LAH], and a prayer chanted on the Eve of this holiday declares the annulment of all unfulfilled vows made to God, and is known as the Kol Nidre. Occuring five days before Sukkot, it is marked by about 25 hours of fasting. Observed on the tenth of Tishri, for 10 points what is this Jewish “Day of Atonement”? 


ANSWER: Yom Kippur [accept Day of Atonement before mentioned]

11. This character is inspired to lead two friends on a crusade by reading Walter Scott’s novel Ivanhoe in the penultimate book published about him, the title of which describes him “Abroad.” In the last novel in which this character appears, he clears his Uncle Silas of a jewel theft that was really perpetrated by Jake Dunlap in a novel titled for this character, “Detective.” In his best-known appearance, he is spurned by his “true love” since he had previously “engaged” Amy Lawrence, and while accompanying his friend to the graveyard in an attempt to cure warts, he witnesses the murder of Dr. Robinson by Injun Joe. FTP name this rapscallion, friend of Huck Finn, a creation of Mark Twain.


ANSWER: Tom Sawyer
12. The universality of this concept was questioned by Kitayama, which led to a study by Heine and Lehman that involved the ranking of ten CDs. Merrill Carlsmith was involved in a study of it in which participants performed monotonous tasks and were paid either one dollar or twenty dollars. Self-perception theory is an alternative explanation of this concept. It was used to explain the behavior of members of a doomsday cult, and was discussed in When Prophecy Fails by Leon Festinger. For 10 points, name this concept in which a person holds two conflicting opinions.


ANSWER: cognitive dissonance
13. This man wrote A Modest Inquiry into the Nature and Necessity of Paper Currency. He opposed the actions of the Paxton Boys, sent the Hutchinson letters to Massachusetts, and developed the Plan of Union at the Albany Congress. This man created a political cartoon that showed a severed snake below the words "Join, or Die." In order to get published in his brother's newspaper, The New-England Courant, he used the pseudonym Silence Dogood. For 10 points, name this Founding Father who invented bifocals and published Poor Richard's Almanac.


ANSWER: Benjamin Franklin

14. A general model for the diffuse type of this process is named for Johann Heinrich Lambert, and there is also a specular type of this phenomenon. It does not occur at Brewster's angle, and for angles greater than the critical angle, the total internal type of this process occurs. A law from optics states the incident angle is equals to its namesake angle. For 10 points, name this phenomenon, the rebounding of light waves at the boundary of a medium.


ANSWER: reflection

15. One work by this philosopher is a refutation of Robert Filmer's work Patriarchia, and he wrote A Letter Concerning Toleration while exiled in Holland. Another work by this philosopher criticized Herbert of Cherbury and the innate idea theory, distinguished between the primary and secondary qualities of things, and stated the mind at birth is a blank state, or tabula rasa. For 10 points, name this English philosopher who wrote Two Treatises of Government, and presented the empirical theory of knowledge in An Essay Concerning Human Understanding.


ANSWER: John Locke
16. One poem by this person describes King George III as an “old, mad, blind, despised, and dying king.” Along with his friend Thomas Hogg, he was expelled from Oxford for writing the pamphlet “The Necessity of Atheism.” His oft-used symbol of the Aeolian harp was used in his first successful long poem, “Alastor,” as well as a terza rima poem in which the title entity is addressed as “thou breath of Autumn’s being.” Another poem by this author begins “Hail to thee, Blithe Spirit,” while another describes the title Egyptian ruler’s “wrinkled sneer of cold command.” FTP, who is this Romantic poet of “Ode to a Skylark,” “Ozymandias,” and “Prometheus Unbound”?


ANSWER: Percy Bysshe Shelley
17.  This actor voiced Dr. Caleb Thorn on an episode of The Simpson's entitled "Bonfire of the Manatees." This actor played Blake, who declares "always be closing" and "coffee's for closers" in the movie Glengarry Glen Ross. This actor narrated The Royal Tenenbaums, and together with Steve Martin, appeared in It's Complicated. On an NBC sitcom, this actor plays a character who is the Vice President of East Coast Television and Microwave Oven Programming. For 10 points, name this actor who plays Jack Donaghy on 30 Rock.


