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Round 6: Packet by Penn
1. One character in this work describes how a captain touching down at Rokovoko mistakes a coconut water-containing punchbowl for a wash basin at his sister’s wedding. Though it is not Harry Potter, another character in this work has a white scar in the shape of a lightning bolt. Among the named characters in this work is five foot tall negro named Pip who has gone mad and Stubb, the second mate hung up on predestination. The noble savage archetype is embodied in a character whose coffin saves the narrator when the ship wrecks, the harpooner Queequeg. For 10 points, name this work set on the Pequod opening with the line “I am Ishmael” and which details Ahab’s quest for the title whale, written by Herman Melville. 


ANSWER: Moby Dick
2. The loss of energy due to lag in the acquisition of this phenomenon is given by the Steinmetz equation. One model for this behavior sees it as a linking of discrete spin states in a lattice by a positive interaction coefficient given by the half difference in energy between the spin states. With phase changes described by that Ising model, this phenomenon’s acquisition as a function of an external field can be plotted on a hysteresis curve. As it is acquired, Barkhausen noise results from the discrete changes in this phenomenon when a magnetic field is applied to a material. It disappears altogether above the Curie point. For 10 points, name this type of permanent magnetism held by such metals as nickel, copper, and iron.


ANSWER: ferromagnetism [prompt on magnetism]

3. In this team's last championship, it was led by the man who holds the record for most passing yards in a game, Norm van Brocklin, and the last sixty-minute man Chuck Bednarik, who played both center and linebacker. In its first Super Bowl appearance, there was much controversy over whether Pete Rozelle would hand over the Lombardi trophy to Al Davis if the Raiders won, while in their most recent Super Bowl appearance, this team's quarterback claimed to be throwing up on the field in the middle of the game. For 10 points, identify this team whose current quarterbacks include Kevin Kolb and Michael Vick and who has been coached by Andy Reid for the last decade.


ANSWER: Philadelphia Eagles [accept either answer]

4. One reform during this period sought to change the Taika Reform system through the Daijokan Ordinances. The time leading up to this period was known as the Bakumatsu, which saw the signing of the Treaty of Amity and Commerce with the US, opening up the country to American trade. One conflict during this period was the dissatisfaction of former samurai culminating in the Satsuma Revolt. Its philosophy was espoused in the Charter Oath, and the samurai Ito Hirobumi drafted its namesake 1889 constitution meant to bring the country up to speed politically and militarily. For 10 points, name this renewal of imperial power to Japan, leading to an end to the Tokugawa shogunate.


ANSWER: Meiji Restoration or Period [or Meiji Ishin]

5.  The Archbishop of York commissioned a work from this artist which depicts Agrippina Landing at Brundisium with the Ashes of Germanicus. His Departure of Regulus from Rome was painted shortly before becoming the official historical painter for the king of England. Some art critics believe that his Death on a Pale Horse marks a shift away from the neoclassic toward the romantic. Nevertheless, historical subjects are what he is best known for, such as Penn's Treaty with the Indians and his most famous work, in which a British general strikes a Christ-like pose. FTP name this painter of The Death of General Wolfe.

ANSWER: Benjamin West
6. Leading up to this case, an organization including former governor PBS Pinchback was founded to combat the central act in this case. That group raised over $1,000 to hire Albion Tourgee as the attorney for the plaintiff, though that was for naught as the majority opinion delivered by Henry Billings Brown claimed that there was a de facto distinction between political and social terms in the 13th and 14th Amendments. Despite Harlan’s famous dissenting opinion, the court ultimately deemed the Louisiana Separate Car Act constitutional. For 10 points, name this 1896 case condoning “separate but equal” facilities for African Americans on railroad cars.


ANSWER: Plessy v. Ferguson

7. The two naturally occurring isotopes of this element possess nuclear spins of 3 and 3/2 and thus may be used for NMR. It is a component of the naturally occurring mineral, ulexite, in which parallel fibers transmit light, creating a fiberoptic effect. In organic chemistry, a compound of this element is used in an addition reaction to an alkene in anti-Markovnikov orientation as opposed to oxymercuration. In forming trigonal planar molecules with the halogens, this element disobeys the octet rule. This is because it possesses only three valence electrons and thus forms only three bonds. For 10 points, identify this lightest metalloid with atomic number 5 and symbol B.


