Round 7: Packet by WUSTL (Charles Hang); Filler by CB and Ahmad Ragab

1. During the first attempt to colonize this location, the theft of a silver cup led to the execution by burning of the chief of the local Aquascogoc people by the colonizers. That colony had been established by Richard Grenville, but the colonists returned home with Francis Drake. The third expedition included 94 men and 17 women and made artist John White governor.  It was during this effort that Virginia Dare was born.  White returned to England for supplies, but when he returned in 1590, the settlers were gone with only the cryptic word “Croatoan” carved into a tree as a clue to their whereabouts.  FTP name this island off Cape Hatteras that was the first English attempt at colonization in North America.


ANSWER: Roanoke
2. Chorismate is an intermediate in the synthesis of the aromatic type of these molecules, which can be formed in a reaction that begins with aldehydes reacting with ammonia and hydrogen cyanide. That organic chemistry reaction is the Strecker synthesis. Their phi and psi bond angles are displayed in a Ramachandran plot. These compounds are zwitterions, meaning they can act as an acid or base. There are twenty standard ones, each differing in their R group, and examples of them include tryptophan and glycine. For 10 points, name these molecules that are joined by peptide bonds to form proteins. 


ANSWER: amino acids

3. Miss Strangeworth finds her roses destroyed by a family who discovers she has been sending creepy, gossip-filled notes at the end of this author’s short story “The Possibility of Evil.” This author’s sarcastic stories of motherhood were collected in Life Among the Savages and Raising Demons. Merricat and Constance Blackwood continue living in a ruined house burned by townspeople in this woman’s novella We Have Always Lived in the Castle, while the emotionally disturbed Eleanor becomes increasingly affected by the title structure before dying in a car crash while trying to leave it in this author’s The Haunting of Hill House. FTP who is this author of a short story in which Tessie Hutchinson is stoned to death after winning the title contest, “The Lottery”?


ANSWER: Shirley Jackson
4. The “Great Disappointment” for this church occurred on October 22, 1844, when, as their founding prophet had predicted, Christ failed to make his expected appearance in a fiery conflagration over Ithaca, New York. This faith’s “Sabbatarian” movement was led by Thomas Preble, who argued that followers must not work or engage in “worldly interests” on the Sabbath, which they designated as beginning Friday at sundown. FTP, name this church based on William Miller’s prophecies and the writings of Ellen White, which considers Saturday the Sabbath day.


 ANSWER: Seventh-Day Adventist Church

5. Pierre Dumonstier le Neveu, painted this artist's hand holding a paintbrush, while a commemorative medal made around the same time bore this artist’s portrait. Some of this artist’s patrons included Cosimo II of the Medici family and King Charles I of England. One of this artist’s first works had been completed by the age of seventeen, two years before this artist underwent torture in pursuit of evidence for a lawsuit brought against Agostino Tassi by this artist’s father. A famous Caravaggisti, she also famously depicted Susanna and the Elders. The crime Tassi had been accused of might have sparked the violence of Judith Beheading Holofernes by, FTP, what 17th century female painter?

ANSWER: Artemisia Gentileschi
6. One battle in this modern day nation saw an Algerian Rifle battalion overrun on Strongpoint Gabrielle. That battle in this nation resulted in its independence through the Geneva Accords after the defeat of a force of Colonial and Foreign Legion troops in a mountain stronghold. In addition to the Battle of Dien Bien Phu, this nation also saw the Siege of Khe Sanh, which drew attention from a planned attack which resulted in a photo of a general shooting a captured Communist guerilla in the head with a pistol. For 10 points, name this Asian nation which saw the Tet Offensive serve as a turning point in a US conflict there.


ANSWER: Vietnam [accept either Republic of Vietnam or Democratic People's Republic of Vietnam; also accept 
North Vietnam and South Vietnam]

7. In one novel by this man, Amy Robsart is hidden in Cumnor Hall by her husband Robert Dudley, and is murdered by Richard Varney. Another novel by this author sees Charles Porteous dragged from Tollbooth prison, to which the title ironically refers, and Effie Deans marries the outlaw Robertson. This man wrote the novels Kenilworth and The Heart of Midlothian, which are both part of a 27-novel series of works named for his first novel, in which the title character is a soldier fighting for Bonnie Prince Charlie. For 10 points, name this Scottish author whose “Waverly” novels include The Bride of Lamermoor and Ivanhoe.


