Buzzerfest IX
Packet by Illinois (Jeff Geringer, Charles Martin, Mike Sorice)
1. A messenger is sent to inform the title character of “an unholy, horrible thing” in this work. A command to “not unstop the wineskin’s neck” convinces one character in this work to visit the title character. The title character extracts an oath from that infertile king, Aegeus, which allows the title character to give “a dress / of soft weave and a coronet of beaten gold” to another character in this story, as well as pursue an action that the nurse had previously criticized, wondering “Babes, with their father’s sin? Why call thy curse on these?” That dress was made with poison which causes the deaths of the king of Corinth, Creon, and his daughter, Glauce. For 10 points, what is this Euripides tragedy that sees the title character kill her children to enact revenge on her husband, Jason?

ANSWER: Medea

2. Central to this person’s thought is the notion that the modern world is typified by the mischaracterization of function, a form of his notion of the “broken world,” in which the world is reduced to a set of problems. A second central notion of this philosopher is that humanity is characterized by its exigencies and can have “with” relationships only with other beings. Those ideas are expounded in this philosopher’s first work, Being and Having; a third notion of his entitles his work Creative Fidelity. The source of the usual term for this person’s thought comes from “Existentialism is a Humanism”; he would at first accept, then reject that term, “Christian existentialism.” For 10 points, name this early French existentialist, the author of The Mystery of Being.

ANSWER: Gabriel-Honoré Marcel
3. This idea appears as the non-trivial precondition in the proof of the Poincaré recurrence theorem. An oft-confused fact is that Liouville’s theorem is necessary but not sufficient for this theorem to hold. In systems obeying this stricture, the steady-state phase-space PDF is non-zero at all accessible points; therefore, this principle implies that, over a sufficiently long time, a system will visit all accessible microstates. This stricture allows the interchange of time and ensemble averages, so the most common use of this idea is to derive the theorem that each quadratic degree of freedom of a system is associated with the same amount of energy. For 10 points, name this principle that underpins classical statistical mechanics and that is the usual assumption in deriving the equipartition theorem.

ANSWER: the ergodic hypothesis [accept ergodycity or molecular chaos]

4. One battle saw the Crown Prince Constantine commit his seven divisions against the VIII Corps of his enemy, an unanticipated decision that led to the downfall of Thessaloniki, while another saw Nikola Ivanov win the most recent Battle of Adrianople. The first lasted two months, then stopped, and restarted after the second coup d’état by the Young Turks, finally ending with the Treaty of London. The second of these conflicts began the day after that treaty was signed, though fighting did not start until King Ferdinand ordered his generals to attack Serbia at the Bregalnica River and Greece at Nigrita. For 10 points, name these wars, the first fought between the namesake league and the Ottoman Empire and the second fought amongst the league’s members.
ANSWER: Balkan Wars

5. Santa Battaglia tries to set up the mother of this character with a vigilant anti-Communist. Earlier, Claude Robichaux ended up getting arrested himself trying to keep this character from being arrested. Twice-offended by the flamboyant-ness of Dorian Greene, he denounces a movie as an “abortion” before having a drink at the Night of Joy Bar, where he regales all with the story of his trip on a Greyhound Scenicruiser. His dog Rex pops into his head while he is masturbating, despite this character being plagued by a broken intestinal valve. At the end of the novel in which he appears, a cockatoo tries to remove the earring worn by this lover of Myrna Minkoff under his green felt hunting cap. This fan of Dr. Nut also leads an unsuccessful workers’ revolution at Levy Pants. For ten points, name this John Kennedy Toole character, the protagonist of A Confederacy of Dunces.

ANSWER: Ignatius J. Reilly [accept either; accept A Confederacy of Dunces before "this character"]

6. Calder v. Bull extended the results of this case to the states, and it was first applied in Little v. Barreme, also known as the “Flying Fish” case. Cases arising from the decision of this case include one about the President’s power to seize control of steel mills during a war, Youngstown Sheet & Tube v. Sawyer, and one about the extent of executive privilege, United States v. Nixon. The author of the majority opinion wrote “an act of the legislature repugnant to the Constitution is void,” as the Court ruled in favor of the plantiff’s right to his commission as an appeals judge, but against the right of the Court to force its delivery by the Secretary of State. For 10 points, identify this Supreme Court case that saw the first use of the doctrine of judicial review.

