1.  Cate Blanchett makes a cameo in this movie as Janine, the protagonist's ex, and Peter Jackson has an uncredited cameo as a Santa Claus who stabs the main character. One character in this movie dies in a house explosion while another character is crushed by a stone falling from the top of a church. The protagonist is forced to imitate a man who only says the word “yarp” after knocking him out, and that man, Michael, works for Timothy Dalton's character, Skinner. In this movie, Danny Butterman refers to Bad Boys and Point Break, which provide inspiration for the main character to singlehandedly take down the ridiculously well-armed citizenry of Sandford. For 10 points, name this Edgar Wright movie, written by and starring Simon Pegg as officer Nicholas Angel, a British spoof of buddy cop movies.

ANSWER: Hot Fuzz
2. One event in this conflict involved the attempted peaceful extrication of a ruler from a house in which hundreds of members of the retrieving force were killed, also known as the Skirmish of Bender. One treaty signed during this war handed over its instigator, the Livonian Johann Patkul, and replaced Augustus the Strong on the throne. That treaty of Altranstadt forced Poland to stop fighting in this war. A battle in this war taking place west of the Vorskla River saw 17,000 Swedes lose to an army that underwent great modernization following its defeat at Narva in this war. For 10 points, name this conflict ended by the Treaty of Nystad which included the battle of Poltava and which pitted Charles XII against Peter the Great.

ANSWER: Great Northern War
3.  The reaction of chloroyl-CoA with glycine is one step in the glycine conjugation pathway conducted in this organ. Those cells store Vitamin A in lipid globules in this organ, and another class of cells in this organ create glucuronic acid or sulfate through a conjugation of a free open-chain pyrrole. Gaps between fenestrated epithelia and cords in this organ are called spaces of Disse, through which blood plasma flows. This organ’s Ito cells are supported by its sinusoids, which make use of macrophages called Kupffer cells. Blood is supplied to this organ from the splenic and mesenteric arteries via the portal vein. For 10 points, name this organ responsible for bile secretion that helps remove waste products from the body and which can be scarred due to alcohol abuse in cases of cirrhosis.

ANSWER: liver
4.  At one point in this work, the servant Luke is unable to find a letter, while during another episode a young girl emerges from behind a curtain. Early on, the unnamed protagonist sees a man's face in a tower, only to be informed that the man had considered himself "great friends" of a boy who has recently been expelled from school. The protagonist had been engaged to stay at a "big, ugly, antique, and convenient" house called Bly by the former employer of Miss Jessel, and this novella ends with her holding Miles' body. Miss Jessel and Peter Quint haunt Miles and Flora in, for 10 points, what novella by Henry James.

ANSWER: The Turn of the Screw
5. Joe Zitto and Joe Gaspar were minor players in this event. After this incident, an imprompu Opera House meeting featured a denunciatory speech by Rose Schneiderman.  It was the focus of twenty-three civil suits filed against Max Blanck and Issac Harris, who were acquitted of any wrongdoing, and it spurred the creation of a committee headed by Robert Wagoner, Al Smith, and Samuel Gompers.  This incident was magnified by a the supposedly anti-theft measure of locking the doors to the Washington Place exit. Starting on the eighth floor of the Asch building, for 10 points, identify this 1911 incident in which 146 mostly-female garment workers perished in a industrial conflagration.
ANSWER: Triangle Shirtwaist Factory Fire
6.  Zadie Smith's declared On Beauty to be an homage to this novel. One character in this novel perceives “a goblin footfall” in Beethoven's Fifth, and that character's sister perceives “rounded Druids” and is “thrilled with poetry” at the dwelling of Oniton. Tibby is told of his sister's intent to travel to Germany after Aunt Juley Munt tells that sister to break off her affair with Paul. Paul's father marries a woman who insists he see the connection between his own affair with Jacky and the affairs of a man who dies when a bookcase falls on him after Charles beats him with a saber for an affair with Helen. Seeing the death of Leonard Bast and the marriage of Henry Wilcox to Margaret Schlegel, thus giving her the deed to the title estate, for 10 points, name this novel of E.M Forster.

