1.  The title character of this work states “If thou lookest for the physician's help, thou must disclose thy wound.”  High place without virtue is an evil discussed in the section about “Nero's infamy,” which also compares the temporary nature of fame with the Universe's longevity.  Sections of this work are titled “True Happiness and False,” “Free Will and God's Fortune,” and “The Vanity of Fortune's Gifts.”  In a late chapter the two main character discuss the problem of free will, and the male argues that God is the cause of man's wickedness.  This work was written while its author waited for his death due to treason against the Ostrogothic King Theodoric.  For 10 points--name this 524 work by Boethius.
ANSWER: The Consolation of Philosophy
2. In 1924, Herman Scheren extracted music from this work into a concert suite.  This opera’s second act includes five sleeping men who hum before a refused drink results in a fight.  The title character discusses Freemason intrigue and cuts firewood in the second scene with his friend Andres and is compensated for being a subject in a dietetics experiment. This opera’s heroine compares her life to Mary Magdalen, and sings "Soldaten, soldaten" upon first seeing the drum major, who seduces her and then beats up the title character. Based on a drama by George Buchner, this atonal work's final scene features a young boy continues his hopping game after being told his mother Marie has been murdered.  For 10 points, name this only completed opera by Alban Berg.
ANSWER: Wozzeck
3. Louis Post worked to oppose this action, which specifically targeted the author of a pamphlet titled “Health is in You!” for his association with Carlo Valdinoci. Other targets were found in the subscriptions lists from the journals Mother Earth and The Blast, and 249 people were eventually deported on the Buford. In addition to Luigi Galleani, this action by the author of the essay “The Case Against the Reds” resulted in the arrest and deportation of Alexander Berkman and Emma Goldman. For 10 points, name this event that occurred during the first Red Scare and was carried out by Woodrow Wilson’s Attorney General. 
ANSWER: Palmer Raids
4. Cannon and Butterworth studied errors in the system response linearity inferred from this equation as seen by changing conditions in measurements for naphthalene scarlet. Underestimation of the partial volume effect as influenced by cross-talk between chromophores is typical of the modified form of this equation. This law can be derived by approximating a molecule by an opaque disk whose cross-sectional area represents the area seen by a particle, and the quantity it concerns is expressed as the product of extinction coefficient, concentration, and pathlength or as the negative log of transmittance. For 10 points, name this law that relates the absorption of light to the properties of the material through which the light is traveling.

ANSWER: Beer-Lambert-Bouguer law/equation [accept either underlined name]
5. This figure drops several boulders to defeat one enemy tribe and dealt with some palace guards by calling on Poseidon to flood the plain of Xanthus, which was countered by several women who lifted their robes up high at him. This enemy of the pirate Cheirmarrus conquered the Solymi tribe for a man whom he feasted with for nine days and who was told to dispose of him in a message in a sealed tablet. Before stuffing Philonoe, the daughter of Iobates, this god rejected the advances of Stheneboea, who complained to her husband Proteus that this figure tried to rape her. This hero used a dream-given golden bridle to attempt to reach Mount Olympus, but met his death when Zeus sent a gadfly after Pegasus. For 10 points, name this Greek hero who defeated the Chimera.

ANSWER: Bellerophon
6. At the beginning of this work, characters discuss a shoe with six parallel cuts and ascertain that a letter has arrived from Egria.  Costumes abound as the protagonist disguises as a commoner to witness Godfrey Norton's wedding and visits the bride's home posing as a horse groomer.  The hero also dresses as a clergyman and fakes an accident on Serpentine Avenue to gain access to Briony Lodge, where a subsequent staged fire causes a woman to go the item she values most.  Wilhelm Gottsreich Sigismond von Ormstein wishes to obtain that photograph showing him and Irene Adler.  For 10 points--name this Sherlock Holmes case in which Wilhelm wants to prevent embarrassment as heir to a German throne.

