1. A case involving an amendment to this piece of legislation was brought a party who believed its patent on a salt-measuring machine was infringed upon, and led to the creation of the “Morton Salt rule.” Another act that modified it mandated the used of a “Notification and Report Form” for certain types of interactions and was called the Hart-Scott-Rodino Act. Able to target certain legal acts in their incipiency, Section 7 of this act amended by Robinson-Patman act was originally targeted at holding companies and tests the legality of mergers. Notable for having more teeth than its predecessor, for 10 points, identify this 1914 antitrust act.
ANSWER:  Clayton Antitrust Act 
2. In 1984, Alvin Ailey choreographed a work in memory of this musician "with love".  This musician, whose early career involved collaboration with Jay McShann, borrowed the chord progression of "Honeysuckle Rose" for his "Scrapple From The Apple".  During his lifetime, his best-selling album consisted of six standards including "Just Friends" and "Summertime" recorded with a string section; more influential, however, was his creation of a style known for its focus on improvisation and fast tempos.  Known for "Ko-Ko", "Anthropolgy", "Now's The Time", and some groundbreaking collaborations with Dizzy Gillespie, for 10 points, name this heroin addict and founder of bebop, a jazz saxophonist commonly referred to as "Bird".
ANSWER: Charlie Parker (prompt on Bird before conclusion)
3. This thinker developed the opposing concepts of studium, a more general cultural or political study of an image, and punctum, the "sting" or direct, personal impact of a photograph.  He wrote several "fragments" discussing the various figures of language "spoken...by thousands of subjects...but warranted by no one" in A Lover's Discourse.  Another of his works analyzed Balzac's Sarrassine, and his contributions to a leftist French newspaper culminated in his Writing Degree Zero He discussed the elevation of signs from popular culture in Mythologies.  For 10 points, identify this French author of S/Z who claimed the titular figure was now merely a "scriptor" in "The Death of the Author".
ANSWER: Roland Barthes 
4. The protein mutated in this disease is anchored to the cytoskeleton via a C-terminal PDZ-interacting domain, and also contains a pair of transmembrane domains with six helices each. One of said proteins nucleotide-binding domains is connected to a regulatory domain, which is unusual for its class. Mutations in neutrophils are correlated with the severity of this disease. Patients may have bile ducts blocked by eosinophilic material while most adult men with this disorder have congenital absence of the vas deferens. The delta-F-508 mutation is the most common one associated with this disease, in which a phenyalalanine residue in a protein that controls transport of chlorine and sodium ions across epithelial cell membranes is deleted. Traditional treatment involves chest percussion and it is diagnosed by stimulation with pilocarpine in the “sweat test”. Name this autosomal recessive disorder that, for 10 points, is most serious when the abnormally viscous mucus cannot be removed by the lung’s bronchial cilia.

ANSWER: cystic fibrosis
5. This nation's influential Edwards family supported the Monttvarista or National party, which came to power after the Treaty of Cuz-Cuz was signed. That treaty appointed Jose Tomas Ovalle as President, who brought the estanqueros and pelucones to power under Diego Portales, the effective ruler during Prieto's term. Lead off-and-on by the liberal Ramon Friere, this nation's January Junta precipitated the rise of Arturo Alessandri. who initiated this country's 1925 constitution. Said constitution was replaced by a military junta which heavily relied on the advice of the Chicago Boys and came to power after the death of Salvador Allende. For 10 points, name this nation once led by Augusto Pinochet.

