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Tossups
1. Interference in applications of this effect is often mitigated using a 785 nanometer light source to reduce competition with fluorescence. This effect is most prevalent when, for at least one component, there is a non-zero derivative of the rho-sigma component of the polarizability tensor with respect to the normal coordinate of vibration at equilibrium. The selection rule for the related spectroscopy requires delta J be plus or minus two or zero, and it can be augmented via interaction with surface plasmons. This effect proceeds by inducing a virtual excited state, which relaxes producing a peak slightly below and a weaker one slightly above the Rayleigh peak. Those are Stokes and Anti-stokes lines in its spectra. For 10 points, name this type of inelastic scattering discovered by an Indian physicist in 1928.

ANSWER:  Raman scattering [accept Raman Effect, or Raman Spectroscopy, prompt on inelastic scattering, prompt on Stokes scattering before mentioned]
2. After an unsuccessful revolt against this man, the rebel Dunanu was forced to ride in a victory parade with the head of his co-conspirator, Teumman, slung about his neck before being tortured to death. In addition to that revolt in Elam, this man, following the path of his father, crushed armies led by Tantamani and Taharqa. He had earlier conquered the Elamite capital Susa, and that defeat of the Kushite armies near Memphis allowed him to take the Egyptian capital. A public project created by this man included the story of Gimil-Ninurta, the titular “Poor Man of Nippur,” as well as cuneiform texts referring to Adapa. The grandson of Sennacherib, for 10 points, name this Neo-Assyrian king, who held a large collection of clay tablets at his library in Nineveh.

ANSWER: Ashurbanipal
3. One chapter in this novel opens with a brief interlude describing the author's youthful love of arriving in new places, before abruptly returning to the main story. One character is obsessed with market prices, while another wagers with the protagonist in a game of draughts.  The protagonist of this story is described as "neither handsome nor ugly, neither too fat or too thin" when he rides into the small town.  Selifan and Petrushka serve the protagonist, who seeks collateral for a loan from Skudronzhoglo to purchase an estate.  The historical backdrop for this novel is the practice of landowners paying a tax on their serfs, even those that died before the census had recorded them.  For 10 points, name this Gogol "poem in prose" about the con man Pavel Chichikov, who travels to buy the title moribund objects.

ANSWER:  Dead Souls [accept Mertvuiya Dushi]
4. One of the lesser laws of this day, according to the Shulchan Aruch is that one is not allowed to wash past the knuckles, while, as on their wedding and burial duys, men wear a white robe called a kittel. In the days of the Temple, the Kohen Gadol would wash his hands and feet a total of ten times, sacrifice a goat for Azazel, wear five sets of clothing and pronounce the name of Hashem  three times. Its prayers ultimately conclude with a seven time declaration that “Hashem who h’elohim,” and on the day prior some Jews still perform kaparot by waving a chicken above their head. For 10 points, name this Jewish fast day that ends the “Aseret y’mei tshuva” or ten days of repentance, on which the Kol Nidre is recited.

ANSWER: Yom Kippur
5. This idea for this organization was first suggested in the Ash Council memo, and this organization created by Reorganization Plan No. 3 had William Ruckleshaus as its first administrator.  Inspired by NEPA and established by Richard Nixon, it issued a notable "bubble policy" in 1979, assumed all functions of the Federal Radiation Council, and administers the 1980 CERCLA law which was inspired by disasters at Valley of the Drums and Love Canal. For 10 points, identify this Superfund-administering federal agency which in 1993 issued a successful cap-and-trade system to combat acid rain, and was recently ordered by the Supreme Court to regulate carbon dioxide emissions as a pollutant under the Clean Air Act.

ANSWER: Environmental Protection Agency
6. During a visit to his parents’ hall, this figure finds his grandmother with 900 heads, and his father catches two whales using oxen as bait. That visit is made by this figure and Thor, who is unable to break a glass cup until he throws it at the head of this figure’s father, as recounted in the Hymiskvitha. This god is unable to lift a mile-deep kettle belonging to his father Hymir, and in the Lokasenna, this god is taunted with cuckoldry and impotence. He is slated to kill and be killed by a figure guarding the gates at Gnipahellir, and another event surrounding him led to his wrist being nicknamed wolf-joint. This fated enemy of the Hel-hound Garm had his hand bitten off when the gods tried to bind Fenrir. For 10 points, name this Norse god of war, after whom Tuesday is named.

