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Tossups

1.  Vinca alkaloids target these structures, whose formation in Xenopus eggs is controlled by XMAP215. A structure containing six HEAT repeats called the TOG domain is present in proteins that interact with them, and the tektins also associate with these structures. Their monomers, which are homologous to FtsZ, .contain an alpha and beta subunit that binds to GTP, and their creation relies on a gamma-ring complex. Targeted by taxol and colchicine, these structures undergo assembly and disassembly in a process called dynamic instability. Found in the spindle apparatus, they are in a 9+2 arrangement in flagella. For 10 points, name these strands of polymerized tubulin, a component of the cytoskeleton.

ANSWER: Microtubules
2. This work discusses a stone falling on a man’s head, which its author argues should not be explained by the will of God, which is a “sanctuary of ignorance.” Its third section defines emotions as ideas that cause the mind to act and suffer, and which increase, diminish, help, or hinder the mind’s faculties, and it contrasts necessary laws, or "infinite modes", with non-universal "finite modes". This work defines God as consisting of “infinite attributes, each of which expresses eternal and infinite essence”. Presented in a Euclid-imitating “geometrical order,” it contains the section “Of Human Bondage.” For 10 points, name this book that, like the Tractatus Theologico-Politicus, was written by Baruch Spinoza.
ANSWER: The Ethics
3. In one section of this work, “legs waken salads in the brain” while “you pick your blonde out neatly through the smoke”; that section is the second of three variations on a woman variously called Mary and Magdalene. Its fourth section asks if “infinity / Be still the same as when” a certain figure “walked the beach / Near Paumanok,” while the speaker of its penultimate section encounters a “visage” with “eyes like agate lanterns” and asks that figure “did you deny the ticket?” In addition to addressing Whitman and Poe, this poem exhorts the reader to “stick your name on a patent signboard” in “Powhatan’s Daughter” and adopts the perspective of Christopher Columbus in “Ave Maria.” It opens with a “Proem” dedicated to the title object and contains sections called “The Tunnel,” “Cape Hatteras,” and “Cutty Sark.” For 10 points, identify this modernist epic about a Brooklyn landmark, a work of Hart Crane.

ANSWER: The Bridge
4. Towards its end, this organization came to be referred to as “Clean out of Cash and Poor Pay,” and advertisements issued by it show that it preferred orphans and “skinny, wiry fellows, not over 18.” This organization suffered a setback when one of its members captured a Paiute Indian, thus setting off the Pyramid Lake War. It succeeded a failed operation led by John Butterfield, and members of this organization were given a colt revolver and a Bible and were entrusted with carrying a mochila. Founded by Russell, Majors, and Waddell, it operated a service which passed through Fort Laramie, Split Rock, and Carson City during its run from 1860-1861. For 10 points, identify this service which transmitted mail from Missouri to California on horseback.
ANSWER: Pony Express [accept Central Overland California & Pike’s Peak Express Company or COC&PP]
5. This man wrote essays such as "The Service Station Dealer" and "On Cooling the Mark Out" when he studied under Everett Hughes. He drew upon a concept first described by Gregory Bateson which he described as "schemata of interpretation" which are used to convey situations and can be manipulated by the act of "keying." In addition to Frame Analysis, this man cited army barracks and nunneries as examples of "total institutions," and describes the titular institutions as "forcing houses for changing persons" in his work Asylums. His most famous work describes activities as "performances" and presents a dramaturgical approach to analyzing man's interactions with others. For 10 points, identify this author of The Presentation of Self in Everyday Life. 
ANSWER: Erving Goffman
6. This piece of art was originally displayed with a work in which a kneeling robed woman has her arm grasped by the left arm of a figure who turns away as he stabs a dagger downward into his own chest. This work was rediscovered in the seventeenth century with the aforementioned Ludovisi Group. The leftmost figure in Thomas Eakins’s The Swimming Hole mimics the pose of this work of art. The figure depicted in this work wears only a torc around his neck, and places his left arm on his right knee while supporting the weight of his torso on his right arm. For 10 points, name this work that was possibly sculpted by Epigonus of Pergamum, a statue that depicts a naked, perishing Celt.
ANSWER: the Dying Gaul [or Galata Morente]
7. The synchronous transit and nudged elastic band methods are used to find these entities on a given PES, and analogues to these general chemical constructs include the neuraminidase inhibitor oseltamivir. An experiment by Polanyi which mapped the potential surface between a hydrogen radical and a hydrogen molecule was important in developing the theory concerning these states, which are represented on the dot of the diagonal of a More O’Ferrall Jencks plot. The difference in the free energy of these states is the subject of the Curtin-Hammett principle. A statement sometimes named for Leffler claims that the structure of this entity resembles the species nearest to it in energy. For 10 points, name these chemical intermediates, the energy at which can be found using the Arrhenius equation, sometimes known as activated complexes.
ANSWER: transition states
8. One of these works by this composer is dubbed "Cello" for its unaccompanied lower-register opening, while the use of minor second intervals led another of these to be dubbed “Wrong Note.” Leopold Godowsky composed a set of 53 arrangements of these works, the final examples of which are known as the “Three New” ones. An F-natural in the fifth of these works is the only note not played on the titular “Black Keys,” while the best-known of them opens with a dramatic C-minor chord and was written after its composer heard of the failure of his home country in the November Uprising. Exemplified by the “Revolutionary” one, for 10 points, identify these piano exercises written by Frédéric Chopin.
ANSWER: etudes by Frédéric François Chopin [Chopin’s name is not needed after it is said; prompt on “etudes” before Chopin’ name; accept Fryderyk Franciszek Chopin or Szopen for the composer’s name]
9. One character in this play remembers the nineteenth of September as the date that the protagonist promised her a kingdom. The protagonist of this work confides in Dr. Herdal. Ten years prior to the action of this play, the protagonist had placed a ceremonial wreath on a weather vane. A fire in this work causes the protagonist’s twin infants to die of their mother’s fevered milk, but the mother laments the loss of her nine dolls more than their death. Kaia Fosli is infatuated with the protagonist of this work, who exploits Ragnar Brovik. This play sees Hilda Wangel influence the protagonist to climb the central tower of his home, after which he fall to his death. For 10 points, name this play about Halvard Solness, a work about an architect by Henrik Ibsen.

