Penn Bowl XIX: “The packet wins again!”
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Packet by Princeton A (Shanna Chu, Kunle Demuren, Christa Henricks, Jian Zhang)
Tossups
1.  This man spoke of “hot” and “cool” types of the titular concept in one work, and this founder of the journal Exploration claimed that Finnegan's Wake was about "ten thunders."  He criticized the techniques of a certain periodical as "the ballet Luce" in a book about "the folklore of industrial man", and a cycle of enhancement, obsolescence, retreival, and reversal was this man's "tetrad", by which a certain type of technology influenced society. This author of The Mechanical Bride subtitled another book "The Making of Typographic Man" which introduced his concept of the "global village".  For 10 points, name this author of The Gutenberg Galaxy and Understanding Media, who said “The medium is the message.”
ANSWER: Marshall McLuhan
2. This man took advantage of the Nootka controversy to force Spain to give up the west coast of North and South America. Also responsible for the passage of the Combination Act, this figure tried John Horne Tooke, John Thelwall, and Thomas Hardy for treason.  He resigned to allow Henry Addington into power, and he became Chancellor of the Exchequer under the Shelburne ministry. In his first ministry, the king’s distrust of Charles James Fox and Lord North allowed him to stay in power. This prime minister had Great Britain join the Third Coalition, which during his tenure would win at Trafalgar before being defeated at Austerlitz. For 10 points, name this youngest ever British PM, who was also the son of the Earl of Chatham, a previous prime minister.

ANSWER: William Pitt the Younger
3. Along with Preston North End’s 1888-89 team, this team’s 2003-04 iteration is one of two teams ever to win the top division of their country’s soccer league without losing a match, and they were called “The Invicibles” because of this feat. That season’s team played their home games in a stadium located in Highbury, in contrast to their new stadium named for their current jersey sponsor. Their current manager, the second-longest tenured manager in the Premier League and the only non-British manager to ever win the league and the FA Cup in the same season, pioneered a new brand of smooth passing and attacking soccer, helped by his fellow Frenchman and the club’s all-time leading scorer, Thierry Henry. For 10 points, name this English soccer team whose fans sing “One-Nil to [this team]” at Emirates Stadium, and are currently managed by Arsene Wenger.

ANSWER: Arsenal Football Club [accept The Arsenal or The Gunners]
4. Two rectangular forms dominate, one lighter and the other darker, both receding into the canvas. The lighter one moves diagonally into a misted central area. Soft, warm, and cool colors, combined with rapid brushstrokes, cover the entire canvas and give the appearance of a misty haze. On top of the larger, darker rectangular form is a smaller and darker circular shape with an even darker rectangular shape protruding from the top. The location of the work is generally thought to be over the River Thames on the Maidenhead Railway Bridge. Name this work found in the National Gallery, by J. M. W. Turner that depicts a train going over a bridge on a moist day.

ANSWER: Rain, Steam, and Speed – The Great Western Railway
5. This man managed to sign the Shufelt Treaty with the Joseon Dynasty of Korea. This man appointed Samuel Blatchford to the Supreme Court, and he also signed the anti-polygamy Edmunds act and an act that excluded paupers and criminals from immigration. This man's vetoes included the Rivers and Harbors Act, and signed a document later extended by the Geary Act which called for a 10-year moratorium on immigration from a certain country.  In addition to the Chinese Exclusion Act, he is most famous for a bill which he signed despite being a longtime member of Roscoe Conkling's Stalwart faction.   Assuming the Presidency due to the assassin C    harles Guiteau, for 10 points, name this president who ended the spoils system with the Pendelton Civil Service Reform Act, successor to James Garfield.
ANSWER: Chester Alan Arthur 
6. Jean-Charles Cazin and Auguste Beuret both posed for this work, which was inspired by the Chronicles of Jean Froissart.  Casts of this work made later have sometimes separated the title figures from their common base, like the ones displayed at Stanford University and the National Art Gallery in Canberra. Against the artist’s wishes, it was originally placed on a pedestal, preventing people from seeing the figures' expressions depicted at eye level. Depicting a scene in which the six titular Frenchmen sacrificed their lives in the face of a siege by Edward III in 1347, for 10 points, what is this sculpture created by Auguste Rodin?
ANSWER: The Burghers of Calais [or Les Bourgeois de Calais]
7. This man had his artists create replicas of an Italian portrait, and took joy in the fact Thomas Roe was unable to perceive the original. He forced the three sons of his brother Daniyal to convert to Christianity and sent Sunder Dass to capture a fort at Kangra after previously foiled attempts. This Sunni alcoholic ended up blinding one of his sons for rebelling against him, and Khusrau would eventually be killed by his brother to eliminate any threat to his succession to the throne. This man also ordered the execution of Guru Arjun, the fifth guru of Sikhism, ostensibly for helping Khusrau. For 10 points, name this Mughal king, the son of Akbar and father of Khurram, or Shah Jahan.

