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TOSSUPS

1. This character insists that a cook purchase and prepare a capon that “would only feed to music—one march in particular was its favorite.” Earlier, this character sells a silver-chased belt for half a guilder while claiming it is worth two and sings “what fires that blood is my red meat” in a song used to peddle boots and food. This character's nickname recalls an incident in which she drove through gunfire in Riga to sell loaves of bread to soldiers, and in an attempt to warn her, her child dies while beating a drum. That girl, Kattrin, was this woman's last surviving child after the deaths of Eilif and Swiss Cheese. For 10 points, name this title character of a Bertolt Brecht play.

ANSWER: Anna Fierling [or Mother Courage]

2. Jasper Johns's Racing Thoughts and Kaspar Malevich's Solar Eclipse with [this work] both feature recreations of it, the former in black and white and the latter with two red Xs. Fernand Leger created a version “with keys,” while E.H. Gombrich pointed out the distinctive sfumato at the corners of the eyes. Margaret Livingstone claimed that this painting's most famous feature is captivating because it is not perceptible by foveal vision and thus nearly disappears when it is looked at directly. Featuring an added mustache in Duchamp’s parody L.H.O.O.Q., for 10 points, name this painting famous for its subject's lack of eyebrows and enigmatic smile, a portrait by Leonardo da Vinci.

ANSWER: Mona Lisa [or La Gioconda]

3. This thinker divided social formations into primitive, traditional, and liberal-capitalist categories in a work that labeled social crises as “unresolved economic steering problems.” This author of Legitimation Crisis discussed the “dissolution of epistemology” in Knowledge and Human Interests. One of his works posits freedom, equality, and consensus must precede the universal validity required for discourse ethics. His most famous work proposes that coffeehouses developed in the eighteenth century to mediate the state and society. For 10 points, name this German author of The Structural Transformation of the Public Sphere and The Theory of Communicative Action.

ANSWER: Jurgen Habermas

4. One incident during this event saw New Yorkers break into stores to steal barrels of grain. That incident was called the “Flour Riot.” Poor farm conditions in Britain led up to this event, which included a 75 percent drop in the price of cotton. It was instigated by an act issued by Levi Woodbury in an attempt to slow inflation and land speculation by requiring the purchase of land in gold or silver. The granting of surplus government funds to pet banks may have contributed to this event along with that act, the Specie Circular. For 10 points, name this financial crisis that occurred during the presidency of Martin van Buren.

ANSWER: Panic of 1837

5. One character in this work bathes in a pool of invincibility but closes his eyes, leaving them vulnerable to an arrow. Another character is kissed on his shoulders, where two black snakes who feed on human brains grow. One character castigates his horse until he realizes he is merely being warned of a dragon; that character defeats a demon disguised as an Onager and kills the White Demon. That character serves Kai Khosrow and undergoes seven labors in this work, which tells of wars with Afrasiab and the Turans and ends recounting the history of the Sassanids. For 10 points, name this work which sees Sohrab killed by his father Rostam, a Persian epic by Ferdowsi.

ANSWER: Shāhnāméh [be very lenient about pronunciation, also accept Book of Kings] 

6. Despite being hit by fifteen separate shells during this battle, the ship Warspite managed to survive it. Hipper and Beatty fought each other at the “Run to the South” phase of this battle, during which the V4 and the Black Prince sank. Those commanders had learned from their earlier battle at Dogger Bank during the previous year. Reinhard Scheer managed to escape at Horn’s Reef during this battle, a tactical failure for Admiral John Jellicoe. Despite destroying 115,000 tons of the British fleet, the German goal of assuming control of the North Sea failed. For 10 points, identify this largest naval battle of the First World War.

