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TOSSUPS

1. One of these substances is used in an analytical technique whose tris-glycine buffer system was developed by Ulrich Laemmli, which can be followed by the addition of Coomassie dyes. These substances, as wetting agents, encourage flocculation, and the aforementioned example of these substances is used to denature proteins. Below the Krafft temperature, they form micelles, and cleaning agents that deal better with grease and hard water than soap can employ these substances, one of which is SDS. A major type of emulsifier, these substances possess hydrophobic tails and hydrophilic heads. For 10 points, name these substances that reduce the surface tension of liquids.

ANSWER: surfactants [or detergents; at no point are they ruled out]

2. According to legend, an evil princess named Yodit once killed every member of this country’s royal family and ruled for forty years. With the help of foreign musketeers, this country won the Battle of Wayna Daga, a victory over the Muslim Adal Empire. Yekuno Amlak overthrew this country’s Zagwe dynasty. An era of instability in this country was called the “Age of the Princes” and was ended by Tewodros II. This country won the Battle of Adwa against Italy and its great rulers include Menelik II. For 10 points, name this nation once ruled by Haile Selassie, with capital at Addis Ababa.

ANSWER: Ethiopia

3. One scene in this work describes a man earlier arrested at a post office who went mad from studying too much. Reverend Hammond places a cross around the neck of this work's protagonist, who had earlier discussed robbing a deli. Its protagonist tells Britten that the Jan Erlone is Jewish in an attempt to frame him. One character in this work announces that he has sent some Ping-Pong tables to the South Side Boys’ Club, but Boris A. Max later reveals him to be a racist slum lord. The title character kills Bessie and throws her down an air shaft after a reporter discovers an earring among the ashes of Mary Dalton in, for 10 points, which work about Bigger Thomas by Richard Wright?

ANSWER: Native Son

4. This man depicted Venus chastising Cupid for poring over accounting charts. One of his works shows a Polynesian man with tatooes on his arm and a white turban. Another portrait shows a myopic Italian literary critic reading intensely to counter accusations of murdering a pimp. Besides depictions of Omai and Giuseppe Baretti, his portrait of Charles Burney was amongst the Streatham Worthies he painted for Henry Thrale. Those paintings included depictions of Edmund Burke and Samuel Johnson, and this paragon of the “Grand Style” also depicted a pale figure holding a dagger next to Sarah Siddons. For 10 points, name this painter and rival of Thomas Gainsborough. 

ANSWER: Joshua Reynolds

5. Participants in one purification ritual in this religion touch the left ear of a dog to drive out evil spirits. Its adherents believe that wicked souls will be dragged by a demon into the House of Lies while virtuous souls will be allowed entrance into the House of Songs after successfully crossing Chinvat. A tree that begat the first man and woman sprang from the body of this religion’s first human, Gayomart. One sect of this faith worships the indifferent manifestation of time, Zurvan. Dead adherents of this faith are sometimes eaten by vultures after being placed in Towers of Silence. For 10 points, name this religion centering on the conflict between Ahriman and Ahura Mazda. 

ANSWER: Zoroastrianism [or Zarathustranism]

6. This navy failed to prevent amphibious invasions of its homeland during Operation Baytown and Operation Husky. In one conflict, its ship, the Ramb was destroyed by the New Zealand cruiser Leander. This navy first saw major action as an ally of Prussia during the Seven Weeks War. This navy was defeated by Admiral Tegetthoff at the Battle of Lissa in 1866, and was attacked by Admiral Miklos Horthy during the Battle of the Otranto Barage in World War I, both of which were battles this navy fought against Austria in the Adriatic Sea. For 10 points, name this navy whose ships included the Marco Polo and Leonardo Da Vinci and which was based in Rome. 

