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TOSSUPS

1. A diffuse, systemic form of scleroderma arises from the body forming antibodies against these enzymes, and quinolones are antibiotics that inhibit these enzymes in bacteria. Chemotherapy inhibitors of their first subgroup include camptothecins. These enzymes change a quantity equal to the combination of twist and writhe, and a bacterial example of the second type of these enzymes is called gyrase. For 10 points, name these enzymes whose two types are differentiated based on whether they cut one or both strands of the double helix, whose function is to change the linking number of DNA.

ANSWER: topoisomerase

2. One figure from this city disguised himself as a peasant and picked a fight with a troop of Dorians. In addition to having leaders like Cylon and Codrus, this polity was briefly ruled by a group led by Critias and Theramenes called the Thirty Tyrants, and non-citizen residents of this city were known as metics. This city was led by commanders such as Nicias and Demosthenes in a conflict which saw the battle of Sphacteria, and later on this city was defeated by Lysander at the Battle of Aegospotami. For 10 points, name this Greek city in Attica, the home of Peisistratus, Cleisthenes, and Pericles.

ANSWER: Athens

3. Xavier de Sala argues that one painting in this series is an allegory of Medea sowing serpent's teeth in the ground to stir discord. Scorched and desolate landscapes mark both The Procession of the Holy Office and Pilgrimage to San Isidro. One of these works shows two crazed old men eating soup, while another consists largely of an ochre background and the barely visible head of a black dog. A woman in a veil sits at the far right of a work showing a circle of witches and a goat devil. Including Leocadia and Saturn Devouring His Son, for 10 points, name this group of paintings in the House of the Deaf, works of Francisco Goya.
ANSWER: Black Paintings [accept works in the Quinta del Sordo or works in the House of the Deaf before mentioned]

4. This body of water drains the Barotse Plain, and sites along this body of water include Chavuma Falls. Tributaries of this river include the Kafue and Luangwa, and the middle course of this river contains Lake Cahora Bassa. This river forms part of the border of the Caprivi Strip and was damned to create Lake Kariba, and it collects water from its tributary the Shire River before emptying into the ocean north of Beira. Sighted by David Livingstone, this river once made up a basin along with the nearby Okovango and Limpopo Rivers. Emptying into the Mozambique Channel, for 10 points, identify this river of Southern Africa which contains Victoria Falls.

ANSWER: Zambezi 

5. In “Dying is an Art,” George Steiner refers to this poem as “the Guernica of modern poetry.” Its third stanza describes a place “where it pours bean green over blue / In the waters off beautiful Nauset.” Its speaker claims “The black telephone’s off at the root” and “the voices just can’t worm through.” Its addressee is later told about villagers who “are dancing and stamping on you” and that “there’s a stake in your fat black heart.” Its speaker says “I think I may well be a Jew” before bitterly noting that “Every woman adores a Fascist.” For 10 points, identify this poem that opens “you do not do, you do not do,” in which Sylvia Plath tells the title figure “you bastard, I’m through.”

ANSWER: “Daddy” [accept (Francis) George Steiner before his name is mentioned]

6. One form of this technique used for monolayers adhered to metal substrates is called polarization-modulation-this, and another minimizes sample preparation and is called DRIFTS. Modes only give peaks in this technique if they change a molecule's dipole moment, and samples for this technique may be ground into a mull with nujol or placed between potassium bromide salt plates. Two normal modes of acid anhydrides appear around eighteen hundred wavenumbers in this technique, which features a muddled “fingerprint region.” For 10 points, name this form of spectroscopy that relies on a wavelength just longer than visible light.

ANSWER: IR spectroscopy

7. The city of Hampi contains a temple with 1008 structures dedicated to this deity, while other temples dedicated to him include one at Trimbakeshwar, which commemorates the formation of the Godavari River, and the Mallikarjuna Temple at Srishailam. A festival is celebrated to mark the devotion of the consort who stayed up all night to care for this deity after he swallowed poison that came from the churning of the ocean. This deity is depicted performing the Tandava dance in his Nataraja form, and temples dedicated to him feature phallic structures called lingams. For 10 points, name this husband of Parvati who accidentally beheaded his son Ganesh, the Hindu destroyer deity. 

