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TOSSUPS

1. This man told of Quaquaro, the steward of Sidonie Knobbe and the Hassenreuter family in one play. Streckmann blackmails and rapes the title character of another work, who bears Flamm's child but tries to marry Keil. Helene commits suicide after she learns that Alfred Loth leaves her because of her family's alcohol problems in his first play Before Dawn. In another of his plays, Old Baumert vomits after being unable to digest dog-meat, and that plays sees Becker and Jaeger lead the titular workers to revolt against the oppression of Dreissiger. For 10 points, identify this man wrote about the plight of the titular Silesians in The Weavers.
ANSWER: Gerhart Hauptmann
2. Landmarks in this city include the Pepper Wreck and an ornate sculpture of 33 distinct personalities standing or kneeling in a row, with a man cradling a ship in his hands standing in front. That sculpture, the Monument to the Discoveries, was built for the 1940 World’s Fair. A structure in this city is the Torre de Belem, which is dedicated to this city’s patron saint, Vincent. This city contains both the “25th of April Bridge” and the longest bridge in Europe, named for an explorer noted for his voyages to India. For 10 points, name this city which was severely damaged in a 1755 earthquake, a European city located on the Tagus River that serves as the capital of Portugal.

ANSWER: Lisbon
3. Glauconite is a mineral of this type, though it lacks a characteristic property, and the "windows" which allow weak forms of radiation to pass through Geiger counters are usually made of these minerals. "Bird's eye" patterns are exhibited by two of these minerals when placed under cross-polarized light. One type of these minerals is a lithium source, lepidolite, and another has a chromium-rich variant called fuchsite and gets its name because of its use in Russian glass. Containing such minerals as biotites and muscovites, for 10 points, identify these phyllosilicate minerals, many of which exhibit perfect basal cleavage.
ANSWER: micas

4. Julian Castro led a coup in this country following the rule of the corrupt Monagas brothers. This nation secured its independence after the troops of Miguel De La Torre were defeated by an army of Llaneros led by Jose Antonio Paéz and Simon Bolivar at the Battle of Carabobo. The War to the Death decree was aimed at ousting Juan de Monteverde, who led its first Republic, and the final battle in its war for independence saw Republican forces defeat Royalists at the naval battle of Lake Maracaibo. For 10 points, identify this Bolivarian Republic which is currently led by Hugo Chavez.
ANSWER: Venezuela
5. This man’s third symphony was originally composed for the 19 strings in the Stuttgart Chamber Orchestra and features a chaconne as its third movement. His trilogy of “portraits of nature” consists of The Light, The Canyon, and Itaipu, while his later symphonies include the Ginsberg-inspired Plutonian Ode and the Toltec. His eponymous six-movement chamber work includes the piece “Facades”, which was drawn from his score to Godfrey Reggio’s Koyaanisqatsi. This man adapted the Hymn to the Sun and the Book of the Dead for the third of his “portrait” operas, Akhenaten. For 10 points, name this American minimalist who scored films like The Hours and The Truman Show.

ANSWER: Philip Glass [the namesake chamber work is Glassworks]


6. The onset of this event is regulated by levels of RCS1, and a complex key to this event is activated by the Cdc20 cofactor. This event proceeds when a complex alternatively called the cyclosome degrades securins, leading to the activation of separases which cleave residual cohesin; that complex is an E3 ubiquitin ligase, the APC/C. Spindle poles begin to move apart during the later part of this stage, and its early portion sees the shortening of microtubules due to depolymerization at the plus ends. For 10 points, identify this event in which sister chromatids begin to move towards opposite poles of the cell, a stage of mitosis which precedes telophase.
ANSWER: anaphase

