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TOSSUPS

1. This figure, depicted in the Ramsund Carving, acquired his horse at the river Busiltjorn. Heimar hid this man’s daughter in a harp; that daughter, Aslaug, later married Ragnar Lodbrok. He kills and is killed by a son of Gjuki named Guttorm. Tasting the blood of one of his enemies allowed him to understand the language of birds, one of whom informed him that his foster father Regin would betray him. This owner of Grani took the form of Gunnar to leap through a ring of fire and win Brynhild, though he himself married Gudrun. His father gave him the sword Gram, which he used to kill Fafnir. For 10 points, identify this hero of the Volsung Saga, the son of Sigmund.

ANSWER: Sigurd [accept Sigfried or Sivard Snarensvend; prompt on “the noble hart”]

2. This region contains the mineral rich Pilbara area, which is home to the Hamersley Mountains, and its Kimberley region is located to the west of the Joseph Boneparte Gulf. Its cities include Geraldton and Bunbury, and this region contains the large monolithMount Augustus. The city of Kalgoorlie in this province is the western terminus of the world's longest straight railway, which runs through the Nullarbor Plain. Containing the city of Fremantle at the mouth of the Swan River, for 10 points, name this largest state of Australia which has its capital and Perth, so named for its location on the left side of the continent. 

ANSWER: Western Australia

3. W.B. Yeats’s “The Nineteenth Century and After” was a direct response to this poem. In its final stanza, its speaker imagines the world as “a land of dreams, / So various, so beautiful, so new”, while its opening stanza describes how certain events “Begin, and cease, and then again begin / With tremulous cadence slow”. Its speaker notes that he now hears only the “melancholy, long, withdrawing roar” of the former “Sea of Faith”, and remembers how “Sophocles long ago” heard that same sound “on the Aegean”. Opening “The sea is calm to-night”, for 10 points, identify this poem in which “ignorant armies clash by night” on a “darkling plain”, a work of Matthew Arnold. 

ANSWER: “Dover Beach” [since I’m nice, prompt on “Matthew Arnold” if someone buzzes before “poem”]

4. Harnik et al. argue against the anthropic principle by proposing a universe that lacks this. One instance of this interaction is modeled with a unitary matrix that includes three mixing angles and a complex phase that models CP violation. A vector minus axial Lagrangian for this force leads to maximal parity violation, making this force only affect left-handed particles. This force is responsible for quark flavor changing, was unified with electromagnetism by Glashow, Weinberg, and Salaam, and is transmitted by the massive W and Z bosons. For 10 points, name this fundamental force involved in radioactive decays.

ANSWER: weak nuclear force [or weak interaction]

5. Advisers to this king included Ruy Gomez. The right of this man to rule was rejected by the Act of Abjuration, and alliances against this king include the Union of Utrecht. He conquered a neighboring country whose throne had gone vacant because of the Battle of Alcacer Quibir, after which this man became King of Portugal. One plan hatched by this king involved the land forces of Alexander Farnese being ferried by the sea forces of the Duke of Medina-Sidonia, but these were foiled by Sir Francis Drake. For 10 points, name this King of Spain who launched the Spanish Armada. 

ANSWER: Philip II

6. Chapter Seven of this work describes the public display of a dead body next to a block and a bloody knife to explain proper use of spectacle. This work ends with an excerpt beginning, “Virtue against fury shall advance the fight,” that is taken from a Petrarch canzone. It notes that fortune is a lady and to be successful it is necessary to beat her down. Despite Scipio’s victory, this work praises Hannibal’s treatment of his soldiers in the chapter titled “Of Clemency and Cruelty.” It holds that one ought to emulate the lion and the fox and that it is better to be feared than to be loved, for 10 points, name this work of political philosophy advising the titular ruler by Niccolo Machiavelli.

