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TOSSUPS
1. In this religion, the outside world is referred to as “Babylon” and its major scripture is the “Holy Piby.”  Meditation is helped by the use of ganja and the deity is known as Jah.  Its practitioners often wear woolen caps of red and gold, although many of them quit the religion in 1974 after its leader’s death.  FTP, name this religion associated with pot and reggae and the veneration of Haile Selassie.

ANSWER:  Rastifarianism
2. The decline of this family became irreversible when the countship passed to the House of Chatillon.  The zenith of its power was reached when it was combined with Champagne under the leadership of Eudes II.  Founded by Thibaut the Cheat, its hereditary dominion extended from the Indre River to the Eure.  It entered British history when Henry became bishop of Winchester and his brother set aside Matilda for the throne.  FTP, name the short-lived English royal house of King Stephen.

ANSWER:  Blois
3. Characters encountered in this novel include Roland Major, Denver D. Doll, and Ed Dunkel. Describing the narrator’s adventures in San Francisco with Remi Boncoeur, his trip to Mexico with Stan Shepard, and his time in New Orleans being mentored by Bull Lee, it is an account of the narrator’s time spent among the circle of Carlo Marx and Dean Moriarty. Narrated by Sal Paradise, FTP, what is this novel, the best known work by Jack Kerouac?


Answer: On the Road
4. In humans and some animals its most notable form may be ptyalin.  First purified from malt in 1835 by Anselme Payen and Jean Persoz, its discovery prompted the theorization of enzymes.  Important in the brewing process of some beers, this enzyme is also known as “diastase.”  It hydrolyzes starch to create glucose, maltose and the limit-dextrins.  Necessary for the digestion of carbohydrates, FTP, name this enzyme most well known for its role in saliva.

ANSWER:  Amylase  [Accept “Diastase” before it’s mentioned.]

5. The explanation for this concept’s invention was put forth in a letter its originator wrote to Fliess in which he said that a long train-trip may have given him the opportunity to be sexually aroused by a certain naked individual. Introduced in the paper A SpecialTtype of Choice of Object Made By Men, it was famously used by Ernest Jones to explain Hamlet’s behavior. It’s devisor held that it was one manifestation of the early phallic stage, and that overcoming it gives rise to the superego.  FTP, identify this Freudian male analogue of the Electra Complex.

ANSWER:  Oedipus Complex

6. According to one myth, he was co-ruler of Latium with Camesus.  Other accounts list Uranus and Hecate as his parents and Camise as his wife.  He had an affair with the nymph Juturna and gave birth to the minor god Fons.  His most notable child was Tiberinus, who drowned in the Tiber River.  The first hour of each day and the first day of each month were sacred to this deity, while legions embarking for war walked through his gate in the Forum.  FTP, name this Roman god of beginnings, endings, entrances, and exits, best known for his 2-faced appearance.

ANSWER:  Janus
7. In a house on Usher’s Island, the protagonist of this story worries that his quoting from Robert Browning in his after-dinner speech will be over the listeners’ heads.  However, his metaphor of the Three Graces is well received by Aunts Julia and Kate, as well as Mary Jane.  The climax is reached when the singing of “The Lass of Aughrim” causes Gretta to remember her old lover, Michael Furey, and the sight of snowflakes outside the window brings an epiphany to Gabriel Conroy.  FTP, name this last story in Dubliners, written by James Joyce.

ANSWER:  The Dead
8. They contain 5 different kinds of positively-charged proteins rich in lysine and arginine residues and which are known as histones.  Known as “dyads” when duplicated, these biological structures contain a kinetochore at the centromere.  Also containing various transcription factors, they are primarily composed of a single molecule of DNA in eukaryotes.  FTP, name these structures which include X and Y varieties.

