TOSSUPS
1. When the dwarf Alvis asked for the hand of this god’s daughter Thrud, this god asked Alvis questions until the sun turned Alvis to stone.  He is the patron god of the lower classes, and receives them in the magnificent hall Bilskirnir.  To reach the Urdar fountain in the shade of Yggdrasil, he must wade through the rivers Kormt, Ormt, and Kerlaug, because he is not allowed to cross Bifröst.  He is equipped with the belt Megin-giörd and the gauntlet Iarn-greiper, which allows him to wield his hammer Mjölnir more effectively. FTP, who is this powerful Norse god of thunder?


Answer: Thor (accept Donar)

2. His early writings include 20 books on Etruscan history and a treatise on dice playing. He extended rights to the colonies of Northern Africa and recognized the rights of Jews, and entrusted to Aulus Plautius the campaign to subjugate Britain that he began. He came to power when a soldier found him trembling in the imperial palace after the murder of his nephew and predecessor, Caligula. The subject of two novels by Robert Graves, FTP, identify this Roman emperor from 41 to 54 AD who was poisoned to make room for Nero.


Answer: Tiberius Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus (or Tiberius Claudius Nero


Germanicus)

3. The narrative of this short story is presented as having been published in La Revue Anti-Aristocratique by a certain Monsieur de l’Aubépine, an alter ego of the true author.  The lustful old dame Lisabetta aids the protagonist, who does not heed the warnings of the kindly professor Pietro Baglioni.  Though his suspicions are roused by purple marks on his skin, wilting flowers, and the title character’s ability to kill insects by breathing on them, Giovanni pursues a relationship with Beatrice until discovering he has become poisonous as well due to the experiments of Beatrice’s father.  FTP, what is this short story by Nathaniel Hawthorne?


Answer: Rappaccini’s Daughter
4. Ordinary numerical integration causes systems of this type to deviate, so symplectic methods are often used instead.  Systems of this type obey Liouville's Theorem, and their dynamics can be described by taking derivatives of a single function on phase space. Their evolutions are determined by the functions of the same name that express their energy in terms of momentum and positional coordinates. FTP, what are these dynamical systems named for the developer of quaternions?


Answer: Hamiltonian systems

5. A red barn can be seen in the back right of this painting, while the main building’s attic features a pointed arch window that provides part of the basis for its title. One figure is seen staring at something to the viewer’s right, and is based on the artist’s sister Nan. Byron McKeeby, the artist’s dentist, modeled for the other figure, who is given symbolic significance by holding a pitchfork in his right hand. FTP, what is this classic of American Regionalism, painted by Grant Wood?


Answer: American Gothic
6. A powerful influence in this man’s formative years was his tutor, Adrian of Utrecht, later Pope Adrian VI. His reign was plagued in part by the revolts of the comuneros and the North German states. The son of Philip the Handsome and Joanna the Mad, he ended French hegemony in Italy with his defeat of Francis I at Pavia, but in his last years tried to stave off debt by having his son Philip II wed Mary I of England. Reigning from 1519 until his 1556 abdication, FTP, who was this Holy Roman Emperor?


Answer: Charles V (accept Charles I of Spain)

7. This play features an argument between Right Logic and Wrong Logic over the benefits of bathing.  The creditors Pasias and Amynias are rebuked by the dishonest main character, a farmer who, because the titular chorus wishes to teach him fear of the gods, eventually receives a severe beating from his sophist son Pheidippides.  Strepsiades ultimately burns down the Thinkery of Socrates in, FTP, what Aristophanes play whose title refers to a group of celestial shape-shifters?

Answer: The Clouds (Nephelai)

8. He chronicled his experiences in the field in works like The Indian Journals and The League of the Ho-de-no-sau-nee. In his best-known works, he laid the foundation for the study of kinship and developed a theory of cultural evolution positing that cultures develop through stages of savagery, barbarism, and civilization. FTP, who was this pioneer of American anthropology, the author of Systems of Consanguinity and Affinity of the Human Family and Ancient Society?


