EXTRA TOSSUPS

(WITCHITA STATE) Book IV of this literary work includes the tale of Scudamour and Amoret, Book III features the character Belphoebe, and Book II describes the destruction of Acrasia and her Bower of Bliss. Book I tells of the rescue of Lady Una from the dragon Errour and the magician Archimago by the Knight of Holiness, while the other five published books tell of knights like Sir Artegal, Sir Britomart, and Sir Guyon. An allegory whose title figure is modeled on Queen Elizabeth, FTP, what is this epic by Edmund Spenser?


Answer: The Faerie Queene
(WITCHITA STATE) It was sparked by a trip to visit family in Waterloo by one of those involved, who paid a social visit to a friend in the titular town, where talk soon turned to a recently passed New York Property Rights Act. This soon grew into a two day meeting in a local Wesleyan Church presided over by James Mott. Its ultimate result was the issuance of the Declaration of Sentiments and the adoption of 11 resolutions, including one calling for women’s suffrage. Organized by Lucrezia Mott and Elizabeth Cady Stanton, FTP, what was this 1848 meeting, the first modern women’s rights convention?


Answer: Seneca Falls Convention

(WITCHITA STATE) This author died in bed in 1950 while reading a comic book, having earlier served as the oldest war correspondent covering the South Pacific during WWII. His later works were lackluster pulp and science fiction writings like The Cave Girl, The War Chief, and Apache Devil. He is known for the escapist value of his early science fiction fantasies about Mars, including A Princess of Mars and Under the Moons of Mars, but he is mainly remembered today for his tales of an English aristocrat raised by apes in the African jungle. FTP, who was this creator of Tarzan?


Answer: Edgar Rice Burroughs
(TEXAS A&M – NOT ROMERO) The main theme of this musical work was first developed for the trio section of the composer’s March in D Major, and its music was later adapted for his Coronation Ode with the words “Land of hope and glory”. The first of five similar compositions by the composer intended to prove that serious music could be written in the military march form, the tradition with which it is most associated grew from its use at a Yale ceremony conferring an honorary doctorate on its composer, Edward Elgar. Named for a quote from Othello, FTP, what is this famous march now ubiquitous at graduation ceremonies?


Answer: Pomp and Circumstance, No. 1
(TEXAS A&M – NOT ROMERO) A close approximation to it was reported by the German scientists Paneth and Peters, who observed spontaneous catalysis in which hydrogen absorbed through palladium produced helium. The major obstacle to it is the electrostatic repulsion between nuclei, and the best current approach to overcome it is the meson-catalysed method. Great interest surrounded its supposed discovery by Pons and Fleischmann at the University of Utah, but the results proved to be unrepeatable. FTP, what is this elusive nuclear process that can be performed at room temperature?


Answer: cold fusion
(ILLINOIS) As the god Rig, he created the three races of mankind:  the serfs, the peasants, and the warriors.  Similar to the god Tyr, his rides the mount Gulltop, and lives in the hall of Himinbjorg.  Born of the nine daughters of Aegir, he is also known as Gullintani because of his "golden, shining teeth."  He can hear the grass grow and can see a hundred miles around him, and he will sound his great Gjallarhorn to summon the gods to battle at Ragnarok.  FTP, name this Norse god of light, the guardian of the rainbow bridge Bifrost.

Answer: Heimdall

(ILLINOIS) In the middle layers of this structure, amacrine, bipolar, and horizontal cells work together to produce a graded response to synaptic input from receptors, which they transfer to the outermost layer of ganglion cells, neurons whose axons constitute the output from this structure to the brain via the second cranial nerves.  The innermost layer is known as the pigment epithelium, and serves to prevent backscattering of light.  FTP, name this structure of the eye that also has two types of photosensitive receptor cells, commonly referred to as rods and cones.

Answer: retina

(PITT) There are over 100 biotypes of this disease, but only 01 ("oh-one") and 0139 ("oh-1-3-9") possess both the VPI pathogenicity island and the CTX prophage that confer its characteristic exotoxin. It is caused by the Vibrio bacterium, which never enters the cells, but adheres to the intestinal lining and secretes a toxin that deactivates ion pumps and increases the cells' permeability to water. It can be prevented by basic sanitation and it runs its course within 2 weeks if patients are kept hydrated. FTP, what is this disease marked by severe diarrhea, vomiting, and dehydration?


Answer: cholera

(ILLILOIS) The 14th overall pick of the 1989 NHL Entry draft, this goalie played no more than 30 games in his first six seasons in the league. In his eighth, he led his team to the 1998 Stanley Cup Finals, where they came up short to the Detroit Red Wings. Despite not getting though the first round of the playoffs since, he has racked up several individual accolades, including the 2000 Vezina Trophy.  FTP, name this South African-born net minder for the Washington Capitals, affectionately named "Olie the goalie."

Answer: Olaf Kolzig
