3. This city’s importance stems in part from its location at the intersection of three important trade routes, including a valley formed by the Morava and Vardar rivers. Known in ancient times as Singidunum, it now has a name meaning “White Fortress”. FTP, what was this 1862 battle delaying the establishment of a French puppet state in Mexico, now commemorated during Cinco de Mayo?

6. At one point, the poet describes the archangel of the soul trapped between two visual images, soon after which a wail of “eli eli lamma lamma sabacthani” shivers the cities. The poet explains that he is not safe while his beloved Carl is “in the total animal soup of time”. Other parts describe down and out Mensa-types slumming in the black part of town looking for heroin while “Anglehead hipsters burn for ancient heavenly connections to starry dynamos.” FTP, what is this poem explaining that the poet has seen the destruction of the best minds of his generation, a masterpiece of the Beat Movement by Allan Ginsburg?

7. This element is found in economically important quantities in minerals like spodumene, lepidolite, and petalite, in which it was first discovered in 1817 by Johan Arfwedson. It has the highest specific heat of the metallic elements and produces a crimson color in a flame, providing an important test for its presence. Its compounds alter sodium transport and interfere with ion exchange and nerve conduction, but despite being a poison at moderately high levels, it is often used to treat manic-depressive disorders. 8. After he contemptuously waves Elvira out of his chamber, he and Leporello witness the arrival of a statue of the murdered Commendatore, who drags the title figure to hell. 9. Part of this work recounts the author’s attempt to understand man through the technique and style of Europe, revealing only a succession of negations and murders. It claimed that, although Europe had stuffed itself with gold and raw materials, the wealth of imperial countries belong to all. A notorious preface by Sartre addressed its major idea, which advocated a “collective catharsis” in which colonized peoples purge themselves of their degradation through violence against their European oppressors.
