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TOSSUPS
1. This poem’s third section contains a description of the “Unreal City”, where the Smyrna merchant Mr. Eugenides asks the poet to lunch.  Other sections describe a reading of tarot cards by Madame Sosostris and the drowning of Phlebas the Phoenician. Introduced by a quote from the Satyricon, it is broken up into sections entitled “The Fire Sermon”, “Death by Water”, “What the Thunder Said”, “A Game of Chess”, and “Burial of the Dead”. FTP, name this poem that begins by labeling April the cruelest month, perhaps the most famous poem by T.S. Eliot.


Answer: “The Waste Land”

2. Economically important parts of this region include the coalmines around San Giovanni Valdarno and the renowned marble quarries of Carrera. Bordered by Latium, Umbria, Romagna, and Liguria, the Ombrone and Arno rivers supply water to the wine districts of Chianti, while other tourist centers include cities like Lucca, Pisa, and Siena. With capital at Florence, FTP, what is this region in west central Italy whose name is derived from its ancient Etruscan civilization?


Answer: Tuscany
3. One famous member of this Native American tribe was a medicine man whose name translates as “crazy, spherical puma”. Their name derives either from the Spanish for “wild” or from a Creek word meaning “runaway”, the latter due to their secession from the Creeks after the Treaty of Fort Jackson. Their willingness to harbor runaway slaves sparked conflict with Georgia and South Carolina, while resistance to the Treaty of Payne’s Landing led to the bloodiest of three namesake wars that eventually saw most of them relocated with the rest of the Five Civilized Tribes. Famously led by Osceola, FTP, what is this Florida Indian tribe whose name is now used by the Florida State athletic program?


Answer: Seminoles
4. This chemical can cause irritation to the skin, ironic in that one of its first notable uses was as the favored antiseptic of Joseph Lister. It is produced by the cumene process, and with chlorobenzene it is the product of the Raschig process. It is an important industrial chemical that can be combined with formaldehyde to produce Bakelite, and is used in the production of explosives, pharmaceuticals, resins, and Nylon. Also known as benzenol and carbolic acid, FTP, what is this chemical with formula C6H5OH, the simplest member of a group of organic compounds characterized by a hydroxyl group attached to a carbon on an aromatic ring?


Answer: phenol (accept benzenol or carbolic acid before they are mentioned)

5. In spite of this composer’s anti-Semitism, the fourth work in his Opus 17 has come to be known as “The Jew”. He incorporated the cello into his early chamber work Grand Duo on Themes from Robert the Devil, but is better known for piano works, including a famous Fantasy-Impromptu that he disliked so much he refused to have it published. He gained fame for his intimate drawing-room performances of works like the “Military” and “Heroic” Polonaises and his Second Piano Sonata, containing his famous funeral march. FTP, who was this French composer of Polish descent responsible for the “Minute” Waltz?


Answer: Frederic Chopin (or Fryderyk Franciszek)
6. One development of this novel is the imprisonment in Rolande’s tower of the madwoman Paquette la Chantfleurie, who lost her sanity after gypsies kidnapped her daughter. Another sympathetic character is the poet-philosopher Gringoire, who has fallen in love with a gypsy girl and is duped into leading her to her execution for the murder of Captain Phoebus. The crime was actually perpetrated by Claude Frollo, an archdeacon who had earlier denounced Esmeralda as a witch, and who is finally thrown to his death by the title figure. FTP, what is this novel about Quasimodo by Victor Hugo?


Answer: The Hunchback of Notre-Dame (accept the Notre-Dame of Paris or the Cathedral of Paris)

7. This ruler oversaw medical reforms implemented by the Imperial physician Gerhard van Swieten, while a stronger central government was achieved with the aid of talented ministers like Chotek, Haugwitz, and Kaunitz. The first partition of Poland saw the loss of Silesia, but influence to the west was gained when her husband Francis of Lorraine became Holy Roman Emperor. Succeeded by Joseph II, she had come to power after the death of her father Charles VI due to the Pragmatic Sanction. FTP, who was this ruler of Hungary, Bohemia, and Austria who defended her position in the Seven Years War and the War of Austrian Succession?


