3. A key early development in this battle was the failure of Ewell’s Second Corps to storm the Union forces on the first evening of fighting. The day before, Pettigrew’s North Carolina Brigade encountered Federal cavalry at the site, but Lee had already ordered 70,000 troops in that direction. Much of the fighting centered on elevated positions like Culp’s Hill, Seminary Ridge, and Cemetery Hill, and saw Meade fail to follow up on Lee’s retreat, which came after Longstreet reluctantly ordered Pickett’s Charge. 5. The Cowlitz, Pend Oreille, and Okanogan are major tributaries of this river featuring a sweeping curve in mid-course known as the “Big Bend”. It runs for 1,240 miles, and among North American rivers has the fourth largest discharge of water. Rising in the Canadian Rockies, it spends 500 miles in Canada before entering the United States, joining tributaries like the Willamette and Snake before entering the Pacific. FTP, what is this river whose last 300 miles forms the border between Oregon and Washington?


Answer: Columbia river

6. A notable part of this novel is the section “Tale of the Indian”, telling of the influence wielded by the title character over Immalee, a girl living by herself on an Indian island. 8. In 1885 this politician was made U.S. minister to Germany, a post he held until his death. In 1864 he served as the Democratic vice-presidential nominee, but is best known today for an 1883 act that created a three-man commission to draft examinations for hiring and promoting federal employees. FTP, who was this Ohio politician known for his namesake Civil Service Act?


Answer: George Pendleton
9. This character claims to know about hardship because she had to attend Tufts when all the other colleges to which she applied rejected her. Her legendary temper is seen after her fish die in a parking garage and during numerous fights with a boyfriend she describes as having a "kroner-comprehension problem". She loses another boyfriend and her job at Pendant Publishing due to her love of Jujy Fruit, but later works as the assistant of Mr. Pitt and as publisher of the J. Peterman catalog. FTP, who is this Seinfeld character, Jerry's former girlfriend? 
               Answer: Elaine Benes 

10. To resolve the competition for land between this Biblical figure and his uncle, his uncle allowed him to settle in the east in the valleys of Jordan. As an old man, he became the father of Benammi and Moab after his daughters made him drunk and slept with him. The most famous story about him ends with his departure for Zoar after he is visited by two angels, who warn him that they are about to destroy Sodom. FTP, who was this nephew of Abraham whose wife was turned to a pillar of salt?


Answer: Lot
11. Many of the characters in this story believe that only the late Barclay Goodson could have been behind the act that sets the plot in motion. In an attempt to repay a debt of gratitude, Reverend Burgess saves Edward Richards from the disgrace that befalls 18 other people, all of whom are revealed to be liars when they attempt to use information provided by the mysterious Howard L. Stephenson to win $40,000, thus ruining the town’s reputation for honesty. FTP, what is this story by Mark Twain?

12. 14. In the early fifth century BC, this city was defeated by Hippocrates of Gela, returning to power its social elite, the gamoroi. Its later years were marked by the successful reigns of Dionysius the Elder and Younger, but it was finally conquered by Rome in 211 BC, when it became the provincial capital of Sicily. 15. Highlights of this opera include the chorus Gloria all’Egitto, the title character’s arias Ritorna vincitor and O patria mia, and the “Triumphal Scene”. One of its unique features is a brief atmospheric prelude that replaces the traditional overture. The plot is fairly simple, involving a love triangle in which a captain inadvertently reveals battle plans to the enemy. Known scientifically as * Heloderma suspectum, it and the Mexican beaded lizard are the only known poisonous lizards.
