TOSSUPS
1. An associate of Anaxagoras, this man's reputation for eccentricity stemmed from habits like sitting in caves staring at the sea. The son of Mnesarchus and Cleito, he used a patriotic theme in his play Heraclidae. The author of Hercules Furens and Cyclops, the only extant Greek satyr play, characteristics of his plays include an accelerated prologue that dispensed with exposition of previous action, seen in works like Ion, the Phoenecian Women, and the Bacchae. FTP, who was this author of Medea, The Trojan Women, and Iphigenia at Aulis, the youngest of the three great Athenian tragedians? 
               Answer: Euripides 

2. An inscription found at this site records its 10th century BC occupation by Sheshonk I. Found on the southern edge of the Plain of Esdraelon, excavations of it have revealed its namesake “Ivories”, one of the best examples of Canaanite art, as well as Solomon’s chariot stables. General Edmund Allenby’s WWI victory was the most recent in a long series of battles fought there due to its strategic location at the crossing of two military and trade routes. Also known for a 1468 BC victory for Thutmose III, FTP, what is this town of ancient Palestine that probably served as the source of the term “Armageddon”?


Answer: (Tel) Megiddo (prompt on Armageddon)

3. This artist’s early period is marked by works like Self-Portrait with Felt Hat, Still Life With Shoes, and Portrait of Pere Tanguy. Late works like Wheat Field With Crows and Village Street in Auvers were created while he lived in Auvers-sur-Oise to be near one of his subjects, Dr. Gachet. Red Vineyard at Arles was the only work sold during his lifetime, but today he is known for works like The Night Cafe, The Potato Eaters, and Starry Night. FTP, who was this artist of Self-Portrait with Bandaged Ear?


Answer: Vincent van Gogh
4. It was first proposed independently in two 1916 papers, one of which was by Walther Kossel. One explanation for it sees it as an extreme means of achieving lower energy, but it is violated by a large number of cases, notably ones involving hypervalence. It was introduced in part by Gilbert Lewis, after which it was used to explain the relative inertness of the noble-gas elements. FTP, what is this rule of chemistry stating that atoms seek to attain a configuration with eight outer electrons?


Answer: octet rule (prompt on rule of eight)

5. In the north of this body of water is found Missisquoi Bay, while its southern terminus is marked by the appropriately named South Bay. Running 107 miles from north to south, it reaches a maximum width of only 14 miles. In the southwest, a narrow channel brings water from neighboring Lake George. Known for its scenic islands, including Isle La Motte, Grand Isle, and Valcour Island, it is drained by the Richelieu River, which connects it to the St. Lawrence. Found mainly along the New York-Vermont border, FTP, what is this lake named for a French explorer? 
               Answer: Lake Champlain
6. Later works by this author include Taratuta, and Still Life With Pipe, The Garden Next Door, and A House in the Country, which he considered his best novel. Starting with his first collection, Summer Vacation and Other Stories, he displayed a keen psychological insight into the dreams and fears of his characters, seen in novels like This Sunday, Hell Has No Limits, and Coronation. FTP, who is this Chilean author of the Latin boom, probably best known for The Obscene Bird of Night? 
              Answer: Jose Donoso

7. More violence than actually occurred was averted by the parliamentary maneuvers employed by moderates at a meeting at Parkinson’s Ferry, soon after its more extreme leaders tried to incite its participants with information from letters gained while robbing the postal service. Despite the passage of a bill transferring some federal trials to state courts, disgruntled citizens burned the home of General John Neville, a regional inspector of the excise that was crippling the economy of the western United States. Collapsing after Washington called out state militias, FTP, what was this rebellion of the early 1790s caused by the taxing of alcohol?


Answer: Whiskey Rebellion

8. One of this musical work’s unusual features is the appearance of the main theme only after an 18-bar introduction and its first main section. The seventh section marks the first use of the Dies Irae theme, which is periodically placed in opposition to the main theme until it concludes with a famous unaccompanied statement of the main theme. The 19th section celebrates the left-hand pizzicato technique of the work’s inspiration, but the most famous is the 18th, a romantic anthem derived by inverting the main theme. FTP, what is this rhapsody celebrating the 24th caprice of a famous violinist, written by Sergei Rackmaninoff?


