TOSSUPS

1. One of this author’s late works was the uncharacteristically comical novel The Paper Men. He won a Booker Prize for Rites of Passage, the first volume of his “sea trilogy” To the Ends of the Earth. He is better known for works like The Spire and Pincher Martin, highly symbolic works that helped him win the Nobel Prize in 1983. FTP, who was this English novelist who told of characters like Jack, Ralph, and Piggy in his first novel, The Lord of the Flies?

2. Working by inhibiting angiogenesis, recent studies suggest that by acting against paraprotein it is effective in the treatment of Multiple Myeloma. Approved by the FDA in 1998 for use against leprosy, its marketer, Calgene, created the STEPS program for its safe and effective dispensation. Capable of causing phocomelia if given to persons of child bearing age, FTP, name this drug infamous for causing birth defects when given to women with morning sickness.  


Answer: Thalidomide
3. They were spared death due to the intervention of the goddess Iris after their defeat, which led the King of Thrace to tell the Argonauts how to pass the Sympleglades. Driven off by Calais and Zetes, they had originally been sent to defile the food of Phineas. Traditionally given names like Aello, Calaeno, and Okypete, FTP, what were these birds with the faces of old women?


Answer: Harpies
4. In 1647 Masaniello led a revolt against its barons, while its final fate was decided at the battle of Volturno River in 1861. Its legitimacy had been bolstered in 1821 by the Congress of Laibach, at which Ferdinand I's absolute power was declared. Originally united in 1443 under Alfonso V, in the Peace of Utrecht it was ceded to the French Bourbons, who lost it 25 years later when Charles III reclaimed it. Finally taken as part of Garibaldi’s campaign, FTP, name this Italian kingdom under which a single ruler controlled both Naples and Palermo. 


Answer: Kingdom of the Two Sicilies 

5. Claiming that he was taught to act by James Best, the actor who played Roscoe P. Coltrane on the Dukes of Hazard, one of his first onscreen appearances was as an Elvis Impersonator in a 1988 episode of the Golden Girls. He is embroiled in a feud with Oliver Stone, whom he claims misdirected his story about Charles Starkweather that became Natural Born Killers. His first directing effort was 1987’s My Best Friend’s Birthday, but he remains best known for the film that won him the 1994 Palme D'Or at Cannes. FTP, name this director of Jackie Brown, Kill Bill and Pulp Fiction. 


Answer: Quentin Tarantino 

6. This novel’s epigram is taken from Romans 12:19, and reads “Vengeance is mine ... saith the Lord.” Stephen is the title character’s brother, and is married to Dolly, while Constantine falls in love with Dolly’s younger sister Kitty. However, Kitty is interested in the wealthy Count Alexei Vronsky, who is in turn obsessed with the title character, who leaves her husband and child to be with Vronsky, only to throw herself under a train due to fears that he has lost interest in her. FTP, what is this novel by Leo Tolstoy?


Answer: Anna Karenina
7. He developed the “zone system” for precisely determining the tone found in different parts of his scenes, while his interest in the variety of light and textures led him to join Willard Van Dyke in forming Group f.64 in 1932. Known for his collaborations with Nancy Newhall, he originally studied music, but in 1927 produced “Parmellian Prints of the High Sierras”. The influence of Paul Strand can be seen in works like “Moonrise, Hernandez, New Mexico” that typify his use of “straight photography”. FTP, who was this photographer known for his scenes depicting the mountains of the American west? 
               Answer: Ansel Adams

8. Formulated following the study of the dehydration of alcohols, when it is disobeyed Hoffman products arise. Not applicable when the leaving group is poor, when the base is bulky, or when conjoined dienes are formed, E1 reactions generally follow it, though E2 reactions have stereo-chemical requirements that deviate from it. FTP, identify this rule of organic chemistry that predicts that elimination reactions proceed to give the most highly substituted alkene. 


Answer: Zaitsev’s Rule

9. The fifth ruler with this name was co-ruler with his brother for 14 years despite being mentally impaired. The sixth was deposed in favor of empress Elizabeth. The second was known as the “Meek”, and succeeded his father, the first, who was known as “Moneybags”. The most famous is the fourth, who established the Zemsky Sobor and a personal secret service known as the O-prich-ni-ki. FTP, give this shared name of several Russian Czars, the most infamous of which was known as “the Terrible.”


Answer: Ivan

10. Located at the western terminus of the Manych Canal, in its western part lies the Arabat Spit, a sandbar that separates it from a system of marshy inlets called the Syvash. Approximately 210 miles long, the Yeya and Don flow into one its arms, the Taganrog Gulf. Bordering Russia and the Crimea, FTP, name this sea, the world's shallowest.  


Answer: Sea of Azov 
11. The influence of this school of philosophy grew in part from Panaetius of Rhodes’ travels with Scipio Aemilianus. It was rigorously systematic, especially in its definitive systematization by Chrysippus of Soli. They believed that “logos” was the universal animating principle and that a “life consistent with Nature” is the goal of life, to be achieved through wisdom and the restraint with which the term is now associated. Founded by Zeno of Citium, FTP, what is this ancient philosophy associated with Seneca and Marcus Aurelius whose name is now used to describe one who is impassive, especially in the face of difficulties?


