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Tossups by Berkeley C, Florida State B, and Alfred University
1. Cleaving its hinge with papain separates its Fc [eff-cee] and Fab [eff-ay-bee] portions.  Its structure was established by Gerald Edelman and Rodney Porter, who found a characteristic beta fold in each of its 8 constant domains.  The A type is found in saliva and milk, the G type activates macrophages, and the M type is made by B cells early in immune response.  Consisting of two heavy chains and two kappa or lambda light chains and variable regions, FTP, name this immune protein produced in response to the presence of a specific antigen. 
Answer: antibody or immunoglobulin
2. He defended his administration in Presidential Problems, and authored the Olney Corollary along with his secretary of state in response to the Venezuela and British Guiana boundary dispute.  Earlier, he had vetoed the Five Cent Fare Bill for violating the transit company charter as governor of NY.  Reverend Samuel D. Burchard propelled him to office by calling Democrats the party of “rum, Romanism, and rebellion,” causing his opponent James G. Blaine to lose the Irish vote.  FTP name this president first elected in 1884, the only man to serve served two non-consecutive terms in that office. 
Answer: Grover Cleveland
3. Among the images decorating it are a young man lying with his lover beneath a glade of trees while playing a pipe and a group of villagers leading a heifer to sacrifice.  It is initially addressed as the “foster child of silence and slow time” and the “still unravish’d bride of quietness,” and like Eternity, it “doth tease us out of thought.”  The speaker concludes about its enigmatic lesson, “that is all / Ye know on earth, and all ye need to know.”  FTP, name this object that teaches us “Beauty is truth, truth beauty,” in an ode by John Keats.


Answer: the Grecian Urn (accept Ode on a Grecian Urn)

4. Near the end of this film, Luke Plummer is shown holding a pair of black aces and a pair of black eights, the so-called “dead man's hand.”  The film is an adaptation of an Ernest Haycox story, itself based on Guy de Maupassant’s “Boule de suif.”  In the movie, the enemies are not Prussians, but Apaches, who famously don’t simply shoot the horses that pull the titular conveyance, “Because that would have been the end of the movie,” according to director John Ford.  FTP name this 1939 movie starring John Wayne as the Ringo Kid.

Answer: Stagecoach
5. He was caught with the head of the ox Sky-Bellower, but got away when one of the anglers cut the line.  In another episode, his greatest antagonist, mistaking him for a cat, is humiliated when unable to lift him completely from the ground.  The offspring of Angerboda and Loki, when not in cat-form in the home of Utgard-Loki, he circles the Earth with his tail in his mouth.  FTP, name this monster, who, in his death throes at Ragnarok, kills mighty Thor with his venom.

Answer: Midgard Serpent or Midgardsorm or Jormungand
6. In cyclic systems, this type of reaction interconverts cis and trans stereochemical relations.  Branching at or near the reacting carbon slows it down, because of steric hindrance and the energy required to attain a gauche methyl-halide conformation.  It is impeded by solvation and proceeds by the backside attack of an electrophilic carbon, with the nucleophile replacing the weak base for a leaving group.  FTP name this stereospecific, concerted, one-step displacement reaction mechanism following a second-order rate law.

Answer: SN2 or substitution nucleophilic second order or bimolecular nucleophilic substitution 
7. In 1948, by officially including it in his platform, Daniel F. Malan was able to bring his party to power for the first time.  Put in place with the Population Registration and Group Areas Acts of 1950 its initial focus was on urban areas.  It became harsher during Hendrik Verwoerd’s prime ministership with the creation of ten Bantustan “homelands.”  It resulted in the Soweto riots, the massacre at Sharpeville, and the life sentence of Nelson Mandela.  FTP, identify this policy of racial segregation in South Africa.

Answer: apartheid
8. This play features a minor role for the nanny Anne-Marie, who had to give up her own child to take her current job.  The central figure has three children, Bob, Emmy, and Ivar and is contrasted to some degree with her childhood friend Kristine Linde.  Often referred to as “little starling” or “squirrel” throughout the work, she is forced into a life-changing decision after being blackmailed by Nils Krogstad and finally abandoning the overbearing nature of Torvald.  FTP, identify this play about the soon to be independent Nora Helmer, a work by Henrik Ibsen.

