1. Its first two presidents were William Jones and Langdon Cheeves while Alexander Dallas was instrumental in its set-up and Stephen Girard in its financing.  After its demise it continued for five years under a Pennsylvania State Charter.  It came under heavy criticism for its supposed role in the Panic of 1819 but its legality was upheld in McCulluch v Maryland where a state law taxing one of its branches was ruled unconstitutional.  FTP, identify this financial institution headed by Nicholas Biddle whose charter was not renewed because of Andrew Jackson’s vetoes.


Answer: 2nd Bank of the United States
2. Along with his future executor Owen Barfield and J.R.R. Tolkien he was a member of a group of Oxford Medievalists called the Inklings and wrote a number of works on the Middle Ages including Allegory of Love and The Discarded Image.  Dr. Ransom is the hero of Out of the Silent Planet, the first book of his Space Trilogy while another famous work is a series of communiqués between a demon and his nephew, Wormwood, entitled The Screwtape Letters.  Digory Kirke, Eustace Scrubb, Aslan [ASS-lan], and Edmund are all characters which appear in his most famous series.  FTP, identify this author of the Chronicles of Narnia.


Answer: C(live) S(taples) Lewis
3. Uncouplers of this process include 2,4-dinitrophenol and cyanide.  Resulting from the conversion of succinate to fumarate and the hydrogen ions delivered by NADH, intermediates in it include the cytochromes and coenzyme Q, also known as ubiquinone.  Several iron ions along it are repeatedly oxidized and reduced, and it provides the gradient for ATP synthase, which then completes the process of chemiosmosis.  Oxygen serves as the final acceptor of, FTP, what energy-producing pathway in the inner mitochondrial membrane involving negatively-charged particles?

Answer: electron transport chain (accept chemiosmosis prior to “succinate”)

4. Among the packet author’s favorite episodes were “Full Moon” and “The Gas Man” although it was for “Three Men and Adena” that creator Tom Fontana won a best-writing Emmy in 1993.  Among the more interesting characters were cameraman J.H. Brodie played by Max Perlich and Mike Kellerman played by Reed Diamond.  Actors Yaphet Kotto, Kyle Secor and Richard Belzer were around for the whole run although the most notable performance was the portrayal of Detective Frank Pembleton by Andre Braugher.  FTP, identify this artsy 1990’s NBC cop-show set in Baltimore.

5. Among her possessions in visual art is the head of the head of the demon Raktabija.  Regarded as the greatest reality in Tantrism her name comes from the feminine form of the Sanskrit word for time.  Sharing her name with the fourth and last age of the world, she was born from the forehead of Durga and is often depicted standing on top of Shiva because she provides his energy as his Shakti.  FTP, identify this blood-thirsty aspect of the Devi or “Divine Mother” who wears a skull of necklaces and is worshipped by the Thugs.


Answer: Kali
6. Although made heir to the throne in the Pact of Guisando this monarch had to fight a Civil War with Juana la Beltraneja in order to secure the throne.  The second child of Juan II and the successor to a half-brother Enrique IV, this monarch was succeeded by her daughter Juana “the Mad” while another daughter became the first wife of Henry VIII.  Together with her spouse she established the Santa Hermandad, instituted the Spanish Inquisition and completed the conquest of Granada.  FTP, name this Spanish monarch who financed Columbus’s voyages and unified the Spanish monarchy with her husband Ferdinand.


Answer: Isabella of Castile or Isabella I or Isabella “The Catholic” 
7. The second stasimon is addressed to Helen calling her “death of ships, death of men and cities.”  There is a persistent use of yokes and nets as metaphors, which are finally embodied in the implement used to destroy the title character, who has committed a fatal act of hubris by walking into his palace on a lavish red carpet.  Beginning with a watchmen looking for a beacon light, it ends with Aegisthus and his co-conspirator justifying their actions to the chorus of Argive elders over the body of the title character and his new concubine Cassandra.  FTP, identify this Aeschylus tragedy in which Clytemnestra kills her husband, the first play in the Oresteia.


Answer: Agamemnon
8. The first molecules found to exhibit it were discovered in coal tar in the 1860s, and it is prevented by heavy angle or steric strain.  Despite the conjugation of their bonds, linear alkenes do not have this quality because they are not cyclic, and other criteria for it include planarity.  10-annulene has extraordinary stability due to it, although benzene may be the best-known compound displaying it.  FTP, name this resonance-derived lack of reactivity in many hydrocarbons, named for the odor arising from the first of said hydrocarbons.

Answer: aromaticity or aromatic
9. Assessed as a part of the Hecksher-Ohlin model, one analysis of this phenomenon is based on the labor theory of value, and it was included in the long 1817 work Principles of Political Economy and Taxation.  Providing a strong argument for free international trade and specialization, it is ultimately little more than an analysis of relative opportunity costs.  FTP, name this theory of David Ricardo explaining why trade of some goods may be more favorable for some countries due to production factors.

