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1. He provided the voice for Commander Nebula in two Buzz Lightyear of Star Command videos, and his role as Agent Sid was cut from the final print of Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back.  His recurring characters include a multitasking strip club DJ, a hack morning radio personality who reminds listeners that every city in Southern California is “checking in” at seventy-seven degrees, and Vietnam veteran Birchum.  He is currently working in the rotation of substitute Late Late Show hosts and continuing to assist Dr. Drew on Loveline.  FTP, name this co-creator of The Man Show with Jimmy Kimmel. 
Answer: Adam Carolla [accept Ace Rockolla]

2. In her later years, she edited the letters of Anton Chekhov, wrote the plays The Autumn Garden and Toys in the Attic, and defended herself from charges of fabricating parts of her biographies in An Unfinished Woman and Pentimento.  In her major works, she created such characters as Mary Tilford and Regina Hubbard.  Perhaps more famously she refused to indicate her connections to Communism in a 1952 hearing, stating “I will not cut my conscience to fit this year's fashions” and she was the model for Nora Charles, a creation of her lifelong lover Dashiell Hammett.  FTP, name this American playwright of Watch on the Rhine, The Children’s Hour, and The Little Foxes.

Answer: Lillian Hellman
3. In the first decades of the twentieth century, this organization was divided into “lily-white” and “black and tan” factions over the issue of African-American participation. It was originally founded and named by Alvan Bovay and Chicago Tribune publisher Joseph Medill. It suffered another factional dispute over the issue of civil service reform, with leaders including Roscoe Conkling of the Stalwarts and James G. Blaine of the Half-Breeds. FTP, name this political party founded in 1854, whose first successful presidential candidate was Abraham Lincoln.

Answer: Republican Party [accept GOP]
4. It is divided into three nuclear layers and four plexiform layers.  The inner nuclear layer contains the bipolar and amacrine cells, which are key intermediates in signal transduction.  The choroid layer oxygenates it and separates it from the sclera.  It has a small yellow area called the macula, which is bounded by the ora serrata and surrounds the fovea.  The ganglia are found at its surface, while its innermost layer contains rods and cones.  FTP, name this structure which converts light into a nerve impulse, found along the back of the eye.

Answer: retina (don’t prompt on eye at any point)
5. The form was brought to France by Antoine Charpentier, although Berlioz’s Infancy of Christ is the most famous French one.  Recent examples include Krzysztof Penderecki’s Saint Luke Passion, and Liszt worked in this form to create Christus and The Legend of Saint Elizabeth.  Other examples include Beethoven’s Christ on the Mount of Olives, Elgar’s Dream of Gerontius, Mendelssohn’s Elijah, and Haydn’s Creation.  FTP, name this form consisting of a two-act dramatic vocal and orchestral rendition of a sacred subject, a form often associated with Georg Handel.

Answer: oratorio
6. In one myth about him he is comforted by Thetis after being driven out of the land of Lycurgus of Thrace.  Another tells of his kidnapping by pirates whom he turns into dolphins when they jump off the ship.  He was cared for in his childhood by the nymphs of Nysa as well as his aunt Ino.  He is often given as the father of Priapus and Deianira and his tutor was Silenus.  Born from the thigh of Zeus after his mother, Semele, perished when she saw Zeus in his god-form, FTP, name this leader of the maenads and god of revelry and wine.


Answer: Dionysus (accept Bacchus until Zeus is mentioned)
7.  Among the uses of anticlimax in this poem is the couplet “Here thou, great Anna, whom three realms obey,/Dost sometimes counsel take, and sometimes tea.”  The protagonist is given a bag of sighs and tears in order to continue fuming, but the resultant melee causes the loss of the very object she was trying to retrieve and its assumption into the stars.  The trouble begins at Hampton Court Palace following a game of cards, when the Baron performs the title activity and Umbriel makes a trip to the Cave of Spleen.  FTP, Belinda loses the titular curl of hair in what mock-epic by Alexander Pope?

Answer: The Rape of the Lock
8. Among his notable appointments were the court scholars Kemalpasazade and Abu al-Su’ud.  He seized Erxurum, Iraq, and Lake Van from Persia and his forces won the naval battle at Preveza after he appointed Khayr ad-Din, also called Barbarossa, as fleet admiral.  He suffered losses at the Battle of Güns and the first siege of Vienna, and, shortly before his death during the siege of Szigetvár, his expedition to Malta was defeated.  Earlier, however he had great success in expanding his empire into Hungary winning victories at Belgrade and Mohács.  FTP, name this man who ruled from 1520 to 1566 as Ottoman sultan.

Answer: Süleyman the Magnificent (or Süleyman I; or Süleyman the Lawgiver; or Süleyman Muhtesem; or Süleyman Kanuni)

9. Algebraic surfaces of this type include the Togliatti surface and equations of this type include the de Moivre equation. These equations may be solved by reducing them to the Bring form and applying Jacobi theta functions.  Alternatively, after undergoing a Tschirnhausen transformation, the related icosahedral equation can be used to find a solution in terms of hypergeometric functions.  Those and other methods are now known, but there can never be a general equation for them using only field and radical operations.  FTP, name this class of algebraic equations whose study led to the development of Galois groups and Abel’s impossibility theorem.

