1. Tom Corey appears to return the romantic interest of the protagonist’s daughter Irene, but he really loves her older sister Penelope. At a party, the main character reveals his common origins; later, struggling with his conscience, he refuses a business deal and goes bankrupt, and Tom elopes to Mexico with Penelope. Identify this novel about a wealthy self-made businessman who moves to Boston to climb the social ladder, written, FTP, by William Dean Howells.

Answer: The Rise of Silas Lapham (accept just Silas Lapham before the last sentence)

2. Initial examinations revealed him to be a man of about 45-55 years of age, whose death undoubtedly was due to a three-inch stone point imbedded in his pelvis.  A radiocarbon date for his 350 bone fragment remains of 8,410 years before the present was obtained before all study was halted in 1996.  The destiny of his remains, however, is hotly disputed as the courts are trying to decide whether the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act of 1990 apply.  For 10 points, by what name is this man, found by the banks of Oregon’s Columbia River known?

Answer: Kennewick Man

3. In January 1862 two men were released from prison by order of Secretary of State Seward.  One, John Slidell, was accredited to France, while the other, James Mason, was a representative of Great Britain.  They were taken prisoner in the first place because they were known commissioners of the Confederacy.  For ten points, Union Captain Charles Wilkes of the ship San Jacinto captured Mason and Slidell from what British mail steamer, causing a rift in American and British relations?

Answer:  Trent Affair

4. It consists of a conical central axis, the modiolus, and a canal wound spirally around the modiolus for 2 3/4 turns, ending in an opening called the cupola.  Hair cells in the canal detect changes in the movement of the canal's fluid, and the brain interprets these changes as a specific pitch or volume.  For ten points, what auditory organ is named after its resemblance to a snail shell?

Answer:  cochlea
5. "There are strange things done in the midnight sun/ By the men who moil for gold; The Arctic trails have their secret tales/ That would make your blood run cold."   So starts a ballad from a 1907 anthology named “The Spell of the Yukon,” in which a prospector honors the final request of his friend. Identify this macabre poem in which the title character urges his friend to close the furnace door before the heat escapes, written, FTP, by Robert Service.

Answer:  The Cremation of Sam McGee

6. A cousin of Crazy Horse, this Oglala Sioux fought at the battle of Little Bighorn as a teenager.  However, at the age of nine he had had a powerful vision that set him on the path to being a holy man with the sacred mission of preserving the purity of Sioux traditions.  By 1947 he was indeed the last living Sioux to possess full knowledge of the metaphysics and practices of the Sioux religion.  So, he agreed to relate his wisdom to anthropologist Joseph E. Brown, which resulted in The Sacred Pipe.  For 10 points, who was this subject of an important oral autobiography transcribed by Nebraska poet John G. Neihardt?

Answer: Black Elk  [Autobiography: Black Elk Speaks (1932)]

7. The best studied of the multipotent, or adult, form is found in the bone marrow.  A fertilized egg is, in a sense, a totipotent form while pluripotent human ones were first isolated in 1998.  These undifferentiated cells have the ability to reproduce and form multiple other types of cells.  For ten points, what cell type are government researchers currently forbidden to extract from embryos?

Answer: stem cells

8. The Artamanov Business and The Life of Klim Samgin are two of this man’s later works. At various times he was a scullery boy, gardener, dockhand, and fisherman before writing his first story, “Makar Chudra.”

His works attracted the attention of Korolenko, who helped him get stories like “Chelkash” published. His best-known work concerns Luka, Satin, and other characters in a sleazy flophouse. FTP, identify this author of Childhood, Mother, and The Lower Depths.

Answer: Maksim Gorky or Aleksey Maksimovich Peshkov
9. Volume Two, published in 1846, "expresses the first and fundamental law respecting human contemplation of the natural phenomena under whose influence we exist," and expresses the author's admiration for Tintoretto.  The third volume includes an essay on the Grand Style and a discussion of Idealism and landscapes, before winding up with an excursus on the Crimean War.  Volumes 4 and 5 include passages on the tower of Calais, studies of landscapes, and discussions of the four orders of landscape painters, ending with a lament for Giorgione.  For ten points, what is this five volume treatise, the first volume of which was published when John Ruskin was just 24?

