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1. Though initially guilt-ridden for her witnessing of Antonio’s murder, things turn out somewhat more happily for Hilda when she learns of the sculptor Kenyon’s love for her. Less fortunate is Miriam, who had been stalked by Antonio before his death, but life is turned upside down for the killer, an Italian count named Donatello. Such are the events in, for 10 points, what novel by Hawthorne, whose title, drawn from the resemblance of Donatello to a statue by Praxiteles, was also used by Faulkner for his first book of poems?

Answer: The Marble Faun
2. As punishment for suspected dealings with the Persians and for conspiring to seize power in Sparta by a helot uprising, this man was walled up in the Temple of Athena and starved to death. The son of King Cleombrotus, he acted as regent for the son of Leonidas after the latter's death and served the Greeks well in the Persian Wars, commanding them in their victory at Plataea and capture of Byzantium. For 10 points name this Spartan, also the name of the first century geographer and author of a Description of Greece.

Answer: Pausanias
3. They are emitted in the positive beta decay of proton-rich radioactive nuclei and though they are stable in a vacuum they will react rapidly with matter to form gamma radiation. First postulated by P.A.M. Dirac in 1930, they were discovered two years later by Carl Anderson, for which he won the Nobel Prize in 1936. For 10 points identify these positively charged subatomic particles having the same mass and magnitude of charge as their counterpart, the electron.

Answer: positron
4. In 1516 this man was apprenticed to the goldsmith Andrea Marcone in Florence, and his first charge of manslaughter dates to this year. He would create such sculpted masterpieces as The Saltcellar of Francis I, the Seal of Cardinal d'Este of Ferrara, and the statue of Perseus, remarkable considering he was also a full-time criminal whose offenses include fornication, embezzlement, and at least three murders by his own account. For 10 points name this Renaissance goldsmith and subject of a Berlioz opera, most famous for his Autobiography.

Answer: Benvenuto Cellini
5. After graduating from the Breslau Art Institute in 1882 this man worked as a sculptor before writing his first play, Before Sunrise, in 1889. Other plays, such as The Beaver Coat and Rats, followed, as did such poetic works as The Grand Dream and the epic Till Eugenspiel. For 10 points name this German dramatist and poet, the winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1912, who is perhaps most famous for his work The Weavers.

Answer: Gerhard Hauptmann
6. On the night of June 3, 1943, eleven sailors on shore leave stated that they were attacked by a group of Mexicans, and in response, a group of over 200 uniformed sailors chartered 20 cabs and charged into the heart of the Mexican American community in East Los Angeles, intent on mayhem. The specific objects of  their rage were any person wearing a style of clothing associated with Mexicans and criminal behavior, and this violence continued over several days until the Navy intervened put a stop to it. Such are the actual, rather unpleasant events known by, for 10 points, what name, also the title of a song by the Cherry Poppin' Daddies?

Answer: Zoot Suit Riots 

7. After receiving his medical degree from the University of Upsala in 1802 this man became a professor of medicine, botany, and pharmacy in Stockholm, using his spare time to produce a highly accurate table of combining proportions and atomic weights. His other notable accomplishments include his study of isomerism and catalysis, which he named, and his formulation of the theory of dual electrolysis. For 10 points name this scientist whose experiments also resulted in the discovery of cerium, selenium, and thorium.

Answer: Jons Jakob Berzelius
8. Its major inlets are the Korea Bay and the Gulf of Chilhi, to which it is connected by the Chilhi peninsula. Lying north of the East China Sea, from which it is separated by an east-west line connecting Cheju Island with mainland China, its major harbors include Tsingtao, Shanghai, Inchon, and Port Arthur. For 10 points name this body of water into which such rivers as the Yang-tze, Yalu, and Hwang-Ho drain, from whose silt deposits it gets its name.

Answer: Yellow Sea or Huang Hai
9. Set in the mythical kingdom of Poictesme, the title character of this novel is a middle aged pawnbroker who speaks some kind words about the Prince of Darkness and in return his shrewish wife, Dame Lisa, is removed from earth. Searching for her leads him to encounters with such women as his youthful sweetheart Dorothy La Desiree, Helen of Troy, and Guinevere before Koschei, maker of reality and also secretly the Prince of darkness, restores Dame Lisa. For 10 points, identify this 1919 novel, the most famous of James Branch Cabell.

