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Toss-Up Questions

1. This man’s namesake duality is one of the most important theorems in homology theory and the 10-parameter group named for him represents the set of length-preserving transformations in Minkowski space.  He contributed a dynamical fixed-point theorem with Birkhoff, and his section allows chaos theorists to look at systems stroboscopically. In addition, this polymath founded modern topology and is the namesake of a formula generalizing the Euler polyhedron theorem to objects with higher genus. FTP name the French mathematician who, in 1889, ironically won a well-publicized prize an incorrect proof of the stability of the solar system.


Answer: Jules Henri Poincaré
2. This novel includes the tale of “Fauntleroy,” a ruined man who has two very different children, and a chapter that focuses on Eliot’s pulpit, a 30 foot high rock that serves as the stage for a man who continually spouts off about criminal reform. After the  return of Old Moodie and the appearance of the Veiled Lady at a magic show, the narrator, Miles, begins to piece together the mysteries surrounding the intertwined lives of Westervelt’s former love Zenobia and her half sister Priscilla. FTP identify this 1852 work about the title utopian community run by Hollingsworth, a work by Hawthorne.

Answer: The Blithedale Romance
3. A black cap rests on a small case on the right edge of this painting.  Hilly countryside is visible through the windows at the left. The professions of men are highlighted as some wear peasant attire and others don top hats.  A boy sleeps with his back to a laborer and leans on an old, roughly dressed woman who is carrying a basket.  On the left of the front bench is a woman breastfeeding her baby.  For 10 points, identify this oil canvas painting showing peasants on a train, painted by Honore Daumier.

Answer: The Third Class Carriage
4. He was nicknamed “Lord Cupid” for his womanizing and had an affair with Mrs. O’Kane. As foreign secretary he organized and chaired the London Conference of 1830, which resulted in an independent Belgium.  He was generally a proponent of “gunboat diplomacy” as in the Don Pacifico Affair of 1850. Replacing Russell as Prime Minister, his nearly ten years in office are known as the “reign of moderate liberalism” which saw the U.S. Civil War and the Crimean War. For 10 points, identify this Liberal nicknamed Pam, who served until 1865.  

Answer: Henry John Temple, 3rd Viscount Palmerston (accept either)

5. The molecular variety of this is a long-repudiated theory of antibody formation created by Breinl and Haurowitz in the 1930s, which theory was abandoned in favor of the clonal selective model. The phenomenon by this name in genetics is seen in XIST in fetal females and in IGF2 and is the root cause of Prader-Willi and Angelman syndromes. In it, the expression of a gene is a function of the parent by whom it was contributed. FTP give the shared name of this otherwise unrelated group of things, which name, in psychology, is that of the most notable discovery of Konrad Lorenz.


Answer: imprinting
6. Her totem symbol is simply a solid stone pillar, which represents her role as a foundation of order.  She was called the “Daughter of Ra,” and pharaohs often referred to themselves as her “beloved” in order to show their commitment to justice.  Depicted as a tall, winged woman, she had a namesake hall, where Anubis determined whether souls would enter the Fields of Peace or be devoured by the jaws of Ammut, using her as the source of judgment.  FTP, name this Egyptian goddess of truth, whose feather was weighed against the hearts of the dead to determine their fate.

Answer: Maat
7. The speaker asserts that “The bloom is gone, and with the bloom go I” after hearing the cuckoo. He then reminisces about an elm tree that “looks on Ilsley Downs,” and remembers how he and the title character used go into the fields. A late stanza in this poem likens the Sicilean shepherd Daphnis’ ascension to heaven to the fate of the deceased subject.  Drawing from Vergil’s seventh Ecologue, it casts the poem’s subject as the title character and the author himself as Corydon, and makes reference to the earlier poem, “The Scholar-Gipsy”.  FTP, name this elegy dedicated to the memory of Arthur Hugh Clough, written by Matthew Arnold.

