Toss-Up Questions

1. One of the novel’s two villains spends much of his scenes playing with small birds and mice.  One of the protagonists is a drawing master hired by a wealthy hypochondriac, Mr. Fairlie, to teach watercolors to his niece and her unattractive half-sister, Marian.  Although the artist falls in love with that niece she must unfortunately obey her late father’s final wish that she marry Sir Percival, who seeks to swindle her out of her uncle’s money with the help of Count Fosco.  The story begins when Walter Hartright has a midnight encounter with the title character who bears a striking resemblance to Laura in, FTP, what 1860 work named for the color of Anne Catherick’s clothes, a novel by Wilkie Collins?

Answer: The Woman in White
2. They were divided into six tribes, including one called the Magi, and, according to Herotudus, Deioces united them in the 8th century BC.  A total solar eclipse on May 28, 585 BC, caused an army from this country led by Cyaxares to abort a battle with the Lydians and negotiate a peace treaty.  An alliance with the Babylonian ruler Nabopolassar culminated in the conquest of the Assyrian capital of Nineveh in 612 BC.  For ten points, identify this horse breeding people subjugated by Cyrus the Great, who had their capital at Ekbatana.

            Answer:  Medes or Media

3. The second movement, repeated virtually unaltered by Ravel in Daphnis and Chloe, follows a melancholy woodwind theme that is interrupted by nervous string oscillations that hearken back to the opening movement. That section presents a conversational melody in barcarole time interrupted by occasional brass accents. These two parts are followed by the flute melodies of “The Prince and the Princess.” The title figure, represented throughout by a sinuous violin, introduces passages about the sinking of a ship, the arrival of the Roc, and a grand festival in Bagdhad. in FTP identify what symphonic suite containing The Story of the Kalender Prince and Sinbad’s Ship, a work by Rimsky-Korsakov.


Answer: Scheherazade
4. This can be determined in linear time with the algorithm of Williamson or with that of Lempel, Even, and Cederbaum and it is logically equivalent to the existence of a topological K-5 or K-3,3 subgraph.  Simple graphs with this characteristic have a number of edges less than or equal to three times the number of vertices minus six. Duals are found only in graphs with this property, which is possessed by trees, cycles, and wheel graphs. FTP name the subject of a 1930 theorem by Kazimierz Kuratowski, the property of a graph that it can be rendered in two-space without having any edge cross?

Answer: planarity (accept word forms, e.g., that the graph is planar)
5. The main character gets mad at his wife for suggesting that he use money in a cocoa tin which they had been saving for his son's enrollment at St. Chad's even though his son is not going to use it.  After being swindled out of a pound for bus fare, he arrives in Sophiatown, finds his sick sister Gertrude, and later learns that his son has been associating with John, but does not find him until after he has been arrested for the murder of the white farmer James Jarvis.  FTP, Stephen and Absalom Kumalo are eventually reunited in what Alan Paton novel?

Answer: Cry, the Beloved Country
6. Its leader intended to make a flag with “death or liberty” written on it.  Its namesake’s brother, Solomon, was a blacksmith who fashioned swords and bayonets for the efforts.  After Mosby Sheppard was alerted, authorities occupied the federal armory at Manchester, but the plot was undone when a violent storm that washed out the bridge across Brook Swamp on the road leading to Richmond.  Aiming to massacre all whites, except for Methodists, Quakers, and Frenchmen, its leader would be named King of Virginia. For ten points, name this 1800 slave revolt, the first major slave rebellion in the United States.


Answer: Prosser’s Revolt or Gabriel’s Revolt

7. He suggested that one could make the most of chances through self-development in his 1982 article "The Psychology of Chance Encounters in Life Paths."  Much of his work dealt with social learning and aggression, and included a 1959 collaboration with Richard Walters, Adolescent Aggression, and his most famous experiments in this field involved, showing children film of a woman acting violently and observing their behavior when placed in identical surroundings. FTP, name this psychologist whose Bobo doll experiments investigated his concept of reciprocal determinism.

Answer: Albert Bandura
8. Eight of the ten books of the Rig Veda begin with dedications to this god.  A Brahmana text states that Yama gave this god his immortality, but in the Rig Veda, Yama merely tells Varuna that he is hiding in the waters. This son of Aditi and Kasyapa rescues Hanuman from Ravanna’s wrath in the Ramayana and in the Mahabarata, it is he rather than Shiva who begets Skanda with his wife Svaha.  But the most important role of this two faced god is that of messenger to the gods and bearer of sacrifices.  FTP, identify this figure, whose face is often smeared with butter, the Hindu god of fire.