ANSWER: Alec Baldwin
18. This Roman earned acclaim for his command of the right wing of Sulla’s army in the Battle of Colline Gate four years after fleeing to Spain after proscription by Cinna. He revived the Roman practice of decimation to punish soldiers in his command who had fled from battle during the Third Servile War, in which this man’s troops had been scattered by Spartacus. After his death at the Battle of Carrhae, legend has it the Parthians poured molten gold down his throat.  FTP identify this Roman general, triumvir with Julius Caesar and Gnaeus Pompey.


ANSWER: Marcus Licinius Crassus
19. This composer's seventh symphony in A major contains a second movement Allegretto, and premiered with Wellington's Victory. A flute represents a nightingale in the "Scene by the Brook" movement of his five-movement sixth symphony. This composer's third symphony includes a Funeral March in C minor, and a set of variations based on a theme from The Creatures of Prometheus. The finale of this composer's last symphony contains the "Ode to Joy." For 10 points, name this composer whose nine symphonies include the Pastoral, Eroica, and Choral.


ANSWER: Ludwig van Beethoven
20. The interior of this object is the traditional setting of the Banach-Tarski paradox. This object has constant positive Gaussian curvature, and it has the greatest possible volume to surface area ratio. Triangles in this type of geometry have angles summing to greater than three hundred sixty degrees. For 10 points, name this three-dimensional shape, the volume of which is four-thirds pi times the cube of the radius.


ANSWER: sphere [or spherical]
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1. In syncretistic combination with the Egyptian Thoth, this Greek deity was given the epithet “Trismegestus,” or “Thrice Great.” FTPE:

[10] Who is this messenger of the Greek gods, known for his winged sandals and hat?


ANSWER: Hermes
[10] Hermes was the child of Zeus and this member of the Pleiades, the daughter of Atlas.


ANSWER: Maia
[10] Hermes traded this musical instrument he invented to Apollo for some cattle he had taken from Apollo.


ANSWER: lyre
2. Superfluidity was discovered in this element. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this element whose nucleus is identical to an alpha particle.


ANSWER: helium
[10] Helium is one example of these inert gases that are located in Group 18 of the periodic table. The least reactive elements, they contain a full octet of valence electrons in their outermost shells.


ANSWER: nobel gases

[10] The heaviest of the six nobel gases, this radioactive element is considered to be a threat to indoor air quality, and causes lung cancer.


ANSWER: radon
3. Summoned by Claudius, these two courtiers are given a letter to take to the King of England, and are told by a melancholic character "What a piece of work is a man!" For 10 points each:

[10] Name these two literary characters who "Are Dead" in the title of a play by Tom Stoppard.


ANSWER: Rosencrantz and Guildenstern
[10] Rosencrantz and Guildenstern first appeared in this tragedy by William Shakespeare. 


ANSWER: Hamlet
[10] In Act II, while describing the vagaries of his supposed madness, Hamlet says he is still able to tell this type of bird of prey “from a handsaw.”


ANSWER: hawk
4. They originated with three girls claiming to have fits because they were victims of magical spells. FTPE:

[10] What was this series of court procedures against supposed magic users, including the slave Tituba, taking place in Massachusetts in 1692 and 93?


ANSWER: Salem Witch Trials

[10] This clergyman defended his own role in helping the prosecution in the Salem Witch Trials in his book Wonders of the Invisible World.


ANSWER: Cotton Mather
[10] Despite being a fervent proponent of witch hunting, Cotton Mather fancied himself a scientist, and was the first in the American colonies to advocate for this process of purposely infecting a person with a disease to provide later immunity.


ANSWER: inoculation (do not accept vaccination)

5. Produced by Butch Vig, this 1991 album includes a song inspired by some Kathleen Hanna graffiti, and its cover shows a baby swimming toward a dollar bill. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this grunge album by Nirvana that includes the song "Smells Like Teen Spirit."


ANSWER: Nevermind
[10] This man played drums for the band Scream before joining Nirvana. He has since formed the Foo Fighters, and played drums on the Queens of the Stone Age album Songs for the Deaf.


ANSWER: Dave Grohl
[10] The only mostly acoustic song on Nevermind is this sixth track, written from the point of view of a man torturing a female victim, whom he says is “as bored as me.”