ANSWER: boron [accept B before mentioned]

8. Though she is first introduced by her son, this character's dialogue is presented later in the work, as she tells Phemius to stop singing.  Her father, a Spartan king, did not allow anyone to marry his daughter unless that person could beat him in a foot-race. She is frequently consulted by the goddess Athena and is accompanied in her home by Eurycleia and her handmaids, 12 of which were murdered by her husband and son by the end of the literary work. She promises to re-marry once she finishes weaving a burial shroud which she secretly unravels each night, causing her suitors to grow increasingly impatient.  The mother of Telemachus and faithful spouse of a noted warrior from Ithaca, for 10 points, name this female protagonist in Homer's Odyssey, the wife of Odysseus.


ANSWER: Penelope

9. In one novella by this author, a hypnotist by the name of Cipolla is eventually assassinated by the title character who hails from the small Italian town of Torre di Venere while another work by this author sees the decline of a prominent aristocratic family composed of members such as Johann who founded the titular wheat and grain wholesale firm. In a different work, a merchant by the name of Hans Castorp visits a sanatorium in the Swiss Alps while in another work, a middle aged author named Gustav von Aschenbach makes a trip to the titular Italian city. For 10 points, identify this German author of such works as Mario and the Magician, Buddenbrooks, The Magic Mountain, and Death in Venice.


ANSWER: Thomas Mann

10. The Evangelistas Lighthouse directly overlooks this body of water, and the Otway Sound is home to a species of penguin named for this body, which connects that sound to the Pacific Ocean. It is bordered to the north by the Brunswick Peninsula, which is home to Cape Froward. Running by the cities of Puerto Saro and Punta Arenas, this body of water serves as an alternate route to the Drake Passage, which itself lies between Cape Horn and Antarctica. It was first discovered in 1520 by its namesake who traveled through this region north of the Tierra del Fuego. For 10 points name this waterway at the southern tip of South America, a certain strait named for a Portuguese explorer.


ANSWER: Strait of Magellan [accept plural]

11. One woman in this work is given the nickname Alaiyo meaning “One for whom bread is not enough” by a suitor who brings her clothing and music. A down payment on a house made in Clybourne Park in this work angers the central family and prompts a visit from Karl Lindner, who offers the family more money not to move there. George Murchison is called shallow by Beneatha, who is concerned her pursuit of a medical career is not womanly enough and would cut deeply into the family’s $10,000 check, which Walter Lee hopes to invest in a liquor store. For 10 points, name this work about the Younger family taking its title from a Langston Hughes poem, a play by Loraine Hansberry.


ANSWER: A Raisin in the Sun
12. The author of this work describes the title of one of its sections not as a reference to Hell but as a “confederacy of deceivers”, and he states that one cause of the aforementioned condition is misinterpretation of the Scripture. The “Kingdom of Darkness” is mentioned in Part IV of this work, while other books describe the nature of the commonwealth as well as that of the Christian commonwealth.  It was written in the midst of the English Civil War and published at the war's conclusion in 1651.  The title of this work derives from a biblical sea creature that the author characterizes as the perfect government.  Offering the earliest examples of the social contract theory, for 10 points, name this seminal work of political thought written by Thomas Hobbes. 


ANSWER: Leviathan

13. In one episode in this novel, a woman named Maryann Money thinks she has seen a robbery when in reality, she sees one of the protagonists take a horse from the stable in order to secretly follow her lover to Bath. That lover had impregnated his previous servant Fanny Robin who later dies during childbirth, after which he decides to flee out of shame. At the beginning of the novel, the chief female character saves another character's life during a farm fire, and later on the favor is returned at a farm in Weatherbury. William Boldwood shoots and kills Sergeant Troy out of jealousy and ends up in jail leading the female protagonist to eventually marry long-time friend Gabriel Oak. For 10 points, identify this story about the many suitors of Bathsheba Everdene, a novel by Thomas Hardy.