ANSWER: Sir Walter Scott

8. One theory which explains this part of the body’s functioning relied on data collected by J.C Eccles and is known as the Marr-Albus theory. One component of this structure, which arises from the pontine nuclei creates the series of enlargements known as rosettes. In addition to mossy fibers, one type of cell in this structure receives input from the inferior olivary nucleus via climbing fibers. Known as Purkinje cells, the above mentioned theory notes that those fibers in this structure provide a “teaching signal” associated with synaptic plasticity. For 10 points, name this part of the brain, which is responsible for motor control, equilibrium and posture, and is not the cerebrum.  


ANSWER: cerebellum [prompt on brain]

9. One holiday of this people was Nemontemi, a five day unlucky period at the end of the year in which no work was done. This people's god of war killed his sister after springing out of the womb fully armed after she tried to kill their mother. These people were told to settle where they saw a eagle eating a snake on a cactus by that god, and they fought Flower Wars to capture prisoners to sacrifice to the sun by cutting out their still beating hearts on their temples.. For 10 points, name this Mesoamerican people who worshipped gods like Huitzilopochtli and the Feathered Serpent, Quetzalcoatl in Tenochtitlan.


ANSWER: Aztecs

10. Much of this state’s southeastern area is dominated by the Tongass National Forest. Just off its shore is Endicott Island, an artificial island where BP is in the process of drilling a two mile deep well. That island which lies in the Beaufort Sea is part of the Prudhoe Bay oil field, the largest in the United States. This state's capital is larger than Rhode Island and Delaware; that city lies west of British Colombia. For 10 points, name this state with capital at Juneau, the northernmost and largest state in the United States.


ANSWER: Alaska

11. A related set of these kinds of objects named after Kepler and Poinsot exist but differ from this set since they are not convex. The Swiss mathematician Ludwig Schlafli extended this set to higher dimensions and in the process found a 24-cell variety, which has no three-dimensional analogue and are known as polytopes. In nature, the herpes virus is shaped like the 20-sided member of this set of three-dimensional objects. Including members like the Cube and the Dodecahedron, for 10 points, name this set of five regular convex polyhedra named after a Greek philosopher. 


ANSWER: Platonic Solids
12. One novel by this author sees the title figure loved by Octave de Malivert, who eventually dies fighting in Greece. In addition to Armance, this author wrote a work which sees a figure pick up the uniform of a dead French hussar and fight at Waterloo before being loved by Gina and loving Clélia. In addition to that novel about Fabrizio, this author also wrote a novel about a figure whose engagement to Mathilde de la Mole is broken by the revelation of a previous affair with Madame de Renal, whom he later shoots; that figure is Julian Sorel. For 10 points, name this author of The Charterhouse of Parma and The Red and the Black.


ANSWER: Stendhal [or Marie-Henri Beyle]

13. Along with the Gospel of Matthew, this writer's namesake work is believed to have drawn from the hypothetical Q document.  That work by this author tells the story of Elizabeth and Zachariah, the latter of whom was struck dumb until he agreed to name his son John, who later became John the Baptist. This author also traced Jesus's life back to Adam in that work, the longest of its kind as well as the only one to have a formal introduction. This author is also believed to have written Acts of the Apostles. For 10 points, name this doctor who wrote in Greek the third book of the New Testament, his namesake Gospel.


ANSWER: St. Luke

14. This dynasty signed the Treaty of Nerchinsk setting its northern border at the Amur River, in doing so, becoming the first rulers of its nation to sign a treaty as equals with a foreign nation. This dynasty saw the quelling of the Hundred Days' Reform promoted by Emperor Guangxu by his regent the Dowager Empress Cixi, whose reign also saw the invasion of the Eight Nations' Alliance. That invasion came as a result of the siege of foreign legations in this dynasty's capital. For 10 points, name this dynasty which saw the rule of the child emperor Pu Yi as well as the Boxer Rebellion, the last Chinese dynasty.