ANSWER: Marbury v. Madison
7. In the background of this painting, a factory with about ten smokestacks can be seen, but only one has any smoke coming out of it. In the background on the left, a red-roofed house is hidden by a series of trees. One figure in this painting sits on a pile of clothes with a straw hat behind him, while a man in a black chapeau and brown pants lays down in front of a brown dog in the left foreground. Two boys in red hats and trunks can be seen in this work, one of whom has his back to the viewer while another is holding his cupped hands to his mouth, presumably drinking. A few sailboats can be seen in the background of this work, and there are five people sitting or laying on the bank on the left. For 10 points, name this pointillist work, the first of Georges Seurat, depicting some people getting clean in a river.

ANSWER: Bathers at Asnieres [or Bathing at Asnieres or Une Baignade, Asnières; Prompt on “Bathers”, accept “Seurat’s Bathers” or equivalents before “Seurat”]

8. One event in this novel is precipitated by a dream, after which a father hears word that causes him to hide his family deeper in a cave; his failure to warn others causes him guilt for the rest of his life. It begins with the same exact dedication to Theophilus as does Luke’s Gospel, but it is set apart by the controversial suggestions of a completely human Christ, a non-virgin birth, a conflict between an avaricious God and a compassionate, reluctant Christ, and a sympathetic Devil, as well as by an account of the death of St. Joseph, and multiple references to Portuguese culture. For 10 points, name this controversial satire by the 1998 Nobel Prize winner Jose Saramago, which ends with Christ submitting himself to death, hoping to downplay his significance to come.

ANSWER: The Gospel According to Jesus Christ [or O Evangelho Segundo Jesus Cristo]
9. This man wrote a piece that called for a new interpretation of the Thirty-Nine Articles; that piece brought an end to a series of works that he had started with works that claimed apostolic descent for the clergy of the Church that he would later leave. Tracts for the Times would form the basis of a movement that included Edward Pusey and John Keble, named for an English university. He also wrote a work in response to an article by Charles Kingsley that claimed that he and the Church that he had converted to did not regard truth as a virtue. In that work, he discusses the religious opinions he held throughout his life, including his conversion from Anglicanism to Catholicism. Due to be officially beatified in September, for 10 points, identify this English Cardinal, the founder of the Oxford Movement and the author of Apologia Pro Vita Sua.

ANSWER: The Venerable John Henry Newman
10. A family of channel proteins that transport mostly this chemical and its derivatives are the EAATs. The action of molecule’s dehydrogenase enzyme results in most of the ammonia eliminated by the urea cycle. PCP works by agonizing this signal molecule by mimicking NMDA, which is itself the namesake of one family of receptors for this molecule. Deamination of this compound yields the same product as the operation of isocitrate dehydrogenase on D-isocitrate; that compound, the third from citrate in the Krebs cycle, is an alpha-keto derivative of this acid. This amino acid with a carboxylic acid side chain has a name abbreviated E. For 10 points, name this compound, the principle brain excitatory neurotransmitter.

ANSWER: glutamic acid [accept glutamate; accept E before it’s mentioned]

11. He described the titular city as “branchy between towers” in his poem “Duns Scotus’s Oxford”. Another poem says the speaker will not “Despair, not feast on” the title entity, and another title object is predicted to “flame out, like shining from shook foil”. In addition to “Carrion Comfort”, another poem of his describes the title creature as “morning’s minion”, “daylight’s dauphin”, and a “dapple-dawn-drawn Falcon.” Another poem of his praises “Whatever is fickle, freckled” and “skies of couple-colour as a brinded cow”. That poem ends by saying “Praise him”, referring to its first line, where it urged “Glory be to God for dappled things—“. For 10 points, identify this author of “God’s Grandeur”, “Pied Beauty”, and “The Windhover”, whose masterpiece was The Wreck of the Deutschland.
ANSWER: Gerard Manley Hopkins

12. For a given interaction, this value can be obtained up to normalization by integrating the square modulus of an element of the transfer matrix over all orientations. That’s the case because this quantity is in general the all-solid-angle integral of a related quantity having the name of this quantity prefixed with differential. One compelling argument for the necessity of quantum theory is the fact that this quantity diverges for Rutherford scattering. This quantity is formally the constant of proportionality between flux and reaction rate density per target density, so this quantity times the target density is the probability of reaction. This variable is usually symbolized lower-case sigma and is often given in the unit barn, equal to ten to the minus twenty-fourth centimeters squared. For 10 points, name this quantity that can be thought of as the probability that one particle will hit another. 