ANSWER: Howard's End
7.  This distribution’s moment-generating function is e raised to the product of m and quantity e to the x minus one, where m is its mean. One application of this distribution is to a construct requiring both independent increment and stationary increment assumptions. A related function based on the difference of variables following this distribution is named for Skellam and is useful in describing differences in the photon noise of two images. Fluctuation in one of its parameters is called shot noise, and its parameter denoted lambda describes both its mean and variance. Useful in modeling copy errors and waiting times, for 10 points, identify this distribution named after the Frenchman who introduced it.

ANSWER: Poisson distribution [or Poissonian; or von Bortkiewicz distribution early]
8. Ed Kienholz included a television in his sculpture To Mourn A Dead [This], and the earliest British hill-figure is a depiction of this found at Uffington.  These animals are depicted in Alfred Stieglitz's The Terminal, and sculptures depicting this animal include Francois Girardon's Marcus Curtius Throwing himself into the Flames and the Classical-era Regisole.  A study of this animal in motion, created with a zoopraxiscope, was conducted by Edward Muybridge and proved that the "flying" posture assumed by these animals in Gericault's Epsom Derby was impossible.  For 10 points, name this animal featured in Donatello's Gattamelata, Frederic Remington's Bronco Buster and numerous other equestrian statues.
ANSWER: horses
9. The illusion theory of this property claims that it is a "virtual property", and exploits the 4+2 structure of its natural concept to claim that it does not exist in nature. P.M.S. Hacker's Simple Objectivist view of this claims it is an intrinsic quality of objects.  The dispositionalist account of this, which has roots in the writings of Descartes and Locke, claims that saying something has this is equal to saying it has some other property which makes it appear to have this to the right observer. Landesman wrote about this "and consciousness"; Frank Jackson wrote about the "primary quality view of" this, and Goethe's Theory Of [This] explained it as the interaction between light and dark.  For 10 points, name this phenomenon, seen along the entire visible wavelength from red to violet.
ANSWER: color
10. “The illustrious irises” recognize the “poet's mantle” of the Rafael Nunez in one of this man's four “Swans” poems”, while he adopted the swan as his “Blazon” in his poetic battle with Enrique Gonzalez Martinez. He wrote of the “golden laughter... cruel and eternal” of Eulalia in “The Air was Gentle...”, while another poem ends speaking of the one stringed “monotonous solo” of a cricket and the “hoarse, senile guitar” of “the old cicada.” That poem twice mentions “siesta in the tropics” and an old “sea wolf” drinking gin and opens describing how “the sea... reflects the sky's sheet of zinc.” “Symphony in Gray Major” appears in his Profane Hymns, while another work tells the title figure there are “a thousand cubs of the Spanish lion” and that he is missing God though he is an Alexander-Nebuchadnezzar. For 10 points, name this author of “To Roosevelt.”

ANSWER: Ruben Dario
11. One of this man's daughters was Phrixus's stepmother and became a sea goddess who saved Odysseus. Another daughter of his had a son whom Artemis transformed into a stag. This father of Ino and Autonoe invented the alphabet and had a wife along with whom he was turned into a snake in Illyria. This figure earlier slew a creature who was sluggish from eating all of his men, after which he threw a rock amidst a bunch of warriors, who promptly killed each other. This father of Semele and husband of Harmonia was led to the spot where those things occurred by a white cow, which followed after being told that his sister Europa was doing fine. For 10 points, name this Greek who sowed dragon's teeth to help found Thebes.

ANSWER: Cadmus
12. This man notably rejected a request from Pius II from two galleys during an anti-Turkish crusade, blaming the limitations of his power as a free citizen. This man adopted Marsilio Fucino and commissioned him to translate several of Plato’s works. He established a council of 100 men responsible for taxation called the cento, and though exiled by Strozzi and Albizzi in 1433, this father of Piero the Gouty was able to take his fortune to Venice, forcing an exile of other bankers from Florence and causing the city to allow him to return. After dying, he was given the title of Pater Patriae, which was carved on his tomb. For 10 points, name this Florentine banker and political figure, the grandfather of Lorenzo the Magnificent and founder of the Medici dynasty.