ANSWER: A Scandal in Bohemia
7. This thinker discussed Cohen, a Jewish trader who was arrested by the French after collecting an indemnity of sheep from a Berber tribe. This author of “Blurred Genres” provided a five part definition of the titular “system of symbols” in “Religion as a Cultural System” and wrote on the title “device for the enactment of mass ritual” in Negara: The Theatre State.  This author of Islam Observed discussed “webs of significance” in one essay, collected with another which characterized the titular action as "an assemblage of texts". “Thick Description” and “Deep Play: Notes on the Balinese Cockfight.” were, for 10 points, written by this anthropologist, author of Interpretation of Cultures.
ANSWER: Clifford Geertz
8. One person discussed at this event fled to Schaffhausen aided by Frederick, Duke of Austria-Tyrol. John of Ragusa led some debate at this council and John of Falkenberg declared the Polish people should be exterminated. Andrew of Posen announced the Articles passed by its fourth and fifth sessions, favored by Gallicanism followers. The Ars moriendi text giving advice on a good death probably came from this meeting, and it was legitimized by the Sacrosancta decree, declaring its power superior to the pope. Initiated by Sigismund following the Council of Pisa's failure, this council declared John Wycliffe a heretic. For 10 points, name this 1414-1418 council that appointed Martin V as pope and brought about the burning of Jan Hus.

ANSWER: Council of Constance
9. In a novel with sections “Baggage”, “Transit”, and “Arrivals”, this author wrote about a civil rights lawyer that earns a seat on a Technical Committee on Constitutional Issues.  In another novel, this writer describes a former political activist named Max whose wife, Liz Van Den Sandt, wants to avoid brutal police punishment while protesting.  In addition to None to Accompany Me and and The Late Bourgeois World, she also wrote about a 35-year old man with thyroid cancer who during radioactive treatment cannot be around his son in Get A Life.  For 10 points--name this author who wrote about a white family fleeing to the town of their servant as apartheid is abolished in July's People, the 1991 Nobel Literature laureate.

ANSWER: Nadine Gordimer
10. Out of this country’s 1520 islands, the two largest are Saaremaa and Hiiumaa, which are also popular vacation spots. In the southeast of this country is its highest point, Suur Munamagi, which is roughly translated to English as Egg Hill. Its largest lake, Lake Peipus forms much of the border between this country and Russia, from which this country achieved independence in 1920 through the Treaty of Tartu. This country has been the setting of a battle in the Livonian War as well as in the Great Northern War, and that location is also the namesake for the largest river in the country. The Narva flows along its border with Russian until it empties into the Gulf of Finland. For 10 points, name this Baltic country with capital at Tallinn.

ANSWER: Estonia
11. Trypanosomes deal with these entities in a mechanism involving the SL molecule, and that mechanism typically involves BBP binding to these entities. During their elimination, they associated with U6 and U2 particles, unlike the U12-mediated elimination of them seen in many mammals. They are typically flanked by GU and AG regions, and attachment of various small nuclear RNPs around these facilitates the formation of a lariat structure when phosphodiester bonds are generated between their ends in the spliceosome. That process removes these sequences to form mature RNA. For 10 points, name these non-coding regions within DNA.

ANSWER: introns or intragenic region or intervening sequence
12/ The protagonist of one of this author's short stories is stared down by “the King of the Snakes” and gives away some catfish. That story ends when William Wallace finds that his wife Hazel did not drown herself as she had threatened.  In another story, a hunter claims that “old colored people … wouldn’t miss going to town to see Santa Claus” and drops a nickel, which the protagonist picks up. That protagonist walks the Natchez Trace to get medicine for her grandson, who swallowed lye. In addition to writing about Phoenix Jackson, she wrote a story whose narrator argues with Papa Daddy and Stella Rondo before moving to the title building. FTP name this author of “A Worn Path” and “Why I Live at the P.O.