ANSWER: La Republica de Chile
6. This sculptor of the Symphony in Orange, No. 1 once refused to buy a million-dollar landscape because "it doesn't match my furniture", and responded to another individual's artistic statement with the deadpan "You misspelled Weltanschauung".  When asked his opinion about evolution, he says he "can't tell the difference" between humans and monkeys, and this character who was caught using a tuna fish sandwich once claimed that his companion's explanation of the Noodle Incident "deserved a Pulitzer". Intended by its creator to represent the "subjective nature of reality", this club secretary of G.R.O.S.S. was inspired by Sprite, its creator's cat, especially in the way he habitually greeted a certain six-year-old by pouncing on him.  Cartoonist Bill Watterson created, for 10 points, what stuffed tiger and best friend of Calvin?
ANSWER: Hobbes
7. In one of his works, a dough tub does a squatting dance and a glass bows to the church warden. A monster appears at the end of his “folk legend” concerning Khoma Brut’s escape from a witch. This author published some of his short stories, including The Portrait and Nevsky Prospect in a collection called Arabesques. In one story by this author, the protagonist is mocked for the appearance of the titular object so he saves up money to buy a new one. In another story, this author portrays a bureaucrat who takes bribes and courts the mayor’s daughter when he is mistaken for the titular character while another story sees a man lose the titular body part. For 10 points, name this Russian writer of The Inspector General, The Overcoat, and The Nose.

ANSWER: Nikolay Vasilyevich Gogol
8. These types of molecules can be formed from Fenton's reagent. Peresters form acyl ones when heated, which lose carbon dioxide to form carbon ones. The first of these compounds to be discovered was formed in a reaction of triphenylchloride with zinc, a result found by Moses Gomberg. AIBN is often used to form them for use in chain polymerization, and these molecules can be destroyed by disproportionation and combination reactions. They can also be destroyed be vitamins A, C, and E, which are antioxidants. They form symmetrically from the homolytic cleavage of bonds. For 10 points, name this type of molecule exemplified by nitric oxide which contains an unpaired electron.

ANSWER: Free radicals
9. The title character of this work claims he stepped on a man's account sheets twenty years ago and finds “"Virtue and Morality” scrawled all over pages of history books. The work ends with the poignant plea, “Save the children!” and opens with the image of a very bright moon. the narrator reads the journal of an old friend wherein he reveals his fear that everyone in his village, including his brother, is preparing to eat him, symbolizing how Confucian values eat away at the individual. For 10 points, name this influential story of the New Culture movement, the first in Lu Xun's Call to Arms, which shares its title with a Gogol work.

ANSWER: A Madman’s Diary or Diary of a Madman
10. In its 25th chapter, a plague is stopped at Shittim when Phinehas plunges a spear into the belly of an Israelite who was having sex with a Midianite. This book ends with the marriage of Mahlah, Tirzah, Hoglah, Milcah, and Noah to the sons of their father’s brothers so that those women will retain Zelophehad’s inheritance. In another incident, Aaron’s rod budded to demonstrate his rightful role in priesthood after the ground swallows up the rebellion of Levites under Korah. A talking donkey prevents Balaam from cursing Israel in, for 10 points, this fourth book of the Pentateuch whose title refers to the Israelites’ census.

ANSWER: Numbers OR Bamidbar
11. Concurrent with this nine-day event was the invasion of Nijmegen by British and Canadian troops, as well as a ten-pronged attack by the U.S. Third Army. One of the concrete results of this event saw a ceding of southern Sakhalin and the Kuril Islands to one side. Points discussed at this talk included the one side's agreement to enter a conflict 90 days after Germany’s defeat as well as free elections for Poland, a point stressed by Britain and supported by never allowed by the Soviet Union. The only point of agreement for its three key attendants was a confirmation of the elimination of the League of Nations as earlier discussed at Tehran. For 10 points, name this conference, attended by Stalin, Churchill, and Roosevelt in the Crimea at the end of World War II.

ANSWER: Yalta Conference
12. The final one of these works by this composer features a movement entitled "The Difficult Resolution."  Another one contains a slow movement that the composer thought as a “weeping-willow or acacia tree over my brother’s grave”, and ends with a Theme Russe; that work is the first of three dedicated to a namesake ambassador. Another of these works is named for its first movement’s pizzicato and arpeggios that suggest the sounds of a certain instrument.  The original finale of the cavatina-containing thirteenth of these works was replaced and published separately as the Grosse Fugue. For 10 points, name these works with titles like Serioso, Harp, and Rasumovsky, written for four string players by the composer of the Moonlight Sonata.
ANSWER: Beethoven’s string quartets (Prompt on partial answer)
13. The flares of one of these objects named AU Mic have been studied in detail by the Crimean Astrophysical Observatory. Scientists recently found a rocky planet about twice the size of Earth orbiting Gliese 876, which is one of these objects. These stars lack a radiative zone, meaning that helium does not accumulate at the core and they only die when all hydrogen in the entire star is used up. Stars of this type near Earth include Wolf 359, Barnard's Star, and the closest star to Earth, Proxima Centauri, which cannot be seen without a telescope despite their proximity. Main sequence stars of K or M class, for 10 points, name this most common type of star in the galaxy, which is heavier than a brown dwarf.