ANSWER:  Tyr [accept Tiv, Tiwaz, or Ziu, prompt on Things]
7. One image in this poem describes men "who walked all night with their shoes full of blood" before finding a room full of "steamheat and opium."  Another image contemplates men that "ate lamb stem of the imagination" and dreamed "of the pure vegetable kingdom."  It compares sailors to "American seraphim" before describing a "blond and naked angel" in a Turkish bath.  The second part of this poem recites names for one figure such as "the incomprehensible prison" and "whose fate is a cloud of sexless hydrogen" while the third part is a plea to another figure in Rockland--those figures are Moloch and Carl Solomon respectively.  For 10 points, name this Ginsberg poem that begins "I saw the best minds of my generation destroyed by madness."

ANSWER: Howl
8. He opposed the Mercantilist view of international trade as a zero-sum game in his Of the Jealousy of Trade. This man criticized eidetic atomism as failing to explain the bonds between ideas, and claimed that impressions must be accepted or rejected according to the standard of "coherence" in a work whose second section is titled "Of the Passions." He outlined a "third species" of moral philosophy in his most famous work, which postulated a single counterexample to his Copy Principle, the missing shade of blue. For 10 points, name this British empiricist who followed up A Treatise of Human Nature with his An Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding.
ANSWER:  David Hume
9. A study by Trune and Kempton linked this hormone and prednisolone to autoimmune hearing loss. Spironolactone and eplerenone antagonize receptors for this hormone, and the Captopril suppression test involves muting this hormone's production to investigate its hyperactivation. This hormone is oversecreted in a form of hypertension called Conn's Syndrome, and both this and cortisol are deficient in Addison's disease. By inducing angiotensin secretion, renin indirectly promotes this hormone's release from the zona glomerulosa in a certain feedback system. Its primary purpose is to stimulate ion pumps.  For 10 points, name this hormone secreted from the adrenal cortex which promotes the reabsorption of sodium and water in the kidneys.

ANSWER: aldosterone
10. This composer's wrote the music to the film Coal Face and songs such as "On this Island", "Ballad of Heroes", and "Our Hunting Fathers".  In addition to his collaborations with W.H. Auden, this man who set "Out on the lawn I lie in bed" and "Sumer Is Icumen In" as part of his Spring Symphony also wrote a work comissioned for the re-opening of Coventry Cathedral which intersperces Latin texts with the poetry of Wilfred Owen.  His most famous piece, based on a Rondeaux from Abdelazar, ends with a fugue and includes narration introducing instruments from the flute to the whip.  For 10 points, name this British composer of War Requiem who used a theme of Henry Purcell for his The Young Person's Guide to the Orchestra.
ANSWER:  Benjamin Britten
11. The ruling family during this period had a family crest of three fish scales in a Triforce-like formation and set up a secret police known as the Rokuhara Tandai. The Joei code was promulgated during its reign. Before a major battle one leader of this polity meditated to find the source of cowardice in himself, and one conflict during it occurred when the cloistered emperor Go-Toba attempted to take the throne. Besides the Jokyu disturbance, this polity saw the rise of Nichiren buddhism and an invasion that was supposedly repelled by the kamikaze winds. Started in the wake of a massive conflict between the Taira and Minamoto and ruled by the Hojo clan, for 10 points, name this polity that began afer the Genpei War, the first shogunate of Japan.