ANSWER: The Master Builder [accept Bygmester Solness]
10. Dewey Dee's commercial paper fraud prompted the near collapse of this man's state sponsored manufacturing firms such as the Herdis Group and the CDCP, leading to the Light-a-Fire revolt of upper class businessman. This man's reign saw the Jabidah massacre of Muslims, which led to the formation of the Qaddafi sponsored MNLF. The Huk insurgency regained prominence during this man's reign, and early in his second term, students stormed his residence at the Malacanang palace, which was referred to as the "First quarter storm." Support for his rule came from the KBL party which backed his "new society" movement. His rule came to an end in the "People's power" revolution in which Corazon Aquino won the 1986 elections. For 10 points, identify this corrupt dictator and husband of Ilmeda who ruled in Philippines from 1965 to 1986.
ANSWER: Ferdinand Marcos
11. One work by this man discusses how his friend Wequash, on his deathbed, confesses to praying to Christ, and admits “Me so big naughty heart, me heart all one stone!” That work by this author contains the section “Religion, of the Soul, etc.” and explains its titular concept as a key that opens a chest containing many more keys. This author of “A Key Into the Language of America” called for a “wall of separation” between church and the state in a text that argued for the values he used to found the First Baptist Church of America. For 10 points, name this author of The Bloody Tenent of Persecution who joined William Coddington and Anne Hutchinson to found Rhode Island.

ANSWER: Roger Williams
12. One episode in this novel sees the family “with the tiny feet” donate old high-heeled shoes to a group of girls who eventually are accosted by a bum who offers them a dollar for a kiss. One character in this novel is Alicia, who is deathly afraid of two things, mice and her father. The protagonist of this novel is startled at her first job when a Chinese man pretends to be friendly to her in order to grab her and kiss her roughly in the break room. The protagonist of this work lusts after a boy named Sire and renames herself “Zeze the X” in one of the early vignettes of this work. The protagonist of this work promises to pack her papers and books and move away from the title place to a real home at the work’s end. For 10 points, name this book written by Mexican-American author Sandra Cisneros about Esperanza Cordero, who lives on the titular Chicago thoroughfare.