ANSWER: Nur-ud-din Salim Jahangir
8. Ned Rorem wrote one of these for Gary Graffman, and Paul Hindemith wrote one of these pieces in four uninterrupted movements which did not receive its premiere until 2005, when it was performed by Leon Fleisher.  Prokofiev's Opus 53 work in this subgenre, which its intended performer claimed to "not understand a single note of", was the fourth of of five works in its more general category, and the most famous one of these works was inspired by some Saint-Saens etudes and includes a "jazz episode" built from earlier themes.   Maurice Ravel was the most notable composer of, for 10 points, what pieces most famously associated with Paul Wittgenstein, keyboard virtuoso and accidental southpaw?
ANSWER: piano concertos for the left hand (prompt generously)
9. This work claims that all sciences start from two types of data, one of which is identified as "ground of being" in "organon", the other of which is its "problem". The idea that both passion and intensity of emotion are unknowable to “the brute” appears in the section “Objective View of the Intellect” of this work, which also mentions the “medium of motives”; while this work's second volume consists of supplements to each of the first volume's four books.  Defining one of the title concepts as a “striving, yearning, force”, this work claims that daily life "is suffering" and combines consideration of the Kantian “ding an sich” with the Upanishads.  For 10 points, name this magnum opus of Arthur Schopenhauer.
ANSWER: The World as Will and Representation [or The World as Will and Idea; or Die Welt als Wille und Vorstellung]
10. He wrote about “days I have held,/ days I have lost,/ days that outgrow, like daughters,/ my harbouring arms” in Midsummer, while his musical The Capeman, based on the gang member of the same name, was co-written with Paul Simon. In another one of his works, he wrote “I'm just a red nigger who love the sea, / I had a sound colonial education, / I have Dutch, nigger and English in me, / and either I'm nobody, or I'm a nation”, a sentiment that exemplifies his literature, including The Schooner Flight, while he is perhaps most known for his epic poem which tells stories of Achille and Hector and their feud over Helen, and of the mad Dennis Plunkett, Helen’s former employer, Omeros. For 10 points, name this St. Lucian poet who won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1992.

ANSWER: Derek Walcott
11. This man’s wet-nurse, Caieta, was buried along a beach in Hesperia. He gave refuge to Anna Perenna, the sister of his former lover. This man’s companions included Cloanthus and Ilioneus. His opponents included Menzentius and Queen Camilla in a war occurring because this man was promised the hand of Lavinia, a daughter of Latinus whose suitors included this man’s enemy in that war, a Rutulian named Turnus. This man went to the Sybil of Cumae to see his father Anchises in the underworld, which he accomplished with the aid of the golden bough. He may be more famous for an affair that saw a queen throw herself upon a pyre after this man left Carthage for good. For 10 points, name this father of Ascanius who fled Troy to found Rome, falling in love with Dido along the way.

ANSWER: Aeneas
12. An impartial white-clad knight named Montjoie served as a herald in this battle. Prior to it, one commander set only a small contingent to guard his wagons, which led to the theft of that man’s crown by Ysembart. Fearing the release of captured prisoners to engage his troops in this battle, one side’s commander issued the controversial order “Let everyone of my lances kill his French prisoner.” The winning side was aided by a muddy battlefield which slowed down the superior opposing cavalry as they charged headlong into a series of pikes. Seeing the death of Charles d’Albret, this battle led to the signing of the Treaty of Troyes five years later. Fought on St. Crispin’s Day, for 10 points, name this battle of the Hundred Years’ War which saw Henry V victorious over French troops in 1415.