ANSWER: Battle of Jutland

7. Kusenko and Segre demonstrated that these particles could explain pulsar kicks. Taking the determinant of a matrix with elements zero, Dirac mass, Dirac mass, Majorana mass gives the mass of an as yet undiscovered form of this particle as the larger root by the “seesaw” mechanism. Warm dark matter may be composed of that “sterile” type of this particle, and the PMNS matrix predicts their flavor oscillations. They were first proposed by Wolfgang Pauli as a method of preserving conservation of mass and momentum in beta decay, and the Super-Kamiokande device detects them. For 10 points, name these leptons with tau, muon, and electron flavors.

ANSWER: neutrino

8. The prelude of this work notes that the title figure is “condemned to strip himself stark naked" as the form of pathos, but is not allowed to “rush at you, roll you over, and squeeze your body for the briny drops.” Character insights in this novel often come from Mrs. Mountstuard-Jenkinson, while its main action begins when Harry Oxford begins giving it to Constantia Durham, terminating her engagement to the title character. Vernon Whitford's education of  Crossjay occupies much of the novel, and Clara Middleton contemplates marrying the protagonist, who is rejected by Laetitia Dale. For 10 points, name this George Meredith novel about Sir Willoughby Patterne, the title narcissist.

ANSWER: The Egoist

9. The Calcasieu River is one of several waterways in this state's only national forest, Kisatchie, which lies in large part in its Natchitoches region. St. Joseph, the seat of its Tensas region, contains the oxbow Lake Bruin, and other regions include Cameron and Jefferson, its largest by population. The largest continuous swamp in the United States is this state's Atchafalya Basin, which is fed by waterways that include the Bayou Teche. This state is divided into parishes rather than counties and contains the Mississippi River Delta. For 10 points, name this state with capital at Baton Rouge that contains Lake Ponchatrain and New Orleans.

ANSWER: Louisiana

10. A lactone of this functionality is the starting point of the Fujimoto-Belleau reaction, and acetyl CoA in this form adds to a protein-bound carboxylate chain in fatty acid synthesis. Silyl ethers of this type are used in a pair of reactions developed by Teruaki Mukaiyama. These compounds are the initial result of the oxy-Cope rearrangement. Reagents used to form the conjugate base of this functionality include KHMDS and LDA. A rare example of one of these compounds being more stable than its keto tautomer is phenol. For 10 points, name this functional group consisting of an alkene with a hydroxyl group on an sp2 carbon.

ANSWER: alkenols

11. This work's narrator recalls first seeing the main character's family being driven to church by a wild-eyed slave. One character tells his fifteen-year-old mistress, “Too bad you're not a mare like Penelope. Then I would give you a decent stall in the stable” because she had borne him a daughter, not a son. That man had cheated a Chickasaw chief out of a hundred acres of land and married Ellen as part of his “design” for greatness. Rosa helps explain why Henry killed Charles Bon rather than let him marry Judith to this book's narrator, Quentin Compson. For 10 points, name this novel about Thomas Sutpen, one of many works set in Yoknapatawpha County by William Faulkner.

ANSWER: Absalom, Absalom

12. A series of four-note sequences, beginning with an accented forte chord, climax in a fortissimo in this piece's seventeenth measure. Its rhythms have been described as combinations of dactyls and spondees, while the coda of its first movement features an unusually chromatic bass passage. An allegretto theme and variations in A minor forms its second movement. A shift from the home key to C major, F major, and back from the home key shapes its long poco sostenuto introductory passage, which has no slow movement and which Wagner called “the Apotheosis of the Dance.” For 10 points, name this symphony in A major that followed its composer's “Pastoral” sixth.

ANSWER: Ludwig van Beethoven's Symphony  No. 7 in A major [all underlined parts required until “symphony”, after which only “Beethoven” and some form of “seven” are required; also accept Beethoven’s Symphony in A major until “A major” is read]

13. One experiment to investigate this enzyme used nickel-binding histidine residues to affix one end of it to a glass surface and allow researchers to observe a rotating actin filament bonded to its other end. Its beta subunits can assume three different configurations with different binding affinities for its substrate, and this enzyme is inhibited by compounds like oligomycin and vancomycin. This enzyme's alpha/beta hexamer and gamma “stalk” comprise its F1 complex, and a, b, and c subunits comprise its F0 complex. This enzyme's action is driven by proton flow across the mitochondrial membrane. For 10 points, name this enzyme that adds an inorganic phosphate group to ADP.