ANSWER: Italian Navy

7. For a dilute gas, this quantity is proportional to the square root of the product of mass and temperature, divided by collision diameter squared times the collision integral. This quantity scales from a reference temperature, for an ideal gas, as the square root of temperature. Those results are the Chapman-Enskog equation and Sutherland’s formula. This quantity varies over time in thixotropic materials and with applied shear in shear-thinning materials. This quantity, the ratio of shear stress to shear velocity, is zero for Newtonian fluids, and superfluidity occurs when this quantity is zero. For 10 points, name this property of fluids, which measures resistance to flow?

ANSWER: viscosity

8. This man asserted that culture was not a “concrete reality” and could not be directly observed in a collection that also contained a work that outlined an affinity based on either mutual or asymmetrical ritual antagonizing. This author of an essay collection including “On Joking Relationships” examined the importance of the different aspects of the hoard in the titular Aboriginal society. Another book by him distinguished between ceremonial, technical, and moral customs and posited that the titular Pacific people may have African or Melanesian roots. For 10 points, name this British anthropologist and proponent of structural functionalism, the author of The Andaman Islanders.

ANSWER: Alfred Reginald Radcliffe-Brown

9. One character in this novel wakes up every morning to see the dark-blue-bordered handkerchief with which she smothered a baby, while another character is forced to wear a heavy picture of a black poodle around her neck. The spymaster Afranius serves a character who insists on being addressed as “Hegemon” and who is also served by Mark the Ratkiller. In its opening section, the head of MASSOLIT is beheaded by a trolley in front of Ivan Bezdomny. Its first title character wrote a novel about Pontius Pilate and Christ and eventually leaves Moscow with the other title character and Woland, who is Satan in disguise. For 10 points, name this Mikhail Bulgakov novel.

ANSWER: The Master and Margarita

10. A G-major waltz section in the first movement of this work abruptly ends in a massive sforzando c-minor chord followed by six more sforzando chords in a row. The second movement, in E major, features a c-sharp minor clarinet solo over syncopated strings and ends in a long, peaceful E-major chord. The score to this piece was given to Anselm Hüttenbrenner, who didn’t release it until years after its composer’s death. However, the sketches of the finale of this work may have become the entr’acte of the composer’s incidental music to Rosamunde. Written in B minor, for 10 points, identify this work with only two extant movements, the last symphony of Franz Schubert.

ANSWER: Franz Schubert’s Symphony No. 8 in B minor [accept Unfinished Symphony or D.759]

11. This man once framed his partner, Mendel Stromm, for embezzlement. When he was thought to be dead, he was leading the Scrier cabal. The famous anti-drugs storyline in The Amazing Spider-Man used him as the villain, while the creators of Spider-Man broke up because they couldn’t agree on his public identity. In Dark Reign, this man was appointed as S.H.I.E.L.D. director. The Sins Past storyline revealed that this man had children with a woman he would later kill, Gwen Stacy, while One More Day revived his son, Harry. For 10 points, name this Spider-Man villain whose real name is Norman Osborn and who rides around on a glider throwing pumpkin bombs.

ANSWER: Green Goblin [prompt on Goblin, accept Norman Osborn, either part, until mentioned]

12. One type of these objects features a phenomenon wherein luminosity scales up by the Doppler factor raised to three minus the spectral index; that is relativistic beaming. The velocity dispersion of another class of these objects is related to their luminosity by the Faber-Jackson relation. The first type is first classified as radio-quiet or radio-loud and an early subtype to be discovered was named for Carl Seyfert. Classes of these objects lie on the Hubble tuning fork and include lenticular and elliptical, and the Sun is located in one of the spiral arms of one of these objects.. For 10 points, name these astronomical objects that include the Milky Way.

ANSWER: galaxies [accept active galactic nuclei early]

13. Its border with its southern neighbor is formed by the Rio Coco, and its western Amapala municipality is located on the volcanic island El Tigre. Rivers in this nation include the Patuca and Sico. Bay Island is found in this country’s namesake gulf, and the western part of this country contains the Sierra Madres. The Caratasca Lagoon is in the southeastern portion of this country, cities in which include Comayaqua and Danli. This country borders Guatemala to the north, El Salvador to the west, and Nicaragua to the south. For 10 points, name this Central American country with capitol at Tegucigalpa.