ANSWER: Shiva [or Shankara; do not accept “Rudra”]

8. One character in this work prays to "merchante Fortune" after asking "be these the wretches we played dice for?" While wooing his future wife, the protagonist claims "a good heart" is "the sun and not the moon" and asks "come, your broken music." After receiving a gift of tennis balls, the title figure claims he will make them cannon balls, an image echoed in a speech beginning "once more unto the breach, dear friends." The protagonist foils the Southampton plot, while Pistol and Bardolph recall the title character's youth and the death of Falstaff. For 10 points, name this play whose title character talks of "we few, we happy few" in his St. Crispin's Day Speech, a work of William Shakespeare. 

ANSWER: Henry V

9. This man adapted Psalm 55 into an anthem called Hear My Prayer that gained fame for its final section, “O for the Wings of a Dove”. A piece depicting spinners that is also known as “The Bee’s Wedding” is part of a collection by this man that consists of eight books of anti-programmatic music and also contains three “Venetian Boat Songs”. Another of his works repeatedly uses strings to introduce the “Dresden Amen” and ends with an adaptation of “A Mighty Fortress Is Our God”. For 10 points, identify this composer of a “Wedding March” for A Midsummer Night’s Dream who also wrote Songs without Words and the Reformation, Scottish, and Italian symphonies.

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn [or Jakob Ludwig Felix Mendelssohn Bartholdy]

10. The department associated with this Cabinet position was created during the tenure of the delightfully named Ebenezer R. Hoar. One man to hold this position was a member of the Ohio Gang and campaign manager in 1920 for Warren Harding, while another holder of this post served as the campaign manager in 1968 for Richard Nixon. Besides Harry Daugherty, others to hold this position include Robert Jackson and Edwin Meese. The first man to hold this position had earlier sponsored the large state-friendly “Virginia Plan” at the Constitutional Convention. For 10 points, name this Cabinet position first held by Edmund Randolph and now held by Eric Holder. 

ANSWER: Attorney General

11. One work by this thinker posited that “collective effervescence” enables a tribe to ascribe power to a totem. This man argued that capitalist societies demanded more moral and economic regulation in order to maintain order than primitive societies in a work that contrasted organic and mechanical solidarity. Another work by him divides the titular action into four types, including caused by “relative normlesness” or alienation. For 10 points, name this French sociologist who coined the term anomie and wrote The Elementary Forms of Religious Life, The Division of Labor in Society and Suicide. 

ANSWER: Emile Durkheim [or David Emile Durkheim]

12. “R-” ones are used for storing spatial data based on minimum bounding rectangles. A “rotation” on these objects increases the height of one substructure while decreasing the other; that operation is useful for rebalancing and is carried out automatically by AVL ones. These objects can be traversed preorder, inorder, or postorder, and rotations can be used to implement the “splay” operation that moves an element of a namesake type of this structure to the root. Heaps are generally implemented using this data structure, and in the average case O (log n) time is needed to search a binary one. For 10 points, name this data structure, whose terminal nodes are called leaves.

ANSWER: trees

13. April Glaspie was one US ambassador to this man’s regime, and one of this man’s projects was destroyed in Operation Opera. As part of this his war against the Peshmerga, this man ordered the Halabja attack and the al-Anfal campaign. The Israeli-led Operation Opera stopped this man from building a nuclear reactor. He succeeded Ahmed al-Bakr, with whom he had led a coup to overthrow King Faisal II and put the Baath party in power. This man lost power in an invasion planned by Paul Wolfowitz and Donald Rumsfeld. For 10 points, name this Iraqi dictator overthrown in 2003. 