7. The protagonist of this work fights a gang of teenagers after a pathetic show of strength at an arcade. While searching for an escaped lunatic the protagonist recalls his betrayal of Kikuhiko, whom he later meets in a gay bar. Another character in this book describes her theory of the “pluralistic universe.” The protagonist vomits in front of his class after drinking away his troubles at the home of his girlfriend Himiko. The protagonist of this work longs to travel to Africa, but becomes a tour guide after accepting the responsibility of his family. For 10 points, identify this novel whose protagonist Bird has a child with a Brain hernia, a work by Kenzaburo Oe.
ANSWER: A Personal Matter [or Kojinteki na Taiken]

8. This man reportedly died from drinking from a poisonous spring at Verulamium. Despite his infirmity, reflected in his being referred to as “Half-Dead”, this man triumphed in battle against Octa, the son of one of the perpetrators of the Night of the Long Knives, Hengist. His brothers include Constans and Aurelius Ambrosius, and this man’s rise to power was foreshadowed by a comet shaped like a particular animal. He tricked his way into to Tintagel Castle while posing as the Duke of Cornwall, Gorlois, in order to make love to Igraine and conceive a famous son. For 10 points, name this man whose success was predicted by Merlin, the father of the future King Arthur.
ANSWER: Uther Pendragon [accept Wthyr or Uter for the forename and Bendragon or Pendraeg for the surname]

9. A deserter at this battle, Alexander Seton, reportedly told the eventual victors when to strike. Besides Sir Thomas Gray, participants at this battle included Gilbert de Clare and Henry de Bohun. This battle ended in a manic retreat, where many among the losing side drowned in the River Forth. Begun when the losing side attempted to aid the forces of Robert Mowbray at Stirling Castle, this battle proved to be a crushing defeat for King Edward II. For 10 points, name this 1314 battle won by the forces of Robert the Bruce, a decisive victory in the War for Scottish Independence.

ANSWR: Battle of Bannockburn
10. This man created day and night versions of his Mountainous River Landscape on the same piece of transparent paper. Nationalism manifested itself in a painting of a French dragoon lost in a forest, and he did multiple variations on the theme of Two Men Contemplating the Moon. He came to prominence with Frederick William III's purchase of the companion pieces The Abbey in the Oakwood and The Monk by the Sea. He showed the wreck of the HMS Griper in The Sea of Ice, while another of his paintings shows a solitary man near a rocky cliff as he looks into some mountains obscured by clouds. For 10 points, identify this German Romantic painter of Wanderer Above the Sea of Fog. 

ANSWER: Caspar David Friedrich
11. This man argued that secular institutions such as government, private property, and marriaged been partly gained respect due to superstition in one work. Another work by this author of Psyche’s Task examined the Aruntas people and proposed the conceptional, industrial, and “external soul” theories of the titular concept contrasted with “exogamy”. This man examined the corn god trope and the “king of the wood” ritual in a work that traces the evolution of religion and magic and takes its title from the object Aeneas used to enter the Underworld. For 10 points, identify this author of Totemism and Exogamy, a Scottish anthropologist who wrote The Golden Bough.
ANSWER: Sir James George Frazer


12. The convolution of the Gaussian profile and his profile gives the Voigt profile. Accelerating charged particles experience a recoil force when they radiate named for Abraham and this man. When supplemented by translations, the group of transformations named for him becomes the inhomogeneous Poincare group. He developed a rotation in Minkowski space that preserves the spacetime interval between events, and he names the force experienced by a charged particle due to electromagnetic fields. For 10 points, identify this man who, independently of George Fitzgerald, proposed that an observer who in motion relative to an object will see the object contracted.
ANSWER: Hendrik Anton Lorentz

13. In one episode of this show, the main character recalls getting a walke-talkie for Christmas during a plot where he is dubbed “The Man Who Shot Santa.” A recurring villain on this show was the incredibly obese Dale “The Whale” Biederbeck. The main character works with Randy Disher and Leland Stottlemeyer. The overarching plot on this show was the protagonist’s quest to find who murdered his wife, Trudy. The titular character was originally aided by nurse Sharona, but beginning in season three, worked with Natalie Teeger. For 10 points, name this USA mystery series about the titular obsessive compulsive detective, played by Tony Shalhoub.