ANSWER: The Prince [or Il Principe]

7. One version of this painting may feature work by its artist's pupils such as Marco d'Oggiono and Giovan Antonio Boltraffio and was painted after the original was probably given to Louis XII. It was accompanied by side panels of angel-musicians by the de Predis brothers, part of the commission for the chapel of the Immaculate Conception in Milan's San Francesco Grande. Uriel does not point at John the Baptist in the London version, which also lacks John's cruciform stick, haloes, and its artist's characteristic sfumato. Both versions show Mary holding her hand over Jesus' head in a grotto. For 10 points, name these paintings by Leonardo da Vinci, named for their geologic features. 

ANSWER: Virgin of the Rocks [accept Madonna of the Rocks]

8. One character in this work claims not to have had any candy for “a hundred weeks” after asking its protagonist for some sugar lumps and declaring that “American men are the best”. The courier Eugenio disapproves of its title character’s plan to go boating on a lake, though two days later the protagonist accompanies that title character to the castle of Chillon after meeting her and her brother Randolph at Vevey. A moonlit visit to the Colosseum with Mr. Giovanelli results in its title character dying of malaria. For 10 points, identify this novella which ends after Frederick Winterbourne realizes he’d loved the titular American flirt, a work of Henry James. 

ANSWER: Daisy Miller: A Study

9. One man to hold this title worked with Commodore Matthew Maury to create the New Virginia Colony. Another man who held this title led the “Army of the Three Guarantees” after signing an agreement with his rival, Vicente Guerrero. One holder of this title was captured at Queretaro and executed at the Hill of the Bells after being defeated by General Porfirio Diaz and President Benito Juarez. That man was the husband of Carlotta. For 10 points, name this title held by Agustin Iturbide from 1822-1823 and Maximillian von Habsburg from 1864-1867, which involves reigning over America’s southern neighbor. 

ANSWER: Emperor of Mexico

10. In one condition in this gland, antibodies attack a peroxidase or a large dimeric protein here, and that condition can occur alongside an inflammation of orbital fat and extraocular muscles more commonly associated with another disease here. The latter condition is treated by carbimazole and results in “orange-peel” skin and increased sympathetic nervous system function. Its parafollicular cells secrete a hormone that inhibits osteoclast activity and the absorption of calcium. This gland's major hormone is activated by deiodinases; relatedly, this gland is enlarged due to iodine-deficient diets in a condition called goiter. For 10 points, name this gland that secretes thyroxine.

ANSWER: thyroid gland

11. On the short-lived cartoon Sit Down, Shut Up, this actor played the principal, Sue Sezno. In Nike’s Most Valuable Puppets campaign, he voiced LeBron James. Some of the roles this man has played include McIntosh, a convict who tries to scare prisoners straight, the French Def Comedy Jam star Jean K. Jean, and Deandre Cole, the host of the BET show “What Up With That?” He uses his PlayStation skills to successfully land the plane in the movie Snakes on a Plane. This actor played the titular role in the film version of Fat Albert. For 10 points, name this Saturday Night Live cast member who was previously the comedic partner of Kel Mitchell.

ANSWER: Kenan Thompson [accept either name]

12. In one work this man compares the Sun Dance of the Sioux to the fish dam ceremony of the Yurok. He notes similarities between the ashrama system in Hinduism and his own theories in a work that attempts to seek out the psycho-historical presence of the title figure subtitled “On the Origins of Militant Nonviolence.” Another work by this man examines the search for “ego integrity” of a priest excommunicated at the Diet of Worms. The tension between trust and mistrust begins this psychologist’s 8-stage model of psychosocial development. For 10 points, name this author of Ghandi’s Truth, and Young Man Luther, a psychoanalyst who coined the term “identity crisis”.

ANSWER: Erik Homburger Erikson

13. This king defeated Widukind, who led a guerilla war against this man in Saxony. He outlawed Jewish money-lending in his Capitulary for the Jews. In another war, this man defeated King Desiderius, his former father-in-law. This man ordered the beheading of 4,000 Saxons for practicing paganism in the Massacre of Verden. Important court scholars to this king included Alcuin of York. Biographers of this man include Einhard. He defeated the Lombards, who were threatening to seize Rome, thus earning the gratitude of Pope Leo III, who crowned him on Christmas Day in 800. For 10 points, name this King of the Franks known as “the Great."