ANSWER:  Chromosomes

9. This neighborhood includes a famous group of towers built single-handedly by Simon Rodilla out of discarded items such as broken glass and seashells.  According to an investigatory commission headed by John McCone, the passage of Proposition 14 precipitated the most famous event to occur here by blocking the implementation of federal fair housing legislation.  On August 11, 1965, a routine traffic stop led to $200 million in property damage, 34 deaths and 6 days of rioting.  FTP, name the Los Angeles neighborhood where this riot occurred.

ANSWER:  Watts
10. Furnace Creek feeds into this region which is bounded on the west by the Panamint Range, which contains its highest point, Telescope Peak. Greatly popularized by the adventurer Walter Scott, its eastern border is the Amargosa Mountains, which share their name with a river which contains a small pool known as Badwater. FTP, what is this arid valley which reaches a depth of 282 feet below sea level, making it the lowest point in North America?


Answer: Death Valley
11. According to Plutarch, the first person to live in this type of structure was the first-century tribune, Livius Drusus.  One of the more well-known examples is the Farnsworth House in Illinois, designed by Mies van der Rohe, but the most notable such building includes a free standing “buffet bar” and a red brick cylinder containing the bathroom.  Due to the brick, the bathroom is the only room with any privacy in the New Canaan, Connecticut version designed by Philip Johnson.  FTP, identify this sort of structure who’s residents shouldn’t throw stones.

ANSWER:  The Glass House

12. Modern editions of this philological work include the author’s “Attempt at Self-Criticism” before the foreword.  Echoing Castiglione with his emphasis on music as the highest aesthetic form, the author discusses Archilochus at length before accusing Socrates of “killing” art.  Denouncing Euripides for destroying the wonderfully barbaric nature of Greek drama, the author extols the opera Tristan un Isolde as upholding the ideal Dionysian art over the Apollonian.  FTP, name this first philosophical treatise by Nietzsche, which discussed the origins of drama.

ANSWER:  The Birth of Tragedy Out of the Spirit of Music or Hellenism and Pessimism or Die Geburt der Tragoedie
13. This element forms a passive oxide coating in air, and is obtained by heating its oxide with carbon and chlorine and then reducing the product by the Kroll process. Discovered by Gregor in 1789, its main sources are ilmenite and rutile. A white metallic transition element, its main use is in a large number of strong, light, corrosion-resistant alloys used in the construction of such machinery as ships and aircraft. FTP, what is this element with atomic number 22 and symbol Ti?


Answer: titanium
14. Early in his legal career, he studied rhetoric with Arellius Fuscus and Porcius Latro, and then became either the administrator of a prison or a mint before being promoted to judge.  Spurious works attributed to him include On Fishing and The Walnut Tree, while he defended his life’s work in Ibis.  He wrote a long poem on women’s cosmetics, Medicamina Faciei Femineae, and attempted to cure love in Remedia Amoris.  He composed letters between mythological heroes and their spouses in the Heroides, and in Letters from the Black Sea lamented the exile caused in part by his controversial Ars Amatoria. FTP, name this Latin poet probably best known for his Metamorphoses?

ANSWER:  Publius Ovidius Nasso

15. Officially known as “Armored Cruiser #1”, it was summoned to its final destination by Consul Fitzhugh Lee.  Captained by Charles Sigsbee, a 1976 investigation by Admiral Rickover contradicted the conclusion of the earlier Sampson Board of Inquiry by holding that the cause of its demise was most likely a coal burner fire rather than an externally caused explosion. At the time the largest ship ever to enter Havana harbor, FTP, remember this battleship whose 1898 sinking propelled the Spanish-American War.

ANSWER:  USS Maine
16. Once the deputy organist to Kerll at the Imperial Chapel, he originally studied under Heinrich Schwemmer.  His son Hieronymus became an accomplished musican in his own right, but this composer’s better known student was Johann Christoph Bach.  Court organist at both Stuttgart and Nuremberg, some of his better known works include the motet Praise the Lord, the Hexachordum Apollonis arias and the Six Suites for Two Violins.  Also known for his Magnificat Fugues, FTP, name this Lutheran baroque composer of Canon in D.