Answer: Lewis Henry Morgan
9. Two lesser-known Biblical figures with this name were a prophet killed by King Jehoiakim and the chief priest of Ahaz of Judah who witnessed for Isaiah. The best-known figure of this name was rewarded with a mess of meat for following his king’s command to go home and wash his feet. However, he slept at the king’s door due to his guilt that Israel, Judah, and Joab had to sleep in a tent, after which the king sent him to the front lines of a fierce battle to engineer his death. FTP, who was this husband of Bathsheba betrayed by David, known as “the Hittite”?


Answer: Uriah
10. Learning his trade from the Lutheran minister Dan Call, one morning in 1905 this man forgot the combination to the safe in his office and kicked it in frustration.  He broke his toe, which grew infected, leading to his death from blood poisoning in 1911. He celebrated his 21st birthday by buying the knee-length frock coat and planter’s hat in which he is always depicted today. His product was the only one of its kind to win the Gold Medal at the 1904 World’s Fair in St. Louis, as one can read on the labels of this man’s legacy.  FTP, name this resident of Lynchburg, Tennessee, the developer of his namesake Old No. 7 sipping whiskey.


Answer: Jasper Newton “Jack” Daniel  

11. During WWI, he published Egotism in German Philosophy, having earlier produced an important critique of literature entitled Interpretations of Poetry and Religion. He stated that to judge anything beautiful is “to establish an ideal” in The Sense of Beauty and attempted to describe the human intellect in The Life of Reason. He later described his theory of immediately apprehended essences in his major works, Scepticism and Animal Faith and Realms of Being. FTP, who was this Spanish-born American philosopher and author of the novel The Last Puritan, known for his quote “those who cannot remember the past are doomed to repeat it?”


Answer: George Santayana
12. This disease comes in two varieties known as urban and jungle that are differentiated by the means of transmission. The urban version’s only vector of transmission is the Aedes aegypti mosquito, as discovered by Walter Reed, knowledge that has prevented an outbreak in the United States since 1905. After an incubation period of several days, those infected suffer headache, fever, and vomiting, which is soon followed either by recovery or worsening fever, vomiting of dark, altered blood, and even death. FTP, what is this fever whose associated jaundice provides the skin coloration that gives it its name?


Answer: yellow fever
13. He was a religious fanatic who castrated himself to maintain his purity. Although he was eventually hanged, he evaded capture by authorities for almost a month with the aid of a sympathetic ship’s captain. He planned the pivotal event of his life for August 30, 1800, when he hoped to lead an army of several thousand on Richmond, Virginia, capture James Madison, and establish an independent black state with himself as king, but a torrential rainstorm dispersed his forces, and before they could reassemble, informants revealed his scheme. FTP, who was this leader of America’s first major slave uprising?


Answer: Gabriel Prosser (accept either name)

14. The speaker catalogues the three stages of his youth and “the coarser pleasures of my boyish days / And their glad animal movements all gone by.”  However, he goes on to say that “other gifts / Have followed; for such loss, I would believe, / Abundant recompense.”  He describes one of these gifts as being “Of eye, and ear, - both what they half create, and what perceive,” and concludes this poem by demanding to “behold in thee what I was once” while addressing his sister Dorothy during his return to the banks of the Wye river.  FTP, what is this poem written by William Wordsworth, named for an edifice found nearby?


Answer: Lines Composed a Few Miles above Tintern Abbey, on Revisiting the Banks of the Wye 



during a Tour, July 13, 1798 

15. This country’s main rivers are the Purari, Fly, and Sepik, and its central mountain chain, the Highlands, reaches its highest point at Mount Wilhelm. It includes the archipelagoes of Bismarck, Buka, and Bougainville, the latter of which declared independence in 1990, but has not been recognized by any country. Its main land is found to the east of Irian Jaya, and it has its capital at Port Moresby. FTP, name this Southeastern Pacific nation that shares with Indonesia the second largest island in the world.