Answer: Maria Theresa
8. He is well known around his office as an intercessory supplication buff, and he claims to keep his secret fears and terrors in an Altoids tin that he threatens to open when contradicted. Recently, he has announced plans to offer opinion, even umbrage, at the media’s coverage of the Kobe Bryant trial, but admits that he will probably end up “call(ing) someone a fag” and getting fired. He currently voices the head of Harvey Birdman’s law firm, while earlier gigs include the role of Chuck Noblett on Strangers With Candy and the voice of Ace in the Ambiguously Gay Duo. FTP, name this comedian and star of a recent series of Mr. Goodwrench commercials best known as a senior correspondent on the Daily Show.


Answer: Stephen Colbert 

9. Significant features include the Aselli Australis, the Aselli Borealis and the star Acubens. Probably its most notable feature is M44, an open cluster alternately called the Praesepe, the “Crib”, or the “Gate of Men”. The faintest constellation of the zodiac, its brightest star is its beta star, called either Al Tarf or Sertan, which translates as “the claw”. FTP, what is this constellation symbolising a Crab?


Answer: Cancer
10. One name by which this philosopher was known was “Oulides”, a reference to his devotion to the Apollo Oulia of his hometown. Like most ancient thinkers, he wrote a work entitled On Nature, his being the best preserved of all pre-Socratic works. One part of it, entitled The Way of Truth, sees a goddess explain that there are only two aspects of nature, “being” and “non-being”, and since one cannot make something that “is” from something that “is not”, change is an illusion. FTP, who was this philosopher whose ideas were further elaborated by his pupil and adopted son, Zeno of Elea?


Answer: Parmenides
11. Late works by this author include a collection of short pieces called Wolfert’s Roost, a five-volume life of George Washington, a Life of Oliver Goldsmith, and a book on Mahomet and His Successors. Great hostility greeted Tales of a Traveler, although the earlier work Bracebridge Hall had been well received. His time as a diplomat in Spain inspired the Chronicle of the Conquest of Granada and a series of Spanish legends entitled The Alhambra. FTP, who was this author famous for A History of New York and The Sketch Book of Geoffrey Crayon, the latter of which contained “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow”?


Answer: Washington Irving
12. He would meet his end at the hands of Queen Tomyris, who stuffed his head in a jar of blood to satisfy his craving for it. He was ordered exposed as a baby because his grandfather Astyages dreamed that the shoot from his daughter’s genitals would overshadow his empire, but in a reversal he was allowed to live. He did in fact supplant Astyages, and went on to defeat the Lydians at Pteria and Thymbra before conquering Nabonidus and taking Babylon. FTP, name this man who overthrew the Medians and established the Persian empire, nicknamed “the Great”


Answer: Cyrus II or Cyrus the Great
13. Key developments include the revelation that English Bob is not as dangerous as he claims and the realization that the Schofield Kid lied when claiming to have killed before. The body of Ned Logan is displayed after he is tortured and killed by the local sheriff, helping to complete Will Munny’s regression from a family man to the savage killing machine he used to be, leading to a deadly confrontation with Little Bill Dagett, whose portrayal by Gene Hackman won him a Best Supporting Actor Oscar. FTP, what is this 1992 film that also won Best Picture and Best Director for its star, Clint Eastwood?


Answer: Unforgiven

14. The gastrointestinal version of this hormone is released by L cells, and ironically, its only purpose is to spur production of a substance strongly antagonized by the other type. That other type is a 29 amino-acid polypeptide released by alpha cells of the islets of Langerhans that aids carbohydrate metabolism and opposes the operation of insulin. FTP, what is this hormone that increases the concentration of glucose in the blood by stimulating the breakdown of glycogen?