Answer: Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini
9. This constellation contains an M6 dwarf star called Wolf 359, the fourth closest star to the Earth. Its gamma star is the double star Algieba, while its second brightest star is Denebola. The faintest of the first magnitude stars is its alpha star, Regulus, but it is more famous for the fact that the sun passes through it from the second week in August to the third week of September. FTP, what is this constellation of the Zodiac representing a lion?


Answer: Leo
10. The author begins his analysis of the title subjects before the eighteenth century, when they were achieved through ceremonial public affairs designed to reestablish the authority and power of the king. The author them claims that the reforms of the eighteenth century were not motivated by concerns about welfare, but rather to optimize the transfer of power to the government through a more theatrical presentation. Bentham’s introduction of the Panopticon gave rise to the modern prison system, which the author claims actually produces delinquency as a means of structuring and controlling crime. FTP, what is this philosophical work about the penal system by Michel Foucault?


Answer: Discipline and Punish: The Birth of the Prison (accept Discipline and Punishment)

11. A mistress stolen by a friend is the subject of poems 40-42, while poems 78-86 discuss a rival poet. The first 17 concern the writer’s affection for a young man of rank, urging him to marry to reproduce his beauty. Poems 18-126 form a sequence of 108 poems whose main theme continues to be the young man, but beginning with poem 127 the subject changes to the “dark lady”. Including such opening lines as “My mistress’ eyes are nothing like the sun” and “Shall I compare thee to a summer’s day”, FTP, what is this collection of 154 poems by William Shakespeare?


Answer: the Sonnets of Shakespeare

12. One historical figure of this name was a freedman of Claudius I who amassed an enormous fortune as his secretary general until Agrippina arranged his death. Another was a famous wrestler who murdered Commodus. The mythological figure with this name was the son of the nymph Liriope, who learned from Tiresias that he would live a long life if he never knew himself. Known for rejecting the advances of Echo, FTP, who was this beautiful youth who died when he couldn’t stop staring at his own reflection?


Answer: Narcissus
13. Precedents used in reaching the opinion in this case included Patterson v. Colorado, Aikens v. Wisconsin, and Gompers v. Buck’s Stove and Range Company. Decided along with the case Baer v. United States, it concerned the constitutionality of the Espionage Act. It arose when the general secretary for the Socialist party challenged his conviction for distributing pamphlets designed to obstruct the draft. FTP, what was this 1919 case in which Justice Holmes issued his famous opinion containing the “clear and present danger” test and the analogy to a person yelling fire in a theater?

Answer: Schenck v. United States (accept United States v. Schenck, or Baer v. United States before mentioned)

14. Late in this novel, the protagonist marries the sailor Marmaduke Bonthrop Shelmerdine and uses the aid of the renowned critic Nicholas Greene to publish the poem “The Oak Tree”. After writing “Aethelbert: A Tragedy in Five Acts”, he becomes a favorite of Queen Elizabeth I. He is later made Ambassador Extraordinary to Constantinople, but after sleeping with the dancer Rosina Pepita, he sleeps for a week and wakes to find that his gender has changed. FTP, what is this novel by Virginia Woolf?


Answer: Orlando: A Biography

15. One of this microorganism's lesser-known traits is the ability to produce small amounts of vitamins K and B12. In genetic engineering it is the preferred microorganism for hosting gene-splicing for cloning. The most toxic known strain of this bacterium is 0157:H7, which can cause a potentially deadly hemolytic-uremic syndrome like the one seen in a 1993 outbreak in Washington state. A normal inhabitant of the intestinal tract of animals and humans, FTP, what is this bacterium, the most famous member of genus Escherichia? 
               Answer: E. coli (or Escherichia coli) 

16. This man was imprisoned in Missouri in 1854 for preaching to African Americans. Later, when elected as a state senator in 1869, he sought to restore voting and office holding rights to former confederates. Ending his career as president of Alcorn College, he left his position as a church pastor and school principle in Baltimore to serve as a chaplain to black Union soldiers during the Civil War, and later settled in Natchez, Mississippi, where he gained his greatest claim to fame by replacing Jefferson Davis in a government post. FTP, who was this man, the first African American elected to the U.S. Senate?


Answer: Hiram Revels
17. Titian satirized this artwork by creating a woodcut in which all of the figures were replaced by monkeys. A major renovation was undertaken in the 1950s in which the right arm was returned to the titular figure and placed in its correct position behind his head. The subject of a celebrated rediscovery in a Roman vineyard in 1506, most of the information about it comes from Pliny the Elder, who states that in his time it stood in the palace of the emperor Titus, and claims that it was made by Hagesander, Polydorus, and Athenodourus of Rhodes. FTP, what is this ancient marble group representing a Trojan priest and his two sons being crushed to death by a snake?