Answer: Stoicism

12. He desires to be an engineer or a chemist, but is held back in part by his un-sellable farm in Starkfield. He sees his cat break a pickle dish while his wife is gone to visit a doctor in Bettsbridge, making it impossible to hide his growing attachment to her cousin Mattie. When his wife Zeena orders Mattie to leave, he tries and fails to kill himself and Mattie by running their sled into a tree. FTP, identify this title character of a novel by Edith Warton.


Answer: Ethan Frome
13. In 1839 the Spanish invoked Article 9 of this treaty in its petition that the cargo and slaves of the Amistad be returned. In part, it guaranteed free navigation of the Mississippi and the right of deposit in New Orleans for 3 years.  Necessary to settle issues left unresolved by the Jay-Gardoqui Treaty and the Treaty of 1783, it is also called the Treaty of San Lorenzo. FTP, identify this 1795 American-Spanish treaty that set the southern US boundary at the 31st parallel.


Answer: Pinckney's Treaty 

14. Derivable from the Vis-Viva Equation, if it is measured in kilometers per second, it is about 2.4 for the Moon and about 11.3 for the Earth. It can be found by setting the kinetic energy for an object equal to its gravitational potential energy, or as the square root of 2 G M over R. Elliptical orbits result for objects that do not achieve it, while those that exactly match it follow a parabolic trajectory.  Hypothesized to be infinite at the event horizons of black holes, FTP, name this term for the velocity necessary to overcome the gravitational pull of a body. 


Answer: Escape Velocity
15. A central tenet of this faith is the Ik Oknar, a statement emphasizing unity with the Primal Being. A traditional greeting shared among its adherents is “Waheguru Ji Ka Khalsa, Waheguru Ji Ki Fateh.” Its members are initiated into Armit and must wear the five articles of faith at all times. Known as great warriors, their members have been an important part of the Indian army, but the desire for sovereignty led some of their members to kill Indira Gandhi. Taking its name from the Sanskrit for 'disciple', FTP, name this Indian religion that traces it origins to Guru Nanak.

16. The need for this author to support his family prompted his prolific output of magazine articles collected as Selections Grave and Gay from Writings Published and Unpublished, which included The Last Days of Immanuel Kant and the famed critical essay On the Knocking at the Gate in Macbeth. Although he wrote the Gothic novel Klosterheim, he is better known for the articles The Glory of Motion and The Vision of Sudden Death, collected as The English Mail Coach, and the unfinished Suspiria de Profundis, whose remarkable dream visions are reminiscent of his most famous work. FTP, who was this author of Confessions of an English Opium Eater?


Answer: Thomas De Quincey
17. Thought to first manifest itself around age four, its existence would support Lawrence Kohlberg's theory of Gender Constancy. Its formulator held that one consequence of it gives rise to resentment of the daughter for her mother. In New Ways in Psychoanalysis, Karen Horney argued against it and created an analogous opposing theory, her central argument being that women covet the power monopolized by men, not the titular entity. FTP, name this Freudian theory that holds that woman have the unconscious desire to possess the male sexual organ. 


Answer: Penis Envy
18. He remarked that he didn't know whether he was running for the presidency or the penitentiary due to the fierce attacks to which he was subjected as the nominee of the Liberal Republicans, when he polled 86 electoral votes but died before the electoral college. He lost much of his following for opposing Lincoln's renomination and for signing the bail bond of Jefferson Davis, but earlier his editorials touting abolitionism and other Republican causes led him to be known as the greatest newspaper editor of his day. FTP, who was this founder of the New York Tribune, known for the advice "Go west, young man"? 
               Answer: Horace Greeley 

19. The title character of this novel briefly travels with a Punch and Judy show, while her brother Frederick schemes to have her marry Dick Swiveller so that he may inherit her fortune. She and her grandfather are befriended by the waxworks owner Mrs. Jarley and taken in by Mr. Martin after they are forced to leave London when the dwarf Daniel Quilp collects on gambling debts. Centering on the orphan Little Nell Trent, FTP, what is this Dickens novel named for the store confiscated by Quilp?  


Answer: The Old Curiosity Shop
20. This element forms compounds in which it has oxidation states of 1, 3, 5, and 7. When combined with ethylene it was an important component of leaded gasoline that removed lead deposits, and, like chlorine, it combines with silver to produce a light-sensitive compound important for its use in photographic film, light-sensitive glasses, and fire retardants. Its major commercial source is deep brine wells in Michigan and Arkansas. A dense, dark-red liquid at room temperature, it is named for the Greek for “stench”. FTP, what is this halogen with atomic number 35 and symbol Br?


Answer: bromine

Two species of them supply aphids with leaves to eat and eat the honeydew that the aphids secrete. First appearing in the Cretaceous period, they are distinguished by a pedicel formed from the first few abdominal segments and their elbowed antennae.