Answer: A Doll’s House or A Dollhouse
9. Among his early drawings, he shows a fascination with the necks of old people.  His Madonna Litta is the only painting of his in Russia, while his portrait of Ginevra de’ Benci is the only painting of his in America.  Most of his paintings date from the fifteen years after he left the workshop of Andrea del Verrocchio to settle in Milan.  The lone exception is his Madonna of the Rocks.  FTP, name this painter, draftsman, sculptor, architect, and engineer perhaps best known for his Last Supper and portrait of Mona Lisa.


Answer: Leonardo da Vinci (accept either name)  
10. He developed one of the first versions of compatibilism in his The Questions Concerning Liberty, Necessity, and Chance, and claimed that the cause of all things is the diversity of motion in his first work A Short Tract on First Principles.  Doing proofs in Euclid’s Elements inspired a trilogy that deduces organization of society from bodily motion and cognition and which includes the works De Cive, De Corpore, and De Homine.  He tutored an exiled Prince Charles in France, but he is best known for his ideas that a sovereign entity is created to avoid a life which is “solitary, poor, nasty, brutish, and short.”  FTP, name this author of Leviathan.

Answer: Thomas Hobbes
11. His books have been translated as Matter and Light and Revolution in Physics.  He was so impressed by his brother Maurice’s work on the nature of radiation that he changed his career from history to physics.  His doctoral thesis, ignored due to lack of light-wavelength-comparable instrumentation, was recognized by Einstein, and later confirmed by electron diffraction studies.  His relation equates Planck’s constant over momentum to the wavelength of a matter wave.  First noting that wave-particle nature of radiation applies to matter, FTP, name this Frenchman who won the 1929 Nobel Prize.

Answer: Louis Victor de Broglie
12. It was a result of the revolt of Maurice of Saxony and the subsequent Treaty of Passau which provided for the meeting that produced it.  The emperor was not present and he empowered his brother, who later became Ferdinand I, with his authority.  It provided for movement into different states and allowed certain imperial cities freedom of worship but did not recognize the Anabaptists or Calvinists. FTP, identify this 1555 accord which declared that a state’s religion would be that of the princes and allowed toleration of Lutheranism in Germany.


Answer: Peace of Augsburg or Treaty of Augsburg
13. In her essay “22 Hyde Park Gate,” also the address of her childhood home, she alludes to the sexual abuse of her half-brother Gerald Duckworth upon both her and her sister, Vanessa.  She parodies her own devotion to Vanessa in the novel Flush, written almost twenty years after her first novel The Voyage Out.  It was with The Waves and Orlando that she established her modernist credentials, though both pale in comparison to Mrs. Dalloway.  FTP, name this member of the Bloomsbury Group and author of the novel To the Lighthouse and the essay “A Room of One’s Own.”

Answer: Virginia Woolf
14. The first of them calls for three oboes, a bassoon, continuo strings, and the violino piccolo, though most noticeable is the use of hunting horns.  The last of them was the first composed, but the third might be the most famous as the composer played the viola part, while the viola da gamba was played by the composer’s patron, Prince Leopold.  Written at the height of their creator’s time as Kappelmeister at Cothen in 1721, this set of works was drawn from the innovations of Vivaldi.  FTP, identify this set of six concertos by J.S. Bach named for a region of Germany.

Answer: Brandenburg Concertos  (only need “Brandenburg” after concertos are mentioned)
15. The earliest known post-Bible reference to this phenomenon is from Ignatius of Antioch’s 106 AD Epistle to the Smyrneans.  Based on Matthew 26:26-28 and John 6:53, in the Eastern Orthodox church, it is known as “metabole” or “metavole.”  Officially codified into dogma by the 1215 Fourth Lateran Council and reaffirmed at the Council of Trent in opposition to the Protestant belief of “commemoration,” FTP what is this Catholic belief that the Eucharist becomes the body and blood of Christ?

Answer: transubstantiation
16. Its central area of control was centered on the Kanto plain and Kihai district and called the tenryo or “heavenly domain.”  The country was administered by the Baku-Han system and daimyos, classified as “fudai” or “tozawa,” were forced to spend every other year in attendance at the court of Edo.  It was established shortly after the Battle of Sekigahara and was preceded by the period when Nobunaga and Hideyoshi consolidated power.  FTP, identify this Japanese Shogunate established by Ieyasu and overthrown in the Meiji Restoration.