Answer: comparative advantage
10. Only the lament of his Arianna survives.  He created the “excited style” which is displayed in his The Combat of Tancredi and Clorinda, and his most notable example of sacred work was the Vesprodella Beata Virgine.  A longtime maestro di cappella at St. Luke’s, he was employed by Gonzaga family of Mantua during his early career.  His two most noted works concern a Roman emperor’s casting off of his wife Ottavia and marriage to his mistress and a musician descending into the Underworld.  FTP, identify this originator of the opera who composed The Coronation of Poppaea and Orfeo.


Answer: Claudio Monteverdi
11. He thanked “the communists of the world for their help in my defense” in his memoir In Battle for Peace about his arrest for being an unregistered agent for a foreign power.  His many works include a biography of John Brown, the Marxist influenced history Black Reconstruction, and the sociological work The Philadelphia Negro.  A longtime teacher at Atlanta University, at the end of his life he became a citizen of Ghana, where he died.  The editor for twenty-five years of the journal Crisis, he developed the idea of the “Talented Tenth.”  FTP, identify this author of The Souls of Black Folks and co-founder of the NAACP.


Answer: W(illiam) E(dward) B(urghardt) Du Bois
12. He was one of the founders of the Liberty Party and wrote the abolitionist track “Justice and Expediency.”  His first published book was Legends of New England and in his later life he turned to hymns writing nearly one hundred including “Dear Lord and Father of Mankind.”  However, he’s best known for such poems as “The Barefoot Boy” and “Telling the Bees,” many of which employed the rural dialect he popularized.  FTP, identify this man known as “The Quaker Poet” who wrote “Snow Bound” and “Barbara Frietchie.”

Answer: John Greenleaf Whittier
13. Though this device was actually invented by Samuel Christie, it was popularized by its namesake.  The Pirani thermal conductivity gauge is basically one of these apparatuses with one part in the form of a heated filament placed in a vacuum system.  Comprised of four arms, its namesake used it to measure resistance by comparing current flowing through one part with a known current flowing through another part. FTP, identify this so-called “bridge.” 

Answer:
Wheatstone bridge (only need the name after the end of the question)

14. Said to be located in the middle of Lake Guatavita, governorship of this location was given to Pedro Ursua, Gonzalo Jimenez de Quesada and finally Antionio de Berrio.  Its “Loss” forms the title for a colonial history of Trinidad by V.S. Naipul and it is located “Over the Mountains of the Moon” and ‘Down the Valley of the Shadows” in a Poe poem.  Walter Ralegh mentioned it in the subtitle of his book about the exploration of Guiana.  It originally referred only to the ruler of Manoa but soon was extended to his whole kingdom.  FTP, identify this city of gold sought by conquistadors in South America.


Answer: El Dorado (accept Manoa before “title”)

15. According to the Historiae Augustae Alexander Severus had a statue of this man in his sanctuary.  Porphyry placed him among the sages or divine men although Celsus believed that he was a sorcerer who learned magic in Egypt. He was also discussed in the controversial Testimonium Flavianum passage of The Jewish Antiquities of Josephus.  In modern times he was the subject of a “Critically Examined” life by David Strauss as well as a biography by Hegel.    FTP identify this religious figure, the brother of James “The Righteous,” who was crucified during the governorship of Pontius Pilate.


Answer: Jesus of Nazareth or Jesus Christ
16. The victor’s only major losses were suffered by Barrel’s and Munro’s regiments who absorbed the brunt of Lord George Murray’s attack on their left.  On the far left the Athol Brigade was devastated by enfilading fire from the Campbell militia and Wolfe’s regiment.  On the right the MacDonalds were routed before they even reached the victor’s lines.  Starving and outnumbered 2-1 the losers were also tired after a marching for a night attack, - which never materialized - upon the Duke of Cumberland’s Royalist army.  FTP, identify this 1746 battle in Scotland which ended Bonnie Prince Charlie’s claims to the throne of England.


Answer: Culloden Moor
17. Omens in this play include a black-footed pig eating part of a newly bought rope and a black knot around a package which has recently been brought by a young priest who never appears on stage.  Two sisters, Cathleen and Nora, realize that the clothes belong to their brother, Michael.  Meanwhile another brother sets off for the fair at Connemara against the wishes of his mother.  Based on the author’s experience in the Aran Islands, the climax occurs when a group of villagers bring in the dead body of that brother, Bentley.  FTP name this work whose main character is Maurya, who has had all six of her sons die by drowning, a short play by J.M. Synge.


Answer: Riders to the Sea
18. Plants in this division usually have gametophytes that are always nutritionally independent of the sporophytes.  They are especially common in moist places like the tropics and temperate regions, although some can withstand prolonged drought.  They require free water to reproduce sexually, and few of them exceed two centimeters in length.  About 10,000 species in number, they often contain slender projective roots called rhizoids to anchor them to their substrates.  FTP, name this phylum of nonvascular plants, consisting of hornworts, liverworts, and mosses. 

Answer: Bryophyta (accept bryophytes)

19. From the drawings of Jacques Carrey done in 1674 we can tell that it once had a minaret on top while at another time it was a Byzantine Church of the Theotokos.  Highlights of its east pediment include Helios driving his chariot and a group of three women - Hestia, Dione, and Aphrodite – watching the birth of a god.  Among other things its metopes show the Battle of the Lapiths and Centaurs while the inner frieze shows a Panathenaic Procession.  Designed by Iktinos and Kallikrates it has eight columns rather than the traditional six.  FTP, identify this temple, the centerpiece of the Athenian Acropolis.