Answer: quintic (or fifth-degree or other clear equivalents)
10. While in college she was head of a science and social group known as the “Ash Can Cats.”  She worked with the American Museum of Natural History for 52 years, during which time she wrote A Rap on Race with James Baldwin.  Other works of hers include Culture and Commitment and Male and Female and her autobiography, Blackberry Winter.  But she may still be best known for her first work, an analysis of adolescence and sex in Oceania.  FTP, name this anthropologist and author of Coming of Age in Samoa.

Answer: Margaret Mead
11. Friedrich Nietzsche in his Twilight of the Idols dedicates a section to “The Problem” of this man.  The frustration his contemporaries had with him can be attributed to his method of elenchos in which conversations about definitions of abstract concepts generally end in aporia as well as his use of the eirôneia style, which came to be known as his “irony.” He also insisted that a personal daimon was more important than ritualistic piety which provided one of the reasons for which he was accused by Lycon, Anytus and Meletus.  For 10 points, name this mouthpiece of the Platonic dialogues who was eventually sentenced to death despite his so-called Apology.

Answer: Socrates
12. In a symbolic section of this book, eels swarm over the rotting head of a horse and toy shop owner Sigismund Markus is ejected from a cemetery.  The sight of a moth flapping its wings against a light bulb becomes the protagonist’s “master,” and he later paints “Madonna 49,” meets the “musical clown” Bebra, possibly fathers Maria Truczinski’s child, leads “the dusters,” and tricks his father into committing suicide by swallowing a Nazi Party membership badge.  The narrator is long the size of a three year old and wields an intolerable scream whenever he is separated from the title object.  FTP, name this story of Oskar Matzerath, the first novel of the Danzig trilogy by Günter Grass.

Answer: The Tin Drum or Die Blechtrommel
13.  It began when the leader interrupted a speech by Gustav van Kahr and it was aimed at kidnapping a triumvir of officials including General Lossow and Colonel Seisser.  As part of this action men under Ernst Rohm were to seize strategic points about the city.   Its leader started it with the proclamation that “The National Revolution has begun” and this event ended after a brief firefight between insurgents and police in the Residenzstrasse.  Lenient juries completely let off one major leader, Erich Ludendorf, while the other was given only five years in prison and only served eight months, during which time he wrote Mein Kampf.   FTP, name this 1923 rebellion in Munich led by Adolf Hitler.


Answer: Beer Hall Putsch
14. One of Irving Langmuir’s classic examples of “pathological science,” the so-called Allison effect, falsely claimed to use this phenomenon as the basis for a new method of spectroscopy.  In its “inverse” version the spin of certain particles can be converted into angular momentum.  It causes an amount of circular birefringence dependent on the Verdet constant of the medium, and its direction is caused by the direction of the magnetic field producing it.  FTP, identify this rotation of a light beam’s plane of polarization, discovered by a British scientist who is also the namesake of the unit of capacitance. 
Answer: Faraday effect or Faraday rotation (prompt on “magneto-optic effect”)
15. Very few people notice the rust colored butterfly that flits above a dark colored dog of indistinguishable breed in this painting.  The only person directly facing the viewer is a young girl in a white sundress and hat.  She holds the hand of her mother, who is dressed and equipped like all the women in this painting.  It’s hard to find all seven parasols that appear, but much easier to see the lone monkey and even easier to see the river Seine on the entire top left of the painting.  FTP, name this canvas depicted a popular Parisian picnic spot, the pointillist masterpiece of Georges Seraut.

Answer: A Sunday Afternoon on the Island of la Grande Jatte (accept Isle of Grand Jatte or Island of Grande Jatte)

16. This country controls the enclave of Artsvashen within its eastern neighbor.  Kapan is the leading city in its southern Syunik province, while the north contains the Debed and Hrazdan rivers and Lake Sevana.  Its chief farming regions include the Shirak Steppe and Ararat Plain.  This country has had an ongoing dispute with Azerbaijan over control of the Nagorno-Karabakh region.  FTP, name this former Soviet republic which also borders Turkey and Iran and has its capital at Yerevan.

Answer: Republic of Armenia (or Hayastani Hanrapetut’yun)
17. The title character of this novel enjoys the radio work of Norman Corwin.  He reminisces on “the pumpkin” and “the pilgrim” while deriding the “monkey” Mary Jane Reed, modeled on Margaret Martinson, as well as his mother Sophie.  As an adult he works as the Assistant Commissioner of Human Opportunity for the City of New York.  The first page defines the title phenomenon as “A disorder in which strongly-felt ethical and altruistic impulses are perpetually warring with extreme sexual longings, often of a perverse nature.”  FTP, name this novel consisting of a session at the office of Doctor Spielvogel for the title character, an autobiographical creation of Phillip Roth.