Answer:  Modern Painters
10. Applying it in spherical coordinates to the function "one over r" gives a delta function.  It is the operator appearing in the vector wave equation and Poisson's equation while in one Cartesian dimension it's just a second derivative.  Equal to the divergence of the gradient is, for ten points, what scalar operator often written as "del-squared".

Answer: Laplacian (accept del-squared before it's mentioned)

11. Her first works were published by her husband, Henri Gauthier-Villars, under his pen-name “Willy.” After their 1906 divorce, she appeared in music halls, from which came La Vagabonde, Mitsou, and  L’Envers du music-hall. Her late memoirs were published in The Evening Star and The Blue Lantern. FTP, identify this author of the Claudine series and the novels Cheri and Gigi.

Answer: Sidonie Gabrielle Colette
12. Smaller ones, including the subtropical and tropical easterly, also produce Rossby waves in their flow axis.  A result of the Earth's meridional temperature gradient, their motion is due to Coriolis forces.  Usually found in frontal zones, especially at high latitudes in the upper troposphere, and moving at speeds over 30 meters per second are, for ten points, what bands of strong winds?

Answer: jet streams

13. In 1879, he composed The Song of the Flea, a setting of part of Goethe’s Faust. His early works include The Nursery and The Marriage, and the “Dance of the Persian Slaves” is featured in his opera Khovanshchina. Another opera, Sorochintsy Fair, was completed by Lyadov after his death in 1881.  For 10 points, name this member of the Russian Five, best known for such works as Boris Gudunov, Night on Bald Mountain and Pictures from an Exhibition.

Answer: Modest Mussorgsky

14. It arose out of Project Kansas, and, during its development, a shredder was employed so that no documentation was left, and a special suite of offices was rented for the advertising crew. On April 23, 1985, a press conference was held by Chariman Roberto Goizueta and President Donald Keough to announce this product, which was renamed in 1989 and still sold in some markets, despite the overwhelming negative reaction from the public. FTP, identify this product created using Merchandise 7X-100, a beverage dubbed “The Edsel of the Eighties.”

Answer: New Coke (accept Coke II)

15. The first and last names are the same.  The younger was Russian-born, but came to the US and studied art in New York before returning to Paris to study under Matisse.  A leader of the Abstract Expressionists, his paintings include Three Literary Gentlemen, Latest News, and Chinese Restaurant.  The elder taught law and political economy in Germany before accepting the chair at Vienna of the discipline of which he is considered a founder.  For 10 points, who are these men, the elder of whom wrote The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism?

Answer: Max Weber (Both names are required.)

16. In a theory of Dirac and Brans, it decreases due to cosmological expansion.  With Planck's constant and the speed of light it forms the Planck length, the fundamental scale of string theory. First measured in 1798 with a torsion balance by Cavendish, FTP, identify this constant with value 6.67 times 10 to the minus eighth centimeters cubed per gram second squared.  

Answer: universal gravitational constant or G
17. According to legend, it was removed from Egypt by Goidel, grandson of Pharoah Cingris.  Believed to be the rock that was Jacob’s Pillow when he dreamed of an heavenly ladder, it was known as the Lia Fáil to the Irish, but it was taken to the Dál Riada capital, now Dunstaffnage, Argyll, in the 6th century by Fergus Mac Erc.  Eventually stolen by England’s Edward I, for 10 points, what is this stone that rests beneath the English coronation throne?

Answer: Stone of Scone
18. In a series of episodes, the title character of this novel encounters an array of hapless intellectuals, including the adolescent philosopher John Gilson, who alternatively refers to himself as Raskolnikov and Iago, and a Miss McGeeney, who is writing a biography of the biographer of the biographer of the biographer of the biographer of Samuel Johnson. All of these encounters take place while the protagonist, a lyric poet, is exploring the Trojan Horse. FTP, this is a description of what novel, the first by Nathaniel West?