Answer: Jurgen
10. This dynasty began its rule when its founder, Gustav Eriksson, successfully revolted against Christian II in 1523 and crowned himself Gustav I. Through marital connections with the last male member of the Jagiellonian family of Poland, the dynasty came to rule Poland in the person of Sigismund III in 1587. Although its Polish rule ended with the abdication of John Casimir in 1668, it continued to hold Sweden until 1818, when it was succeeded by the house of Bernadotte. For 10 points name this European royal family whose famous members include Charles IX and Gustavus II Adolphus.

Answer: Vasa
11. Born in 1738, this man spent most of his life as a musician performing for the Hanover Guards until accepting a post as an organist in Bath, England in 1766. After reading Robert Smith's A Compleat System of Opticks he became interested in astronomy, and, after building his own telescope, he began cataloging stars, nebulae, and binary stars, discovering a total of over 2,500 of them. For 10 points name this astronomer, famous for his theory of stellar evolution from nebulae and for his 1781 discovery of the planet Uranus.

Answer: William Herschel
12. In later life this mythological figure left Argos and arrived after some journeys in southern Italy, where he supposedly founded several cities. The son of Tydeus and Deipyle, this man was one of the Epigoni before going to Troy, where he nearly killed Aeneas in combat, killed both Rhesus and Dolon, helped smuggle the Palladium out of Troy, and even managed to wound the god Ares in battle. Name this character of Greek myth who shares his name with a king of Thrace known, FTP, for his flesh-eating mares, to whom he fed the bodies of his houseguests until he himself was fed to them by Heracles.

Answer: Diomedes
13. The events in the novel cover a period of one day as its main character, a pretty but inconsequential socialite, goes shopping in preparation for a dinner party she's to be hosting in the evening. Along the way she thinks about her childhood friend Sally Seton, a former suitor Peter Walsh, and some of the guests who would attend her party, including the psychiatrist Sir William Bradshaw, who is distressed by the suicide of his patient Septimius Smith. This is, for 10 points, a description of what novel by Virginia Woolf?

Answer: Mrs. Dalloway
14. The Union loss of this Civil War battle might be blamed on a lack of pontoon boats, which caused a delay in the crossing of the Rappahannock River by the Army of the Potomac. This gave Confederate forces time to consolidate and gain entrenched positions on Prospect Hill and Marye's Heights, with the result that when the attack was begun the Union army was repulsed with over 12000 casualties. For 10 points identify the December 12, 1862 battle in which Ambrose Burnside was soundly whipped by Robert E. Lee.

Answer: Fredericksburg
15. Created by mudslides near a Laurentian shelf, anoxic conditions allowed the preservation of soft features and bizarre forms of such creatures as Hallucigenia and Anomalocaris.  Found in 1909, ancestors of nearly all living phyla are found in these specimens of the Middle Cambrian period.  For ten points, name this Canadian fossil bed, the subject of Stephen Jay Gould's book Wonderful Life.

Answer: Burgess Shale
16. Born in Vienna in 1884, this man worked in a machine shop while trying to further his psychological studies at night. Inspired by a reading of Freud’s The Interpretation of Dreams, he wrote The Artist, which brought him into Freud's circle, but he began to move away from him in such works as The Myth of the Birth of the Hero and The Incest Motif in Poetry and Saga. For 10 points name this psychologist best known for his The Trauma of Birth.

Answer: Otto Rank
17. The title character of this opera is a young girl who is in love with the local mill owner Stiva Burjiya, whose child she carries, and who spurns Stiva's brother Laca, who loves her and believes Stiva only loves her for her beauty. In a fit of exasperation, Laca cuts her cheek with a knife to prove that Stiva will no longer love her if her beauty is gone, which later turns out to be the case, though she eventually forgives Laca and they find happiness together. This is, for 10 points, a very brief sketch of what opera by Leos Janacek?