Answer: “Thyrsis: A Monody, to Commemorate the Author's Friend, Arthur Hugh Clough”

8. Inspired by the elder brother's work with the SeeBees during World War II, the brothers' first design was a five-room Cape Cod with the bathroom sharing a common wall and common plumbing with the kitchen.  Tight supplier control meant that the brother's product could be sold for under eight thousand dollars, meaning FHA-VA loans could acquire their new product for little in the way of a down payment. Making their name at first on Long Island, it soon became synonymous with suburbia.  For 10 points—name these brothers, pioneers in pre-fabricated post-World War II housing.

Answer: William and Arthur Levitt
9. The Seiberg-Witten invariants arise in the analysis of symmetry breaking in N=2 supersymetric variety of this theory, and Wilson’s discrete gauge reformulation on an hypercubic space-time lattice is often used to give approximations to this theory, as perturbative calculations using it are only accurate on very small space-time scales due to the asymptotic freedom of the particles that it governs. The symmetry of the equations of this theory corresponds to SU(3) and its gauge bosons, which possess the property for which it is named, were postulated independently by both Oscar Greenberg and Yoichiro Nambu in 1964. FTP, name the theory, derived by analogy to quantum electrodynamics, which describes strong force interactions in terms of a “strong charge,” or color.

Answer: quantum chromodynamics or QCD
10. Several of them have had the suffix “-natha,” or “lord,” appended to their name as an additional sign of respect.  Because they are believed to be alike, they are all identified by colored emblems that were associated with their entry into the world.  Their name is derived from their metaphorical role of making a path for others to follow while fording across the river of life’s endless cycle of rebirths; and the nineteenth, Malli, was believed to be a woman according to the Svetambaras.  FTP, name this Jainist term for a person who has become immortal through enlightenment, twenty four of whom have existed.

Answer: Tirthankara
11. Burning Daylight presents its hero in various archetypal American roles, The Road concerns the author’s experiences in London as a hobo, and he combined astral projection with a plea for prison reform in The Star Rover. His characters include Billy Roberts who fights for labor in Sonoma, Eugene Everhard who struggles against the oppressive “Oligarchy,” and John Barleycorn who tells of his experiences as an alcoholic. The Valley of the Moon and The Iron Heel flanked his autobiographical novel Martin Eden, and followed popular successes like The Son of the Wolf and The Sea Wolf. FTP identify this author most famous for adventure novels about the North, including White Fang and The Call of the Wild.

Answer: Jack London
12. Led by Li Tzu-tu and Fan Ch’ung among others, they formed following the floods and famines that accompanied catastrophic changes in the course of the Huang River in Shan Dong Province between 2 and 11 AD.  Benefiting from the contemporary Greenwood rebellion, in AD 23 they overthrew Wang Mang.  Later they entered the capital at Ch’ang-an and killed Liu Hsuan. For 10 points, identify this peasant group, known for their peculiar face paint, that was finally defeated when an opposing army confused them by painting the hair above their eyes the same eponymous color.
    

Answer: Red Eyebrows or Chi Mei
13. He argued that the market economy functions because of constraints that exist outside the market in his Legitimation Crisis. He also argued for a scaled version of Kant’s moral philosophy called discourse ethics. He expounded on the dual nature of laws in democracies in Between Facts and Norms, and attacked revisionists who tried to trivialize Nazism in The New Conservativism.  Known for his debates with Hans-Georg Gadamer, this author of The Structural Transformation of the Public Sphere was a student of Max Horkheimer and Theodor Adorno.  FTP, name this philosopher who wrote The Theory of Communicative Action.

Answer: Jurgen Habermas
14. Given the definition of partial current densities, this equation is derived from empirical considerations by considering the energy at which the partial currents are equal are equal; the same empirical equation substituted with the reversible potential yields the Butler-Volmer equation. The explicit form of this equation contains the ratio of the concentrations of the oxidized and reduced species, though this is often exchanged for the reaction quotient, Q, in practice. FTP name the equation that states that a cell’s potential with respect to a standard potential, at which Q is 1, is proportional to the natural logarithm of Q and is named for a Nobel laureate.