Answer:  Agni
9. A faint blue mountain, indicative of Da Vinci's influence on the artist, can be seen in the background, while the subject of the painting is based on Rubens' Jardin d'Amour.  A man with a staff in his left hand can be seen helping a woman in a yellow dress up from her seat in the center.  Floating cherubs appear on the left.  More are added in a later edition, to raise a mast, and float around a statue of Venus on the right as the people get ready to leave.  FTP, name  this 1717 painting with an oft-mistranslated title, the most famous work of Jean-Antoine Watteau.

Answer: The Embarkation for Cythera or The Embarkation from Cythera or l'Embarquement de Cythere
10. A subplot concerns the schoolmaster Bradley Headstone's attempts to murder Eugene Wrayburn, who is saved by Lizzy Hexam. That story is connected to the main plot via the waterside murders, which enable the main character, the son of a dust-merchant, to fake his own death. He eventually comes to work for Mr. Boffin, his father's foreman, and tests the affections of his betrothed, Bella Wilfer. In the end, the machinations of Silas Wegg comes to light and the protagonist's true identify is revealed. FTP, identify this 1865 novel where John Harmon pretends to be John Rokesmith, written by Charles Dickens.

Answer: Our Mutual Friend
11. The Anti-Chain-Store Act made its regulations on price and other forms of discrimination more easily enforced and section 7’s prohibition on one firm acquiring another’s stock when it would reduce competition was solidified by the Celler-Kefauver Act. It legitimized boycotts and non-violent strikes and protests against companies and allowed unions and agricultural companies to have directorates worth more than $1,000,000, though such directorates were prohibited in other industries and forbade cutting prices in only certain regions in order to destroy competitors.  For 10 points, name this antitrust act passed in 1914, which augmented the Sherman antitrust act.

Answer: Clayton Antitrust Act

12. It is named for a man of the tribe of Naphthali who comforted the captive Israelites under the Assyrian king Salmanasar.  His son journeys to the country of the Medes, where he married the daughter of Raguel and Edna.  The son’s piety and resilience eventually earns his family escape from the destruction of Nineveh at the end of this book. However, he first has to save his wife Sarah from the entity who had killed her first seven husbands, FTP, identify this book of the Apocrypha, in which the angel Raphael helps to slay the demon Asmodeus. 

Answer:  Tobit or Tobias


13. For a colloid, this point is where the zeta potential of colloidal particles is zero, and is dependent on particle surface properties.  This characteristic can also be used to resolve proteins in an electrophoretic gradient of amphiphilic molecules, a technique known as its namesake “focusing,” which is employed as the first dimension in 2D SDS-PAGE.  Molecules near this pH are particularly useful as dilution buffers, although small changes in pH near this point will significantly affect the ionization state of the molecule.  Given by the average of the acid dissociation constants of the ionizable groups in a molecule, FTP, identify this point at which a molecule has no net electric charge.

Answer: isoelectric point

14. He gave his sister Anna in marriage to Vladimir I of Kiev and received 6000 soldiers who formed the core of the Varangian guard.  Early in his reign he suppressed a revolt by the landowners of Asia Minor and reclaimed much of Syria. Though he was crowned his father’s co-emperor when he was three, after Romanus II’s death the empire was ruled by generals Nicephoras II Phocas and John I Tzimisces.  Most famous for ordering his prisoners to be blinded after the battle of Kleidion, this is, for 10 points, what Byzantine emperor whose dealings with Tsar Samuel of Bulgaria earned him a famous nickname?


Answer:  Basil II or Basil Bulgaroktonos or Basil Bulgar-Slayer


15. This woman's maid, Natasha, turns her amorous neighbor Nikolay Ivanovich into a pig using a magic cream.  Though this woman is married to a wealthy man, she longs to leave him for her lover, who she met at the Kremlin wall.  Her adventures include presiding over a Satanic ball and trashing the apartment of Latunsky, a critic who led the attack against her lover's book about Pontius Pilate.  FTP, identify this woman, whose name is paired with “Master” in a Bulgakov work.