ANSWER: “Polly”

6. Peter Schidlof was a member of the string quartet named for this man. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Austrian composer who dedicated six string quartets to Joseph Haydn.


ANSWER: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart
[10] Peter Schidlof played this instrument in the Amadeus Quartet. The composition Harold in Italy prominently features this instrument, which is slightly larger than the violin.


ANSWER: viola
[10] Harold in Italy was composed by this Frenchman, whose other compositions include The Damnation of Faust and Symphonie Fantastique.


ANSWER: Hector Berlioz
7. This symbolic script used to write Mycenaean Greek was found on tablets on Crete in the early 20th century. FTPE:

[10] What is this written script which was deciphered by Michael Ventris?


ANSWER: Linear B
[10] The tablets which Ventris used to decipher Linear B were discovered at this archaeological site on Crete, the center of Minoan culture.


ANSWER: Knossos
[10] This British archaeologist unearthed the ruins at Knossos around 1900.


ANSWER: Arthur Evans
8. Ammonites are an extinct member of this phylum, whose current members include chitons, which have a muscular foot, an eight-plate shell, and a tongue-like organ called the radula. FTPE:

[10] Name this phylum whose other members include oysters and squids. 


ANSWER: Mollusca [or mollusks]

[10] Some members of phylum Mollusca have this protective layer that secretes the shell.


ANSWER: mantle
[10] Members of this largest class of phylum Mollusca, which includes snails and slugs, undergo the process of torsion, in which the body rotates up to 180 degrees during embryonic development.


ANSWER: Gastropoda [or gastropods]

9. The House Un-American Activities Committee, pissed at their allegorical treatment in this man’s play The Crucible, wouldn’t allow him a passport to go to London for its premiere. FTPE:

[10] Who is this playwright, one-time husband of Marilyn Monroe, and author of Death of a Salesman?


ANSWER: Arthur Miller
[10] This is the title character of Miller’s Death of a Salesman, the father of Biff and Happy who kills himself at play’s end.


ANSWER: Willy Loman (accept either name)

[10] Another play’s-end suicide is Joe Keller, protagonist of this 1947 Miller play, a man whose guilt at shipping faulty plane parts leads him to off himself.


ANSWER: All My Sons
10. The scientist A. Q. Khan helped this country become a nuclear state. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this country whose president from 2001 to 2008 was Pervez Musharraf.


ANSWER: Pakistan
[10] This woman, in addition to her father Zulfikar Ali, served as Prime Minister of Pakistan. This wife of Asif Ali Zardari was assassinated in 2007 after returning from a self-imposed exile.


ANSWER: Benazir Bhutto
[10] This founder and first governor general of Pakistan had earlier helped negotiate the Lucknow Pact between the Muslim League and the Indian National Congress.


ANSWER: Muhammad Ali Jinnah
11. This city houses the Teatro Carlo Felice and Cathedral of San Lorenzo. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this birthplace of Christopher Columbus, a seaport on the Italian Riviera.


ANSWER: Genoa [or Genova; or Zena]

[10] Genoa is located on its namesake gulf, which is part of this arm of the Mediterranean. The islands of Corsica and Elba are in this sea, which is located to the north of the Tyrrhenian.


ANSWER: Ligurian Sea

[10] This river flows through Pisa and Florence before emptying into the Ligurian Sea.


ANSWER: Arno River

12. Danish seismologist Inge Lehmann argued this portion of the earth has a discontinuity. FTPE:

[10] Name this central component that is divided into a liquid outer portion and a solid inner portion.


ANSWER: core
[10] The boundary between the core and this layer is marked by the Gutenberg discontinuity.


ANSWER: mantle
[10] The upper part of the mantle contains this zone of low seismic velocity, which is where isostatic adjustments take place. 


ANSWER: asthenosphere

13. One type of these devices is named for Zener and makes use of avalanche breakdown, and other types are named for Esaki, Gunn, and Schottky. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name these electronic devices, one type of which can be light-emitting.


ANSWER: diodes

[10] Diodes can be used as rectifiers, meaning they can convert alternating current into this type of continuous current.


ANSWER: direct current

[10] Most diodes, along with transistors, are these types of devices, which can be doped. They have a small energy gap between their valence and conduction bands.