ANSWER: Far From the Madding Crowd

14. One prominent drug treating this disease targets the dihydrofolate reductase of this disease’s bacterial cause. That drug is isoniazid, which along with rifampicin, is part of the four-drug RIPE regimen used to treat it. The lipid-rich cell wall of its bacterial cause is composed primarily of mycolic acid, which prevents diagnosis of this disease by Gram staining. Instead the Ziehl Neelsen stain is used to classify it, and clinically, either its latent or active form can be detected in the PPD skin test. For 10 points, name this airborne disease whose symptoms can include coughing up blood, often abbreviated TB.


ANSWER: tuberculosis [accept TB before mentioned]

15. Act I of this opera sees crowds of the chorus singing “Bella vita militar” as a welcoming message to the two male protagonists departing on a ship. One aria, “In uomini, in soldati”, sees Despina express her cynical view on love, while in another scene, a protagonist sings the famous aria “un’aura amorosa” to express his love for one of the female protagonists and his certainty at winning the bet he and the other two male characters, Don Alfonso and Gugliemo, engaged in at the beginning of the opera. That bet concerned whether or not the central characters’ fiancées would remain loyal in their absence. For 10 points, name this Mozart work roughly translated as “they’re all like that”.

ANSWER: Cosi Fan Tutte [accept School for Lovers; also accept “they’re all like that” or “women are like 
that” or equivalents before the translation is mentioned]

16. This man’s signing of a treaty with Phraates IV of Parthia to regain eagles and prisoners lost at Carrhae resulted in a statue in his honor at Prima Porta. With consuls Hirtius and Pansa, this figure relieved a siege against Decimus Brutus at Cisalpine Gaul. That siege was led by his chief political opponent who belittled this man for being unable to win Philippi alone. With his general Agrippa, he was able to defeat that opponent at the Battle of Actium, one of many events leading to his establishment of the Pax Romana inRome. For 10 points, name this emperor originally named Gaius Octavius, who was named successor to Julius Caesar and formed the second triumvirate with Marc Antony and Lepidus.


ANSWER: Caesar Augustus [accept Octavius before mentioned]

17. In one of his works, this person notes that marital sex is the best image of God, as it makes the the spiritual and the divine visible.  That work, “Love and Responsibility”, was published under his name given at birth, while he has published other works under the pseudonyms Andrzej Jawien and Stanislaw Gruda. He was a target of an assassination attempt called Operation Bojinka planned by members of Al-Qaeda, while he would survive a bullet wound to the abdomen at the hands of Turkish militant Mehmet Ali Agca, whom he later forgave. He would become the first non-Italian to hold his highest position since 1522, and he remains as the only one to be born in Poland.  Passing away in 2005 and replaced by Benedict XVI, FTP, name this Supreme Pontiff of the late 20th century.


ANSWER: Pope John Paul II or Karol Jozef Wojtyla

18. Konstantin Bykov resolved the role of the corpus callosum in this organism prior to Sperry’s studies in humans. Most studies of this organism have historically required surgical implantation of a device in its cheek that attaches to a machine that clicks whenever fluid in it is displaced. Perhaps the best-known study of this animal saw meat powder placed in its mouth leading to an unconditional response which was eventually paired with a conditioned stimulus in the earliest known example of classical conditioning. For 10 points, name this animal trained to salivate at the sound of a bell by Pavlov.


ANSWER: dogs

19. In algebra, a generalization of this basic property on categories is the monomorphism. The inclusion map on sets, represented by a curved arrow, is the canonical map possessing this property. A linear transformation on a vector space possesses this property if and only if its kernel is zero. A function is termed bijective when it is both surjective and this, and f(x) equals f(y) implies x equals y for functions with this property. On the Cartesian plane, functions with this property pass the horizontal line test. For 10 points, name this property of a function where every element in the domain goes to no more than one element in the range and vice-versa.


ANSWER: one-to-one [accept injective]

20. Fawn Hall received a lighter punishment in the aftermath of this event due to her intimate knowledge of her boss’s rolodex. This event was exposed in the Ash-Shiraa magazine, and in response, the President hired John Tower to head a group that ultimately cleared his name, while implicating Robert McFarlane, John Poindexter, and Oliver North, who all held roles on the National Security Council. Acting in violation of the Boland Amendment, the motivation for this action was both an exchange of hostages using Israel as an intermediary and an anti-Sandinista sentiment within the US government. For 10 points, name this scandal of the Reagan administration marked by covert exchanges of money and arms with both a Middle Eastern country and a Nicaraguan rebel group.