ANSWER: Qing Dynasty or Ching [or Manchu Dynasty]
15. This novel’s last line, “Isn’t it pretty to think so,” is uttered in response to the protagonist’s love interest’s suggestion that they could have been a great couple. The narrator spends five days fishing with his friend Bill Gorton, a fellow veteran, in Burguete in this novel before leaving to meet the narrator’s love interest in Spain, despite the fact that she is currently seeing Mike Campbell. In the meantime, that female also has a brief affair with the matador Pedro Romero, as well as with Robert Cohn, the narrator’s friend. Unable to physically consummate his love for Brett Ashley because of impotence caused by an injury in WWI, FTP Jake Barnes narrates what novel by Ernest Hemingway?


ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
16. One theory of their formation was put forth in 1964 by Lin and Shu. A empirical relationship which defines the luminosity of this object to the amplitude of its rotation curve is given by the Tully-Fisher relation. Hubble first described these objects, suggesting that a central concentration of stars creates a characteristic “bulge.” The Triangulum and the Andromeda galaxies are examples of this type and observations from the Spitzer Space Telescope suggests, for 10 points, that our own galaxy might be a barred form of this type of galaxy which notably includes arms.  


ANSWER: spiral galaxy [prompt on partial answer]

17. One work featuring this figure describes a conversation between him and Ischomachus about how to create a proper household. In addition to Oeconomicus, another work by the same author argues that this man can't be blamed for the crimes of Critias and Alcibiades. That work, Memorabilia by Xenophon, shares a theme with a work in which this man refutes the arguments of Meletus and Anytus that he is both an atheist and a belief in demigods. That work also has this figure describe himself as a gadfly. For 10 points, name this Athenian philosopher who was condemned to death for corrupting the youth and thus drank hemlock.


ANSWER: Socrates

18. The fourth movement of this work uses a similar bass recitative to that of a work of Beethoven’s, and consists of a Wunderhorn song set in D-flat minor.   Traditionally, a few minutes break is observed between the first movement, which is marked allegro maestoso and the rest of the piece.  In the development section of this symphony’s final movement the so-called “Great Summons” is articulated in the dominant of F-sharp minor and moves to the Epiphany which is played by a flute, and the climax of the third movement of this symphony is described by the composer as a “cry of despair,” based on his setting of “Der Knaben Wunderhorn.” Including a choral section “O Glaube” in the fifth movement, for 10 points, name this second symphony of Gustav Mahler’s which deals with the themes of death and rebirth.


ANSWER: Resurrection Symphony [accept Symphony No. 2 before mentioned]

19. As a child, he wanted to adopt the Muslim name Jabaal Abdul, and this man refers to his own child as the CEO. This person attended Holy Cross, and has season tickets to the Los Angeles Clippers. He often discusses basketball with Joe House, and predicts the NFL lines with Cousin Sal. This author of The Book of Basketball had an ongoing feud with Isiah Thomas, and coined such memes as Manning Face and the Ewing theory. For ten points, name this ESPN personality nicknamed The Sports Guy, who has an awesome podcast entitled "The B.S. Report."


ANSWER: Bill Simmons
20. Senator Albert Beveridge invoked this concept in arguing for the further displacement of tribal people from reservation lands in a 1902 speech. This term was coined in an essay arguing for the admittance of Texas as a state.  That essay appeared in the  July, 1845, United States Magazine and Democratic Review and was written by John L. O’Sullivan, who defined it as our right to “overspread the Continent allotted by Providence for the free development of our yearly multiplying millions.”  FTP, name this two-word phrase that refers to America’s divine right to expand and control land west to the Pacific Ocean.

ANSWER: manifest destiny
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Round 7 Bonuses

1. Played by Ed Harris in a 2000 film, this man married fellow artist Lee Krasner, and his first solo exhibit occurred at Peggy Guggenheim's gallery. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this drip artist whose paintings include Lavender Mist and Autumn Rhythm.