ANSWER: microscopic total cross-section [prompt on sigma]

13. This artist sings “Photograph my mind and whatever else you’d like to shoot, you decide.” and “You know that I love you boy, hot like Mexico, rejoice.” On another track, this artist sings “He ate my heart and then he ate my brain.” More famously, she sings “I’ll be the girl backstage at your show, velvet ropes and guitars, yeah ‘cause you’re my rock star.” The chorus to that song includes the line “I’m your biggest fan, I’ll follow you until you love me.” Recently, on a track with Beyonce, she sings “Stop calling, stop calling, I don’t want to think anymore.” For 10 points, name this popstar famous for songs like “Starstruck”, “Telephone”, “Paparazzi”, “LoveGame,” and “Poker Face.”

ANSWER: Lady Gaga [or Stefani Germanotta]
14. Only one ruler of this group was later recognized as a caliph and not merely a secular king; that ruler is Abd al-Aziz. His father dealt with the rebellions by al-Mukhtar in Kufa and the combined forces of the Kharijites, Shi’ah, and Abd Allah ibn az-Zubayr in Iraq. This group was split between the Sufyanids, whose first leader attempted the first siege of Constantinople, and the Marwanids, whose last ruler, Marwan II, died at the Battle of the Great Zab River. They “won” the first Muslim civil war, beating out Muhammad’s son-in-law, Ali, and Mu’awiyah, the son of Abu Sufyan, was the first ruler of this polity. Ruling out of Damascus, for 10 points, what is this second Islamic caliphate?
ANSWER: Umayyad caliphate [or dynasty]
15. An excerpt from a larger work of this type by this composer was arranged by Boëllmann as an Allegro symphonique, for piano, 4 hands; that larger work is a so-called symphony of this type in F major. The last major work in this genre by this composer is in four movements, three of which are transcriptions of youthful piano pieces; its movements, “Menuet”, “Gavotte”, and “Pastorale” were described by the composer as a musical rendering of Watteau. The former of the aforementioned of these pieces was written to accompany a commedia dell’arte entertainment by René Fauchois; the other was dedicated to and named for the daughter of his mistress. For 10 points, name these works including the aforementioned “Masques and Bergamasques” and “Dolly” - collections of orchestral miniatures by their French composer.

ANSWER: the Orchestral Suites of Gabriel-Urbain Fauré [prompt on Orchestral Suites; prompt on Gabriel-Urbain Fauré; accept Symphonies of Gabriel-Urbain Fauré before “symphony”; prompt on Symphonies before “symphony”]

16. Franco Modigliani and his granddaughter Leah developed M-squared to match this in stocks with a benchmark index, and the Q-measure of probability is also known as “this”-neutral. Bondholders are concerned with the reinvestment form of this concept. Buying a stock while simultaneously selling a call option removes this as a decision criterion and beta is a measure of this relative to the market. Frank Knight wrote a work that contrasts this with another title concept, claiming that this is not randomness with unknowable probabilities, “this”, Uncertainty and Profit. Moral hazard arises when all of this is transferred away from a person; for 10 points, identify this concept that focuses on the chance an investment will provide a low or negative return and that is usually denoted by the lower case sigma.

ANSWER: risk

17. One specialized form of these entities defined over linear data structures is an iterator. The use of postfix iteration on iterators and other versions of these objects relies on the convention that adding an integer to one of these is equivalent to adding the size of the associated type to its value; that convention is the namesake arithmetic of these objects. C-like languages define arrays as a series of these without gaps. The most basic operation on one of objects returns the value of the object to which it of these is associated; that operation is dereferencing. These objects usually hold representations memory locations and that generally indicate where an associated object is stored. For 10 points, name these objects, the “links” in conventional implementations of linked lists.
ANSWER: pointers