ANSWER: Cosimo de’ Medici
13. Before becoming a bishop, Eusebius of Dorylaeum was part of the early opposition to this belief, which was recognized by the Tang Emperor Taizong in the 7th century and aided by Peroz I, a Sassanid king. Theodore of Mopsuestia's ideas are a predecessor to this doctrine, a form of which lives on in the Assyrian Church of the East. Part of this heresy is the statement that christotokos is a better term than theotokos as well as the belief that God could not have suffered on the cross. It was condemned by Cyril of Alexandria and its namesake was excommunicated after the First Council of Ephesus. For 10 points, name this heresy that states that Jesus existed as both a person and the divine spirit Logos, named after a 5th century Patriarch of Constantinople.

ANSWER: Nestorianism
14.  One description of interactions with this group was written down in journalist Francois Bizot’s The Gate. Bizot was saved by a member of this group known as Duch, who worked M-13. Duch later moved to work at this group’s more notable S-21 camp, which was run by one of this group’s branches, Santebal. This group’s so-called intellectual member was head of the Office 870 and that man became President of the State Presidium upon its rise to power. In addition to Khieu Samphan, this group’s higher ups included men in the Angkar who made use of Choeung Ek, such as Son Sen and Nuon Chea. One member of this group received the nickname “the butcher” in addition to his alias Ta Mok. For 10 points, name this group that was run by Brother Number One, Pol Pot, which instituted a system of killing fields during its brief rule in the 1970s of Cambodia.

ANSWER: Khmer Rouge
15. One of this man's poems speaks of how “the unicorn desires that which the rose forgets” and is divided into the sections “Exposition” and “World.” Besides “Ode to the Most Holy Eucharist”, this man wrote a poem in which his lover takes “a hummingbird of love” between his teeth. “Ghazal of Unforseen Love” opens this man's collection Divan del Tamarit, and another poem features the refrain ““Green, how I want you green”; that work, “Ballad of the Sleepwalker”, is one of his Gypsy Ballads. He wrote one play that ends with the suicide of Adela, and another in which Leonardo is a casualty of the title event. For 10 points, identify this Spanish poet and playwright, author of The House of Bernarda Alba and Blood Wedding.

ANSWER: Federico García Lorca
16. A version of spectroscopy that is free of one form of this effect uses a standing wave to give radiation to a moving atom and is named for its two-photon transition. Due to this effect, atoms observe laser resonance leading to the phenomenon of optical molasses at its namesake cooling limit. Mossbauer spectroscopy uses this effect to modulate the energy of the incident gamma rays. An experiment that used a canal ray tube and a mirror to view light emissions was used to detect the transverse form of this effect, while its relativistic form involves changes equal to the square root of one plus beta over one minus beta. For 10 points, name this shift in the wavelength from a moving source that can be heard by an observer.

ANSWER: Doppler effect [or Doppler shift]
17. Louis Vierne and Olivier Latry are known for their performances of a certain Cavaillé-Coll instrument at a location with this appellation.  A school of music with this name, known to us through the writings of Anonymous IV, was representative of the ars antiqua style of polyphony and produced the Magnus Liber Organi attributed to Leonin and Perotin. One work with this appellation, written for the cathedral at Reims and performed as a memorial for the composer's brother, includes the Ite Missa Est and is the first extant polyphonic setting of the Ordinary by a single composer.  Guillame de Machaut's Mass is known by this French name which, for 10 points, refers to the Virgin Mary and names a famous cathedral in the center of Paris.
ANSWER: Notre Dame
18. This man invented and names a flask with two still heads, one holding a capillary and the other a thermometer. With Shadwell he used silver cyanide and orthonitrobenzoyl chloride in a synthesis of isatin, and A reaction involving aromatic aldehydes to create cinnamate is named after this man. Another reaction named for him has Bellus and Ireland variations and involves heating an allyl vinyl ether to form an unsaturated carbonyl, a [3,3]-sigmatropic rearrangement. An intramolecular variation on another reaction named for him forms a cyclic version of its product and is named for Dieckmann, and that reaction's product is a beta-keto ester. For 10 points, identify this German chemist, the namesake of a condensation.