ANSWER: Eudora Welty
13. In one work, this artist shows a black bear clambering over a canoe.  Another work shows a surgeon with letters "M.S." on his soldier strap talking with two other men and is named for a phrase of  meaning malingering. Beisdes The Noon Recess and Playing Old Soldier, a woman writes into a tree in his The Initials, while another woman dressed in black and gold walks down a leaf-strewn path in this artist's Autumn.  One of his titles refers to a hunting feat with a double-barreled shotgun; one of the pictured targets is looking into the water.  Water also appears in his depiction of sailboats: Breezing Up (A Fair Wind).  For 10 points--name this artist of Right and Left and The Gulf Stream.

ANSWER: Winslow Homer
14. Kramers’ theorem states that a system must be doubly degenerate if its Hamiltonian has one type of this property. Any field theory in which this property holds for the Lagrangian, but not for the physical vacuum, must contain * massless bosons by Goldstone’s theorem. A local gauge’s spontaneous loss of this property results in the acquisition of mass by W and Z bosons in the Higgs mechanism. Noether’s theorem states that there is a conservation law associated with every continuous one of these. The existence of corresponding bosons and fermions is its hypothetical “super “ variety. FTP name this property, invariance under transformations.

ANSWER: Symmetry (accept T-symmetry or Time Reversal Invariance  until *, accept invariance throughout)
15. St. Augustine defended this doctrine in a dialogue with Evodius.  Luis de Molina argued for this doctrine using the concept of God’s “middle knowledge.” John Wesley angered George Whitfield by rejecting a belief in total depravity as contrary to this concept. St. Augustine rejected the version of this concept advanced by Pelagius, claiming it amounted to a rejection of original sin and divine grace. In the Consolation of Philosophy Boethius used the claim that God is timeless to reconcile this concept with divine foreknowledge. For 10 points, name this concept, which Jonathan Edwards argued was incompatible with predestination, the ability to determine one’s own fate.

ANSWER: Existence of Free Will
16. One Interior Minister of this country warned opponents to “walk around with their written will under their arms.”  The minister worked for a dictator of this country that sheltered Klaus Barbie and was backed by the 601st Intelligence Battalion in the so-called Cocaine Coup in 1980.  Before Luis García Meza Tejada's rule, the Revolutionary Nationalist Movement under Víctor Paz Estenssoro was a leading force in the 1952 revolution that included improving the Aymara peoples in its goals. The RNM organized after this country had to cede territory in 1938 thought to contain oil after losing the Chaco War to neighboring Paraguay.  For 10 points, name this country currently led by Evo Morales.

ANSWER: Bolivia
17.
 During a stay in Italy at the invitation of Gian Gastone de Medici, he bested Domenico Scarlatti in a keyboard duel.   His work Il Trionfo del Tempo e del Disinganno was the source of one of a set of six works published by John Walsh, his Op. 4 organ concertos.  A French overture opens and a pair of minuets conclude one notable work of this man, a suite for wind instruments which includes movements entitled "La Paix" and "La Rejouissance". Riguadons, bourees and hornpipes can be found in a set of three suites by this composer so named for their premiere on a royal barge floating in the Thames.  For 10 points, name this composer of the Royal Fireworks Music and the Water Music.  
ANSWER: George Frideric Händel 
18. As heterocyclic chemical compounds, rings containing multiples of this functional group are useful as phase transfer catalysts. A special, especially reactive class of these can be formed by the reaction of trifluoroperacetic acid with an alkene. Other classes of this functional group include ketals and acetals. Its 120 degree bond angle results in a dipole. A common synthesis technique features the deprotonation of an alcohol, which subsequently reacts with an alkyl-halide. Other means of synthesis include Ullman condensation and the dehydration of alcohols. Used to link the monomers of carbohydrates, this functional group also serves as a both a Lewis and an Bronstead base. For 10 points, identify this functional group which is an alkoxy-substitued alkyl, alkene, or alkyne: an oxygen atom linking the carbons of two hydrocarbons.