ANSWER: Red Dwarfs
14. The novel opens with a man named Robert Smith jumping off the roof of “No Mercy Hospital” after which the main character’s mother becomes the hospital’s first black patient as she then goes into labor.  The main character’s name is the result of an administrative error three generations prior, while his nickname comes from a janitor who caught his mother breastfeeding him long after infancy.  His aunt, Pilate, was born without a navel, and her granddaughter falls in love with the main character and repeatedly tries to kill him after he spurns her advances.  The novel ends in the town of Shalimar, where the main character learns of his family’s history and Pilate is killed by his best friend, Guitar.  For 10 points, identify this novel by Toni Morrison in which Milkman realizes that “if you surrendered to the air, you could ride it”

ANSWER: Song of Solomon
15. In one of this man's paintings, a man whose skin consists of fish scales sits at a piano and plays The Gold Scab: Eruption in Filthy Lucre.  One of this man's portraits depicts Sir Henry Irving as Philip II of Spain, and he noted his use of “flesh colour” in his portrait of Theodore Duret. William Meritt Chase claimed this man was a “veritable tyrant” to his subjects after sitting for a portrait by this man. He created a series of sketches entitled The Stones of Venice, while one of his portraits shows a woman standing on a bear skin rug and holding a lily. Besides The White Girl, he attributed to Frederick Leyland his tendency to give musical titles to his paintings, such as his series of Nocturnes, including The Falling Rocket. For 10 points, name this American painter, known for an Arrangement in Grey and Black, a depiction of his mother.

ANSWER: James Abbot McNeill Whistler
16. With Halia, this figure fathered the six Eastern Demons who haunt the caves of Rhodes. During the Gigantomachy, this figure crushed Polybotus with the island of Kos. One of this figure’s daughters was a queen of Libya transformed into a child-devouring monster by Hera; that daughter was Lamia. He turned Caenis into a male warrior after raping her. Along with Apollo, this figure built the walls of Troy for Laomedon. This figure and Aegeus both slept with Aethra in the same night, resulting in the birth of Theseus. He cursed Cecrops after that king made Athena the patron of Athens. Often called the Earthshaker, this god married Amphitrite, with whom he fathered Triton. For 10 points, name this Greek god of the sea.

ANSWER: Poseidon
17. Though it is not France, this polity was co-ruled by a man who assumed the name Charles VIII and was put down when trying to take full control of one of its constituents. This polity captured Flensburg after fighting for control over the Oresund with its chief rival. Its power was challenged with lower class uprisings led by Engelbrecht Engelbrechtson and had to be reinstated in an event led by Jorgen Holmuth whose targets were supporters of Sten Sture the Younger. That event, the Stockholm Bloodbath, occurred during Christian II’s authority over this confederation. Its creation was solidified by the Coronation Letter establishing a hereditary monarchy begun by Eric of Pomerania. Engineered by Queen Margaret I in 1397, for 10 points, name this Scandinavian confederation of Norway, Sweden, and Denmark 
ANSWER: Kalmar Union [accept Sweden until “constituents”]
18. Nüshu is one of these constructs that was used secretly among women in Hunan, China for centuries. The Arabic one was famously defective in its early years, which prompted the dot reform during the Islamic period. Traditionally, Sejong the Great is said to have created the Korean one of these and published it in the Hunminjeongeum in 1446. An example of the abugida variety is Ge'ez, although it existed as an abjad before Christianization circa 350. Consisting of graphemes, most modern ones trace their lineage back to Proto-Canaanite, which was itself derived from Hieratic. Including phonetic varities such as Devanagari as well as logographic varieties such as kanji, alphabets are a type of, for 10 points, this general term for a method of recording language graphically. 
ANSWER: writing system [also accept orthography; accept alphabet because of the Korean clue] 
19. One character in this novel toasts with a goblet known as the Blessed Bear and was earlier visiting “the black hag.” Melville and Morton discuss the protagonist's fate after his altercation with Mucklewrath the blacksmith.  This novel's protagonist manages to obtain a reprieve for Talbot, who later provides him with funds, and is reunited with an old friend through the raconteur and fool Davie Gellatley. The daughter of Donald Bean Lean carries on a relationship with Evan Dhu Maccombich in this work, which sees its title character repeatedly rejected by Flora, the sister of Fergus Mac Ivor. The protagonist ends up marrying Rose Bradwardine, daughter of his friend the Baron. Seeing the title character ally himself with Bonnie Prince Charlie and the Jacobites, for 10 points, name this historical novel by Sir Walter Scott.