ANSWER: Kamakura shogunate

12. He designed a Expressionism-inspired triangular skyscraper with a radical curtain wall for a 1921 competition, but it was never completed.  In addition to his Friedrichstrasse proposal, this contributor to the magazine G and artistic director of the Weissenhof project had a certain Chicago project financed by developer Herbert Greenwald.  This architect of the Lake Shore Drive Apartments created a 1951 dwelling similar to the residence of his sometime collaborator, the all-glass Farnsworth house.  This proponent of "skin and bones" architecture worked with Philip Johnson on his most famous project on Park Avenue, and is known for the quote "Less is more".  For 10 points, name this German architect of the Barcelona Pavillion and the Seagram Building, director of the Bauhaus.
ANSWER:  Ludwig Mies van der Rohe
13. This man founded the satirical The Fly, and he published works under the pseudonyms Bhima and Arjuna on the subject of Spiritism, while he first ran for office thanks to the spirit of his dead brother Raul. His creation of “The House of the World Worker” influenced his nation's labour movement, and this man had to deal with revolts by former generals Pascual Orozco and Bernardo Reyes. He commuted the sentence of Pancho Villa, and Henry Lane Wilson aided the siege of The Citadel during the Ten Tragic Days, resulting in this man's capture and shooting. He also issued a document voicing his opposition to Porfirio Diaz, which began the Mexican revolution. For 10 points, name this issuer of the Plan of San Luis Potosi, President of Mexico from 1911 to 1913.

ANSWER: Francisco Ignacio Madero
14. Chalcones are produced via this reaction between benzaldehyde and derivatives of acetophenone. One mode for controlling selectivity in this reaction is the avoidance of syn-pentane forms in its transition state according to a model proposed by Zimmerman and Traxler. That model is not followed by a reaction using silyl enol ethers to add to aldehydes in this type of reaction named for Mukaiyama. The product of this reaction readily dehydrates to form an alpha-beta unsaturated carbonyl, an enone or enal. This reaction follows a Michael addition in the Robinson annulation. Its first step under basic conditions is the abstraction of the alpha hydrogen from an aldehyde to form an enolate. For 10 points, name this condensation reaction whose product has characteristics of both aldehydes and alcohols.

ANSWER: aldol condensation [accept aldol reaction]
15. One of this man's paintings shows diamonds flowning from a gash inflicted on a third eye by the title figure's triangular yellow dagger. Another of this man's paintings shows an African mask and rooster lined along the top and a jackal at bottom, all flanked by two totem poles.The painter of The Moon Woman Cuts the Circle, this man's Guardians of the Secret is a part of his Accabonac Creek series, which, along with the Sounds in the Grass series, was created at the Long Island studio he shared with Lee Krassner. He claimed “there is no accident” with regards to works like Blue Poles. For 10 points, name this “action painter” who developed the drip technique, used for works such as Autumn Rhythm and Lavender Mist.

ANSWER: Jackson Pollock
16. In one work by this author, the author recounts the sadness surrounding her mother’s death and longs for her to come back from the dead to provide her with a maternal feeling while another work continually references the color gold to describe two souls interacting in Heaven. Those two poems, “Lapida Filial” and “Paraiso” are contained in the poetry collection Tala, while other poetry collections include a poem detailing the suicide of the author’s former lover which stresses the theme of suffering and another which sees the speaker telling its addressee “From the frozen crypt where men put you away, I’ll lower you to the humble, sunny ground.”. For 10 points, identify this first Latin American to win the Nobel Prize in Literature, a Chilean poet who wrote Desolation and Sonnets of Death.

ANSWER: Gabriela Mistral
17. One deity worshipped by these people is given the epithet “The Dolphin Prince” due to his rule over the oceans. A more prominent god of these peoples is symbolized with a ruby-encrusted crescent moon and once plucked the eye from his enemy, Gruumsh. In addition to Deep Sashelas and Corellon Larethian, an underground-dwelling subset of these people revere the spider demon, Lolth and that variety typically has white hair and dark skin and are known as drow. Under Fourth Edition rules, these people are considered to be immortal fey, though in previous versions they are forest-dwelling humanoids able to live into their four-hundreds. A staple race of Dungeons and Dragons, FTP, identify these people whose ranks in other media include Elrond, Legolas, and Santa’s helpers.