ANSWER: The House on Mango Street
13. One story claims that this deity was born after another god delivered some falling pudding to his mother. Another story asserts that he gained mercy from Shani after crushing that god into the ceiling. After fighting his offspring at the gates of Patala, he blew out five lamps simultaneously to defeat the magician Mahiravana. He once voluntarily submitted to Indrajit’s use of the Brahmastra, and at a different time he picked up the entire mountain Dronagiri while attempting to find the herb Sanjivani. In one story, Sita gives him a necklace for his reverence which this figure proceeds to dismantle. This figure was struck by Indra’s thunderbolt after attempting to eat a mango that was actually the sun. For 10 points, identify this figure who helped Rama rescue Sita in the Ramayana, a Hindu monkey god.

ANSWER: Hanuman [accept Anjaneya, Maruti, Vajranga, Bajrang Bali, Pavanputra, or Vayuputra]
14. Emanuale Philiberto moved his capital to this city after the treaty of Cateau-Cambresis was signed, and French troops under La Feuillade withdrew from Italy after they were decisively defeated in a 1706 battle near this city during the War of Spanish Succession. Prior to the Battle of Milvian Bridge, Constantine the Great's forces had fought Maxentius at Verona and this city. This city's Cathedral of St. John the Baptist is home to an object which was partially damaged by a fire at Chambery in 1532, and it was heavily bombed during World War II allied raids because it was home to the FIAT's factories. The Italian home of the House of Savoy, for 10 points, identify this city in the Piedmont that houses some shroud supposedly depicting the face of Jesus.
ANSWER: Turin [or Torino]
15. One model developed by this man gives the probability of a transition between a two-level quantum mechanical system in terms of the diabatic coupling constants. Another behavior named for him occurs when electrons traveling at speeds approximately equal to the phase speed of a wave do not participate in resonant interactions with the wave; that phenomenon thus allows for collisionless decay of plasma waves, which is called his namesake “damping.” He names a value at which the coupling constant of a quantum field interaction blows up, and his experiments on liquid helium led to a phenomenological theory of superfluidity. For 10 points, identify this physicist, who developed a theory of superconductivity with Vitaly Ginzburg. 
ANSWER:  Lev Davidovich Landau [accept Clarence Zener until first sentence]
16. In one song, this band asked “And when it all goes to hell / will you be able to tell / me you’re sorry with a straight face?” In another song their singer notes that “I’d never say no to you” and adds that “This conversation’s been” the title phrase. Their second album, Take This to Your Grave, contains those songs, “The Patron Saint of Liars and Fakes” and “Dead on Arrival.” A Vincent van Gogh letter inspired the title of their fourth album, Infinity on High, which featured songs like “Thnks fr the Mmrs” [“thanks for the memories”], while highlights from their third album, From Under the Cork Tree, included “Sugar, We’re Goin’ Down.” For 10 points, identify this Pete Wentz-fronted band which released Folie a Deux in 2009, known for such songs as “Dance, Dance” and “This Ain’t a Scene, It’s an Arms Race” and for being named after Radioactive Man’s sidekick.

ANSWER: Fall Out Boy [prompt on “FOB”]
17. A dramatization of this work by James Fuller includes a maid named Maria. One character in this work reveals that his knowledge of the neighborhood comes only from introductory letters written by his sister. That character's night spent in a freshly dug grave with pariah dogs growling at him is provided as an explanation as to why that character runs away upon the arrival of a hunting party. It ends with the line "Romance at short notice was her specialty," referring to the central character's proclivity to weave fantastic stories that foil Framton Nuttel's plans to rest his nerves at Mrs. Snappleton's residence. For 10 points, identify this short story in which Vera concocts a story about how Mrs. Snappleton longs for her husband and brothers to return through the title structure, written by Saki.
ANSWER: "The Open Window"
18. D.T. Britt’s database of the densities of these objects shows that their densities converge around the traditional estimate of two grams per cubic centimeter. These objects are subject to the Tholen spectral classification, which was supplemented by the 2002 SMASS classification. Both of those spectral classifications break them down into three main types, C-Group, S-Group, and X-Group. Prominent absences of these objects are found at the four-to-one, three-to-one, and five-to-two orbital resonances of a certain body. These objects are not present in Kirkwood Gaps, and the ones found at Jupiter’s Lagrange points are called the “Trojans.” For 10 points, name these objects in space that are found in a namesake “belt” between Mars and Jupiter.