ANSWER: Battle of Agincourt
13. In his first sermon for his first congregation, this man expounded on the Book of Daniel and compared the pope to the Antichrist. One of the key influences on his theology was his close friend George Wishart, who was put to death by Cardinal David Beaton.  In his second stay in Geneva, he published a work criticizing Mary Tudor, The First Blast of the Trumpet Against the Monstrous Regiment of Woman. During his exile in England, he would become a royal chaplain and influence the second edition of the Book of Common Prayer, though he codified his own teachings in the Book of Common Order. He considered Geneva under Calvinism to be the most perfect school of Christ since the days of the Apostles. For 10 points, name this Scottish clergyman, the founder of Presbyterianism.

ANSWER: John Knox
14. One outcropping of this rock type, known as he Leona formation, expands discontinuously for 21 miles in the Bay Area of California.  A group of small quarries of this rock type top Snaggy Ridge at the Carbaugh Run Quarry site in Adams County, Pennsylvania.  One light blue grey variety, called comendite, gets its color from small crystals of riebeckite and arfvedsonite.  A peralkaline variety called Pantellerite has higher iron and lower aluminum composition that makes it more mafic than comendite.  For 10 points, name this felsic rock, the extrusive equivalent of granite. 

ANSWER:  Rhyolite
15. This author wrote a novel in which everything goes bad for the protagonist after the tree holding his father’s soul is killed by his religious brother. In another work, the protagonist’s grandfather tells a story about how his horses were stolen by Indians, much to the chagrin of Carl Tiffin. In addition to To a God Unknown and The Leader of the People, this author wrote a work in which the Pirate buys a candle for St. Francis as thanks for his dog's health with the help of Pilon and Danny. In another work, the events surrounding a former preacher’s death force the male protagonist to flee, carrying on Jim Casy’s mission of social justice. For 10 points, name this 1962 Nobel laureate, the author of Tortilla Flat and The Grapes of Wrath.

ANSWER: John Steinbeck
16. This effect is useful in power sensing because it performs analog multiplication, and in plasmas its coefficient is equal to the gyrofrequency divided by the heavy particle collision frequency. A Jet of xenon gas is used in a type of thruster that uses this effect, while one version of it can be observed in MOSFETs, when its namesake voltage becomes quantized and which can be used to define the von Klitzing constant. Its namesake coefficient is the ratio of the applied electric field to the product of the current density measured times the applied magnetic field. Originally used to find the sign of charge carriers, for 10 points, name this effect that produces a voltage difference across an electric conductor transverse to the electric current.

ANSWER: Hall effect
17. In one of this man's poems, the narrator has his heart cut out and replaced with a “coal alive with flame” by a “shining sixfold Seraph.” The author of “The Prophet”, he wrote of a moan which is “soaking melancholy meadows in a melancholy light” in his “Winter Journey.” Solomon encourages Albert to poison his father so he can buy a new helmet in The Covetous Knight, which is among his Little Tragedies. This man wrote a work wherein Finn explains how Chernomor kidnapped one of the title characters, who Farlaf and Rogday had pursued. In another work, Grigory convinces Maryna he will become czar, though the title character bequeaths the power to his son Feodor. For 10 points, name this man who wrote Ruslan and Lyudmila and Boris Godunov.

ANSWER: Aleksandr Sergeyevich Pushkin
18. One multi-component reaction to create them combines a ketone or aldehyde, a carboxylic acid, and an isocyanide in a reaction named for Passerini. Oximes can be converted to them by heating with sulfuric acid or phosphorus pentachloride in the Beckmann rearrangement, and these can be converted into carbamic acid via attempted halogenation of primary versions of these by the Hofmann rearrangement. These can also by synthesized by a reaction that uses a base to absorb the acidic proton on the nitrogen atom in an intermediate, after the addition of the carbonyl group of a acid chloride to an amine, the Schotten-Baumann reaction. For 10 points, name this class of molecules that contains an acyl group bound to a nitrogen atom.