ANSWER: ATP synthase

14. This author recounted accidentally stealing the cookies of a man next to whom he was waiting for a train in The Salmon of Doubt. One of his titular characters must become the “Person from Porlock” in order to prevent a ghost from possessing Coleridge. This author of Dirk Gently’s Holistic Detective Agency is most famous for a series that includes the questions “How many roads must a man walk down?” and “What do you get if you multiply six by nine?” That series features the Answer to Life, the Universe, and Everything, 42, and the adventures of Arthur Dent and Ford Prefect. For 10 points, name this British humorist and author of The Hitchhiker's Guide to the Galaxy.

ANSWER: Douglas Adams

15. Bali received this figure in the form of a Brahmin, inspiring the Raksha Bandhan festival and the tying of rakhi to symbolize love between siblings. The puja named for Kubera and this figure is often performed before weddings, and she is usually depicted wearing red clothes with gold accents. She is accompanied by two elephants spraying water from their trunks, and she rides Ulooka, an owl. The churning of the sea brought up Siva and this lotus-holding goddess, who is particularly celebrated during the full moon and a holiday whose name means “row of lamps.” For 10 points, name this goddess of wealth and prosperity worshipped during Diwali, the consort of Vishnu.

ANSWER: Lakshmi [or Mahalakshmi]

16. One unit used to carry out this campaign had originally convened in Berlin and was led during the bulk of the campaign by Esref Kuscubasi, and this campaign was carried out by the Tehcir Law. This event was initiated by a day later dubbed “Red Sunday.” Notable sites of resistance to it include Shabin-Karahisar and Musa Dagh. This movement, whose discussion is forbidden by Article 301, was carried out by the government of Enver Pasha. For 10 points, name this event during which the Ottoman Empire systematically slaughtered its citizens of a certain ethnic group, despite what the current government of Turkey claims.

ANSWER: Armenian genocide [accept logical equivalents]

17. A formation-based classification of these entities is due to Lucas and Howarth. One type of them with high sand concentration in Sweden is called Veiki, and another class of these structures is named for De Geer. Flow over a sandur is channelized when the snout has retreated from one type of this structure. Large, rippled ridges characterize the Rogen type. Irregularities in a glacier's retreat lead to the “recessional” type. Norway's Giant's Wall is an example of the “terminal” type, while side basin shearing gives lateral ones. They are composed of an undifferentiated mix of rock and soil called till. For 10 points, name these rock deposits left by glaciers.

ANSWER: moraines

18. This man experimented with pointillism in paintings like The Story of a Seamstress and charcoal drawings like Head and House and Light. A crowd of people rushes toward an illuminated doorway with the word CAFE above it in one of this man's paintings.  Examples of this artist's painting include Riot in the Gallery, The Street Enters the House, as well as The Farewells, one of a set of three paintings by this man called States of Mind. He is most famous for sculptures such as a bronze one of a human figure striding forward with fabric-like projections streaming behind it. For 10 points, identify this Futurist painter and sculptor of Unique Forms of Continuity in Space.

ANSWER: Umberto Boccioni

19. One work by this thinker labels the impact of forced saving on capital intensity the “concertina cause” of business cycles. He outlined the evolutionary processes behind current moral conventions in a work that argues that universalizable laws create the maximum freedom and justice. That book by this author of Prices and Production contains a postscript that rejects the title doctrine because it offers no alternative to the current state of politics. Another work by him examines Nazi Germany and asserts that any form of collectivism and economic planning will lead to tyranny. For 10 points, name this Austrian author of The Constitution of Liberty and The Road to Serfdom.