ANSWER: Honduras

14. In one work by this author, a character repeatedly claims to need to “get down to Sidcup” and retrieve papers which would prove that his name is “Mac Davies” rather than “Bernard Jenkins”. That character is later evicted after Mick smashes a bust of Buddha while yelling at Aston. Another of this man’s plays is set at Meg and Peter Boles’s boardinghouse and sees Lulu give a drum to Stanley, who is taken away after the title event by Goldberg and McCann. A third play by this man sees two men argue about the phrase “light the kettle”; that work ends with Ben aiming a gun at Gus. For 10 points, name this author of The Caretaker, The Birthday Party, and The Dumbwaiter. 

ANSWER: Harold Pinter

15. Ignatius White was a diplomat who attempted to convince France to oppose this event. Support for this event was drummed up by Hans Bentick. This event was planned and favored by Henry Sydney, who led the “Immortal Seven." This event saw the calling of the “Convention Parliament," and it was sparked by fears that the son of Mary of Modena would inherit the throne. Supporters of this event took the name “Whigs” and favored property rights while opposing Catholicism. For 10 points name this 1688 event that replaced James II of England with William and Mary. 

ANSWER: Glorious Revolution

16. One essay by this thinker posited that men progress from rule of instinct to rule of reason in another work, and he aruged that the goal of philosophy should be to guide society to harmony. This author of “The Characteristics of the Present Age” and “Some Lectures Concerning the Scholar’s Vocation” and argued that consciousness arises from the “relation of right” and in another work, he concluded that the all divine knowledge must be consistent with moral law. For 10 points, name this German author of Foundations of Natural Right who formulated Wissenschaftslehre and wrote Attempt at a Critique of All Revelation.
ANSWER: Johann Gottlieb Fichte

17. In conifers, this tissue contains cells that secrete phenol derivatives that defend against fungi. Van Bel offers a three-part classification of this tissue. Gymnosperms contain cells in this tissue named for Strasburger. It contains cells with extra ribosomes and mitochondria, many of which collect material through plasmodesmata connections; those cells work along with cells with few vacuoles and no nucleus that form a channel terminated by a sieve plate. Munch's pressure flow hypothesis addresses its transport mechanism. Unlike its counterpart, this tissue is alive. For 10 points, name this tissue found in vascular plants that transports food, unlike the water-transporting xylem.

ANSWER: phloem

18. This man rallied a Yale student militia to defend a British assault on New Haven. This man asked for monetary assistance from the Marqués de Casa Irujo and mustered his forces on Blennerhassett Island. Eventually, he informed General James Wilkinson of his plan to invade Mexico. Acquitted of treason at his trial, this man had earlier presided over the impeachment of Samuel Chase. He enlisted Tammany Hall to win Thomas Jefferson the state of New York in 1800 and received an equal number of electoral votes in the election, forcing the House to choose a winner. For 10 points, name this Vice-President who killed Alexander Hamilton in a duel.

ANSWER: Aaron Burr

19. One of his poems notes that "Numb Antony" "lies like a copper palm" by a "hot sea and a river" and another poem claims “the great hexameters come to the conclusions of exhausted surf” and that “the classics can console/But not enough.” In one work by this poet of “Egypt Tobago” and “Sea Grapes”, Basil forces the corporal to admit his love of Africa and Mostique tells Makak to profit from his healing powers. Another of his plays sees Ma Kilman heal Philoctete and centers around Achille and Omeros, who are fisherman living on St. Lucia. For 10 points, name this Carribean-born author of Dream on Monkey Mountain and Omeros. 

ANSWER: Derek Walcott

20. His design of the Brick Country House was compared to Theo Von Doesburg’s Russian Dance. This architect of the Wolf House in Poland also worked on the Frederichstrasse Skyscraper project in Berlin. One building designed by this architect consists of horizontal slabs which sandwich a single room made of white-painted steel and floor-to-ceiling glass, while another of his major works features blinds with only three positions and contains the Four Seasons restaurant. For 10 points, name this last director of the Bauhaus, who designed the Farnsworth House, collaborated with Philip Johnson on the Seagram building, and was known for his maxim “less is more.”