ANSWER: Saddam Hussein

14. One work by this thinker asserts that physical and mental facts are independent, and it supports the title concepts with “truisms” like “my body existed yesterday”. This thinker argued that blue are not equal to the sensations of objects in an that refuted both Descartes and McTaggart. In another work, this philosopher posited that good is a “simple concept” with an “opened ended” definition that cannot be determined through the naturalistic fallacy. For 10 points, name this English analytic philosopher who wrote “A Defence of Common Sense”, “The Refutation of Idealism” and Principia Ethica. 

ANSWER: G. E. Moore OM [or George Edward Moore OM; accept Bill Moore, but only from his wife]

15. In an alternate world, this character was the mother of the Huntress. In a more recent storyline, she and the son of Slam Bradley conceived a daughter named Helena, while she herself may be the daughter of Carmine Falcone. An early story claimed she was a stewardess who turned to crime after developing amnesia, while a later reformation turned out to be forced on her by Zatanna. She killed Black Mask, although the murder was blamed on her friend Holly Robinson. This character has been played on the screen by Lee Meriwether, Michelle Pfeiffer, and Halle Berry. For 10 points, name this Batman character who uses feline motifs in her robberies.

ANSWER: Catwoman [accept the Cat or Selina Kyle, either part]

16. One character created by this man weaves a series of shawls depicting her husband’s rise to power and overthrow by Raza Hyder. Rani and Iskander Harappa are found in a book by this man that also features Sufiya, whose outbreaks of violence lead to her beheading her husband Omar before exploding. He also created a character who dreams of Abu Simbel’s deal with "the Messenger”, Mahound, and who shoots Whisky Sisodia before throwing Alleluia Cone off a roof. This author of Shame also wrote a novel that begins with a hijacked plane exploding over the English Channel. For 10 points, identify this author of that book about Saladin Chamcha and Gibreel Farishta, The Satanic Verses.

ANSWER: Salman Rushdie [or Ahmed Salman Rushdie; if you are a bear, accept “Salmon Rushdie”]

17. This quantity as a function of r is proportional to the sum over all k of the Legendre polynomial of r of order k times the kth multipole moment. One of these equal to minus current times magnetic field over the product of plate depth, fundamental charge, and carrier density develops in the presence of a perpendicular B field. The Laplacian of this quantity is set proportional to charge in Poisson's equation, and capacitance is proportional to one over the change in this quantity across a component. For 10 points, name this quantity, whose drop across an electrical component is called voltage and whose negative gradient gives the electric field.

ANSWER: electric scalar potential [or emf; or electromotive force]

18. The French ship La Coubre was blown up while in this country. Attempts to smuggle contraband here led to the Black Warrior incident and an event revolving around a former Civil War blockade runner, the Virginius. It began the Ten Years War for independence after a leader issued the "Grito de Yara." Concentration camps in this country were run by a man known as the "Butcher," General Weyler. This country was the subject of the Teller Amendment, which forbade its annexation by the United States. The current leader of this country overthrew Fulgencio Batista. For 10 points, name this island nation whose capital is Havana. 

ANSWER: Cuba

19. One character in this work sings 'Zdrávas královno', a setting of the Salve Regina, while recovering. Her favorite song "Daleko široko" is played during a drunken dance which follows the singing of an anti-conscription song. A xylophone motif represents a turning wheel in this work, while one character sings "To můj skutek", acknowledging the decision she made in 'Co chvíla.' That decision was to drown a baby in icy water for the sake of a girl whose engagement to Steva is broken because of her disfigured face, though she marries Laca. Taking place near the Buryja's mill, for 10 points, name this opera which sees Kostelnicka led off to be put on trial for murder of her grandson, a work of Leos Janacek. 
ANSWER: Jenufa or Její pastorkyňa [accept translations like Her Stepdaughter or Her Foster-daughter]

20. One character in this work treasures a “high-flown” love letter given to her at a dance by a medical student. This work’s narrator pens a satirical novel about, and considers sending a fur collar to, an officer who shoves him without comment in a billiard hall. In its second section, “Apropos of the Wet Snow”, its protagonist invites himself to a dinner party planned by his schoolmate Simonov for another schoolmate, Zverkov, but shows up an hour early and insults everyone. Ending shortly after the prostitute Liza realizes the protagonist is incapable of love, for 10 points, identify this novella that begins “I am a sick man, I am a spiteful man”, a work of Fyodor Dostoevsky.