ANSWER: Monk
14. This man was the nominal commander of 6,000 militiamen assigned to assist John Sullivan during the failed Newport assault. The British ship Romney seized his sloop, the Liberty, eventually leading to a trial where this man was defended by James Otis. After the Revolution, this man resigned his position and was replaced by James Bowdoin, who had to deal with Shays’ Rebellion. Mentored by Samuel Adams, this man was president of the Second Continental Congress in 1776, which allowed him to complete his most remembered act. For 10 points, name this first governor of Massachusetts, noted for his large signature on the Declaration of Independence.

ANSWER: John Hancock
15. This director ended one of his films with a scene where money flies out of a suitcase and the criminal Johnny Clay is arrested at the airport. Another of his films sees Colonel Dax angrily refers to General Broulard as “a degenerate, sadistic old man” after failing to stop the execution of three soldiers for cowardice. This director of The Killing and Paths of Glory is better known a film that features Heywood Floyd’s search for TMA-1. That film by this man opens with a shot of the sun rising over the earth rising over the moon as Also Sprach Zarathustra plays and ends with Dave Bowman becoming a star-child. For 10 points, name this director of 2001: A Space Odyssey.

ANSWER: Stanley Kubrick
16. At one point in this work, its protagonist, who is judged to be “no vulgar assassin”, listens to the “audible music” of gnats and dragonflies after undergoing an “awful disturbance of his organic system” and later blesses the sand and judges the wind to sound like Aeolian harps upon reaching shore. Earlier, its protagonist had been given information about dry, flammable timber by a man later revealed to be a Federal scout. In the final scene of this work, the protagonist begins to greet his wife, but is interrupted by a “stunning blow upon the back of the neck.” For 10 points, name this Ambrose Bierce short story revealed to be a dream taking place during Peyton Farquhar’s hanging.

ANSWER: “An Occurrence at Owl Creek Bridge”

17. This thinker argued against relativism in the true critique of art and posited a universal “mental” form of the title concept in one essay in his Four Dissertations. Another book by this author of “The Standard of Taste” outlines three fundamental laws of justice. This man wrote a work narrated by Pamphilus that contains a conversation between Cleanthes, Demea, and Philo. He introduced the “copy principle” and posited a man able to deduce the “missing shade of blue” in a work that includes the sections “Of the Origin of Ideas” and “Of Miracles.” For 10 points, name this empiricist who wrote Dialogues Concerning Natural Religion and A Treatise of Human Nature.
ANSWER: David Hume

18. Vertical lines on Mollier diagrams display transformations in which this quantity is unchanged. This quantity remains constant for a system in a throttling process. The van't Hoff equation states that the derivative of the natural log of the equilibrium constant with respect to inverse temperature is equal to negative change in this quantity divided by the ideal gas constant. For transformations occurring at constant pressure, it is equal to the change in the internal energy of the system, and the product of temperature and change in entropy subtracted from change in it is the change in the Gibbs energy of a reaction. For 10 points, identify this thermodynamic quantity symbolized H.
ANSWER: enthalpy [prompt on H]

19. Giovanni Vilani recorded the history of this city in a work called Cronica nuova. Giano della Bella led a movement against the nobles of this city which resulted in the 1293 Ordinances of Justice. This polity defeated the Republic of Siena at the Battle of Marciano, and early in the fourteenth century, the Peruzzi family dominated politics in this city. This city also saw a revolt by oppressed wool-workers, called the Ciompi revolt. Two other rulers of this city were targets of the Pazzi conspiracy. For 10 points, identify this Italian city, which was once ruled by Cosimo and Lorenzo of the Medici family.
ANSWER: Florence [or Firenze]

20. This author asserts that while one may learn something new from a cookbook, reading Milton will result in higher capacity to sympathize with the infinite, which makes Milton an example of the “literature of power”. Another work by this author compares the sound of wheels during a funeral procession and a woman’s sigh before fainting to the title event, which interrupts a moment in “the world of darkness” caused by a certain literary murder. This author of “On the Knocking at the Gate in Macbeth” also wrote the Gothic novel Klosterheim and a memoir about the “pains” and “pleasures” of a certain drug. For 10 points, name this author of Confessions of an English Opium-Eater.