ANSWER: Charlemagne

14. This work's title character tells his wife he needed her "as the abyss across which my body must be drawn." He asks "the ghostly one" to release his "shadow" after the Aide-de-Camp wonders what to do about an "invasion" of women chanting a dirge. This work sees young girls imitate British mannerisms and mock the sexuality of the Christian constable Amusa. This play opens with a discussion between the Praise Singer and the title character in the market district ruled by Iyaloja, who berates the title character when she finds him chained by Simon Pilkings, obligating his son Olunde to take his life. For 10 points, name this play about the title Yoruban, a work of Wole Soyinka.  
ANSWER: Death and the King's Horseman

15. This property is possessed by reagents like the Crimmins thiazolidinethione and the Evans oxazolidinone, both auxiliaries in the aldol reaction. Transitions within a p or d set are allowed according to the Laporte selection rule if molecules have this property, the axial form of which is possessed by many binapthyl derivatives. Tartaric acid is used to separate some pairs of molecules with this property, and such molecules rotate plane-polarized light. Despite their local possession of this property, meso compounds lack it overall, much like racemates. For 10 points, name this property of pure enantiomers, which denotes that they cannot be superimposed on their mirror images.

ANSWER: chirality [or lacking inversion symmetry; accept equivalents]

16. Harps feature prominently at the end of both the first and final movements of this work, which features a recurring motif consisting of a rising major third followed by a rising minor second. Its fifth movement, added two years after its original premiere, sees the soprano soloist enter with the line “I will see you again”. Violins are completely absent from its first movement, while its final movement is titled “Blessed are the dead”. It opens with the words “Blessed are they that mourn, for they shall be comforted” and features no references to Jesus. Likely inspired by the death of its composer’s mother, for 10 points, identify this non-liturgical sacred work by Johannes Brahms. 

ANSWER: A German Requiem, To Words of the Holy Scriptures [accept Ein Deutsches Requiem, nach Worten der heiligen Schrift; accept Johannes Brahms’s Requiem before “Brahms”

17. A man sitting on the ground in rags known as the Negus asked this person and his companions to visit him, and told him of a victory in a valley where thorny trees grow. A shipwreck off the shore of the Hejaz and a carpenter named Pacomius facilitated the reconstruction of a building for which this figure arbitrated the laying of the cornerstone. He earned the title of al-amin from the Qurayshites due to his marriage to an older merchant woman. In his farewell sermon he notes that no more prophets will come after him. His trip upon Al-Buraq during his Night Journey from Mecca to Jerusalem is recounted in the Quran. For 10 points, name this founder of Islam.

ANSWER: Abu al-Qasim Muhammad Ibn Abd Allah Ibn Abd al-Muttalib Ibn Hashim

18. A political leader in this state was Herman Husband, who opposed Governor William Tryon. A Supreme Court case associated with this state affirmed that Judge James McMillan’s order for busing to achieve racial integration was constitutional. It was the home of the 1771 Battle of Alamance, which put down a rebellion against colonial taxation. It saw a bloody Revolutionary War battle at Guilford Court House and was the site of the Swann case and the War of the Regulation. In 1960, this state saw the first sit-in demonstration at a Woolworth’s lunch counter. For 10 points, name this Southern state with such cities as Greensboro and Charlotte.

ANSWER: North Carolina

19. A Grothendieck topology defines a sieve as a collection of subsets of a set with this property that themselves have this property. The Lindehöf condition for a space requires every cover of this type to have a countable subcover. Generally, two points are “separated” if each point is contained in a set of this type that doesn't contain the other. In the particular point topology, all sets that contain an arbitrary point are of this type. A subset U of a metric space has this property if every point therein has a neighborhood inside U. Sets have this property in R^n when every point is an interior point. For 10 points, name this topological property, possessed by a set if its complement is closed.