ANSWER:  Johann Pachelbel  [do not accept “Taco Bell”]

17. In the climactic part of this play, Dowson, Swinburne and Baudelaire are all drunkenly quoted at length, while the sound of foghorns provides the primary metaphor of the last act. Off-stage characters include the cook Bridget and Dr. Hardy, who diagnoses Edmund’s consumption.  Another symbol is the watering of the whiskey by the servant Cathleen and the dissipated son Jamie, while the mother, Mary, remembers her piano-playing days, shoots up with morphine and blames the death of Eugene on the acting career of her husband, James Tyrone.  FTP, name this semi-autobiographical play by Eugene O’Neill.

ANSWER:  Long Day’s Journey Into Night
18. He transferred the last legion that had been under a senatorial proconsul to the command of an imperial legate.  He executed Naevius Sutorius Macro, the Praetorian prefect who made him emperor, and consecrated his own dead sister Drusilla as “Diva.”  Eventually murdered by Cassius Chaerea, he had become unpopular due to mental instability and personal excesses, such as building a boat bridge across the Bay of Naples. Roman emperor from 37-41, FTP, name this son of Germanicus nicknamed “Little Boots.”

ANSWER:  Caligula or Gaius Caesar Germanicus

19. This man’s namesake star is a supernova in Ophiuchus described in his book “De stella nova”, while in “Dioptrice” he postulated a ray theory of light to explain vision. While professor of mathematics at Graz, he wrote “Mysterium cosmographicum”, which brought him to the attention of his future mentor, whose astronomical calculations he completed as the “Rudolphine Tables”. These calculations led to his most famous contributions to astronomy, found in “Astronomia nova” and “Harmonices mundi”. FTP, who was this assistant to Tycho Brahe best known for his three laws of planetary motion.


Answer: Johannes Kepler
20. The literary character Velutha is a member of this group. Placed below the Sudras, they do not have a varna, or color, associated with them. Recently, they have chosen to be known as “dalits”, while earlier Gandhi had dubbed “Harijans” or “Children of God” in an attempt to improve their lot in life. FTP, name this group technically now known as the “Scheduled Castes”, ostracized due to their employment in polluting tasks.

ANSWER:  Untouchables  [accept “Harijans” or “Dalits” before they are mentioned]

21. New evidence from the Hanbury Brown-Twiss experiment indicates that electron pairs may act like these particles, which if cooled to extremely low temperatures condense and form a “super-atom.”  They have integer spin measured in h-bar units, and do not obey the Pauli-exclusion principle.  A nucleus is defined as this type of particle if it has an even number of protons and neutrons.  They include weakons, gravitons, photons and gluons.  Distinguished from fermions, FTP, name this type of force carrying particles, which include Goldstone and Higgs varieties, whose name implies that they obey Bose-Einstein statistics.

Answer:  Bosons

1. FTSNOP, answer the following about the middle ear.

1. (10 points) This is the collective name for the three small bones commonly known as the hammer, anvil, and stirrup, whose job is to transmit vibrations from the eardrum to the inner ear.


Answer: auditory ossicles or ear ossicles
2. (20 points) Now, for 5 points each and an extra five for all correct, give the names for the three auditory ossicles commonly called the hammer, anvil, and stirrup.


Answer: malleus, incus, stapes
2. Stuff about a scholastic philosopher cum theologian, 10 points each.

A.  When still a teenager he became a Dominican novice, so his brothers kidnapped him and tempted him with a woman, who he drove away with a firebrand.  Known as the “Angelic Doctor”, he was taught by Albertus Magnus.

ANSWER:  Thomas Aquinas
B.  Early in this magnum opus, Aquinas seeks to demonstrate the existence of God through his “Five Ways.”  Its fifth and final volume is a supplement focusing on marriage, the resurrection, holy orders and extreme unction.

ANSWER:  Summa Theologica or Summa Theologiae
C.  This five volume work, probably his second most important, includes two books on Providence and one each on God, Creation and Salvation.