Answer: Independent State of Papua New Guinea
16. With Max Delbruck he developed a theory of molecular complementarity in antibody-antigen reactions. His theory of “directed valence” grew from his early work, in which he introduced the concept of hybrid orbitals and developed an empirical definition of electronegativity. His main ideas were collected in 1939’s The Nature of the Chemical Bond, and won him his first Nobel Prize. FTP, who was this chemist who won a second Nobel in 1962 for his campaign against nuclear testing?


Answer: Linus Pauling
17. Much confusion has surrounded the direction senza sordini in the first movement of this musical work, whose third and final section, presto agitato, concludes with a remarkably long 43-bar coda. The composer’s Opus 27, Number 2 in C-sharp minor, its most famous part is its first section, adagio sostenuto. Originally titled “Quasi una fantasia” to account for the non-traditional use of its form, it gained its nickname from a description by the poet Ludwig Rellstab involving Lake Lucerne. FTP, what is this * 14th piano sonata by Beethoven bearing a lunar name?


Answer: Moonlight sonata (accept Beethoven’s 14th Piano Sonata until *)

18. In a regular Sturm-Liouville problem, the spectrum of these numbers is discrete and semi-infinite. There is a conjecture that, for some positive operator, the zeroes of the Riemann zeta function are in fact this type of value, whose magnitudes can be bound by the size of matrix elements using Schur's inequalities. Symbolized lambda, they can be found by setting to zero the determinant of the matrix minus lambda times the identity matrix or by finding the roots of the* characteristic equation. FTP, what are these values that reveal by how much matrix multiplication changes their corresponding eigenvectors?

Answer: eigenvalues (accept characteristic values until *, prompt afterwards)

19. This author reminisced about his home life in the essay collections Nuptials and The Wrong Side and the Right Side.  Early in his career, he organized the avant-garde Théâtre de l’equipe and wrote plays like The Misunderstanding, while later plays include State of Siege and The Just Assassins. He contrasted moral rebellion with political rebellion in his essay The Rebel.  FTP, who was this French-Algerian author of the novels The Plague and The Stranger?


Answer: Albert Camus  

20. The author of the 1926 expressionist novel Michael: A German Destiny in Diary Sheets, he first came to prominence in 1927 as the founder and editor of the journal Der Angriff. He earned a doctorate from Heidelberg under Friedrich Gundolf after gaining exemption from World War I service due to a clubfoot that was later held by some to the hoof of the Devil. Leader of the Berlin branch of the Nazi Party in the 1920s, he became chancellor the day before he took his own life in Hitler’s bunker. FTP, who was this Nazi minister of propaganda?


Answer: Josef Goebbels
EXTRA TOSSUPS:

It is thought to have properties similar to tungsten. Scientists at Switzerland’s Paul Scherrer Institute have been able to create it by bombarding Californium-248 with neon atoms. It was first created in 1974 at the Soviet Joint Institute for Nuclear Research via the bombardment of lead with Chromium-54, and then by Albert Ghiorso at the Lawrence Berkeley Laboratory via the nuclear fusion of Californium-249 with Oxygen-18.  FTP, name this element with atomic number * 106, named after the American co-discoverer of the first 11 trans-uranium elements.

1. Though he repudiated the party platform, he ran as the 1864 Democratic presidential candidate after being relieved as general in chief for hesitancy in following up victories.


Answer: George McClellan
2. Known for his remark “war is hell”, he refused the attempts by the Republicans to nominate him for president in 1884, stating “I will not accept if nominated, and will not serve if elected.”


Answer: William Tecumseh Sherman

3. This war hero ran as the 1880 Democratic presidential candidate and lost to James A. Garfield.


Answer: Winfield Scott Hancock

1. The pyloric sphincter is found at the entrance from the stomach to this organ’s first part, the duodenum. Its other sections are the jejunum and ileum.


Answer: small intestine
2. These minute, fingerlike projections of the small intestine increase the surface area of the intestinal wall.


Answer: villi or villus
3. Secretions from these glands in the duodenal submucosa serve to protect the intestinal walls from gastric juices.


Answer: Brunner’s glands

              Answer: War of the Grand Alliance or War of the League of Augsburg