Answer: glucagon
15. Objects associated with him include the water pot, a string of pearls, a spoon, a staff, and an alms dish. Acknowledged in many myths as the father of Narada, Dharma, and Atri, he is usually depicted as having red skin, wearing a white robe, and holding in his hands the Vedas that supposedly sprang from his head. Later, he grew more heads to look at the beautiful goddess he created to be his consort, Sarisvati. FTP, name this god, the creator in the Hindu pantheon.


Answer: Brahma

16. He examined the English class system in the pro-feminist work Ann Veronica and discussed religion in the works God, the Invisible King and First and Last Things. He described a political sex scandal in the novel The New Machiavelli, the loss of a child in Mr. Britling Sees It Through, and the world of medical quackery in Tono-Bungay. He remains best known for a specific genre, for which he wrote novels like The Wonderful Visit, The First Man in the Moon, and The Island of Dr. Moreau. FTP, who was this author of science-fiction classics like The Time Machine and The War of the Worlds?


Answer: Herbert George Wells
17. The admiralty was included in the scope of this legislation by the case Ex Parte New York, but its protections were diminished by Osborn v. Bank of the United States. It modified Article III, Section 2 of the Constitution, and later saw the case Principality of Monaco v. Mississippi add rulers of foreign nations to its list of prohibited plaintiffs. Drafted to overturn Chisholm v. Georgia, FTP, what is this law making it illegal for states to be sued by residents of other states, the first amendment not found in the Bill of Rights?


Answer: Eleventh Amendment
18. One instance of this phenomenon, discovered by Lee, Osheroff, and Richardson, is distinguished by either an “A phase” or “B phase”, and is valuable in theoretical studies due to its anisotropic nature. Laszlo Tisza proposed the “two fluid” model to help explain the first known instance of it, while Lev Landau offered a partial explanation in which quantum soundwaves remove internal resistance to movement when the medium reaches the “lambda point”, which was about 2.2 Kelvin when Pytor Kapitza discovered it in Helium-4. FTP, what is this phenomenon in which all viscosity is removed from helium at very low temperatures?


Answer: superfluidity
19. This literary work is composed of sections called “Passus”, and, due to the great dissimilarity of its two halves, it is usually divided into two parts known as the “Visio” and the “Vita”. The “Vita” is less popular, and sees the narrator consult Clergy, Scripture, Imagination, Thought, Wit, and Study in his search for Truth. The “Visio” sees the narrator fall asleep in the Malvern Hills, where his vision of people working in a field between the Tower of Truth and the Dungeon of Wrong is followed by the title character’s offer to lead the people in their search for Truth. FTP, what is this Middle English allegory usually attributed to William Langland?


Answer: The Vision of William Concerning Piers Plowman
20. This party’s vice-presidential nominees included A.M. West, B.J. Chambers, and Samuel Carey. It elected 14 congressmen in 1878, influencing Congress to pass the Bland-Allison Act. It dissolved after the poor showing of Benjamin Butler just 8 years after running its first candidate, Peter Cooper, but it had its greatest success when it joined with the Labor party to run James Weaver. Formed in response to the Panic of 1873, FTP, what was this political party that sought to wipe out agricultural debt by issuing the paper money that gave it its name?


Answer: Greenback Party (do not accept Greenback-Labor Party)

In the 1920s this man tried to extract gold from seawater, while earlier he was the first to demonstrate that oxidation and reduction take place at the electrodes. His study of the combustion of hydrocarbons led to the commercial “cracking” of natural oil into its components. Initially professor at Karlsruhe, he served from 1911-33 as director of the Kaiser-Wilhelm Institute for Physical Chemistry, but was forced out by the Nazis, despite having aided the WWI cause with his production of poison gas. 2. The best-known son of Hamilcar Barca was this general who crushed the Romans at Cannae and Lake Trasimene after a famous trek across the Alps.


Answer: Hannibal Barca

3. Not much press goes to this brother of Hannibal and Hasdrubal who was killed at the Battle of Ilipa despite outnumbering the Romans by almost two to one.


Answer: Mago Barca

Answer: Fountain of the Four Rivers
This structure is made up of two halves, and is formed by the fusion of three bones, two of which are the ischium and the pubis. FTPE,