Answer: Laocoon
18. One of its rare uses of military force came in the struggle against Valdemar IV, forcing Valdemar to accept its supremacy in the Peace of Straslund after a decisive 1368 victory over the Danes. It established a number of enclaves called Kontore in foreign towns like Novgorod, Bergen, and the Steel Yard in London, but was ultimately unable to compete with the powerful nation states that formed around it, meeting for the last time in 1669. Originating in an alliance between Lubeck and Hamburg, FTP, what was this league that dominated trading in northern Europe from the 13th to the 15th century?


Answer: Hanseatic League (or Hansa)

19. Poems like “Hibiscus on the Sleeping Shores” and “Le Monocle de Mon Oncle” are typical of this poet’s early work, characterized by an intricate style and tropical imagery, also seen in the poem “Sunday Morning”. Collections like Owl’s Clover, Ideas of Order, Harmonium, and The Man With the Blue Guitar established him as an influential poet despite only writing in his spare time. FTP, who was this 20th century American poet, author of “Thirteen Ways of Looking at a Blackbird” and “The Emperor of Ice Cream”?


Answer: Wallace Stevens
20. The Debye-Sears effect concerns materials exhibiting this effect that are placed in a liquid and vibrated at a fixed frequency, in which they set up acoustic waves. Trigonal crystals exhibiting it are especially useful in the eponymous oscillator. The reverse version of the effect is also useful, and occurs when a potential difference is applied to materials that exhibit it, such as barium titanate, Rochelle salts, and quartz. FTP, what is this effect, the generation of a potential difference in certain non-conducting crystals that are subjected to stress?


Answer: piezoelectricity or piezoelectric effect

The narrator in this work takes on her task due in part to her attraction to the man who sends her to work at the country house Bly, where she meets the housekeeper, Mrs. Grose. Charged with caring for the children Miles and Flora, she soon finds herself in a struggle for their souls with the former valet Peter Quint and her own predecessor, Miss Jessel, but it is left to the reader to decide whether the ghosts are real or simply a figment of her imagination. FTP, what is this ghost story by Henry James?


Answer: The Turn of the Screw
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FTPE, answer the following about social stratification.

1. One form of social stratification is this system in which groups are separated by rules of ritual purity. The most famous one is seen in Hinduism and uses divisions like Brahmins and Sudras.


Answer: caste system

2. Max Weber addressed the topic of social stratification in this masterpiece that relates Calvinism to the rise of capitalism.


Answer: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism

3. Michael Young gave prominence to this form of society in a 1958 work analyzing its rise. It is defined as a society in which success and social stratification are the outcome of ability and individual effort.


Answer: meritocracy
FTPE, name these sexually transmitted diseases.

1. Caused by the Neisseria bacterium, this disease is marked by the discharge of greenish-yellow pus, difficulty urinating, and itching and pain of the vagina or urethra.


Answer: gonorrhea
2. This venereal disease is caused by the Treponema palladium bacterium, and develops through three stages, the last of which is marked by soft, rubbery tumors called gummas.


Answer: syphilis
3. Severe cases of this venereal disease affecting women may require hysterectomies to avoid blood poisoning. Symptoms include fever, foul-smelling discharge, pain the lower abdomen, abnormal bleeding, and painful sexual intercourse.


Answer: pelvic inflammatory disease or PID
In the interests of accessibility, you will be spared a bonus on the early 20th century American novelist of The Master of the Inn and will instead be quizzed on the English poet with the same name, FTPE.

1. Notable religious verse is found in the “Noble Numbers” section of his only poetry collection, Hesperides, which contains “To the Virgins, To Make Much of Time”.


Answer: Robert Herrick
2. This Robert Herrick poem sees him urge his late-sleeping mistress to join in the spring festivities, leading him to muse about the shortness of life.


Answer: “Corinna’s Going A-Maying”

3. In this lighthearted poem, Herrick describes the beguiling nature of imperfections in a lady’s dress.


Answer: “Delight in Disorder”

FTPE, name these battles of the American Civil War.

1. On February 6, 1862, Grant’s 15,000 Federals, supported by four navy gunboats, took Lloyd Tilghman’s garrison. It opened the Tennessee River to US naval operations and forced Albert Johnston to retreat from Kentucky.