Answer: Tokugawa Shogunate or Tokugawa bakufu (accept Edo Period before it is mentioned.)
17. This body is the second densest in the solar system and has the greatest temperature variation in the solar system.  Its surface has “weird terrain”, a region hypothesized to have been created by seismic convergence when an asteroid struck the surface creating the Caloris Basin. The MESSENGER mission will start orbiting it in 2011, but up till now only Mariner 10 has visited it.  This planet also has the lowest albedo of any in the solar system.  FTP, name this planet nearest to the Sun.

Answer: Mercury
18. It begins in Scythia, in a locale characterized as “the world’s limit? an untrodden desolation.”  The title character doesn’t speak until after Kratus and Bia, or Might and Violence, have left, soon after which he is visited by a Chorus of Ocean Nymphs, who like Hephaestus sympathize with the title character.  It is to Oceanus that the title character recounts his tale, beginning with the war between the Gods and Titans.  FTP, name this Aeschylus play about the tortured Titan whose foresight helped him give hope and fire to Man.

Answer: Prometheus Bound
19. He flunked out as a freshman at Notre Dame, and later played in Italy for a year before joining the Cavaliers.  Although he averaged only 12.1 points per game during the 1989-90 season, he hit six three-points shots in Game 2 of that year’s finals tying a record.  Despite a nonexistent vertical leap he led the league in rebounding in 1985-86 and amassed a streak of 685 consecutive games played.  Currently he is the coach of the 2003 WNBA champion Detroit Shock.  FTP, name this much maligned center, the head villain of the “Bad Boys” era of the Detroit Pistons. 

Answer: Bill Laimbeer
20. His political writings include Friends and Enemies and What I Think.  This politician was attacked by McCarthy and Nixon for appearing as a character witness in the Alger Hiss trial.  John F. Kennedy made him the chief U.S. representative to the United Nations and he died holding that position in 1965, fitting as he was instrumental in setting up that organization.  The grandson of the 23rd U.S Vice-President, in 1948 he was elected governor of Illinois.  FTP, identify this Democratic politician who lost presidential elections in 1952 and 1956 to Dwight Eisenhower.


Answer: Adlai Ewing Stevenson
21. One of his last works, Mysterium Coniunctionis, dealt with alchemy and symbolism.  He worked with Eugen Bleuler at the Burgholzli Asylum, applying word association tests to find negative, emotional, repressed content he called complexes.   He resigned from the International Psychoanalytic Society in 1914 after breaking with Freud, and differentiated between introverted and extroverted attitudes in Psychological Types.  FTP, name this psychoanalyst who developed the ideas of animus and anima and the collective unconscious.

Answer: Carl Gustav Jung
22. This element’s pure form, which is not found in nature, is used to remove trace gases from vacuum tubes.  Combined with sulfate it is used as a filter for rubber, plastics and resins and since it does not dissolve in water can be ingested to produce X-rays of digestive tract.  It is present in witherite and its salts give a characteristic green color in the flame test.  FTP, name this alkaline earth metal with atomic number 56 and chemical symbol Ba [B-A].

Answer: Barium
23. A magazine with his name was published by Lewis and Willis Clark from 1833-1865.  As a scholar, his historical researches lay with men, and especially their wives, "rich in that legendary lore so invaluable to true history," which he eventually compiled into a chronicle featuring such men as “Walter the Doubter” and “William the Testy.”  That chronicle was his history of New York during the reign of the Dutch governors.  FTP, name this man whose name became synonymous with New Yorkers and the knee breeches they wore, a creation of Washington Irving.

Answer: Diedrich Knickerbocker 

24. Its cities include Talas, Osh and its chief port Ysyk-Kol.  It has a bicameral Supreme Council known as the Zhogorku Kenesh and its president Askar Akayev has been in office since before it gained its official independence on August 31st  1991.  The Naryn River runs through the middle of the country and Its highest point is at Jengish Chokusu located in the Tien Shan Mountian range in the east of this nation.  FTP, name this mountainous former Soviet Republic that borders China, Kazakhstan, and Uzbekistan and has its capital at Bishkek.


Answer: Kyrgyzstan

25. The original name of this band was “Tony Flow and the Miraculously Majestic Masters of Mayhem” and, after a name change, they released their first self-titled album in 1984.  They suffered a tragedy in 1988 when original guitarist Hillel Slovak died of a heroin overdose and drummer, Jack Irons, left the band.