20. His greatest intellectual advocate was Diaz Soto y Gama who represented this man at the Aguascalientes Convention.  The end of his movement was signaled with the infighting among his generals who included Antonio Barona, Felipe Neri, and Genevero de la O.  He was assassinated after a rouse carried out by Jesus Guajardo, a subordinate of Pablo Gonzalez who had earlier driven him to a hideout at the base of Poplecatepotl in Morelos.  This opponent of Diaz, Madero, and finally Carranza put forth his agrarian ideals in the Plan of Ayala.  FTP identify this Mexican Revolutionary who fought for “Tierra y Libertad” and whose name was adopted by a band of rebels in Chiapas.

Answer: Emiliano Zapata
21. In chapter ten the author discusses the writings of Breton, Stendhal, Paul Claudel, and D.H. Lawrence situating them in the context of the myths they present.  The first chapter of this work discounts any physiological determinism while the second looks at things from the “Psychoanalytic Point of View.”  The author’s main argument is that the title group must escape a life of immanence and replace it with a life of transcendence.  Based largely on Hegelian and 

Existentialist ideas this is FTP, what classic feminist work by Simone de Beauvoir?


Answer: The Second Sex or Le Deuxieme Sex
22. He played a major role in his country’s adoption of the metric system.  His wife Marie-Anne translated his scientific works into English for him while he worked as a gunpowder administrator.  The coiner of the term “oxygen”, he also worked as a tax collector prior to his debunking of the phlogiston theory.  The empirically-derived law of conservation of mass is often known as his law, and he wrote the first general textbook on chemistry in 1789.  FTP, name this “father of chemistry” who was guillotined during the French Revolution.

Answer:Antoine-Laurent Lavoisier
23. This author once attempted to write a biography of Roy Campbell but gave up when, in his words, “I could not bring myself to admire him” due to Campbell’s conservative politics.  He describes his first marriage in Kontakion For You Departed and wrote his own biography in Towards the Mountain and Journey Continued. One of his novels discusses the relationship between Stephanie and Pieter van Vlaanderen, while another, inspired by Laurens van der Post’s In a Province, examines the meeting of James Jarvis and Stephen Kumalo.  FTP, name this leader of the South African Liberal Party and author of Too Late the Phalarope and Cry, the Beloved Country.

Answer: Alan Stewart Paton
24. She gave her name to a race of nymph-like women with goat legs in Umberto Eco’s Baudolino and to the title of a Charles Kingsley novel alternately titled New Foes With an Old Face.  Many of her philosophical views can be gleaned from the writings of her pupil Synesius who became bishop of Ptolemais.  Her only known work is a commentary on Book III of her father, Theon’s, edition of Ptolemy’s Almagest although she may have worked on his edition of Euclid’s Elements as well.  After becoming embroiled in a conflict with Archbishop Cyril she was killed by a mob of monks.  FTP identify this Neoplatonist philosopher and mathematician from Alexandria.

A. (10) In October 1805 a British fleet decisively defeated a Franco-Spanish fleet under Villeneuve off the coast of Spain.  However, the British commander, Horatio Nelson, was killed.


Answer: Cape Trafalgar
B. (10) In 1814 Thomas Macdonough defeated a British Fleet under Captain Downie in this battle foiling George Prevost’s planned invasion of New York.


Answer: Battle of Plattsburgh or Battle of Lake Champlain
C. (10) An allied European Fleet under Edward Codrington defeated an Eyptian-Turkish fleet under Tahir Pasha at this 1827 battle which greatly helped the Greeks in their war for independence.


Answer: Battle of Navarino Bay
21. Identify the following about the geography of a South American nation, FTP each:
A. (10) Its cities include Trujillo, Arequipa, and Callao, the port of its capital.


Answer: Republic of Peru.

B. (10) Peru shares this lake with Bolivia.  It has the distinction of being the 2nd largest freshwater lake in South America as well as being the world’s highest lake.


Answer: Lake Titicaca.

C. (10) The capital of a namesake department, this city in south-central Peru is located at an elevation of 11,000 meters and was the capital of the Incan Empire.


Answer: Cuzco
22. Identify the following about a form of government in Ancient Greece from clues, FTP each:
A. (10)  Prevalent in the Archaic Age, this is the term for a ruler, usually from the aristocracy but who bases his rule on support from the lower classes, who rules alone and illegally.  Famous ones include Theagenes of Megara and Pheidon of Argos.


Answer: Tyrant or Tyrannos or Tyranny or Tyrannis
B. (10) Among the tyrants of this important Greek city-state were Cypselus and Periander.


Answer: Corinth
C. (10)  The tyrant of Syracuse from 367-357 and 346-344 BC, Plato tried to make him a philosopher-king at the request of Dion but he was eventually deposed by Timoleon.


Answer: Dionysius the Younger