Answer: Portnoy’s Complaint
18. One early victory was over the Merkit who had kidnapped his wife Borte.  In this fight and in his later rise to power he was greatly aided by Togril, a friend of his father Yekusai, whom he later turned against.  He succeeded in consolidating his people and gaining rule over them at the khuriltai of 1206 and went on to lead them against the Kwarezm Empire as well as the Hsia and Ch’in kingdoms.  He died while on campaign in China and was succeeded by his son Ogadai.  FTP, identify this great Mongol ruler, the grandfather of Kublai.


Answer: Genghis Khan or Jenghiz Khan or Chaangyus Khan or Temujin
19. Two whose expressions are commonly seen include c-neu [see-new] and c-L-myc [see-ell-mike].  Based on the action of the Rous virus, src [s-r-c] became the first one discovered.  When working properly, RB and p53 counter their effects, but when defective, they become the inherited type.  They are often activated by retroviruses performing insertional mutagenesis or simply by point mutation, amplification, or translocation, as in the “Philadelphia chromosome.”  FTP, name these chromosome sections that, when altered, spur cancerous replication.

Answer: oncogenes
20. In Rome he studied rhetoric under Epidius and learned from Siro the Epicurean, expressing his amazement at the city through the character of Tityrus.  Among his minor works are the short epics Ciris and Culex and a didactic poem on volcanism, Aetna.  He advised farmers to “First find your bees a settled sure abode/Where neither winds can enter” in the fourth Georgic, and prophesized the birth of a “miraculous child” in his fourth Eclogue.  FTP, name this author who wrote of “arms and the man” and such characters as Dido and Anchises in the Aeneid.

Answer: Virgil or Publius Vergilius Maro

21. He was rebuffed by Cardinal Cajetan and goaded by the actions of Andrea Karlstadt into a disastrous debate with Johann Eck.  He was then the subject of the bulls Exsurge Domine and Decet Romanum Pontificem.  Those pitfalls may have caused him to write such pamphlets as Against the Heavenly Prophets and Against the Jews and Their Lies.  He also wrote Against the Murderous and Thieving Hordes of Peasants to denounce their actions in the Peasant’s War.  Protected by Frederick III of Saxony after his condemnation at the Diet of Worms, FTP, who was this reformer who railed against indulgences in his Ninety-Five Theses, thus catalyzing the Protestant Reformation?

Answer: Martin Luther
22. Due to a brief interruption where he worked with an octet, his periods with larger groups are dubbed the “Old Testament” and “New Testament.”  Another departure from his major project led to a series of duets with Oscar Peterson. He employed Sweets Edison, Herschel Evans, Lester Young, vocalist Jimmy Rushing, and guitarist Freddie Green in recording such hits as “Every Tub,” “Shorty George,” and his group’s signature tune, “One O’Clock Jump.”  FTP, name this pianist and bandleader who received his name from a Kansas City DJ’s proclamation that he was part of the “jazz aristocracy.”

Answer: William “Count” Basie
23. At two points in this novel, the riddle “Nansen kills a Kitten” is discussed in relation to the moral quality of the protagonist.  Formative events in the main character’s childhood include the murder of Uiko, a meeting with Tayama Dosen, and the protagonist walking in on his mother cheating on his dying father.  The rationalist Kashiwagi tempts the main character from his studies, and eventually his frustration with his own stammering speech and physical shortcomings causes Mizoguchi to lash out at the nearest object of beauty.  FTP, name this novel based on the actual burning of the title structure in 1950, written by Yukio Mishima.

Answer: The Temple of the Golden Pavilion (or Kinkakuji)
24. This instrument is the basis for the “pair telescope” used on Cosmic Ray Satellite B and the Energetic Gamma Ray Experiment.  It produces an image based on the activity of the thyratron circuit, which activates based on the signal sent through the discriminator and coincidence circuit by the photomultiplier tube.  Later versions used gaps of up to forty centimeters and gathered additional data with audio transducers.  FTP, name this type of detector consisting of several parallel plates of metal within an inert gas, which responds to an electric field by discharging energy along a particle’s track.

Answer: spark chamber
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1. Name these things addressed in Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points, FTP each:
A. (10) Point seven called for countries to perform a “healing act” upon international law by evacuating this country and reissuing the guarantee of its neutrality.

Answer: Kingdom of Belgium [or Koninkrijk België; or Royaume de Belgique]

B. (10) The final point called for a “general association” of “great and small states alike,” which was implemented as this international body.

Answer: League of Nations

A. (10) He was commissar for foreign affairs and leader of the Red Army until 1924, when he lost out to Stalin in the succession struggle.  He was exiled and eventually ice-picked by Ramón Mercader in Mexico.

Answer: Leon Trotsky (or Lev Davidovich Bronshtein)
B. (10) These rich and prestigious members of the peasant class were “liquidated” in 1929 as rivals to Stalin’s local control. Their name comes from the Russian for “fist.”

Answer: kulaks

C. (10) In 1939, Stalin launched the Winter War, crossing the Mannerheim Line the following year and seizing Karelia from this country.

Answer: Republic of Finland (or Suomi; or Suomen Tasavalta; or Republiken Finland)

C. (10) In Massachusetts he helped create America’s first state board of education and as secretary of that board he was the first to push for the ban on corporal punishment and nonsectarian education.