Answer: The Dream Life of Balso Snell
19. This city was founded on the 16th anniversary of the Declaration of Independence, not as a municipality, but as a business: the home of the country’s first industrial corporation, the Society for Useful Manufactures.  The grand plans of the society and its guiding light, Alexander Hamilton, ultimately failed, but it became the earliest U.S. center for silk production.  Now so squalid and defeated that few that do not work or live there go there, for 10 points, what is this New Jersey city, metaphorically represented by William Carlos Williams?

Answer: Patterson, New Jersey

20. John Mildenhall, a representative of the East India Company, arrived at Agra during his reign, but received no concession until the rule of Jahangir. Succeeding his father Humayun, he put a stop to the practice of forced sati and legalized the remarriage of widows. His conquests included Malwa, Bengal, and Kabul, and by 1600 he was the undisputed master of north India. FTP, identify this Mughul emperor, the grandson of Babar.

Answer: Akbar the Great

21. Formulated by Lotfi Zadeh in 1965, it's employed in robotic control and pattern recognition software.  Rejecting the law of the excluded middle, it instead asserts that variables --- tallness for instance --- have levels of truthfulness and uses "if x and y then z" rules to plan the system response.  For ten points, name this type of logic whose name describes its imprecise view of quantities.

Answer: fuzzy logic
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1. Identify these bills from the 19th century for fifteen points each.

15. Passed in 1890, this bill provided for federal control of federal elections, and was aimed to protect black voters in southern states from attempts to disenfranchise them. It passed the House, but not the Senate.

Answer: Force bill

15. Lincoln pocket vetoed this 1864 Reconstruction bill, which required that 50 percent of the voters in a state must take an oath of loyalty before the restoration process could begin.

Answer: Wade-Davis bill

5. This 1598 declaration defined the religious and civil rights of the Huguenots in France, and was revoked in 1685 by Louis XIV.

15. This 1296 papal bull issued by Boniface VIII forbade the taxation of the clergy without prior papal approval and threatened to excommunicate both Edward I of England and Phillip IV of France. 

Answer: Clericis Leicos
10. This document, presented to the 1547-1548 Imperial Diet, gave the Holy Roman Empire a temporary religious settlement in the wake of Charles V's victory in the first Schmalkaldic War. It upheld most Catholic doctrines, but did allow for clerical marriage with Papal dispensation and communion in both kinds.

Answer: Augsburg Interim (do not accept the Peace of Augsburg (1555))

7. Identify the following terms related to reproduction in flowering plants, ten points each.

1.  These are the chambers where pollen grains develop.  They are usually located at the tip of the stamen.

Answer:  anther
2.  At the tip of the pistil is this sticky area which traps pollen grains.

Answer:  stigma
3.  Fertilization occurs when the pollen grain grows a tube containing two sperm.  One sperm merges with the egg, forming a zygote.  The other fuses with two polar nuclei forming this structure which acts as the zygote's food.

Answer:  endosperm

8. Identify these satirists FTP each.

1. Little is known of the life of this man, as he died at age twenty-seven in 62 AD, and his extant satires add up to fewer than seven hundred lines. A Stoic, his concern with moral questions endeared his work to the Church Fathers. He almost certainly would have been implicated in Piso’s conspiracy if he were still alive.

Answer: Aules Persius Flaccus

2. A favorite of Domitian, this man’s 16 satires are biting attacks on public manners and morals.

Answer: Decimus Junius Juvenalis

3. Ackowledged by Horace, Persius, and Juvenal as the founder of their tradition, this kinght began his satires around 133 BC, after returning from the Spanish wars. He never wrote in any other genre, and his works exists in fragments today.

Answer: Gaius Lucilius

9. Name these South African landmarks, for 10 points each:

1. Pretoria and Johannesburg are both located in this northeastern province.

2. Originally founded as the Sabi Game Reserve, this wildlife sanctuary in the Transvaal was made a national park in 1926.

2.  Manet's intention in this 1863 painting was to translate an Old Master theme, the reclining nude of Giorgione and Titian, into contemporary terms.  

Answer:  Olympia
3.  This 1874 painting shows Manet's love of outdoor painting, it depicts a contemporary artist painting aboard his small boat.

Answer:  Monet Painting in his Floating Studio