Answer: Jenufa
18.  Born around 460 BC, this Athenian was related to Miltiades through his father Olorus and as the owner of a gold mine in Thrace was a member of the aristocracy. Elected strategos in 424 BC, he failed to prevent the capture of the port of Amphipolis by the Spartan admiral Brasidas and was banished from Athens for the next 20 years, time which he used to observe the war from both sides. For 10 points name this Athenian, who used his observations to write his History of the Pelopponesian Wars.

Answer: Thucydides
19. First proposed by the French microbiologists Francois Jacob and Jacques Monod in the early 1960s, these objects generally consist of a group of structural genes in a metabolic pathway located contiguously on a stretch of DNA which are controlled by a promoter. They act as a genetic regulatory system of single-celled organisms and their viruses, providing prokaryotes with the means to produce proteins only when and where they are required, allowing the cell to conserve energy . For 10 points name these cellular objects named because they were assumed to be essential to cell activity, which control the synthesis of enzymes in a cell.

Answer: operon

20. His first success as a novelist came in 1881 with the publication of The Crime of Sylvester Bonnard, followed by such early works as At the Sign of the Reine Pedaque and the Opinions of Jerome Goignard. An affair with the actress Arman de Caillavet provided him with the inspiration for such works as Thais and The Red Lily. Identify this author, also known as Jacques Thibault, a winner of the Nobel Prize for literature, best known, FTP, for the works The Gods Are Athirst and Penguin Island.
Answer: Anatole ​France
21. Though the basis of his story may be found John, Chapter 18, verses 20-22, the first complete account of him was made in the 1235 work Flores Historiarum of Roger of Wendover. In that work he is identified as Pontius Pilate's gatekeeper Cartaphilus, who converted to Christianity under the name Joseph, and while a later version gives his name as the shoemaker Ahaseurus and repudiates the conversion, both versions agree that his unique penalty is incurred for his of mocking Jesus en route to the Crucifixion. For 10 points name this figure of Christian folklore doomed to live and walk the Earth until Christ's return.

Answer: The Wandering Jew

22. The daughter of a prominent painter, this woman was apprenticed under Gustav Kilmt but turned away from painting to music, studying composition under Alexander von Zemlinsky. Though not herself known for any musical or artistic works of her own, she was friends with many of the major artistic figures of the early twentieth century, including Arnold Schoenburg, Alban Berg, Franz Werfel, Walter Gropius, and Gustav Mahler, the latter three of whom she married. For 10 points name this woman, whose amatory exploits are celebrated by Tom Lehrer.

Answer: Alma Schindler Mahler Gropius Werfel (either name is ok)

Though his parents had supported Parliament during the civil war, this poet demonstrated his loyalty to the returning Charles II in such poems as "To His Sacred Majesty" and "Astrea Redux" and even created the part of Florimel in his play Indian Emperor for Nell Gwynne. In such later works as Annus Mirabilis and Absolom and Acitophel, he continued to support Charles, who had rewarded him in 1668 by appointing him the first poet laureate. For 10 points name English poet best known for such poems as The Hind and the Panther and MacFlecknoe.

Answer: John Dryden
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1. Identify the following Art movements on a 5-10-15 point basis.

5. “Announced” by Filippo Marinetti in 1909 in the Paris Newspaper Le Figaro, this artistic movement was mainly centered in Italy and emphasized the dynamism, speed, energy, and power of the machine and the vitality, change, and restlessness of modern life in general. 

Answer: Futurism
10. Named by Guillaume Appolinaire, who used the term to describe the work of the Symbolists, this was a trend in Cubist painting that gave priority to colour. Among the painters working in this style were Robert Delauney, Fernand Luger, Francis Picabia, and Marcel Duchamp. 

Answer: Orphism
15.  Also known as Luchism, this principally Russian art movement was founded by Mikhail Larionov, who painted its first work, Glass, in 1909 and wrote the movement's manifesto in 1912. A synthesis of Cubism, Futurism, and Orphism, it was concerned with spatial forms which are obtained through the crossing of reflected beams from various objects.

Answer: rayonism