Answer: Nernst Equation

15. The author of Eisenhower’s statement that “freedom means the freedom to fail as well as to succeed”, this social theorist was also a pioneer in the field of medical sociology. His educational theories centered on role allocations, while he posited that Ascription and Achievement were the two poles on his Axis of Social Stratification. The author of Family, Socialization, and the Interaction Process, and The Social System, in his best known work he discussed the Unit Act of Social Systems.  FTP, identify this sociologist, best known for The Structure of Social Action.

Answer: Talcott Parsons

16. Lord Normanby advised one of its signatories to not “purchase…any territory”.  The recipient of this advice, William Hobson, gathered negotiators in the Bay of Islands.  According to it rangatiratanga was preserved and land ownership was protected.  The English word ‘sovereignty’ gave translators trouble, but it was translated ‘kawanatanga’ or governance.  In the third article royal protection and full citizenship was granted to the Maori.  For 10 points, name this New Zealand land treaty signed in February 1840.

Answer: Treaty of Waitangi
17. In nuclear physics, this model of the nucleus competes with the liquid drop model and mistranslations of its name resulted in somewhat bizarre German misunderstandings of its use. The computer algorithm of this name is an extension of insertion sort with bigger initial step size. In systems design, this is the name for the interface between the user and various operating system functions and a popular one is the Bourne Again variety for UNIX. In integral calculus, this method may be preferred over that of washers for finding the volume of a solid of revolution. FTP name the term that, in biology refers to the protective encasings secreted by mollusks.


Answer: shell
18. His early works consisted of several poetry collections, such as 1882’s New Song, and several years later he wrote about the poet Andrea Sperelli in his novel, The Child of Pleasure.  Other novels include The Victim and The Triumph of Death; his theater works include The Dream of an Autumn Sunset and The Daughter of Iorio, and he depicted himself as Stellio Afrena in The Flame of Life, a fictional account of his love affair with Elenora Duse.  Honored by Mussolini after his 1938 death, he was the inspiration for the first name adopted by Mistral.  FTP, name this Italian author of the play La Gioconda.

Answer: Gabriele D'Annunzio
19. This composer's three-part cantus firmus, Durch Adams Fall, demonstrates his mastery of word-painting.  Beginning his musical instruction under Schwemmer, his organ works show influence from Froberger and Frescobaldi. His Magnificats served to enhance the vespers at St. Sebaldus, Nuremburg, where he served as organist, and in 1699 he wrote the set of six keyboard arias Hexachordum Apollinis. A close personal friend of Dietrich Buxtehude, he was also the teacher of Johann Christoph Bach, but his reputation today rests mainly on a work for three violins and continuo. For 10 points, identify this German composer of a Canon and Gigue in D Major.

Answer: Ludwig Pachelbel
20. This emperor executed Eprius Marcellus, one of his earlier supporters, late in his reign, and banished Helvidius Priscus. Legate in Judaea, he gained power after defeating his predecessor's forces at the second battle of Bedriacum and at Rome with his brother's and Mucianus' support. His cousin Cerealis broke a revolt in the Rhineland, and Romans reached their furthest extent into Britain at Mt. Graupius during this man's reign. FTP, identify this emperor who erected a temple of peace, restored the Capitol, and was succeeded by his son Titus.

Answer: Titus Flavius Vespasianus
21.  This novel coincidentally features a dietitian named Miss Atkins, who works at an orphanage and gets caught screwing a doctor by the protagonist, who, only a child then, is trying to eat some toothpaste.  As punishment the protagonist is sent to live with the religious and abusive Simon McEachern, whom he later bludgeons to death with a chair.  The protagonist then wanders around, struggling to find his racial identity, before arriving in Jefferson and having a love affair with the daughter of abolitionists, Joanna Burden, that ends with her murder.  FTP, name this William Faulkner novel about the exploits of Joe Christmas.