Answer:  Margarita Nikolayevna

16. This reaction is often used to determine the structure of complex amines by converting them to simpler amines.  In violation of Zaitsev’s rule, the major product in this reaction is the least substituted alkene, while the minor product is known as the Zaitsev product.  In this E2 reaction, a quaternary ammonium salt is treated with an excess of methyl iodide and with silver oxide to give an ammonium hydroxide, which is heated to give the final product. FTP, identify this elimination reaction which converts a quaternary ammonium salt to an alkene and an amide.

Answer: Hofmann elimination

17. Its author used William Jones as a source in his claims that virtue and holiness does not proceed from reflection. According to this work, all objects of perception must follow a four form principle: the physical form, the mathematical form, the logical form, and the moral form.  Reality is an object in the mind of the subject, a perception of the perceiver.  Reality is also determined by will, which is not governed by the principle of sufficient reason.  FTP, these concepts are purported in what book which dichotomizes reality by Arthur Schopenhaur?

Answer: The World As Will and Idea
18. Initial attacks by Prince Bagration fell on the seemingly isolated French troops under Marshal Lannes.  The French countered attacked with Ney's corps around 5 pm by moving down a triangle of land created by the confluence of a millstream and the Alle River, capturing the Sortlack Wood and trapping the Russian forces under Leonty Bennigsen.  Some Russian troops escaped across the Pregel River back to Russia, but the battle still resulted the the evacuation of Konigsberg two days later.  For ten points, identify this June 14, 1807 Napoleonic victory.

            Answer:  Friedland
19. Patients with Von Hippel-Lindau disease are unable to regulate this physical process because they can no longer downregulate HIF1(.  Commonly studied in vitro with the tube-forming assay, this process may be inhibited by antibodies against vascular endothelial growth factor.  While this process is important in wound healing and in the female reproductive cycle, it is also important pathologically in tumor growth. * FTP, identify this biological process that creates new blood vessels from pre-existing vessels.

Answer: angiogenesis (prompt on vasculogenesis before “tumor growth”)

20. It begins with a dinner party that features a fine bottle of Tokay, which the guests joke about, saying that like members of the Court and photography, it needs its proper place in the Sun.  Haakon tells his son that he is going to marry his housekeeper, Mrs. Sorby, and his son is led to believe that he arranged the marriage between a former maid Gina Hansen and the main character.  Gregers later reveals the truth to his old friend, who rejects both Gina and his daughter. At which point Hedvig decides to sacrifice something to express her love for Hjalmar in, FTP, what tragedy about the Ekdal family named for a title pet, a work by Henrik Ibsen.

Answer: The Wild Duck
21. The opinion of Elkins v. U.S. is quoted in its majority opinion, which also noted that the standard set in Weeks v. U.S. did not hinder the activities of the FBI not deterred the administration of criminal justice.  Justice Harlan's dissent saw no reason for the Court to rule any differently than it did in Wolf v. Colorado.  Miller v. In 1829, Wilhelm von Struve discovered that its epsilon star, Izar, was an orange giant with an accompanying green-blue star usually known as Pulcherrima. 1. Answer the following questions about Czech history, for 10 points each:

A. In 1920, this former professor and publisher of the magazine Athenaeum became the first president of Czechoslovakia.

Answer: Tomas Masaryk
B. This man became First Secretary of the Czechoslovakian Communist Party in 1968, and attempted to liberalize the government between March and August of that year.

Answer: Alexander Dubcek
C. Initially a Dubcek supporter, this man replaced him as party secretary and ultimately purged the party of Dubcek supporters. 

Answer: Gustav Husak
2. Identify the Gunter Grass novel from a brief description FTPE.

A. This novel describes a meeting between the authors of the fictional Gruppe 1647 at the end of the Hundred Years War.


Answer:  The Meeting at Telgte or Das Treffen in Telgte
B. This novel depicts the development of civilization as a struggle between the sexes from prehistory to the present, and features the title talking animal from a Grimm fairy tale.


Answer:  The Flounder or Der Butt
C. This work, the first in a trilogy, focuses on Oskar Matzerath a strange young boy who refuses to grow up and plays the title instrument incessantly.

Answer:  Epitaph On A Tyrant
7. FTPE, name the following programming paradigms from description.

A. C, FORTRAN, and members of the structured programming movement typify this paradigm, in which programs are written with functions made up of consecutive statements and calls to other functions.

Answer: imperative or procedural
B. This programming paradigm is known to utilize recursion and continuations in order to bypass the need for keeping state.  A prominent pure example of this paradigm is seen in the Haskell programming language, while LISP is the most well-known language where this paradigm is widely used.