ANSWER: semiconductors
14. The uprising on this ship took place in 1789, and its captain survived 47 days in an open boat afterward. FTPE:

A. What ship was the site of a mutiny led by first mate Fletcher Christian?


ANSWER: HMS Bounty
B. This hard-nosed captain was the object of the ire of the Bounty mutineers?


ANSWER: William Bligh
C. Bligh’s tough-guy attitude  got him in trouble again in Australia in 1808 soldiers involved in illegal alcohol sales deposed him as governor of New South Wales in this incident.


ANSWER: Rum Rebellion

15. Florida’s voters remarkably made a reasonable choice by supporting Amendments 5 and 6 in 2010, both of which will restrict this activity. FTPE:

[10] What is the common term for the practice of drawing electoral districts to favor one political party, derived from the name of a 19th governor and the resemblance of one such district to a certain amphibian?


ANSWER: gerrymandering

[10] Elbridge Gerry, the namesake of gerrymandering, was a governor of this northeastern state, whose Essex County district was thought to resemble a salamander.


ANSWER: Massachusetts
[10] Two common forms of gerrymandering are “packing,” in which like-minded voters are clustered into one district, and this other strategy, in which voters of a particular voting bloc are spread out among many districts to weaken their voting power.


ANSWER: “cracking”
16. Not a Mormon? Well, don’t worry—some of your ancestors probably are, as the Church is baptizing dead people at a rapid rate. So you might as well answer some questions about them FTPE.

[10] This founder of the Latter-Day Saints was killed by a mob in 1844 in Carthage, Illinois.


ANSWER: Joseph Smith
[10] This term refers to the Mormon ritual procedure comprising Celestial Marriage or bonding children to parents meant to continue the linkage in the afterlife. It can only be done by elders with the namesake “power.”


ANSWER: sealing or seal
[10] According to the Book of Mormon, this man was the last Nephite prophet who, after dying, became the angel who eventually led Joseph Smith to the golden plates.


ANSWER: Moroni
17. AT&T included fine print on a recent commercial to let viewers know that its images of famous monuments being draped in orange fabric had nothing to do with this artist and his wife Jeanne-Claude. FTPE:

A. Who is this Bulgarian-born artist known for wrapping buildings like the Reichstag and the islands in Biscayne Bay?


ANSWER: Christo
B. One of Christo’s more recent projects was this installation of a series of rectangular colonnades in Central Park in New York.


ANSWER: The Gates
C. Christo and Jeanne-Claude created a multitude of large-scale versions of these household objects in large scale for an installation in California and Japan in the late 1980s. 


ANSWER: umbrellas
18. The title character of this long poem is separated from her lover Gabriel during a forced migration south. FTPE:

[10] Subtitled “A Tale of Acadie,” this is what poem set during the forced deportation of the Acadians from Nova Scotia?


ANSWER: “Evangeline”

[10] This American poet wrote “Evangeline” and “The Song of Hiawatha.”


ANSWER: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
[10] The title artisan of this Longfellow poem works at a “flaming forge” which reminds the speaker of how “our fortunes are wrought.”


ANSWER: “The Village Blacksmith”

19. John Ruskin exhaustively analyzed the architectural features of this Italian city in a book titled for the “Stones of” it. FTPE:

[10] What is this city in which doges once reigned, home to St. Mark’s Basilica?


ANSWER: Venice
[10] Venice provides the setting for a novella about the death of Gustav von Aschenbach from TB by this German novelist.


ANSWER: Thomas Mann
[10] In Shakespeare’s play set in Venice, the titular “Merchant of” that city is this figure, whose three ships laden with goods appear at the end.


ANSWER: Antonio
20. It was first defined in Groundwork for the Metaphysics of Morals. FTPE:

[10] What is this two-word term for the moral requirement one has to behave as if his every action were to be done by every other person, introduced by a German philosopher?


ANSWER: Categorical Imperative
[10] This author of the Critique of Pure Reason named the “Categorical Imperative.”


ANSWER: Immanuel Kant
[10] Those actions which one might have to do given certain circumstances, but not necessarily in all cases, was named this type of imperative by Kant.


ANSWER: Hypothetical Imperative