ANSWER: Iran-Contra Affair
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Round 6 Bonuses

1. For 10 points each, identify the following about the property responsible for the "hump" in potential energy diagrams.

[10] Activation energy was introduced by this Swedish chemist who provided the physical justification for the equation named after him, describing the quantitative relationship of activation energy and among other properties, the rate constant of a reaction.


ANSWER: Svante Arrhenius
[10] This Dutch scientist first proposed the Arrhenius equation. He also formulated an eponymous factor, i, to measure the effect of a solute on colligative properties.


ANSWER: Jacobus Henricus van 't Hoff
[10] In simple terms, this postulate states that the transition state of a reaction will most resemble whichever species of the reaction is closest in energy to the activation energy.


ANSWER: Hammond-Leffler Postulate

2. Answer some questions about women of Norse mythology, for 10 points each.

[10] The mother of Hnoss and Gersemi, this Vanir sent to live with her brother among the Aesir is the goddess of beauty. She is often referred to by other names including Syr, Gefn and Vanadis.


ANSWER: Freyja or Freya

[10] With her name meaning “victorious girl-friend” in Old Norse, she is the wife of Loki who helps catch poison dripping on him during his punishment.


ANSWER: Sigyn

[10] Loki and this giantess mistress of his produced several mythical beings together, including the Midgard Serpent and Fenrir.


ANSWER: Angrboda [accept different pronunciations] 

3. His three-year study of Socrates led to his 1841 university thesis entitled, “On the Concept of Irony with Continual Reference to Socrates.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this philosopher and noted opponent of state religion in his homeland of Denmark, who wrote Either/Or.

ANSWER: Soren Aabye Kierkegaard

[10] In one of his works, Kierkegaard discussed the binding of this biblical figure from the book of Genesis and how his father Abraham's faith was tested by God.


ANSWER: Isaac

[10] The story of Isaac and Abraham is featured in this 1843 Kierkegaard work written under the pseudonym Johannes de Silentio.


ANSWER: Fear and Trembling

4. On choosing between this and “the English tongue I love,” one poet wonders whether he should “betray them both”. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this location, the home of “Kikuyu, quick as flies” in a poem titled “A Far Cry from” it by Derek Walcott. Isak Dinesen wrote a novel titled Out of this place.


ANSWER: Africa
[10] This first African American woman to have her work published in the US penned the lines “‘Twas mercy brought me from my Pagan land” in her poem “Being Brought from Africa to America”.

ANSWER: Phyllis Wheatley
[10] The addressee of this Wheatley poem is told “Thee, first in peace and honor – we demand/The grace and glory of thy martial band.” The title figure invited Wheatley to his home after reading it.


ANSWER: “To his Excellency, General Washington”

5. A museum in this state is controversially home to the statue Victorious Youth, and a long-time resident of this state depicted a swimming pool in his painting A Bigger Splash. FTPE:

[10] Name this state that is also home to a concert hall designed by Frank Gehry.


ANSWER: California
[10] Ansel Adams took many pictures at this national park, which is located in east central California, and is home to Ribbon Falls and the granite monolith El Capitan. 


ANSWER: Yosemite
[10] The opera The Girl of the Golden West, which is set in California, was composed by this Italian, whose other operas include Turandot and Madame Butterfly.


ANSWER: Giacomo Puccini
6. This man names the phenomenon whereby men have elevated attraction to new sexual partners compared to old ones, even after just having sex, though he’s more famous for other things. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man who succeeded Harding as US President, holding that office from 1924 to 1928.


ANSWER: Calvin Coolidge
[10] In the 1924 election, Coolidge ran against the unpopular Republican John Davis and this popular Progressive candidate, who had earlier lost the 1912 election to Roosevelt.


ANSWER: Robert La Follette, Sr.

[10] Coolidge’s only Supreme Court appointment was this man, who was Chief Justice during the Korematsu case and is the only Justice to have occupied all nine ranks on the Supreme Court.


ANSWER: Harlan Fiske Stone
7. Answer the following about a 2010 incident for 10 points each.

[10] 33 men were working in a copper-gold mine in this major Chilean desert when the mine caved in unexpectedly, trapping them.


ANSWER: Atacama Desert

[10] Outside the Copiapo hospital where the miners were monitored after excavation, this Chilean President made a public declaration that mine safety conditions would be reviewed. He was present as each of the miners emerged.