ANSWER: Jackson Pollock
[10] Jackson Pollock was a member of this two-word art movement of the 1940s, whose other members included Willem de Kooning, Arshile Gorky, and Mark Rothko.


ANSWER: Abstract Expressionism
[10] Jackson Pollock studied under this artist, whose mural Independence and the Opening of The West is located in Missouri.


ANSWER: Thomas Hart Benton 

2. This Modernist writer divided her poem of juxtapositions, Tender Buttons, into sections titled “Objects,” “Food,” and Rooms.” FTPE:

[10] Who is this 20th-century American author of The Making of Americans who lived in Paris in a lesbian relationship for most of her adult life?

ANSWER: Gertrude Stein
[10] Gertrude Stein’s partner was this woman, about whom she wrote an “autobiography.”

ANSWER: Alice B. Toklas
[10] Stein used this two-word phrase to refer to the writers and artists of the 1920s, specifically to Hemingway, to whom she was speaking at the time.


ANSWER: “Lost Generation”

3. This theory assumes random mating, a very large population, and three other conditions. FTPE:

[10] Name this theory from population genetics that describes a nonevolving population.


ANSWER: Hardy–Weinberg theory (or principle, etc.)

[10] One cause of microevolution is genetic drift, a special case of which is this effect, in which a few individuals from a large population colonize an isolated habitat and establish a new population.


ANSWER: founder effect

[10] The high carrier frequency of this disease in Ashkenazi Jews may be due to the founder effect. This disease is caused by a deficiency in the enzyme hexosaminidase A, which results in the build-up of gangliosides in the brain.


ANSWER: Tay–Sachs disease

4. In 1916 this man became the first Jew to serve on the US Supreme Court. FTPE:

[10] Who was this justice, the namesake of a university in Waltham, Massachusetts?


ANSWER: Louis Brandeis
[10] Brandeis wrote an important, namesake brief for this 1908 case that upheld a northwestern state’s limit on hours that could be worked by women.


ANSWER: Muller v. Oregon

[10] As a lawyer and a justice, Brandeis often openly worked against the interests of this financier, best known for forming the US Steel corporation.


ANSWER: J.P. Morgan
5. Identify these Old Testament women for 10 points each.

[10] In the book of Joshua, this prostitute, mother of Boaz, hides Israelite spies in Jericho and puts a red ribbon in her window to be spared in the destruction of the city.


Answer: Rahab
[10] This barren wife of Elkanah told God that if he would grant her a son, she would never cut his hair; later she gave birth to the prophet Samuel.


Answer: Hannah
[10] Two lecherous old men spy on the bathing of this beautiful maiden, subject of numerous paintings and a poem by Wallace Stevens, and later try to blackmail her into sex but are rebuked by Daniel and put to death.


Answer: Susanna
6. It is produced by bacteria through the reduction of carbon dioxide by hydrogen. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this hydrocarbon, the simplest alkane, which is the primary component of natural gas.


ANSWER: methane

[10] This method of extracting methane in the form of natural gas through the pumping of sand, fluid, and chemicals into the ground to crack the surrounding rocks is controversial for possibly polluting groundwater.


ANSWER: hydraulic fracturing [or fracking; accept anything with frac]

[10] The potential danger of hydraulic fracturing comes through the use of chemicals such as toluene, which is comprised of a methyl group bonded to this compound.


ANSWER: benzene

7. He criticized Hegel for his emphasis on the idea that historical context defines society in The Poverty of Historicism. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this philosopher who also described Plato's ideal state as a totalitarian nightmare in The Open Society and its Enemies. 


ANSWER: Karl Popper

[10] Popper is best known for creating a theory of this concept, which has a namesake method featuring the creation of a hypothesis and the use of experiments.


ANSWER: science

[10] Popper's work to create a theory of science can be considered a subset of this field of philosophy which focuses on the nature of truth and how one can know that he knows what he knows.


ANSWER: epistemology
8. There’s one thing that the kids these days like… the radio.  For 10 points each, answer these questions about the radio.