18. The most famous cameo in this movie occurs when The Yardbirds play “Stroll On,” as the main character makes his way through the club venue, looking for the mysterious Jane. This film has the distinction of being the first British film to feature full frontal female nudity, and also caused controversy for the scene in which photographer Thomas has a sexy romp on some lavender paper with two teenage girls.  At the end of the movie, Thomas encounters some mimes in the park and participates in their imaginary game of tennis.   Starring David Hemmings and Vanessa Redgrave, the movie’s plot centers on whether the protagonist has captured a murder on his roll of film.  For 10 points, name this 1960’s “mod masterpiece”, directed by Michelangelo Antonioni. 
ANSWER: Blowup
19. The main character in this work “[dislikes] being questioned” and “never cared for Sundays.” That character kept an ad for Kruschen Salts because it amused him. After the central event in this work, the main character trains himself to remember details, including the story of the Czech, in order to pass the time. That character never even considered marrying his girlfriend until visiting Masson’s bungalow. That visit was set up by the main character’s relationship with Raymond Sintes. The protagonist enjoys Saturdays spent eating at Celeste’s and swimming with Marie Cardona, in contrast to the work’s opening scene, when he feels that “they were there to judge him”, and his lack of emotion displayed at his mother’s vigil would be used against him in his trial for killing an Arab. For 10 points, identify this novel about Monsieur Meursault, a work by Albert Camus.

ANSWER: The Stranger [or L’Etranger]
20. One non-territorial concession of this agreement was the transfer of the Asiento to the power that also received undivided control over St. Kitts. Another power had its control over the land between the Amazon and Oyapock rivers recognized by the power that also returned to it Colonia del Sacramento, a territory in Uruguay. France agreed to destroy its fortifications at Dunkirk while Victor Amadeus II became king of Sicily and Nice. The host country was told by the French delegate that that negotiations would be held "about you, in your country, without you," and indeed the host nation received little more than the Barrier Treaties. Britain suzerainty over the Iroquois was recognized, and gained territories that increased the holdings of the Hudson Bay Company from France, who agreed to recognize the legitimacy of Queen Anne. For 10 points, identify this series of treaties that concluded the War of the Spanish Succession.
ANSWER: Peace of Utrecht [or Treaty of Utrecht]
21. One idea posited to limit potential explanations of this feature notes that, because of its strong axisymmetric component, it cannot have been created by a steady MHD flow. The strength of the most powerful interactions undergone by this entity are quantified in the so-called K index; those same interactions cause the South Atlantic Anomaly, which is of great concern to the space program. The aforementioned Cowling’s theorem is one wrinkle in the standard theory of this object. Closed banana orbits within this approximate dipole give rise to the Van Allen belts. For 10 points, name this geological phenomenon that, according to the dynamo theory, is caused by flow in the Earth’s core.

ANSWER: the Earth’s magnetic field [accept clear-knowledge equivalents; accept planetary magnetic fields or lunar magnetic fields before “K index”; prompt on B or M]

Bonuses

1. It provides the power and authority to render a binding decision of law; for 10 points each, answer some questions about types of jurisdiction:

[10] This type of jurisdiction allows the court to render the initial decision in a case. All State trial courts have this type of jurisdiction.

ANSWER: original jurisdiction

[10] This type of jurisdiction allows the court to issue a binding judgment on the parties involved in a case. State courts have seen an increase in this type of jurisdiction since the passage of long arm statutes.

ANSWER: personal jurisdiction [accept in personam jurisdiction]

[10] This type of jurisdiction allows a federal court to try a civil case where the parties involved are citizens of different States and the amount in controversy is greater than $75,000. Swift v. Tyson and Erie Railroad v. Tompkins deal with this type of jurisdiction.

ANSWER: diversity jurisdiction

2. It inspired an exaggerated engraving by Paul Revere, for 10 points each:

[10] Identify this March 5, 1770 event that saw the deaths of 5 Americans, including Crispus Attucks, in the namesake city. 
ANSWER: Boston Massacre
[10] The British responsible for the Boston Massacre were stationed in American because of these laws. They were passed in order to raise revenue to pay British judges and governors in the colonies and to punish New York for not following the Quartering Act.

ANSWER: Townshend Acts

[10] Before the Boston Massacre, unrest over the Townshend Acts had also been provoked by the seizing of this ship owned by John Hancock. Later, it was burned in Newport, Rhode Island.

ANSWER: HMS Liberty
3. The sarcoplasmic reticulum is a specially adapted smooth ER that functions to store this ion when muscle cells are relaxed and then release it when excited. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this cation fundamental to muscle function.

ANSWER: calcium-2-plus [accept just calcium]

[10] Also dependent on calcium-two are these hook-like class-one trans-membrane proteins that protrude from plasma membranes, allowing the cells of tissues to stick to one another.

ANSWER: cadherins

[10] In muscle cells, a dimer of this protein joins the thin filaments in adjacent sarcomeres. In intercellular adhering junctions, this protein cross-links the filaments within each cell, which are in turn joined to cadherins by viniculins and catenins.