ANSWER: Rainer Ludwig Claisen [or Claisen flask, reaction, rearrangement, condensation, etc.]
19.  This work drew on its artist's sketches of Pierre-Paul Prudhon's Justice and Divine Vengeance Pursuing Crime. Thanks to a failed affair with his aunt, this work's artist shaved his head and behaved as an ascetic during this work's composition, which was aided by Louis-Alexis Jamar. This work caused Delacroix to run from the room as if mad, and a rather darker preliminary study depicts this work's subjects engaging in cannibalism. A black man waves a red handkerchief in the sky at the top of one of this work's pyramids of bodies. For 10 points, name this work whose figures were inspired by sketchings at the morgue, depicting soldiers who were wrecked off the Coast of Mauritania, a work of Theodore Gericault.

ANSWER: The Raft of the Medusa or Le Radeau de la Meduse
20.  One work by this man approvingly cites the practices of the Tikopia Islanders, and opens with a comparison of Huls Farm and Gardar Farm.  In the aformentioned work by this author of Why is Sex Fun?, this author cites invasive species and the prospect of humans using all of the energy available for photosynthesis as two of twelve looming issues for humanity.  In addition to a work about "how societies choose to fail or succeed", he is best known for a work which discusses the "collision at Cajamarca" and cites livestock-acquired infectious diseases in its thesis that Eurasian dominance over other civilizations was mainly an accident of geography. For 10 points, name this author of Collapse and Guns, Germs, and Steel.
ANSWER: Jared Diamond
TB1. One character in this work claims that an animal with six paws “would be specially privileged” after asking another man to consider taking away two paws from the cats Isidore and Fricot. Another character in this play makes an escape up a stairway after being chased before reporting that her husband, Mr. Boeuf, has sent a telegram saying he is sick. One character leaves a room after announcing that he “prefer[s] the great universal family to the little domestic one,” especially after hearing about what happened to Botard and Papillon. The play begins with the protagonist talking to Jean in a café and ends with the protagonist alone in a room after he is abandoned by Daisy. For 10 points, name this absurdist play in which Berenger sees everyone turn into the title animal, written by Eugène Ionesco.
ANSWER: Rhinocéros
Bonuses

1.  Not surprisingly given their functions, they are most common in leukocytes. For 10 points each:   

[10] Name this organelle, which holds a bunch of hydrolytic enzymes in an acidic environment. It releases those enzymes to consume old organelles, invading viruses and bacteria, and food.

ANSWER: lysosomes

[10] Lysosomes' releasing their enzymes help cause this form of cell death, in which a cell's own enzymes digest it.

ANSWER: autophagy [or autolysis; or autophagocytosis]

[10] If the lysosome is deficient in Acid alpha-glucosidae, this autosomal recessive glycogen storage disease is probably the culprit. It can be treated by Myozyme.

ANSWER: Pompe's disease [or acid maltase deficiency; or glycogen storage disease type II]
2. This man reached a favorable truce agreement with Khosrow I in 532 CE thanks to the work of this man’s generals, such as Belisarius. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Byzantine emperor married to Theodora who also supported the writing of new laws that were then named for him.

ANSWER: Justinian I

[10] This revolt occurred during Justinian’s rule. It started in a hippodrome when the Blue and Green factions united to ask for the release of some prisoners.

ANSWER: Nika revolts

[10] The supporters of the Nika revolt proclaimed this nephew of Anastasius I emperor. This man was killed during the course of the riots.

ANSWER: Hypatius
3. This process passes a mixture through a stationary phase to check for the presence of an analyte. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this technique, variants of which include column and paper.

ANSWER: chromatography
[10] Similar to paper chromatography, this variant uses adsorbent materials like cellulose, aluminum oxide or silica gel for the stationary phase.

ANSWER: thin-layer chromatography

[10] This other form of chromatography used to separate protein solutions, is based on the relationship between the stationary phase material and the analyte, for instance an antigen and antibody or enzyme and substrate.

ANSWER: affinity chromatography

4. He worked as the Royal Keeper of the archives for the Zhou royal court. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this religious scholar and author of the Tao te Ching.
ANSWER: Lao-tzu or Laozi
[10] This important concept in Taoism is the natural way of doing things, and in the Tao te Ching, this concept is the key to a sage's success.