ANSWER: ether 
19. This man was excommunicated for his government’s conviction of Aloysius Stepanic. Able to stay in power through the tumultuous Informbiro Period, this man instituted economic decentralization despite the opposition of Aleksandr Rankovic. This man signed a treaty at Vis with Subasic which was intended to relieve King Peter II’s government in exile, and he led his Partisans to victory on the Syrmian Front. This man’s open support of the Greek communist cause was one of several disagreements he had with the Soviets. Along with Nehru and Nasser, he founded the Non-Aligned Movement two decades after his break with Stalin. For 10 points, name this leader of Yugoslavia from 1953 to 1980.

ANSWER: Josip Broz Tito [accept either]

20. One character in this novel is ridiculed by his romantic rival for writing a love poem about a woman’s injured foot. Another character in this novel admits to having a “Euclidean mind” and exclaims “that’s plagiarism” after being kissed on the lips. That character thanks a doctor for a pound of nuts he was given as a child. In this work a boy kills the dog Zhukov by making it swallow a pin and throws rocks at six of his schoolmates. Krosotkin brings a replacement dog to the bed of Snegiryov’s son Ilysuha, whose funeral concludes this novel. Katerina’s ex-fiance plans to escape to America with Grushenka in this novel, which includes “The Grand Inquisitor.” For 10 points, name this Dostoevsky novel in which Smerdyakov kills the father of Alyosha, Ivan and Dmitri.

ANSWER: The Brothers Karamazov [or Brat’ya Karamazovy]

TB1. One character in this novel thinks “The great revelation had never come…Instead there were little daily miracles, illuminations, matches struck in the dark.” Another character in this novel covers a boar’s head with a green shawl to protect her daughter from nightmare. That character’s husband walks around reciting “The Charge of the Light Brigade.” Prue dies in childbirth and Andrew is killed by a shell in this novel’s second section “Time Passes.” Minta Doyle and Paul Rayley marry at the behest of this novel’s central character, unlike William Bankes and the painter Lily Briscoe. For 10 points, name this novel set in the Hebrides in which Cam and James accompany Mr. Ramsay on his journeys to the title location, a work of Virginia Woolf.
ANSWER: To The Lighthouse
Bonuses

1.  This title was used for a 1986 Bertrand Tavernier film about a 50's jazz musician based on Lester Young and Bud Powell.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this song whose Bernie Hanighen lyrics state that memories start at the title moment and “angels sing / for your returning”.
ANSWER: Round Midnight
[10] “Round Midnight” was written by this bebop pianist who also composed "Epistrophy," "Straight, No Chaser," and "Well, You Needn't”?
ANSWER: Thelonius Monk 
[10] In 1955, Thelonius Monk released an album in which he played the works of this pianist and composer  of “Caravan” and “Black and Tan Fantasy”.
ANSWER: Duke Ellington
2. This city was established by colonists from Tyre under the leadership of Elissa, and one of series of treaties with Rome forbid them from staying the night in Latium if they were armed. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this city-state that fought the Punic Wars with Rome partially due to the vague conditions over those treaties.

ANSWER: Carthage
[10] This polity's allegiance split during the Second Punic War. The eastern Massylii under king Gala were allied with Carthage, while the western Masaesyli under king Syphax went with Rome.

ANSWER: Numidia
[10] After the Battle of Thapsus, supporters of Pompey fled to this city to the northwest, which had been made the capital of Roman Africa after defying Carthage in the Third Punic War.