ANSWER: Waverley
20. The X(3872) particle discovered in the BELLE experiment has been theorized to be an exotic variety of this type of particle, as is the glueball hypothesized to consist of gluons only. An experiment conducted by Frisch and colleagues used a thick iron cylinder to capture one example of these particles in a proof of time dilation. A subclass of this particle that is always flavorless is quarkonium, which consists of a single type of particle, and these particles must be colorless. The simplest ones have zero spin and form a nonet that includes the flavorless nu and pi. A more famous member is K, which led to the uncovering of CP violation. Unlike baryons, they consist of an even number of quarks. For 10 points, give this name for hadrons with integer spin which are composed of a particle and its antiparticle.

ANSWER: meson
TB1. One character in this play recites and criticizes Sannazaro's view that “Love's measure is extreme” before his lover criticizes her lover as “Madame Merchant”; that lover later conducts a masque shortly before drinking from a poisoned cup. Poggio cries for help when his master Bergetto is killed, while the attempts to bring Grimaldi to justice are thwarted by his noble  status. Philotis is sent off to a convent by Richardetto after the death of Hippolita. Friar Bonaventura flees after delivering a letter written in blood and Putana has her eyes torn out by the banditti summoned by Vasques, who attempts to avenge Soranzo. Seeing Giovanni kill his sister and lover Annabella, for 10 points, name this drama by John Ford. 

ANSWER: Tis Pity She's a Whore
TB2. Acellular mesoglea are gelatin-like layers that separate the gastrodermis that line the gut in this phylum. This phylum may feature small ciliated swimming larvae called planula that are developed from the zygote in a class including members such as Oculina patagonica, whose bleaching is caused by Vibrio bacteria. That is the class Anthozoa. Another class has two body shapes, a polyp one that reproduces asexually and a medusa one that reproduces sexually. Name this phylum, for 10 points, which exhibits radial symmetry, possesses specialized stinging cells, and includes sea anemones and jellyfish.

ANSWER: Cnidarians

1.  Answer the following about the Hundred Schools Of Thought for 10 points each:
[10] This rival to Confucius put forth ten theses in which he advocated pacifism as well as replacing the traditional emphasis on family structure with the concept of "universal love".
ANSWER: Mozi (accept Mo Di)
[10] This rival of Xunzi and follower of Confucius claimed that man is innately good and put forth the four ethical attributes of ren, li, yi, and zhi.
ANSWER: Mencius
[10] One work of this philosophic tradition argued against virtue ethics in a chapter on "Five Vermin".  It was based on the three pillars of principle, method, and legitimacy.
ANSWER: legalism
2. In birds, it involves cells moving to the primitive streak and moving in at the primitive groove. For 10 points each:

[10] During this progress, cells at the vegetal pole change shape and cause the blastula to flatten and bend inward so that a three-layer structure is formed from a one structure layer.

ANSWER: gastrulation
[10] This cavity eventually develops into the gut in amphibians and its opening is called the blastopore.