ANSWER: elves or elf
18. The Ghyben-Herzberg relation models one important threat to these things, and in the absence of certain formations they will rise to the potentiometric surface.  Normally found within the phreatic zone, perched examples of these are instead found in the vadose zone.  These formations which can naturally suffer from arsenic contamination and saline intrusion often see their recharge hindered by the impervious surface of human development, and their behavior is described using Darcy's Law.  They are generally not formed from clay soils, which form confining layers instead, but are instead formed from sand or fractured bedrock.  For 10 points, name these porous geological formations which store ground water.
ANSWER: aquifers
19. This man contributed the forward to Reo Fortune's Sorcerers of Dobu.  Mauss criticized this thinker for ignoring the mapula, an error this man admitted in a work which discusses the "theory of primitive communism".  Another of his works showed how communities founded on "mother-right" did not experience the the Oedipus complex. In addition to writing works discussing both Crime and Custom, as well as Sex and Repression, "in Savage Society", he conducted "participant observation" in the Oaxaca valley of Mexico and the kula ring between Trobiand islanders.  For 10 points, name this Polish functionalist anthropologist, the author of Coral Gardens and their Magic as well as Argonauts of the Western Pacific.
ANSWER:  Bronislaw Kasper Malinowski
20. In the first act of this play, Lomax, Sarah's fiance, is mistaken for Sarah's brother.  Bill Walker is nearly brought to tears by the title character after he hits Jenny Hill after her conversion.  At the beginning of this play, Stephen discusses his inheritance with his mother. Said mother divorced her husband when he disowned Stephen because of the tradition of adopting a foundling as his heir.  The title character's fiance, a scholar of Euripedes named Cusins, is eventually converted to Andrew Undershaft's belief that weapons, rather than god, have the power of salvation.  For 10 points, name this Shaw play about an officer of the Salvation Army.

ANSWER:  Major Barbara
TB1. In this story, one character uses the pharse "I'm still drinking their whisky" to describe a situation in which everything has gone to pot.  One character had endorsed a beauty product she never used for five thousand dollars, and is called the Memsahib by another character.  The protagonist is worried word of his expedition will reach the Mathaiga club after he is exposed as a coward.  That character discovers his wife is sleeping with Wilson, and after a few tries stands his ground while hunting, but Margot shoots him anyway after he kills the lion.  For 10 points, name this Hemingway short story about the titular character's death on a safari.

ANSWER: The Short Happy Life of Francis Macomber
Bonuses
1.  Answer these questions about papal depravity, for 10 points each.
[10] Liutprand of Cremona documented this debauched period, which began when Sergius III began having sex with 15 year-old Marozia Theophylactus. It saw 12 different popes in 60 years, including Marozia and Sergius's son, John XI.

ANSWER: The Pornocracy [or Harlot Rule; prompt on Saeculum obscurum or the Dark Ages]

[10] This pope developed a storied legacy of vulgarity, including allowing his son Cesare to test the sexual competency of his acquaintances in the Banquet of the Chestnuts and by possibly impregnating his own daughter, Lucrezia.

ANSWER: Alexander VI [or Rodrigo Borgia]

[10] Alexander VI was a member of this Italian family that rivaled the Medicis and were known for corrupt rule.

ANSWER: Borgias
2. This writer collaborated with Carol Dunlap on The Autonauts of the Cosmoroute, while Charlie Parker inspired “The Pursuer”. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author of The Secret Weapons, as well as 62: A Model Kit.

ANSWER: Julio Cortazar
[10] Cortazar wrote this novel, which features the musings of Morelli, as well as Manolo Traveler, a friend of Horacio, who loves La Maga.

ANSWER: La Rayuela or Hopscotch
[10] Cortazar hails from this nation, also the home of Jorge Luis Borges.

ANSWER: Argentina
3. Answer some questions about the life and times of robber baron tag-team extraordinaire, Jay Gould and James Fisk, for 10 points each:

[10] Fisk and Gould may be best known for their battle with Cornelius Vanderbilt for control of this New York-based transportation company.

ANSWER: Erie Railroad

[10] This treasury secretary thwarted the plans of Gould and Fisk to corner the gold market by selling four million dollars of federal gold on Black Friday, 1869.

ANSWER: George Boutwell
[10] Boutwell stopped Gould and Fisk during this man's presidency.  He vetoed the Inflation Bill during the Panic of 1873, and was affected by the Credit Mobilier and the Whiskey Ring scandals.

ANSWER:  Ulysses Simpson Grant
4. After covering one figure with a sheet, the poem states "If her horny feet protrude, they come, To show how cold she is, and dumb."  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem that opens with the order to "call the roller of big cigars," specifically the muscular one.