ANSWER: asteroids
19. The opening phrase from Lamentations "Quomodo cedet sola Civitas” is inscribed in the frame of this painting, which shows the Ponte Vecchio and the Florence Duomo in the hazy background. Light emanating from behind the title character’s head shines toward a sundial that appears in this painting; that sundial points towards the number nine. A bird approaches the title figure carrying red poppies in its beak, and the title figure has her hands open as she appears to be in a trance-like state. La Vita Nuova served as the inspiration for this painting, which was a homage to its artist’s wife Elizabeth Siddal. For 10 points, identify this painting which depicts the final moments of the lover of Dante Aligheri, a painting by Dante Gabriel Rosetti 
ANSWER: Beata Beatrix
20. This man introduced the Royal Marriages Act, which required the ruling monarch’s consent for marriages involving members of the royal family. During his term, the Madariaga expedition led by a Spanish commander ousted settlers from Port Egmont in the Falkland Islands, but mediation by Louis XV prevented a large-scale war. His term also saw rioting by members of the Protestant Association of George Gordon protesting against the Catholic Relief Act. This man proposed the failed “Conciliation Plan”, and he was ousted from his post after a vote of no-confidence in 1782 when he had already seen losses at Yorktown and Saratoga. For 10 points, identify this Prime Minister of Britain during the American Revolution.  
ANSWER: Lord Frederick North, Earl of Guilford
TB1. This city shares its name with a river which originates in the Villapinzon region, and that river forms the Tequendama Falls to the southwest of this city. The Banco de La Republica Museum of pre-hispanic goldwork is located in this city's historical district of La Candelaria. The Monserrate hill located near this city is a destination for pilgrims, and it is located on a high plateau which is called its namesake "Savannah." The Ibero-American Theatre Festival is an annual event in this city. It was founded by Gonzalo Jimenez de Quesada, and this city saw massive rioting in 1948 after the murder of the presidential candidate Jorge Gaitan during "La Violencia." The largest city in its country after Medellin, for 10 points, identify this capital of Colombia.
ANSWER: Bogota 
Bonuses
1.  Please enjoy this trash bonus, which features series of comically tenuous links. For 10 points each:

[10] Sam Worthington stars as the paraplegic veteran Jake Sully in this 2009 James Cameron film, which sees him taken to the planet Pandora to wage war against the blue-skinned native na’vi.

ANSWER: Avatar
[10] Human-controlled avatars can be found in the club Black Sun in the Metaverse in a novel by this man; in that novel, Snow Crash, Hiro Protagonist and Y.T. investigate the mysterious titular virus. This author also wrote Cryptonomicon.

ANSWER: Neal Town Stephenson [accept Stephen Bury]

[10] Black Sun is a criminal organization central to the plot of this novel. Its leader, Prince Xizor, attempts to displace Darth Vader before his skyhook is destroyed by Dash Rendar and Luke Skywalker.

ANSWER: Star Wars: Shadows of the Empire
2. One king who fought in this battle had earlier suffered a disastrous defeat at Alarcos. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this battle in which forces led by Pedro II of Aragon, Sancho VII of Navarre, and Alfonso VIII of Castile defeated the forces of Muhammad an-Nasir. 
ANSWER: Battle of Las Navas de Tolosa
[10] This empire was driven out of Spain after its defeat at Navas de Tolosa. This empire was founded by Ibn Tumard, whose son ‘Abd al-Mu’min had routed the Almoravids from Morocco. 
ANSWER: Almohads [or the Muwahhid empire]
[10] The decline of the Almohads saw the ascent of this other Berber dynasty, which prospered in the late 1200s due to its gold trade with Mali. It established its capital at Fez, and one of its rulers also enlarged the mosque at Taza.
ANSWER: Marinid dynasty [or Benemarin dynasty]
3. Answer the following about some people famous for their contributions to urban design for the stated number of points.
[10] Pioneering landscape architect Frederick Law Olmsted laid out the grounds for Chicago's 1893 World Columbian Exposition, and designed Boston's Emerald Necklace, but he may be most famous for this park in the middle of Manhattan.
ANSWER: Central Park
[10] For 10 points, this sociologist and mentor to Jane Jacobs authored City: Rediscovering The Center and published the findings of his Street Life Project in The Social Life of Small Urban Spaces. You may also know his The Organization Man.
ANSWER: William H. Whyte
[5/5] For 5 points each, this husband-and-wife team promote traditional neighborhood design in books like Sprawl Nation, developments such as Seaside, Florida, and the Congress for the New Urbanism, which they founded in 1993.
ANSWER: Andres Duany and Elizabeth Plater-Zyberk
4. This algorithm performs the same task as the Solovay-Strassen algorithm. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this algorithm that basically tests whether a to the power of d is not congruent to one mod p, and whether a to the quantity two-r-d is not congruent to negative one mod n. The first version of this algorithm was deterministic, but it was altered by its second namesake to be probabilistic.