ANSWER: amides
19. This author wrote a collection of short stories, with one scene detailing a stage rehearsal of naked actors simulating sex, “Cocker at the Theatre.” In one of his works, Jed Parry becomes psychotically convinced that Joe Rose is in love with him after they help with a hot-air balloon rescue attempt. The female protagonist of one of his works requires a manual to understand sex, foreshadowing her problems with her more adventurous new husband during their honeymoon. In addition to First Love, Last Rites, On Chesil Beach, and Enduring Love, and a book in which Robbie and Cecilia break a priceless vase in a fountain while the young protagonist looks on, an event that is a foundation for Briony’s later transgressions. For ten points, name this English author of Atonement.

ANSWER: Ian McEwan
20. One way to quantify this procedure’s results is the delta-delta Ct method, where Ct is the threshold. The proofreading ability of Pfu is sometimes preferred to another reagent in this technique. Progressively reducing temperature over the course of this technique serves to remove unwanted background in its touchdown variant. Determining the initial amount of sample can be done by generating a series of logistic curves to compare to internal standards in its real-time variant. This procedure goes through denaturation, annealing, and elongation steps through several cycles, and reagents required for it include forward and reverse primers, as well as dNTPs, and a certain enzyme denoted Taq. For 10 points, name this technique used to amplify DNA, developed by Kary Mullis.

ANSWER: polymerase chain reaction [accept real-time PCR or RT-PCR until “touchdown”]
TB1. Among this country’s possessions are two islands named for saints, San Felix and San Ambrosio, which make up two of the four Desventuradas, or Unfortunate, Islands. This country also owns two islands whose names are inspired by a work of Daniel Defoe, the whole group of which are named after the Spaniard who discovered them and San Felix and San Ambrosio. In addition to the Juan Fernandez Islands, which include Alexander Selkirk and Robinson Crusoe Islands, this country possesses another Pacific Ocean island known for its moai. For 10 points, what is this country that owns Easter Island, with its capital at Santiago?
ANSWER: Republic of Chile
Bonuses
1.  This composer of Egdon Heath wrote the Brook Green Suite in the hospital where he would die the next year, for his students at a girl’s preparatory school. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this composer who included a “Dargason” in his St. Paul’s Suite.
ANSWER: Gustav Holst
[10] Holst is probably most famous for this seven-section orchestral work, with movements such as the 5/4 “Mars, The Bringer Of War.”
ANSWER: The Planets
[10] This movement from The Planets uses an offstage, wordless female chorus.  This piece ends with the first fade-out in orchestral music, as the chorus holds the last bar, growing softer until the singers are inaudible.
ANSWER: Neptune, the Mystic
2. For 10 points, name these things about Roald Dahl.

[10] Though ethnically Norwegian, Dahl served in this British military unit in World War II.

ANSWER: Royal Air Force [or RAF]

[10] This was Dahl’s first children’s book, written for Walt Disney and published in 1943, and it was about fantasy creatures ruining RAF equipment.

ANSWER: The Gremlins
[10] In this Dahl work, the titular animal steals livestock and cider from three farmers, and with the spoils, decides to treat all of the other animals to a feast.

ANSWER: Fantastic Mr. Fox
3. Despite the development failures of its neighbors, this African country has seen relative success. For 10 points each:

[10] This country is known for having held free and fair elections since its independence from Great Britain in 1966, despite having been led by its Democratic Party for its entire existence, from its capital at Gaborone.

ANSWER: Republic of Botswana
[10] Botswana’s first president was this man, who had been a member of the Bamangwato royal family and married a white Englishwoman, Ruth Williams. Their son Ian is the country’s current president.

ANSWER: Sir Seretse Khama
[10] Seretse Khama also allowed Rhodesian militants to use Botswana as a base for guerilla operations to overrule the rule of this man, the last white ruler of what became Zimbabwe.