ANSWER:  Freidrich August von Hayek [or F.A. Hayek]

20. A ruler attempting to perform this geostrategic action was killed at the Battle of Samarra. This action was successfully performed after the Battles of Qadisaya and Nahavand by Khalid ibn al-Walid in the name of the Rashidun Arab Caliphate. A failed attempt to do this ended with the Battle of Carrhae and the death of Crassus. This action was perhaps most notably performed after the Battle of Gaugamela by Alexander the Great, who replaced Darius III. For 10 points, name this military action that consists of taking over a region now known as “Iran."

ANSWER: conquering Persia [accept clear equivalent; accept “conquering the Sassanid Empire” until “Carrhae”]

TIEBREAKER

The town of Tennant Creek is located in this region’s Barkley Tableland, and this area is separated into political units called Land Councils. Its Top End contains the Kakadu National Park and the city of Katherine and borders the Arafura Sea. This area’s second largest city is north of the MacDonnell Mountains and is divided by the Todd River.  The Tanami and Simpson deserts are located in this territory, and natural formations here include Kata Tuja, or the Olgas, and a large sandstone monolith. For ten points, name this political subunit of Australia that contains Alice Springs and Uluru with capital at Darwin.

ANSWER: Northern Territory
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BONUSES

1. One of the title characters of these works has a civilization living in his mouth and goes on a quest to find the Oracle of the Holy Bottle. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this set of novels by Francois Rabelais.

ANSWER: The Life of Gargantua and Pantagruel

[10] This author contrasted carnival and grotesque realism in Garguntua and Pantagruel in the treatise Rabelais and His World. This thinker also wrote The Dialogic Imagination and introduced the architectonic model of the psyche in his Towards a Philosophy of the Act.

ANSWER: Mikhail Mikhailovitch Bakhtin

[10] In his Problems of Dostoevsky's Poetics, Bakhtin analyzes the shift in conversational style between Smerdyakov and this character, the youngest Karamazov brother.

ANSWER: Alyosha Karamazov [or Alexei Fyodorovich Karamazov]

2. Typical Hannah Kirsch, defining women by how they relate to men. Name some wives from Greek myth anyway, for 10 points each.

[10] This wife of Poseidon was one of the fifty daughters of Doris and Nereus.

ANSWER: Amphitrite

[10] This woman's marriage bed was carved into live oak by her husband, who strung a bow and fired an arrow through a dozen axe-heads before killing a number of would-be rivals for her hand.

ANSWER: Penelope

[10] This woman placed a curse on her husband Minos so that he would ejaculate spiders and scorpions and other stinging insects. Daedalus made her a wooden cow that helped lead to the birth of her son, the Minotaur.

ANSWER: Pasiphae

3. Two figures stroll beside a river in this artist's Ville d'Avray, and a woman stares at the viewer and rests her head on one hand in Interrupted Reading. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this painter of Recollection of Mortrefontaine and Macbeth and the Witches. 

ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Camille Corot

[10] Corot associated with this artistic school, which emphasized landscapes and naturalistic rural scenes.

ANSWER: Barbizon School

[10] Jean Francois Millet, a major Barbizon painter, created this painting of three women in blue, red, and tan bonnets bending over to gather chaff off the ground.

ANSWER: The Gleaners

4. Materials with this property have perfectly cancelling alignment and anti-alignment of ionic dipoles. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this property, which is employed to pin the readback heads of hard drives in a phenomenon called exchange bias.

ANSWER: antiferromagnetism

[10] In certain crystal geometries, this phenomenon occurs. In this phenomenon, there exist degenerate sets of spin alignments, preventing the system from finding a configuration with strictly minimal energy. Simple examples exist in tetrahedral geometries.

ANSWER: geometric frustration [accept word forms]

[10] Ferromagnetic behavior only occurs below a temperature named for this French scientist who also isolated polonium and radium with his wife.