ANSWER: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe [or Maria Ludwig Michael Mies]

TIEBREAKER

As a general, this man defeated the Durotriges while in command of the second legion. He executed Helvidius Priscus for his staunch defense of the Senate's power and appointed Gnaeus Agricola to a seven-year governorship of Britain. His generals included Gaius Licinius Mucianus, who stopped the Great Jewish Revolt, and Antonius Primus, who helped this man defeat Vitellus to become emperor. For 10 points, name this founder of the Flavian dynasty who started building the Colosseum and was succeeded by Titus and Domitian, the final victor in the Year of the Four Emperors.
ANSWER: Caesar Vespasianus Augustus [or Titus Flavius Vespasianus]
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BONUSES

1. He is part of an endogamous family of economists, being the sister of Anita Summers, who was the brother-in-law of Paul Samuelson. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this economist best known for showing that a competitive equilibrium is efficient, as well as his namesake impossibility theorem.

ANSWER: Kenneth Arrow

[10] Kenneth Arrow co-received the 1972 Nobel Prize in Economics with this guy, who wrote Value and Capital, created the IS-LM diagram, and came up with a namesake kind of demand that holds utility constant. The curve for that type of demand is steeper than Marshallian demand for normal goods.

ANSWER: Sir John Hicks

[10] Amartya Sen created this paradox based on Arrow's impossibility theorem. It shows that its namesake concept can, in certain situations, conflict with Pareto efficiency.

ANSWER: liberal paradox

2. This differential equation's solutions are those functions for which a functional is stationary. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this equation, which sets the generalized coordinate partial derivative of a certain quantity equal to the total time derivative of the generalized momentum partial of that quantity.

ANSWER: Euler-Lagrange equations

[10] This fundamental statement of physics suggests that the Lagrangian of a system that conserves energy does not explicitly depend on tiem and states that every differentiable symmetry of a system corresponds to a conservation law.

ANSWER: Noether’s theorem

[10] These statements are the quantum versions of Noether’s theorem. They describe invariance in the functional measures of gauge transformations and generally follow from the fact that conserved currents are divergence-free.

ANSWER: Ward-Takahashi identities 

3. This man gave a speech where he talked about “Europe, from the Atlantic to the Urals,” and proclaimed European integration. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this first president of the French Fifth Republic who previously had been the military leader of the Free French Resistance during World War II.

ANSWER: Charles De Gaulle

[10] From 1962 to 1968, this man served as De Gaulle’s prime minister. He helped resolve the student uprisings of 1968 and would himself become president in 1969 after De Gaulle’s resignation. 

ANSWER: Georges Pompidou

[10] De Gaulle was also the first president of the interim postwar French government. This man was the last president of that government and had served as prime minister twice in the 1930’s. He was a socialist Jew and the first prime minister under the Popular Front. 

ANSWER: Leon Blum

4. An acrostic within this book reveals it to have been the work of one Francesco Colonna. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this allegorical work in which Poliphilo finds his love Polia behind the third of three doors, and they are married with Venus' blessing before he awakens.

ANSWER: Hypnerotomachia Poliphili [accept The Strife of Love in a Dream or Poliphilo’s Strife of Love in a Dream]

[10] The Hypnerotomachia was the subject of the thesis of Giambattista Bodoni, the protagonist of this author’s novel The Mysterious Flame of Queen Loana. This man also wrote Baudolino and The Island of the Day Before.

ANSWER: Umberto Eco

[10] William of Baskerville and his assistant, the novice Adso, investigate a series of murders at a monastery in this 1980 Umberto Eco novel. 

ANSWER: The Name of the Rose [or Il Nome della Rosa]

5. Examples of these species include carbenes and nitrenes. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these species, which can result from two singly-occupied antibonding orbitals, as is the case with oxygen.

ANSWER: diradical

[10] Diradicals, as they have a permanent magnetic moment due to their unpaired electrons, have this property, which emerges only in the presence of an applied field.