ANSWER: Notes from the Underground [or Zapiski iz Podpolya; accept “Letters” or other equivalents instead of “Notes” and “Underworld” instead of “Underground”]

TIEBREAKER

One work by this author opens "breathe, you invisible poem!", and another considers a youth who "climbs alone, on the mountains of primal grief." Another poem by this author observes a "torso" that "is still suffused with brilliance from inside" and affirms that "we cannot know his legendary head" before concluding "you must change your life." This poet gave as exemplar of unrequited love the example of Gastara Stampa. This author of "The Archaic Torso of Apollo" began his best-known collection "Who, if I cried out, would hear me among the angelic orders?" For 10 points, name this author of the Sonnets to Orpheus and Duino Elegies.
ANSWER: Rainer Marie Rilke
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BONUSES

1. The odd mechanism depicted in his early painting Coffee Mill likely inspired a later work, and he once instructed his sister Suzanne to paint a weather-beaten geometry textbook that had been exposed to the “facts of life”. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this artist whose other works include a piece that features nine “malic molds” and is sometimes called The Large Glass, who occasionally crossdressed as “Rrose Sélavy” to be photographed by Man Ray.

ANSWER: Marcel Duchamp [or Henri-Robert-Marcel Duchamp]

[10] Duchamp’s Nude Descending a Staircase No. 2 blew American art critics’ minds at this 1913 exhibition at a National Guard building in New York It was organized by Arthur Davies, Walter Pach, and Walter Kuhn. 

ANSWER: the Armory Show [accept the International Exhibition of Modern Art; prompt on Auschwitz]

[10] To create this work, Duchamp dropped meter-length pieces of thread onto canvases, varnished them in place where they landed, mounted them to glass, cut out slats of wood in the shape of the threads, and stuck the whole mess in a croquet box.

ANSWER: Three Standard Stoppages [or Trois stoppages étalon]

2. After seeing a performance of Othello, this novel's protagonist tries to drink poisoned coffee though he is interrupted by Ezekiel. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this Brazilian novel in which Bento Santiago concludes that his son with Capitu is in fact a child of Escobar. 
ANSWER: Dom Casmurro
[10] Dom Casmurro is a work of this Brazilian, who wrote of Simao Bacamarte's attempts to tax horse plumes and build the Green House in "The Psychiatrist." 
ANSWER: Joaquim Maria Machado de Assis
[10] Machado de Assis appears in Lustre 17 of the Yesod section of this man's book Genius. He also wrote Shelley's Mythmaking. 
ANSWER: Harold Bloom

3. It's often called a six-minus-twelve potential for its two terms. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this potential function, whose negative-twelfth power term in r describes Pauli repulsion.

ANSWER: Lennard-Jones potential

[10] The negative-sixth power term in the Lennard-Jones potential describes these forces, which include instantaneous induced dipole-dipole interactions named for London.

ANSWER: van der Waals forces

[10] One of these elements was studied by Lennard-Jones to derive his namesake potential. These elements exhibit an anomalous minimum in their rate of scattering electrons as a function of electron kinetic energy.

ANSWER: noble gases

4. Wikipedia claims that this man’s presidency was known as the “Era of Good Stealings.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this president, whose foreign policy achievements are frequently overshadowed by such scandals as the Whiskey Ring and the revelation of mass congressional bribery perpetrated by the Credit Mobilier company.

ANSWER: Ulysses S. Grant

[10] Another scandal during the Grant administration was the attempt of these two schemers to corner the gold market and drive up its price in 1869. All or nothing, name these two participants in the “Black Friday” scandal.