ANSWER: Thomas de Quincey
 

TIEBREAKER
The Bak-Sneppen model incorporates self organized criticality in an attempt to explain this hypothesis, and Geliser and Walker attempted to explain the existence of homochiral biological molecules in the light of this theory. The paper in which it was introduced began with a discussion of a passage by N. R. Hanson regarding the "cloven hoofprint of theory." It was proposed as an interpretation of the stability of morphospecies, and it suggests that periods of stasis are interspersed with cladogenic events. It contrasts with the theory of phyletic gradualism. For 10 points, identify this theory which suggests that evolution happens in bursts rather than proceeding at a linear rate.
ANSWER: punctuated equilibrium
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BONUSES
1. Gautam Kandlikar wants you to identify some ‘90s hits, for 10 points each:
[10] The figure being described in this 1999 Ricky Martin song, his first to top the charts,  will “make you take your clothes off and go dancing in the rain.” Her lips are described as “devil red” and “her skin is the color mocha.” 
ANSWER: “Livin’ La Vida Loca” 
[10] This English acid jazz band is known for such songs as “Cosmic Girl” and “Virtual Insanity.” The latter is noted for a music video in which Jay Kay performs some interesting moves in a white room as the floor looks like it is moving.
ANSWER: Jamiroquai
[10] This 1993 single off Dr. Dre’s album The Chronic has a chorus which goes “It's like that and like this and like that and uh” and has an opening stanza by Snoop Dogg which claims he’ll bust “Compton and Long Beach together” “like a bubble.”
ANSWER: “Nuthin’ But a G Thang”

2.  This man wrote "all day long / My heart has echoed the virgin song of the bird" in "Songs for Signare", one of his Nocturnes. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this author of "Paris in Snow" and "For Karas and Balafong", who took inspiration from Pierre Teilhard de Chardin. 

ANSWER: Leopold Senghor
[10] Senghor was a part of this literary movement alongside Aime Cesaire and Leon Damas. It was the subject of Sartre's essay "Black Orpheus."  

ANSWER: Negritude
[10] Aime Cesaire adapted this play "for black theatre." It sees Sebastian mockingly tell Alonso of a phoenix throne in Arabia. 

ANSWER: The Tempest
3. This work argues that the title events may appear to be “invisible” because textbooks present the development of certain topics in a historical context. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this work which attempts to explain the titular phenomenon as “paradigm-shifts” after “anomalies” are discovered in the prevalent theories.
ANSWER: The Structure of Scientific Revolutions
[10] In a 1965 debate this man, who advanced the idea of “falsifiability,” argued with Thomas Kuhn over the nature of Science. This man wrote such works as The Logic of Scientific Discovery and The Open Society and Its Enemies.
ANSWER: Karl Popper
[10] Kuhn’s work formed much of the basis of discussion in Criticism and the Growth of Knowledge, which was compiled by Alan Musgrave and this dude. This man’s Proofs and Refutations is written as a Socratic dialogue wherein the figures are named after Greek letters.
ANSWER: Imre Lakatos
4. Alice Roosevelt Longworth once called him “the little man on the wedding cake.” For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this Governor of New York, who previously was a special prosecutor against gangsters like Dutch Schultz and is best known for his two failed presidential campaigns against Franklin Roosevelt and Harry Truman.

ANSWER: Thomas E. Dewey
[10] In the 1948 primaries, Dewey edged out this Minnesota Governor for the Republican nomination. Undeterred, this man fruitlessly sought the nomination ten more times, earning a reputation as a crank.