ANSWER: open

20. In one poem, Love tells this man to “do your best to honor me” after he “felt a loving spirit suddenly.” His beloved's lips produce a tender spirit inciting sighs from the soul in a poem which claims she is “so gentle and so honest.” This possible author of the Letter to Can Grande wrote a work in which he is shocked by the presence of Ripheus the Trojan and sees souls arrange themselves to form the petals of a rose as Saint Bernard prays for him in the Empyrean. In that work, Thomas Aquinas tells him of Francis of Assisi as he ascends through the nine celestial spheres with Beatrice. For 10 points, name this author of La Vita Nuova and the Paradiso, part of his Divine Comedy.

ANSWER: Dante Alighieri [accept either underlined portion]

TIEBREAKER

One of his paintings shows Fairman Rogers driving a coach with his family, and was inspired by studies in photography. This artist of A May Morning in the Park painted several works showing a sculptor carving various public statues, while another of his paintings shows a man slumped over in the title object as the artist himself vigorously rows toward the background. This painter of portraits of William Rush and Max Schmitt in a Single Scull depicted a woman shrinking away from the central scene of a painting wherein a dissection is observed by students at the Jefferson Medical College. For 10 points, identify this American painter of The Gross Clinic.

 ANSWER: Thomas Cowperthwait Eakins
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BONUSES

1. Papa Monzano, the dictator of San Lorenzo, swallows this substance to commit suicide; afterwards, an airplane crash disastrously knocks his body into the ocean. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this substance from a 1963 novel that was created by a character modeled on Irving Langmuir, Felix Hoenniker.

ANSWER: ice-nine

[10] Ice-nine is key to the plot of Cat’s Cradle, a novel by this man who wrote of Billy Pilgrim visiting Trafalmadore after becoming “unstuck in time” in his novel Slaughterhouse-Five.

ANSWER: Kurt Vonnegut, Jr.

[10] The title character of this Vonnegut novel, who runs a foundation that gives money to people who promise not to kill themselves, foils Norman Mushari’s plans by declaring that he is the father of 57 womens’ children. 

ANSWER: God Bless You, Mr. Rosewater, or Pearls Before Swine [accept either underlined portion]

2. Name these things related to smog, for 10 points each.

[10] One of the negative consequences of smog is the presence of this chemical at ground level. Processes for the formation and reaction of this chemical were studied by Paul Crutzen.

ANSWER: ozone

[10] Smog results from the reaction between sunlight, organic compounds, and the compounds formed by this element with oxygen, mechanisms for the formation of which were developed by Zeldovich. This element is the predominant gas in the atmosphere.

ANSWER: nitrogen

[10] Ozone's not all bad, of course; it can react with this element's two-plus cation to give a precipitate, which is good, since this metal is toxic. A potassium salt of an oxide anion containing this element is used to bleach melanin, and it's a common TLC stain because that compound reacts with double and triple bonds, changing its color from violet to brown.

ANSWER: manganese [or Mn; or potassium permanganate]

3. It outlines four cases for behavior with respect for duty, and it argues for the separation of pure and empirical ethics: For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this philosophical companion to Critique of Practical Reason that contains the first explanation of the Categorical Imperative. 

ANSWER: Groundwork of the Metaphysics of Morals [or Foundations of the Metaphysics of Morals; or Grounding of the Metaphysics of Morals; accept “for” instead of “of”’; or Grundlegung zur Metaphysik der Sitten]

[10] Kant’s Groundwork of the Metaphysics of Morals was critiqued by this philosopher in On The Basis of Morality. This man also argued against free will in On the Freedom of the Will and who divided relations between subject and object into becoming, knowing, being, and willing in another work. 

ANSWER: Arthur Schopenhauer

[10] This four book work by Schopenhauer was influenced by the Upanishads. It argues that the “ding an sich” is everything that exists and declares the ultimate goal of life to be ascetic self-denial. 

ANSWER: The World as Will and Idea [or The World as Will and Representation; or Die Welt als Wille und Vorstellung]

4. The Bagatelle Without Tonality is sometimes grouped with this quartet of works, as is a similarly-named polka, and the fourth of them is incomplete. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this set of four dances, the first of which depicts Faust dancing during a wedding feast at a village in while the demonic title character plays the fiddle.