ANSWER:  Summa Contra Gentiles
3. FTPE, name the following about a Nathaniel Hawthorne novel.

1. (10 points) In this novel, Hester Prynne is forced to deal with the shame caused by the birth of the illegitimate daughter she had with the young clergyman Arthur Dimmesdale.


Answer: The Scarlet Letter
2. (10 points) This is the name of Hester Prynne’s daughter in “The Scarlet Letter”.


Answer: Pearl
3. (10 points) Much of the action revolves around this husband of Hester Prynne, who is thought dead but is actually disguised as a physician.


Answer: Roger Chillingworth
4. FTPE, name these Native American dwellings.

1. (10 points) A religion founded by Handsome Lake is named for these buildings of the Iroquois. A rectangular box built with poles and covered with bark, they were typically 20 feet wide, with the length depending on the number of inhabitants.


Answer: longhouse
2. (10 points) Characteristic of the Algonquian tribes of the northeast, it is constructed with saplings driven into the ground and tied together at the top, often covered by bark or woven mats.


Answer: wigwam
3. (10 points) With an entrance generally facing the rising sun, this circular domed log dwelling of the Navajos was usually covered by mud and sod, except for a hole at the top for smoke to escape.


Answer: hogan
5. Name these lakes, FTPE.

10: Lying 12,000 feet up in the Andes, it is drained by the Desaguadero River to Lake Poopo and is shared by Bolivia and Peru.

ANSWER:  Lake Titicaca
10:  Port Radium sits on this lake, the largest in Canada and fourth largest on the continent.

ANSWER:  Great Bear Lake

10: Featuring the long General Rafael Urdaneta Bridge, its main outlet is the Catatumbo River. It is the largest lake in South America.

ANSWER:  Lake Maracaibo
6. Chemicals, 10 points each:

A.  All members of this group have at least one double bond consisting of a sigma and a Pi bond between two adjacent carbons in the molecule. Butene is an example.

ANSWER:  Alkenes or Olefins

B.  Formed when a methyl group replaces a hydrogen on a benzene ring, this hydrocarbon with formula CH3 C6 H5 produces TNT when mixed with nitric and sulfuric acids.

ANSWER:  Toluene or Methylbenzene
C.  This group consists of a carbon atom joined to an oxygen atom by a double bond and to an OH group by a single bond.

ANSWER:  Carboxyl
7. Identify the Chinese Emperors, 10 points each.

A.  Portrayed in Bertolucci’s film, The Last Emperor, he spent 15 years in a labor camp for supporting the Japanese, but was eventually pardoned by Mao Zedong and became a gardener.

ANSWER:  Pu Yi or Xuan Tong or Kang De
B.  This founder of the Yuan Dynasty was the grandson of a famous conqueror. He established himself at Cambaluc, which became renown for its splendor.


Answer: Kublai Khan
C.  This regent usurped the throne and interrupted the Han Dynasty with his short-lived Hsin Dynasty and attempted to redistribute land to the peasants.  He failed.

ANSWER:  Wang Mang

8. Name these Norse realms, 10 points each.  

A.  This is the home of the gods, where Valhalla is located.

ANSWER:  Asgard
B.  Surrounded by the river Gjoll, it is ruled by the daughter of Loki and Angr-Boda.  It is guarded by Garm and the giant eagle, Hraesvelg.

ANSWER:  Helheim
C.  Placed next to Helheim is this land of ice, snow and mist where murderers and oathbreakers are sent.

ANSWER:  Niflheim
9. Name the following about David Hasselhoff’s favorite poet, John Donne, FTPE.

A. Donne is often categorized as a member of this group of 17th century poets including Andrew Marvell and George Herbert, who wrote emotional poetry marked by sustained conceits.

Answer: Metaphysical Poets

B.  The references to blood sucking in this John Donne poem have led some dirty-minded critics to claim it is less innocent than it seems. In it, Donne tries to convince his beloved to sleep with him, saying that she would lose no more honor than if she killed the titular insect.