Answer: Fort Donelson
2. Following the fall of Fort Donelson, Johnston attacked Grant’s troops on April 6, 1862, but retreated after Union reinforces arrived the next day. It was the bloodiest battle fought in America to that date.


Answer: Shiloh or Pittsburg Landing
3. This siege lasting from May to July 1863 saw Grant eventually force the surrender of John Pemberton, giving the Union control of the Mississippi and splitting the Confederacy.


Answer: siege of Vicksburg

FTPE, earn points with your knowledge of African lakes.

1. Lying on the borders of Burundi, Tanzania, Congo, and Zambia, this extremely narrow lake is the second deepest in the world.


Answer: Lake Tanganyika
2. Fed by the Kagera River, this headwater reservoir of the Nile is the largest lake in Africa and second-largest freshwater lake in the world.


Answer: Lake Victoria
3. Fed by the Semliki and the Victoria Nile, this lake between Uganda and the Congo was formerly known as Lake Mobutu Sese Seko, and gives rise to a branch of the Nile of the same name.


Answer: Lake Albert

FTPE, name the following about an artist of the High Renaissance.

1. With early works like the Madonna dell Granduca and the Cowper Madonna, this native of Urbino gained the commission to paint the frescos of the Stanza della Segnatura for Pope Julius II.


Answer: Raphael (or Raphaello Sanzio)

2. On one wall of the Stanza della Segnatura, Raphael painted this fresco depicting the ancient philosophers, led by Plato and Aristotle.


Answer: The School of Athens
3. Opposite The School of Athens, Raphael painted this scene. Through an arch, an outdoor scene shows doctors of the church adoring the Sacrament. Four putti holding open books provide a transition to the top, where the Trinity is surrounded by saints and martyrs sitting atop a cloud.


Answer: the Disputa or The Dispute/Disputation over the Sacrament (accept variations)

Name these 20th century American authors with something in common, FTPE.

1. Some of his works are Tortilla Flat, Cannery Row, and The Red Pony.


Answer: John Steinbeck
2. This author is known for offbeat works like the story “The Daring Young Man on the Flying Trapeze” and the play The Time of Your Life.


Answer: William Saroyan
3. Works about rural life include On a Darkling Plain, The Big Rock Candy Mountain, and The Preacher and the Slave. He is probably best known for the Pulitzer Prize winning novel Angle of Repose.

Answer: Wallace Stegner

1. This is the name for any atom or group of atoms with an unpaired valence electron.


Answer: free radical
2. Free radicals are especially susceptible to this type of magnetism that results when atoms or molecules of a substance have net magnetic moments that can be aligned in the direction of an applied field.


Answer: paramagnetism
3. This law states that the susceptibility of a paramagnetic substance is inversely proportional to the thermodynamic temperature. It was later modified by Weiss with the addition of the Weiss constant.


Answer: Curie’s law

1. Disgust with the leadership of Pausanias prompted the formation of this league in 478 BC to carry on the war against Persia under the leadership of Athens.

2. This politician commanded with distinction at Salamis and Plataea, and presided over the formation of the Delian League.

3. The Delian League became a tool used by this Alcmaeonid aristocrat who ushered in the great period of Athenian democracy. He was responsible for the building of the Parthenon.


Answer: Pericles

1. This priest of Alexandria put forward the idea that Christ was not coequal with God because God created Christ, giving rise to a namesake heresy addressed by the first Nicene Creed.


Answer: Arius
2. This Patriarch of Constantinople was condemned by the Council of Ephesus for rejecting the title “Mother of God” for the Virgin Mary and teaching the existence of human and divine natures in Christ.


Answer: Nestorius
3. Founded in Lyons, France in the 1100s, this reforming sect believed in poverty, rejected the Papacy, and took the Bible as their sole authority. Several offshoots of their church still exist in the U.S.


Answer: Waldensians or Waldenses

1. Lao Tzu and Chuang Tzu are great thinkers of this philosophy that emphasizes living in harmony with nature.


Answer: Taoism or Daoism
2. Lao Tzu established the foundations of Taoism in this brief poetic work consisting of 81 paragraphs.


Answer: Tao te ching
3. One of the tenets presented by Lao Tzu emphasizes the value of this attitude of passivity and non-action designed to bring one closer to the “Way”.