Answer: Light in August
22. The attackers came from the brigades of Trousdale and Pillow who attacked from in front of the Molina del Rey.  The defending force contained the battalion of San Patricio and cadets from the military academy who were immortalized as “los Ninos Héroes”.  As the U.S. forces reached the crest of the mountain fierce hand-to-hand combat erupted that saw the wounding of Robert E. Lee and P.G.T. Beauregard and the outnumbered Mexicans withdrew in the face of Winfield Scott’s army. For 10 points, what September 1847 battle was followed two days later by the occupation of Mexico City?

Answer: Chapultepec
23. Colonized in the early 1800’s and made a possession of its present controller in 1853, this country, which consists of its namesake island, the archipelago Iles Loyaute, and several other small islands, was used as a penal colony for much of the late 19th Century.  Beginning in 1985, it was the site of political agitation for independence by the FLNKS, who sought the creation of a new state called Kanaky, but were appeased in 1988 by the Matignon Accords.  FTP, name this Coral Sea nation with its capital at Noumea, an overseas possession of France.

Answer: New Caledonia
The flashback that opens the novel follows a clash that begins with the murder of a village messenger and ends when Captain Winterbottom comes and destroys all the guns.  The title character, who is charged with overseeing such rituals as the Feast of the Pumpkin Leaves and the New Yam Festival, wants to get on the good side of the white men, sending his son to the missionary John Goodcountry, who tells Oduche to kill the sacred python of Umuaro, the Igbo village where the novel is set.  FTP, name this novel about Ezulu, the titular priest of Ulu, a work by Chinua Achebe.

Answer: Arrow of God
They were introduced during the Shang Dynasty, and it is believed that their development was influenced by Confucius who claimed that their most obvious substitutes should be avoided as they could remind people of violence and slaughterhouses. Sometimes made out of porcelain, animal bone, ivory, coral, agate, and jade, aristocrats often used silver ones since it was thought that silver would change color if it came into contact with poison. They later spread to Korea, Japan, and some parts of Southeast Asia, and are most often carved out of bamboo. FTP, what are these Asian eating utensils that replace forks and knives. 

Answer: chopsticks
With a name literally translated as “hump of wood,” this mythical character was sometimes portrayed with a large phallus, symbolic of his role as a spirit of fertility.  Even today, he is revered by the descendents of the Taos and Acoma among other tribes as a bringer of good fortune.  Comparable in many ways to Santa Clause, he depicted with a large hump on his back, which was considered by some to be a bag of gifts.  FTP, identify this figure prominent in the art and culture of Native Americans -especially the Hopi and Anasazi - the flute-playing deity of mischief, music, and dance, who is now used to market various types of cheap jewelry. 


Answer: Kokopelli

1. ‘The music is a perpetual witchery … I am racked, flayed, dislocated by this devilish sonata of Les Indes galantes”, wrote an anonymous critic in 1735, for 10 points each name:
A. This eighteenth-century French composer of Hippolyte et Aricie, Les Paladins, and Castor et Pollux.


Answer: Jean-Philippe Rameau
B. In this book of music theory Rameau attempted to offer a rigorous formalization of his empirical theory by casting it within a Cartesian-inspired deductive model based on a single ‘evident and clear principle’.


Answer: Treatise on Harmony or Traité de l'harmonie
C. Rameau engaged this man in the “War of the Buffoons” about the qualities of the French operatic style of Lully as opposed to this man’s style of opera buffa.  He is most famous for his opera La serva padrona.

C. This unfinished six-part work was intended as a layout of Bacon’s philosophy and proposals for reform in the scientific community.  The Novum Organum is its second section.

A. After the breakup of the Cordoba Caliphate in the eleventh century, this confederation of Berber tribes invaded Spain from North Africa, conquered Andalusia, and slowed the advance of the Christians. 

Answer: Almoravids

B. In 1172, another Berber confederation took Seville and overthrew the Almoravids. They were destroyed by a Christian alliance at the 1212 battle of Las Navas de Tolosa. 

Answer: Almohads

C. After the fall of the Almohad dynasty in 1212, the Nasrids of this kingdom became the last remaining Islamic dynasty in Spain. It lasted until the final reconquista of 1492.