Answer: functional
C. In programs written in this paradigm, programmers state what they want the computer to do, as opposed to how the computer should do it.  Prolog is the most common language that uses this paradigm.

Answer: declarative (prompt on logical or logic)

C. The title character, the baby Jesus, an angel, and a kneeling St. John the Baptist form a triangle in the foreground, while the background suggests a cave-like setting in this 1483 Leonardo work.

Answer: Madonna of the Rocks

C. At this 1471 Yorkist victory, Margaret of Anjou’s army was defeated, her son Prince Edward killed, and Edward IV’s position secured.

Answer: Tewkesbury

C. In this book Popper attempts to show that there are no scientific laws for the historical development of societies.

11. Identify the following works of Latin American literature FTPE.

A.  (10 points)  In this Amado work, the Syrian bartender Nacib Saab takes in a beautiful mulatto woman who becomes his cook and his mistress.


Answer:  Gabriela Clove and Cinnamon or Gabriela, clavo y canela
B.  (10 points)  This semi-autobiographical Vargas Llosa work concerns Marito, a young law student working in a radio station, who falls in love with a beguiling older woman.


Answer:  Aunt Julia and the Scriptwriter or La Tia Julia y el Escribidor
C.  (10 points)  Purporting to be written many years after the title event, this Garcia Marquez work centers on Santiago Nasar, who is murdered by the Vicario brothers, who think that he defiled their sister Angelina. 


Answer:  Chronicle of a Death Foretold or Cronica de Una Muerte Anunciada











12. Answer each of the following about your friend, an inner product space over the real numbers.

A. The inner product functional of such a space has this property because it is a mapping of the Cartesian product of the inner product space with itself back onto the reals that is linear in both arguments.

Answer: bilinearity
B. The Cauchy-Schwartz inequality immediately yields this familiar inequality for an inner product space over the reals. This states that square inner product of any two members of the space is less that or equal to the product of the inner product of each with itself.

Answer: triangle inequality
C. Because the distance function derived from the inner product satisfies the triangle inequality and is non-negative, an inner product space over the reals together with that distance function comprises this type of space.

Answer: metric space (prompt on Hausdorff space or T2 space)

15. Answer the following about reactions of benzene derivatives FTPE.

A. Under extreme conditions, benzene with halogen substituents can react with strong bases in an elimination-addition mechanism involving this highly unstable intermediate containing a triple bond.

Answer: benzyne
B. In this reaction, a benzene derivative is converted to a cyclohexadiene derivative through treatment with sodium or lithium in liquid ammonia and alcohol. Orientation of the remaining double bonds is controlled by the electron-donating or electron-withdrawing nature of the substituents on the benzene ring.

Answer: Birch reduction
C. The two reactions that share this name use Lewis acid catalysts, such as aluminum chloride, to add alkyl or acyl groups to aromatic compounds.

Answer: Friedel-Crafts reactions

Answer:  Polybius
3. [15] A third Merope was a member of this group of seven sisters.  They were the sisters of Phaethon and were turned into poplar trees after his death.


Answer:  Heliades   

18. Name the following people and places involved in the Pilgrimage of Grace of 1536 for ten points each:

A. Several thousand men occupied this city on the River Witham in October but Henry VIII’s orders censure led them to withdraw.  Its Cathedral contains the first example of thee fully developed English Gothic Style.

Answer: Lincoln
B. A subsequent uprising led by this popular lawyer occupied York and Doncaster.  The king received him in London but he was executed in 1537 after a new disturbance.

Answer: Robert Aske
C. The “great grudge” against the crown was primarily the result of the actions of this minister who had attempted to increase government control in the North.

19. FTPE, give these terms from statistical mechanics.

A. This is a set of a large number of systems that may be described as points in the same classical gamma-space and for which the density of states in that phase space varies as one over the exponential of the total system energy E.

Answer: macrocanonical ensemble (prompt on “petit ensemble;” do not accept “microcanonical ensemble” or anything with “grand” in it, e.g. “grand canonical ensemble”)

B. This fundamental thermodynamic quantity is symbolized capitol “Z” and classically defined as the sum of the Arrhenius factor, e to the minus beta E, over all states.

Answer: partition function

C. This is the particle density function for a finite number of particles given continuous energy states, so the product of the value of this at E with the energy differential dE gives the number of particles within dE of E in the classical limit.

Answer: Maxwell-Boltzmann distribution (accept either name alone or both names in reverse order; prompt on “M”)