ANSWER: Sebastian Piñera
[10] Miner Edson Pena stayed in shape by jogging while at the bottom of the shaft, and then last Sunday he was a special guest at this distance race, where he finished in less than six hours.


ANSWER: New York City Marathon

8. A stage direction for this play sees the Raja always kept hiding behind a screen, and the plot of this play concerns that king forcing his subjects to mine for gold. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this play in which the title objects are meant to symbolize the courage and frailty of Nandini, a character inspiring change in the oppressed villagers.


ANSWER: Red Oleanders [or Raktakaravi]

[10] Red Oleanders was written by this Nobelist, who also authored a set of 103 spiritual poems collected in his Gitanjali.


ANSWER: Rabindranath Tagore
[10] Rabindranath Tagore hails from this country, which is also home to such authors as Vikram Seth and Anita Desai. 


ANSWER: India

9. For 10 points each, answer these questions about a general concept in evolutionary biology.

[10] This biological process occurs where two or more species affect each other's evolution. It may result in "evolutionary arms races".


ANSWER: coevolution
[10] Coevolution is believed to have occurred in the endosymbiotic theory which posits that these organelles were once prokaryotic organisms. Name either of them.


ANSWER: mitochondria or chloroplasts
[10] Coevolution can produce these symbiotic relationships in which both species benefit from their interaction.


ANSWER: mutualism
10. This opera begins with a group of bandits demanding the gloom of the title character. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this opera that includes the famous scene of Charles the V visiting the tomb of Charlemagne the Great. It was based on a work of the same name by Hugo.


ANSWER: Ernani 
[10] Name the composer of Ernani, an Italian perhaps better known for the operas Nabucco, La Traviata, and another opera about a bandit, Il Trovatore.


ANSWER: Giuseppe Verdi
[10] This other Verdi opera featuring the aria “La donna e mobile” concerns the spurning of the titular hunchback jester, followed by his quest for revenge on the Duke of Mantua.


ANSWER: Rigoletto

11. Answer the following about events in 18th century India for 10 points each.

[10] Following a siege of the British Fort William in this city by Siraj ud-Dawlah, the British soldiers were held captive in a tiny room in the fort. That incident has been termed the Black Hole of this city.


ANSWER: Calcutta [or Kolkatta]

[10] The few survivors at the Calcutta incident were ultimately relieved when this British colonel led his troops through the enemy camp and retook Fort William in 1757, while also re-establishing a British base in Calcutta.


ANSWER: Robert Clive, 1st Baron Clive

[10] Clive’s British East India Company toppled Siraj ud-Dawlah’s forces at this 1757 battle partially thanks to a defection of Mir Jafar’s forces to the British. It resulted in the British securing all of Bengal.


ANSWER: Battle of Plassey [or Pelasi]
12. Part of the St. Elias Mountain Range, this peak is located Kluane National Park. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this mountain, named for the founder of the Geological Survey of Canada.


ANSWER: Mount Logan
[10] Mount Logan is found in the southwest portion of this westernmost of Canada’s territories.


ANSWER: Yukon territory

[10] The Yukon territory has capital at this city, found at the head of the Yukon River, making it a key navigation port during the gold rush.


ANSWER: Whitehorse
13. Answer the following about a curve in economics for 10 points each.

[10] This curve, typically with negative slope, depicts the amount of a good the consumer is willing to purchase at a given price.


ANSWER: demand curve

[10] For demand, this quantity is calculated as the percent change in demand with a one percent change in price. It determines the responsiveness of the demand curve.


ANSWER: price elasticity of demand [prompt on PED]

[10] The Slutsky equation quantifies changes in demand with price as a result of two effects, one accounting for differences in the exchange rate between goods, the other a change in consumer purchasing power. Name either effect.


ANSWER: income or substitution effects

14. Answer the following about the conversion of temperature differences to electricity for 10 points each.

[10] First, identify this eponymous effect whereby a temperature gradient between two metals leads to a voltage difference between those metals. It is sometimes called the thermoelectric effect.


ANSWER: Seebeck-Peltier effect

[10] Similar to a thermopile, this device takes advantage of the Seebeck effect to measure temperature. It can be used to simply generate electricity at a junction between two metals by heating up one of them.