[10] This weekly radio news quiz is hosted by Peter Sagal features a voiceover by Carl Kasell and such games as “Who’s Carl This Time?” and “Bluff the Listener.”


ANSWER: “Wait Wait… Don’t Tell Me!”

[10] This radio host was fired in October 2010 after he said, while on the O’Reilly Factor that he feared “people who are in Muslim garb” while on a plane.  Don’t feel too bad for him, after his firing Fox News reportedly offered in a $2 million contract to be a host on their network.


ANSWER: Juan Williams

[10] This network founded under an Act signed by President Lyndon Johnson features such programs as “Wait Wait… Don’t Tell Me” and “Car Talk” and was in the news in October 2010 for firing Juan Williams.


ANSWER: National Public Radio

9. Her most recent novel, Malinche, describes the title figure, who served as the native interpreter for Hernan Cortes. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author who described how Tita's desire to marry Pedro is foiled by the fact that as the youngest daughter, she must stay unmarried in order to take care of her mother in her novel Like Water for Chocolate.

ANSWER: Laura Esquivel

[10] Like Water for Chocolate draw upon the traditions of this country home to Laura Esquivel.


ANSWER: Mexico

[10] This author of the poem “Sunstone” described Mexican society in his The Labyrinth of Solitude. He also wrote a work influenced by his position as Ambassador to India entitled The Monkey Grammarian.


ANSWER: Octavio Paz

10. Answer the following about places visited by Ahmad Ragab and Amy Harvey while in Arizona, for 10 points each:

[10] This classy resort town about an hour south of Flagstaff features Bell Rock and a number of shopping and restaurant districts. It is supposedly home to a "Vortex," which has mystical and unsurprisingly economic powers.


ANSWER: Sedona
[10] The Glass Bridge has recently been completed which traverses part of this structure, which has lookout points on the southern ridge like Moran Point, and Yaki Point. It is pretty deep.


ANSWER: Grand Canyon
[10] In Flagstaff one can find this observatory on top of appropriately named Mars Hill. It was founded in 1894 by its namesake, an American astronomer who predicted the existence of Pluto.


ANSWER: Lowell Observatory

11. He was succeeded by Galba and ordered the death of his mother Agrippina. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this persecutor of Christians and successor to Claudius who supposedly fiddled while Rome burned in the Great Fire.


ANSWER: Nero Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus [or Lucius Domitius Ahenobarbus]

[10] Nero succeeded this successor to Caligula who presided over the Roman conquest of Britain and Judaea.


ANSWER: Tiberius Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus [or Tiberius Claudius Drusus; or Tiberius Claudius Nero Germanicus]

[10] Nero's reign saw the rebellion of this female leader of the British Iceni tribe which ended when her forces were slaughtered at the Battle of Watling Bridge.


ANSWER: Boudicca 

12. Marius Petipa and Michel Fokine have choreographed for this company. FTPE:

[10] What is this ballet company which famously debuted Stravinsky works like The Firebird and Petrushka?


ANSWER: Ballet Russe
[10] The Ballet Russe was founded by this Russian impresario who had a sexual relationship with his best-known dancer, Nijinsky.


ANSWER: Sergei Diaghilev
[10] Perhaps the best-known ballerina of all time is this Ballet Russe dancer known for her work in “The Dying Swan.”


ANSWER: Anna Pavlova
13. Answer the following about the origin of life on Earth, for 10 points each.

[10] In 1953, this doubly-eponymous experiment tested the Oparin-Haldane hypothesis by creating conditions comparable to early days on Earth. 


ANSWER: Miller–Urey experiment

[10] Many of the oldest fossils of prokaryotes, particularly cyanobacteria, are found in these dome-shaped fossilized mats.


ANSWER: stromatolites

[10] This hypothesis states there was a severe ice age from 750 to 570 million years ago, which led eukaryotes to be relatively limited in diversity and distribution until the late Precambrian. 


ANSWER: Snowball Earth hypothesis

14. The Battle of Cuito Cuanavale, which has been described as an African Stalingrad, took place in this nation. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this nation which saw that battle occur in the course of a civil war between UNITA in the south, the MPLA, and the FLNA.