ANSWER: alpha-actinin [do not accept or prompt on “actin”]

4. An early incomplete symphony by this artist is named “Zwickau” and consists of a Berlioz-influenced Allegro moderato and the mule-like Andantino quasi allegretto - Intermezzo quasi scherzo: Allegro assai - Andantino. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this composer whose last-published symphony consists of four intentionally incomplete D minor movements mashed together, which contributed to Mahler’s comfort in essentially re-writing it.

ANSWER: Robert Schumann
[10] Schumann completed this B flat symphony shortly after finishing his song cycles Dichterliebe and Frauenliebe und Leben. Hanslick claims that its nickname derives from the period of life Scuhmann felt he was entering.

ANSWER: Symphony No. 1 in B flat major (“Spring”), Op. 380 [accept any underlined part]

[10] Schumann’s final symphony, the “Rhenish,” is in this key signature, which it shares with Richard Strauss’ Ein Heldenleben and Joseph Haydn’s Trumpet Concerto.

ANSWER: E flat major [do not accept or prompt on “E” or “E major”]

5. Answer the following about a seminal work of poetry, for ten points each:

[10] This volume of poetry was originally made up of five poems, including “Spleen and Ideal”, “Revolt”, and “Death”. However, some parts were censored; these were later published as Jetsam.
ANSWER: Les Fleurs du Mal [or The Flowers of Evil]

[10] This French poet wrote Les Fleurs du Mal, as well as the drug-inspired Artifical Paradises.

ANSWER: Charles Baudelaire
[10] This original poem in Les Fleurs du Mal, one of the ones censored out and later published in Jetsam, features the narrator’s seduction by the charms of his almost completely naked “fawn-brown” mistress.

ANSWER: “The Jewels” [or “Les Bijoux”]
6. Sweyn Forkbeard conquered England as revenge for the St. Brice’s Day Massacre ordered by this person, for 10 points each:

[10] Identify this English king, the father of Edmund Ironsides and Edward the Confessor.

ANSWER: Aethelred II the Unready [accept either the epithet or number]

[10] Aethelred was the half brother of this ruler. He died mysteriously in Corfe Castle and was most likely killed by the actions of the queen Elfrida in order to allow Aethelred to take the throne. 

ANSWER: Edward the Martyr
[10] This battle ended soon after Byrhtnoth decided to allow the Danes to fight on the mainland and subsequently died. As a result of this battle, Aethelred decided to pay the tribute demanded by the Danes.

ANSWER: Battle of Maldon
7. "Masterclass in modal improvisation. Whatever that is." Answer these questions about the best selling and most influential jazz album of all time, for 10 points each.

[10] Name this 1959 album by Miles Davis that features tracks such as “Freddie Freeloader” and “Flamenco Sketches”.
ANSWER: Kind of Blue
[10] This first track on Kind of Blue is one of the best known examples of modal jazz. It features a piano and bass introduction before a trumpet solo takes over, followed by an alto sax solo, a tenor sax solo and finally another trumpet solo.

ANSWER: "So What"
[10] This man was the alto sax for the band that recorded Kind of Blue. He would go on to release such albums as Know What I Mean? and The Price You Got to Pay to Be Free.

ANSWER:  Julian "Cannonball" Adderley
8. Central to this novel is a car accident suffered by the old writer Morelli, which leads to the discovery of his manuscripts on the anti-novel. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel that can be read in many different ways according to its opening “Table of Instructions.” Conventional readings center on the woman La Maga, the lover of the protagonist.

ANSWER: Hopscotch [or Rayuela]

[10] This Argentine author of Hopscotch appears in it as the protagonist Horacio Oliveira.

ANSWER: Julio Cortázar [accept Julio Denis]

[10] In Hopscotch, Cortázar employs The Traveler as a doppelganger for Horacio, an idea he may have adapted from this author’s short story William Wilson. This author of “The Fall of the House of Usher” was translated by both Cortázar and his wife.

ANSWER: Edgar Allen Poe
9. This fellow student of Xunzi along with Li Si is perhaps the central figure in a school of philosophy that borrowed the concept of the “Model” from Mohism. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this thinker of the Warring States period whose namesake text contains most of what is known of his school.