ANSWER: wu wei
[10] This other Taoist concept is connected to wu wei and refers to a state of letting things be as they are without any human influence.

ANSWER: ziran
5. For 10 points each, name these revolutionary war battles.
[10] This battle was won by Daniel Morgan’s use of deep lines and lasted only one hour.  It secured South Carolina for the Continental Army.
ANSWER: Battle of Cowpens
[10] Daniel Morgan participated in this 1777 New York battle as well, fighting alongside Benedict Arnold to  stop the advance of Burgoyne’s army down the Hudson.  
ANSWER: Battle of Saratoga
[10] Mad Anthony Wayne captured an entire British regiment in 25 minutes at this battle fought along the Hudson River.
ANSWER: Battle of Stony Point
6.  The title character of this poem tries to entice a small boy with the promise of games and his daughters who will treat the boy well. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this German poem in which a father racing with his son on horseback arrives at their destination only to find his son is dead, possibly through the work of the mythical title figure.

ANSWER: “Der Erlkönig” [or “The Erlking”; or “The Elfking”]

[10] This German Sturm und Drang writer penned “Der Erlkönig,” as well as some works about the apprenticeship and travels of Wilhelm Meister.

ANSWER: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
[10] In this Goethe work, the title character keeps up a correspondence with his friend Wilhelm, including his falling for the young Lotte. When Lotte marries Albert, the title character despairs and eventually kills himself.

ANSWER: The Sorrows of Young Werther [or Die Leiden des jungen Werthers]
7.  One chapter discusses Martin Luther’s conception of “Berufung”, and another with deals Pietism and "the Baptist sects" in relation to asceticism. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this sociological text which posited an "elective affinity" between the two titular systems.
ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism
[10] The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism was written by this German thinker, also the author of Economy and Society.
ANSWER: Max Weber
[10] This friend of Max Weber railed against the impact that city life had on "subjective culture" in his The Metropolis and Mental Life.
ANSWER: Georg Simmel
8. His Anti-Duhring was intended both a refutation of one of his rivals, as well as an "encyclopaedic survey of our conception of the philosophical, natural-science and historical problems.”  For 10 points each:
[10] For 10 points, name this author of The Condition of The Working Class In England.
ANSWER: Friedrich Engels
[10] Friedrich Engels is most famous for his collaboration with this man, which produced Das Kapital and The Communist Manifesto.
ANSWER: Karl Marx
[10] This early, uncompleted work of Marx and Engels consisted of satirical attacks on Max Stirner, Bruno Bauer and the rest of the Young Hegelians.
ANSWER: The German Ideology
9. Moseley showed that the square root of the frequency of the characteristic type of this ray emitted from an element plotted against the element’s atomic number resulted in a linear relationship. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this radiation that was famously used by Wilhelm Röntgen to take a look at his wife’s hand.

ANSWER: x-rays

[10] This radiation causes x-rays to have a continuous spectrum. It is generally caused by a charged particle moving through an electric field being deflected or stopped by atomic nuclei.

ANSWER: bremsstrahlung
[10] This unit, equal to 100 rads, is the standard SI unit of biological radiation absorbed dose used by radiologists. 

ANSWER: Gray
10. This section of a larger work opens with a B minor four bar theme first played by cellos and bassoons. For 10 points each:
[10] That theme, which is repeated with higher dynamics and instruments over the course of this work, depicts a scene where a horde of trolls chase a certain drama's protagonist. It is the final movement of its composer’s Opus 46.
ANSWER: In the Hall of the Mountain King [or I Dovregubbens hall]
[10] This Norwegian composer of the Sigurd Jorsalfar suite wrote "In the Hall of the Mountain King" as part of his incidental music to Ibsen’s Peer Gynt, which was later extracted for its namesake suite.
ANSWER: Edvard Hagerup Grieg
[10] Grieg's Piano Concerto in A Minor was a favorite of this Australian. This promoter of “free music” also wrote folksong-influenced works such as Country Gardens and Irish Tune From County Derry.
ANSWER: George Percy Aldridge Grainger
11. For 10 points each, name these wives of Henry VIII.