ANSWER: Utica
3. Answer these questions about a field of developmental biology that began in the early 1960's for 10 points each.
[10] Name this field, the study of how environmental agents disrupt normal embryonic development.
ANSWER: teratology
[10] One famous example of teratogenic effects is in this disease, where a number of birth defects are seen in individuals whose mother drank excessively during pregnancy.
ANSWER: fetal alcohol syndrome/disease [accept FAS]
[10] Consumption of Jervine or Cyclopamine inhibits cholesterol synthesis blocking the production of this major protein family, important in limb and neural differentiation.
ANSWER: Hedgehog family [grudgingly accept sonic the hedgehog]
4. In Fall 2009, NBC remade an 80s cult sci-fi series.  For 10 points each—
[10] Name this series in which reptilian aliens come to Earth claiming they need resources, but actually desiring food in the form of human beings.
ANSWER: V
[10] Morena Baccarin, who plays Anna the leader of the visitors in the new series, is also known for playing the prostitute Inara on this other sci-fi show, which also featured Summer Glau and Adam Baldwin.
ANSWER: Firefly
[10] This actor, who appeared in the Elm Street tv spinoff, is playing fifth columnist Ryan Nichols in the 2009 series.  He appeared as star running back Ricky in Boyz n the Hood.
ANSWER: Morris Chestnut
5. This text was written in Quiché in the 16th century and translated into Spanish by the priest Francisco Ximenez in the 18th century. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this document describing, among other the things, the creation story according to the Mayans. 
ANSWER: Popol Vuh
[10] The Popol Vuh also recounts the exploits of this pair of gods, Xbalanque and Hunahpu, who ultimately became the sun and the moon. 
ANSWER: Hero Twins
[10] This other Mayan god wields a lightning axe in order to make clouds rain. His Aztec counterpart is called Tlaloc. 
ANSWER: Chac
6. One of this man's altarpieces is set in the Church of St. Donatian. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this painter of the Madonna with Canon van der Paele, also known for his Portrait of Jan de Leeuw and the Madonna of Chancellor Rolin.

ANSWER: Jan van Eyck
[10] Jan collaborated with his brother Hubert on this altarpiece in St. Bavo, which depicts the Cumaen Sibyl near the Annunciation, created at the bequest of Jodocus Vijd.

ANSWER: Ghent Altarpiece
[10] Jan van Eyck was patronized by Philip the Good, much like this artist of the Braque Triptych and Bladelin Triptych.

ANSWER: Rogier van der Weyden
7.  Identify the following about the linking of amino acids for 10 points each:

[10] This is the reaction of polymerization linking the C-terminus of one amino acid to the N-terminus of the next and releasing water in the process.

ANSWER: dehydration synthesis [or condensation] reaction

[10] The aforementioned reaction forms these bonds between amino acids that make up a protein.

ANSWER: peptide
[10] In this solid-phase synthesis, the C-terminus of the next amino acid to be added to the chain is protected to prevent undesired polymerization.  Abbreviated as Boc, tert-Butoxycarbonyl is the traditional protecting group of the carbonyl in this form of synthesis.

ANSWER: Merrifield synthesis
8. Name these failed Vice-Presidential candidates, for 10 points each:
[10] George Bush met this New York Representative in the first televised VP debate in 1984.  She later lost a 1992 bid for the Senate.
ANSWER: Geraldine Ferraro
[10] This man was James Cox's 1920 running mate.  He served as assistant to Navy Secretary Josephus Daniels until the Newport Scandal caused both to resign.
ANSWER: FDR or Franklin Delano Roosevelt (prompt on “Roosevelt”)
[10] His candidacy lasted three weeks, until it was revealed that this initial McGovern selection underwent electroshock therapy.  He was replaced with Sargent Shriver, but the damage to the ticket lingered.
ANSWER: Thomas Eagleton
9. Name these apocryphal or otherwise un-included books, for 10 points each:

[10] Jewish and Protestants bibles do not include the four books about this group that revolted against against the Seleucid rule of Antiochus IV.  Their Hebrew name means “hammer”.

ANSWER: Maccabees
[10] This book of the Sethian Gnostics concludes with a new spin on the events of Matthew Chapter 26.  In the text, Jesus calls the author “who offers sacrifices to Saklas” the “thirteenth spirit”.

ANSWER: The Gospel of Judas
[10] “All wisdom is from the Lord God” begins this book that the title Let Us Now Praise Famous Men is derived.  It was written by a traveler to Ptolemy III's court and is similar in content to Proverbs.