ANSWER: archenteron
[10] Often having radial and indeterminate cleavage, organisms like echinoderms, hemichordates, and chordates have blastopores that become the future anus so they are classified as these. These organisms form the mouth second.

ANSWER: deuterostome
3. This empire fought a war of 27 years with the Mughals, which was founded by Shivaji the Great. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this empire, ruled by Baji Rao II before its fall to the British.

ANSWER: Maratha Empire or Maratha confederation or the Marathi
[10] The Marathas lost the third battle named for this location to Ahmed Shah Durrani. An earlier battle here saw the defeat of Ibrahim Lodi at the hands of Babur.

ANSWER: Battles of Panipat
[10] The second battle of Panipat was a victory for this Mughal ruler over Hemu. Bairam Khan served as guardian to this son of Humayun.

ANSWER: Akbar the Great
4. Created for the Knoll Company, it features a rislan finish, and is not actually the "one piece, one material" it was designed to appear as.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1956 work famous for its single pedestal leg.
ANSWER: Tulip chair
[10] The Tulip chair was designed by this architect who completed his father's General Motors Technical Center, and whose used curved, thin-shell concrete forms in buildings such as the Kresge Auditorium and Dulles Airport.
ANSWER: Eero Saarinen
[10] Eero Saarinen is probably best known for this stainless steel catenary structure, part of the Jefferson National Expansion Memorial. 
ANSWER: Gateway Arch 
5. The Loogaroo of Caribbean folklore is linked to both werewolves and these creatures.  For 10 points each:

[10] In Romanian folklore, dead strigoi are this type of being, which arose when a human died violently, or anytime a witch or werewolf died.  They were warded off by rubbing garlic on the doors and windows.

ANSWER: vampires

[10]  In Greek mythology, these women were often linked to serpents, and were said to drink the blood of children.  They share a name with the mother of Scylla, to whom Zeus gave the ability to remove her eyes.

ANSWER: lamiae

[10] This black Hindu goddess, an aspect of Parvati, killed the demon Raktabija by drinking his blood.  She is commonly associated with the Thuggee cult of highwaymen.

ANSWER: Kali
6. Answer the following about some innovative uses of pretty pictures, for 10 points each:
[10] John Snow's map of an 1854 London epidemic of this disease was instrumental in promoting the germ theory of diesase.
ANSWER: cholera
[10] This psychoanalyist is best known for a nameskae psychological test which is commonly scored by the Exner method and consists of 10 symmetrical colored inkblots. 
ANSWER: Hermann Rorschach 
[10] This developer of the sparkline has railed against the pernicious "cognitive style" of PowerPoint.  His books on information design include Beautiful Evidence and The Visual Display of Quantitative Information.
ANSWER: Edward Tufte
7. The rebellion on this vessel was lead by Cinque, who manage to wrest control from Ruiz and Montez near the coast of Cuba. FTPE:

[10] Name this Spanish vessel which steered into Long Island, NY after the slaves it was transporting managed to take it over.

ANSWER: La Amistad
[10] The Amistad decision was delivered by this associate justice of the US Supreme Court, who also wrote the decision in Martin v. Hunter’s Lessee.

ANSWER: Joseph Story
[10] This other ship was taken over by the slave Madison Washington and taken to New Providence, sparking off a diplomatic incident between the US and Great Britain.

ANSWER: USS Creole
8. Identify these works and people from the Harlem Renaissance for 10 points each.

[10] This writer and poet stated that “Harlem was in vogue” during the Harlem Renaissance and wrote the poem “The Negro Speaks of Rivers”

ANSWER: Langston Hughes
[10] She collaborated with Langston Hughes on the literary magazine “Fire!!” in 1926 in addition to writing many short stories, novels, and plays like Color Struck and Mule Bone: A Comedy of Negro Life.

ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston
[10] The Harlem Renaissance was originally known as the New Negro Movement after the 1925 anthology “The New Negro” edited by this American writer and philosopher.

ANSWER: Alain Locke
9. Identify the following metals important in organic catalysis for 10 points each.

[10] This metal, number 46 on the periodic table, has a wide range of catalytic uses, including the Heck reaction and hydrogenations, as well as use in catalytic converters. Its symbol is Pd.