ANSWER:  The Emperor of Ice Cream
[10] This American poet of the Emperor of Ice Cream also wrote a poem about a woman who sang beside "the ever-hooded, tragic-gestured sea," The Idea of Order at Key West.

ANSWER:  Wallace Stevens
[10] The night-gowns in this Stevens poem are white instead of green, purple with green rings, or in any way strange.  No one dreams "of baboons and periwinkles" but a drunk sailor who "catches tigers in red weather."

ANSWER:  Disillusionment of Ten O'Clock
5.  Identify the following related to an important experiment in early atomic and nuclear physics, for 10 points each.

[10] First, name this experiment in which alpha particles were bombarded into a thin sheet of metal, the results of which ousted the ‘plum pudding’ atomic model in favor of the planetary model.

ANSWER: Rutherford gold foil experiment [accept either or accept Geiger-Marsden experiment]

[10] For Rutherford scattering, this parameter is proportional to the fourth power of the cosecant of half the scattering angle. More generally, it describes the likelihood of interaction between two oncoming particles.

ANSWER: differential cross section
[10] Rutherford scattering sometimes goes by this name since it relies on the namesake static electric interactions between colliding particles.

ANSWER: Coulombic scattering

6. One story holds that as a sickly boy, when his brother Dankaran Touman ascended to the throne he stood up for the first time with the help of an iron bar, and was exiled with his mother Sogolon.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this ethnically manlinke or mandingo ruler who overthrew the Soso empire at the battle of Kirina in 1235.

ANSWER:  Sundiata Keita

[10] Sundiata established this African empire, whose other rulers included Mansa Musa.  Ibn Battuta visited this kingdom, whose territory spread over an area larger than Europe.

ANSWER:  Mali Empire [accept Malinke Empire]

[10] Sundiata overthrew this Soso king, who rose to power after the collapse of the Ghana empire.  After his capture of the trading town Kumbi, traders abandoned it for new centers of trade at Djenne and Walata.

ANSWER:  Sumanguru Kante
7. To avoid the problem of photorespiration, some plants have carry out a similar process called C4.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this set of reactions that fixes carbon dioxide into sugar in the stroma of chloroplasts, notably making use of the enzyme Rubisco.

ANSWER:  Calvin-Benson-Bassham Cycle [or dark reactions]

[10] This is the three carbon sugar produced in the Calvin cycle.  For every six of these molecules produced, only one is available to be converted into sugar.

ANSWER:  G3P [accept glyceraldehyde 3-phosphate, phosphoglyceraldehyde, or PGAP]

[10] 3-phosphoglycerate is converted to glyceraldehyde 3-phosphate by ATP and this cofactor in the second phase of the Calvin Cycle. This cofactor’s reduction powers the steps of that second phase.

ANSWER:  NADP-plus [need all of the underlined part]
8. This novel sees the death of Lillian Griffith, the lover of Vincent Molinier. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel, which features the libertine Comte de Passavant and ends with Edouard happily writing his novel.

ANSWER: The Counterfeiters
[10] This author of The Counterfeiters and The Immoralist collected his essays on homosexuality in Corydon.
ANSWER: Andre Gide
[10] Gide also wrote a 1923 monograph on this author of The Gambler and Crime and Punishment.

ANSWER: Fyodor Dostoyevsky
9. Answer some questions about everyone's favorite acid, sulfuric acid!  For 10 points each:

[10] Because the conjugate base of sulfuric acid is itself an acid under the Bronsted-Lowry definition of acids, it is this kind of acid which has two different pKa values because it can give off two hydogen ions.

ANSWER:  diprotic [prompt on polyprotic]

[10] This method for synthesizing sulfuric acid involves converting sulfur dioxide into sulfur trioxide.  Sulfur trioxide is converted into concentrated sulfuric acid by first dissolving it in sulfuric acid, then adding water.

ANSWER:  Contact Process

[10] This is the name for the intermediate in the contact process that contains sulfur trioxide dissolved in sulfuric acid to create H2S2O7.