ANSWER: the Miller-Rabin algorithm [accept in either order; prompt on either name given alone; accept, but do not state because it’s a future answer, the Miller-Rabin primality test]

[10] The Miller-Rabin algorithm tests for this property, which may be naïvely tested for a number n by dividing the number by all positive integers between one and the number and seeing if there are any integer solutions.

ANSWER: primality [accept prime or any word forms thereof]

[10] The Miller-Rabin algorithm makes use of this theorem, which states that for a prime number p, a to the p will be congruent with a mod p.

ANSWER: Fermat’s Little Theorem [prompt on Fermat’s Theorem; do not accept “Fermat’s Last Theroem”]
5. In this novel, which shares its name with the author of the short story collections After You’ve Gone and The Last Lovely City, the central family’s glue factory is eventually bought by Virgil’s boss J.A. Lamb. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1921 novel whose title character fails to court the wealthy Arthur Russell and, to support her family, begins attending Frincke’s Business College.

ANSWER: Alice Adams
[10] Alice Adams was written by this author of The Gentleman from Indiana and Seventeen, who wrote a trilogy about Penrod Schofield and who won a 1919 Pulitzer for his masterpiece, The Magnificent Ambersons.

ANSWER: Newton Booth Tarkington
[10] This man’s collection Corn Huskers also won a 1919 Pulitzer, though he may be more famous for poems like “Fog” and one about the titular “hog butcher for the world,” “Chicago.”

ANSWER: Carl Sandburg
6. The early chapters of this work explore "shapes of consciousness" and differentiate between sense-certainty and perception. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this work which attempts to trace the evolution of human consciousness, and which ends with a discussion on the attainment of "absolute knowledge."
ANSWER: Phenomenology of the Mind [or Phenomenology of the Spirit; or Phänomenologie des Geistes]
[10] Phenomenology of the Spirit was written by this philosopher whose other works include The Science of Logic and his Encyclopedia of the Philosophical Sciences.
ANSWER: Georg Wilhelm Freidrich Hegel
[10] This crazy Russian dude gave a series of lectures on Phenomenology of the Spirit which were collected in his Introduction to the Reading of Hegel. He also proposed that the French revolution brought with it the "end of history."
ANSWER: Alexandre Kojeve
7. In geochemistry, Schreinemakers' method is useful in analyzing these constructs. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these constructs which yield information regarding the physical states of the system. The lines on these diagrams that represent equilibria are obtained via the Clausius Clapeyron relation.
ANSWER: phase diagrams
[10] This rule states the number of phases minus the number of components plus two equals the degrees of freedom which can be used to specify the system. 
ANSWER: Gibbs phase rule
[10] On a phase diagram, the composition of the liquid and vapor phases in a two phase region can be determined by these rules, which involve the drawing of a "tie line" at constant temperatures. They are so named because of their mathematical expression is reminiscent of a simple machine.
ANSWER: lever rule
8. The protagonist betrays a fellow soldier and blackmails the man's sister into marriage. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this work in which the titular corrupt Mexican revolutionary tells his life story to his friends and family.

ANSWER: The Death of Artemio Cruz
[10] The Death of Artemio Cruz is a novel by this Mexican author whose other works include Terra Nostra and The Old Gringo.

ANSWER: Carlos Fuentes
[10] In this other Fuentes novel, Felipe Montero fantasizes about having sex and running away with the titular girl.