ANSWER: Ian Smith
4. This work cites pain as an example of a "unit of consciousness" which does not exhibit a quality its author borrowed from Brentano, intentionality.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work which repudiates its author's earlier psychologism and discusses the concept of a noema.
ANSWER: Logical Investigations
[10] Name this author of Logical Investigations and Cartesian Meditations, the founder of phenomenology.
ANSWER: Edmund Husserl
[10] This methodological concept of Husserl's, which he divided into universal and local varieties, requires that the phenomenologist must "bracket" his or her observations from a first-person point of view.
ANSWER: epoché
5. Answer the following about some non-western musical ensembles which have influenced the classical orchestra for 10 points each:
[10] Claude Debussy and Olivier Messaien were both heavily influenced by this percussion-heavy ensemble which makes use of the pelog and slendro scales.  It is the national music of Indonesia.
ANSWER: gamelan
[10] The tradition of gagaku, which makes use of the ryo and ritsu scales, and has the hichiriki as its main melody instrument, has inspired several works of this  composer of Shuteiga, Requiem for Strings, and November Steps.
ANSWER: Toru Takemitsu
[10] Classical-era composers such as Mozart and Beethoven introduced the triangle and bass drum into the orchestra in imitation of the Janissary military bands of this Islamic empire.
ANSWER: Ottoman Empire
6. Negotiators at this event were unable to come up with an binding agreement to finance the REDD program, which attempted to address deforestation in developing countries. For the stated number of points:
[10] For 10 points, this recent conference in Denmark, resulted in a non-binding accord that merely “recognized” the importance of keeping global warming below 2 degrees Celsius, among other things.
ANSWER: United Nations Climate Change Conference: COP15: Copenhagen [accept COP15]
[10] For 10 points, this country, though not part of the five that negotiated the Copenhagen Accord, committed to 25 percent reductions if an agreement was reached, a shift provoked this country’s Democratic Party recent victory over the long-time ruling Liberal Democrats.
ANSWER: Japan
[5/5] The US, India, and China were three of the five nations involved in the Copenhagen Accord. For 5 points each, name the other two.
ANSWER: Brazil and South Africa
7. This holiday begins on the 25th of Kislev. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this eight-night long holiday also known as the Festival of Lights, which sees the lighting of a Menorah.

ANSWER: Hannukah
[10] During the lighting of the Menorah, this is the extra light that is used to light the others, as well as for other secular purposes. It shares its name with the Assyrian sun god.

ANSWER: shamash
[10] Following other blessings and the lighting of a new candle for the night, this hymn is sung as other candles are lit. It describes the purpose of the lighting as “for the miracles and wonders” bestowed by God upon the celebrants.

ANSWER: Hanerot Halalu
8. This movement considered itself a “third force” in opposition to the “first force” of behaviorism and the “second force” of psychoanalysis. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this branch of psychology associated with Clark Moustakas and Rollo May.
ANSWER: humanistic psychology
[10] One of humanisitic psychology’s most prominent practitioners was this author of A Theory Of Human Motivation and developer of the “hierarchy of needs”.
ANSWER: Abraham Maslow
[10] This movement adapted the tenets of humanistic psychology for therapy practice.  Emphaisizing “genuineness” and “empathic understanding”, it was developed by Carl Rogers.
ANSWER: Client-centered therapy (accept person-centered therapy)
9. This figure stumbled upon three families, including the owners of a farm, all of whom treated him kindly and were blessed with children nine months later. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Norse figure, who fathered the three races of man on this journey. Scholars dispute over whether this was Odin or another god in disguise.

ANSWER: Rigr

 [10] Many claim that Rig was a form of this guardian of the Bifrost Bridge, the son of the nine daughters of Aegir.

ANSWER: Heimdall
[10] This is the horn sounded by Heimdall to warn the Aesir of the coming of Ragnarok.   

ANSWER: Gjallarhorn 
10.SCIENCE 4

11. This work sees James Benwick wax melancholic after the death of Fanny Harville, though he eventually marries Louisa Musgrove. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel in which Lady Russell eventually accepts Frederick Wentworth as a match for her god daughter.

ANSWER: Persuasion
[10] This novel sees George Wickham spread rather incorrect rumours about a man who lives at Pemberley and eventually weds Elizabeth Bennet.

ANSWER: Pride and Prejudice
[10] Both Persuasion and Pride and Prejudice are works of Jane Austen, who also created this clergyman from Mansfield Park, who walks away from Mary Crawford in favor of Fanny Price.