ANSWER: Pierre Curie [or Curie point]

5. The Drumroll Sutra describes the namesake location of this sect, Sukhavati. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Buddhist religious sect whose followers recite the Amithaba in order to be reborn into the namesake paradise.

ANSWER: Pure Land Buddhism

[10] This group of monks and priests followed Rennyo, a scholar of the Shin sect of Pure Land, and also joined up with some farmers to rebel against Oda Nobunaga and Tokugawa Ieyasu. 

ANSWER: Ikko-Ikki

[10] Pure Land belongs to this “greater vehicle” sect of Buddhism whose followers venerate bodhisattvas.

ANSWER: Mahayana Buddhism

6. The title character of this work swears to make the townspeople pay after a feast day is declared on the occasion of his wife Dolores' death. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work in which Juan Preciado finds only ghosts in Comala while searching for his father.

ANSWER: Pedro Paramo

[10] This author of Pedro Paramo also wrote the short story collection The Burning Plain.

ANSWER: Juan Rulfo

[10] In this story from The Burning Plain, which begins with the line “Everything is going from bad to worse here,” torrential rains, absconded daughters, and the death of Aunt Jacinta are intertwined with the titular condition of the narrator and his family. 

ANSWER: “We're Very Poor”

7. This author called the ideologies of Blanqui and Chevalier the  “impotence of Palliatives” in his System of Economical Contradictions, also known as The Philosophy of Poverty. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this thinker, whose most famous work advocates “organic mutualism” to reconcile the incompatibility of the central concept and society and proposes ten propositions to prove that the former is impossible.

ANSWER: Pierre-Joseph Proudhon

[10] Proudhon is best-known for that aforementioned work, whose title examines “what is” this concept, which Proudhon links inseparably with possession and labor. Most famously, the work declares that this concept “is theft.”

ANSWER: property

[10] This Russian thinker who broke with Marx at the First International argued that the form of the state is irrelevant since all eventually become “prisons for the proliteriat” in Statism and Anarchy.

ANSWER: Mikhail Alexandrovich Bakunin

8. It includes an “infernal dance” and a dance of “the princesses' game with apples.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this ballet in which Prince Ivan kills the evil sorcerer Kashchei with the aid of a mythical creature.

ANSWER: The Firebird

[10] This composer of ballets like The Rite of Spring also wrote The Firebird.

ANSWER: Igor Stravinsky

[10] This “ballet cantata” by Stravinsky includes vocal soloists, chorus, and a large piano and percussion ensemble to recount the progress of the title ritual.

ANSWER: Les Noces [or The Wedding]

9. This molecule's activity is upregulated in the endolymphatic sac in patients with Meniere's disease, possibly helping lead to the inner ear swelling that characterizes the illness. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this second messenger that regulates protein kinase A.

ANSWER: cyclic AMP [or cAMP]

[10] A compound called forskolin, a vasodilator sometimes used to treat glaucoma, helps regulate this enzyme that converts ATP to cyclic AMP.

ANSWER: adenylate cyclase [or adenylyl cyclase; or AC]

[10] These proteins also regulate adenylate cyclase. Their “small” variety is part of the Ras superfamily.

ANSWER: G proteins [or guanine nucleotide-binding proteins]

10. This incident helped push the United Nations to pass Resolution 134, a denunciation of anti-protest violence in the country in which this incident occurred. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this 1960 event during which South African police fired into a crowd of black South Africans protesting pass laws and other restrictions imposed by apartheid.

ANSWER: Sharpeville massacre

[10] Hendrik Verwoerd had led the government under this party. This party enforced and strengthend apartheid, leading to the dismal social conditions that instigated incidents like the Sharpeville massacre.

ANSWER: National Party

[10] This current governing party of South Africa was responsible for organizing the protests against pass laws. Its members have been in power since 1994.