ANSWER: paramagnetic

[10] Nitrene can be formed via the expulsion of carbon monoxide from these molecules, which feature nitrogen double bonded to carbon double bonded to oxygen. They form from azides in the Curtius rearrangement.

ANSWER: isocyanates

6. Its formulator argued the eye was a result of this concept internalizing an organism’s will to see. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this force that supposedly drives living things, or “germs” towards greater complexity in the future in a manner that it neither mechanistic nor teleological.

ANSWER: élan vital [or vital force or vital impulse or things like that]

[10] Élan vital was first introduced in Creative Evolution, a work by this French philosopher who also argued that consciousness exists within the qualitative multiplicity of “duration” in Time and Free Will.

ANSWER: Henri Bergson

[10] Bergson formulated élan vital and “duration” as an alternative to the mechanistic evolution proposed by this author of Social Statics who coined the term “survival of the fittest”.

ANSWER: Herbert Spencer

7. Charles Joseph Bonaparte assisted this president with "trust-busting" as attorney general. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this leader responsible for the Square Deal, the Pure Food and Drug Act, and a namesake corollary to the Monroe Doctrine. He received a Nobel Peace Prize for hosting the Portsmouth Peace Conference.

ANSWER: Theodore Roosevelt [or Teddy Roosevelt]

[10] Theodore Roosevelt appointed this man as the first head of the Forest Service. This conservationist would later be fired by President William Howard Taft after criticizing Secretary of the Interior Ballinger.

ANSWER: Gifford Pinchot

[10] In this 1906 incident, African-American soldiers in a certain Texas city were accused of having shot a civilian. Because they claimed to have no knowledge of the crime, the soldiers were dishonorably discharged by Roosevelt for their “conspiracy of silence.”

ANSWER: Brownsville Affair/Raid

8. This opera opens with Violetta Valery greeting party guests and sharing a drink with her admirer Alfred Germont. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this opera, in which Violetta dies from consumption after reading a letter from Germont about the result of a battle between Alfredo and the Baron while Paris celebrates Mardi Gras. 

ANSWER: La Traviata [or The Fallen Woman]

[10] La Traviata is by this composer, who also wrote a work in which the Duke is lured into a café by Maddalena, who has been paid by the title character to kill him; that work features the aria “La donna e mobile” and is called Rigoletto.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Fortunino Francesco Verdi

[10] This other opera by Verdi opens with Elena mourning for her brother Frederigo when she is asked to sing by Roberto. The second act sees Giovanni warn that Pietro will intervene if an insurrection is started in the title city.

ANSWER: The Sicilian Vespers [or Les vépres siciliennes]

9. He once sent a flood called Unu Pachakuti to wipe out the people around Lake Titicaca, saving only Mama Ocllo and Manco Capac to rebuild civilization. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this creator god of the Incan pantheon, the father of Mama Quilla, Pachamama, and the sun god Inti.

ANSWER: Kon-tiki Viracocha [or Apu Qun Tiqsi Wiraqutra

[10] Incans tied up black dogs as a sacrifice to Ilyap’a, the god of this meteorological phenomenon. The Zapotec god of this phenomenon, Cocijo, also had dominion over such related powers as thunder and lightning.

 ANSWER: rain [accept equivalents, prompt on “precipitation”, do not accept “snow” or other wrong answers]

[10] Symbolized by the snake, Amaru, this is the underworld of Inca mythology. Unrighteous souls sink through the ground into this location after death, after which they can be reborn.

ANSWER: Ukhu Pacha

10. One character in this book loses but later finds his blue polka dot necktie, and Malta Kano often wears a red vinyl hat in this work. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work that opens with Toru Okada cooking spaghetti while listening to The Thieving Magpie. Mr. Okada has a recurring dream set in Room 208 of a hotel, and other characters in this novel include Creta Kano.

ANSWER: The Wind-up Bird Chronicle

[10] This Japanese author of The Wind-up Bird Chronicle also wrote a work in which Shimamoto shows up at the doorstep of Hajime, entitled South of the Border, West of the Sun.