ANSWER: Jay Gould and James Fisk (any order is fine, must have both)

[10] Despite the scandals, this Grant Secretary of State successfully managed to negotiate the 1871 Treaty of Washington with Great Britain to resolve the Alabama claims. He also negotiated an 1875 treaty with Hawaii.

ANSWER: Hamilton Fish

5. Answer the following about a college basketball coach Brendan Byrne has described as a “scumbag.” For 10 points each:

[10] Brendan’s not a fan of this former coach of UMass and Memphis, who now coaches the men’s team at Kentucky. He’s known for various recruitment and coaching infractions.

ANSWER: John Calipari

[10] From 1996 to 1999, Calipari coached this NBA team, getting them to the playoffs once. A more famous coach of this team is Byron Scott, who took this team to two NBA Finals appearances before getting fired and replaced by Lawrence Frank.

ANSWER: New Jersey Nets [accept either]

[10] In 2008, Calipari led Memphis to the NCAA championship game where they lost to Kansas. Overtime was forced when this Jayhawk hit a game-tying three-pointer with two seconds remaining.

ANSWER: Mario Chalmers

6. The second coming of this man is prophesized in the Book of Malachai, and he was fed by ravens after being told to leave Israel by God. For10 points each:

[10] Name this Hebrew prophet and teacher of Elisha, who miraculously sustained the widow of Zarephath’s oil supply and was whisked into heaven in a chariot of fire.

ANSWER: Elijah [or Elias; or Eliyahu; or Ilyas]

[10] Elijah was instrumental in the faceoff between Yahweh and this Semitic god of rain and storms worshipped by Ahab. Both deities were challenged to set a wooden altar covered in slaughtered oxen on fire. God obviously kicked some ass. 

ANSWER: Ba’al [prompt on Hadad]

[10] Elijah rebuked Ahab and Jezebel for stoning this man from Jezreel to death and stealing his vineyard. As punishment, Jezebel was pushed out of a window by her eunuch servants and eaten by dogs.

ANSWER: Naboth

7. This work argues that Rousseau placed too much emphasis on the individual, and it puts forth a model of vocational learning. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this work that argues that the titular form of government is dependent on the instruction of individuals within a community. 

ANSWER: Democracy and Education

[10] This pragmatist author of “The Reflex Arc Concept in Psychology” and The Quest for Certainty wrote Democracy and Education.

ANSWER: John Dewey

[10] This work by Dewey asserts that aesthetic encounters have been separated from everyday life and that those encounters should be the primary focus of study, not the artistic works they stem from. 

ANSWER: Art As Experience

8. Pesin's theorem holds that the sum of the Lyapunov exponents of a system give an estimate of the Kolmogorov-Sinai type of this quantity. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this thermodynamic quantity, which is defined discretely in information theory as the negative sum over all states of the probability of a state times the log of that probability.

ANSWER: entropy

[10] Lyapunov exponents characterize the rate at which trajectories that started from similar initial conditions diverge. Sensitivity to initial conditions is the chief characteristic of this field.

ANSWER: chaos theory [accept equivalents]

[10] This equation gives the exact entropy of a monatomic ideal gas.

ANSWER: Sackur-Tetrode equation

9. This man, who owns a pub in the neighborhood of Chapelizod, is accused of flashing some young girls in Phoenix Park and becomes the subject of “The Ballad of Persse O’Reilly”. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this character whose children with Anna Livia Plurabelle are called Issy, Shaun the Post, and Shem the Penman, the ostensible protagonist of Finnegans Wake.

ANSWER: Humphrey Chimpden Earwicker [accept any underlined portion; also accept HCE or Harold or Haromphreyld or Here Comes Everybody or Haveth Childer Everywhere]

[10] Finnegans Wake was penned by this Irish author, whose character Stephen Dedalus appears in his novels A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man and Ulysses.

ANSWER: James Augustine Aloysius Joyce

[10] Gabriel Conroy has an epiphany on learning about the late Michael Furey after leaving the Morkans’ annual dance in this Joyce short story, the longest and final entry in the collection Dubliners.