ANSWER: Harold Stassen
[10] In the 1949 general election, Dewey, despite the Chicago Tribune's premature prediction lost to Truman and this running mate. This Senator from Kentucky became the 35th Vice-President under Truman.

ANSWER: Alben Barkley


5. It was proposed by Guldberg and Waage. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this law which states that the products of the effective concentrations of substance participating in a chemical reaction raised to the power of the stoichiometric coefficient is constant. 
ANSWER: law of mass action
[10] This quantity can be calculated in a similar method to the equilibrium constant, but is applicable to reactions not in equilibrium. The reaction proceeds towards products if this quantity is less than the equilibrium constant.
ANSWER: reaction quotient [prompt on Q]
[10] For enzymes, this quantity is equal to the substrate concentration at which the rate of the reaction catalyzed by the enzyme is equal to one half of V max. 
ANSWER: Michaelis constant
6. Answer the following about a particularly nasty beast from Norse mythology, for 10 points each.
[10] At Ragnarok, this gigantic wolf is released from his fetters, gets super pissed, and promptly munches down on Odin.

ANSWER: Fenrir [or Fenris]

[10] Fenrir was bound by this aforementioned chain, which is actually as thin as a silk ribbon. It consists of such ingredients as the beard of a woman, the spittle of a bird, and the breath of a fish.

ANSWER: Gleipnir
[10] After seeing his father get eaten by Odin, this silent god exacts his revenge by stepping on Fenrir’s jaw and tearing the wolf in half, thus killing it. 

ANSWER: Vidarr [accept Vithar]

7. The second section of this work is a Scherzando which is based on the style of a seguidilla, and its third movement is often omitted when played by virtuosi. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this work which was dedicated to Pablo de Sarasate and is today more often regarded as a violin concerto.
ANSWER: Symphonie Espagnole [or Spanish Symphony]
[10] Edouard Lalo, the composer of Symphonie Espagnole also wrote a Concerto in D Minor for this instrument. J.S. Bach wrote six oft-played suites for it, while more recent players of it include Jacqueline Du Pré, Pablo Casals, and Yo-Yo Ma.
ANSWER: cello [or violoncello]
[10] This French composer of a popular A minor cello concerto, is probably better known for works like Introduction and Rondo Capriccioso, and his C minor third symphony, popular known as the Organ Symphony.
ANSWER: Camille Saint-Saens [or Charles-Camille Saint-Saens]

 

8. This play’s author described it as “one of those modern drawing-room plays with pink lampshades”, and its secondary characters include Lord Augustus Lorton. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this play whose titular character suspects her husband is having an affair with Mrs. Erlynne, who is actually her mother. This leads that character into contemplating an affair with Lord Darlington.

ANSWER: Lady Windermere’s Fan
[10] This Irish author of Lady Windermere’s Fan wrote about a woman who asks for John the Baptist’s head in the play Salome and also penned a novel wherein the debauched Dorian Gray slays the artist Basil Hallward.

ANSWER: Oscar Fingal O’Flahertie Wills Wilde
 [10] This lesser-known Wilde work features the amorous Lord Illingworth, who discovers that his new secretary, Gerald, is actually his illegitimate son conceived with the titular character.

ANSWER: A Woman of No Importance

9. One pathway for this process sees the formation of the DISC complex after cytochrome C is released from the mitochondria. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this process by which cells undergo programmed death. It can occur because the cell may stop receiving survival factors.
ANSWER: apoptosis
[10] Cells undergoing apoptosis display blisters and bulges on their extracellular surface. Those herniations, which result from the cytoskeleton decoupling from the cell membrane, are usually given this name.
ANSWER: blebs [or blebbing; or other equivalents]
[10] This term describes the irreversible condensation of chromatin into tightly packed structures, which occurs in apoptosis. In necrosis, this process precedes karyorrhexis.
ANSWER: karyopyknosis
10. Answer the following about various events in British/Irish relations, for 10 points each:

[10] This sanguinary name refers to at least three incidents of British/Irish violence, most recently a 1972 incident where a British Army Parachute Regiment fired upon Northern Ireland Civil Rights Association demonstrators.