ANSWER: the Mephisto Waltzes

[10] The Mephisto Waltzes were composed by this composer of the suite Years of Pilgrimage, the Transcendental Etudes, and the Hungarian Rhapsodies.

ANSWER: Franz Liszt [accept Ferenc Liszt in either order; accept Franz Ritter von Liszt]

[10] This 1854 Liszt composition in B minor is dedicated to Robert Schumann and features five major motifs. Schubert’s Wanderer Fantasy inspired its use of double-function form, as it can be perceived as having both a four-movement symphonic structure or the single-movement structure its name would suggest.

ANSWER: the Piano Sonata in B minor [accept Klaviersonate h-Moll]

5. After this battle, Lord North reportedly exclaimed “Oh my god! It is all over!” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this decisive American victory at Virginia during the Revolutionary War, which saw George Washington and his French allies defeat Lord Cornwallis in 1781.

ANSWER: Battle of Yorktown

[10] This man served as a brigadier general on the American side under Baron von Steuben. He would later acquire the nickname “Mad” and defeated a confederacy of tribes under Blue Jacket at the Battle of Fallen Timbers.

ANSWER: Anthony Wayne

[10] This man was the overall commander in chief of French forces at Yorktown. Along with the Marquis de Lafayette, he played a key role in defeating Cornwallis, but would later be arrested during the Reign of Terror.

ANSWER: Jean-Baptiste Donatien de Vimeur, comte de Rochambeau

6. These substances are described by a non-linear Schrodinger equation, because the potential term of their Hamiltonian includes a term for inter-particle interactions proportional to particle density. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these low-temperature states.

ANSWER: Bose-Einstein condensates

[10] The temperature at which substances will exhibit the properties of a BEC has a factor of particle number over this function evaluated at three halves, all raised to the two-thirds power.

ANSWER: Riemann zeta function

[10] In 2001, Lena Hau of Harvard caused a beam of light to stop entirely using one of these low-temperature phenomena, which result from a partial BEC character. They have zero viscosity.

ANSWER: superfluids

7. This work disagrees with the conclusions made in Malthus’ “Essay on Population” regarding rent prices, for 10 points:

[10]Name this 1817 work of economics that lays out the author’s theory of comparative advantage and concludes that land rent is proportional to population growth.

ANSWER: On the Principles of Political Economy and Taxation

[10]That work was written by this Corn-Law hating economist and MP, whose namesake equivalence argues that the economy is unchanged whether the government chooses to finance spending through tax raises or debt spending.

ANSWER: David Ricardo

[10]The Ricardian equivalence is sometimes co-named after this modern neo-classical American macroeconomist, who outlined his support for it in his article “Are Government Bonds Net Wealth?” 

ANSWER: Robert J. Barro

8. A melancholy man holding his head sits amongst a dead eagle and animal bones in this man's Democritus in Meditation. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this artist who did satires on Music and Babylon in addition to A Friar Tempted by Demons and Pythagoras and the Fisherman. 
ANSWER: Salvatore Rosa
[10] Though Rosa gained fame for his rather proto-Romantic landscapes, their dark coloration stands in stark contrast to that of this Baroque artist of View of Campagna and The Disembarkation of Cleopatra. 
ANSWER: Claude Lorraine
[10] This man described Claude as "the most perfect landscape painter... of the calm sunshine of the heart." His own works include depictions of Salisbury Cathedral as well as The Haywain. 
ANSWER: John Constable

9. This character rapped while playing “Mister Understood” in a music video for Subtle Sexuality. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this character from The Office, once known as the “temp” and now a disgraced corporate executive. He is played by B.J. Novak and is the on-again, off-again lover of Kelly.

ANSWER: Ryan Howard [accept either]

[10] Ryan Howard is also the first baseman of this professional baseball team, which won the 2008 World Series. Managed by Charlie Manuel, other players include Chase Utley and Jimmy Rollins.