11. FTPE, name these laws and equations from physics.

1. (10 points) This law states that the total electric flux normal to a closed surface in an electric field is proportional to the algebraic sum of the electric charges within the surface.


Answer: Gauss' law

A.  Give the popular title of Beethoven’s Sixth Symphony, which has movements like “Thunderstorm” and “Shepherd’s Song.”

ANSWER:  The Pastoral Symphony

B.  The Pastoral Symphony was used for the title of a 1919 novel about a dirty-minded Swiss pastor and a blind girl, Gertrude, by what French author and Nobel Laureate?

ANSWER:  Andre Gide
C.  This English composer of the London Symphony and the opera Riders to the Sea also composed a work entitled A Pastoral Symphony.

ANSWER:  Ralph Vaughan Williams
14. Every philosopher worth his or her salt has to have a magnum opus.  Name these philosophers based on clues about their opus for 15 points, or for 10 if you need its name.

15:  Subtitled “A Phenomenological Essay on Ontology,” this man’s masterpiece is probably best known for its discussion of “bad faith” and the nature of authentic existence vs. non-existence.

15. Identify the following about a novelist, 10 points each.

A.  In this novel, Jim Burden narrates the experiences of the Shimerda family, immigrants from Bohemia to the Nebraska prairie.

B. Name the author of My Antonia.


Answer: Willa Cather
C. This Willa Cather novel follows the attempts of the matriarch of the Colbert family to sell the mixed-race slave Nancy Till. Oprah did not pick it for her book club.

ANSWER:  Sapphira and the Slave Girl
16. Stuff about a composer, 10 points each.

A.  Several of his compositions were inspired by his love for dumplings. Composer of the Octet for Strings, of his 5 symphonies, the Italian and Scottish are especially well-known.

ANSWER:  Felix Mendelssohn-Bartholdy

B.  Although he also wrote a symphony to celebrate the anniversary of printing, Mendelssohn’s fifth symphony was written to celebrate the 300 year anniversary of the Augsburg Confessions.  Name it.

ANSWER:  Reformation Symphony

C.  Twenty years after he wrote a famous overture for this Shakespeare play, Mendelssohn followed with incidental music for the entire play in 1843.

ANSWER:  A Midsummer Night’s Dream
17. Stuff about a business cartel, FTPE.

10:  It was really more a league of business associations than cities, but nonetheless, it held sway in the Baltic from about the 12th century to the 15th.  It had a central Diet but most of its governance was conducted at the regional assemblies known as “Thirds.”

ANSWER:  Hanseatic League

10: Name either of the two original cities which formed the Hanseatic League.

Answer: Lubeck or Hamburg
10: The primary impetus to form the Hanseatic League was to capture the trade in this spice, which soon traveled a canal between Hamburg and Lubeck.

Answer: salt
18. Get out your necklace of skulls and name the following about a bad-ass Hindu deity, 10 points each.

A.  Identified with the Vedic deity Rudra, this Hindu destroyer god is often worshipped in the form of a phallus.  Other forms include the great Yogi and Nataraja, Lord of the Cosmic Dance.  He likes to ride the bull Nandi.

ANSWER:  Gopis

19. Stuff about a Japanese novelist, 10 points each.

A.  His first novel was The Izu Dancer, and he is perhaps best known for a novel about a country geisha and a businessman entitled Snow Country. He was the first Japanese author to win the Nobel Prize.

Answer: Kawabata Yasunari

B.  This unfinished Kawabata novel centers around Kikuji’s affairs with his father’s mistress and her daughter.

ANSWER:  Thousand Cranes or Sembazuru
C.  Published along with Thousand Cranes, this novel dealt with an old man, Shingo, who doesn’t get along with his own children but does with his daughter-in-law.

ANSWER:  The Sound of the Mountain or Yama no Oto
20. Identify the chemical projections, 15 points each.

A.  In this projection the four bonds of a chiral carbon atom are represented by a cross, with vertically drawn bonds considered to head away from the viewer and horizontal bonds toward the viewer.