Answer: wu-wei

2. This term originally designated an instrument or part that could not be left out of a performance. However, in a strange development, recent years have seen this term used in the opposite of its original meaning. 
              Answer: obbligato 
3. This term that translates as “closed” calls for one to mute a horn using the hand. 
              Answer: chiuso

1. This 1838-39 war between France and Mexico grew from France’s insistence that Mexico pay for losses incurred by French citizens living in Mexico, including a French cook whose business gave the war its name.


Answer: Pastry War

2. The fighting of the Pastry War began when a French fleet entered this principal Mexican port on the Gulf of Mexico and bombarded the fortress of San Juan de Ulua.


Answer: Veracruz
3. One result of the Pastry War was the increase in the prestige of this dictator who lost a leg in the fighting.


Answer: Antonio de Santa Anna

Name the following about a class of organic compounds, FTPE.

1. These organic compounds are characterized by the presence of an oxygen atom joined by single bonds to two hydrocarbon groups. Its namesake member is historically important as an anesthetic.


Answer: ethers
2. Members of this special class of ethers contain an oxygen atom joined to two adjacent carbon atoms by single bonds, thus making them cyclic ethers.


Answer: epoxides
3. In the laboratory, ethers are often prepared by this synthesis reaction, the reaction of an alkyl halide with a sodium alkoxide.


Answer: Williamson ether synthesis

In one story from Greek myth, a father placed his sword and sandals under a rock, and commanded his son’s mother Aethra to send their son to Athens when he was strong enough to retrieve the items himself. FTPE:

1. Who was this great Athenian hero and son of Aethra who dispatched a series of brigands during his journey around the Saronic Gulf to meet his father?


Answer: Theseus
2. This was Theseus’ father, who had slept with Aethra after his friend Pittheus made him drunk.


Answer: Aegeus
3. One of the challenges facing Theseus on his journey was a wrestling match with this king of Eleusis in which the loser was put to death.


Answer: Cercyon
FTPE, answer the following about the wacky world of stage machinery. 
1. Originally achieved by means of a crane, this Latin term refers to a person or thing introduced suddenly and unexpectedly into a situation, often from above, to bring about an artificial or contrived solution to the plot. 
               Answer: deus ex machina (prompt on translations like God from the Machine) 
2. This device prominent in the Hellenistic age was a triangular wooden prism, each featuring a painted scene. While one faced the audience, the others could be changed for future scenes. 
               Answer: periaktos 
3. Invented by Thomas Drummond, this was the first-ever theatrical spotlight, in which a heated block of calcium produced a soft, bright light that could be directed and focused. 
               Answer: limelight
FTPE, name these colonial acts passed by the hated British.

1. Passed by Parliament at the same time as the repeal of the Stamp Act, this 1766 act proclaimed Parliament’s absolute authority to legislate for the colonies.


Answer: Declaratory Act

2. This Intolerable Act allowed trials involving royal soldiers or civil officers subject to the death penalty to be moved to Britain or another colony.


Answer: Administration of Justice Act

3. Considered one of the Intolerable Acts was this unrelated act that established an administrative system for the namesake French-Canadian province, guaranteed freedom of worship for Catholics, and extended its territory to the Mississippi and Ohio rivers.


Answer: Quebec Act

FTPE, answer the following about a modern art movement.

1. Coined by Lawrence Alloway, this term describes the 20th century art movement based on the imagery of consumerism and the icons of modern culture. Its most famous practitioner was Andy Warhol.


Answer: Pop art
2. This member of the Pop art movement is best known for his works reproducing the style of comic books, such as Whaam!

Answer: Roy Lichtenstein
3. This artist of striking portraits like Mr. and Mrs. Clark and Percy is known for works of a frequently homoerotic character. His painting A Bigger Splash also names the popular 1974 film about his life and work.


Answer: David Hockney
FTPE, answer the following about divisibility tests for large numbers. Pen and paper might be useful.

1. Determine whether the number (moderator, read slowly) 100,045,008 is divisible by 3, 9, both, or neither. You will have 10 seconds.


Answer: divisible by both

2. Consider the numbers (read slowly) 697,508 and 115,654,032. Determine whether the first number, second number, both or neither are divisible by 8. Again, you will have 10 seconds.


Answer: only 115,654,032
3. One test takes a large number, breaks it into three-digit blocks, adds the even blocks and the odd blocks, and then subtracts these two totals, allowing one to test divisibility for several small numbers by dividing this new number. What is this smallest positive integer greater than 1 for which this test works?


Answer: 7