ANSWER: thermocouple
[10] Related to the Seebeck effect is this type of irreversible heating that occurs whenever electricity is applied on electrically resistant materials. Its namesake also names the SI derived unit of energy.


ANSWER: Joule heating
15. It is composed of sixteen cantos and unlike in other works, the title character is portrayed not as a womanizer, but rather as someone who women fall for and want to seduce. For 10 points each

[10] Identify this narrative in which the title character must leave his love Julia behind to travel the world on the ship Trinidada.


ANSWER: Don Juan

[10] This author of Don Juan also penned such poems as When We Two Parted and Childe Harold's Pilgrimage.

ANSWER: Lord Byron [also accept George Gordon]

[10] In this other poem by Lord Byron, the titular action is performed “like the night of cloudless climes and starry skies” and the title character has “a mind at peace with all below” and “a heart whose love is innocent.”


ANSWER: She Walks in Beauty

16. Among the five women most associated with a certain movement, this woman was the only non-Quaker, and she met the woman she is most associated with at the World Anti-Slavery Convention.  For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this woman, who authored 11 resolutions concerning the rights and duties of women in her Declaration of Sentiments.

ANSWER: Elizabeth Cady Stanton
[10] Stanton, along with Lucretia Mott, was among the organizers of this 1848 New York convention fighting for minority rights, which was grounded in the Declaration of Sentiments.


ANSWER: Seneca Falls Convention

[10] This woman wrote the influential text Woman in the 19th Century which served as an impetus for the Seneca Falls Convention. She may be better known as a transcendentalist who cofounded The Dial with Emerson.

ANSWER: Margaret Fuller
17. Answer these questions about the Five Pillars of Islam, for 10 points each.

[10] The pillar of sawm requires all able-bodies Muslims to fast during this ninth month of the Islamic calendar.


ANSWER: Ramadan
[10] Occurring during Ramadan, the fitra is a variant of this pillar, which involves donation of 2.5% of one’s wealth to the poor. 


ANSWER: zakat
[10] The pillar of salat requires Muslims to pray this many times per day facing the qibla or direction of the Kaaba.


ANSWER: five

18. This editor of the magazine Avanti was fired from a bricklayer position and expelled from Switzerland in 1903 upon suggesting the idea of a strike. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Fascist dictator who assumed the title of Il Duce as head of Italy from 1925 to 1943.


ANSWER: Benito Mussolini
[10] With a motto meaning “I don’t give a damn” this group of Fascist war veterans helped conduct order in the streets with little interference under Mussolini. Their name is similar to a Garibaldi-led group in 19th century Italy.

ANSWER: Blackshirts [accept Squadristi or Camicie Nere or CCN]
[10] This Italian author of La Gioconda greatly influenced Mussolini’s speaking style and ideology. He co-authored the Fiume constitution with De Ambris and vehemently opposed Italy’s entrance into the Axis pact. 

ANSWER: Gabriele d’Annunzio [Gaetano Rapagnetta]

19. Answer the following about solar phenomena for 10 points each.
[10] Magnetic flux within the Sun causes this steady stream of charged particles to be ejected from the Sun’s atmosphere. This phenomenon explains why comet tails face away from the sun. 

ANSWER: solar wind
[10] Solar wind and solar flares are thought to occur due to magnetic flux within this region. When solar flares are especially strong, its namesake mass ejections can occur.

ANSWER: corona
[10] This is the slowing of solar wind as it approaches the Earth’s magnetosphere resulting in an apparent shape for which this phenomenon is named.

ANSWER: bow shock
20. This work's female protagonist is incorrectly called Mary by a white woman, is raped by Mr. Freeman, and stops speaking to everyone except Bailey. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this autobiographical novel whose protagonist is later encouraged to read literatre out loud by Bertha Flowers, and becomes the first black streetcar conductor in San Francisco. 


ANSWER: I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings
[10] I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings was written by this American author, who read her poem "On the Pulse of Morning" at Bill Clinton's presidential inauguration.


ANSWER: Maya Angelou 

[10] The title of I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings comes from this author's poem "Sympathy." 

He also wrote the poem "Ode to Ethiopia," which appears in his collection Lyrics of Lowly Life.