ANSWER: Republic of Angola

[10] The Battle of Cuito Cuanavale was significant in part because of the prominent defeat of this nation then practicing the racist policy of apartheid.


ANSWER: Republic of South Africa

[10] The Angolan forces which won at Cuito Cuanavale were supported by troops from this Latin American nation which also backed Che Guevara, and which receives its energy from Venezuela today.


ANSWER: Republic of Cuba

15. It was partly created from the UMW and other affiliated unions. FTPE:
[10] Name this group attempting to be “one big union” for workers in all imaginable trades; its members were nicknamed “wobblies.”


ANSWER: International Workers of the World or IWW
[10] This co-founder of the IWW had been a leader of the Western Federation of Miners and an urn with half of his ashes in it was buried in the Kremlin upon his 1928 death.


ANSWER: William “Big Bill Haywood
[10] The IWW opposed the skilled labor requirements and strike tactics of this earlier union founded by Samuel Gompers.



ANSWER: American Federation of Labor or AFL
16. It begins with the Oath of the Peach Garden, which sees Liu Bei, Guan Yu, and Zhang Fei pledge their loyalty to one another and to their country. For 10 points:

[10] Name this work which sees Liu Bei become the ruler of Shu, one of the title entities, before being defeated by Cao Cao, who rules another of the title entities.


ANSWER: Romance of the Three Kingdoms

[10] Boys in this nation are traditionally advised against reading Romance of the Three Kingdoms despite it being one of its Four Great Classical Novels.


ANSWER: China

[10] One reason why Chinese boys are advised against reading The Romance of the Three Kingdoms is because they might become conniving after learning from this cunning Chancellor of Shu.


ANSWER: Zhuge Liang [or Wolong; or Crouching Dragon]

17. One god of these people was described as the father of Dazbog, the "little sun," in the only work in which he is found, the Hypatian Codex. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this ethnic group of Eastern Europe and Russia whose chief god was Svarog, and whose myths included the house with chicken's feet, Baba Yaga.


ANSWER: Slavs 

[10] The holiday celebrating the birth of Dazbog to Svarog usually took place over the winter solstice, and is usually believed to have been replaced by this Christian holiday.


ANSWER: Christmas

[10] Svarog was often identified with this lame Greek forge god who was frequently cuckolded by his wife Aphrodite.


ANSWER: Hephaestus

18. This scientist coined the term "cell" in his 1665 book Micrographia. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this English scientist whose namesake law from physics relates the force exerted by a spring when it is extended or compressed.


ANSWER: Robert Hooke
[10] Objects that obey Hooke's law move with this type of motion, in which the acceleration is proportional to displacement and oppositely directed.


ANSWER: simple harmonic motion [or SHM]

[10] This word describes the motion of a harmonic oscillator due to a dissipative force, such as friction.


ANSWER: damped [accept word forms]

19. Answer the following about a French sociologist, for 10 points each:

[10] This French sociologist describes some different types of the title action in Suicide, and used the term “anomie” to describe a feeling of normlessness. 


ANSWER: Emile Durkheim

[10] This hugely important text by Durkheim offers that the title concept allowed “primitive societies” to develop complex social and economic relationships so that they could expiate their differences more peaceably.


ANSWER: The Division of Labor in Society
[5, 5] The Division of Labor in Society defines these two types of solidarity. One that is enforced through a common or collective conscience, and the other which arises in modern capitalist societies and enforced through economic and moral regulation created as a result of the division of labor. Name both for 5 points each.


ANSWER:  mechanical and organic solidarity
20. This was a major school of Hellenistic philosophy along with Cynicism and Skepticism, for 10 points each: 

[10] Name this school or doctrine founded by Zeno of Citium named after the edifice from which he taught.


ANSWER: Stoicism
[10] One of the Five Good Emperors of Rome, this ruler was an important expounder of Stoic philosophy in his Confessions.  


ANSWER: Marcus Aurelius Antoninus

[10] In order to reach this state of happiness, according to Stoicism, one had to overcome destructive passions in order to cultivate arête or virtue.


ANSWER: Eudaimonia