ANSWER: Hanfeizi [prompt on Han]

[10] Hanfei, Xunzi and Li Si are the major triad of this Chinese school, the official philosophy of the Ch’in Dynasty. It holds that people are inherently evil and must be punished according to rigid rules in order to assure the highest good: satisfactorily mediocre governance.

ANSWER: Legalism [or Fa jia; accept word forms like Legalist]

[10] Legalism can thus best be typed as a sub-class of this branch moral philosophy. It can be defined as the quest for a standard of conduct that will promote the moral good in the world.

ANSWER: normative ethics
10. This equation of mathematical physics can be stated by equating the second time partial of the dependent function with the square of the propagation speed times the dependent function plus a source term. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this fundamental hyperbolic equation of which the Schrödinger equation is one form and the equation of motion for a vibrating string another.

ANSWER: the wave equation

[10] In the absence of a source term, the wave equation may be stated succinctly by setting this scientist’s namesake operator operating on the dependent function equal to zero. This physicist’s operator is symbolized by a box and is equal to the second time partial minus the speed squared times the Laplacian.

ANSWER: Jean le Rond d’Alembert
[10] For the one-dimensional, source-free wave equation with constant propagation speed c, time t, and spatial dimension x, d’Alembert discovered that the general solution is a sum of arbitrary functions of two variables. Give either of these in terms of c, t, and x.

ANSWER: x + ct or x – ct [accept arbitrary powers of multiples of these like (x-ct)2 or 5.2(x/c+t)

11. The general one of these of first-order can be stated by setting an arbitrary function of a single independent variable x, a single dependent variable y, and its first-order derivative y-prime to zero. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this type of relation that is said to be exact if the partials of its coefficient functions are equal.

ANSWER: first-order ordinary differential equation

[10] A first-order ODE of this type has the form f of x and y times y-prime equals zero, where f is some function, and has solution y is constant. In general, this term refers to differential equations in which every term is proportional to a derivative.

ANSWER: homogeneous
[10] One general method for solving first-order ODEs is to multiply through by this function, symbolized mu. It causes the y-prime to appear only in the term d-by-dx of mu y. If the irreducible coefficient of the ODE is f of x, then this function is given by mu equals e to the integral of f of x, dx.

ANSWER: an integrating factor
12. He was captured at the Battle of Sedan during the Franco-Prussian War, for 10 points each:

[10] Identify this last president of the Second Republic of France and emperor from 1852-1870.

ANSWER: Napoleon III or Louis Napoleon [prompt on Napoleon]

[10] Napoleon initially tried to take control of France by convincing the French military at this capital of Alsace to join him in a coup d’état. His plan failed and he was exiled from France.

ANSWER: Strasbourg
[10] As Emperor, Napoleon III apparently empathized with other exiled rebels, as he pardoned this Algerian guerrilla leader on exile in France, and even offered him the viceroyalty. The resistance this man led was initially successful, but he was forced by Marshal Bugeaud to cede coastal Algeria in the Treaty of Tafna.

ANSWER: Abd al-Qadir
13. For 10 points each, answer some questions abut a deity that hid herself in a cave:

[10] This was the deity that hid herself. She is the sun goddess in Shinto mythology.

ANSWER: Amaterasu
[10] This granddaughter of Amaterasu is responsible for bringing her out of seclusion. This deity’s name means “whirling,” an apt description considering the dances she performs.

ANSWER: Uzume
[10] This brother of Uzume was sent by Amaterasu to take over the affairs of the country. He is the rice god of Shinto mythology and he married Ko-no-Hana.

ANSWER: Ninigi-no-mikoto

14. Answer the following about some artists and some paintings, for 10 points each.

[10] On the left side of this painting, a carriage wheel is visible, while a man and a woman are holding umbrellas and walking on the sidewalk in the titular city.

ANSWER: Paris Street; Rainy Day
[10] Paris Street; Rainy Day was painted by this French artist.

ANSWER: Gustave Caillebotte
[10] At his death, Caillebotte left nineteen paintings by this French mentor of the Impressionist movement to the government. His more famous works include Peasant Girl Drinking Her Coffee and Hoar Frost.

ANSWER: Camille Pissarro
15. Answer the following questions about the music of Maynard James Keenan, for 10 points each.

[10] This Maynard side project released an album called V is for Vagina and has tracks like “Momma Sed,” “The Mission,” and “Queen B,” which repeats the line “This lady got the thickness, can I get a witness?”