[10] This woman was Queen of England from 1509 to 1533, when she and Henry were divorced. She would call herself Queen until her 1536 death, however.

ANSWER: Catherine of Aragon [prompt on Catherine]

[10] Henry’s pursuit of this mother of Queen Elizabeth I, who was queen from 1533 to 1536, was the catalyst for his divorce from Catherine.

ANSWER: Anne Boleyn
[10] She was the last wife of Henry VIII and also the first Queen of England and Queen of Ireland.

ANSWER: Catherine Parr [prompt on Catherine]
12. This man did a series of paintings of the people of Chilmark, where he made his home in Martha's Vineyard. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this artist, who created murals like Lincoln and Trading at Westport Landing.

ANSWER: Thomas Hart Benton
[10] Benton was part of the Regionalist movement, which included John Steuart Curry and this artist who depicted his dentist and his sister in American Gothic.

ANSWER: Grant Wood
[10] This satirical Grant Wood painting depicts three old women in front of Leutze's Washington Crossing the Delaware.

ANSWER: Daughters of Revolution
13. One of his stories sees Sally Carroll courted to move from Georgia to the North by Harry Bellamy while another story sees Marjorie try to teach the titular character how to become popular. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this author whose short stories “The Ice Palace” and “Bernice Bobs Her Hair” appeared in the short story collection Flappers and Philosophers.

ANSWER: F. Scott Fitzgerald
[10] This disillusioned character was the narrator of Fitzgerald's The Great Gatsby and witnessed the rise and fall of his titular neighbor.

ANSWER: Nick Carraway [accept either]
[10] In this Fitzgerald short story, a Mississippi man by the name of John Unger is on a train ride where he must listen to his classmate drone on about how amazing his family his.

ANSWER: “The Diamond As Big As The Ritz”
14. This earth god was sometimes depicted with a goose on his head and either he or Thoth once won enough moonlight to create five new days so that his wife could have five children. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Egyptian god who was separated from his sky goddess wife by his father, the air god Shu.

ANSWER: Geb
[10] This son of Geb and Nut chose to be born on the third of the five created days by cutting his way out of Nut. He married his sister Nephthys.

ANSWER: Seth

[10] This brother of Set is sealed into a coffin and later cut into pieces by Set before being helped in both cases by his sister and wife Isis.

ANSWER: Osiris
15. The title objects of this opera are in the keeping of the giant cook Creonte, who becomes distracted by a ribbon on Truffaldino’s neck. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this opera in which the son of the King of Clubs finds the love of his life, Princess Ninetta, despite the work of Fata Morgana and her helpers.
ANSWER: The Love for Three Oranges [or Lyubov k trem Apelsinam]
[10] This Russian composer wrote The Love for Three Oranges, as well as an operatic version of War and Peace.
ANSWER: Sergei Sergyeevich Prokofiev
[10] This Prokofiev work with narration by the composer portrays the title characters with the strings and french horns, respectively. This children’s work also includes a cat and a duck, who is represented by an oboe.
ANSWER: Peter and the Wolf
16. T.S. Eliot described him as seeing "the skull beneath the skin." For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Jacobean playwright, the author of The White Devil.

ANSWER: John Webster
[10] Webster also wrote this play, in which the title character's secret marriage to Antonio leads to a bloodbath, ending with her brother Ferdinand being murdered by Bosola.

ANSWER: The Duchess of Malfi
[10] Webster collaborated on Westward Ho with this playwright, whose other works include Satiromastix and The Shoemaker's Holiday.

ANSWER: Thomas Dekker
17. It can be implemented using the insert function for its namesake structure. For 10 points each:   

[10] Identify this algorithm that operates by removing the top of a certain data structure, which also happens to be its largest element. It has a worst case runtime of big O of n log n.

ANSWER: heapsort
[10] This other sorting algorithm, developed by C.A.R. Hoare, uses recursion and pivots. It is usually faster than heapsort, but it has a worst case runtime of big O of n squared.

ANSWER: quicksort [or partition-exchange sort]

[10] This theorem is used to find the asymptotic big-O runtime of an algorithm using its recurrence relation. Found in Cormen's Algorithms, it states T n equals a T n over b plus f n.

ANSWER: Master theorem