ANSWER: Ecclesiasticus or Sirach,or Wisdom of Jesus son of Sirach, The Wisdom of Ben Sira
10. Name these anthropological specimens, for 10 points each:
[10] Christened Pithecanthropus erectus or "erect ape-man" by Eugene Dubois, this Solo riverbed find came from 1891 Indonesian excavations.  It is now considered to be a specimen of Homo erectus.
ANSWER: Java Man
[10] The 1990's British Boxgrove finds were this species found in Mauer.  Believed to descend from Ergaster, the Atapuerca Mountain finds suggest this species was the earliest to bury its dead.
ANSWER: Heidelberg Man [or Homo heidelbergensis]
[10] First identifed by a mandible discovered by Louis Leakey in 1964, this species whose specimens also include KNM ER 1470 was long thought to be the first member genus Homo, though H. rudolfensis may be older.
ANSWER: Homo habilis
11. The final section of this work includes “Remarks Concerning the Use of the Concepts 'True' and 'Corroborated'” and described the titular process as “quasi-inductive”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1934 work that includes some observations of quantum theory.
ANSWER: The Logic of Scientific Discovery or Logik der Forschung 
[10] The Logic of Scientific Discovery is by what London School of Economics professor, who also authored Unended Quest; An Intellectual Autobiography and The Poverty of Historicism?
ANSWER: Karl Popper
[10] This disciple of Popper was supposed to defend a rationalist view of science in a book co-authored with Paul Feyerabend, but he died before being able to contribute to Against Method. 
ANSWER: Imre Lakatos
12. Its author added the autobiographical essay “The Ethics of Living Jim Crow” in a later edition. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this collection of short fiction, which depicts the violent death of Silas in “Long Black Song” and the lynching of Bobo in “Big Boy Leaves Home.”

ANSWER: Uncle Tom’s Children
[10] This author of Uncle Tom’s Children was criticized for being “tone-deaf” regarding dialect by Zora Neale Hurston, in partial response to his negative review of Their Eyes Were Watching God.
ANSWER: Richard Wright
[10] In his essay “Everybody’s Protest Novel,” this author imagines Richard Wright and Harriet Beecher Stowe locked in eternal combat. His own short story collection Going to Meet the Man includes the stories “Sonny’s Blues” and “This Morning, This Evening, So Soon.”

ANSWER:  James Baldwin
13. In 1337 Holy Roman Emperor Louis IV bestowed upon this group the privilege of conquering northeastern European lands. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this group headed by Meister Sibrand and Heinrich Walpot von Bassenheim that originally ran a hospice in Crusader lands.
ANSWER: Order of the Teutonic Knights of St. Mary's Hospital in Jerusalem [do not accept "Hospitallers"]
[10] The Teutonic Knight's decline began when they lost this July 1410 battle against the forces of Jogaila and Vytautas the Great.
ANSWER: Battle of Grunwald [or 1st Battle of Tannenberg]
[10] In this 1411 Treaty, the Teutonic Knights lost the Lithuanian province of Samogitia, and the Polish Dobrzyń Land. A second one of these in 1466 concluded the Thirteen Year's War.
ANSWER: Peace of Thorn
14. This play's third act begins with dancing couples entering a reception room, where Trofimov and Pischin discuss Nietzsche's bank forgeries philosophy.  For 10 points each--

[10] Name this work in which Lophakin wins an auction, only to have Anya scold him for destroying the beauty of what he has purchased.

ANSWER: The Cherry Orchard or Vishniovy sad
[10] Who wrote The Cherry Orchard, as well as On the Harmful Effects of Tobacco?

ANSWER: Anton Chekov
[10] In the reception room, this eighty-seven year old serf is seen serving seltzer.  He is trapped in the mansion as trees are chopped and calls himself a bungler in the play's last line.

ANSWER: Fiers or Firs [depending on the translation]
15. One of this man's compositions was based on a hymn sung by pilgrims on St. Anthony's Day which was included in an earlier composer's Divertimento No. 1.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this composer of Variations on a Theme by Haydn, who also quoted the "Gaudeamus Igitur" for his Academic Festival Overture.
ANSWER: Johannes Brahms
[10] This four-movement Brahms work uses his famous "Lullaby" as a theme in the first movement, and was written a mere nine months after a similar work that Hans von Bulow called "Beethoven's Tenth".
ANSWER: Brahms Symphony no. 2 in D, Opus 73
[10] Why is Light Bestowed on the Brokenhearted? and Oh Saviour, Rend the Heavens are Brahms works in what form with medieval roots, also seen in Anton Bruckner’s Os Justi.
ANSWER: motet
16. Solutions to these equations include the Kerr metrics. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this set of 10 equations describing gravity as a function of spacetime, thereby laying the foundation for general relativity.