ANSWER: palladium
[10] This metal is commonly used as an oxidant in compounds such as PCC and the Jones reagent, though its toxicity has led to the development of other effective oxidants.

ANSWER: chromium [accept Cr]

[10] The densest natural element, its tetroxide is the key reagent in the Sharpless asymmetric dihydroxylation.

ANSWER: osmium [accept Os]
10.  Its first lines asks “What passing-bells for these who die as cattle?”, for 10 points each:

[10] Published after the poet’s death near the Sambre canal, name this poem about the titular group whose hasty prayers are drowned out by “the stuttering rifles’ rapid rattle”.

ANSWER: Anthem for Doomed Youth
[10] Anthem for Doomed Youth was written by this poet who observed “an ecstasy of fumbling” during a gas attack in Dulce Et Decorum Est and who envisions an enemy in Strange Meeting.

ANSWER: Wilfred Owen
[10] Most of Wilfred Owen’s poems were published posthumously by this poet, who starts The Memoirs of Geroge Sherston with The Memoirs of a Fox-Hunting Man.

ANSWER: Siegfried Sassoon
11. The third of his Five Pieces for Orchestra is titled Colors, for 10 points each:
[10] This composer of the Variations for Orchestra and founder of the Second Viennese School employed his method of twelve-tone writing with inversions and transpositions.  He also wrote Pierrot Lunaire
ANSWER: Arnold Schoenberg
[10] Twelve bars of D major ends this Schoenberg symphonic poem in a single movement, written for a string sextet, and based on a poem by Richard Dehmel about a woman’s forgiveness. 
ANSWER: Verklärte Nacht (accept Transfigured Night) 
[10] With the libretto by the cousin of Anna O, this monodrama by Schoenberg was written for soprano and orchestra. It is about a tense woman who finds the corpse of her lover as she is walking through the forest. 
ANSWER: Erwartung (accept Expectation)
12. Identify the following people important in the development of black hole theory for 10 points each.

[10] The term black hole was coined by this man, who also coined the phrase “it from bit” and along with Niels Bohr and Enrico Fermi was instrumental in understanding the process of nuclear fission.

ANSWER: John Archibald Wheeler
[10] This man provided the first exact solution to Einstein’s equations, describing a spherical non-rotating mass. His name is also given to the radius that describes the size of the event horizon of a black hole.

ANSWER: Karl Schwarzschild
[10] This man was the first to discover the solution for a noncharged, rotating black hole, and lends his name to the most general form of this metric. With Newman, his name also describes the metric for charged and rotating black holes.

ANSWER: Roy Kerr
13. Identify the following about the Protestant Reformation for 10 points each.

[10] The reformation began on October 31, 1517 when Martin Luther nailed his Ninety-Five Theses on the door of the All Saints’ Church in this city in Saxony.

ANSWER: Wittenberg
[10] It is believed part of the inspiration for the theses was the church’s selling of these, payments made to the church in exchange for the forgiveness of one’s sins.

ANSWER: indulgences

[10] This man, the commissioner of indulgences for all of Germany and inquisitor of Poland, is credited with the saying: “As soon as a coin in the coffer rings/ the soul from purgatory springs.”

ANSWER: Johann Tetzel
14. It can be observed in passing light through a single slit and seeing alternating bright and dark fringes. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this phenomenon, the interference seen when waves bend around the edges of an opening and around obstacles.

ANSWER: diffraction
[10] Diffraction is described by this principle, named for a Dutchman, that posits that every point on a wave front is a source of tiny wavelets in which a new wave moves into other regions due to conforming of the curved wavelets near the edges.

ANSWER: Huygens-Fresnel principle

[10] Only relevant when the parallel-rays approximation can be applied, this type of diffraction occurring the far-field limit changes only the size and not the shape of the resulting image. 

ANSWER: Fraunhofer diffraction
15. He wrote The Country Doctor, Cousin Pons, and Les Chouans, for 10 points each:

[10] This 19th century French writer depicted people from multiple social classes in his novels with realism, and he was caricatured in bronze statues by Auguste Rodin.