ANSWER: fuming sulfuric acid [accept oleum]
10. A thesis named for this work's author links Protestantism in the 17th century Royal Society with the rise of experimental science, while it also discusses of manifest and latent functions. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Robert Merton work which advocates middle range theory, identifies adumbration as possible for long-tenured ideas, and popularized such major teams as “self-fulfilling prophecy.”
ANSWER: Social Theory and Social Structure
[10] Social Theory and Social Structure built off this man's theory of anomie to describe five consequences of the clash between structure and culture.  He wrote Suicide.
ANSWER: Emile Durkheim
[10] Merton's collaboration with Paul Lazarsfeld, Mass Communication, Popular Taste, and Organized Social Action, is best-known for positing this situation, in which the constant assault of mass media creates a drug-like state in which individuals conflate knowledge of a problem with action to correct it, and thus feel no need to do jack crap about anything.
ANSWER: Narcotizing Dysfunction
11. A painting on this subject by Ingres has the nude central figure looking peacefully over her shoulder while surrounded by a richly textured environment.  For 10 points each:

[10] Give the common name of these painting which depict a harem girl reclining.

ANSWER: Odalisque [accept The Grand Odalisque or La Grande Odalisque, or Odalisque reclining on a divan, or anything the sounds reasonable]

[10] This French Romantic's version of Odalisque extrudes a passionate vitality and more frenzied textures.  His other works include a one with a Turk on a rearing horse, The Massacre at Chios.

ANSWER: Eugene Delacroix
[10] This Delacroix painting depicts the red-turbaned title character being led by Virgil across a river while vicious nude forms attack his boat from below.

ANSWER: The Barque of Dante
12. It features Cleavon Little as Bart, the new sheriff of Rock Ridge and Gene Wilder as the Waco Kid, FTPE.

[10] First, name this 1975 Mel Brooks produced comedy, a satire of the Wild West film genre that features a town whose population all has the last name ‘Johnson’ and a character who is mistakenly addressed as Hedy Lamarr.

ANSWER: Blazing Saddles
[10] This actress sings “I’m So Tired” as the German saloon dancer, Lili von Shtupp in Blazing Saddles and also portrayed Mrs. White in Clue as well as Victor’s promiscuous fiancée in Young Frankenstein.

ANSWER: Madeline Kahn
[10] One scene of Blazing Saddles involves an overseer beckoning the black railroad workers to sing “Camptown Races” but they instead sing this tune; a Cole Porter written song from Anything Goes in which the singer states their ennui with champagne, cocaine and flying in an airplane.

ANSWER: “I Get a Kick Out of You”
13. This tone poem was re-orchestrated by Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov and Leopold Stokowski, and its composer bragged that the original was "free of German profundity." For 10 points each:
[10] Name this piece which depicts a witches' sabbath, in which the ringing of a far-off bell signifies daybreak.
ANSWER: St. John's Night on Bald Mountain [accept Bare in place of Bald]
[10] The composer of Night on Bald Mountain, Modest Mussorgsky, is better known for this piano work which consists of several "Promenades" interspersed with depictions of Victor Hartmann's art.
ANSWER:  Pictures at an Exhibiton
[10] Ravel's orchestration of this final section of Pictures at an Exhibition opens with brass fanfare over booming percussion.  Its second theme is taken from a Russian baptismal hymm, and its ABABA structure is interrupted by a recapitulation of the Promenade.
ANSWER:  The Great Gate at Kiev [accept The Great Gate of Kiev, La Grande Porte de Kiev, or really, anything that implies there is a Gate in Kiev, prompt on No. 10]
14. It involves a bunch of angels opening seals, bowing trumpets and pouring stuff out of vials and the appearance of Satan in the form of a big, red horny dragon. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this final book of the Bible which begins addressing the heresies of the seven churches of Asia and treats the story of the whore of Babylon.

ANSWER: Book of Revelation [do not accept “Revelations”]

[10] The Book of Revelation mentions that one of these animals “of Judah” is capable of opening the book of seals. For practicing his faith in the court of Darius, Daniel is thrown into a pit of these animals in the Book of Daniel.

ANSWER: lions

[10] The sounding of the fifth trumpet in Revelation summons this fallen angel, the lord of the bottomless pit, who controls a locust-like swarm of scorpion-tailed, human-faced, winged war horses.