ANSWER: Aura 
9. Identify these artists who have connections to Russia. For 10 points each:
[10] This artist, who was born in Belarus back when it was a part of Russia, is best known for depicting the memories of his hometown Vitebsk in I and the Village. You may also know him for The Green Violinist.
ANSWER: Marc Chagall
[10] This member of the Russian "Itinerants" is probably best known for his The Volga Boatmen as well as a work in which the title group has a jolly time writing a vulgar reply to Sultan Mehmet IV called Reply of the Zaporozhian Cossacks.
ANSWER: Ilya Yefimovich Repin
[10] Early in his career, this man was a part of the Jack of Diamonds school but later became founder of Supermatism and as the artist behind Black Square and White on White.
ANSWER: Kasimir Malevich
10. An oration by Archbishop Adalbero of Rheims was key to the ascent of this man who was a descendant of Robert the Strong. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this man who was crowned King in 987 over Charles of Lorraine, following the death of Louis V. 
ANSWER: Hugh Capet
[10] Hugh Capet's rule thus ended this dynasty. Another ruler of this dynasty was a successor of Pepin the Short who was crowned by Leo III in AD 800 and was named Charlemagne.
ANSWER: Carolingian dynasty
[10] Hugh's grandson, also named Robert, became a duke of this duchy in AD 1004. Other rulers of this duchy include John the Fearless and a man who led the League of the Public Weal against Louis XI.
ANSWER: Burgundy
11. In this book, Jesus calls himself the "one true vine", and it contains seven signs that indicate his divinity. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this non-synoptic gospel that opens with a description of Jesus as Logos, or the Word and declares that "God so loved the world that he gave his only son" in 3:16.

ANSWER: Gospel of John [or Gospel According to John or kata Iōannēn euangelion or to euangelion kata Iōannēn]
[10] The first of the seven signs is this first miracle of Jesus in which he transformed water into extra wine at the behest of his mother so that a certain celebration could continue.

ANSWER: marriage at Cana [or wedding at Cana; accept anything that implies two people coming together at Cana]

[10] John is the only gospel that does not draw material from the Gospel of Mark or this undiscovered source, which is thought to consist of sayings of Jesus.

ANSWER: Q document [or Quelle or Q source or Q gospel or Sayings Gospel Q, or Secret of Q or Synoptic Sayings Source or Q Manuscript]
12. This man gained support of politicians such as John Quitman because he wanted to expand the institution of slavery, and he burned houses in Cardenas on his first expedition. For 10 points each: 
[10] Identify this man who was executed after his second failed attempt to raise ruckus when his ship landed at Playa el Morillo.
ANSWER: Narciso Lopez 
[10] Narciso Lopez was a filibustero who attempted to rid this island nation of Spanish control. The Teller amendment to McKinley's war declaration forbade US "rule" over this Caribbean this island nation.
ANSWER: Cuba
[10] Another filibuster, William Walker, briefly ruled as President of Nicaragua and also declared the independence of Sonora and this neighboring Mexican state.
ANSWER: Baja California
13. The final seventeen measures of this man's Third Piano Concerto were orchestrated by his student Tibor Serly after his death in 1945.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Hungarian composer and founder of ethnomusicology who used arch form and the "night music" style in works such as his six string quartets and the Concerto for Orchestra.
ANSWER: Bela Bartok
[10] Bartok wrote this collection of 153 didactic pieces, arranged in six books of increasing difficulty, largely to teach his son how to play the piano.
ANSWER: Mikrokosmos
[10] This contemporary composer of Ancient Voices of Children and a work for electric string quartet, Black Angels, alluded to Mikrokosmos in his best-known work, the four books of Makrokosmos.
ANSWER: George Crumb
14. Identify some bacteria which may just be in your digestive system RIGHT NOW, for 10 points each.

[10] This mostly friendly species has a virulent O157:H7 strain which has killed many people in the recent past. Jacob and Monod performed many useful experiments the lac operons of these organisms.
ANSWER: E. coli [or Escherichia coli]
[10] You may just be housing colonies of this bacterium if you’re suffering from stomach ulcers. Its cag genes are thought to encode for a secretory complex, and Barry Marshall notably drank a solution containing this bacterium, after which he died of gastritis.
ANSWER: H. pylori [or Helicobacter Pylori]