ANSWER: Edmund Bertram (prompt on Bertram)
12.SCIENCE 3

13. Answer some questions about American Cold War policy, for 10 points each.
[10] This  man outlined his most famous policy in 1947’s The Sources of Soviet Conduct, written under the pseudonym “X”.  His policy was first promulgated in a State Department telegram which claimed the USSR was “impervious to the logic of reason, [but] it was highly sensitive to the logic of force.”
ANSWER: George F. Kennan
[10] George Kennan is known as the “father” of this policy, which involved limiting the spread of Communism, and manifested itself in the Truman and Eisenhower Doctrines.
ANSWER: containment
[10] One notable example of containment in action was this 1983 operation in which the United States invaded Grenada in response to a revolution led by Hudson Austin.
ANSWER: Operation Urgent Fury
14.SCIENCE 2

15. The Spanish Inquisition was begun by Ferdinand and Isabella, to eradicate the secret practice of Judaism, after Jews’ forced conversion after a 1391 massacre. For 10 points each:

[10] The first Inquisitor General was this confessor to Isabella I, who ironically may have had some Jewish ancestors.

ANSWER: Tomas de Torquemada
[10] As part of the punishment process during the Inquisition, convicted heretics had to go through this ritual, which involved public penance for one’s sins. Contrary to popular belief, this was separate from torture and execution.

ANSWER: auto-de-fé [or act of faith]

[10] Perhaps the most famous person tried by the Inquisition for heresy was this Archbishop of Toledo who served as Charles V’s envoy to the Council of Trent. He later appealed to Rome and spent the rest of his life there secluded in the Basilica of Santa Maria.

ANSWER: Bartolomé Carranza de Miranda [accept either underlined name]
16. This is one of the many things that the Hardy-Weinberg model does not take into account. For 10 points each:

[10] This process is the variation of allele frequencies in a population due to chance; a famous example is the founder effect, in which a “spin-off” population may have frequencies that are very different from the parent population.

ANSWER: genetic drift
[10] The process of fixation that sometimes arises from genetic drift is the reduction of these entities from two to one. Novel ones for a particular gene can arise from mutations, and fruit flies sometimes have three of these representing a single gene.

ANSWER: alleles

[10] This model represents genetic drift in a population via a binomial distribution. It also assumes non-overlapping generations and constant population size.

ANSWER: Wright-Fisher model [either order is acceptable]

17. This man issued the Declarations of Liberty of Conscience, allowing all denominations to practice in Scotland and England. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this successor to Charles II, who was forced to flee in the Glorious Revolution, making him the last monarch of the House of Stuart.

ANSWER: James II of England [James VII of Scotland]

 [10] James II abdicated his post as Lord High Admiral because he violated this 1673 law, which forced all officials to take an oath denouncing several Catholic practices.

ANSWER: Test Act
[10] During the second year of his reign, James appointed this Catholic to office in an attempt to legalize his authority over the Acts of Parliament. The judges affirmed that authority in the case of Godden v. this man.

ANSWER: Edward Hales
18. Near the end of this work, the narrator ran messages between the organizers of the Egba Women's Union, whose revolt resulted in the conclave of elders, or ogboni, losing its mysterious hold.  For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this work in which the narrator describes an environment in which Christanity and Yoruban beliefs intermingled.

ANSWER: Ake: The Years of Childhood
[10] Ake was written by this Nigerian playwright who also penned Death and the King's Horseman.

ANSWER: Akinwadne Oluwole (Wole) Soyinka
[10] The local Bale in this Soyinka play buys off a surveyor who wants to build a road through Ilujinle.  He bests Lakunle and fakes impotence to bed Sidi.

ANSWER: The Lion and the Jewel
Holding rotational invariance under transformations of reference frames implies the conservation of this quantity. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this quantity equal to the cross product of position and mass times velocity.

ANSWER: angular momentum [prompt on “momentum”]

[10] Addition of angular momentum values in quantum mechanics is aided with tables of these coefficients, which are solutions to a certain equation for different spin states.

ANSWER: Clebsch-Gordan coefficients

[10] For a central-force potential, these are the eigenfunctions of the angular momentum operator. They are useful in solving for the angular part of the solution to the hydrogen atom Schrodinger equation.

ANSWER: spherical harmonics

 

19. Answer some questions about paintings by Vincent Van Gogh. FTPE:

[10] Van Gogh's Cypresses series included this painting, which depicts the village of Saint-Remy under a sky of swirling blues.

ANSWER: The Starry Night
[10] Van Gogh did a series of portraits of the members of this family in return for their warmth towards his daughter. They include La Berceuse, which depicts Augustine against a background of chrysanthemums.

ANSWER: Roulin family