ANSWER: African National Congress [or ANC]

11. Among the tools used in this technique are transaction flow tables, and it is used in the development of national accounts. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this economic technique that predicts economic changes using a matrix representation of an economy.

ANSWER: input-output analysis [or model]

[10] This Nobel Prize-winning developer of input-output analysis wrote The Future of World Economy and came up with a namesake paradox.

ANSWER: Vassily Leontief

[10] Leontief's paradox counters this doubly eponymous theorem that states that a more capital-abundant country will export more capital-intensive goods and a more labor-abundant country will export more labor-abundant goods.

ANSWER: Heckscher-Ohlin theorem

12. This composer of Three Rag Caprices and Spring Games also wrote a work with a violin and bassoon duel in its cakewalk movement. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this composer of a Brazilian-tinged score to a ballet set in a speakeasy which sees a policeman decapitated by a ceiling fan, The Ox on the Roof.

ANSWER: Darius Milhaud

[10] This other composer featured a single trumpet in the final chorale of his second symphony, which was otherwise scored entirely for string orchestra. His better-known works include two pieces that imitate train rides, Symphonie Liturgique and Pacific 231.

ANSWER: Arthur Honneger

[10] Both Milhaud and Honneger belonged to this group of avant-garde French musicians that also included Francis Poulenc and Germaine Tailleferre.

ANSWER: Les Six [or The Six]

13. The Thornthwaite system for cataloging this classifies it according to moisture and thermal parameters. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this term, referring to the meteorological conditions of a region over a long period of time.

ANSWER: climate

[10] This other climate classification system uses the letters A, B, C, D, E, and H to represent specific climate groups, like temperate/mesothermal and polar climates.

ANSWER: Koppen-Geiger climate classification system

[10] This climate is, as its name suggests, not dry enough to be classified as a desert, but too dry to support large vegetation and forests. Biomes with this climate tend to be flat, grassy plains, like those found in Mongolia.

ANSWER: steppe climate [or semi-arid climate]

14. One of its early commanders, Manuel Hedilla, was briefly imprisoned during struggles for dominance. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this far-right Spanish political party. During the Spanish Civil War, it was led by Francisco Franco, who consolidated it with the Carlists.

ANSWER: the Falange Espanola Tradicionalista y de las Juntas de Ofensiva Nacional-sindicalista

[10] The Falange was founded by this lawyer and poet. A rival of Franco, this man was arrested and executed in 1936 by the Spanish republican government.

ANSWER: Jose Antonio Primo de Rivera

[10] This Spanish Civil War Nationalist commander died in a plane crash, shortly after Jose Sanjurjo also died in the same manner, clearing the way for Franco to rule alone. This man is credited with coining the term “fifth column” to describe Nationalist sympathizers in a radio address.

ANSWER: Emilio Mola

15. The main character of this book overhears a discussion that “she is nobody” because although she is talented and clever, she is penniless. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1722 novel whose title character was born in Newgate and has five husbands, one of whom was – unbeknownst to her – her brother.

ANSWER: Moll Flanders [accept The Fortunes and Misfortunes of the Famous Moll Flanders &c.; if anyone tries to go further than that, discourage them]

[10] The author of Moll Flanders, Daniel Defoe, also wrote this book about the voyages of a man abducted and raised by gypsies. It's surprisingly unadventurous, since it mostly deals with the fine points of a shipping economy.

ANSWER: Captain Singleton [or The Life, Adventures, and Piracies of the Famous Captain Singleton]

[10] In this Defoe novel, the narrator H.F. observes London while it is stricken with a disease that “swept a hundred thousand souls away,” but that left him alive.

ANSWER: A Journal of the Plague Year

16. Prior to the main engagement of this battle, forces under General Leuwenhaupt mutinied and got drunk after the general ordered them to abandon most of their supplies in order to rejoin the main army. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this decisive 1709 victory for Peter the Great over the Swedish forces of Charles XII in the Great Northern War. After the battle, the devastated Swedish army was forced to surrender at Perevolochna.