ANSWER: Haruki Murakami [Accept in either order]

[10] This character from The Wind-up Bird Chronicle is thrown into a well after watching his friend get killed by Boris the Manskinner. He later ends up working for Boris at a Gulag, where he fails in his attempts to shoot him.

ANSWER: Lieutenant Mamiya

11. This ecumenical council was called after the Council of Pisa created a third pope. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1414 to 1418 council, which also saw Jan Hus burned at the stake after he was invited to talk.

ANSWER: Council of Constance

[10] The council ended the Western Schism by naming this man pope and dismissing such other claimants as Gregory XII and Benedict XIII. He kicked off the Hussite wars and died shortly after convening the Council of Basel.

ANSWER: Martin V (or Odo Colonna)

[10] One incident in the Hussite Wars saw Czech Hussites throw council members from a certain city out of a window. The incident shares its name with this more famous 1618 incident which helped kick off the Thirty Years War and also involved people going through windows.

ANSWER: Defenestration of Prague

12. The first three of these ten works can only be seen via Gabriel Munter's photographs. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this set of works, the fourth of which features Cossacks in battle. The fifth represents the Ressurrection of the Dead, while the seventh centers around an oval intersected by a rectangle. 

ANSWER: Wassily Kandinsky's Compositions 

[10] Kandinsky was part of this German expressionist group which also included Franz Marc. 

ANSWER: Der Blaue Reiter or The Blue Rider

[10] Kandinsky formed the Blue Four along with Feininger, Jawlensky, and this man, who painted Struck from the List upon losing his job at the Bauhaus as well as Warning of the Ships and Angelus Novus. 

ANSWER: Paul Klee

13. This language's basic data structure can have its first element and all elements but its first accessed by the operators car and cdr (“kud-uhr”). For 10 points each:

[10] Name this programming language, whose major feature is a lack of distinction between expressions and statements. Its dialects include Scheme. 

ANSWER: Lisp

[10] Lisp is an example of this programming paradigm that draws inspiration from lamba calculus. Often contrasted with “imperative” programming, this paradigm eschews side-effects in favor of evaluating expressions.

ANSWER: functional programming

[10] This operation common to functional programming turns a multi-argument function into a chained application of many single-argument functions.

ANSWER: currying

14. One character in this book goes undercover as an anarchist poet, while another disguises his friendly face with a pair of dark glasses. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel in which the members of the Supreme Anarchist Council, including Dr. Bull, Professor de Worms, and Gabriel Syme, turn out to be policemen recruited by the president of the council, Sunday.

ANSWER: The Man Who Was Thursday: A Nightmare

[10] This early-20th-century British author of The Man Who Was Thursday also wrote such works as The Napoleon of Notting Hill and the Father Brown stories.

ANSWER: Gilbert Keith Chesterton

[10] This actual anarchist loses the election for the post of Thursday to Gabriel Syme. He returns at the end of the novel to proclaim his hatred of Syme and “the Law”.

ANSWER: Lucian Gregory [accept either]

15. Dumas called this city "the new Troy" during its nine year siege by Manuel Oribe and Juan Manuel Rosas. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this city besieged after Fructuoso Rivera's loss at Arroyo Grande. The siege was ultimately lifted by Justo Jose de Urquiza's pro-Colorado forces in 1852.

ANSWER: Montevideo

[10] That siege was part of the civil war in this country, which saw the uprising of Aparicio Saravia and the Revolution of the Lances. 

ANSWER: Uruguay

[10] A settlement between Brazil and the Colorados led to their cooperation during the War of the Triple Alliance, wherein they trashed Paraguay under this man, who died at the Battle of Cerro Cora. 

ANSWER: Francisco Solano Lopez Carrillo

16. Sections of this blog include the Sean Taylor Memorial Meast of the Week and the Sex/Fantasy Football Mailbag, and it has nicknamed Chris Johnson “Zulu Cthulhu.” For 10 Points each:

[10] Name this NFL-dedicated blog, which takes its name from an infamous incident in which a drunk Joe Namath asked to perform the title action on the titular ESPN sideline reporter. 