ANSWER: “The Dead”

10. The book Children of the Flames is about this man’s work. For10 points each:

[10] Name this SS office and physician who is noted for his horrific experiments he performed on prisoners at the Auschwitz concentration camp. After the war, he fled to South America.

ANSWER: Dr. Josef Mengele

[10] This other Nazi, a Gestapo chief who was the so-called “Butcher of Lyon,” also fled to South America. Extradited to France, his 1987 trial defense compared his actions to that of French brutalities in Africa.

ANSWER: Klaus Barbie

[10] Mengele was an unrepentant Nazi, unlike this former Minister of Armaments and War Production, who was dubbed the “Nazi who said sorry” after he accepted responsibility at Nuremberg. This man also was an architect who designed the Reich Chancellery.

ANSWER: Albert Speer 

11. This property is sometimes called Dedekind completeness. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this property, notably lacked by the rationals because, when considering the subset of rationals whose squares are less than two, there is no smallest rational such that all elements in the subset are less.

ANSWER: least-upper-bound property [or lub]

[10] Specker sequences show that the collection of all reals with this property is not Dedekind complete. Numbers with this property can be found to any desired precision by a finite, terminating algorithm.

ANSWER: computable numbers

[10] Bounded sequences in the Euclidean space R^n have a convergent subsequence according to this theorem of analysis.

ANSWER: Bolzano-Weierstrass theorem

[NOTE TO MODERATOR: do not mention “Debussy” after the first part, whether it is answered correctly or not]

12. The final one of these works, like Holst’s The Planets, features a women’s chorus, while part of the second of them depicts a procession inspired by those its composer saw in the Bois de Boulogne. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this trio of orchestral works inspired by a similarly-named set of J.M.W. Turner paintings, consisting of the pieces “Clouds”, Festivals”, and “Sirens”.

ANSWER: Claude Debussy’s Nocturnes

[10] The Nocturnes are a work of this impressionistic French composer of a set of “symphonic sketches” called La Mer and the Mallarme-inspired Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun.

ANSWER: Achille-Claude Debussy

[10] At the Paris Conservatory, Debussy befriended this teacher of Joaquin Rodrigo, whose own works include the opera Ariadne and Bluebeard and a “Scherzo after a ballad by Goethe” called The Sorcerer’s Apprentice.

ANSWER: Paul Abraham Dukas

13. This battle was won by Admiral Yi Sun-sin, who died during the enemy retreat. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1598 sea battle in which the Korean navy, armed with turtle ships, defeated the Japanese navy.

ANSWER: Battle of Noryang Point

[10] The Battle of Noryang Point was a posthumous defeat for this second unifier of Japan, who died shortly before its occurrence. He had planned to invade China but needed to get through Korea first. This man also ordered the crucifixion of 26 Christians in 1597.

ANSWER: Toyotomi Hideyoshi

[10] The Battle of Noryang Point preserved this Korean dynasty, which ruled from 1392 to 1897. It is not to be confused with the earlier Goryeo dynasty. 

ANSWER: Choson Dynasty [accept: Joseon dynasty]

14. In this novel, the athlete Croto is killed by the gentle giant Ursus when the former tries to seize Lygia. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel in which Tigellinus engineers the downfall of Petronius, whose nephew Marcus Vinitius converts to Christianity alongside Lygia. 
ANSWER: Quo Vadis
[10] This Polish author, who broke with academic positivism in his short story "Tartar Captivity", wrote Quo Vadis. 
ANSWER: Henryk Adam Aleksander Pius Sienkiewicz
[10] Sienkiewicz created this master of the szabla, who dies alongside Ketling at the Siege of Kamienic Podolski. He is the namesake of the third novel of Sienkiewicz' Trilogy which includes With Fire and Sword. 
ANSWER: Michał Wołodyjowski [take either underlined name]

15. Identify some things related to political realism, for 10 points each.

[10] This classical realist thinker examined the role of the citizen in De Cive. He claimed that an absolute ruler was necessary for the preservation of the social contract and that life was “nasty, brutish, and short” in his political treatise, Leviathan.