ANSWER: Bloody Sunday
[10] Bloody Sunday in 1920 saw this IRA leader mastermind the slaying of fourteen men suspected to be British spies, which later resulted in a retaliatory massacre. An associate of Eamon de Valera, he was eventually ambushed and slain in 1922.

ANSWER: Michael Collins
[10] Bloody Sunday in 1887 saw demonstrators at Trafalgar Square attacked by policeman, resulting in many beatings and at least three deaths. Some of the participants were also members of this intellectual socialist society, which included such noted members as George Bernard Shaw and Ramsay MacDonald.

ANSWER: Fabian Society

11. This composer wrote about an invading alien race who cannot stand music in the opera Help, Help the Globolinks. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Italian-American composer, best known for writing the first opera specifically commissioned for television, 1951’s Amahl and the Night Visitors.

ANSWER: Gian Carlo Menotti
[10] The title character of Amahl and the Night Visitors offers this item to the visiting Three Kings to give to the Christ child. As a result of his generosity, Amahl is healed and decides to personally give this item to Christ.

ANSWER: his crutch [accept reasonable equivalents]

[10] This Menotti opera, which won the 1950 Pulitzer Prize, depicts John and his wife Magda, who fruitlessly wait for help from the titular official while they are persecuted by the secret police.

ANSWER: The Consul
 

12. When he is with his daughter June, this character is arrested for possessing a loaded revolver, and he decides to stop his prolific letter-writing towards the end of the novel in which he appears. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this title character whose wife Madeline deserts him for his friend Valentine Gersbach, but who finds peace at his country home in Ludeyville, Massachusettes.
ANSWER: Moses Herzog [accept either underlined portion] 
[10] Moses Herzog was a creation of this Canadian-born American author who also wrote Henderson the Rain King, A Theft, and The Adventures of Augie March.
ANSWER: Saul Bellow
[10] This other Bellow title character, based on Allan Bloom, was a professor at Chicago who hated the “boobism” that was encroaching American culture and whose story is narrated by “Chick” after this character dies of AIDS.
ANSWER: Abraham Ravelstein [accept either; accept Abe Ravelstein]


13. Most simple models of this type come in "two period forms", and these models were first proposed by Maurice Allais. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these models from macroeconomics which assume that an agent will live for a period of time in which he will coexist with his progeny. 
ANSWER: overlapping generations
[10] The overlapping generations models were popularized by this recently deceased MIT economist who is best known for writing the undergraduate textbook Foundations of Economic Analysis.
ANSWER: Paul Samuelson
[10] The Bergson-Samuelson social welfare functions are part of the “New Welfare Economics” directly opposed to the utilitarian welfare economics proposed by this author of The Economics of Welfare who names a tax that compensates for negative externalities.

ANSWER: Arthur Cecil Pigou
14. Name some Christian theologians, for 10 points each.
[10] In his Proslogion, this man advanced the argument that one cannot conceive of a perfect being that doesn’t exists, and since one can think of God, he must exist, which is also known as the ontological argument.

ANSWER: St. Anselm
[10] This Cistercian monk denounced the rational approach to religion advocated by Peter Abelard. He was also influential in developing the role of “Mary Mediatrix”. At the urging of Urban II, he preached the Second Crusade.
ANSWER: St. Bernard of Clairvaux
[10] This nun founded the Discalced Order of Carmelites along with St. John of the Cross.  She wrote of seven mystical mansions through which the soul travels to become closer to God in The Interior Castle.
ANSWER: St. Teresa of Avila [or St. Teresa of Jesus]