ANSWER: Philadelphia Phillies [accept either]

[10] Along with Kelly, this character is the other member of Subtle Sexuality. The new receptionist, she replaced the promoted Pam and is played by Ellie Kemper. Andy has a mild crush on her.

ANSWER: Kelly Erin Hannon [accept either part, she is almost never called Kelly but accept it anyway]

10. At the beginning of Act Two of the play in which he appears, this character gives his son his sword and dagger and bemoans the “heavy summons” that “lies like lead upon me” and the “cursèd thoughts that nature gives way to in repose”. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this character who cries “O slave!” before dying of “twenty trenchèd gashes on his head” and later returns as a ghost to sit in another character’s chair, the father of Fleance.

ANSWER: Banquo

[10] Banquo appears in this Shakespeare play, the title character of which orders his murder. That title character’s ambitions are thwarted after Birnam Wood comes to Dunsinane and he is killed by Macduff.

ANSWER: Macbeth

[10] The source material for Macbeth, as well as most of Shakespeare’s history plays, can be found in the second edition of this man’s Chronicles of England, Scotland, and Ireland.

ANSWER: Raphael Holinshed

11. One leader of this people defeated Pedro de Valdivia at the Battle of Tucapel and was the namesake of a lodge founded by Francisco de Miranda. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this people who speak Mapundungun, whose opposition to the Spanish was commemorated in the poem La Araucana. 

ANSWER: Mapuche

[10] The Mapuche live in this modern day South American nation, which more recently has seen rule by the dictator Augusto Pinochet. 

ANSWER: Chile

[10] This friend of Juan Martinez de Rosas feuded with Jose Miguel Carrera and later served as supreme dictator of Chile. he had previously had been exiled to Argentina after losing at the battle of Rancagua. 

ANSWER: Bernardo O'Higgins

12. The HiPco method for making nanotubes uses one of these reactions to form carbon and carbon dioxide from carbon monoxide. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this type of reaction, in which one substance is simultaneously reduced and oxidized.

ANSWER: disproportionation [or dismutation; prompt on redox reaction]

[10] This organic disproportionation of aldehydes comes up in quizbowl despite being of no synthetic utility, as it has a Wikipedia page. It's principally important because it's a side-reaction one has to be aware of when designing syntheses. 

ANSWER: Cannizzaro reaction

[10] Only aldehydes that do not possess one of these disproportionate under Cannizzaro conditions. If they have one of these, they instead undergo an aldol condensation with themselves.

ANSWER: alpha hydrogen [or alpha proton; or proton at the alpha position relative to the carbonyl; accept equivalents]

13. Answer the following non-questions about some related Egyptian mythological figures, for 10 points each:

[10] This ugly-ass bowlegged dwarf god served as a household protector, guarding against evil spirits and bringing good luck, and his face was often seen on amulets.

ANSWER: Bes [or Bisu]

[10] Bes’s name seems to be derived from his early resemblance to one of these animals, which were associated with the goddess Bast and revered to an incredibly high degree by ancient Egyptians.

ANSWER: cats

[10] This warrior goddess had the head of a lioness and was often considered an aspect of Bast or Hathor. In order stop her constant slaughter, Ra tricked her into drinking beer mixed with pomegranate juice.

ANSWER: Sekhmet [accept Sachmet, Sakhet, Sekhet, or Sacmis]

14. This aria's singer wants to go to the Porta Rossa to buy a ring and considers going to the Ponte Vecchio to throw herself in the Arno. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this aria wherein the singer begs for "pity, pity."
ANSWER: "O mio babbino caro" or "Oh my dear papa"
[10] "O mio babbino caro" is sung by Lauretta in this opera, which has the title character sing "Si corre al notaio" and give his daughter the dowry to marry Rinuccio. 
ANSWER: Gianni Schicchi
[10] Gianni Schicchi is a work of this composer of Turandot and La Boheme. 
ANSWER: Giacomo Puccini

15. One story claims that during a debate, this man filled the speaker’s podium with vomit because he was so drunk. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this first Canadian prime minister who also created the North-West Mounted Police. He was forced to resign during his first term due to his role in a bribery scandal involving the Canadian Pacific Railway.