ANSWER: Puscifer
[10] This other band, fronted by Maynard, released an album called Mer de Noms and tracks like “3 Libras,” “The Outsider,” “Passive,” and “The Hollow.”

ANSWER: A Perfect Circle
[10] Maynard is most famous for his work with the rock band Tool. This most recent Tool album won a Grammy for Best Recording Package. It contains the Best Hard Rock Performance-winning song “The Pot” and “Vicarious.”

ANSWER: 10,000 Days
16. Following the death of its first ruler, the members of the Hojo clan soon took control of this polity, for 10 points each: 

[10] What is this polity, set up by the Minamoto clan in the namesake city following the downfall of the Taira clan?  It was the first shogunate of Japan.

ANSWER: Kamakura shogunate

[10] The Kamakura shogunate began after this ruler secured control of the country through the power of his samurai, allowing him to set up the first bakufu.

ANSWER: Minamoto no Yoritomo
[10] Yoritomo seized control of the country after this civil war. His first battle during the civil war, Ishibashiyama, was a humiliating defeat, but his younger half-brother’s win over the Taira at the Battle of Dan-no-ura paved the way for Yoritomo.

ANSWER: Genpei War

17. This poet wrote the aptly-named collection Trilogy. For 10 points each:
[10] Trilogy is comprised of three long poems, "The Walls Do Not Fall," "Tribute to the Angels," and "The Flowering of the Rod." This author of Trilogy also wrote the collection Sea Garden.
ANSWER: H.D. [or Hilda Doolittle]
[10] Hilda Doolittle helped develop this movement, along with Ezra Pound and Richard Aldington, which featured use of common language, including its idioms, rhythms and clarity, and precise visuals.
ANSWER: Imagism [accept word forms]
[10] This Imagist poem by Doolittle begins with the lines "He and I sought together, / over the spattered table, / rhymes and flowers, / gifts for a name," and contains a fragment originally written by the Greek poet Sappho. Its name also titles one of Doolittle’s collections.
ANSWER: “Heliodora”
18. One subclass of these compounds is the azirdines. The typical aromatic member is aniline. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this class of compounds defined by the presence of an oxidized nitrogen bearing a lone pair.

ANSWER: amines

[10] Amines having hydrogen as two of their substituents are known by this name.

ANSWER: primary amines

[10] The classic synthesis of primary amines is this reaction of an alkyl halide with potassium pthalimide.

ANSWER: Gabriel synthesis 

19. For 10 points each, name the following related to the closest thing the papacy has had to a rock star.

[10] This pope survived an assassination attempt by a Turkish gunman, added a fourth set of mysteries to the Rosary, and reconciled Catholic teachings with Darwinian evolution.

ANSWER: The Venerable Pope John Paul II [or Karol Józef Wojtyla]

[10] PJP II issued this encyclical in 1995. It took a staunch position on the preservation of human life and specifically opposed abortion, euthanasia, capital punishment, and murder.

ANSWER: Evangelium Vitae [or The Gospel of Life]

[10] PJP II was only the second longest-serving pope. One pope of this name served for longer and declared the dogma of Immaculate Conception. The fourth of this name was a Medici that presided over the Council of Trent.

ANSWER: Pius [IX, IV]

20. The end of this work sees its protagonist drinking Victory Gin in the Chestnut Tree Café, for ten points each:

[10] What is this novel that follows Winston as he joins Julia in resistance against Big Brother before finally being caught?

ANSWER: 1984
[10] Winston is caught by O’Brien in the room he rented from this person. This person runs a store in the prole district and is a member of the Thought Police.

ANSWER: Mr. Charrington
[10] Winston works with this author of a new edition of the Newspeak dictionary. One day this character stops showing up to work, probably as a result of his being “too intelligent” to remain with the Party.

ANSWER: Syme
21. Its borders were ignored during the War of the Castilian Succession, for 10 points each:

[10] What is this last Moor territory in Spain, notable for its fortress Alhambra?

ANSWER: Granada
[10] Granada was led by this ruler until it was finally captured by Ferdinand and Isabella in 1492. His earlier attempt to invade Castile ended in failure and caused his uncle to take the throne for a period of time.

ANSWER: Muhammad XII of Granada [accept King Boabdil]

[10] Muhammad XII was the last ruler of this dynasty that had controlled Granada since 1232. It succeeded the Almohad dynasty and its first ruler was Muhammad I.

ANSWER: Nasrid dynasty