ANSWER: Einstein Field Equations
[10] General relativity predicts this form of energy transmission whose existence was indirectly detected by the decrease in period of the Hulse-Taylor binary system.

ANSWER: gravitational waves [or gravity waves]

[10] Manifolds with this tensor proportional to the metric are termed Einstein manifolds, while cases where this tensor is zero are seen for namesake flat manifolds. This tensor is symbolized R sub mu nu.

ANSWER: Ricci tensor
17. Frederick Douglass described this speech as  “sermon,” while Walt Whitman noted that the speaker looked “worn and tired.” For 10 points each:
[10] Identify the orator and the speech, which contains conciliatory claims that “all dreaded” and “all sought to avert” war and concludes after the phrase “with malice toward none, with charity toward all.”
ANSWER: Lincoln’s Second Inaugural Address [Prompt on partial]
[10] Although Lincoln wrote his Second Inaugural alone, this man helped edit Lincoln’s First Inaugural and his Message to Congress in Special Session. He is better known for being Lincoln and Johnson's Secretary of State.
ANSWER: William Henry Seward
[10] In this other speech, at the beginning of his campaign against Stephen Douglas, Lincoln criticizes Roger Taney’s Dred Scott decision and employs a metaphor about shoddy “framed timbers.”
ANSWER:  A House Divided Against Itself Cannot Stand
18. Name these writer groups, for 10 points each:

[10] This Romantic-era group included Wordsworth, Coleridge, and Southey, who lived near a national park of Britain's Cumbria region.

ANSWER: Lake (District) Poets

[10] Including Herrick and Lovelace, this term describes followers of a Shakespearean contemporary.  The group overlapped with the Cavalier Poets and followed Rules of Conviviality written on a marble slab. 

ANSWER: Sons of Ben or Tribe of Ben
[10] This thirteenth-century group included Robert of Gloucester, who wrote a Second Barons War history, and Robert Mannyng who wrote Handlyng Synne, a twelve-thousand-line text in couplets.  John Hardyng and Layamon are often included.

ANSWER: Rhyming Chroniclers
19. John Phillips divided his geologic time scale with two of these. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these abrupt declines in stratigraphic biodiversity, of which Raup and Sepkoski identified a “Big Five.”

ANSWER: mass extinction events

[10] The ammonite-killing Cretaceous/Tertiary event was first postulated as resulting from an impact by this father-son team, who measured worldwide distal proxies like iridium deposits, shocked quartz, and microtektite spherules.

ANSWER: Luis and Walter Alvarez
[10] The proportion of genus extinction in the Cretaceous/Tertiary event was exceeded by this other mass extinction, a two-part event that saw the end of Rugose and Tabulate corals and the final demise of trilobites.

ANSWER: Permian/Triassic extinction [prompt on partial answer]
20. He praises “divinest Melancholy” and “cherub Contemplation” in one poem, which contrasts with another in which the speaker exhorts Euphrosyne to bring “jest and youthful jollity.” For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this writer, who authored the prose tract The Doctrine and Discipline of Divorce in addition to the companion poems L’Allegro and Il Penseroso.

ANSWER: John Milton
[10] In this Milton work, the water nymph Sabrina is summoned to free a young woman stuck in “gums of glutinous heat” after the Brothers defeat the title character.

ANSWER: Comus: A Mask Presented at Ludlow Castle

[10] This character in Milton’s Paradise Lost dismisses both Ptolemaic and Copernican cosmology and hints about sex between angels. He visits Eden to educate Adam before and after the Fall.

ANSWER: Raphael