ANSWER: Honoré de Balzac
[10] Comprised of all of Honoré de Balzac’s books and containing sections on scenes from military, country, Parisian, and provincial life, this body of work famously contains Le Pere Goriot. 

ANSWER: The Human Comedy or La Comédie humaine
[10] Balzac created this character that appears in The Human Comedy in various disguises as a villain, ranging from a Spanish priest in Derniere Incarnation de Vautrin to the role of Vautrin in Le Pere Goriot.

ANSWER: Jacques Collin (accept either)
16. Identify these masterpieces of Francisco de Goya y Lucientes, for 10 points each.

[10] This portrait shows thirteen people of all ages elegantly dressed and standing in a line, overshadowed by two dark landscape paintings. Modeled after Velázquez’s Las Meninas, it depicts a royal family in a rather grim light.

ANSWER: Charles IV of Spain and His Family
[10] This collection of 80 etching includes the famous series of images The Disasters of War, as well as fantastic visions such as “Now is the Hour” and “The Sleep of Reason Produces Monsters.”

ANSWER: Los Caprichos
[10] This “Black Painting” may be an allegory of civil war, depicting similarly dressed men with their legs entrenched in the earth viciously pummeling each other with the title objects.

ANSWER: Fight with Cudgels or anything mentioning combat and cudgels
17. A mass deportation to New Caledonia occurred after the "Bloody Week" that ended this polity.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this government in power for two months in 1871 towards the end of the Franco-Prussian War, which was controlled by Communists and anarchists.
ANSWER: Paris Commune
[10] The Commune's creation was partially a response to the surrender this French provisional government leader, who had negotiated with Prussia to end the war.
ANSWER: Adolphe Thiers
[10] This Polish revolutionary was Commander-in-Chief after fleeing the Russian Army. He designed the Commune's defense of Paris but died while fighting on a barricade on May 23, 1871. 

ANSWER: Jaroslaw Dabrowski
18. Name these Gnostic Christian sects, for 10 points each:

[10] This Armenian-Bulgarian sect believed in dualism, and held that God had two sons.  The younger Michael defeated the elder Satanail, who was transformed into Satan and soon after created the world.

ANSWER: Bogomilism

[10] This other sect, discussed at length in St. Augustine's Confessions, was founded by an Iranian prophet who died after a 26 day ordeal known as the "Passion of the Illuminator."

ANSWER: Manacheaism
[10] Purportedly founded by a German doctor, this 17th century mystic sect inspired a namesake enlightenment in Europe.  Its members swore an oath to heal the sick without payment.

ANSWER: Rosicrucianism
19. Answer the following questions about an actor for 10 points each.

[10] Name this versatile actor whose numerous TV and big screen roles have included a sex-and-drug-crazed alter-ego of himself, a womanizer who lives by the Bro Code, and a wannabe super-villain who holds a Ph.D in Horribleness.

ANSWER: Neil Patrick Harris
[10] In honor of NPH’s dedication to musical theater, this has turned suddenly into a musical theater bonus. NPH has played this scarved filmmaker and ex-boyfriend of Maureen in Rent, a role originated by Anthony Rapp on Broadway.

ANSWER: Mark Cohen

[10] Though this role is given to a child in the movie version of Sweeney Todd, the character is actually a simple-minded adult in the stage version, which NPH played alongside Patti Lupone’s Mrs. Lovett in a concert special.

ANSWER: Tobias Ragg (Accept Toby) 
20. He planned a three-week trip to the Berghof, but ended up staying for seven years.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this German that sleeps with Clavdia Chauchat during Carnival.

ANSWER:  Hans Castorp [accept either]

[10] Hans Castorp is the protagonist of this novel by Thomas Mann, primarily set at a sanatorium in Switzerland.

ANSWER:  The Magic Mountain [accept Der Zauberberg]

[10] This figure converts to Catholicism and frequently bests Ludovico Settembrini in arguments.  He eventually commits suicide after convincing Ludovico to duel him.

ANSWER:  Leo Naphta