ANSWER: Abaddon or Apollyon
15. In addition to early albums like Dakar and Bahia, he collaborated with the drummer Rashiel Ail in an album including tracks like Venus and Jupiter, Insterstellar Space.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this jazz saxophonist who created tracks like “Naima” for his album Giant Steps.
ANSWER:  John Coltrane
[10] This best known album by Coltrane's name stemmed from Coltrane's religious conversion in 1957, and contains the tracks Acknowledgement, Resolution, Pursuance, and Psalm.
ANSWER:  A Love Supreme
[10] This pianist of Coltrane's namesake quartet collaborated with Coltrane on A Love Supreme and My Favorite Things.  After leaving Coltrane, his albums include The Real McCoy and Sahara.
ANSWER:  McCoy Tyner
16. He wrote a book on the "politics and history" of Montiesquieu, and promoted the concept of aleatory materialism.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Marxist philosopher of Reading Capital who is best known for a "hailing" by which "ideological state apparatuses" cause someone to recognize him-or-herself as a willing subject, his concept of interpellation.
ANSWER: Louis Althusser
[10] Louis Althusser's early work, which attempted to reconcile Christian values with Marxist philosophy, was indebted to this author of The Essence of Christianity.
ANSWER: Ludwig Feuerbach
[10] This student of Althusser did several critical studies of social institutions and wrote works such as Death and the Labyrinth and Madness and Civilization.

ANSWER: Michel Foucault
17. Along with the Socialist Revolutionaries, they made up the Provisional Government in 1917.  For 10 points each:

[10] First, name this group of Russian revolutionaries whose name means "minority group," generally contrasted with the more radical group lead by Lenin.

ANSWER: Menshiveks

[10] Following the resignation of Lvov, this man headed the Provisional Government. His nominal role was the minister of justice until he was overthrown by Lenin.

ANSWER: Aleksandr F. Kerensky
[10] Kerensky appointed this man to head the Provisional Government's armed forces in place of Alexei Brusilov. This man had achieved fame by escaping an Austro-Hunagrian prison camp during the war.

ANSWER: Lavr Kornilov
18. Answer some things about the beginning of the world, for 10 points each.

[10] According to the Pelasgian creation myth, this goddess of all things rose naked from Chaos.  With the great serpent Ophion, she laid the Universal egg out of which tumbled all things that exist.

ANSWER:  Eurynome
[10] In another myth, this first son and later husband of Mother Earth was castrated by his son Cronus with a sickle. This sky deity's progeny include the titans, whom he placed in Tartarus.

ANSWER: Ouranus [prompt on Father Sky]

[10] Briarius, Gyges, and Cottus, collectively known by this name, were among the sons of Uranus. Cronus threw them into Tartarus again after castrating Uranus, though their namesake features proved useful in hurling boulders in their revenge during the Titanomachia.

ANSWER:  Hecatonchires [or Hundred-handers; accept any equivalent mentioning hundred hands]
19. Identify the following ideas from the exciting field of petrology, for 10 points each.

[10] This empirically derived diagram with both a continuous and discontinuous branch gives a progression of the minerals formed by cooling magma at various cooling temperatures.

ANSWER: Bowen’s reaction series
[10] The continuous branch of Bowen’s reaction series consists entirely of feldspar minerals of this variety and progresses from sodium-rich to calcium-rich types of this mineral as temperature increases.

ANSWER: plagioclase
[10] Hornblende and crocodolite are monoclinic varieties of this type of mineral located below the pyroxenes on the discontinuous branch. These minerals are generally composed of double-chain SiO4 tetrahedra and have a dark-colored appearance.

ANSWER: amphibole
20. One section of this poem asks about "Death's other kingdom," while another describes going "round the prickley pear at five o'clock in the morning." For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem which opens with the line "Mistah Kurtz--he is dead."

ANSWER: “Hollow Men”
[10] This author of a poem that includes sections like What the Thunder Said and The Fire Sermon wrote Hollow Men, as well as the Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock.

ANSWER: T. S. Eliot
[10] This Eliot poem observes “ three white leopards sat under a juniper-tree... having fed to satiety” and opens repeating “Beacuse I do not hope to turn again.”

ANSWER: “Ash Wednesday”