[10] The most important species of this genus of probiotic bacteria include acidophilus and bifidus, the latter of which is more common in breast-fed infants. 
ANSWER: lactobacillus
15. Waitwell impersonates the protagonist’s imaginary uncle Sir Rowland in this work, in which Foible, Waitwell’s wife, is fired after she intercepts a letter. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this play, which ends with Lady Wishfort consenting to the marriage between her niece Millamant and Mirabell.
ANSWER: The Way of the World
[10] This man was the reformation playwright of The Way of the World, who wrote about Manuel, a King of Grenada, who longs for Zara in The Mourning Bride.
ANSWER: William Congreve
[10] Congreve was a disciple of this author of Marriage a la Mode as well as Absalom and Achitophel.
ANSWER: John Dryden
16. Ilus, a son of Tros, was once temporarily blinded for looking at this object, even though he was doing so in order to rescue it from a fire. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this wooden statue which held a spear in one hand and a spindle and distaff in the other. It was linked to the destiny of Troy and was created by Athena in memory of its namesake, a friend she had accidentally killed.

ANSWER: the Trojan Palladium [or Palladion]

[10] During the Trojan War, this figure and Odysseus undertook a mission to steal the Palladium. This second-strongest Greek, a son of Tydeus, wounded Ares and Aphrodite during the war and also out-sparred Ajax the Greater.

ANSWER: Diomedes [prompt on Tydides]

[10] This prophet, a son of Priam, lost out to his brother Deiphobus for Helen’s hand in marriage after Paris’s death. After his capture by Odysseus, he informed the Greeks of the conditions for capturing Troy, including the necessity of taking the Palladium.

ANSWER: Helenus [prompt on Scamandrius; do not accept “Astyanax”]
17. These measures effectively dissolved the liberal student body Burschenschaft after one of its members murdered the author of Die Beiden Klingsberg and Der Wildfang. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these reactionary measures which were passed after the murder of August von Koetzebue.
ANSWER: Carlsbad decrees
[10] The Carlsbad decrees were passed by this conservative diplomat who represented Austria at the Congress of Vienna.
ANSWER: Klemens von Metternich
[10] This man was the successor to Metternich, in which capacity he suppressed the 1848 uprising led by Kossuth and forced Prussia to accept the Punctuation of Olmutz.
ANSWER: Prince Felix zu Schwarzenberg
18. It was once named for the fine explorer Anthony van Deimen. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this island which is separated from mainland Australia by the Bass Strait. 
ANSWER: Tasmania
[10] Mount Wellington is an integral part of the skyline of this city located in the Southwest of Tasmania, which is the capital of the state.
ANSWER: Hobart
[10] A popular attraction in Hobart are the Sunday markets that take place near a location by this name. It was named after a Battle fought in the Peninsular campaign in which Wellington handily defeated Marmont's Army of Portugal. 
ANSWER: Salamanca markets
19. Stuff from fluid dynamics, for 10 points each.
[10] This theorem relates the product of the flow velocity and the line integral of the flow velocity around a path enveloping an airfoil to the lift per unit span of the airfoil. 
ANSWER: Kutta-Joukowski theorem [or Kutta-Zhukovsky theorem]
[10] This principle, developed by a Swiss dude, implies that any change in flow velocity must result in a change in the potential energy or in the pressure. 
ANSWER: Bernoulli's principle [accept Bernoulli's equation]
[10]That the strengths of vortices are constant and that vortex lines move with flow are a couple of the "vortex theorems" proved by this man, who, along with Kelvin, names some instability in fluids caused due to velocity shears.
ANSWER: Hermann von Helmholtz
20. This author chronicled the sexual escapades of Vinca, and Phillipe, who is creepily seduced by the older Madame Dalleray, in her novel The Ripening Seed. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this French female novelist who also wrote a fairy tale called Gigi about a girl who falls for Gaston Lachaille, as well as a series of novels about Claudine.

ANSWER: Colette [accept Sidonie-Gabrielle Colette]

[10] Another French female author is this woman who wrote of the title Creole wife of Delmare, who attempts to have an affair with Raymon de Ramiere but ends up with her cousin Sir Ralph, in her novel Indiana.

ANSWER: George Sand [accept Amadine-Aurore-Lucile Dupin; or Baronne Dudevant]

[10] George Sand also wrote this novel in which the titular singer and student of Porpora rejects the faithless Anzoleto and marries the dying Albert Rudolstadt. Joseph Haydn also makes an appearance in this novel.