ANSWER: Battle of Poltava

[10] This Cossack commander from Ukraine had previously broken with Peter and allied himself with the Swedes. Called a traitor by Peter, this man fled with Charles after Poltava to Turkey, where he soon died.

ANSWER: Ivan Mazepa

[10] This 1721 treaty ended the Great Northern War and granted Estonia, Ingria, and Livonia to Russia. It pretty much ended Sweden's place as a military power of Europe.

ANSWER: Treaty of Nystadt

17. There was another no-hitter in major league baseball last year besides Mark Buehrle’s perfect game. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this San Francisco Giants hurler who no-hit the Padres on July 10, 2009. His perfect game was actually only prevented due to an error by Juan Uribe.

ANSWER: Jonathan Sanchez

[10] Sanchez was spot starting in place of this Giants pitcher who retired after the season was over. He is known as the Big Unit and won a World Series alongside Curt Schilling with the Arizona Diamondbacks.

ANSWER: Randy Johnson

[10] Another young Giant last year was this Venezuelan third baseman and sometimes catcher who was given the nickname “Kung Fu Panda.” He was second in the NL with a .330 batting average.

ANSWER: Pablo Sandoval

18. Answer some questions about organometallic chemistry, for 10 points each:

[10] Organometallic chemistry centers on the use of transition metal compounds as these substances. Ideal examples of these substances are reusable, so that only a small amount of them is necessary compared to the amount of reactants. Proteins that act as these are called enzymes.

ANSWER: catalysts

[10] This organometallic reaction can form a bond between an aryl, benzyl, or vinyl halide or pseudohalide and an alkene. It requires a stoichiometric amount of base like potassium carbonate to effect a reductive elimination in the final step of its cycle.

ANSWER: Mizoroki-Heck reaction

[10] The Heck reaction uses a catalyst of this metal. When finely divided, this metal “on carbon” is used to hydrogenate alkenes and alkynes.

ANSWER: palladium

19. The reader learns that this character, who is reportedly “more brave than me:more blond than you”, was tortured by “bayonets roasted hot with heat” before being thrown into a dungeon by “our president”, where he died. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this “conscientious object-or” whose “warmest heart recoiled at war”, who repeatedly asserts “I will not kiss your fucking flag” and “there is some shit I will not eat”.

ANSWER: Olaf [accept “i sing of Olaf glad and big”]

[10] This poem is about a character who “sang his didn’t” and “danced his did” in a place “with up so floating many bells down”. It includes variously permuted refrains of “summer autumn winter spring” and “sun moon stars rain”.

ANSWER: “anyone lived in a pretty how town”

[10] “i sing of Olaf glad and big” and “anyone lived in a pretty how town”, as well as the poem “my girl’s tall with hard long eyes” and the novel The Enormous Room were written by this American poet who often messed with typography.

ANSWER: edward estlin cummings

20. Identify some people important to the Confederacy, for 10 points each:

[10] This Louisiana-born Confederate general led the successful bombardment of Fort Sumter and was also the victor at the First Battle of Bull Run. He masterminded defenses of such Southern cities as Charleston and Petersburg.

ANSWER: Pierre Gustave Toutant Beauregard

[10] As a senator from Louisiana, he challenged Jefferson Davis to a duel, and he rejected Millard Fillmore's offer of a position on the Supreme Court. As Secretary of War for the Confederacy, he became unpopular with Beauregard, and eventually was appointed by Jefferson Davis to Secretary of State.

ANSWER: Judah Philip Benjamin

[10] This diminutive Georgia politician was dubbed “the Strongest Man in the South” for his intelligence and eloquence. Despite serving as Davis’ vice-president, he was opposed to many of the administration’s policies.

ANSWER: Alexander Stephens