ANSWER: Kissing Suzy Kolber [or KSK]

[10] Probably the most famous post on KSK is “F-k it. I’m Throwing It Downfield,” Big Daddy Drew’s psychological investigation of and homage to this former Chicago Bears quarterback. This much maligned Florida graduate was with the Bears during Super Bowl XLI (forty-one).

ANSWER: Rex Grossman [or Sexy Rexy or Cumslinger]

[10] KSK refers to this team and its fans as the “Fat Humps.” Current players for this franchise include Joseph Addai and Reggie Wayne. They are coached by first-year coach Jim Caldwell.

ANSWER: Indianapolis Colts [accept either]

17. This sect believes that one of their founders is both the Messiah and the Madhi, and they are based in Chicago at the Mosque Maryam. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this quasi-Muslim religious group founded by W.D. Fard and Elijah Muhammad, many of whose teachings are found in Message to the Blackman in America and Malcolm X’s End of the White World Supremacy.

ANSWER: Nation of Islam [or NOI; obviously, do not accept or prompt on incomplete answers]

[10] Nation of Islam is currently led by this man who once called Judaism a “gutter religion” and believes that white people are not yet fully evolved. He has also supported Mugabe’s land grabbing policies.

ANSWER: Louis Farrakhan

[10] The Autobiography of Malcolm X argues that every race but black people were created by this mythical scientist and member of the Tribe of Shabazz on the island of Patmos. Malcolm X also claimed that he was analogous to the third Biblical patriarch and to the author of the Book of Revelation.

ANSWER: Doctor Yakub [or Yacub; or Yakob]

18. He used the Elmira motif in his tenth symphony, and his thirteenth string quartet opens with a tone row on the viola. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Russian composer whose operas include The Nose and Lady Macbeth of the Mtsensk District but who may be more famous for works like his patriotic Leningrad Symphony.

ANSWER: Dmitri Dmitriyevich Shostakovich

[10] This symphony by Shostakovich is a thorough critique of Soviet society. Its movements include “Humour,” “In the Store,” and “Career,” and it is based on a group of Yevgeny Yevtushenko poems about its namesake massacre.

ANSWER: Symphony No. 13 in B-flat minor [accept “Babi Yar” or “Opus 113”]

[10] This other Russian composer, whose super-disturbing music was heavily influenced by Shostakovich, used his polystylistic technique in his operas Life with an Idiot and Historia von D. Johann Fausten and his first symphony, in which musicians enter and exit the stage periodically. 

ANSWER: Alfred Garyevich Schnittke

19. This novel’s protagonist meets Francis Starwick at Harvard after taking Professor Hatcher's drama class, and later chances upon him again with Ann and Ellinor in Paris. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1929 Bildungsroman that describes the early life of Eugene Gant, living in Altamont with his father Oliver and with his mother Eliza in a boardinghouse at Dixieland.

ANSWER: Look Homeward, Angel

[10] In Look Homeward, Angel and its sequel Of Time and the River, Eugene Gant represents this man, the author of both books. His plays include The Third Night and Welcome to Our City.

ANSWER: Thomas Clayton Wolfe [do not accept “Tom Wolfe”]

[10] Thomas Wolfe also described this other autobiographical character falling in love with Esther Jack in The Web and the Rock and his relationships with Esther and his friend, Foxhall Edwards, in You Can't Go Home Again.

ANSWER: George Webber

20. Hemi- ones anchor the cell to the extracellular matrix. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these cellular structures, which bind cells to keratin filaments.

ANSWER: desmosomes 

[10] Desmosomes employ members of this protein family, which includes desmoglein and desmocollin.

ANSWER: cadherin

[10] Cadherin proteins often operate in this form. Radiation damage causes two adjacent thymines in DNA to form one of these structures. These structures are defined by two identical or similar molecules binding to each other.

ANSWER: dimers