ANSWER: Thomas Hobbes

[10] Most realist and neorealist thinkers hold that the world is naturally in this disordered state, in which there are no higher organizing authorities or principles than states themselves. This term also describes the political philosophy of Proudhon.

ANSWER: anarchy [accept word forms]

[10] This author of Theory of International Politics is considered one of the founders of neorealism. He proposed that international relations could be examined at the level of the individual, the nation-state, and the international community in Man, the State, and War.

ANSWER: Kenneth Waltz 

16. Some stories claim that Perdix used one of these belonging to a snake to invent the saw, while in the Kalevala, Vainamoinen uses one from a pike to create the kantele. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this body part, one of which was also once used by a certain judge to slay a thousand Philistines.

ANSWER: a jawbone

[10] Another famous mythological jawbone-wielder is this Polynesian hero, who uses one as a fishhook to drag up the North Island of New Zealand and as a club to beat the sun until it agrees to slow down..

ANSWER: Maui-tikitiki [accept Ti’iti’i despite the lack of clues about Samoan myth]

[10] Some stories claim that this goddess became bored of her first husband, the god of eels, and left him for Maui. Other stories claim that she’s Maui’s sister.

ANSWER: Hina [accept Sina or Suki]

17. This neurotransmitter's nicotinic receptors are blocked by curare and generally are found at the neuromuscular junction. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this neurotransmitter, an ester that features a trimethylaminium group.

ANSWER: acetylcholine

[10] Cholinesterase inhibitors prevent acetylcholine from degrading and are often administered for this disease, a form of dementia in which beta-amyloid plaques form in the brain.

ANSWER: Altzheimer's disease

[10] This disease occurs when antibodies attack those nicotinic receptors and inhibit acetylcholine's effects on the neuromuscular junction.

ANSWER: myasthenia gravis

18. This play’s protagonist orders a meal consisting of eight courses of ham and eggs, after which the Fixer from the Claims Department appears and has him executed. For 10 points each: 

[10] Identify this play in which Daisy Dorothea Devore commits suicide after the protagonist’s death; that protagonist, Mr. Zero, is then sent back to earth to operate a “super-hyper-“ version of the title object.

ANSWER: The Adding Machine

[10] The Adding Machine was written by this American playwright of The Voyage to Purilia and Dream Girl who used the stoop of a New York City brownstone as the setting for his play Street Scene.

ANSWER: Elmer Rice [accept Elmer Leopold Reizenstein]

[10] Rice’s The Adding Machine bears some striking similarities to Stairs to the Roof, a play by this author of The Night of the Iguana and The Glass Menagerie.

ANSWER: Tennessee Williams [or Thomas Lanier Williams]

19. This man was called “Farmer” and was passionately interested in agriculture. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this British monarch who reigned during both the American Revolution and Napoleonic Wars. He became physically ill and mentally unstable during the end of his reign.

ANSWER: George III

[10] George III was preceded by his grandfather, George II, who notably was the last English monarch to lead an army into battle, which he did at this 1743 engagement in Bavaria as part of the War of the Austrian Succession.

ANSWER: Battle of Dettingen

[10] Another war during George II’s reign was this 1739-1748 conflict which became part of the larger Austrian Succession War. It saw Great Britain battle Spain and takes its name from an insult perpetrated against an English sea captain.

ANSWER: War of Jenkins’ Ear

20. In the back of this painting, a dark woman emerges from trees playing a clarinet. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this work, in which an orange snake points at a naked woman reclining on a couch in the middle of a jungle. 

ANSWER: The Dream

[10] This artist, known as Le Douanier, painted The Dream as well as The Sleeping Gypsy. 

ANSWER: Henri Rousseau

[10] Rousseau was adopted into the circle of this painter, who went through Rose and Blue periods and painted Guernica. 

ANSWER: Pablo Picasso