15. This man was an early buddy of Xiang Yu, though he later feuded with Xiang  For 10 points each:
[10] For 10 points, identify this man who established the “Three Article Code” after Ziying surrendered to him, and became the founder of a dynasty in 196 B.C.E.
ANSWER: Liu Bang [or Liu Pang; or Emperor Gao; or Emperor Gaozu]
[10] Liu Bang founded this dynasty, whose other rulers included Wu Di, and whose name also denotes the largest ethnicity in China.
ANSWER: Han dynasty
[10] This man interrupted the Han dynasty for a brief period, during which he established the Xin dynasty. This man’s terrible rule ended after the Red Eyebrows rebellion.
ANSWER: Wang Mang

16. This phenomenon sees light of different polarizations absorbed more or less readily. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this phenomenon, whose “circular” form unsurprisingly refers to circularly polarized light. It can also refer to objects that split visible light beams into two beams of different wavelengths.
ANSWER: dichroism
[10] A dichroic filter is the central component of the Fabry-Perot type of this device. The most common examples of these devices superpose light, producing a namesake pattern that reveals how far it's traveled.
ANSWER: interferometer
[10] Dichroism can occur in examples of this state of matter. A hard-rod model named for Lars Onsager applies to this state, and it can occupy smectic and nematic phases.
ANSWER: liquid crystal
17.  The figure suffering the title event is seated in a wicker chair with her back at the viewer. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this painting in which the title event occurs in a green-walled room in which a bearded man and his wife pray after Sophie’s demise.
ANSWER: Death in the Sick Room [or Ein Tod]
[10] Death in the Sick Room appears in this series of paintings which also includes several depictions of a dreamy Madonna as well as The Sick Child and Self Portrait with Cigarette.
ANSWER: Frieze of Life
[10] The Frieze of Life is a series of works by this abstract expressionist who is best known for his depiction of the existential anguish in The Scream.
ANSWER: Edvard Munch


18. This poet told the traveler that there is no road and that one makes the road in the twenty ninth of his Proverbs and Songs. For 10 points each

ANSWER: Antonio Machado 
[10] Machado was a member of this group of writers, named in an essay by Azorin, which included men such as Pio Baroja and Miguel de Unamuno. 
ANSWER: Generacion del 1898 or Generation of 1898
[10] The Generation of '98 was a group of writers from this nation, whose other writers included Miguel de Cervantes. 
ANSWER: Spain

19. Lebesgue extended this operation using his development of measure theory. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this procedure which can also be approximated using Riemann sums. To most people, it involves finding the area under curves.
ANSWER: integration [or integral; accept word forms]
[10] This method of numerical integration, named for two Germans, improves upon the Euler method as it takes trial steps within the interval instead of solely at the beginning. The fourth order form of this procedure is most popular.
ANSWER: Runge-Kutta method
[10] Also known as the Henstock-Kurzweil integral, this more general alternative to the Riemann and Lebesgue integrals provides a better understanding of improper integrals. 
ANSWER: gauge integral [or Henstock integral; or Kurzweil integral; Henstock-Kurzweil integral; or HK-integral; or Denjoy-Perron integral]

20. Answer the following about the best revolution inspired by The Mute Girl of Portici, for 10 points each:

[10] That 1830-1831 revolution established an independent kingdom in this country. The Treaty of London established its creation after the Ten Days Campaign led by the Prince of Orange failed to suppress revolutionary feelings.

ANSWER: Belgium
 [10] The Belgian Revolution was directed against this king of the Netherlands, who took the throne after French withdrawal but whose autocratic policies led to public discontent which forced his 1840 abdication.

ANSWER: William I [prompt on William, accept William I Frederick, prompt on William of Orange as most of the Dutch kings could be referred to in this manner]

[10] Despite an offer by Louis, Duke of Nemours, the Belgian Congress ultimately chose this man as their first king in 1831. His son was monarch during the formation of the Congo Free State.

ANSWER: Leopold I [prompt on Leopold]