ANSWER: John McDonald

[10] As prime minister, McDonald faced two rebellions by this leader of the Metis people. This man led the Red River Rebellion in 1869-70 and the North-West Rebellion of 1885.

ANSWER: Louis Riel

[10] This Canadian province was created after the Red River Rebellion and theoretically ceded land to the Metis within its borders. That provision was, of course, ignored by settlers. Its capital became its largest city, Winnipeg.

ANSWER: Manitoba

16. This poem encourages the reader to hear an instrument claiming "My secret was not separate from my cries." For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this Persian poem claiming "No one can see through a ripe mind's eye", which opens a collection containing stories in verse form such as "Four Hindustanis censoring one another" and "The Prince and His Handmaid." 

ANSWER: The Song of the Reed Flute [accept anything reasonably close, also accept Prologue to the Masnavi or Prologue to the Spiritual Couplets] 

[10] The aforementioned collection is this man's Masnavi. This poet inspired the foundation of the Mawlawiyah Sufi order and also wrote The Works of Shams of Tabriz. 
ANSWER: Jalāl ad-Dīn Muḥammad Rūmī or Jalāl ad-Dīn Muḥammad Balkhī or Mowlānā
[10] Both Rumi and Hafez wrote many poems in this form used for love poems. Each couplet or sher usually repeats the radif in the second line. 
ANSWER: Ghazals

17. This country saw an anti-Communist movement called the Lapua Movement. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Scandinavian nation which fought the Soviet Union in the 1939-1940 Winter War, a conflict which saw fierce fighting at Ladoga Karelia.

ANSWER: Finland

[10] This man served as Commander-in-Chief of Finnish forces during the Winter War and later briefly served as president from 1944 to 1946. He was the namesake of a defensive fortification line set up by the Finns at the Karelian Isthmus.

ANSWER: Carl Gustav Emil Mannerheim

[10]The Soviets invaded Finland in the Winter War without German interference due to the signing of this 1939 treaty of non-aggression between Germany and Russia. It is named after the two foreign ministers from each nation.

ANSWER: Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact [accept in reverse order]

18. These cells express a chloride-bicarbonate transport protein on their surfaces. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these anucleate Band 3-expressing cells.

ANSWER: red blood cells [or RBCs; or erythrocytes]

[10] This condition occurs due to a mutation in the hemoglobin gene and gives erythrocytes a characteristic curved shape.

ANSWER: sickle-cell anemia

[10] Sickle-cell anemia results from a mutation from glutamate to this amino acid.

ANSWER: valine

19. The title character of one of this man's plays refers to his body as a "broken fiddle" and claims he wishes to die "softly, effortlessly" while imprisoned alongside Desmoulins. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this German playwright and author of Danton's Death. 
ANSWER: Karl Georg Büchner
[10] Büchner translated Maria Tudor and Lucretia Borgia, two works of this playwright of the closet drama Cromwell and Hernani, the latter of which sparked some fights at its premiere. 
ANSWER: Victor Hugo
[10] Gillenormand claims Hernani consists of abominations not even written in French in this novel, which also sees Javert track Jean Valjean. 
ANSWER: Les Misérables or The Miserable Ones [accept any reasonably close translation like The Wretched or The Poor Ones]

20. As a mortal, this figure hid from the Lamanites and abridged writings about the Jaredite civilization. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this last Nephite prophet, who was later reincarnated as an angel and appeared at Cumorah to reveal a sacred text.

ANSWER: Moroni

[10] The golden plates that Moroni led Joseph Smith to contained this religious book, originally written in “reformed Egyptian” that recounts Jesus’ appearance in America and is the primary religious texts of the Latter Day Saints.

ANSWER: The Book of Mormon

[10] The story of the Jaredites is recounted in this book from the Book of Mormon. It recounts the journey of Jared and his brother from the Tower of Babel to the New World and the eventual downfall of the last king Coriantumr as predicted by the title prophet.

ANSWER: Book of Ether
